First Remfndcr—
Learn to Swim

Sixty per cent of Americans
who drown do so because they
have fallen into the water acci-

dentally, the Red Cross said this
week.
“If they had been able to swim,

| they could have saved themselves,”

A. B. Murphy, national director
of Red Cross Safety Services, de-
clared,

A Red Cross official issued safe-
ty advice for the 100 million Amer-
icans expected to use the water
recreation this summer, on
the eve of Memorial Day, official
opening date of the swimming

| season in most parts of the coun-

try.

He that drownings have
increased in each of the last three
vears for which records are com-
plete-——1964-66—and that the lat-
ter year was the first since the
early 1030's that water fatalities
reached the 7,000 mark.

Even though that is 3,000 few-
er than the 10,000-a-year aver-
age of 55 years ago, when few
people participated in water sports
and before the Red Cross and
other organizations became active
in water safety education, the fig-
ure is still too high, he added.

Hence, the first water safety
precaution is learn to swim, If
you can swim, learn to swim bet-
ter.

Another important safety tip
aimed primarily at parents, watch
small  children most carefully
around the water, even in super-
vised and guarded areas, and even
at shallow wading pools. Mere
