The Coast and Geodetic Survey- 
will launch this month the final 
phase o f a 2400-square-miIe geo­
detic survey in northern Texas.

The party will 
complete a survey which will pro­
vide over 70 geographic positions, 
or latitudes and longitudes, for 
subsequent use in mapping and 
engineering projects.

carrying out surveys for accurate 
mapping of natural resources and 
for future alignment of highways 
and public utilities.

This geodetic survey was be­
gun in 1966 when a two-man re­
connaissance party selected the 
sites where measurements were to 
be made and determined the be.st 
locations for the erection of steel 
towers and wooden stands, which 
provide the Coast Surveymen with 
a clear line of sight over trees 
and other obstructions. In 1967, 
a field party surveyed over half 
the sites in the area south of 
Childress.

Cook’s party will pick up where 
the party left o ff  in 1967. Obser­
vations will be conducted at night, 
when the sun does not distort the 
atmosphere. A surveyor’s instru­
ment known as a theodolite is fo ­
cused at a light on another tower 
and the men then measure hori­
zontal angles between various 
towers. Some distances will be 
measured with a geodimeter util­
izing a laser beam, which employs 
the speed of light.

Towers will be erected over 
bronze’ markers in the ground, 
five to ten miles apart. Each con­
sists of an inner and outer three- 
legged steel structure. The inside 
tower holds the survey instru­
ments, precisely aligned over a 
small dot in the bronze marker, 
while the outer tower serves as a 
platform for personnel so the deli­
cate instruments will not be dis­
turbed. A crew of six men can 
erect a tower in a day and dis­
mantle it in a few hours.
