White Pine Ornamentation.

i
|

Some recent attenipts with white pine
appears to give it a value as an orna-
mental wood which its common uses
have not heretofore sugrested. The
soltness of itstextureand its susceptibil-
ity to injury may have had som= iniu-
ence in preventing its general use for
ornamental purposes, but the wood ean
be “filled,”” so that much of this objec-
tion is removed. Its pure white color—
white as compared with other woods—
recommends it for purposes for which
holly has been heretorore used; and the
size of the timber from which clear
lumber may be cut is greavly in its fav-
or, boards of a width of sixteen and
even twenty inches being not uncom-
mon, with no shade of distinction be-
tween sap wood and heart, and only the
faintest perceptible qrain.

Some specimens fately examined show
a greatly enhanced beauty by very sim-
ple treatment the filling with warm
shellae  varnish, bleachad shellac in
alcohol, applied with a hrush while
warm. Several coats are given, the
last coat being rubbed with pumice and
rotten stone moistened with water, not
(oil. A finish of & lowing coat of copal
varnish completes the preparation.
Thus treated the wood is of a faint
creamy tint with the appearance of
semi-transparency.  Ueantiful grada-

of this prepared pine, moldings of holly,
and stilesof curly or birdseve maple, and
fine contrasts were made with the pino
and oiled black walnat.

The pine is ton soft for floors, but for
doors, easings and chamber furniture it
seems 1o be admirably adapted.

It may be Jdnade into one
piece of furniture, or cut up into ve-
neer and spread over a great many
pieces of furniture. In a parallel man-
ner a man may devote himself to one
prrsunit and make a good lawyer, or
doctor or engmeer, or professor, or he
may spread himself thin over a wide
range of industries. The present ten-
dency is to specialties. The lawyer de-
votes himsell to certain branches of the
]u'actice. patent law, or realty or crim-
nal practice; the physician devotes
himself to diseases of the eye, the ear,
the vital organs; the engincer selects
mininz or brid_re building, or railroad
building; the professor confines him-
self to physies, or-mathematies, or lan-
guages, each and all recognizing the
fact that one man in one life-time can
cultivate but a portion of his own intel-
lectual domain, and but a small portion
of the domain of the knowable.

Broken Bones.

A doctor should, of course, be sent.
for in niost cases, as it is difficult to.
determine the character of the fracture.
Bat the fracture of an arm bone, espe-
cially in the case of children—their
bones are not yet brittle —may be like
that of a green twig, partly bent and
partly broken. In this case, if the arm
can be straightened without much, if
any, pain to the child, the parent may
himself bring the parts into place, keep
them so with splints and pandages, and
otherwise support the arm.

A broken bone heals of itself almost
as readily as a cut musele. Rest—ab-
solute rest, no movement of the fract-
ured surfaces on each other—is the
main thing. Butif the fracture is ia
two or more places, or the bone is
broken into small pieces, or a “jazged
end is thiust into the tlesh, the doctor,
of course, should be called.

If the hand or foot has been badly
crushed, immerse it in quite warm
water, and keep it there till the doctor
comes. Perhaps he may conclude to
let it remain until the intlammation has
subsided —two or three days-—before he
extracts the broken bits.

Hot water has wouderful power to
relieve pain, reduce intlammation and
promote healing.  Hands have thus

cen saved ior guite good service which
had been erushed under a trip-hammer.

In the case of a broken leg, don'tlift
up the wounded person. The jagged
ends of the’ bone may badly lacerate
the fiesh. Get some door from its
hinges—or something of the kind—and
let the person draw hunself on to it,
and into such a posture as he may tind
least painful. 1In this case, too, abso-
lute rest of the parts is the one condi-
tion of cure. !

Of late years the plasterof Paris ban-
dage has, to a large extent. taken the
piace of splints. It is vastly superior
every way, and with it the person may
sooner be allowed the use of his limbs.

In Hariford and in all the cities
of New England whose streets are
bordered by trees, there ave certain av-
enues that resound half the nighi with
the harsh, noisy concerts of innumerable
katydids, while on the next thorough-
tare, though it oflers every inducement
in the way of folinge, not a katydid is
heard. In Norwich, Conn., dark, tree-
shadowed Broadway is so infested for
two months by the insects that passing
strangers pause in astonishment, mysti-
fied by the uproarious clatter. So loud
and clamorous was the katydid concert
in the trees about the wals of Park
Church, that city, one Sunday evening
two summers ago, that the officiating
clergyman was compelled to dismiss
the congregzation, as he was unable to
make h.mself heard above the din. Un
other umbrageous streets in the city,
not two blocks away from the caurch, a
katydid is rarely heard. The same pe-
culiarity of the insects.is noticeable also
in the woods, there being certain quar-
ters that they frequent in armies and
others that they persistently avoid.—

We clip the following well deserved

In 15867 he went South and for three
years was a member of of the en-
gineer corps of the Cincinnati South-
ern railroad, being most of the time
in Kentucky and Tennessee, DBefore
returning North he held the position
of superintendent of consruction, un-
til the work was completed, of the
“talyeston, Harrisburg & San Antonia
R. ., known as the ** Sun-set Route.”
On his return North in 1872, he was
given the position of superintendent
of the Wisconsin Valley Railroad,
which position he filled with ability
and the utmost satisfaction,

Mr. Lautry came to Kansas seyen
years ago a poor man, but having ac-
customed himself to persistent labor
from boyhood, he renewed the duties
of life with an unconquerable purpose
and in the advancing columns of this
western empire Barney Lantry is a
conspicuous tigure. With lis promi-
nent experience as a man of affairs, he
has achieved a success almost incredi-
ble. He has to-day in his employ
nearly four hundred men as mechanics,
day laborers, farm hands, and ranch-
men, and there is not one of them
who cannot approach him with a per-
fect freedom, as there is no one so
humble that he cannot enlist his sym-
pathies and aid in times of adversity.

Turning to the social side of Mr.
Lantry’s life we find it equally com-
mendable and pleasing. While he has
been schooled to the stern reall-
ties of life he has at the same time cul-
tivated his taste for the beautiful in
art and the refinements of literature,
Ilis home is a place of resort for the
cultured as well as a welcome retreat
for the unlearned ; a place of pleasure
for the gay and sentimental as well as
one of peaceful enjoyment for the more
serious,  Mr. Lantry’s family is a
model of domestic happiness and re-
finement. IHis children, now young
ladies and gentlemen, are tar advanced
in the accomplishments of music and
art, and the well chosen volumes in
the home library are flattering in-
dications of the literary taste of the
family, In the midst of these sur-
roundings Mr. Lantry finds special
delight.

The returns up to the hour of writ'ng
from Maine indicate a Repablican ma-
jority of some 15,000 to 16,000, The
returns have been sent, compared with
those of September, 1880—a silly mode
of comparison which only requires a
little more analysis to got at the proba-
ble result.  The Blaine managers will
claim a great victory. They ought to
be allowed all the encouragement they
van gather from the eflect of their
rreat and practically unopposed eflorts
n the State from which they have taken
their candidate.  They need it for their
personal consolation, but thatl is all the
goud it will do them. As compared
wiith the September vote of 156, the
last one hvh‘ under normal conditions,
they ought to have had more than 20,
000 majority. The average majority
from 1860 to 1876, in September of
Presidential years, was 17,500.  So it
will be seen that with all their strain-
ing, with the advantage of Mr. Blaine's
appeals to State pride, with the field
substantially abandoned to them, the
Republicans have managed to hold their
own, but have not suzceeded in getting
their fair share of the increased vote.
