' Doings In Europe and Afrien—The Conged
River—General Gordon—France and Chi-
na, Ete. \
Loxpox, September 19,.—Henry A. Stan-

ley, the African explorer, delivered an ad-

dress before a large meeting of influestial
citizans, at the Cannon Street Hotel, upons

“The Congo Country—Its Histery, Devel-.

opement and Commercial Prospects and

Progress.” 'The address was reeeived with

prolonged applause. Stanley said in 1872

he wrote a letter from Fleet street to a

friend at Bano, a point on the Conge, .point- '

merce in the great basin of the Congo, whieh
he (Stanley) proposed to open up to the
world. He also indicated to his fmend the
region he proposed to develope, namely, be-
tween Mboma and Stanley Pool. In 1874
and 1879 he explored the broad masural
highway from the West coast of Africa.
He found a race of natices who were will-
ing to trade with the merchants who dealt
fairly on the basis of blood and brotherheod.
When he returned to Europe he found

several schemes under consideration
for exploring the  district of which
that of the  Atrican Association

proved to be most usefel. Stanley pool was
gained by treaties made with the natives,
who ceded to the African association the
sovercignty of the land, and the association
therenpon entered upon its peaceful posses-
siong The lecturer, continuing, sketched the
history of the Conge river from the discoy- .
ely of its mouth by the Portuguese naviga- -
tor Diego. some 400 years ago, to the limit of '
expulsion of the Portuguese by the natives
in 1630. In 1873 Lieutenant Grundy, of
the Livingstone search expedition, passed

through San Saivador, at -the mouth
of the Congo River. Five years later
Stanley stated that he had himself

arrived | there.  Protestant missions were
afterward formed by the British Baptist se-
ciety and they succeeded in establishing a
ndssion near the old Catgolie mission house.
There was no historical evidence on the
banks of the Congo river to prove that .the
Portuguese ever possessed any political es-
tablishment there whatever. Stanley said
further there is not one single proof that the
Portugnese ever erected any fort, Govern-
ment building, or office upon the banks of
the Congo. Dutch, English and French
merchants made that river a commereial
mart.
GORDON'S LETTER.

The News gives a version of General Gor-
don’s letters, five_of which have been re-
ceived.

| The writer first saw this aquarfum
on a thundery afternoon at the begin-
ning of the present month. Thunder
or very sultry weather sends them to
the bottom and keeps them there while
it lasts. They were all lying in a rowon
the bottom, with their snouts touching
the glass in front.
they soon returned to their former po-
sition, and each apparently ocenpying
the same place as before.  Limited as
is the space inth's “one roomed house,’
each trout has its own lair, and this is
especially marked in the case of the old-
est individuals. Of the two five year
year olds, one lies with his snout in the
angle tormed by the front aud one of
the sides of the tank, while the other
occupies the opposite corner.  Should
any other trout venture to oceupy these
lairs during the owner’s temporary ab-
sence the latter would take the intrader
in his mouth and without tuss or fury
deposit it quietly elsewhere.

times in succession in less than that |
number of minutes. They are fed
chielly on raw beef, cut into small

picees, and as this cutting operation is
being performed in front of the tank,
they show by their excitement that they
anticipate a coming meal. When the bits
of meat are thrown on the suriace of
the watera wild commotion prevails; but
with all the density of piscine popula-
tion in the tank it is remarkable how
little jostling oceurs. They are fed oc-
| casionally on worms—a diet which they
greatly appreciate. Like the ox they
at last know their owner, for they will
rise to the surface and take a worm
from DMr. Sanders’ hand when they
would not come near that of astranger.
By bringing a piece of meat near their
eye outside the glass they will follow it
They are
most active during the night, and on
approach of rain or high winds, and on
such oceasions they will sometimes
throw themselves bodily out of the tank.
This, when it occurs during the night,
is of course fatal, and such mortality as
has oceurred among these trout has been
chiefly from this cause. During winter
they scarcely feed at all, but lie on the
bottom in a semi-torpid state. In the
severe winter of 1531 the water in the
tank was in large part frozen,
some of the fish being actually frozen
in. As soon as this was noticed the
tank was brought inside, and the ice
gradually meiting the fish were set free,
without having apparently sustained
any mnjury.
