The report o f the 
Senate Committee on Privilege* and Elections 
in relation to the Copiah-County Investiga­
tions which that committee have been mak­
ing. bearing the signatures of live Republican 
members of the committee, was laid before 
the  Senate. The Democratic members of the 
committee will make a minority report. Ad- 
Joiirned . . .The House went otto Commit tee of 
the  «  hole on the Tariff bill. A fter considerable 
debate Mr. Converse moved to strike out the 
enacting c.ause, w hich was carried by IM to 
l.tl. On Mr. Converse's motion the committee 
rose and the ehnirtnan rejiorteir its uetlon to 
tho House. The Speaker stated the question 
to be oil striking out the enacting clause, anti 
Messrs. Morrison and T urner called for the 
yeas and nays. It was agreed to, yeas loll, 
nays, lift. An analysis of the roll call shows
• Hat only threo Republicans—Nelson, Strait

akcllcld, all or Minnesota, voted against 
Striking out the enacting clause. Forty-ouo 
Democrats voted in the affirmative.

I n the Senate, on the  7th, Mr. Sewell, 
from the Committee on Military Affairs, re­
ported favorably a bill to authorize tho sale 
o f a portion of the Fort Hays military reser­
vation In Kansas to the Ellis County Agricul­
tu ral Society of Kansas. A bill to place 
l lysses S. (Irant, late General of the Army of 
the l niled Status, upon the retired list of tile 
army tvas referred. The Senate resumed con­
sideration of tho Shipping bill, which was de­
bated until ad journm ent.... In the House. Mr. 
Stewart, from the Committee on Foreign Af­
fairs. reported a bill authorizing the apiKiint- 
tnent or throe commissioners to visit the 
principal countries of South nnd Ceil- 
tral America ami Mexico, for the purpose 
ot collecting information looking to tho 
extension of American trade and commerce 
and strengthening friendly and mutually ad­
vantageous relations between the ITiited 
Mates und all other American nationalities.
■ « rk,n*’ from the Committee on IndianA Hairs, reported a bill granting right of way 

through the Indian Territory to the Southern 
Kansas Hull road Company. Mr. Willis, from

filll. The House then proceeded to the con­
sideration of business on the Speaker'* table. 
The Senate amendment to the House bill 
repealing tho "Iron-clad oath." was concurred 
in. The next bill was for the relief or Fit/. 
John Porter, with Senate amendments. After 
argument a motion to refer the bill was lost 
nnd tho Senate amendments were non-eon- 
ourred In. Tlio Senate amendments were 
non-concurred In to the bill establishing a 
bureau of animal industry.

Tint C hair on the  8th laid  before the  Sen­
ate a communication from the Secretary of 
the Interior, subm itting supplemental provi­
sional estimates, calling for $272,620 for 
fu rther clerical lilro which would be neces­
sary if tho pension bills now jieiiding lie
Iinsscd. Mr. Mitchell, from the Committee on 
'elisions, reported favorably, with ail amend­
ment, the House bill granting pensions to 

soldiers of the Mexican war. Mr. Dawes 
offered a resolution, which was agreed to, call­
ing on tlie Secretary of the Interior for In­
formal ion whether tiny stops havo boon taken 
to proseento one Holfrme for shooting 
nn Indian named lllack Wolf. The Shipping 
bill was discussed and the Senate adjourned... .  
In the House the Senate Joint resolution 
passed in regard to  the ceremonies to Iks 
authorized at tho completion of the Washing­
ton monument. Mr. Clardy. from the Com­
m ittee on Commerce, reported a hill authoriz­
ing  the appointment of a Missouri River Com­
mission. In Committee of the Whole, on mo­
tion of Mr. Kills, sll prior bills were set aside 
and the committee proceeded to the consider­
ation of the bill appropriating $l,UUO,OOi) for 
the celebration of the W orld's Industrial Cen­
tennial Exposition at New Orleans. 'I he com­
m ittee rose and the bill passed—yeas lit!, nays 
87. Tho Spoaker laid before the House a com­
munication from the Secretary of the Interior 
submitting a supplemental estim ate of $272.- 
620 for additional clerical force in the office of 
tho Commissioner of Pensions. Adjourned.

T h e  C hair, on the 9th, la id  before the 
Senate a resolution offered by Mr. Van Wyck, 
directing the Secretary of the Treasury to 
withhold patents for lands on the Puyallup 
brunch of the Northern Paeitic Railroad until 
Congress decides the question of forfeiture of 
such lands. Postponed. The Senate took up 
the Indian Appropriation bill, and Mr. Hawes 
briefly recapitulated its provisions. Pending 
debate on the House amendment the Semite 
went into Executive Session and when 
the doors wore reopened adjourned till
twelve o'clock next day__ In the House
Mr. Willis presented a remonstrance from 
the  Louisville Hoard of Trade against 
tho enactm eut of a bankrupt law. 
The bill graining an additional pension to 
the widow of General F'raneis P. Illuir, was 
passed. It grants her $5,000 for her husband's 
services In the organization of troops and In­
creases her pension $50 a month. .Mr. Foliett, 
from (be Committee on Appeals, reported 
buck the District of Columbia Appropriation 
bill, 'ibe Speaker laid before the House a 
communication from the Secretary of War. 
recommending an additional appropriation of 
$100,000 for the relief of sufferers by the 
Hoods of the Lower Mississippi Valley.

WASHINGTON NOTES.
At a m eeting of the  Senate Com mittee

At W ashington, on the 9;b, Ju d g e  Hag- 
ner set aside the verd ic t of 437,500 as e x ­
cessive in the  case of H alle t K ilbourne 
ag a in s t ex-Sergeant-at-A rm s Thompson, 
bu t said if  the p lain tiff w ould accept his 
judgm ent for $20,000 i t  would be allow ed to 
s tan d ; otherw ise be would g ra n t a  new 
tr ia l.

T he House Com mittee on E xpenditu res 
in  the D epartm ent o f Ju s tice  decided to 
m ake no investigation  of Senato r K ellogg’s 
case  excep t so far as it m ay be necessary  to 
prove the good fa ith  of G overnm ent offi­
c ia ls in securing  indictm ents.

creek, returned from Oiahoma. last 
F riday.

“ Traveling south, from Cald­
well, Kansas, tho first stream 01 
any water is Salt Fork. The land 
along this stream is not very good; 
it is broken and sandy; tio timbei 
to Bpcak of, ami the w ater-is not 
good. I he next stream is the Cim- 
inaron; here wo found more tun 
bor and better land; also, between 
the C iintnuron and tho N orth 
Fork of the Canadian the land is 
all good. Small streams running 
into these streams have more oi 
less timber along them, mid con­
siderable bottom land. The bot­
tom* ulong Uro Cimtnaron are very 
good, but not so wide as along tbu 
Canadian, where we found very 
wide bottoms and plenty of timber, 
and a beautiful stream. The bot­
toms are from three to five miles 
wide, and tho best, land I  oversaw; 
grass i* from one month to six 
weeks in advance of that in this 
section. Between tho N orth and 
S uth Canadian the up land it very 
fine— ill til able. The banks of

proveraent* in the way of plowing,
and building cabins; but the sol­
diers would not allow any improve­
ment* ot any kind, and those who 
persisted in settling were taken 
out of the country.

Tim Democratic Outlook.

There iR a certain degreo of negative 
soinfoit taken by many Republican 
papers in the fact that Democratic 
sentiment has not thus far shown any 
tendency to settle upon a candidate) for 
the Presidency. This is assumed to in­
dicate either nri an absence of faith in 
the ability of the party to win in the 
coming contest or the existence of irrec­
oncilable and mutually destructive fac­
tions. Nobody, they tell us, can say 
positively whether Tilden will be in the 
field or not, and there is quite as little 
assurance that lie would bo welcomed 
if he did enter the lists. Cleveland and 
Bayard have, it is true, been spukon of 
respectively with marked favor, and 
even l’ayne has not been antlered to 
waste his fragrance on the desert air of 
tlie Senate; but around neither of these 
gentlemen lias there yet been anything 
in the nature of a well defined move­
ment formed: and what is true of them 
holds concerning the whole list of Dem­
ocratic statesmen, if we except the 
manifestations made on behalf of Mr. 
Flower. In explanation of this remark­
able absence of the "booms" and other 
organized efforts familiar to politicians 
the dispute over the tariff' is referred 
to. This, it is said, has hopelessly split 
the party, first by dividing Demo­
crats and those who will not vote fora 
protectionist and those who will have 
neither part nor lot in the work of rev­
enue reform, and secondly byr so setting 
the recognized loaders by the ears that 
either set would rather see the Repub­
licans triumph than have the opposite 
side of their own household attain to 
victory. It does not, however, appear 
to the Fugle that there is anything in 
tho situation to justify either Republic­
an exultation or Democratic despond­
ency at this stage of the game. On the 
contrary, as matters stand, wo believe 
tlie Democrats have more chances in 
their favor than were on their side in 
tlie early part of 1876, the vear in 
which they swept tlie country, hut were 
cheated out of the fruit of their labor to 
tlie advantage of that darlingof Repub­
lican politics,Rutherford H. liayes. They 
have not only on their side the disclos­
ure of tho frauds of all kinds practiced 
under tho hypocritical mask of tlie 
Hayes Admlnis:ration,buLihey have the 
proof conclusive furnisheuriy tlie fiasco 
of tlie Star-Route trials under Arthur 
that he who expects a corrupt party to 
cleanse itself in office is looking for 
what never did nor ever will occur; and 
added to these nre the evidences on 
every hand that the men in power have 
failed alike in the work of fostering the 
trade, maintaining or reviving tho 
shipping, upholding the honor and 
providing for tlie defense of the 
country against its enemies. When 
tho average American citizen conies 
to vote ho will unquestionably ask him­
self what objects of interest to him are 
to be subserved by giving the Repub­
licans another lease of power, and when 
he a-ks the question he will have to find 
a mind more ingenious than his own to 
furnish a satisfactory answer. The 
fortresses without a gun; the ships of 
war that excite the derision of the 
world; the Civil Service made obedient 
to the most offensive political dictation; 
tho public domain divided between 
great corporations; a banking system 
maintained for the benefit of bankers, 
and not for the people; race prejudices 
fomented and repudiation made to do 
service for patriotism in tlie Southern 
States; a President who, surrounded 
by tlie chief exponents of Republicanism 
in tlie country, did honor to the organ­
izer of the Star-route frauds and deemed 
it a glorious jest that this person had 
successfully corrupted a commonwealth; 
and, above all, the confessed prostitu­
tion of the Department of Justice to 
political ends these are among the 
tilings which will attract tlie honest 
citizen’s attention; and they will 
not, in the Kagle’s judgment, seem 
to him to be reasons for renew­
ing a trust so often and so grossly 
violated. With such an ndversary what 
is there to prevent the Democracy from 
securing tlie confidence of the people? | 
There is absolutely nothing if the party ; 
in botli Houses of tlie National Lcgis- I 
laturs have made an unassailable record 
for strict economy and integrity. Rv 1 
them and not bv Republicans tlie bur- j 
dens of the people have been lightened, j 
and from their presence, not from that ; 
of their opponents, the lobbyists who 
infested tlie chambers of Congress fled. 
They can point to more than half the ! 
States of tho Union for proof of their 
ability to govern wisely, and pre-emi- 
ncntlv to the State of New York, which 
will be the heart of the Presidential 
contest. There is no fair test which 
cun be applied .to statesmen or to a 
political organization which will not 
present the Democrats as many times 
over more worthy to rale this land than 
the parly whose foremost candidate to­
day is the hero of the Mulligan corre­
spondence, whose lust Speaker of the 
House of Representatives was Keifcr 
and whose present Chief Magistrate 
was. and for all wo know still is, tho 
eulogist and crony of Dorsey.

We 
do not believe that Mr. Randall has the 
remotest thought of bolting, and we are 
quite sure that if lie did so ho would not 
take any considerable number of Dem­
ocrats with him, for in a party.sense the 
question of what shall be said or done 
with the tariff is pre-eminently one to 
be settled by tho vote of tlie majority. 
The man who quits the Democratic 
camp because the Democracy is resolved 
to simplify the customs duties, is not a 
Democrat. With this as the outlook, it 
is to the advantage of the party that it 
has not yet done much talking about 
candidates. In the fact that the voters 
and the politicians arc uncommitted iiea 
strong ground for confidence. In this 
there is proof that the ground is to be 
surveyed calmly and the bearings of tho 
fight taken into consideration before the 
selection is made of the men who are to 
lead in tho struggle^ We greatly mis­
take the prospect if it is not the settled
^ se of tho Democracy this time to

•‘The (Irand Old Party.**
The Republican party lias called it* 

self the "(irand Old Party.” It de­
serves t lie title! Its early leaders were 
as grand in love of Liberty as tho modern 
leaders are grand iu love of Larceny, 
it was once grand in its Freedom—It is 
now grand in its Frauds! It wasgrand 
in its Lincoln, in its Sumner and its 
Gervit Smith—it is now grand in its 
Arthur, ito Kellogg, its Keifer, its Dor­
sey, its Illiss, its Bill Chandler and its 
Johnny O’Brien.

It is no petty theft to steal a Presi­
dency. There is a grandeur of crime 
in tlie purchase of a Presidential elec­
tion: iu the sale of a Supremo Court 
Judgeship; iu the stealing of millions 
of dollars through Star-route frauds; in 
the corrupt surrender of millions ol 
acres of public lands to railroad corpor­
ations; iu Whisky Rings reaching into 
the Executive Chamber; in Post-trader 
frauds involving Cabinet Ministers: in 
Credit Mobilier bribery embracing Sen­
ators and Congressmen, and in the bold 
official protection of puhlic robbers! 
There is no petit larceny about the 
enormous fees drawn from the Treasury 
under cover of the bogus Star-route 
prosecutions!

The question now is whether the 
magnificent crimes of the Grand Old 
Party shall be condoned, or be punished 
by the banishment of their perpetrators 
from power. Arc men who have stolen 
one Presidential term and boastingly 
purchased another to be allowed a third 
time to defy the will of tho people by 
refusing to permit an honest oleetion. a 
fair count and tho inauguration of the 
successful candidate? Are robberies of 
the Mar-route character to be repeated 
and the criminals to lie protected? Are 
political lawyers and pet Congressmen 
to continue to deplete the Treasury 
through extravagant fees as Govern­
ment counsel and to receive pay at the 
same time for “settling'’ cases adverse­
ly to the Government’s interests? Ara 
we still to have corrupt legislation for 
favored corporations and monopolies 
and against tho rights and interests ol 
the people?

Tiiese are the questions to be decided 
within the next six months. It depends 
upon the Democratic party to say how 
they shall bo answered. Only through 
a Democratic President can the country 
be saved from misrule. Only through 
a Democratic Administration can the 
Government be brought back to the 
land-marks of honesty, purity and econ­
omy. Only through Democratic blind­
ness and folly can the people bo induced 
to condone the crimes of Uepublicanisn’ 
and continue a corrupt and dangerous 
party in power.

Before the country makes up its mind 
to rid itself of the Grand Old Parly it 
will demand to be satisfied that tlie 
Democracy is united and harmonious in 
favor of effective administrative reform 
and a strong American policy. The 
people want honest legislation, honest 
elections, a pure judiciary, the protec­
tion and elevation of labor, the proper 
restriction of corporate power, reduced 
taxation, economy ami simplicity in ad­
ministration and assured punishment 
for official crime. If the candidates 
and harmony of the Democratic party 
assure these reforms, the days of Re­
publicanism will be numbered.—N. Y. 
World.

An Extraordinary Spectacle.

The Republican camp in the United 
States is, at this moment, the theater 1 
of an extraordinary spectacle. Th*; 
day is rapidly approaching when a Re- i 
publican candidate for President is to j 
bo presented to the country, and the ! 
parly is busy choosing tho delegate! ! 
who aro to choose that candidate; and i 
the adherents of tho three most eon- j 
spiciious solicitors of the high honor are 
zealously struggling to secure delegates \ 
pledged to their respective chiefs. But 
in the midst of this exciting work come ] 
menacing movements against these 
three aspirants. The ablest Republican s 
paper ill New York sounds a note ol j 
warning, and tells the party that neither ; 
Mr. Arthur nor Mr. Blaine should be ; 
nominated, for neither can be or ought 
to be elected. One is “supported and 
will bo nominated, if at all, by tho 
exertions of a very disreputable lot of 
hack politicians, without principle, 
without scruple, who work for their 
personal advancement and expect to be 
paid with office or patronage if he is 
elected;” the other “is surrounded by 
one of the most desperate gangs of ad­
venturers this country has seen since 
the days of Aaron Burr.”

And along with this warning we se* 
conferences of loading Republicans oi 
Pennsylvania and New York at New 
York City to consult "on the advisa­
bility of making a public declaration 
that they will not, under any circum­
stances. accept Arthur, Logan or Blaine 
as a candidate for tho Presidency.”

These three men nre the most promi­
nent ami active candidates for the nom­
ination, and they arc chiefs in the 
party. One is President of the United 
States; a second is a member of the 
Senate and leader of his party in Illi­
nois; the third has been Speaker of the 
House, Senator and Secretary of State, 
and is declared by his friends to be the 
most popular man in the party. Yet 
the party is warned that it must set all 
three aside because neither of them 
ought to be elected: two of them are 
offensive on personal grounds, and 
the third is unsafe for grave public 
reasons.

Let it be obsorved that this Repub­
lican objection to President Arthur, 
Senator Lilian and Mr. Blaine is, not 
that it will be difficult and perhaps im­
possible to elect cit her of them, bnt that 
neither of them ought to he elected; 
that there are high and strong public 
reasons why either of them, if nomi­
nated, ought to bo defeated by Repub­
lican votes.

It may be asserted that such a 
spectacle as this was never seen in the 
country before, of three thiefs of the 
dominant party, and the only candi­
dates for the nomination, thus openly 
denounced by powerful and respectable 
bodies iu his own camp, as unfit for the 
honor which they alone oovet.—St. 
Louis Republican.

-----There are no leas than eight
prominent Republican leaders who have 
announced themselves already as will­
ing to be Presidential candidates. The 
Democratic leaders are more dignified 
in respect to the dignity of tho office, 
and with atatnsman-like self-re*pect. 
await to be called rather than sound 
their own trumpets.

Harvard Students.
College students study with all sorts 

of incentives. A few study all the time 
when they are not sleeping or eating. 
They are ambitious to lead their class, 
or at least to get an average of ninety 
per cent for'"their four years, or they 
depend upon winning a scholarship of 
two hundred and fifty dollars to carry 
them through, and, so nre often com­
pelled to "dig” constantly for high 
marks. Another and a larger class of 
men are content with an average of 
eighty-five per cent, and do not care to 
grind for a degreo with the highest dis­
tinction. They aro fellows of 
good parts, who usually take 
what course they liko—Harvard stu- 
dens, remember, can study almost 
what they choose after the freshman 
year—ami who work faithfully every 
day. Men who do not earn or who do 
not think they are able to graduate with 
great distinction* study hard enough to 
get an average of seventy-five per 
cent, for their four years and get 
degrees with distinction. They, as do 
all kinds of students, sometimes pick 
out soft courses, so-called, and seldom 
hurt themselves with work, though they 
arc far from being loafers. All these 
men would consider a course a failure 
if they didn’t get “on tlie rank list” in 
it—that is, if they didn't get seventy 
per cent, in it. About one hundred 
men, I should say, in every Harvard 
class of two hundred, average below 
seventy-five per cent, in their studies. 
About a quarter of these are contented, 
or have to be contented, with simply 
"pulling through.” ‘If they haven't a 
condition in any study at the end of the 
senior year and have an average of fifty 
per cent, in all their studies for the 
four years, they get the coveted 
sheepskin. Some of them are very 
dull, some aro very lazy, and some 
are both. They take tlie softest courses 
and liire private tutors, and, usually, 
by vigorous bracing, work off' all their 
conditions and get tho required fifty 
per cent. —Boston Globe.
