—A poultry fancier says that barren­
ness in eggs is more frequently caused 
by a lack of green food than anything 
else.

—Absorbent material, though of itself 
possessing but little value, becomes val­
uable when it is used for preventing the 
waste of liquids that would otherwise bu 
entirely lost without their use.

—Stale bread should be put in the 
oven for a few moments to brown and 
then put in a dry paper bag until 
needed. Little squares of this bread 
taste well in soup, and when grated it is 
suitable for breading oysters, lish, etc.
•—Boston Ulobe.

—Rib and potatoes: After peeling 
and washing your potatoes, take a sharp 
knife and cut them in long strips, like 
an apple paring. Fry them in very hot 
lard; let them drain in a collonder, salt 
them and sorve very hot, with sprigs 
and parsley.—Exchange.

—To make a delicious apple custard 
pie: For two- small-sized pies, use for 
the tilling one pint of sweet milk, one 
pint of smooth apple sauce well sweet­
ened, and three beaten eggs; flavor with 
lemon or cinnamon, and bake with only 
au under crust.—The Household.

—Fatten stock in the stall. Turn 
them out for exorcise, but never feed in 
the yard. The animal that is obliged 
to fight for its food among the herd, 
and eat it after it has been fouled and 
trampled, cannot thrive up to its fullest 
capacity. There is also an enormous 
waste of food when given in this manner. 
—I'hiladelphia Jterord.

—Sashes covered with unbleached 
cotton which has been treated with oil 
are recommended as being better thau 
•ashes tilled with glass for the covering 
of hot-beds. They keep out the frost, 
admit sufficient light and heat, nnd the 
plants grown under them are not oujy 
“stockier,” but bear transplanting bet­
ter than those raised under glass.

—A very pretty cane and umbrella 
stand ip ay be made out of the frame of 
an old umbrella. Remove every vestige 
of the cover and open the umbrella a 
little, making it fast bv a few tacks. 
Cover first with thiclc silver paper, 
(lasting it to fit in a sort of cornucopia, 
then make a lining of white or brown 
oil-cloth. Bind the edges with braid or 
a bordering of fancy paper and orna- 
mant the top and bottom of the stick 
with a bow of ribbon.—N. Y. Post.

—The rations for horses on the farm 
are not varied enough.

('arrant Bushes from Cuttings.
Few plants grow so readily from cut­

tings as curfant bushes, providing tfie 
work be properly done. To attempt, as 
many do, to make cuttings root by cut­
ting them from the bushes in the spring 
after the buds havo started, will very 
often result in a failure; but if the cut­
tings be cut in the autumn and buried 
in n sand bank tintil spring, success will 
be much more certain. Before the 
cuttings are placed in the sand they 
shoulu be cut in such lengths as are de­
sired for planting out. From six to ten 
inches may bo considered proper 
lengths. When cuttings are left until 
spring to be cutup, the top cuttings will 
not no so well, because while in the 
sand numerous roots are thrown out at 
the lower end of each cutting, thus giv­
ing it the advantage of a newly cut cut­
ting; but if cut in proper lengths in the 
autumn all will have roots when taken 
from the sand. The cuttings should be 
set in good, rich land that has no ten­
dency to dry up during the hot weather; 
if a portion of sliade can be afforded so 
much the better, but if not they will do 
very well in the sun.

In setting the cuttings they should 
never be set perpendicular, but on an 
angle of forty-five degress, and set low 
enough so that only one or two buds 
shall be above the surface. In cultiva­
tion the greatest care should be taken 
not to start the cuttings, for unless they 
are well rooted it requires but very little 
to move one enough to kill it, or at least 
to prevent rapid growth. Cuttings 
prO|>erly set and well cared for will 
rarely fail to grow, and if the soil be 
rich and thoroughly prepared, will 
make a growth the first year from six 
to eighteen inches. To get good strong 
roots they should be permitted to grow 
two years before transplanted, when 
they will be from two to three feet high, 
if they have been well manured and well 
cultivated.

Careful watch must be kept for the 
currant worm, and as soon as he makes 
his appearance hellebore should be 
freely dusted over the bushes; a peglcct 
to do this for a single week will be fatal 
to the life of the cutting, at least during 
the fifst year, and a great injury the 
second year. In fact, whatever be the 
age of the currant bush, the worms must 
be kept off to insure success.—Massa­
chusetts Ploughman.

—The origin of attar of roses is said 
to have been this: To please a volup- 
tous monarch his favorite sultana 
caused his bath in the palace garden to 
be filled to the brim with rose water. 
The action of the sun soon concentrated 
the oily particles floating on the surface, 
and the attendant, supposing the water 
to have become corrupt, began to skim 
it for the purpose of taking off the oil. 
The globuleseburst under the process, 
and emitted such a delightful odor that 
the idea of preparing this beautiful 
(serfume was at once suggested.—.V. Y.

the losses yearly brought upon the peo­
ple of this country by the absence of 
highways having a firm foundation and 
an even, hard and lasting surface. This 
loss siiows most plainly in the waste of 
time incident to the transportation of 
property, especially the crops of the 
farm, over country roads in wet seasons.
It also appears very plainly in the wear 
and tear of harness and vehicles, as all 
who have ever lived in the country will 
realize without illustration or examples. 
The enormous waste of energy of horses 
involved, and the loss which comes from 
injuries to those animals, through at­
tempts to haul loads over or through 
muddy roads, may be less apparent, per­
haps, but the losses are nevertheless 
there, as part of the penalty paid for 
neglecting to provide suitable passage­
ways throughout the country.

Owing to naturally slow drainage the 
road-making problem lias been one of 
considerable difficulty in the rich, levfd, 
prairie States; and it lias there been, 
and is now, a problem of the greatest 
economic importance, for upon its suc­
cessful solving depends in a large meas­
ure the prosperity of the farmer, the 
comfort and health of his beasts of bur- 
len, and, in some degree at least, the 

well-being of townspeople. It is well 
known that for weeks at a time the 
roads of parts of the prairie States are 
literally impassable for teams with loads, 
and almost impassable to those without. 
At such times work upon the farm is to 
a great extent suspended, because the 
unctuous soil of the fields is, like that of 
the highways, so saturated with water 
that wheels nnd hoofs would sink deep 
into the sod, and deeper into plowed 
ground. Fence-building, wood-hauling, 
and the dozen of odd jobs of the farm 
which should be done when the fields 
are dry and firm, cannot be done when 
the roads are soft and miry; but if the 
roads were so made as to give at all 
times a firm, even surface, all the sur­
plus products of the farm could be mar­
keted at times when work in the fields 
would be practically impossible. As 
matters now are prices in local markets 
are usually higher at such times than 
when roads are dry and firm, and those 
farmers who are so fortunate as to bo 
able to take their products to market 
when others are compelled to stay at 
home get a higher price for their labor 
than they cotfldotherwise secure.

Briefly, then, the advantages coming 
to the farmer from permanent and 
thorough improvement of the country 
highways are a great saving in the 
time required for the transportation of 
crops, a very material lessening of the 
wear of harness, wagons, anil teams, 
the gain of much time for work upon 
the farm in comparatively dry periods, 
and higher prices for farm products. 
To these material gains should be added 
the no less pleasant advantage of being 
able to keep up at all times social inter­
course with neighbors and with the 
towns. To the people in towns good 
roads, affording easy access nt all sea­
son? to the country, bring many benefits 
which have led some and should induce 
all towns to do a large share of the 
work of improving the country high­
ways.

Yet many and great as are the ad­
vantages arising from the possession of 
mads at all times hard and smooth, and 
largely as the towns are benefited by 
such highways, the condition of even 
the streets of the villages, the country 
towns, nnd even the cities and their im­
mediate neighborhoods is a disgrace to 
civilization. Connection between dif­
ferent localities is far more difficult 
now, after the white man's labor lias 
been spent for years in so-called road­
making, than it was when the pioneer’s 
prairie-schooner first crossed these 
States. Even Chicago itself has hut 
few well paved roads affording free ac­
cess to the farms and gardens of the 
districts near her; but she needs such 
roads less than do other towns which 
receive less of their daily supplies by 
rail from distant farms.

The usage now followed in a large 
part of the country, in so-cwlled road­
making, is a relic of those pioneer days 
and necessities when time was cheap 
and money hard to get. It was much 
easier for our brawny forefathers to 
spend a day or two with team and 
shovel patching up the highway so that, 
in the usual careless, makeshift, Amer­
ican style, it “would do” than it would 
have been for them to pay their road- 
tax in cash; moreover, their need for 
facilities for transportation were few. 
and their sturdy habits of overcoming 
and considering lightly obstacles inci­
dent to pioneer life, made good roads 
eompSrativelv less important than they 
are now. lint people keep on in the 
careless, shiftless, old way, with a con­
servatism utterly unworthy of the pro­
gressive American people, and without 
the slightest aoparent regard for the 
changed conditions of the case. A few 
townships in the North have taken short 
and rather timid steps in the direction 
of improvement, with results that are 
satisfactory so far as they have gone, 
but a vast work remains to be done.— 
Chicago Tribune.

Eggs.
There is nothing more strengthening 

and nourishing than eggs as an articie 
of diet, and farmers ought to indulge 
in the luxury of eating them. Not in­
frequently the eggs are saved up and 
sola when not as much nutriment can 
be purchased with the money they are 
sold for. Four eggs contain more nu­
triment than a pound of beefsteak, and 
will give more strength, and a persou 
will not tire of egg diet as quickly as 
he will of fresh meat. They never dis­
tress the partaker, and if properly 
cooked can be eaten with perfect safe­
ty. For an invalid there is nothing 
more wholesome than a raw egg beaten 
up with a little sugar and stirred into 
a glass of milk, and taken before break­
fast gives strength and health. Boiled 
eggs are more wholesome than fried 
ones, and egg sandwiches are a splen­
did dish, taken either hot or cold, and 
especially suited for lunch or picnics. 
Omelets, poached eggs, or boiled eggs 
cut in slices and a cream gi“avy poured 
over them are splendid substitutes for 
meat nt breakfast. Custards and pud­
dings are good changes in the hill of 
fare, arrul much better than pies for hot 
weather, and eggs are an important 
item in  their manufacture.—San Fran- 
cisco Chronicle.

Although the most beneficial results 
from lime are derived when its applica­
tion is made in the fall, it will also be 
found a valuable agent in the spring 
when used on newly plowed sod land 
iutented for corn. Where old pastures 
and grass plots have stood in grass fot 
several years lime is the best substance 
that can be applied. The tendency ol 
lime is to pass downwards into the soil, 
which fact, so well knoWiti prompts the 
farmer to broadcast It on the surface 
in order that the most immediate re- 
ults may be obtained, but its effects 

are constant, not only by reason of the 
direct influence exerted by the lime in 
its chemical action upon the vegetable 
matter, hut through the chemical com­
binations that naturally occur among 
all vegetable substances during the pro? 
cess of decomposition.

It is due to the hastening of chemical 
action on the part of lime that its bene­
fits to the farmer aro so permanent. 
Lime itself is not complete plant food 
but it is a necessary element in the com­
position of all crops. Its great affinity 
for carbonic acid causes constant effect 
upon the soil, ns it combines with the 
acid by direct appropriation from the 
atmosphere and by liberating it from 
other combinations- It seizes it, as it 
seems, from every source within its 
power, and to this action is attributed 
the disintegration of inert substances 
that are rendered soluble nnd availa­
ble. The advantage of an application 
of lime, therefore, consists not only of 
its availability as an element of plant 
food, but also as a disintegrating agent 
by which insoluble substances are 
changed in form nnd composition, 
thereby becoming valuable assistants 
in connection with the lime.

The two principal forms in which 
lime is most frequently used are the 
sulphate and carbonate. The sulphate 
(ordinary land plaster) is slightly solu­
ble in water. It is not applied on soils 
in large quantities, two bushels per 
acre being considered a liberal applica­
tion. It is a special fertilizer for clover 
and other leguminous crops, and when 
used in connection with kainit (sulphate 
of potash) it is sometimes a complete 
fertilizer for grass crops on many soils. 
As both substances are cheap in com­
parison with the benefits derived from 
their use, they should not bo overlooked 
on farms where hay is made a specialty.

Ordinary stone or shell lime, when 
freshly burned, is caustic, but it slowly 
appropriates moisture and becomes 
hydrated, but derives carbonic acid 
from the atmosphere and finally be 
comes corbonato of lime, which is insol 
uble, but owing to its fine chemical 
condition performs service as mentioned 
If freshly burned lime (quick lime) 
applied to the soil, the results will be 
greater than when it is appliod as a car­
bonate. The usual practice of broad­
casting large quantities of lime over the 
field is not as economical a method as 
that of applying it more frequently and 
in less amounts ut a single application 
Forty bushels of lime to an acre .at one 
application does not give as good results 
as thirty bushels applied at stated inter 
vals, as twenty bushels in the fall and 
ten bushels in the spriqg keep the lime 
nearer the surface and thereby bring it 
in contact with accumulating matter 
and newer substances that should rc 
ceivo its Influences.

In using lime it may be claimed 
therefore, that it should always be 'kept 
near the surface, owing toils downward 
tendency. It should be applied in 
small proportions at Intervals, and in 
a freshly prepared condition. It is lies! 
used on grass in the shape of plaster, 
except when the soil is sandy, and in 
any form that it may be applied it is 
one of the easiest procurable and cheap 
est fertilizers that farmers can use in 
proportion to the benefits derived from 
its application.—Farm, Fuid and Fire­
side.

Cleanly S u rro u n d in g s fo r I ’igs.

The important question is, can pig 
feeders afford to keep their pigs in suen 
tilth as breeds disease and death to 
their herds ? When (figs hnvo such 
foul wallowings, they seldom get any 
pure water, and the foul water contam­
inates the blood ami brings disease. It 
would be considered gross ynismanage- 
ment for a dairyman to allow his cows 
to drink foul water. It is known that 
it passes through the blood of the cow 
into the milk, which becomes unwhole­
some for butter or cheese. And, as'we 
eat the flesh of the pig, why should not 
as great care lie taken to preserve his 
health as that of the cow?

For cattle, farmers go to the trouble 
of making troughs and pumping water 
into them daily, where there arc not 
clear, running streams, or of conduct­
ing water iuto them by pipes where : 
spring is possessed high enough tc 
admit of it. Human dwellings are con­
sidered more healthy when jdaced upon 
an elevation, and so. likewise, should 
the swine house be placed high enougt 
to have all foul matters run from it, in ­
stead of towards it.

We once tried an experiment to see i! 
pigs would use clean water in pasture it 
warm weather, to cool themselves anc 
keep off flies. We constructed a shal­
low vat, ten inches deep, and sunk it 
six inches in the earth, so that the pigi 
could easily walk into it. This was 
filled half full of clean, clear, water.

The piga would go into this vat and 
lie down with the appearance of great 
comfort. This water was drawn ofl 
every two days and fresh water sup­
plied. The pigs not only used this 
water-vat. but abandoned a water holt 
some fifteen yards from it, elearl) 
showing their preference for clear 
water. This vat was used for several 
seasons, and always successfully. Anc 
it would be entirely feasible" to uat 
such vats for large herds.—A'aliona 
Live-Stock Journal.
