The m arker is being financed 
by the Lion-s Club and City of 
Tahoka. It Is the same size 
and sim ilar to the Lynn Cou 
and sim ilar to the Lynn County 
h istorical m arker in front of the 
court house.

Enrollment figures were at 
1,021 as the Tahoka Schools 
began the second day of the 
1974-75 school year.

Cases of blackleg In cattle 
are  increasing over Texas, ac> 
cording to  the Texas Veterin­
ary  Medical Diagnostic Labor­
atory at Texas A & M Uni­
versity . Thus, County Exten­
sion Agent Bill Griffin urges 
cattlem en to take the necessary 
precautions to  protect young 
anim als from the fatal disease.

Raising calves without im­
munization is hazardous, em­
phasizes Griffin. Most cattle­
men realize the danger of black­
leg and routinely vaccinate their 
calves. However, some become 
complacent because they don’t 
hear d  blackleg outbreaks and 
therefore  fail to vaccinate.

Griffin points out that vaccina­

ting calves too early  can cause 
blackleg. Calves up to three 
months of age fall to develop 
a lasting immunity. Vaccination 
should be at the age of four 
months and should be repeat­
ed annually until the animal is 
at least two years old.

Before beginning a preventive 
.vaccination program , Griffin 
¿ iiK ^sts  a visit to  the local 
veterinarian  for adiv 
veterinarian  for advice on dis­
ease  problems in the particular
a re a . C ertain vaccine combi­
nations are  available at a re l­
atively low cost that will pro­
tect calves from a se rie s  of 
d iseases.

S y n n  C o t m t u  S i e t t iB
regular com m ercial fe rtil­
ize rs , many products appear 
on the market with fantastic and 
unrealistic  claim s as to their 
value. Thus custom ers woul4 
beware of such products and 
should take close note of the 
label before making a purchase.

Texas fertilizer laws and reg­
ulations require that products 

sold as fertilizer show on the 
label the percent nitrogen, 
phosphorus, potassium and ot­
her nutrients, if claimed. Those 
products which do not indicate 
specific percentage of plant nu­
trie n ts  should not be purchased 
for application to soils as fer­
t i l iz e rs . FertlU zers supply
nutrients needed for plant
growth. Since most sollk con- 
tain  some of all the essential 
nutrients, plants will grow with­
out fertilization. F ertilizers  
just make them grow better.

Nitrogen and phosphorus .ar«. 
most often deficient in Texas 
so ils , with potassium being 
th ird . Therefore, the prim ary 
purpose of fertilization is to 
supply on or more of these S 
m ajor plant nutrients. Wide var­
iation exists between soils as 
to  the levies of available nu­
trien ts  present. A soil test can 
provide valuable information a- 
bout these levels and serve as 
the basis for determining what 
nutrients should be in the fer­
t i l iz e r .

Failure to  keep potentially 
hazardous food cold causes a 
la rge  percentage of food-borne 
d isease  outbreaks every  year.

Potentially hazardous foods 
a re  those ccmtainlng milk or 
milk products, eggs, m eat, 
poultry , fish, and shellfish. 
T his includes custa rd s, cream  
p ies , and potato salad .

The disease-producing bac­
te r ia  or bacteria l toxins in 
these foods a re  tricky ., I t’s not 
enough‘s that the food looks all 
righ t and tas tes  dellclous-- 
it may s till  contain the organ­
ism s to Cause sickness.

One reliab le  way to  avoid 
food-borne d isease Is to  re f r i ­
gera te  the hazardous foods im­
m ediately after buylngthem and 
again after cooking them .

Spoilage organism s which 
surv ive cooking cause souring of 
ioods-bu t prompt refrigeration  
elim inates the problem .

Who se ts  the p rices on Items 
at the g rocery  s to re ?  S u rp ris­
ingly enough, we, the consumer 
play a. large part In determin- 

‘ Ing what the final p rice  of a 
re ta il  Item will be.

P ricing Is controlled basical­
ly by the principle of supply and 
demand. And the consum er’s 
shopping decisions Infhienoe the 
demand for a given product.

For exam ple, the home­
m aker’s decision to  buy p  oond 
beef because steak is too ex­
pensive may reflec t a lower 
demand for steak--ultim ately af­
fecting the prlce- 

I t ’s  up to the producer and 
m arketer to set their p rices , 
but this isn’t en tire ly  a ran­
dom process. They look clos­
e ly  at consumer behavior.

Near Disaster

If conditions continue to de­
terio ra te  throughout the grain 
sorghum production areai the 
total overall production level 
«111 be near d isaster, accor­
ding to A.W. Anthony, J r .  oi 
Frlona Tx., president of the 
Grain Sorghum Producers 
Assn.

Anthony made the rem arks 
during an address at the annual 
meeting of the U.S. Feed Grains 
Council this week (Aug. 7-9) 
in Stratton Mountain, Vermont.

“ This year adverse weather 
conditions. Including severe
drouth, have caused prices to 
soar, iHit only a few producers 
will be wearing broad smiles 

with the Increased p rice s ,”  An­
thony said. “ A farm er whose 
production has been wiped out 
because of drouth will receive 
no benefits, even If grain prices 
were to go up to $10 per hun­
dred pounds.”

“ Those of us who have Ir ­
rigated but will have a short 
crop because of the extremely 
hot, dry summer will not be 
receiving the Income that the 
higher prices might indicate due 
to reduced yields. The farm er 
who has only half his normal 
yield would have to receive 
twice the normal price In order 
to maintain the same income.”

In summarizing sorghum crop 
conditions throughout the U.S., 
Anthony said the only bright 
spots are the valley area of 
South Texas and the Gulf Coast 
a rea . Crops in the Blacklands, 
East C entral Texas, Rolling 
Plains, South Plains, eastern 
New Mexico, High Plains and 
throughout Kansas and Ne­
braska are far below earlie r 
expectations and production 
levels will be down considerably 
from 1973.

“ Just a rough extlm ate at 
th is time is that our total pro­
duction will be at least 20 
percent below last year’s crop, 
Anthony said. •• m is  wouioorop 
the total production for 1974 
to  750 million bushels or less. 
And we feel that it is quite 
possible for it to  drop another 
10 percent, even without fur­
ther crop deterioration .” 

Including stocks on hand, An­
thony estim ated this country’s 
total supply of grain is very 
likely not to exceed 811 mil­
lion bushels for the coming m ar­
keting year. “ E arlier predic­
tions bv the USDA showed an 
export market of 200 million 
bushels and a domestic m ar­
ket of 700 million. With the 
higher price levels of this fall’s 
crops, both the dom estic and 
export m arkets will be cut 
som--what but taking everything 
into consideration, it appears 
that we will be about 100 mil­
lion bushels short of ea rlie r  de­
mand estim ates,”  Anthony said.

Crop residues 
which normally protect much of 
our soil just have not been 
produced this year.

Since the Dust Bowl days 
blowing sand has been accept­
ed as a part of poor crop years. 
However it is not too late this 
year to ra ise  some crops for 
th is needed soil protection.

With our recent show ers, sev­
e ra l farm ers are  now planting 
forage sorghum s. A late frost 
could even give cattlemen some 
grazing in addition to soil cov­
e r .  To get a good growth, 
sorghum needs to be planted as

soon as p o ssib le .
Small grain and winter 

legumes are also excellent pos­
s ib ilitie s . Optimum planting 
dates for these crops a re  un­
til the middle of O ctober. In 
addition to  soil protection, a 
legume cover crop could be a 
Valuable source of nitrogen.

The Lynn County Agriculture 
Stabilization and C onservation ' 
Com m ittee is working on a pro­
gram  to provide financial a s ­
sis tance  for em ergency tillage 
and cover c rops. The em er­
g e :::; tiiiaa«. includes deep 
plowing and chlselii;«. Addit- 
tlonal Information wiii be a- 
vailable as soon as the p ro g .im  
gets final approval.

The views of Texas cotton farmers with regard to proposed 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 
requirements for protective devices on farm machinery and 
equipment will be voiced September 4 at a hearing in Oklahoma 
City by Woodrow Hart of Sinton, Texas, cotton producer and 
Executive Vice President of the South Texas Cotton and Grain 
Association.

The decision that Texas cotton producers would speak with 
a united voice on the issue was made August 14 at a Dallas 
meeting of the Texas Association of Cotton Producer Organiza­
tions. TACPO is composed of seven cotton commodity groups 
in Texas representing growers of over 80 percent of the state’s 
production.

It is also planned that a qualified, experienced agricultural 
engineer will accompany Hart at the hearings to back up 
TACPO’s contention that some of the proposals, especially as 
they would apply to machinery already in existence, are both 
economically and physically impractical.

The requirements proposed by OSHA in the February 8 
Federal Register would call for protective devices on power 
transmission, electrical and other farm machinery components, 
to be installed on all tractors, harvesters and other farm 
equipment, whether existing or yet to be manufactured.

Hart’s testimony before the hearing examiners will reflect 
and expand upon sentiments already expressed to OSHA by 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. of Lubbock, TACPO’s largest 
member organization. The PCG Board of Directors resolved on 
April 18 of this year that OSHA’s final regulations for agricul­
tural machinery should not be adopted until each requirement 
was determined beyond all doubt to be effective and practical 
and “that new protective devices be required only on new 
machinery manufactured after the publication of such final 
requirements.”

PCG was among the many agricultural organizations and 
individuals requesting that hearings be held to determine the 
desirability and practicality of OSHA farm regulations. In 
addition to the Oklahoma City hearing, a hearing is scheduled 
August 22 in Washington, D.C., August 26 in Madison, 
Wisconsin, and August 29 at Phoenix, Arizona.

“Many of the measures proposed by OSHA would require 
customized protective equipment on each of the many makes 
and models of all types of machinery in existence,” notes 
Donald A. Johnson, Executive Vice President of PCG, “which 
makes compliance with the proposed regulations impractical if 
not impossible. And we hope OSHA officials can be made to 
recoenize this fact before issuine their reculations.”

The most recent guidelines for appraising weather-danuged 
cotton crops, received the week of August 12 by county offices 
of USDA’s Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service 
(ASCS), “are considerably improved and should permit more 
reasonaMe application of the disaster provisions in the present 
government program for cotton,” according to Don Marble of 
South Plains, President of Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc.

PCG has been seeking changes in the “formula” used for 
appraising hail and drought-damaged cotton since early in the 
Spring when farmers complained that appraisals were not 
reflecting realistic yidd potentials, and the criteria for 
judging drought-stricken crops have now been changed for the 
second tim e ..

Currently ASCS has authority to appraise at “zero” 
potential fields where plants are no more than eight inches 
tall with only one or two blooms. Previously it was required 
in addition that plants be gray in color and remain in a curled 
or wilted condition ovemisht. . y , -
