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FmHA to Guarantee
Emergency Loans

Financial assistance to
livestock and poultry producers
under the Emergency Livestock
Credit Act will become avail-
able next week through a new
loan guarantee authority of the
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA), a rural credit service
of the U, S, Department of Agri.
culture.

Billy H. Stewart, FmHA
County Supervisor said agency
will be prepared to implement
the recently-enacted law by
guaranteeing up to 80 percent
of possible loss on loans made
by legally organized lenders to
livestock and poultry pro-
ducers.

Under terms of the act, the
loan guarantee program will be
in effect through July 25, 1975.
It may be extended for 6 months
beyond that date ifthe Secretary
of Agriculture determines that it
is needed to help the livestock
industry obtain sufficient credit.

The law calls for loans to
be made by banks or other legal-
ly organized lenders. Mr.
Stewart said producers are
urged to make applications to,
and complete loan arrange-
ments with lending institutions.
The lender in turn will ask
FmHA for a loan guarantee if
one is required. The lender will
process the application, close
the loan and service it.

The maximum loan to any
single borrower that can be
assisted by a FmHA guarantee
is $250,000. Loans can be re.
Payable in 1 to 3 years, although
renewal for 2 years may be
authorized. Interest rates are
determined between borrower
and lender.

Mr. Stewart said the agency
is authorized to guarantee up to
80 percent loss a lender may
incur on doans to bonafide far-
mers and ranchers who breed,
raise, fatten or market beef and
dairy cattle, hogs, sheep, ga
dairy cattle, hogs, sheep, goats,
chickens and turkeys. Amajor-
ity of the borrower’s time must
come from the operation, and
a majority portion of the bor-
rower’s time must be devoted
to the livestock or poultry pro-
duction.

In case of a corporation or
partnership, assistance can be
extended only when the majority
partners or stockholders are
primarily engaged in the live-
stock or poultry production.

FmHA guarantees will be
made only when the bonafide
farmer or rancher cannot ob-
tain financing without a guar-
antee. Loans may not be used

to expand operations.

Mr. Stewart said the county

HA office serving the area
where the borrower’s livestock
or poultry operations are con-
ducted will handle requests
from lenders for guarantees, or
supply information on the loan
guarn
guarantee program.

The FmHA Office serving
Lynn and Garza County is lo-
cated in the Fderal Land Bank
Building in Tahoka, Texas.

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Icy Step

Neither snow nor rain nor heat
nor gloom of night ever kept
George from delivering the mail
at the Jenkins house. But an icy
step finally did him in. He skidded,
went sprawling, and dislocated his
shoulder.

In due course, George filed a
damage suit against Jenkins.

“They have a special problem
at their house,” he pointed out in
court. “The roof spills rainwater
across the front steps, and in cold
weather this creates an unusually
slick coating of ice. I didn't know
about the situation until after I
fell.”

This “special problem,” which
Jenkins did not deny, was held
enough basis to establish legal
liability. The court said a home
owner must take precautions
against hazards that a visitor is not
likely to notice by himself.

What kind of precautions? Per-
haps sprinkling salt or spreading
ashes on the ice.

Or perhaps providing adequate
lighting. Thus, another home
owner was held liable for neglect-
ing to turn on his porch light, after
having ordered a taxicab to come
to the house at 8 p.m.

True, the cab driver realized
that the steps might be icy from
an afternoon storm. Still, handi-
capped by the darkness, he slipped
anyhow. And a court later granted
his claim for damages. The court
said that while the home owner
could not be blamed for the ice,
he could indeed be blamed for
showing so little regard for the
cabbie's safety.

But both of these cases involved
some degree of fault on the part
of the home owner. If he is fault-
free, he is generally free from
liability as well.

The claimant in another case
was a newsboy who slipped while
delivering the evening paper. But
the visibility was all right and the
step he slipped on, though icy, was
no worse than the other steps on
the block.

Result: no liability. The court
said a home owner owed “only
that care which an ordinarily
prudent person in like circum-
stances would exercise”—but no
more.

COTTON PICTURE INTER-
ESTING

Although the cotton market is
still fairly quiet, the situation
should change before too long,
says an economist for the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. Mill stocks are dwind-
ling and production estimates
are declining due to dry condi-
tions in Texas and some of the
other cotton growing areas. So
far mills have stayed out of the
market due to high interest
rates and a desire to hold the

price line as long as possible.

FARM EQUIPMENT SALES--
Although demands for farm
equipment have been strong this
year, sales have generally level-
ed off due to a shortage of
available equipment, notes an
economist for the Texas Agri.
cultural Extension Service. For
instance, unit tractor sales in’
the 1st quarter of 1974 fell
slightly under the first quarter
1973 rate while sales of other
lines of farm machinery
declined more sharply. Farm
equipment sales surged up dur-
ing 1972 and 1973 due to in.
creased crop production and
record high farm incomes.

Chicken A La South Seas

6 chicken half-breasts

I cup buttermilk, cultured

2 teaspoons Salt

1 clove Garlic, cut in pieces

14 cup Flour

3 tablespoons Fat or oil

14 cup Water

!4 cup Onion, chopped

14 teaspoon Ginger

1 Clove, Whole

11/ teaspoons Curry powder

2 tablespoons Almond, chopped
or slivered, toasted

To prepare: Marinate chicken

in buttermilk, combined with

salt and garlic for one hour,

Then drain chicken and save

liquid. Roll chicken pieces
in flour, and brown in fat or oil
for about ten minutes,

Add water, cover, and cook
slowly until chicken is tender-.
about one hour. Remove chicken
from pan and keep warm.

Cook onion in pan drippings
until tender. Skim off excess
fat and remove garlic from
buttermilk. Mix spices with but-
termilk and add to onion. Heat,
stirring constantly, until thick.
ened. Remove clove.

Serve chicken topped with
sauce and garnish with almonds.

Cattlemen should be alert for
signs of anaplasmcsis, a ser-
ious blood disease of cattle.
Horseflies-..the most common
insect spreader of the disease--
are emerging in large numbers
and will remain active for some
time.

Anaplasmosis, characterized
by anemia, is infectious but not
contagious. This means the or-
ganism must get into the blood
stream of an animal either
from an insect bite or care-
less handling of medical or other
instruments.

In addition to horseflies, mo-
squitos can also spread the di-
sease along with certain ticks.

Man can also spread anaplas-
mosis. This is especially true
of those who engage in do-it-
yourself veterinary service. In
the hands of careless individu-
als, hypodermic needles, nose
leads, and dehorners can be
transmitters of the disease.

Anaplasmosis is particularly
severe in mature cattle, often
causing 30 to 50 per cent death
losses among infected animals.
Annual losses to the livestock
industry nationally are esti-
mated at well over $100 million.

What should cattlemen look
for? When an animal becomes
weak and lags behind the herd,
anaplasmosis should be sus-
pected. The skin first becomes
pale around the eyes, on the
muzzle, lips and teats, and then
turns yellow.

Following the acute stage of

the disease, infectious organ-
isms can remain in the body
of survivors, and these animals
become carriers. Significantly,
some animals--especially youn-
ger ones--become carriers with.
out showing anysign of illness.

If anaplasmosis is suspected,
cattlemen should consult their
veterinarians about control and
preventive measures. Testing
is most important to identify
carriers.

The Texas Veterinary Med-
ical Diagnostic Laboratory is
equipped to perform the rapid
card test for anaplasmosis. Lo-
cal veterinarians can provide
additional information on this
test.

Unfortunately, this is not the
best time of the year to test
because blood samples from an-
imals recently infected will not
react to the test. They must
have the infection 30 days or
more to show a reaction.

Ideally, testing should be
carried out during the winter.
Then depending upon the size of
the herd and the number of car-
riers found, one of five alternate
plans should be put into effect:
--If only a few carriers are
found, send them to slaughter.
--If a large number are found
and facilities are available, sep-
erate the carriers from the
healthy animals and maintain
them as two seperate ‘‘herds’’.
This works because the horse-
fly must bite an infected an-
imal and then a bealthy animal
within five minutes to transfer

"Operation
Motorcide"

Colonel Wilson E, Speir,
director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, today
estimated that traffic accidents
in Texas over the Labor Day
Weekend will claim 34 lives.

Speir noted that traffic deaths
in Texas, which earlier were
running up to 30 percent under
the 1973 toll, have been rising
throughout the summer months.
He said the upward trend is
related to heavier traffic and an
alarming disregard for the 55
mile speed limit.

The DPS director said every
effort would be made to prevent
accidents and deaths by placing
all available DPS troopers on
duty during the holiday period
which extends from 6 p.m. Fri.
day, Aug. 30, through midnight
Monday, Sept. 2.

Speir noted that many local
law enforcement agencies will
be cooperating in all out ef-
fort to make the streets and
highways safe.

In addition, he said the DPS
would be working with the news
media in a special public ed-
ucation program called ‘‘Opera-
tion Motorcide.”” A concerted
effort will be made to focus
public attention on where and
why fatal accidents are occur-
ing during the holiday.

But it was not until July 18 of 1974, only two weeks e
the end of the 1973-74 marketing year, that USDA announe
the 27.05-cent rate as final. Presumably the finalization of
loan was delayed to allow time for the current year my
price to become evident.

Industry people were not happy with this procedure l
year, and, with the current market situation, are not likely
be pleased if it is followed again this year.
