Printed on pages 89 and 
90 are the latest USDA For­
eign Agriculture figures with 
regard to livestock, meat, 
and meat products trade with 
foreign cuuntires. Total beef 
and veal Imparted In 1974 
was l,217.9mllllonlbs.,com 
pared to 1216.6 million lbs.
In 1969. Beef and veal im­
ported m 1974 Is only 81.37 
percent of imports In 1973. 
In fact, all Imports were 
down considerably except 
hides and skins.

The table on page 89, also 
reveals that U . S. exports 
are down in practically all 
areas. It Is noted that by 
products did show some gain 
In 1974.
WOOL PAYMENT RATE 

1974:
U SDA announced on April 

7, 1974 that the Incentive 
payment on wool sold In 
1974 will be 21.8 percent 
of the market value. This 
means that any producer who 
sold wool, If qualified, can 
receive 21.8 percent of the 
market price received in 
government payments. The 
payments are based on the 
difference between the na- 
tlonal average price of 59.1 
cents a pound received by 
producers during 1974 and 
the incentive level of 72 
cents a pound.

The Department estlmatea 
that the wool payments for 
1974 marketings will be $16 
million, compared to $68 
mllUon in 1972. There were 
no wool payments made in 
1973.

The payment rate for un­
shorn lamb sold or slaught. 
ered is 52 cents per cwt.

Tiiere U a deduction of 
|i.2 cents a pound from the 
1974 shorn wool paymenU 
and cents a cwt. on 
live weight for 1974 lamb 
payments to finance adver­
tising sales promotion, and 
related market development 
activities.

The average price re­
ceived by growers for mo­
hair sold during 1974, as 
computed by U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, was 
$1.37 a pound. This price 
computed by the Department 
is 56.8 cents per pound a- 
bove the announced support 
level of 80J1 cents per pound. 
In that the computed market 
price Is above the Incentive 
level, there will be no mo­
hair payments for mohair 
aold during 1974.
FOREIGN FEED SUBSIDY 

PROGRAMS:
A weekly newspaper for 

agrl - business, entitled, 
FEEDSTUFFS of March 31, 
1975, released the following 
erticie under the heading 
of Japanese Begins Feed 
Cost Subsidy Program.

Washington -  The Japan­
ese government In an attempt 
to counter price rtsee and 
meet changing world and do 
mestlc conditions, has an­
nounced new measures for 
rice and feeds, including a 
subsidy program to mini­
mize the effect of higher 
prices on feed Imports.

The Japnesehavaalsopro- 
posed a gradual rice area ex­
pansion and a doubling of 
government rice stocks by 
1979, with a two fold goal 
of adjusting to tha slowing 
rale of decline In rice con­
sumption and protecting 
against future world food 
shortages.

Beglnnmg this year, the 
Japanese governemnt will 
for the first time provide 
money for subsidy payments 
to livestock producers, nut- 
ched by payments from three 
private subsidy funds. In the 
past, livestock feeders re- 
from the private funds, with 
which are managed by the

National Federatlo.'i of Agr|. 
cultural Cooperative Assoct- 
aitons, the Japen Feed Ma- 
nufactureres Assn, and a 
group of agricultural cooper­
atives not Included In the 

* national federation, among 
them the National Federation 
of Dairy Cooperative Asso­
ciations.

The purpose of these pri­
vate funds was to staballze 
feeds prices at fixed levela 
However, soaring commod­
ity prices In 1973 and 1974 
rapidly exhausted reserves, 
as well as a $70 million 
government loan made to 
them In 1973.

Formula feed manufactur­
ers pay a fee of $1 per ton 
Into a special reserve fund

And an even great­
er tragedy perhaps Has In 
tiM fact that ao few realize 
Just how Irreparable la the 
loss."

Mrs. Kelley continues to 
describe lasses by fire , flood 
Improper storage and need­
less to say Improper super­
vision or protection by the 
office staff. It la not un­
common for records to mys­
teriously depart for places 
unknown. In this writers re­
search, records In one court­
house have disappeared, only 
the Indexes are left and un­
fortunately the names were 
not listed In conoplete form 
and so a much needed piece 
of Information has vanished. 
The Index shows a record­
ing dated June 20, 1846, In­
dicating the family ;>robably 
arrived In Texas just prior 
to State hood but not enough 
to extend the research back 
In time.

The official Texas State 
Gnealoglcal Society Bulletin 
called STRIPES, carries tlie 
story of an even sadder loss 
of records. It told of a fam­
ily unJmi>py over tJie mo­
ther’ s Joining a particular 
church and spending her re­
maining years working on the 
family genealogy. Time pas­
sed and a correspondent 
needing Information wrote 
to a duaghter asking about 
the fanUly records. The 
daughter replied, *ota that 
old junk, I burned It when 
Mama died! This writer 
has searched for two years 
for the Berry family Bible. 
Legal records and the 1860 

census lists the aiKestor as 
John Berry. No middle Ini­
tial or other Idendlflable 
clue, his wlfes given name- 
Mary no middle Inl-
llsted on legal documents. 
No place of burial has been

verified. Aprroalmaiely five 
John Berrys were listed 
In early Texas BouiUy Land 
Warrants. Which one Is the 
right ancestor?
