Community 
Action Grant

Congressman Omar Bur­
leson announces approval of 
an $1 1,247 Community 
Services Administration 
grant to the Community 
Action Council of Floyd, 
Crosby, Dickens and Kent 
Counties, with headquarters 
at Crosbyton.

The grant will run for 
three months, effective 
October 1. 1975, to assist 500 
disadvantaged people in 
such areas as health, 
education, job development 
and housing and to continue 
a youth development pro­
gram for 150 youths.

In a separate announce­
ment, Congressman Burle­
son advised of a $30,000 
Community Services grant to 
the South Plains Community 
Action Association at Level- 
land. with the Community 
Action Council at Crosbyton 
serving as delegate agency. 
These funds are for the 
winter! ration of 200 units for 
the elderly and low-incomc 
in 13 counties, including 
Garza, Lynn, Crosby, and 
Floyd Counties. Among 
techniques used w ill be 
insulation and solar heating.

Robert D. Lund, Chevrolet 
general manager and Gen­
eral Motors vice president, 
called the Chevette the first 
domestic car designed with 
major emphasis on efficiency 
both in the use of materials 
and in fuel consumption.

"W e  are offering two 
models of the Chevette," 
said Lund, "a four passen­
ger hatchback coupe and a 
two passenger special pur­
pose model called the 
’Scooter’ . Our marketing 
objectives for the Chevette 
arc twofold...to offer our 
customers a clear alternative 
to the imports, and to offer 
as much fuel efficiency in 
this size vehicle as possible.

"The Chevette is the first 
European design concept 
bu ilt completely in the 
United States." he said, 
"and it delivers the best gas 
mileage of any U.S. built car 
-  rated up to 30 miles per 
gallon on the EPA city 
schedule, with the optional 
engine, and up to 40 miles 
per gallon on the EPA 
highway schedule, with the 
base engine.”

It is the lightest U.S. built 
car at just under 2,000 
pounds and is 17 inches 
shorter than any other 
Chevrolet in recent history. 
It is the first U.S. built 
metric car, has the shortest 
turning circle of any U.S. 
car, and has the most 
comprehensive piece - by - 

'piece corrosion protection of 
any Chevrolet ever built.

The wheelbase at 94.3 
inches is only 2.7 inches less 
than the Vega, but the 
overall length of 158.7 
inches is 16.7 inches less. 
Basically, the Chevette is a 
little bit higher...a little bit 
narrower...a lot shortcr..ano 
a lot lighter. Curb weight is 
1,985 pounds. 629 pounds 
less than the Vega.

"A  new small displace­
ment 4-cylinder engine is 
tooled for the Chevette in 
two displacements of 1.4 and 
1.6 litres (85 and 97.6 cubic 
inches). Basic structures 
such as the bliK'k and head 
are cast iron." according to 
Lund. "However, aluminum 
is used for six of the 
secondary structures includ­
ing the intake manifold and 
camshaft carrier.”

Two new transmissions

will be introduced for the 
Chevette. Standard equip­
ment is a 4-speed manual 
unit...anda 3-spced automa­
tic is offered as optional 
equipment. Both transmis­
sions are approximately 35 
(xiunds lighter than current 
GM small car designs.

"W ith  the Chevette, we 
are also introducing the first 
GM on-vehicle diagnostic 
system designed to aid and 
speed up the diagnoses of 
service problem s," Lund 
said.

Front scats are a new, 
thin-shcll design with full 
foam construction. Inertia 
type seat hack kx'ks allow 
easy entry into the rear scat 
without having to work a 
manual lixk.

The Chevette is also the 
first domestic car to include 
controls for turn signals, 
headlamp dimmer, w ind­
shield wipers and washers 
and "fla sh  to pass" 
headlamp signal in a single 
steering column mounted 
lever within easy reach.

For anti-corrosion protect­
ion. extensive use is made of 
z.incrometal. galvanized me­
tal, paint, oil and was base 
aiatings and zinc-ricfi prim­
er to protect vulnerable 
surfaces.

The Chevette front sus­
pension reduced road noise, 
and excellent handling. 
Steering is through a 
compact lightweight rack 
and pinion gear, the first 
used on a U.S. built GM car. 
Steering effort is ligh' with 
no pow er option needed. The 
Chevette brake system is 
new with front disc brakes 
standard -- using a special 
lightweight huh and rotor.

Blood Pressure Screening 
Clinic October 8th

A community wide bUx)d 
pressure screening clinic will 
be held next Wednesday, 
October 8th at the Commu­
nity Center. Hours will be 
from 2 p.m. until 6 p.m.

Nurses will be on hand to 
take blood pressure of 
everyone who comes by. The 
event is sponsored jointly by 
the Tahoka Lions Club and 
tlje American Heart Associa­
tion with help from the Lynn 
County Division. This is a 
FREE service of the Heart 
Association. People with 
high blood pressure will be 
referred to the ir own 
physicians.

Everyone has blood pres­
sure. It is the force of the 
blood against the walls of the 
arteries. This force is 
generated by the heart as it 
pumps blood to all parts of 
the body.

WHAT IS HIGH BLOOD 
PRESSURE? In some people 
blood pressure is nearly 
always higher than it should 
be because their arteries 
clamp down or shut o ff 
making it harder for the 
blood to pass through. This 
makes their blood pressure 
rise.

WHAT DOES HIGH 
BLOOD PRESSURE DO 
TO YOUR BODY? High 
blood pressure adds to the 
workload of the heart and 
arteries. The heart must 
pump with more force, and 
the arteries must carry blood 
that is moving under greater 
pressure. If  high blood
pressure continues for a long 
time, the heart and the 
arteries may not function as 
well as they should and other 
body organs may also be 
affected. There is increased 
risk of stroke, heart failure, 
kidney fa ilure and heart 
attack.

HOW DO YOU KNOW 
WHETHER YOU HAVE 
HIGH BLOOD PRESSURE? 
Most people with high blood 
pressure have no symptoms 
at all! There are no specific 
warning signs. Although 
presistent headaches, dizzi­
ness. fatigue, tension, and 
shortness of breath some­
times go with high blood 
pressure they are also 
common in many people and 
may result from a variety of 
causes. The only way to find 
out whether you have high 
blood pressure is to have 
your blood pressure check­
ed.

WHAT CAN YOU DO 
ABOUT HIGH BLOOD 
PRESSURE? If a person has 
high blood (iressure, he can 
be helped if  he has his bl(x>d 
pressure checked period­
ically and stays under 
medical treatment. There 
are many medications which 
can be used to reduce and 
control bl(Kxi pressure, and a 
medical program can he 
found that is suited to 
individual needs. In addi­
tion, low-fat and low-salt 
diets art often prescribed. 
And changes in liv ing 
habits, including rest and 
recreation, arc sometimes

recommended, depending 
upon the person condition. 
The treatment plan is easier 
to follow than most people 
think. By following instruc­
tions. the patient has hope. 
He knows he is doing 
something to prolong his life 
and to reduce his risk of 
stroke, heart attack, kidney 
failure and heart failure.

All townspeople are urged 
to take advantage of this free 
service. Who knows, you 
may be the very one who 
needs his blood pressure 
checked!

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Grain Sales 
By GSPA

A call for a curtailment of 
any further sales of grain by 
producers has been launch­
ed by the Grain Sorghum 
Producers Assiwiation. This 
action came following an 
announcement by the U.S. 
State Department on Sep­
tember 22 that the embargo 
of grain sales to Russia 
would be extended to other 
eastern European countries 
such as Poland.

GSPA president A.W, 
Anthony. J r., o f Friona. 
Tex., stated. " I t  is time for 
the American producers to 
start speaking the only 
language the White House 
apparently understands -- 
this being a b oyco tt." 
.Anthony asked that all grain 
producers join in this effort.

It should be the decision of 
all farmers not to sell any 
more grain until the 
administration gives com­
plete and unqualified assur­
ance that the American 
farmer has free access to all 
markets including Russia for 
the ld ‘’5 crop or until 
farmers are able to sell their 
grain for fu ll parity, 
according to the GSPA 
official. The current parity 
on grain sorghum is $5.16 
cwt. Corn parity is $3.07 per 
bushel.

Anthony stated, "Produc­
ers were given assurance at 
planting and also at the time 
of the farm bill veto that we 
would have free access to all 
world markets. The current 
embargo on sales to Russia 
is a complete reversal of 
these assurances and farm­
ers should react by stopping 
all sales of grain until these 
requirements are met. It is 
time the administration and 
American consumers alike 
be amcerned about farmers 
problems.

Anthony said. " I t  is time 
that American consumers 
see whether the labor unions 
or the L'.S. farmers control 
the food supply of this 
ciiuntry. We have 'cooled it ’ 
long enough. At present, 
this is our only chance of 
making the farmers' views 
known."

BILI GRIFFIN 
SAYS...

Farmers and ranchers 
whose employees operate 
tractors arc now required to 
train these employees on the 
safe operation of tractors, 
especially regarding the 
prevention of rollovers. This 
training shall be provided at 
the time of initial assign­
ment and at least annually 
thereafter.

The required tra in ing 
became effective June 1 and 
is a part of the Occupational 
Safety and Health Act 
(OSHA), which also requires 
all agricultural tractors 
(except the "low  profile 
types") to be manufactured 
with rollover protective 
structures (ROPS) and seat 
belts after Oct. 25. 1976.

"Low  p ro file " tractors 
may be operated without 
ROPS while being used in 
orchards or vineyards where 
vertical clearance require­
ments of the protective 
structures would interfere 
with normal operations. 
However, even exempted 
tractors must have ROPS 
attached when operating 
under conditions not covered 
by the exemption.

The required tractor 
safety training includes the 
following operating instruct­
ions; I . Securely fasten the 
seat belt if the tractor has a 
ROPS. 2. Where possible, 
avoid operating the tractor 
near ditches, embankments 
and holes. 3. Reduce speed 
when turn ing, crossing 
slopes, and on rough, slick 
or muddy surfaces. 4. Stay 
off slopes too steep for safe 
operation. 5. Watch the 
direction, especially at row- 
ends, on roads and around 
trees. 6. Do not permit 
others to ride. 7. Operate the 
tractor smoothly--no jerky- 
turns, starts of stops. 8. 
Hitch only to the drawbar 
and hitch points recom­
mended by the tractor 
manufacturer. 9. When the 
tractor is stopped, set the 
brakes securely and use the 
park l(K-k if av ailable.

In addition to regular 
duties, field personnel inves­
tigate complaints from citi­
zens and also serve as trouble 
shooters for special problems 
in their districts such as 
floods or other disasters 
which destroy sewage facil­
ities.

About The Same. . .  But Not For Pecans . .  . 
Soybeans, Peanuts, Sorghum, Cotton Have It In 
Common . . .  Family Land Heritage Oct. 14.

Texas cattle on feed as of Sept. 1 shows just about 
the same numbers as a month ago, the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service at Austin notes.

Cattle on feed as of Sept. 1 in Texas totaled
1.337.000 head; this is one per cent above a month ago. 
But it is 24 per cent below a year ago.

In the seven major cattle feeding states, the number 
on feed as of Sept. 1 is estimated at 5,944,000 head. This is 
13 per cent below a year ago, but is virtually the same as a 
month ago.

WHILE MQST COMMODITY reports for Texas are 
unchanged from a month ago, the Texas pecan prospects 
are bright, especially compared to a year ago. Texas pecan 
production for 1975 is estimated at 58 million pounds. 
That's 53 per cent more than a year ago.

In sp ite  of problems of powdery mildew, 
shuckworms, walnut caterpillars and webworms as well as 
scab, most areas of the state still repxart the best crop set for 
several years. Harvest will begin soon on early-maturing 
varieties.

WHAT DQ COTTQN, sorghum, peanuts, and 
soybeans have in common this year? The latest crop report 
shows that projected yields are about the sarrte as a month 
ago

But for corn, the story is different. Corn production 
in the state this year w ill be the second best on record. 
Only 1920 will top the 1975 corn production for Texas. 
Per acre yield for the state w ill be similar to midwest corn 
production states. An average of 105 bushels per acre is 
now indicated for Texas.

Cotton production for the state this year is now set at
3.025.000 bales. This is up considerably from the
2.462.000 bales of a year ago. The average per acre yield 
this season is now set at 363 pounds; a year ago it was a 
puny 269 pounds per acre.

Sorghum production for this year in Texas is
394.400.000 bushels, virtually unchanged from a month 
ago. Last year, however, the production of sorghum in 
Texas was only 312,000,000 bushels. Average per acre is 58 
bushels this year compared to 52 bushels p>er acre in 1974.

Peanut production is estimated at 474,300,000 
pounds, about the same as a month ago. Last year, 
production of peanuts in the state totaled only 73,500,000 
bushels.

Soybean production for the state is set at 9,100,000 
bushels, the same as a year ago.

The next general crop report w ill note any changes in 
these and other crops; that report is due Oct. 10.

FAMILY LAND HERITAGE recognition program 
will be held Oct. 14 at the State Fair of Texas. The Family 
Land Heritage Program honors those families in Texas 
which have owned and farmed through their descendants 
the same farm continuously for 100 years or more.

A special program honoring recipients for this year is 
now being planned.

The program is sponsored by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture. Last year, more than 500 Texas families 
were honored.

Pecans Up, 
Cotton Down 
In Crop Report

AUSTIN-According to 
the September crop report 
released recently, Texas 
c o tto n  p ro d u c tio n  has 
dropped almost 75,000 bales 
while pecan production is 
expected to increase by 20 
million pounds over last 
year’ s crop , Agriculture 
Commissioner John C. White 
said.

C o t t o n  p ro d u c tio n , 
estimated at 3.1 million 
bales, decreased because o ’ 
weather and insect damage 
on the High and Low Plains. 
A yield of approximately 
3,025,000 bales is expected 
in 1975.

This year’s cotton crop 
still is almost 23 percent 
above the 2,462,000 bales 
ginned in 1974, which was 
one of the smallest crops in 
30 years. White noted.

The Texas pecan crop 
estimate reflects an increase 
of S3 percent over last year’s 
crop of only 38 million 
pounds.

Sweet potato production 
also increased from August 
and the crop currently is 
estimated at 950,000 pounds 
per hundredweight.

Estimates for most crops 
remained the same as for 
August. Corn remained a 
near-record crop at IIS.S 
million bushels, wheat, 131.1
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million bushels, rice, almost 
24.9 million pounds per 
hundredw eight, sorghum, 
394.4 million bushels; and 
soybeans, 9.1 m ill io n  
bushels.

State Department on Sep­
tember 22 that the embargo 
of grain sales to Russia 
would be extended to other 
eastern European countries 
such as Poland.

Anthony, Jr., of Eriona, 
Tex., stated, " I t  is time for 
the American producers to 
start speaking the only 
language the White House 
apparently understands -• 
this being a boycott.”  
.Anthony asked that all grain 
producers join in this effort.

it should be the decision of 
all farmers not to sell any 
more grain until the 
adm inistration gives com­
plete and unqualified assur­
ance that the American 
farmer has free access to all 
markets including Russia for 
the 1975 crop or until 
farmers are able to sell their 
grain for fu ll parity, 
according to the GSPA 
official. The current parity 
on grain sorghum is $5.16 
cwt. Corn parity is $3.0’  per 
bushel.
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Anthony stated. "Produc­
ers were given assurance at 
planting and also at the time 
of the farm bill veto that we 
would bave free access to all 
world markets. The current 
embargo on sales to Russia 
is a complete reversal of 
these assurances and farm­
ers should react by stopping 
all sales of grain until these 
requirements arc met. It is 
time the administration and 
American consumers alike 
be avneerned about farmers 
problems.

Anthony said. " I t  is time 
that American consumers 
see whether the labor unions 
or the L'.S. farmers control 
the food supply of this 
country. We have 'cixiled it' 
long enough. At present, 
this is our only chance of 
making the farmers' views 
known."

farm ers and ranchers 
whose employees operate 
tractors are now required to 
train these employees on the 
safe operation of tractors, 
especially regarding the 
prevention of rollovers. This 
irainini; siiall be provided at 
the time of initial assign­
ment and at least annually 
thereafter.

The required tra in ing 
became effective June I and 
is a part of the Occupational 
Safety and Health Act 
(OSHA). which also requires 
all agricultural tractors 
(except the "low  profile 
types") to be manufactured 
with rollover protective 
structures (ROPS) and seat 
belts after Oct. 25, 1976.

"Low p ro file ”  tractors 
may be operated without 
ROPS while being used in 
orchards or vineyards where 
vertical clearance require­
ments of the protective 
structures would interfe.e 
with normal operations. 
However, even exempted 
tractors must have ROPS 
attached when operating 
under conditions not covered 
by the exemption.

The required tractor 
safety training includes the 
following operating instruct­
ions: 1.

About The Same . . .  But Not For Pecans. .  . 
Soybeans, Peanuts, Sorghum, Cotton Have It In 
Common . . .  Family Land Heritage Oct. 14.

Texas cattle on feed as of Sept. 1 shows just about 
the same numbers as a month ago, the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service at Austin notes.

Cattle on feed as of Sept. 1 in Texas totaled
1.337.000 head; this is one per cent above a month ago. 
But it is 24 per cent below a year ago.

In the seven major cattle feeding states, the number 
on feed as of Sept. 1 is estimated at 5,944,000 head. This is 
13 per cent below a year ago, but is virtually the same as a 
month ago.

WHILE MOST COMMODITY reports for Texas are 
unchanged from a month ago, the Texas pecan prospects 
are bright, especially compared to a year ago. Texas pecan 
production for 1975 is estimated at 58 million pounds. 
That's 53 per cent more than a year ago.

In sp ite  of problems of powdery mildew, 
shuckworms, walnut caterpillars and webworms as well as 
scab, most areas of the state still report the best crop set for 
several years. Harvest will begin soon on early-maturing 
varieties.

WHAT DO COTTON, sorghum, peanuts, and 
soybeans have in common this year? The latest crop report 
shows that projected yields are about the same as a month
ago.

But for corn, the story is different. Corn production 
in the state this year will be the second best on record. 
Only 1920 will top the 1975 corn production for Texas. 
Per acre yield for the state will be similar to midwest corn 
production states. An average of 105 bushels per acre is 
now Indicated for Texas.

Cotton production for the state this year is now set at
3.025.000 bales. This is up considerably from the
2.462.000 bales of a year ago. The average per acre yield 
this season is now set at 363 pounds; a year ago it was a 
puny 269 pounds per acre.

Sorghum production for this year in Texas is
394.400.000 bushels, virtually unchanged from a month 
ago. Last year, however, the production of sorghum in 
Texas was only 312 000,000 bushels. Average per acre is 58 
bushels this year compared to 52 bushels per acre in 1974.

Peanut production is estimated at 474,300,000 
pounds, about the same as a month ago. Last year, 
production of peanuts in the state totaled only 73,500,000 
bushels.

Soybean production for the state is set at 9,100,000 
bushels, the same as a year ago.

The next general crop report will note any changes in 
these and other crops; that report is due Oct. 10.

FAMILY LAND HERITAGE recognition program 
will be held Oct. 14 at the State Fair of Texas. The Fam ly 
Land Heritage Program honors those families in Texas 
which have owned and farmed through their descendants 
the same farm continuously for 100 years or more.

A special program honoring recipients for this year is 
now being planned.

The program is sponsored by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture. Last year, more than 500 Texas families 
were honored.

Pecans Up, 
Cotton Down 
In Crop Report

AUSTIN-According to 
the September crop report 
released recently, Texas 
c o tto n  p ro d u c tio n  has 
dropped almost 75,000 bales 
while pecan production is 
expected to increase by 20 
million pounds over last 
year’ s crop . Agriculture 
Commissioner John C. White 
said.

C o t t o n  p ro d u c tio n , 
estimated at 3.1 million 
bales, decreased because of 
weather and insect damage 
on the High and Low Plains. 
A yield of approximately 
3,025,000 bales is expected 
in 1975.

This year’s cotton crop 
still is almost 23 percent 
above the 2,462,000 bales 
ginned in 1974, which was 
one of the smallest crops in 
30 years, White noted.

The Texas pecan crop 
estimate reflects an increase 
of 53 percent over last year’s 
crop of only 38 million 
pounds.

Sweet potato production 
also increased from August 
and the crop currently is 
estimated at 950,000 pounds 
per hundredweight.

Estimates for most crops 
remained the same as for 
August. Corn remained a 
near-record crop at 115.5 
million bushels, wheat, 131.1

COTTON FARM PRICE
U.S. Department of Agri­

culture has reported the 
upland cotton prices re­
ceived by farmers for this 
calendar year as follows: 
Januarv .39,90; February 
32.00; March 30.00; April

.36.90; July 40,50; August 
42.90. (All figures are cents 
per pound.)

These figures are ga­
thered by L'SDA as an 
indication of what the 
farmers received for upland 
cotton sold during the 
period. The figures do give 
consideration for unredeem­
ed loans at estimated 
average loan value. The first 
8 months of the calendar 
year 1975 indicate an 
average price for the period 
of 36c per pound. If cotton 
prices continue to improve, 
or to hold at the present 
level, it is quite likely that 
the calendar year average 
price received by farmers for 
upland cotton, as reported 
by L'SD.A. will be near or 
abvivc the .38c per pound 
target price. Payment rate

TAXATION-FARM LAND 
EVALUATION

The State Legislature, 
meeting in 1975. approved 
House B ill 1535. which 
establishes the prix-edure for 
evaluating agriculture land 
on the basis of its productive 
value provided; the voters of 
Texas approve Constitional 
Amendment Proposition No.
5 on November 4. 1975. 
House Bill 1535 is reproduc­
ed here for study purposes:
TAXATION -VALUATION -

OPEN-SPACE LANDS 
CHAPTER 733 
H B No. 1535

An Act relating to the 
valuation of open-space land 
used to support the raising 
of livestixk or produce farm 
crops or forest prixlucts; the 
determination of a capitali­
zation rate; disqualification 
and penalty; stating an 
effective date; and declaring 
an emergency.

Be it enacted by the 
Legislature of the State of 
Texas:

Definitions
Section 1. In this Act;
( I )  “ Open-space land”  

means all land with a 
five-year history of being 
devoted principally to the 
production of farm crops, 
forest products, or the 
raising of livestock, and that 
land without such a history 
which the owner has sworn 
bv affidavit to the local

taxing authority will be used develop and enforce prix'ed-
for the production of farm 
crops, forest products, or the 
raising of livestock, exclu­
sive of structures with a 
residential use and those 
structures used for pnxTss- 
ing farm crops, forest 
pnxlucts. or livet'ock.

(2) “ Farm crops" means 
plants and fruits grown for 
human or animal consump­
tion and plants grow n for the 
production itf fibers, floricul­
ture. viticulture, or horti­
culture.

(.3) "Forest products”  
means forestry and the 
growing of trees fivi the 
purpose of rendering thivse 
trees into lumber, fiber, ivr 
other items for industrial, 
commercial, or personal 
consumption.

(4) "L ives to ck " means 
farm or ranch animals kept 
for use and profit.

(5) "C apability  of the 
land" refers to the value 
classification of land for 
agricultural and forestry use 
based on average yields with 
due consideration given to 
soil type, general topo­
graphy. weather factors, 
kx'ation factors, and other 
pertinent information avail­
able from Texas A i  M 
University and its sub­
divisions. the Texas Depart­
ment of Agricu lture , the 
Texas Forest Service, and 
other competent sources.

(6) "  Average net income" 
means the average net 
income that would have been 
earned over the five-year 
period immediately preced­
ing the valuation by a persivn 
using ordinary prudence in 
the management of the land 
and the farm crops, forest 
p.oducts. or livestiK'k pro­
duced or supported thereon.

V ALUATION OF OPEN 
SPACE LAND

Sec. 2. The value of ad 
valorem tax purposes of 
open-space land used to 
support the raising of 
livesttx'k or prixluction of 
farm crops or forest 
products shall be determin­
ed on the basis of the 
capability of the land to 
suppxirt livcstixk or produce 
farm crops or forest products 
using accepted income 
capitalization methods ap­
plied to average net income, 
such capability to be 
determined by rule pro­
mulgated by the comptroller 
of public accounts utilizing 
information available from 
Texas A A; M University and 
its subdivisions, the Texas 
IX'panmenl of Agruculture. 
the Texas Forest Service, 
and other competent sourc­
es. The value v i determined 
shall never exceed the fair 
market value of the land as 
determined by other ap­
praisal methods. The valua­
tions shall include all real 
property employed and all 
improvements and struc­
tures used in connection 
with the real property, 
provided that confined 
feeding operations, struct­
ures designated for resident­
ial use shall be valued at 
market value. Pursuant to 
rule-making authority, the 
comptroller shall develop 
and distribute to all taxing 
authorities appraisal man­
uals setting forth this 
method of valuing open- 
space land, including aver­
age net income figures for 
livestixk. farm crops, and 
forestry enterprises, and 
such appraisal manuals shall 
be used by each taxing 
authority in determining the 
value of open-space land. 
For the valuation function 
enumerated in Section 4 of 
this Act the tax records of 
the valuations of open space 
land used to support the 
raising of livestock or 
production of farm crops or 
forest products shall also 
contain the full market value 
of the open-space land. The 
Ux'al taxing authority shall
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ures to verify that the land in 
question meets the con­
ditions LXintained in Section 
I ( I ) of this Act.

CAPITA LI/. ALIGN RATE 
Sec. 3. The income 

capitalization rate to be used 
in determining the value of 
open-space land shall be 10 
percent iw an amount equal 
to 2 percent greater than the 
average variable interest 
rate specified by the Federal 
Land Bank of Houston, in 
Houston, Texas, for the 
immediately preceding tax 
year, whichever percentage 
is the greater.
CHANGE OF USE OF LAND

Sec. 4. If the local taxing 
authority finds that the 
open-space land devoted to 
the production of farm crops, 
forest pnxlucts, or livcstix'k 
ceases to be used for the 
production of farm crops, 
forest prixlucts, or livestix-k. 
the land shall be appraised 
at market value, and the 
owner shall pay to each 
taxing authority imposing ad 
valorem taxes on the land a 
tax equal to the difference 
between the taxes paid or 
payable on the land during 
the previous four years 
under its ofXM-space land for 
farm crops, forest products, 
or livestix'k designation and 
that tax that would have

TAXATION- FARM LAND 
EA ALUATION

The State Legislature, 
meeting in 197S. approved 
House B ill 1535. which 
establishes the privcedure for 
evaluating agriculture land 
on the basis of its productive 
value provided; the voters of 
Texas approve Constitional 
Amendment Proposition No.
5 on November 4. 1975.
House Bill 1535 is reproduc­
ed here for study purposes:
TAXATION VALUATION -

OPEN SPACE LANDS 
CHAPTER 733 
H B .No. 1535

An Act relating to the 
valuation of open-space land 
used to support the raising 
of livestock or produce farm 
crops or forest privducts; the 
determination of a capitali­
zation rate; disqualification 
and penalty; stating an 
effective date; and declaring 
an emergency.

Be it enacted by the 
Legislature of the State of 
Texas:

Definitions
Section 1. In this Act:
(1) ’ ’Oper.-space land" 

means all land with a 
five-year history of being 
devoted principally to the 
production of farm crops, 
forest products, or the 
raising of livestiK'k. and that 
land without such a history 
which the owner has sworn 
bv affidavit to the local

(2) "Farm crops”  means 
plants and fruits grown for 
human or animal consump­
tion and plants grown for the 
production of fibers, floricul­
ture. viticulture, or horti­
culture.

(3) "Forest products" 
means forestry and the 
growing of trees for the 
purpose of rendering those 
trees into lumber, fiber, or 
other items for industrial, 
commercial, or personal 
consumption.

(4) "L ive s to ck " means 
farm or ranch animals kept 
for use and profit.

(5) "C apab ility  of the 
land" refers to the value 
classification of land for 
agricultural and forestry use 
based on average yields with 
due consideration given to 
soil type, general topo­
graphy weather factors, 
lixation factors, and other 
pertinent information avail­
able fro’M Texas A Jc M 
University and its sub­
divisions. the Texas Depart­
ment of Agricu lture , the 
Texas Forest Service, and 
other competent sources.

(0) "Average net income" 
means the average net 
income that would have been 
earned over the five-year 
periiHl immediately preced­
ing the valuation by a person 
using ordinary prudence in 
the management of the land 
and the farm cnvps. forest 
products, or livestiKk pro­
duced or supported thereon.

VALUATION OF OPEN 
SPACE LAND

Sec. 2. The value of ad 
valorem tax purposes of 
open-space land used to 
support the raising of 
livcstixk or privduction of 
farm crops or forest 
products shall be determin­
ed on the basis of the 
capability of the land to 
support iivestiK-k or produce 
farm crops or forest products 
using accepted income 
capitalization methods ap­
plied to average net income, 
such capability to he 
determined by rule pro­
mulgated by the comptroller 
of public accounts utilizing 
information available from 
Texas A A M University and 
its subdivisions, the Texas 
IK'panment of Agruculture. 
the Texas Forest Service, 
and other competent sourc­
es. The value so determined 
shall never exceed the fair 
market value of the land as 
determined by other ap­
praisal methods. The valua­
tions shall include all real 
property employed and all 
improvements and struc­
tures used in connection 
with the real property, 
provided that confined 
feeding operations, struct­
ures designated for resident­
ial use shall be valued at 
market value. Pursuant to 
rule-making authority, the

forestry enterprises, and 
such appraisal manuals shall 
be used by each taxing 
authority in determining the 
value of open-space land. 
For the valuation function 
enumerated in Section 4 of 
this Act the tax records of 
the valuations of open space 
land used to support the 
raising of livestock or 
production of farm crops or 
forest products shall also 
contain the full market value

CAPITALIZATION RATE 

Sec. 3. The income 
capitalization rate to be used 
in determining the value of 
open-space land shall be 10 
percent or an amount equal 
to 2 percent greater than the 
average variable iiiterest 
rate specified by the Federal 
Land Bank of Houston, in 
Houston, Texas, for the 
immediately preceding tax 
year, whichever percentage 
is the greater,
CHANGE OF USE OF LAND

Sec. 4 If the local taxing 
authority finds that the 
o|>en-space land devoted to 
the privduction of fi rm crops, 
forest products, or livestock 
ceases to be used for the 
privduction of farm crops, 
forest privducts, or livcstiH:k. 
the land shall be appraised 
at market value, and the 
owner shall pay to each 
taxing authority imposing ad 
valorem taxes on the land a 
tax equal to the difference 
between the taxes paid or 
payable on the land during 
the previous four years 
under its open-space land for 
farm crops, forest privducts. 
or livestiK'k designation and 
(hat tax that would have

Sec. 5. The value for ad 

valorem tax purposes of 
open-space land used for the 
privduction of forest privducts 
as provided in Section 2 of 
this Act shall not be less 
than (he appraised value of 
such land for the |9"'5 tax 
year; provided, however, 
that the value used for any 
tax year shall never exceed 
the fair market value of the 
land as determined by other 
appraisal methinfs.

EFFECTIVE DATE
Sec. 6. This Act takes

COTTON ACREAGE- 
WORLD

The International Cotton 
Advisory Committee report­
ed in its August 1975 
MONTHLY REVIEW OF 
THE WORLD SITUATION 
that the world acreage 
planted to cotton has 
dropped to an estimated 
74'4 million acres, w hich is a 
decline of 5'/v million acres 
or 7 percent from the 
1974-75 level. The 1975-76 
tentatively estimated world 
cxviton crop is 5v8.5 million 
bales, compared to the 
1974-75 record of 6.1 million 
bales. The committee re­
ports that the prospective 
drop in production will be 
the first in 6 seasons with the 
largest decline occuring in 
the United States and 
Mexico.
