Rotarians 
Told Of 
Roads Crisis

Texas, long known for the 
best highway system in the 
nation, is faced with a 
crisis-insufficient funds to 
maintain present paving or 
to build many new roads, 
said Jam es King of the 
Lubbock office of the Texas 
Highway Department at last 
Thursday 's Rotary Club 
meeting.

Following a brief talk by 
King, he showed a film 
furnished by the indepen­
dent Texas Good Roads and 
Texas Transportation Asso­
ciations on the subject of 
Texas Highways which, 
because of inflation and lack 
of sufficient funds, are 
rapidly becoming second 
rate.

King pointed out that 
costs have doubled the past 
few years in building new 
roads and m aintaining 
present highways in Texas 
while the funding remains 
constant.

In this highway district, 
personnel has had to be 
reduced from 628 people to 
471 and further reduction is

likely. As a result, roads 
cannot be properly main­
tained and shredding of 
rights-of-way has been 
curtailed to only one a 
summer in many areas; this 
permits weeds and Johnson 
grass to grow and spread, to 
the dismay of farmers.

BILL GRIFFIN 
SAYS.....

Composting has become a 
popular way of handling 
plant residue and improving 
soil fertility. However, many 
homeowners worry about the 
carryover of plant disease- 
causing organisms.

This need not be a concern 
when plant residue is truly 
composted.

Most disease-causing or­
ganisms are killed when true 
composting occurs. The heat 
produced and the activity of 
organism s that degrade 
organic matter rapidly kill 
plant pathogens. However, 
if true composting does not 
occur, the so-called "com­
post" is nothing more than a 
trash heap, and plant 
pathogens will survive.

For composting to occur, 
there must be enough 
moisture and nitrogen pre­
sent to support the organ­
isms that degrade organic 
matter. Their activity pro­
duces heat and the action of 
a host of organisms rapidly 
breaks down plant material.

In the case of serious plant 
diseases, homeowners shou­
ld destroy or dispose of 
infected plant tissue. Even a 
low survival rate of these 
organism s might increase 
the chance of having the 
problem crop up again next 
year.

Homeowners using plant 
material in a compost should 
determine whether or not 
they have a true compost or 
just a trash heap. With a 
little effort, a true compost 
can be achieved, providing a

clean source of organic 
matter for use during the 
next gardening year.

BILL GRIFFIN 
SAYS.....

Composting has become a 
popular way of handling 
plant residue and improving 
soil fertility. However, many 
homeowners worry about the 
carryover of plant disease- 
causing organisms.

This need not be a concern 
when plant residue is truly 
composted.

Most disease-causing or­
ganisms are killed when true 
composting occurs. The heat 
produced and the activity of 
organism s that degrade 
organic matter rapidly kill 
plant pathogens. However, 
if true composting does not 
occur, the so-called "com­
post" is nothing more than a 
trash heap, and plant 
pathogens will survive.

For composting to occur, 
there must be enough 
moisture and nitrogen pre­
sent to support the organ­
isms that degrade organic 
matter. Their activity pro­
duces heat and the action of 
a host of organisms rapidly 
breaks down plant material.

In the case of serious plant 
diseases, homeowners shou­
ld destroy or dispose of 
infected plant tissue. Even a 
low survival rate of these 
organism s might increase 
the chance of having the 
problem crop up again next 
year.

Homeowners using plant 
material in a compost should 
determine whether or not 
they have a true compost or 
just a trash heap. With a 
little effort, a true compost 
can be achieved, providing a

clean source of organic 
matter for use during the 
next gardening year.

The pie pumpkins are 
coming in out of the patch 
and the field pumpkins 
young goblins will make into 
jack-o-lanterns should be 
reaching major term inal 
markets by next weekend, 
according to the U.S. 
Depanment of Agriculture.

Bill McCauley, USDA fruit 
and vegetable market news 
reporter covering the Dallas- 
Fort Worth wholesale trade, 
said about 400 to 500 
fifty-pound sacks of pie 
pumpkins were received at 
the Farm ers’ Market at 
Dallas last weekend.

Most of the initial supply 
was from West Texas which 
is also expected to produce 
the greatest supply of field 
pumpkins. However. Mc­
Cauley reported a few of the 
pie pumpkins were shipped 
from East Texas and 
Colorado.

Wholesale prices this 
week were about the same as 
last year, ranging from S4 to 
S4.50 a fifty-pound sack.

McCauley said the field 
pumpkins are expected to 
wholesale for about 4 to 5 
cents a pound, about the 
same as last year and will 
probably begin to come into 
the market next weekend. 
The supply of both pie and 
field pumpkins should be 
adequate, he said.

In Colorado, USDA mar­
ket news reporter Clark 
Price said he expects a good 
supply of pumpkins " if they

don’t rot in the field." He 
said recent rains in that area 
have created excess moist­
ure in (he fields and no 
pumpkins had reached the 
Denver produce market as of 
Monday.

Pie pumpkins, which are 
smaller but sweeter than 
field pumpkins, are round, 
flattened at both ends and 
very bright orange in color 
with a rich orange flesh. 
Normally they are about 6 to 
7 inches in diameter and 
weigh about 6 to 8 pounds.

Field pumpkins are light 
orange in color and weigh 
between 18 and 25 pounds.

Although there are no 
USDA grade standards 
specifically for pumpkins, 
marketing specialists with 
the USDA’s Agricultural 
Marketing Service, say the 
same general buying criteria 
for winter squash apply. 
Pumpkins should be mature 
and have a rich, orange 
color. They should be clean, 
free from spots and 
excessive scarring.
