Southwestern’s Bob Brummel 
Pessimistic Re Energy Crisis
Prospects of solving the 

energy crisis any time in the 
near future are dismal. Bob 
Brummel of Southwestern 
Public Service Company told 
Rotarians in a talk before the 
club last Thursday.

Inactivity of the Federal 
Government, lowering of the 
depletion allowance for oil 
and gas exploration, refusal 
of Eastern states to allow 
offshore exploration, and 
government-induced delays 
in construction of the Alaska 
pipeline, and the environ­
mentalists were some of the 
reasons he listed.

"The environmentalists 
have now moved from

Alaska to Wyoming.”  he 
said, and arc now- fighting 
the development o f coal 
fields in that state and the 
railroads are fighting the 
propivscd coal slurry- pipeline 
from the coal fields to Texas.

Our problem is confound­
ed by the fact that the United 
States has six percent of the 
world’ s population and uses 
thirty-six percent o f the 
energy.

Anticipating the imminent 
shortage, SWPS. a few years 
ago, started building a 
coal-burning plant to supple­
ment natural gas north of 
Amarillo.

First unit of this $540 
million plant is now in 
operation serving the exvm- 
pany’s territory and is using 
two 110-car train loads of 
cxval a week from coal fields 
near Gillett, Wyoming and a 
second unit is under 
construction. This plant will 
burn either coal. gas. oil or 
trash to produce electrical 
power. Even the coal cinders 
arc processed for other uses.

Get out of mobile homes 
or old. piMirly built buildings 
and stay away from any 
structures with frec-span 
roofs such as gyms or 
auditoriums.

If you’ re caught in open 
country «hen a tornado hits, 
head for a nearby building or 
lie flat in a ravine or ditch. 
Don’t stay in a car unless 
you can drive away from the 
tornado at right angles to its 
path.

It you sight a tornado, 
report it at once, but don’t 
lie up the phone with 
unnecessary calls.

When cleaning up debris 
from a tornado, wear gloves 
and thick-soled shiK*s and 
watch for downed electrical 
wires and broken gas pipes. 
Don t light matches or 
smoke in or near a building 
that has been hit by a 
tornado until you’ re sure 
there are no gas leaks.

If eligible livestock pro­
ducers Vote in favor of the 
beef checkoff program this 
spring, it is designed to 
allow the establishment of 
projects for advertising, 
promotion, education, pro­
ducer and consumer infor­
mation with respect to use of 
cattle, beef and beef 
products, says Bill Griffin. 
County Extension Agent for 
the Texas Agricultural 
F.xtcnsion Service.

Similarly, the program 
would allow for the estab 
lishment and conducting of

research, market develop­
ment projects and studies 
with respect to prcxluction. 
growing, sale, processing 
and distribution, marketing 
or utili/aiion of cattle, beef 
and beef products, the 
Extension agent said.

The program also would 
include development and 
expansion of foreign mar­
kets.

The checkoff is designed 
as a self-help program, 
w here the producer would be 
contributing 3 10 of one 
percent of the sales of his 
cattle. For example, lor a

prixfucer to contribute 3100 
to the program, sales from 
his cattle would need to be 
S.1.1.333 annuallv.

Nearly $-40 million would 
be generated in the 
program’ s first year of 
operation, based on the 
assessment rate as outlined 
in the proposed program 
The program would be 
administered by a Beef 
Bo.ird of not more than 68 
members from eligible-

producer organizations ol 
each state or geographical 
area. Texas should have a 
representation ol about 
seven members on the Beef 
Board, to help determini 
how the checkoff monies 
would be spent.

Officially the swine flu 
inoculation program was 
halted last year because of 
reports of fewer than 100 
persons becoming ill with 
what is called Guillain Barre’ 
syndrome. This after more 
than 40 million .Americans had 
been vaccinated.

There were actually two 
reasons for the termination. 
One, there was a possibility 
the shots were a factor in the 
reported rases of Guillain 
Barre’ . Two. there was no 
major outbreak of the swine 
flu. Had there been an 
epidemic it’ s doubtful the 
government would have 
suspended the vaccinations.

Guillain Barre’ itself is a 
rare paralytic disorder which 
is fatal in as many as one out 
of ten cases. Victims of the 
disease go through a critical 
period of about 21 days. After 
that period of time the 
symptoms generally subside 
and complete recoveries are 
often made.
