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Opposition to forced soil and water conservation
practices, proposed by USDA as one possibility under
the 1977 Resource Conservation Act (RCA), has
become widespread, highly vocal and appears to be
growing, according to Donald Johnson, Executive Vice
President of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock.

PCG, acting on a board position taken in October
last year, on numerous occasions has presented
arguments against suggestions that government
decreed conservation practices be made a requirement
for farm program eligibility or be mandated by other
penalty-bearing regulations.

PCG makes clear that the organization and its
members are strong believers in conservation of soil
and water resources, but maintains that the solution to
conservation problems should come through the provi-
sion of “‘incentives to conserve, not penalties for failure
to conserve."’

The latest voices to speak out firmly in support of
that same position are those of Representatives
Thomas Foley, Democrat from Washington, and Kika
de la Garza, Democrat from Texas.

Foley is Chairman of the House Agriculture Com-
mittee and de la Garza is Vice Chairman of the Com-
mittee and Chairman of its Subcommittee on Depart-
ment Investigations, Oversight and Research. Accor-
ding to a House Agriculture Committee news release,
both recently have ‘. . . told Agriculture Department
officials they will not support coercive conservation
practices.

““We made it clear that we do not think the govern-
ment should propose such policies and we are convinc-
ed Congress would not adopt them. Certainly we need
strong conservatic 1 programs but they should be bas-
ed on cooperating with and assisting landowners in
their own voluntary efforts — not on trying to black-
jack people into compliance,”” the Committee leaders
said.

Foley and de la Garza added ‘‘We are confident that
the recommendations and views submitted to the
Agriculture Department by thousands of interested

and concerned people will be heard, and the Depart-
ment has assured us this will lead to practical pro-
posals for future conservation policies. We are confi-
dent these policies will not include coercion.”

De la Garza also noted that ‘“When the 1977 Conser-
vation Act was written, I personally insisted on and
secured the inclusion of a provision specifying that no
conservation practices would be used under the bill ex-
cept at the request of the landowner."

In response to the Committee news release, Johnson
commented, “We are gratified that these and other
people in high places have joined us in the effort to pre-
vent bureaucratic interference with what farmers
across the nation have found to be the most productive
and efficient farming practices."”

Women who maintain a
good diet as a way of life, will
be better prepared to cope
with the extra demands of
child-bearing, the work
world and normal life cycles
However, the diet of most
women falls short iIn
providing adequate amounts
of iron, calcium, vitamin D
and protein

Most of these nutrient
needs can be met by eating a
variety of foods from the

basic food groups: meats

poultry, fish, eggs and
beans; fruits and vegetables
breads and cereals; and milk
and dairy products

Although iron allowances
especially for young and
pregnant women, may not bde
met in foods alone, thest
foods are good sources of
iron meats CRR VOIK
legumes and nuts, dry
beans, dark-green leafy
vegetables, and enriched
breads and cereals

Dry beans are nutritior
nuggets, rich in energy and
nutrition at a nominal cost
per pound. Served with meat
they are an unbeatable
protein team; with molasses
they are a good source of
iron; and they also contain
good amounts of B vitamins
and calcium

You can let them soak
overnight, then leave them
cooking in a crock pot while
you are at work. If you have a
pressure cooker, you can
prepare them when you get
home in about 30 minutes
Usually only high quality
dry beans and peas are sold
at retail stores, says USDA's
Food Safety and Quality
Service (FSQS)

Rarely do packages carry
the federal quality grade
labels--U.S. No. 1 for dry
whole or split peas, lentils
and black-eye peas; U.S. No
1 Choice Handpicked or
Handpicked for Great North
ern, pinto and pea beans;
U.S. Extra No. 1 for lima
beans.

You can look for the same
factors federal inspectors use
in judging quality. A bright
uniform color indicates
freshness; loss of color
indicates long storage and a
product that will take longer
to cook

Uniformity in size allows
more even cooking. Visible
defects, such as cracked seed
coats, pinholes caused by
insect damage, are signs of a
low quality product
