The white in a Grade B egg

The Board o f  Directors o f Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Groweis. Inc. after a long and spirited discuuion April 3 
agreed with 19lh District Congressman Kent Hance that it 
would be unwise at this time to commit the organization for 
or against House Agriculture Committee Bill #6815.

The bill would mandate a minimum loan level at 65 per­
cent o f  parity for wheat, feed grains, cotton and other farm 
commodities.

As Hance originally introduced the bill to the House 
Cotton Subcommittee only wheat and feed grains were in­
cluded. Cotton and other commodities were added as an 
amendment by Congressman Dawson Mathis o f Georgia.

Hance's preference that the PCG Board take no firm 
stance on the bill at thu time was made known to the Board, 
at Hance’s request, by PCG Executive Vice President Donald 
Johnson. Johnson made it clear that Hance was not opposed 
to producers getting 65 percent o f  parity for their cotton but 
was only expressing the opinion that producer interests 
would be better served if  he were not locked in on a position 
with regard to the bill in question.

There were wide differences o f opinion among PCG Board 
members. Although none argued that Committee Bill #6815 
had any reasonable chance o f becoming law with cotton as 
one o f the covered commodities, some nevertheless felt 
strongly that the Board should voice its support.

Others were just as firmly convinced that PCG’s chances 
to render meaningful service to High Plains cotton produceis 
would be improved by delaying any action until a more real­
istic opportunity could be found.

The latter viewpoint prevailed when a majority o f  the 
Board voted to “ . . . m^te no ^mmitment on Committee 
Bill #6815 at this particular meeting.”

In an attempt to avoid misunderstanding o f its failure to 
act on the bill, the PCG Board later resolved to “ . . .  redouble 
Its efforts on all fronts to secure a more equitable price for 
cotton grown on the High Plains.”

The outcome o f  discussion on Hance’s bill and the content 
o f this latter resolution, along with an expression o f apprecia­
tion for tlie Congressman’s efforts and counsel, were con­
veyed to Hance by telegram after the meeting.

In other action the PCG Board elected su members to 
serve on the organization’s executive committee for 1980-81 
and four members to this year’s nominatmg committee.

Congressional Comment

(ED ITOR S NOTE: Thu is 
ihe second o f  fou r articles in­
vestigai ing the Social Security 
Program.)

WASHINGTON, D.C. — 
The chaotic years following the 
Great Depression spawned 
many o f our current Federal 
programs dealing with socio­
econom ic problem s o f  
American citizens. Perhaps 
none o f these has had the 
widespread and long-range im­
pact o f the Social Security Pro­
gram.

The purpose o f the first 
Social Security law, enacted 
during the Roosevelt years, 
was to provide the foundation 
for a three-part income 
maintenance system for older 
people in retirement. These 
three parts consist of: I ) social 
insurance (the social security 
benefit), 2) income from 
private means (such as in­
dividual insurance, savings and 
other investments), and 3) 
assistance from means-tested 
program s, when such 
assistance is necessary (the 
Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI) Program is one such 
means-tested program).

The original Social Security 
law was established in I93S and 
this law was later built upon 
with the addition o f protection 
for disabled employees and 
self-employed people, and for 
the dependents o f retired, 
disabled and deceased workers. 
This entire program is now 
known as the Old Age Sur­
vivors and Disability Insurance 
(OASDI) Program.

Many changes have been 
made with regard to the Social 
Security law over the years. 
There are a good many 
misconceptions which exist 
with regard to this program. A 
review o f the records, hearings 
and transcripts o f testimony 
given through the years shows 
that while some changes have

been made in the program, one 
idea continues to remain con­
sistent; The practical objective 
o f the Social Security Program 
is and always has been to pay 
benefits that provide a 
minimum degree o f social 
security as a basis upon which 
the worker, through his own 
efforts, will have a better 
chance to provide adequately 
for his individual security.

I have heard from far too 
many individuals who have 
made no provision for their 
retirement, other than the 
receipt o f SS retirement 
benefits. They find out, only 
too late, that Social Security 
Retirement benefits alone are 
not sufficient for meeting titeir 
living expenses. It is my per­
sonal feeling that the public sponsor the cook-off 
needs to be made more fully 
aware o f just how the Social 
Security Program works. For 
example, the Social Security 
Program is a “ pay-as-you-go" 
program; this means, o f 
course, that today’s workers 
must pay la this month the 
amount that will be paid uai 
next month.

It is my feeling that the pro­
gram, more than any other 
program in the U.S., has done 
much to help individuals who, 
for whatever reasons, are ex­
periencing a change in their in­
comes and thus require ftnan- 
cial assistance. This program 
provides assistance for retired 
persons, disabled workers and 
their families and widows with 
school-age dependents.

There are many misconcep­
tions about the Social Security 
Program, however it has done 
much to assist the needy and 
will continue to do so in the 
years ahead.

Next week, we will examine 
the program as it presently ex­
ists, with a final article the 
following week on proposed 
future directions.

Being Proposed
The proposed fuel alcohol 

plant for the South Plains 
was explained at the Rotary 
Club's farmers day program 
last Thursday by "Rusty”
Andrews. Brownfield farmer 
CPA, who is secretary of the 
newly-organixed South 
Plains Grain Products Co­
operative.
The proposed plant would 

produce 20 million gallons of 
200-proof alcohol a year 
uttlixing about 50 million 
pounds of milo, and would 
cost an estimated $30 million 
to build.
Grain producer members 

arc now signing contracts in 
units of 10,000 bushels per 
year guaranteed, plus a $500 
down payment and a later 
payment of $l .500.
Feasibility studies and plant 

c-onstruction advise is being 
prepared by three nationally- 
known firms for a series of 
such plants, another of which 
is proposed for the Muleshoe 
area.
Andrews said planners of

Instead o f staking and 
pruning lomaiues this year, 
use wire cages to support the 
plants.
Caging offers the home 

vegetable gardener in Lynn 
County several advantages, 
including less sun bum and 
higher yields with less work. 
Ground rut and fruit cracking 
are also reduced in cage- 
grown tomatoes.
Cages can be constructed 

from concrete reinforcing 
wire, hog wire, or any other 
sturdy wire mesh that has 
openings of at least four 
inches. Cut and bend the 
mesh material into cylinders, 
then fastern the ends 
together and snip off the 
bottom rung By cutting off 
the bottom rung, cages can 
be pushed into the ground 
about su inches for support. 
Make cages 18 to 20 inches in 
diameter and two-and-one- 
half tofive feet tall.

 ̂iHing says all varieties will 
do well in cages but suggests 
high-yielding. disease re­
sistant tomatoes such as 
Bigset. Bonus. Spring Giant. 
Better Boy, Fkiramenca and 
Terrific.
Space plants about two-and- 

onc'hall to three feet apan 
in the row. with four to five 
feel between rows

Place a cage over each 
plant, making sure it is well 
anchored into the ground. 
The wire mesh will support 
the growing plant. No 
suckenng. pruning or train­
ing will be necessary. As 
fruil npens. pK'k it through 
the cage openings.
Initial expense of cages may

seem high, out iney can be 
stored and used each year. 
Cages can also be used for 
growning other trailing crops 
such as cucumbers and pole 
beans.

Spring is the time when 
many homeowners discover 
they have termites. This is 
the time when winged forms 
appear and swarm.
if winged termites are seen 

outdoors, usually there is no 
problem, since this is a 
natural iKcutrence. But if 
they are found indoors, 
usually on a window sill, 
chances are good that an 
infestation has established in 
your home.
Termites can cause exten­

sive damage to wooden parts 
of your home, so take some 
precautions.

Quite often termites and 
certain ants swarm at the 
same time and h's imponant 
to be able to tell the 
difference between these two 
Insects. Carpenter ants 
swarm in the springtime and 
can cause some structural 
damage to wood. However, 
termites are much more 
destructive and require 
different control measures. 
Termites have a broad 
waist--ants have a narrow, 
constricted; termite wings 
arc the same size and 
shape- winged ants have a 
front and back pair of wings 
of different lengths and 
shape, termites have straight 
antennae (feelers on their

heads)-ants have elbowed 
antennae.
Termites may be attracted 

to your house by dead tree 
limbs, stumps, old lumber 
and other sources of termite 
food. These should be 
removed. If soil is above the 
point where wood or brick 
meets the foundation, ter­
mites have easy access to 
your home. Anywhere that 
wood meets dirt (siding, 
wooden steps) is a potential 
spot for termite entry into the 
home.
Termites also have the 

ability to build mud tunnels 
over non-wooden structures 
to reach a food source. These 
tunnels (about I '4 inch wide) 
may extend several feet up 
concrete surfaces. On a slab 
home, these may be seen on 
foundation concrete between 
soil and brick. On homes 
built above the ground, these 
tunnels can be found on piers 
or pipes that go from soil to 
structure. The bath trap in 
homes built on a slab is 
another source of entry. 
Plumbing in this situation 
has contaci with soil under 
the slab, and termite tunnels 
may be found in this area.
Although a thorough in­

spection is best done by a 
professional, a homeowner 
can make a quick check for 
termite infestations. If ter­
mites or damage is found, 
contact a local pest control 
company. This is one insect 
pest that should not be 
handled by a "do-it-your­
s e lfe r " . Commercial pest 
control companies have the 
necessary equipment and 
experience to effectively rid a 
home of termites.

Propsi Hams Producers: 
National Cotton Council 
President Herman Propst 
told the Producer Steering 
Committee this week in 
Dallas that the greatest 
impact of the cotton dust 
problem ultimately will fall 
on producers.
Acknowledging that some 

producers think dust is only a 
textile mill problem, he said 
mills have an option not open 
to producers -  namely, that 
of converting to synthetic 
fibers. "And if the cotton 
dust problem -  with all its

ramifications ■■ causes them 
to do this in great numbers. I 
don’t have to tell you what 
kind of impact that will have 
on us as producers." As 
strong as export markets are, 
Propst said a strong domestic 
market is still an absolute 
necessity if producers are 
going to continue growing on 
a large scale. He also noted 
that the dust problem could 
eventually affect cotton 
exports since foreign coun­
tries generally follow the 
lead of the D.S. in adopting 
health and safety standards. 
The Anson, Tx., producer's 
remarks were strongly sup­
ported by W.D. Lawson. Ill, 
Gastonia, N.C.. merchant, 
and Murray Williams, Altus, 
Okla., producer, who is 
chairman o f the Cotton 
Board.

Priority For Dust Researehi
Agriculture Secretary Bob 
Bergland and industry lead­
ers agreed at a Washington 
meeting this week that the 
proposed two-year crash 
research program to identify 
and eliminate the byssinosis 
causative will require full 
government-industry co­
operation and must be given 
top priority. The Secretary 
explained that the current 
emphasis on balanceing the 
federal budget has made it 
necessary to re-examine 
funding possibilities for the 
program. A government- 
industry task force will now 
refine the plan presented 
earlier this year to USDA. 
and then seek early decisions 
on financing. Assistant 
Secretary P. R. (Bobby) 
Smith and Dr. Anson 
Bertrand, director o f the 
Science and Education Ad­
ministration. participated in 
the discussions, along with 
top officials of the National 
Cotton Council, the Ameri­
can Textile Manufacturers 
Institute.

Just imagine a meal with 
home-grown, mouth-water­
ing cucumbers, tomatoes, 
green beans, bell peppers, 
cantaloupes, radishes, let­
tuce and onions.
It’ s enough to make anyone, 

especially youngsters, jump 
with joy. And youngsters can 
take an active part in 
growing these tasty treats 
through a 4-H gardening 
project.
Gardening is a good way for 

4-H’ers to help their families 
beat the high cost of living 
and provide good, home­
grown meals. With living 
costs expected to skyrocket 
during 1980, a productive 
garden can help families 
fight inflation.
Furthermore, a gardening 

project helps youngsters 
learn responsibility as well as 
learn about the growth and 
development of plants.

You don't need a lot of 
space to have a garden.
