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Tahokans Stunned By Trooper’s Murder
Jerry Don Davis, a young 

Texas Highway Patrolman 
w ho grew up in Tahoka. was 
shot to death about midnight 
Sunday after he had stopped 
a car for speeding just inside 
the south city limits of Slaton 
onU.S. 84.
The senseless slaying of 
Davis, 25, left friends and 
acquaintances in Tahoka 
stunned.
"H e was a real fine young 

man...he practically grew up 
in those aisles out there," 
said pharmacist Dayton 
Parker. Davis' mother work­
ed for Parker Pharmacy for 
several years. The young 
man's father was employed 
by the highway department 
office in Tahoka.

Services Held
The parents. Mr. and Mrs. 

J.D. Davis, now live in

Lubbock, where funeral 
services were held Tuesday 
afternoon at Caprock Church 
of (Thrist. Pallbearers were 
fellow troopers and burial 
was in Resthaven Memorial 
Park.
A 1974 graduate of Tahoka 

High School, Davis began his 
law enforcement career as a 
teenage dispatcher with 
Tahoka Police Dept. He 
joined the Department of 
Public Safety Jan. 10. 1979. 
He first was assigned to the 
driver's license division and 
later to the highway patrol.
He also had worked for the 

Texas Tech Police Dept., 
Abernathy and Slaton Police 
Depts. and for the Swisher 
County Sheriff s Office.
As of Tuesday, officers still 

had not apprehended the 
Lorenzo man charged with

the murder of Davis. Still at 
large was Billy Wayne 
Alexander Jr., 21. Davis was 
found slumped over the 
wheel of his patrol car. shot 
once in the right cheek with a 
.357 magnum pistol. He was 
holding Alexander's drivers 
license in his right hand 
when he died, a DPS 
spokesman said.

Special Education Students 
Get Valuable Training

BY DALTON WOOD
A new training center in 

Brownfield is giving area 
students who have learning 
disabilities a chance to learn 
a vocation and get ex ­
perience in useful occupa­
tions.
The new Vocational Adjust­

ment Training Center (VAT 
Center) is located on the 
Brownfield High School 
campus and serves special 
education students from nine 
area school districts, in­
cluding Tahoka and 
O'Donnell in Lynn County.
Tahoka sends six students 

to the ctxjperative center five 
days a week under the 
program paid fur by federal 
money. A bus picks up 
students from O’ Donnell and 
then those from Tahoka, 
takes them to the center and 
then returns them in the 
aftermxm. The youngsters 
learning the various skills

such as sewing, carpentry 
and working with tools, 
operation of machinery and 
other activities, love the 
program, according to teach­
ers who work with them.

Well Accepted

The center was built 
especially for the purpose it 
is being used for. and with 48 
youngsters coming to the 
center daily it already is near 
the capacity it was designed 
for. Already there is 
discussion of possible expan­
sion. sinex; acceptance of the 
program has been greater 
than anticipated.

" I t 's  great that this 
program offers the boys and 
girls a chance to learn 
something really construct­
ive,”  a teacher said. "They 
arc mostly doing well, and 
many will be able to take 
what they have learned here 
and go out and get a job 
where they can be pro­
ductive. helping themselves 
and doing a good job for their 
employers."

The Thunderbird, which

had been stolen in Levelland. 
was found about 4.30 a.m. 
parked in the garage of a 
rural residence about a mile 
west of the intersection of 
U.S 87 and FM 41. about 13 
miles from where Davis was 
killed, said Criminal District 
Attorney John T Montford.

Last week’s rains halted 
High Plains cotton harvest­
ing, according to Mack 
Bennett, Area Director for 
USDA’s Marketing Services 
Office at Lubbock. Most of 
the heavy rains were 
recorded in western and 
southern counties with 12 to 
14 inch measurements 
around Dawson County.
Some harvesting was re­

ported as early as Thursday 
in sandy areas. Bennen said. 
Growers should be able to 
get back into fields having 
tighter soils by the middle of 
next week.
Harder-to-kill second grow­

th generated by recent rains 
has been reported in most 
counties served by Lubbock’s 
Marketing Services Office. 
About 1,000 samples were 

graded at Lubbock during 
the week ended Oct. 2. This 
brought the season’s total to 
2.000, according to USDA’s 
Agricultural Marketing Ser­
vice.
Predominant grades during 

the week were grade 42 at 50 
percent, grade 32 accounted 
for 22 percent and grade 52 
made up 12 percent. About 
16 percent of the samples 
were reduced one grade 
because of bark.
Staple statistics showed 

staple 31 was predominate at 
39 percent during the week. 
Staple 30 was 28 percent and 
staple 32 accounted for 13 
percent. Average staple was 
30.7. up from 30.4 one week 
earlier.

Micronaire readings in the 
base range of 35-49 account­
ed for 85 percent. Seven 
percent miked in the 50 to 52 
range while 53 and above 
amounted to six percent. 
Average mike for the week 
was 45, up from 44 one week 
age.
The new permanent office 

at Lamesa graded 85 samples 
during the week ended Oct. 
2, according to Don Lew- 
cllen. Area Director. This 
brought the season’s total for 
I amesa to 420.

"Citizens of Texas will vote 
on nine Constitutional 
Amendments, passage o f 
which can have great effect 
on all of us in the future," 
Jim Rudd o f Brownfield, 
State Representative from 
this 77th Legislative District, 
declared in a talk at Tahoka 
Rotary Club last Thursday.
All citizens are urged to 

inform themselves on the 
proposed Amendments, he 
advised. He said he voted for 
some of them, but thinks 
others should not be 
approved by voters. - 
No. 1 on the ballot will be 

SJR 35, which would "permit 
the legislature to authorize 
banks to use unmanned teller 
machines within the county 
or city ...on a shared basis to 
serve the public conven­
ience." The measure would 
allow banks to better 
compete with savings and 
loan associations, but would 
circumvent long-standing 
prohibition of branch banks 
and possibly force small 
banks out of business and 
increase higher costs to 
customers for banking ser­
vices, Rudd said.

Court Mailer
HJR 97, No. 2 on the ballot 

would "authorize appeal of 
certain pretrial rulings of a 
trial court in a criminal case 
by either the stale or the 
accused." This one would 
g ive the prosecution in 
criminal cases right of appeal 
and would lessen the 
tendency o f some judges to 
rule in favor of the defendant 
in order to avoid appellant 
review o f their decisions, but 
could also be used as a 
further delaying of decisions. 
No. 3 is HJR 98 "requiring 

a single appraisal and a 
single board within each 
county for ad valorum tax 
purposes." Already, 215 of 
the 254 counties have joined 
the appraisal district plan. 
This amendment would make 
joining mandatory, but it 
delegates appraisal authority 
to appointed persons rather 
than elected officials.
No. 4 SJR 18 would permit 

legalized bingo game gamb­
ling on a local option basis by 
churches and other 
ison-profu organizations for 
charitable purposes. Rudd 
thinks this would be a foot in 
the door for promotion of 
race horse and other 
gambling interests.

FlacadCMtrol
No.S is HJR 86 which would 

"grant to the governor power 
to exercise fiscal control over 
the expenditure of appro­
priated funds as provided by 
law." This could be a long 
range solution to spiraling 
government costs, but the 
governor already has veto 
power and the amendment 
could open the door to 
political abuse by the 
governor.
No. 6 is SJR 9 which would 

“ authorize the governor to 
remove appointed officers 
with the advise and councel 
of the Senate.”  This, too.

could open the door for 
political abuse by a governor, 
although it could prove a 
saving of lime and expense 
from method presently in

Gerald Huffaker was in 
charge of the program, and 
Dr. Richard White presided 
at the meeting in absence of 
the president, Carl Reynolds.

"authorizing counties with a 
population of S.OOO or lest to 
perform private road work.”  
It would not apply to any 
county in this district.

QsteaUoos Nood
No. 8, SJR 36, would 

authorize the "change of 
name of the Court of Civil 
Appeals and the names and 
qualifications of the justices 
of the Supreme Court and to 
prescribe the jurisdiction and 
authority o f the appelate 
courts.”  This is designed to 
lower the case load of 
criminal cases appealed by 
authorizing the Courts of 
Civil Appeals to make 
decisioas on criminal cases. 
But. present Civil Appeals 
court justices are supftosed 
to be experts in civil law and 
not necessarily in criminal 
law, and advisability of the 
change is questionable, he 
said.

Coin Telephones continue 
to be a prime target for 
vandals, costing General 
Telephone, and ultimately 
General Telphone custom­
ers. over SI million a year, or 
almost S2.600 daily, in labor 
costs alone.

Division Manager for Gen­
eral Telephone, said the 
company has around 10.000 
coin telephones in its 
four-state service area.

vandalism they have wit­
nessed to local police.
“ In addition, although most 

customers do not need coin 
phones often, we urge them 
to make mental notes of coin 
phone locations around town. 
With such infurmatioa. if an 
emergency does occur, they 
will know where a public 
phone is located,’ ’ the 
telephone manager said.
