Detrimental to San Abtonio.

It 1s 2425 miles from San Antonio to
Boston. Itis 437 miles ffom Marfa,
Presidio county, to San Aﬂfronio. The
Sunset road charges $1.70 per hundred
pounds of wool from San Antonio to
Beston ; the same road es $1.44
per hundred pounds of Wool from
Marfa to San Antonio. The conse-
quence is that wool is thereby driven
away from the San Antoni6 market,
for by striking the Texas Pacific—
some 45 miles distant, better rates are
had and the natural wool market of
the state—San Antonio—is so far
robbed by high rates of what/is her due.
Itis against reason for a railrcad to
seek to justifyitselfin charging $1.44
for 437 miles when, with competition,
it can carry the same wool 24256 miles
for $1 70.

The Sunset management ought to
see that they not only lose the haul
from the west to San Antonio but the
possibility of the haul to Bostor, Phil-
adelphia, or New York, and San An-
tonio loses the handling of the wool—
a market into which growers are anx-
ious to get their products. |

A Trip to San Antpnio.

Leaving Fort Worth by the Mis-
souri Pacific railway, south division,
the traveler is at once speeding
through part of Tarrant county, con-
sisting of farms and grazing lands
equal to any in the state. It has long
since given up the credit of being a
cow range, and quality and size super-
seded numbers very soon after Fort
Worth attained the dignity: pertaining
to a railroad center. Lo¢king from
the car windows very liftle can be
seen to show the characteriof the soil,
but the indications of work on every
hand and the crops in the various
stages, show that the husbandman is
taking advantage of every opportu-
nity between the showers to do all
that can be done to raise abundance of
feed.

The whole ride from Fori Worth to
San Antonio, from the center of the
north to the center of the south, shows
cotton,wheat and corn have the fairest
chances of furnishing abundant »ar-
vest, as the rains usually fall with
sufficient regularity to insure small
grain, te finish corn and to produce

stock in the pastures or out on the
open range.

Daring last summer much of this
country suffered from droutk, and the
winter pasturage and feed was not
abundant, and the ocecasional reports
of dead stock were sufficient to appall
the stockman and lead him to suppose
that it would take years to stock this
country again, still to-day it requires
vo set of resolutions to prove to outs
siders that there can be fourd on hand
sufficient stock for the range. The
stock were 8o clozely interested in
their feed that they hardly ceased graz-
ing to notice the fast flying train as it
seems to almost dash among the herds,
only separated by the fence on either
side of the road. .

This belt of country extendinfeson
either side of the road for fitty miles is

surely the garden spot of Texas,

Arriving at e historic Al-
amo city the weary traveler
regaled himself at the new

hotel, the Maverick, and the JOURNAL
can officially announce the traveler is
well cared for.

Views on the Kansas Quarantine—
Who Is Most Damaged?

Edltdr Texas Live S8tock Journal.

The writer has been a e¢onstant
reader of the JOURNAL since it was
established and has watched its growth
and progress ‘with a good deal of in-
terest.

The fearless manner in which it has
defended the cattlemen should make
it the most popular poper in Texas, as
we believe it is.

The recent bill passed by the Kan-
sas legislature in regard to prohibiting
the introduction intothe state of Texas
cattle, has aiso been watched and read
by a great maay people outside the
states of Kansas and Texas. It seems
strange that such an embargo should
be laid on a business of 30 much im-
portance to the people of Kansas as the
cattle business.

A great many of the wealthiest and
most prominent citizans have made
“immense fortunes by buying Texas
cattle and grazing them in the state of
Kansas, and if the framers of the bill
had have made it read from, on and
after first of November to May first,
it would have answered the same pur-
pose to all parties interested.

It would have been a great benefit
to the people of Kansas to have had
six months to receive their stock cat-
tle instead of three, as it is a well
known fact to every cattleman that
there is no danger of Texas cattle com-
municating so-called ‘‘Texas fever”
during the above named months, or
from November first to May first.
This time would have greatly bene-
fited both Kansas and Texas men, as
a great many Texas cattle ‘could have
been delivered in the state of Kansas
without endangering anyone duar-
ing the months of March and April,
but the question naturally arises who
is the worst damaged by the quaran-
tine and dead lines; people of the
Northern States and territories or
Texas men. We think Texas men
who fenced to keep their cattle are
just as well off ‘and can afford to keep
them just as well as Northern ranch-
men can do without them. Now let
Texas cattlemen learn a lesson and
- learn: to depend on themselves and

live upon their own territory and re-

sourees. There are millions of acres
of fine grazing land in both North-
west and Bouthwest Texas yet that
will mature beef cattle equal to any
Northern ‘range, and if Texas men
will reduce their herds in quantity
and improve the quality, mature their
beef at home on their own grass and
corn, they will soon find their cattle
bringing three times as much per
head as the present system of selling
everything at one and two year old.
Texas is a great state, and contains
within its borders millions of acres of
as fine corn land as any state in the
Union. All of the streams in Texas
have fine, rich bottom lands that will
prodace corn, oats and millet equal to
any state in the Union, and with all
of her cultivating soil brought into
requisition, she can yet become one
of the greatest beef produciug states in
the Union, and her people become in-
dependent, prosperous and happy.

IT is strongly advocated that when-
cver stock are discovered to be afflicted
with contagious disease, that for the
good of the industry the whole stock
be killed. It is also recommended
that in each instance at les<t one vet-
erinary surgeon be sacrificed to make
the others Zeerful. '

CoLn. NorMAN J. COLMAN, commis-
sioner of agriculture, has a circular
letter to Texas stockmen in this issue
requiring attention. Mr. H. M. Tay-
lor, agent for the bureau, will shortly
be here to urge stockmen to furnish
the commissioner with the data re-

THE rains in Texas are always par-
tial. Last year the Panhandle, Greer
and the Territory received a share be-
longing to Central Texas and the
south. This time mstters seem re-
versed as the Panhandle, Greer_and
parts of the Nation are faring indiffer-
ently well in the matter of seasoning.

This for Central Texas
bunches of 1000 and up. Parties want-
ing cheaper cattle must go on the
range and gather them in small
bunches.

It is very certain—clear enough to
ordinary ' vision, that the quarantine
instituted by resolutions of the Pan-
handle association against Wichita,
Clay, Montague and adjoining coun-
ties cannot be construed as a slam
against South Texas stockmen. It
is to be hoped that it will not be so
construed.

TaE Capitol Syndicate have 21,000
cattle, more or lees, to stock their lands

~ handle. Some of these have been con-
traeted for south and east of the Pan-
handle resolution dead, lines.

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Shipping Beef Barly.
The run of Texas cattle to market
any and everyyenrintheputhu
commenced in a small way and in-
creased in volume until by sheer
weight of heavy runs the markets
were broken down and prices became
demoralized. One year only, in 1882
was the quality of the run of Texas
beef considered as good throughout.
In a great measare this is unavoida-
ble. We cannot control the condition
of the beef to any great extent, nor
can we forsee in the spring time if
beef will continue to fatten in the fall.
We cannot do much to control matters
of this kind, but in the season of 1885
it will be necessgry that what can be
done in the way of management, be
carefully attended to.
It cannot be denied that there is
great temptation to ship out almost
anything as beef just now, and itis
the part of wisdom to ship ou't more
stock than usual, but a thorough un-
derstanding amongst stockmen a8 to
the method to be followed may result
in & much heavier and longer con-
tinued movement than usual without
a break in the market, than is poe-
gible if a cutting and slashing
policy is followed, at the time when
most cattle are becoming ready for
market.
It will be necessary for siockmen to
get together the fat beéves and ship
them out early; that is the fat beeves
which are ready for shipment, and
herds should be cut as early and as
often as good marketable beeves can
be gathered and shipped out. Instead
of & herd being cut but once or twice,
the beeves can better be marketed by
continued culling after the system
adopted by feeders who market the
best first, giving the remainder & bet-
ter chanpe to improve and be made
ready for market in turn.

The eystem of shipping train loads
of partly ripe, and fattened cattle vo-
gether, if followed this year will -prob-
ably glut the markets and deprive the
stock of much good grazing, which
would give the half-fat cattle a chance
to improve. Consequently a steady
run of stock, the best going first, yill
be the programme far better than leav-
ing beeves for later markets which are
ready in May and June.

Another point may be wisely attend-
ed to. Instarting the boys out for the
work of rounding, give instructions
to take care of the beef. Not to chase
and jam them more, than necessary.
Not to see how muech flesh can be run
off the steers during the time when the
stock must necessarily be jammed
more than is good for them.

The early beef always did bring the
best money, It is fair te presume that
they will this year, consequently in
cutting beef for theearly markets there
is more to favor cutting deep than
later, when quality alone will uphold
prices against the influence of heavy
runs., A stockman who is prepared to
ship a car-load of fat beef early should

not allow trifles to stand in the way of
getting them out.

The Panhandle Resolutions.

The proceedings of the meeting of
the citizens of the Panhandle and of
the Panhandle Live Stock association,
are of special interest to cattle raisers
outeide of the Panhanale on account
of the resolutions to prohibit the in-
troduction of any cattle from ranges
anywhere south of the Texas & Pacific
railroad and north of the Pacific road,
if east of the east line of the counties
of Wilbarger, Baylor, Throckmorton
and Shackelford, ‘

If the simple resolution of the Pan-
handle association had the effect of a
legal enactment, it would not embar-
rass stockmen of the portion of Texas
debarred the privilege eof entering
the Panhandle distriect with their
herds, to any great extent, as there is
not likely to be any movement to the
ranges of the Panhandle for permanent
location except such as can reach the
ranches upon the regular and adopted
trail for use of Southern stock. But the
resolution passed by the Panhandle
being used as a precedent in the estab-
lishment of a line dividing cattle
which impart, and those liable to be-

come infected with the so-called
Texas cattle fever, has caus-
ed associations in the Indian

Territory to adopt this division and
consider the line authoritively estab-
lished by Texas men, and following
the Panhandle example, pledge them-
selves to use such means in their
power to prevent the introduction of
cattle to their ranges from Texas
districts (Wichita, Clay, Young,
Tom Green, Concho, and Runnels
counties, for example) where the
cattle have not heretofore been un-
der the charge of imparting any
disease whatever.

The justification of this can only be
found in the refusal of the legislature
of Texas to appoint a commission for
the purpose of passing on the subject
of so-called Texas cattle fever, amd
on the diseases of domestic animals,
which, if done under authority of
| the state, could not be charged with
being the consequence of sectional
prejudice or attempts to rerve omne
interest at the expense of the other,

Taking into consideration that the
Panhandle has instituted a quar-
antine againat nearly all of the
balance of the state, including
a portion of the Northwest Texas
Stock Association teérri¢ory, and
 farther, that the Northwest Texas
Cattle Raisers’ association has made
a similar resolution—as affecting ter-
ritory further south. It seems that
in order to prevent a conflict of inter-
ests and a general misunderstand-
ing and recrimination, that the
executive committee of the associa-
tion of the state of Texas call a
meeling and come to some under-
standing, to defilne. a lime of
travel throughout the state with the

tions, whereby stockmen - of other
states and territories can be guided in
their quarantine measures and all
stockmen and stock interests can be
served without injury or prejudice.
Itsuéh action is not taken, it may
be considered certain that the Pan-
handle resolutions will stand as the]
Texas authority on Texas cattle fever,
and result in permanent injury to sec-
tions quarantined against in the mat-
ter of the sale of cattle for ranch pur-

If the state association is to be recog-
nized as representing the interests of
the cattle raisers of Texas, something
must be done to settle this question on
a basis which will be endorsed by our
own legislature, by the Indian Terri-
tory associations and govern the action
of the United States in the matters of
inter-state commerce. If the state as-
sociation fails in this, nothing can be.
expected of it except a diesolution of
all that binds it together. ‘

Are Grain and Meat Likely to ad-
vance in Price.

A. B. Allen in National Live SBtock Journal.

I think that, for several reasons, the
prices of grain and meat are likely to
advance. |First, it is not at all proba-
ble that the year’s harvest will be near
so abundant the world over as the past.
Two such harvests, one following di-
rectly after the other, are of very rare
occurrence; in fact, almost unknown.
Second, not so many acres of wheat
were sown last fall, or will be this
spring, as in the preceding years;
and much of the wheat in gdifferent
parts of the country has not wintered
well. Third, we shall probably have
a cold spring, on account of the im-
mense quantity of snow and ice cover-
ing the ground and filling the lakes
and rivers in our northern latitudes,
remaining unusually late this season,
and winds*from this point of the com-
pass will bring frosts which may do
great damage to corn and other crops.
Fourth, January, February- and
March, have been uncommonly cold,
which have caused a large axtra con-
sumption of forage during these
months; prolonged: feeding in the
spring, and retarded the growth of
grass so late that stock cannot be
turned out as early as usual to get their
living on pasture. Fifth the fre-
queut and heavy falls of
SnoOw on the great western
plains, even as far south as Texas, de-
stroyed such vast 'areas of pastare as to
starve millions of cattle and sheep.
This will lessen mutton, wool, and
beefgreatly,and what is still worse, les-
sen the crop oflambs and calves. Many
ewes and cows that survived the winter
have dropped their offspring dead, or
insuch a weak state that many could
not be reared, for they never can bs fit
to produce good, vigorous offspring,
Sixth, both pasture and hay may be
light this season continuing the neces-
sity during the summer. Seventh, the
potato and other root crops may be in-
different, thus rendering the country
short also in these the coming-autumn.
Thus, upon the whole, it seems to me
that it will be better for those who are
able to do se to hold on to their farm
products of every kind which are not
easily damaged or perishable, for an
advancein price, which will be greater
or less according to the season and har-
vest abroad. I grant there is risk in

this, but when one is obliged to sell his
product=at a lower price than the cost
of them to him, heis better justified in
such actions

The springs on the banks
of the Bosque and its tributaries are
delighttul. The combined advantages
of grass and water make this an ideal
place for stock raising.

J. R. Pancake is an example of what
may be accomplished here in this line.
Comihg from Virginia in 1858, a young
man, he is now the largest tax-payer
in Coryell county, and among the
largest in Hamilton. He has 2000
acres of land under rock fence and a
healthy, good grade of cattle roam over
bis pasturee. The increase of his live
stock, both in number and valuc, has
brought him his vast wealth and offers
encouragement to any young man ‘‘to
go and do likewise.”

A Letter from Norman J. Colman,
Commissioner of Agriculture,
to Texas Cattlicmien.

WASHINGTON, April 18 —The com-
missioner of agricu'ture to-day issued
the following circular;

Do we Need the Bureau of Animal

. Editor Texas Live Stock Joarnal

Since you kindly gave me an oppor-
tunity of placing some words in de-
fense of the bureau of animal industry
before your readers by publishing my
letter in your issue of March 14, I trust
I may be equally fortunate in endeav-
oring to chow them how the editorial
rejoinders tothe last, letter may well
be taken “‘with a grain of salt.”

Both in your editorial and in that of
your San Antonio associate a very ex-
aggerated importance is attached to
the difference of opinion among vete-
rinarians in regard to the natureof the
disease commonly called Texas fever,
but which out of justice to your state
{ have preferred to call Southern fever.
With all due deference to your opin-
ion, and without knowing exactly
what points you refer to, I shall insist
that there are no differences which
would have any material -effeet upon
the regulatiens necessary to protect
the susceptible cattle of Texas and
other states from this disease.

From a practical standpoint, it does
not make a particle of difference, for
present purposes, whether the germ of
this disease is round. or oval, or rod-
shaped ; whether it is a diplococcus, a
bacterium or a bacillus; or whether
there isany germ at all. The incon-
testable fact is that cattle from parts of
Texas, when taken west and north at
certain seasons of the year, carry with
them a contagion of some kind which
is peculisrly fatal to susceptible ani-
mals. Texas people know this just as
well asany one, and some of the maost
striking confirmations of the fact
which I have ever heard have come
from Texas stock growers; but as a
rule the press and people of T.xas
seem to have concluded that it isto
their interest' to deny this entirely,
and it is this policy which was referred
to in my former letter as a mistaken
one. The importsnt practical question
which is not yet entirely solved is the
location of the line which divides the

it part of Texas where the cattle ara not

dangerous from that, where they are
dangerous to other stock. And to de-
cide this question, I have not gone ac-
cording to any opiniong of my own,
but have sent a man over the whole
district to interview practieal stock-
men and to obtain their experience;
and I trust we shall soon havea collec-
tion of information such as has never
before been made, and which, comin

from so many men of experiénce, will
be more valuable than the opinion of
any one man could be. It was a mat-
ter of gratification to me, howeéver, to
learn when in Atstin from one of'your
largest cattlemen that the facts so far
obtained coincided very closely with
the conclusions which he had reached
from the experience of years, - :

I believe I was one of the first, if not
the very first, to publicly assert that
the cattle from a considerable part of
Texas were not dangerous té other
stock, and that any quarantine against
the whole state was an injustice to this
part of it. It seems to me, conse-

uently, that Texas will not get jus-
tice until this inter-state commerce is
taken in hand and regulated by the
federal government. Kansas, for in-
stance, cannot be expected tQ go into
Texas and determine acourately which
cattle may be safely admitted and
which should be quarantined against,
nor is it probable that she will find it
practical or satisfactory to diserimi-
nate between different herds of cattle
by any system of certficates which
can be devised. On the other hand,
since the law covers all cattle capable
of causing the disease no matter where
they are from, it is not unlikely that
Texas herds will be charged with
damage really caused by herds from
Indian Territory ; and if, as is ve
likely, a number of -herds with certifi-
cates go over the sameranges and dis-
ease results, who is to decide which is
responsible? It looks as though there
might be muoh trouple and vexsation
of spirit to all concerned.

To overcome- such difficulties,
the federal goyermment ought
to be able to go into Texas or
any other state and say that the cattle
from a certain part of this state are
safe and can go anywhere without re-
strictions and without subjecting their
owners to annoyance or unjust prose-
cutions. - The federal government
ought, also to have the power to estab-
lish quarantine grounds on the unin-
fected side of the line, and when cat-
tle from Eastern Texas have passed
through these after a proper detention
they, too, should be allowed to goany-
where without restrictions. This
would be a solution «f the present
difculties, and to my mind is the
most satisfactory solution that can be
reached. A trail such as was proposed
last year would not be a solution,
because not a herd from Western
'xl‘exas could be driven over or across

.
. Again, legislation by states can
never be uniform, and the unfortunate
indlvidual who attempts to drive cat-
tle from Texas to Montana, nnds
different requirements, different
gets of men to =satisfy at the
boundary line of every state and ter-
ritory. He will deubtlese find these
numerous ¢odes of restrictions as an-
noying as the traveler of Europe finas
the necessity of having his trunk and
valite unpacked and the contents
turned into chaos every few hours as
he croeses the boundary of a different
nation. Baut it is not Texas interests
alone that are unjustly aged by
these state quarantines, I have just
pnoticed that, through misapprehen-
sion of facts no doubt, the state of In-
diana has been quarantined against in
certain quarters, and for this action
I now believe there is a shadow of rea-
son. And sc the whole states of Ohio
and Missouri are quarantined against
because they have small outbreaks of
pleuro-pneumonia whioh the federal
government could stamp out in asingle
day, if we had the proper laws. Such
interference with- maust soon
prove intolerable in a country like
| this, and' the only possible way to
Lavoid it is for Fhenational government
1to take the matter of contagious
diseases completely under its control,
and thus lect interstate commerce.

It seems to me, therefore, that the
resolutions on this subject adopted by
the North Texas Cattle Raisers’ Asso-
ciation, at itsrecent meeting, were em-
inently wise and judicious; they ask
“that all laws for thl:rnr of qpar-
antining and regulating, ving or
shipment of cattle or other stock
one state to another, should be uniform
and enforced by the general govern-
ment, and we do most respectfully re-
quest the congress of the United
to enact all legisiation that may be

It isremqhble that even a person

In this con
nection I would also call attention to
& point which seems te have been
overlooked, viz: that all regulations
under that law are made by the com-
missioner of agriculture and not by
the chief of the bureau.
. Why then attack the bureau for
what was done or left undone by con-
gress?

If
the law is imperfect, why not make
the imperfections so plain that con-

gress ab its next sessiof will remedy

them? If the officers are incompe-

tent, show this by reference to what

they have done and what they are re-

sponsible for and huunt up better men

forthe positions. But while there is

work of ‘such supreme importance to

the live stock industry for such ‘a

bureau to do, it certainly is a mistake

to attack it as a bull would a china

shop, intent only on destroying every-

thing in a blind and furious rage, and

with no idea of improvement or pro-

gress. Is it not possibled4o drop our

sectional prejudices and work together

to build up a bureau that shall be a

roper representative of the enormous

ive stock industry, not ef any one

section but of the whole country, that

shall protect this industry against its

greatest enemies, the contagious ani-

mal plagues, and that shall preserve

our interstate commerce untrammeled

by the local resfrictions of forty dif-

ferent states ?

I am sorry that your associate’s ref-

erence of ‘‘the great state of Illinois”’

towards the work of the bureau

makes it necessary for me to re-

mind him that ‘‘the great s‘ate

of Illinois” is not constituted by

the Drover’s Journal alone; and

from interested motives to open its col-
umns to villification and falsehood
many others have supported and en-
couraged the work of stamping out
euro-pneumonia. Besides that, the
tate as represented by her governor
her state veterinarian, her state boar
of health,.and Ler state board of agri-
culture, endorsed the position of the
bureau and assisted in the work ; while
the state ¢attle organi2ations endorsed
our action by letters and resolutions
that had no uncertain sound. How
different in Texas, where if any indi-
vidual has ever been bold enough to
atter a word of sympathy or support
in public, or if any paper has published
such a word, it has never been brought
to my attention. And where, when I
traveled all the way from Washing-
ton at the most inclement season of the
year to warn the state of a Freat dan-
ger that threatened her chief industry,
my information and advice were not
only ignored, but I was abused and
misrepreseunted and the bureau with
which I am connected was attacked
without reason or justice by every
local paper, so far a8 my information
goes, which condescended to refer to
the subject.

I am not writing this, however, to
complain about anything said of me;
I am used to upjust criticism and care
little about it, so lengas I know I am
right and that my opponents are
wrong. I do ins!st, however, that
there is a good reason for the existencs
of the bureau of animal industry, and
that it is to the interest of Texas stock-
men tosupport and help perfect it, and
to make it a fitting representative of
the great industry in which they are
engaged, and a power to which they
can appeal for assistance, protection,
and justice.

Liouis, T. J. Green of Toyah had 5
car-loads of common Texas sheep,
averaging 72 pounds, - wool off,
asking $325 and failing to
get a bid on such a basis, used his
privilega to move to Chicago. The
buyers held a war dance around the
commission salesman who had che luck
to introduce the Green sheep on the
8t. Louls market, The sheep were not

fat and classed as cord-wood.

Goat Fleeces.

Mr. (. P. Bailey writes from San
Jose, ("alifornia that his goa's are .in
fine condition, and his increase ontwo
(‘alifornia ranches amounts to over 100
per cent. Mr. Bailey ia receipt of re-
returns from Messrs. Macnaughtan’s
Sons 79 and S1 spring street, New
York for sale of the fleeces exhibited
at New Orleaus. The price obtained
was 55 cents, These fleeces averaged

. 7 pounds, and the average price $3 55

per fleece, Mr. Bailey considers satis-
factory evidence that goats will pay
even if the reasonable onst of selling
and commission -be deducted. Mr.
Bailey markets 20,000 pounds of fleece
this year,

Central Kansas Shearing.

At thé Central Kansas sheep shear-
ing the rams over cne year old aver-
aged 144 pounds gross. The fleeces
were good.

L. C. Waloridge exhibited a ram 2
years old which weighed 158 pounds.
He was not shorn. He is a large bod-
ied, well built sheep and a magnificent
stock ram in every respect. The hon-
ors were carried oftf by Mr. Church of
Lura, whkose ram “Hancock’ clipped
the heaviest fleece on record—43
pounds. Mr. Church, however, does
not claim this as a strictly honest
fleece. The sheep was put up for the
express purpose of seeing how much
he could be forced. He was fed all the
grain ke would eat from the date of
last shearing and was kept blanketed
in the summer, but there was nothing
put on the blanket, and he w=as not
shorn as close last year as he might
haveb:en.

Sheep Transportation.

The Missouri Pacific system is con-
tinuing the policv of furnishing single
deck transportation to Chicago at $52
per car, rather than make it $110, and
give us double-decks. It causesa wide-
spread dissatisfaction amongst sheep-
men together with a deep and strong
feeling on thair part that the great
system operating 1n Texas has no in-
terest with them except to squeeze
out of their business any profit re-
maining toit. The consequence is, that
an organized movement on the part
of sheep raisers ranching in Western
Texas will be made towards the Kan-
sas roads in the event of a failure on
the part of the St. Louis and San
Francisco to give the desired relief,
which has in part, been promised. It
is likely to end in the carrying from
Texas a vast amount of Texas trade to
points having no interest with us ex-
cept to take what our own roads wil-
fully throw away.

It is right now that this traffic

should be encouraged. The markets
call for the sheep and the sleep are
ready before the cattle by two months.
In Western Texas alone two million
muttons can be shipped out if any
reasonable concession be made either
by charging the cattle rate for far-
nishing the double-deck or by charg-
ing the present sheep rate, giving the
sheep raisers the 'privilege to put in
the decks themselves.

Sheep. raisers are very earnest in
this matter. They feel themselvesin
abaolute need of help and do not hesi-
tate to promise to remember the road
first ipstituting a system of transit
which will enable them to market
their sheep at a fair and equitable

rate.

Cull the Flocks,

The average cheep raiser in Texas
owns a flock which can stand consid-
erable culling. This operation is as
necessary as shearing and ought to be
done about the same time. At no
time of year can the profitable sheep
be determined so well and at no other
time of year can the unprofitable sheep
be cut out with a chance of finding
sale. j
A farmer whose sheep form .
portion of his wealth was recen
Texas with the end in view of finding
and purchasing a ranch for one of his
sons who had a notion to come West,
and the subject of culling the flocks
was suggested by the farmer while
paying a visit to the JOURNAL office
after a fairly good trip throughout the
state.

He remarked considerably on the
difference. in methods of feeding
and mansgement of sheep here
and in Missouri and finally ob-
served as follows : *‘I readily perceive
the cause for so much non success in
sheep raising is from running so many
large flocks for amusement.” It was
gently intimated that sheep raising
here was no longer considered in the
category of amusements, when he
broke in with the statement that for
the life of him he c¢ould not gee why so
many under sized, light shearing
sheep should be run while it was im-
posgible to realize a cent as profit from
them.

He said further “‘you will be doing

good service to your subscribers if you
submit to them the advisability of cut-
ting all sheep flocks down un-
til it is Enown that every sheep
in the flock will pay for its feed and
all its expenses from one end of the
year to the other im wool, 80 as to
leave the increase of the flock as profit.
Then the advantage ot sheep raising
will be. apparent, as the sheep raiser
bas his mutton clear, while the cattle
raiser must pay expenses out of the
crop of beef. The trouble is that you
people run too many together, and
your sheep eufler, winter and summer
alike from a shortage cf feed. Your
large flocks must have careful men in
charge or the chances are against
them.,” :

The old farmer was correct in every
particular; there are sheep to be found
side-by side, one good, well shaped,
thrifty, fleece and flesh producing; the
other merely existing and feed con
eumjing. One to be nourished and-
provided for and fed for profit; the
other to be fed at a loss, and there are
many sheep in Texas to-day not pay-
ing for the grass they eat. These it
were wise to dispose of to the butcher
at any price to prevent the unprofita-
able consumption of food.

A few years since the grazing
grounds being so lightly stocked, no
difficulty was experienced to find am-
ple room at trifling cost. Now, how-
ever, the case is different and a good
sheep is one that will pay the ex-
penses off its back, and fatten for mar-
ket at proper time if given the oppor=
tunity. Consider this, brethren, and
dispose of all the sheep that domn’t
pay, so as to give the sheep that do
pay achance to pay better.

Mutton Sheep.

Enpglish people eat more mutton
than beef. Americans have very little
use for mutcon. What is the reason?
The answeris given by Dr. Horne of
Janesville, Wis.,, in the National
Stoekman and Farmer as follows:

When in England a few years ago I
tramped around a good deal, book and
pencil always ready to note the facts,
etc. One of the most noteworthy was
that I could and did eat largely of the
Lincolnshire, Leicester and other
long wooled sheep, some of it very fat
indeed. With all this I never once,
and I was then in delicate health, felt
any nausea. I could quite easily di-
gest it. It was the sweetest I ever
tasted, excepting the little Welsh
Mountain sheep. His is the best mut-
ton on earth. I am fond of good mut-
ton. I often tax my judgment and
the butcher’s word as tothe joint being
long-wooled sheep. I take it home,
wife begins the cooking, I sniff and
the first sniff saye, *“'sold!” Merino
muiton ain, though perhaps only
half b . Were it full, or three-
fourths, of course I could tell it in an
instant without the fleece or cooking.

I know dozens whose stomachs will
not tolerate the oil of the Merino. Few
can, except the Laplander, or some
northern pioneer, who glories in his
oil. We want the wool of the Merino
—we must have it. Will nof some of
our sensible breeders of sheep see to
this, and instead of overstocking the
wool markets as they are doing, and
have beendoing, give us some mutton
fit for food? No Merino is fit for fiod
—not so fit as the coon, etc., by any
means. In nearly all South American
states they are now breeding to Lin-
colnshire rams at $100 to $300 apiece..
Liat us havea mutton fit for food.”

If mutton was produced here as in
England the Americans would become
a nation of mutton eaters.

The New York Moheir Market.

The JOURNAL is in receipt of a letter
from Messrs. Williama Macnaughtan’s
Sons of New York, announcing their
removal from 3 Howard street to Nos,
79 and 81 Spring -street, corner of
Crosby street. The firm has the best
equipped establishment in the trade.

year.

THE JOURNAL has, on occasion, and
does still advise all the producers of
mohair to concentrate their clip3in
the hands of Messrs. Macnaughtans,
thereby giving the limited quantity
raised a strength in the market, not to
be felt if the fleeces are ;scattered from
one end of the country to the other.
1t must be récognized that our mohair
clip is small; it i3 only worthy the
attention ¢f manufacturers when in
sufficient quantity to permit selec-
tions. They want it, but must reach
the clip as easily as they can the/im-

: ported fleeces which are aleo received

at New York. The firm above men-
tioned will give the samé attertion to
a small consignment as to a’'large one,
and the standing of the house is equal
toany in New York. * '

100 pcunds. Tke outlook for still fur-
ther advances is quite flattering.

The weather still continues damp
dand cold, and no doubt this is retard-
ing the shearing. But few sheared
sheep came in and fair to good brought
from $3.25 t23.75 per 100 pounds I
would caution Texas fl ) ckmasters not
to get excited and rush to market their
half-fat muttons. It will not pay and
ovght not to be attempted.

Oar wool market has not opened up
yetto any extent. The receipts arein-
creasing, it is true, but are not crawl-
ing up fast. Good eunshiny weather
of some two week’s duration would
start in the clip, but where is the
flockmaster in Missouri, Illinois, Kan-
sas or Nebraska that is willine to risk
his flock by shearing with these con-
Not many, I think.

The carbonate of ammonia is an ex-
ceedingly volatile substance. Place a
small portion of it upon a Enife and
hold over a flame, and it will almost
immediately be entirely - develoged
into gas and pass off into the air. The
gas thus formed is & simple composi-
tion of nitrogen and oxygen. No res-
idue is left from the ammonia. This
gives it its superiority as a leavening
power over soda and creamt of tartar
used alone, and has induced its use as
a supplement to these articles. As 1
quantity of ammounia in the dough is
effective in producing bread that will
be lighter, sweeter, acd more whole-
some than that risen by any other
leavening sagent. When it is acted
upon by the heat of baking the leav-
ening gas that raises the dough is
liberated. In this act it uses itself
up, as it were; the ammonia is en-
tirely diffused, leaving no trace or re-
sidium whatever. The light, fluffy,
flaky appearance, so desirable in bis-
cuits, ete , and so sought after by pro-
fessional cooks, is said to be imparted
to them only by the useof this agent.
The bakers and baking powder man-
ufacturers produci!ng the finest goods
have been quick te avail themselves
of this useful discovery, and the hand-
somest and best bread and cake are
now largely risen by the aid of am-
monia, combiced of course with other

leavening material.
Ammonia is one of the best known
products of the laboratory. If, as
seems {o be justly claimed for it, the
application o: its properties to the pur-
e8 of cooking results in giving us
ighter and moie wholesome bread,
biscuit and cake, it will prove a boon
to dyepeptic humanity, and will
speedily force itself into general use in
the new field to which science has as-
gigned it. . _

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" SPRING WORK.

Care of Ewes and Lambs—Assist-
ing in Parturition.

Stephen Powers, in Country Gentleman.

When a ewe is seen to go apart, and
remain an hour or two without coming
to labor, she ought to be gently caught)
and examined. Merino ewes, especial-
ly when young, are apt to be troubled
by a retention of the fetus, which may 1
be due to one of geveral causes—scir-
rhous 03 ufer: flim adberence, and ab-
normal conditions of placenta.and
uterus, paralysis, deformities, torsion
of the uterus, and others., The first of
these causes is most likely to be pres-
ent, and it may induce a labor so pro-
tracted as to make the ewe disown her
lamb. Let the operator, having laid
the ewe carefully on the left side, sit
at the back,and with the fore-finger of
the right band feel for the fee us per
vaginam He should rest satistied
with nothing short of actual touch of
the tore feet, or heid, or both. If this
cannot be had, the mouth of the womb
isevidently closed, buta patient search
will seldom fail to reveal a very small
and tightly corded orifice. If this can
not be discovered, one must be fretted
away with the finger nail or with the
point of a knife blade closely pressed |
against the finger. After this has been
gradually enlarged so a8 to admit one
finger, a second may be inserted, then
a third. Delivery can be successfully
accomplished in three cases: First,
when there is a presentation of the
hind feet; second, of the head and fore
feet; third, of the head with one or
both of the fore legs doubled back,
though in this case the labor is diffi-
cult. All other presentations must be}
corrected; some n with a small
hand shouid thrust the fce ‘us back and
endeavor to turn it in such a manner
as to bring on one of the above present-
ations, preferably that of the head and
two fore feet. :

Such interference as this is very per-
iloue; still it ir always best to resort to
it promptly as soon as it is asceriained
thatthere is a false presentation, for
protrected labor is apt to result in the
strangulation of the lamb and the in-
version of the uterus. More than that,
it frequently disheartens the ewe and
makes her indifferent to the lamb.
From the time the head distinctly
emerges from the mouth of the womb,
the labor pains may be so assisted by
th : operatoras tocomplete the delivery
in twenty minutes.

With the fore-finger hooked in the
under-gide of the jaw, and the remain-
der of the hand grasping the fore-legs,
tne operator may draw gently in uni-
son with the pains. gradually increas-
ing the draught. If the pullingis dis-
tributed equally between the legs and
the jaw, it may reiwch 20 or 25 pounds
without injury to ewe or lamb. It is
far better to employ whatever-force
may be necessary, even to the fracture
of the lower jaw (this may occur, and
yet the _survive and recover)
than to allow the ewe to linger for
hours in agony, in a hopeless effort to

her useful in the flock. If she i3 ex-
tremely attacked 10 her Jamb, and lin-
gers about its dead body, she may be
made to adopt a stranger by clothing
it in the skin of her own, but this riise
will not deceive a sharp ewe. Let the
skin be taken off without the head,
but with the forelegs te serve as
sleeves, and with the tail, for it is at
the root of the tail thatthe mother al-

recognizes her offspring. The skin

else it will putr‘e_g', and sicken the
lamb.

A ewe may be induced to adopt al-
most anything if, immediately atter
parturition, her own lamb is taken
away before she emells it, and another
after being well rubbed in the liguor
ammi 18 1aid under her nose.- A little
salt, rabbed about the rump, may per-
suade her to fall to licking'it, and
thus develop a foudness for it. Bat
all these substitations are extremely
hszardous ; the master may have to
keep the foster mother alone with the
lamb, and contend with her for weeks
(whipping, scaring her with the shep-
herd dog, &c.) to accomplish the de-
If a ewe owns her lamb
at all, and has milk, however little,
with a prospect of giving more, it is
far petter to leave the lamb with her,
and supplement her supply with the
bottle. A lamb once taken away from
the mother is a source of infinite put-
tering. It is surprising to the novice
how near death a lamb may pass, and
yet be brought back:by the help of
man. If the thumb and fingers,
tightly clasped on either side of the
chest, discover the fxintest beating of
the heart, it is worth while to attempt
to restore it, if the lamb is a good one.
(Even in a well-bred flock, there are
somstimes lambs 8o puny and flacid—
generally covered with minute pellets
of wool, tightly curled down, plainly
revealing the skin and prophesying a
poor shearer—that they are not worth
much exertion.) The quickest way.
and in extreme cases the only way to
recover it is to plunge it up to the
neck in water as hot as the neck can
bear, even up to 120 deg. But this
should be only a last resort, for there |
is great danger that the water will ob-
literate the scent at the root of the
tail, by which the dam recognizes her
own.
