oak, cottonwood, elm, hackberry and 
pecan. The lapt named tree is espe­
cially valuable for its nuts, the pecan 
crop of the county in 1880 being esti­
mated at 20,000 busnels, which sold at 
an average price of $2 00.

The Colorado river forms its south­
ern bauudary tor 35 miles, and Pecan 
bayou runs from northwest to south­
east diagonally through the county a 
distance, estimating its meandering», 
of about loO miles. There are, besides 
■lu’se, Jiui NpO, Salt, Clear, Turkey, 
Hog, R id Rivif, and Blanket creeks, 
all lar^e streams, and U'tne of which 
were ever ku iwu to be without water; 
an 1 David’s Delaware, Mullen, Brown, 
Pornpey, Briar, Me?quiie, Devil, Mud, 
B /ftilo, Rough, Mukewater, Saud,and 
Indian creeks, v\hi3h in very dry sea- 
sous, sometimes cease to run, though 
they rarely go dry. For domestic pur­
pose?, cisterns and wells are generally 
Used, water of the b^st quality being 
obtained at a deoth of 25 to 60 feet. 
B .Id springs are not common, but 
some are four d.

About one-haif of the land is arable, 
and the soils considered most fertile 
and diversified by dark gray and 
chocolate loams on a substratum ot 
red clay, with underlying hard or soft 
limestone or disintegrated blue slate. 
The yield per acre of the various crops  ̂
is, from one-half to three-fourths of a 
bale of cotton ; 25 to 35 bushels of corn; 
15 to 30 of wheat; 00 to 100 of oata ; 15 
to 25 of rye; 100 gallons of sorghum ; 
80 to 100 bushels of sweet or Irish po­
tatoes, and from 2 to 4 tons of millet, 
and all garden vegetables are grown in 
large quantities. Peaches, pears, 
plums and grapes grow and bear well. 
Wild currants are very abundant. 
Grafted fruit has been tried to some 
extent, and proved successfal. Wild 
lands are worth from $2 to |3 per acre 
for uplands, and from 63.50 to $6 for 
valley lands. Good cultivated land 
can be rented for $3 per acre, or a 
of the crop. Trac'.s with a porti

under cultivation, and necessary build­
ings, are held for sale at higher figures 
to .cover somewhat more than the 
value of the improvements. There 
are large bodies of county school lands, 
and 61,000 acres of state school land of 
medium quality in the county. All 
that is suicable for farming has been 
sold to actual settlers.

The number of live stock as taken 
from the county assessors rolls, which 
were taken before the advent of the 
railroad show marked and steady 1l- 
creaseinboth stocks and valuation, 
althoughthere are butfew large ranches 
in the county, but principally stock 
farms, of 160 to 1,280 acres. Below we 
give you the valuation as taken from 
the assessors roll?:

Good marketable beef Js obtained 

during the entire winter directly from 
the range. Thre-fourths of the range 
is covered with the curly and run­
ning meeqite grass, the remainder 
with wild oats (the latter growing 
mainly in the creok and liver bot­
toms), and the sedge grass, which is 
very luxuriant and abundant, on the 
prairies. Hogs are generally raised 
entirely on the mast furnished by the 
oak and pecan forests. Work stock 
oan be bought at the following prices: 
Horses, 650; mules, 660 to 600; oxen, 
640 to 675 a yoke.

Surface Indications ot iron, copper, 
silver, ooal and lead have been found 
Id many parts of the county, but no 
effort has been made to ascertain and 
develop its mineral wealth. Professor 
Bhnmard, at one time state geologist 
of T(xas, and Professor Boll, both emi­
nent geologists, after separate and care­
ful explorations, (incurred in the 
opinion that the belt of territory, 100 
milee wide, immediately west of a line 
running from the mouth of Pecan 
bAyou, on Colorado river, in Brown 
county, to the mouth of Little Wich­
ita, on the Red River, in Clay county, 
disclosed unmistakable indications of 
the true coal formation and th4t it con­
tained also large quantities of the bast 
quality of iron ore. In  two wdis in* 
Brownwaod, at a depth of from 90 to 
100 feet, petroleum in considerable 
quantity, has been obtained, which 
yielded 90 per cent, ol pare oil.

There are in the oonnty 20 steam 
cotton gins; 10 steam flouring mills; 
1 saw mill driven by water power; 1 
wagon and plow factory; 1 ice factory. 
Lamb 3T will be laid down on comple­
tion of the road to Brownwood at |20 
per.Id feet. Limestone and sandstone is 
abundant and easily qoi^ried. Bock 
fencing 41 feet high ooete from 62 to 
13 per perch.

eounty, in a sloping valley on Adams 
creek, liee Brownwood, the hills on 
each side covered by a forest growth 
which adds much beauty to the al 
ready successful oily. The land is 
just slanting enough to give self-drain­
age, and the creek affording ample 
carriage for a I water. Brown 
wood is 140 m ’ from Austin, 80 
miles from Lampasas, 30 miles from 
Co'eman, 45 miles from Baird, 50 miles 
from Cisco, 45 miles from Ban Saba, 
22 miles from Gk>ldthwaiihe and 80 
niles from Abilene. One thing that 
recommends Brownwood is the fine 
roads leaving the city. A few years 
ago Brownwood was comparatively 
nnknown, in fact it was only known 
as a frontier town. The frame build­
ings which graced its spacions streets 
were looked upon as edifices worthy 
of ownership, but to-day the many 
fine and costly bnildings erected by 
its sterling and enterprising citizens 
show clearly that Its inhabitants are 
made of the right staff. Before the 
advent of the Gulf, Colorado A Santa 
Fe railroad the town was a quiel coun­
ty seat, but now that they have the 
railroad the country seems to awaken. 
Men who were satisfied with the 
times, passed each day as the other, 
never looking forward to any advance­
ment of a country that needed only a 
head or a man to proclaim to tbe 
country abroad that Brownwood and 
Brown county awaited the enterpris- 
ing  ̂and'ambitious. In  W. C. Mor- 
firan, Esq. they found that man, to 
whom they owe an everlasting debt.

Men who came to Brownwood in 
time were made fortunate by careful 
investments, and there is yet room 
for many more. Why, I was told 
that the merchants who wished to 
build, lumber being so scarce, had to 
go and meet the lumber wagons from 
Cisco and Baird comiug to Brown­
wood and eugage lumber before it

reached the town, so great was the 
demand. --a

Brownwood bids fair to becoine tbe 
supplying depot of that section of the 
couQtry, for with two railroads—ane 
from Gilveston, and one froin Fort 
Worth—it will be able to compete 
with its rivals and supply the trade at 
better figures, thereby gaining a vast 
amount of trade in the western coun­
try. With their flour mills and other 
manufactories they certainly can 
make it to the interest of the trade to 
patronize them. Merchants here are 
putting ̂  in large and well selected 
stocks of goods, and declare they can­
not be undersold.

To a stranger Brownwood resembles 
the typical western town. With its 
costly and imposiug court house in 
ihe center of the town, and its unique 
departments of trade around it; with 
its citizens of a refined and cultivated 
taste, it bids fair to become a rival of 
some of the great cities of tbe Lone 
Star State. We see upon its streets a 
people representing all nations and 
all trades. We find even John China­
man here, and we can safely say that 
every one is guaranteed full protec­
tion. As an evidence of friendly and 
patriotic spirit a few prominent citi­
zens here have donated to the Catholic 
church, through Father Swift, a lot 
for the proposed Catholic church about 
to be biiilt. This shows a friendly 
feeling and should certainly tend to­
wards improving society. All denom­
inations are represented here, and a 
more harmonious people never exist­
ed. They work in unison and never 
consult their own personal interests if 
they can be the msans of helping 
their county. There are also five 
splendid schools and all well attended, 
being under the supervision of tried 
and learned instructors. )

To prospectors and partiei wishing 
to purchase 1 can say that there seems 
to bsa batter chance here of getting a 
location to suit, than anywhere else,as 
the land men here have cut up land in 
small bodies to suit purchasers, and 
prevented the country from being 
owned by monopolies.

With all its enterprises Brownwood 
is not perfect, it is in need of a great 
many things, prominent among them 
is one more bank, there are two ster­
ling banks established here with large 
capital, but another wonld tend to 
make mo^ey matters easier and would 
do well. They are also in need of a 
good building association which would 
be of great benefit to the town, a wool 
and cotton factory would be a fiuanc al 
success. The Fort Worth A Rio 
Grande railroad is needed badly and 
should it run here it will be the means 
of opening an immense amount of val­
uable Gauntry and develop that portion 
of country now awaiting a railroad. 
The merchants here want this road 
and are willing to do the right thing 
by the projectors, bat before commit­
ting themselves they must have some 
assurance of good faith from the com­
pany.

Oa each side you will fiod cards of 
the foremost and principal enterprising 
gentlemen of Brownwood. Go and 
see them when you visit Brownwood, 
they will treat you right and make it 
to your interest to trade. For any in­

NATIONHL CATTLE TRAIL

The National Cattle Trail a  Neoes-1 
sity, and Shotild Be Established.

Special to  the  G alveston News.
Washington, Sept. 19 —One of the 

most important and prominent com­
mercial questioDB now under discus­
sion is that connected with the vast 
cattle interests ot'the West. In every­
thing connected with this discussion 
the people of Texas are most intimate­
ly concerned, aud your correspondent 
has therefore secured the following in­
teresting particulars as to the proposed 
uational cittle trail from the report 
recently prepared by the bureau of 
statistics under the direction of the 
secretary of the treasury. It will be 
seen that the report takes strong 
ground In favor of the establishment 
of a national cattle trail. It says : 

“The driving of cattle from Texas 
to the northern ranges, to be there 
matured and fattened, is a business 
which has grown up chiefly during 
the last fifteen years. Not only is it 
found to be a source of profit thus to 
utilize the extensive northern ranges, 
but it has been observed that the Tex­
as cattle, when driven north, increase 
in weight more rapidly than if raised 
and prepared for market on tbe Texas 
ranges.

“Owing to the difficulty of driving 
attle through sections of the country 

to any considerable extent settled and 
fenced in farms, the markets in Kan­
sas for the sale of Texas cattle have 
always been located sear the western 
line of eettlrmsnts, but tbe influx of 
population has gradually crowded 
these frontier markets farther and far­
ther west.

“The most concrete and demonstra­
tive expression of the Importance of 
any commercial movement is, of 
course, the statistica r^ord of it mag­
nitude during a series C  years extend- 
iug up to tbe present t» e .  According 
co~the best estimate whiph can now be 
made, there have^beenAbout 2,(XK),000 
young cattle driven 1 om Texas to 
northern ranges during.the last seven 
years, which at 615 a' head, would 
amouot to 630,000,000. The drive of 
the year 1881 was aboui^OO 000, which 
at 6Í7 a head, aoiountec to 65,100,000. 
These figures ere, of course, only rough 
approximations. They; clearly indi­
cate, however, a large demand at tbe 
North fjr young Texas cattle, and a 
supply adequate to meet such demand. 
The movement has bee i about as reg­
ular 88 commercial movements are 
generally; tbe tendency on the whole 
being in tbe direction of progress. It 
is asserted upon apparently good au­
thority that fully one-half of the 
blood on tbe northern liiOges tc-day is 
of tne Texts etraln .ifany persons 
largely engaged in the cattle trade at 
the North and tbe cattle raisers of 
Texas generally, maintain that Texas 
must in tne fature hol<̂  tbe position 
of a breeding ground, a id  tbe north­
ern ranges that of a maturing and 
fattening ground. Bat that view is 
controverted by a majority of the 
herdsmen of tbe North, and especially 
by those engaged in tbe business of 
raising cattle and of improving the 
breed of northern rangq cattle. The 
ques.iou as to the reasodableness and 
pronriety of establishing the proposed 
cattle trail depends also somewhat ap­
on tbe
quantity ok LAND NECESSARY FOR 

THE PROPOSED TRAIL.
«•“The public lands of Texas belong 
to that state. The quantity of land 
which the government pf the United 
States is asked to donate foi the pur­
pose of eetiblisbing tbe proposed trail 
may therefore be assumed to begin at 
the Southern border line of Colorado 
and to extend to the northern border 
line of the United States. I t  is pro­
posed that it shall be of variable width, 
from 200 feet at crossing .places for 
‘native cattle,’ to six miles at the 
widest part It must, of course, have 
BufficieiiC width not only for a line of 
travel out also for a feeding groqnd of 
cattle ‘on the trail.’ Such a trail of 
an average width of three miles and 
extending to the Dominion of Canada, 
would be 690 miles in length and have 
2070 sqaaie miles, or 1.324,800 acres. If 
it should be established only from the 
Southern boundary of Colorado to tbe 
parallel of 43 degreea north, which 
constitutes the northern border line of 
Nebraska, it would have a length of 
420milee andan area of 1260 square 
milea, or 806,400 acres.

“The proposed trail would be locat­
ed chiefly npon range land, not avail­
able for agricultural purposes other 
than grazing. The intrinsic value of 
such Lands, which now belong to the 
government, cannon be accurately 
stated, but it is comparatively small

The Weight of Milk.

with other measures, the quart ai>d 
gallon give a great deal of trouble on 
account of their indefiniteness, oad 
also becau?e of the weights of liquids 
being usually glveu in avoirdnpeds 
pounds and Troy grains. The conse- 
quenoB is that a great deal of con fusion 
exist in regard to the measures, whkfii 
require a mathematician to underaUuid 
ana expound them. Tt is indispensa­
ble, In tbe dairy hnsines?, th«|l milk 
should be measured and sold by weight. 
This is neceesary for convenience, and 
yet tbe dairyman is used to quarts and 
gallone. Therefoie. au easy way 
reducing quarts to pounds and pounds 
to quarts, and a standard weight per 
quart, are not only desirable, but inett»-’ 
pensable.

There are three gallons in use—tbe 
standard Americau liquid gallon of 231 
cubic inches, the dry gallon of 268 91f 
inches, and the Eugliah imperial gal­
lon of a little over 277 iuobes. 
American gallon of pure water at 60* 
weighs 58 972 grains Troy, which are 
equal to 8 391 pounds avoirdopois. A 
quart, therefore, weigh« 2.0977 poando. 
The Imperial gallon of water, at Its 
maximum dendty (39’’), weighs 70.000 
Troy grains, or 10 pounds, and a q u u t 
therefore weighs 2 5 pounds. Here is 
a very inconvenient mixture of 
weights and densities or temperatnm 
which produces confusion and error* 
But wo have nothing to do with 
llsh measures, and it is only wb«i 
writers in American agricultural jour­
nals, who do not understand theoe 
differences, mix thing«, or vice vei—> 
as regards English writers, th a tth d r 
readers are misled. Our Amerlcaa 
gallon is all that we have to do with, 
and although ills mixed upconsidem- 
bly, yet we may easily manage it with 
a little care.

Now we oome to the milk of the 
thing. Milk is heavier than water, 
weighing, on an average, 103 to 100 of 
water. Then, if, a quart of water 
weighs 2 0977 pounds, a quart of mlHr 
will weigh 2 16 pounds, nr very nearly 
2 16 pounds, or 2 pounds2l ounces. Th« 
weight is found by muluplying 2.0977 
by 1 03, which gives 2 1606 pounds.

The Lcuid- Question.
The land (question is attracting pub­

lic attention at this time beesuse of 
the grass commissioners’ reports to 
the land board, and well it may, for 
such a state of affairs has never exist­
ed in a civilized community before, 
and probably there never will again 
be such inconsistency in legislation as 
can now be found on the statute 
books o'f the State of Texas. Those 
who made these laws cannot interpret 
them any more than the power that 
approved them or the board that still 

Jegislatea and is supposed to enforce 
them, and to-day the land situation is 
only known from the side of the grass 
commissioner, who is looking for stock 
that is eating the public (children’s) 
grass without paying for it.

A few days since the writer was in 
conversation with a stock man, and a 
few words soon brought to light the 
great inconsistency of the lease sys­
tem. The question was asked, “Why 
don’t you lease the school lands in 
your range?” and he answered, “The 
lands cannot be leased under the law.” 
-But we said “the lane’s are for lease,” 
when he answered, “No. They will 
take the money and call it a lease, but 
it is nothing of the kind. If I, as a 
reasonable and responsible man, lease 
you a tract of land, there are two par­
ties to the contract, and it is binding 
on both; but in this case the state is 
not responsible. On the side of the 
state the lands are leased provided the 
state can’t sell them. I  am bound but 
the state is not. Under the law I  share 
the lands with whoever comes and I 
move when I must. I  look upon it in 
this way and cannot see any other. It 
the lease is good policy, I  accept it, 
provided that it is a lease and not a 
temporary arrangement cooked up to 
take a man’s money and then oust him 
when he is comfortably fixed. If free 
grass—that is sale of lands to actual 
settlers, and let those use the public 
lands who can, until sola, is the best 
policy—it is good enough for me, for I 
was raised on i t .” Such were his 
views, and nine ranchmen out of ten 
agree with him. The unstability of 
the state lease accounts for the nonac­
ceptance of the system throughout the 
west. There are other objections to it, 
and one is that watered land is some­
times reserved, preventing legally 
fencing a good tract of dry land. Un­
der the circumstances it is not sur­
prising that stockmen evade a lease 
law that is calculated to lead them ô 
ruin.

Another ranchman wanted to know 
what he was going to receive for his 
money, and pointed out another in­
consistency of Texas legislation, ^ e  
said: “Suppose that, having leased 
the railroad sections on a satisfactory 
basis for ten years, that I  lease the al­
ternate state sections and then fence 
the tract, where is my security ? The 
first I  know is that two, three, five or 
ten men hop over the fence, take up a 
section each, as the law permitp, and 
each of them brings in a goodly bunch 
of cattle and turns them loose within 
the pasture, as the law permits, where 
is my remedy? Well, sir, I  have 
none. I might fence them up and 
run up fane fences, etc., as per land 
enclosure act, and I  might claim a re­
bate from the state and get it, less 
fees ^ 0  after some delay. I  will 
have none of it, and I  consider any 
man wko pays lease money to the 
state is foolish until some provision is 
made to secure a man in what he pays 
for.”

The facts being ascertained by the 
laud commissioners are sufficient to 
show that the opinions expressed by 
these stockmen are consistent. Give 
them a lease that is binding on the 
state, and every foot of state land will 
be leased if the price is reasonable, 
but invite them to temporarily occupy 
the domain while the purchaser is 
sought for and it must be on care 
taker’s terms, rent free.

The true principle of the land policy 
of the country is oikq^that reserves the 
land for settlement and forces it on no 
man. As the laws of the oonntry 
should be made for the manjr and not 
for the few, the attainment of im­
mense tracts of land under one owner­
ship should be discouraged and made 
difficult if not impossible; the public 
land should belong to whoever selects 
it and complies with the simple laws 
that should be enacted in order to fa­
cilitate easy purchase of homeateidB, 
and in no way should the prolic |and 
faje tied up until sold. This Is the 'free 
grass system of the United States and 
smells too mnoh of cattle kings to ob­
tain in Texas. Bills of this kind are 
mercilesaly kicked out of the legiala- 
tnre every time it meets.

The result is the system that is nei^

carries sufficient influence to restore to 
the state the standing In land matters 
that existed when Fort Worth was a 
prairie ontpoet, and’ Waco a frontier 
town. We have a pool prospectât this 
writing.

Thebe are many Texas herds on the 
New Mexico line refused admittance. 
The inspector’s orders are to “stop 
everything,” and the law passed to 
keep out diseased cattle is used as a 
law to keep out any cattle. The in­
spector refusing a certificate to healthy 
cattle is liable to arrest.

Ho bellevt« that con­
gress should at once address itself to 
consideration of and positive action on 
the subject; that a law should be en­
acted authorizing the setting, aside of 
certain quarantine grounds for cattle, 
such grounds to ba select^ United 
States lands in the northwest and upon 
which a few Indians are temporarily 
loca’e l ;  that the law should require 
thereon the quarantine of all stock 
coming from the lower country; that 
the proper officers or scientific men 
thoroughly equipped in their profes­
sion should be empowered to classify 
districts in the South and according 
to such facts as were found pertaining 
to any poBiible cattle disease, that all 
animals from such different districts 
be quarantined for specified length of 
time and no longer. AlP this, Mr. 
Lane thinks should be supplemental 
to the Bureau of Animal Industry bill; 
he regards that law as a fixture, not at 
all likely to be repealed and that there­
fore Texans should Lope for an addi­
tional law which will in the future set 
more at rest the possibilities of such 
confusion in the cattle industry as oc­
curred this year. To reach the quar­
antine grounds suggested, a national 
trail would of necessity have to be es­
tablished.

Of course Mr. Lane recognizes what 
would probably be the' most difficult 
part of the application of such a law, 
that is in securing thoroughly reliable, 
concientiovs and capable men to pass 
upon the cattle districts of the South 
and fix upon the term of quarantine of 
such cattle; but he believes that some 
such action on the part of congress is 
imperative and that the progressive 
cattle raisers of Texas will agree that 
the inter-state traffic in live stock 
most be speedily settled to the good of 
the greater number of stockmen con­
cerned!

Will W e Never Learn.
Experience is a dear school, but it 

has been said that fools will learn at 
no other, and while the J oubnj^  
would not be guilty of casting insinu­
ations or making any undue refiec- 
tion on the cattle raisers of Texas, 
yet it does seem that lessons that have 
bpen dearly paid for and that ought 
to prove beneficial in the future, are so 
far making but little show of having 
had the desired effect. In this con­
nection and as being especially appli­
cable, under this heading the J o ubn a l  
wishes to make especial mention of 
the damaging practice of allowing 
bulls to rim continuously throughout 
the season in the same rang^ hArd or 
pasture with the cows. The J o u bn a l  
has often taken occasion to refer to 
this Anportant matter, in fact it may 
have been regarded as a hobby of ours 
in the past, but we can truthfully say 
that even our most enthusiastic work 
in this direction in years gone by, and 
in our greatest efforts in drawing the 
picture of the damage being done.by 
not acting on our suggestion, we have 
failed to depict even in opr imagina­
tion one-half the loss that actually oc- 
curreiLf^m this cause during the lat­
ter part/of last winter or early spring.

In  a c t io n  to the heavy death loss, 
among cattle that was unavoidable on 
account of the severe winter and 
scarcity of feed, the loss was greatly 
augmented and doubtless in many lo­
calities doubly by the large percent­
age of calves that were dropped from 
one to three months earlier than 
shonid have been. The loss from 
calves being ^dropped too early has 
every spring been heavy in proportion 
to the death rate from other causes. 
This spring, however, on account of 
the poor condition of the cows, it has 
been unusually heavy; in a majority 
of cases resulting in the loss of moth­
er and calf.

I t  is estim ate that in located stocks 
the loss last winter and spring was 
chiefly, among the cows and calves— 
not that the cows are not as thrifty as 
any other class, but that they were 
nine times out of ten reduced to pov­
erty and weakness resulting in death, 
by giving milk to a big, strong calf, 
born, perhaps, ont of season, and that 
shonid at all events have been weaned 
and made to rustle for its own living; 
or, by having to give birth to their 
ofbpringat a season when their own 
existence required all their Strength.

The remedy is within the rea<fii of 
all, ajid u  compared with the bemefit 
the cost is but a trifle. Will our cattle 
raisers profit by the expensive leeeon 
experience hse taught? We hop* 
tiiey wilL This matter is a good sub­
ject tot the action ot district associa­
tions.

Prevailing prices at the beginning 
of this week were stronger and aver­
aged about 25c higher than the rates 
current at the lowest time this season 

The latest advices from British live 
stock markets were more favorable, 
the best American cattle selling at 14c 
dressed.

The prevailing opinion among the 
cattlemen here who handle most of 
the Southern stock, is that we have 
passed the excremely low point of the 
season.

During the past two or three weeks 
the receipts have materially decreased 
and the various channels bav e been 
allowed to clear themselves. We have 
had no famine, but there has of late 
been a uotable falling off" in supplies of 
low grade stuck from the SouthwesL 
The same has been true to a certain 

tent, ot the native and far western 
>|tle. Shippers from all quarters were 

so badly “scorched” Muring Augusj 
that there has been a general dispos: 
tiou on all sides to call a halt.

From this time on however thei 
will doubtless be plenty of cattle,, 

'^ e  fall round-ups are about fiuishi 
and beeves are now moving towarj 
shipping poin^o. The indications a; 
that there will uot be more range cattle 
from the southwest this fall than will 
be wanted, but there is reason to f< 
severe occasional gluts. These glui 
are caused more by very large individT 
ual shipments than by any othçr 
cause, and yet no one m'an or company 
ever thinks of shouldering any part of 
the blame for disastrons breaks. It^is 
necessary for each large shipper to act 
as if the welfare of the market depend­
ed upon his personal action. If each 
man and company should try to dis­
tribute shipments as the'market could 
take tnem, it mignt cost « little mcjre 
for herding and shipping service, 
it would make a wonderful differenjee 
in market prices. As it now is, eash 
man seems ambitious to see how many 
cattle he can crowd upon the marget 
in a single week.

He lias three cars of finely bred, large 
bodied rams on the way, two cars to 
stop at Abilene and one to go to Mid­
land. He also has 3 choice specially 
selected bucks for Dr. W. H. Parks of 
Morgan. Mr. Cherbino will sell his 
bucks at prices from $10 to $30, and he 
says the.best are equal to what used tu 
bring $100 around.

Texas wool continues to move freely 
and it i.s probable that competition for 
the fall clip will be biisk. A few 
early sales of wool are reported to 
have beéfi made there'Ss low as 12Jc, 
but I5c is more likely to be the ruling 
figure there. The scoured basis of the 
new fall clip is expected to be about 
50c, at which price some scoured fall 
Texas Is now held in New York. 
Knitting mills have been able to pur­
chase Texas wool of 12 month’s growth 
on a basis of 55 to57Jc.—[Boston Com­
mercial Bulletin.

P i t t s f i e l d , MASs.,Sept. 17.—Lieut. 
Greely, the Arctic explorer, addressed 
the Berkshire Agricultural society to­
day. He spoke of his discovery of a 
belt of land in the Arctic region where 
there weire sheep with the head and 
horns of an ox land the tail of a horse, 
but with the finest wool ever found on 
any known animal. It had been said 
that sheep culture was profitable in 
Berkshire on account of the long cold 
winters,,and he thought it might be 
well to try these Arctic sheep, that, 
even in that region, live and prosper, 
unsheltered all the year.

That iü 
a reduction of the size of the flocks to 
numbers that are withinHbe capacity 
of the owners to. properly provide for. 
Sheep must be taken care of to prove 
profitable and beasouice of ooutent- 
ment as well as revenue to the owner. 
The world must have clothing, and it 
devolves upon sheep to contribute 
very largely to thie necessity. Some 
one must raise them, and with the 
proper attention wocl growing will 
prove just as successful in Jones coun­
ty as it is ifi the, southern part of the 
state. Then diminish the size of your 
flocks, purchase a few fine bucks, pro­
vide them with a suflQciency of feed 
during the winter and see if they will 
not prove exceedingly profitable. 
—[Texas Western.

Wool continues active and prices 
advance slowly but surely. Alt hough 
the inquiry for wcol is said to be not 
as brisk as last week, it is a notable 
fact that the sales made during the 
week have been directly to the mills. 
The speculative movement has less to 
do with this week’s volume of busi­
ness. The manufacturers seem pre 
pared to take wool to their fullest 
capacity and there are' cises where 
leading manufacturers have filled 
their storehouses and are yet pur­
chasing wool to be kept in the lofts in 
Boston until called for.

This we believe to be over estimated, 
but 9A. the same, time there is a tend­
ency to overstate the large and healthy 
movement in wool wUch is now in 
progress.—[Boston Commercial Bnlle- 
Un.

Sheep Truneporta’iou.

The Wool Trade.
The wool trade continues active, 

with sales cf 6,000,000 pounds of wool 
in Boston during the week ending 
September 17th, the previous week’s 
sales amounting to 6,768,000 pounds, 
and the sales of the week nrevious to 
that amounting to 5,333,100 pounds, or 
10,000,000 pounds excess of sales over 
the’cDrresponding weeks of the pre­
vious year, and this without material 
advance in quetalions for Texas wool. 
Of the sales reported nearly half were 
on private terms, the commission 
-houses reporting about as much as it is 
good tor the publld to know. Prices 
are surely moving upward to a higher 
valuation, buyers are scouring the 
country, and the Western markets are 
lightly supplied. The Western coun­
try holds but little w«.o'. California 
markets report the*spring clip cleaned 
np. The general indications are fa­
vorable for the sheep interest. Fall 
wools are not quoted yet, but 16 and 
18 cents are said to be Boston valua­
tions. Those who have last year’s 
growth spring clips on hand ought to 
get lull precis. Boston quotations 
from the Advertiser are as follows:

Mohair.
The J ournal is in receipt of a sam­

“We have been selling some Turkey 
mohair to-day at 50c, 175 bags average 
fleece, and thought you might like to 
see a sample. This stock is very clean 
and is even in grade. I t  is not as silky 
or lustre us as our domestic stock, bu*.

being cleaner and uniform in charae. 
ter. There were 1350 bales mohair sold 
in Liverpool during Auvust, and the 
greater part of that quantity came to 
America. The present quotation of 
IS^d (equal to 45o laid down here) is 
misleading. There Is no decline in 
values abroad, but the stock oflered ia 
inferior. Beet Turkey matchings cost 
18^ (equal to 52: here) and none can 
be secured for less, but selections cost 
more. We could sell to-day 100,- 
000 pounds mohair, domestic, quickly, 
but not above the pricee realized for all 
onr consignments this season.”

Pricee for Texas sheep have lately 
been steady but the general sheep 
trade at present is being overstocked 
by Western sheep in big lots. Prices 
for Texas sheep are about as follows : 
Inferior to fair, $1 75 to 2 75 ; medium 
to choice, $2 50 to 3 25 per cwt.

Some fat 63 lb flambé recently sold at 
14 75. Really fat sheep of any weight 
are in good demand. There is no dc 
mand for southwestern feeding stock

J. A. Woodson sent in from Livi jg  
ston, Montana, 545 head of 126 lb range 
sheep which sold $3 65. These were 
very line heavy wethers.

Giddis A Co. of Spokane Falls, 
Washington Territory, sent in 779 
head 91 lb territory sheep which sold 
at $3 05.

Western sheep are coming too much 
in a lump. Shippers swamp the mar­
ket.

Double deck cars come here from 
Washington and Montana Territories, 
why not from Texas ?

In Great Britain there seems to be a 
depression in the sheep and wool. in­
dustry, owing to the high cost of pro­
duction and the sharp competition 
flou ou'slde. But Eoglai d should 
be no criterion for America. Prices 
that would not allow the British flock- 
masters a living margin ought to be 
enough for very r̂ handsome profits 
here. As our flocks are managed at 
present, we are not prepared for the 
sharpest competiun, but we are im­
proving and the low prices and com­
petition will finally force American 
11 ickmasters to attend to their* busi­
ness for all thjere is in it, and then 
America will take her proper place as 
the sheep and wool growing country 
of the world. ‘ ^

Some time I think what a pity it is 
that there are so many croakers in 
the business ; that if men who do not 
know enough to make the businéss 
pay would step down and out and 
blame themselves and net the business 
which they did not know howto man­
age, that it would be better. But then 
again it is probably all right as it is. 
The mournful faces and croaking 
do not deceive the expeiienced men cf 
affairs who know what is in the busi­
ness properly conducted, and they 
tend to keep out the large number of 
men who are looking for some busi­
ness which will yield them something 
for nothing. Let the faint-hearts be 
weeded out. Let us hear less about 
the “golden hoof” of the sheep. Prac­
tical, experienced men do not need 
that kind of nonsense to encourage 
them, and such tomfoolery only tends 
to bring into the sheep business ad­
venturers with poetical notions, which 
are soon blasted, and which really 
work to the injury of the trade. We 
do not want any boom business, but a 
steady, substantial development.

Sheep and Wool Trade—Wool 
Going Up.

 ̂Please excuse me, Mr. Editor, from 
writing even a short letter. Can not 
possibly do it. No sir I < ^ ’t for I 
kave no grist whatever. /This week 
has proven a very dull one. Only 40.- 
000 to 60,000 lbs of wool are received 
daily which amount is insignificant. 
This and some of the wool held in 
speculators’ hands is bought by buyers 
at very strong prices. The demand is 
very urgent and very large, but buy­
ers can do but little. They are disap- 
pointel but it can not be helped. 
Prices are not only strong but are a 
shade higher than at the close of my 
last letter. To say the least, the out­
look for wool growers is quite flatter­
ing.

I suppose that I am not the only 
person that is disgusted with the sheep 
market. Prices are very low that is 
certain. Well how can it be otherwise 
with Pittsburgh and New York glut­
ted and prices demoralized ? All the 
farmers and sheep raisers of the mid­
dle and eastern states are rushing their 
sheep in regardless of prices. The 
west has no show whatever. We had 
a fair run the past week and prices 
ranged in extremes from $1 50 to 3 00 
per 100 lbs. Some butchers paid $3 10 
to 3 25 per 100 Ibj for good fat ones, 
but these were outside figures. But 
few Texas sheep were offerred and 
Drought from $2 00 to 2 25 per 100 los.

The wool market is slow for want of 
cflferingB. The demand is larger and 
pricee firm.

We quote : Tub washed—choice 35 to 
3-5̂ c, fair 32 to 33s, low or dingy and 
eoa: se 27 to 31c. Unwashed—choice 
medium clothing and combing 24 to 
24j[c, fair 22 to 21c, low and coarse 18 
to 20^c, light fine 21 to 21^e, heavy do 
17 to 19c. Kansas—choice medium 21 
to 22c, fair to good do 18 to 20c, low 
and carpet 12 to 163, light bright fine 
19 to 20c. heavy or earthy 12 to 16c ;

If a man who kiMw nothing abput 
American railroad methods, and was 
foolish enough'to suppose thatsU men 
who engage in that business were hon­
est, should see a half dozé^ cars 
“filled,” as covering the bottom floor 
of a car is called, with sheep, he would 
wonder at the stupidity which prompt­
ed the use of six cars when three 
would be quite sufficient to do the 
ineee. He would doubtless argue 
These people have got into the hamt 
of carrying sheep in this way, and 
with that strauge devotion to old and 
imperfect methods for which the 
world is noted, they cling to the old 
custom and refuse to see a better way 

But our railroad managers have no 
difficulty in seeing the better way— 
that is, the better way for the public. 
They know very well that the demand 
is for double deck cars, and the grand 
system of American railroading, about 
which there is so much« boasting, is a 
grand system of robbery. If the rail 
roads will put on double deck cars and 
carry our sheep at a rate that will give 
the sheep breeder and wool grower 
some sort of show for his life, it will 
add more to the profits of sheep bus 
baadry than the restoration of the 
tariff will add. And it is blindness on 
the part of the sheep breeder and wool 
grower that he does not as energeti­
cally oppose this wrong as he advo­
cates a tariff. There are very f ^  in 
this countrywho do not believe that a 
public institution like the railroad 
should be compelled to treat the public 
fairly. It may take time to crystalize 
that belief so that it will be a power in 
the direction of securing needed legis­
lation, but it can be crystalized and is 
being crystalized very rapidly. The 
sheep breeder and wool grower, there­
fore, may have, and will have, ninety 
per cent of our public on his side of 
this important question. But the 
question comes, is he on that side 
himself, at least more conspicuously 
than simply to complain of the rail­
road’s treatment of him in this respect. 
What has he done to compel the roads 
to put on double deck cars, or to carry 
freight at a reasonable rate? Talk, 
though important as far as it goes, 
will not accomplish the object, and 
certainly a blind adhession to party, 
whether it runs candidates in favor of 
or against such regulation of railroads 
as is here indicated, will never accom­
plish it.

Texas has been complaining for a 
long time of the outrage which single 
deck cars represent, and the Texas 
papers attribute the depression of the 
sheep business quite as much to 
cause as' to any other. One^paj: 
gives several reasons for the presen 
low condition of the business of th 
state, and says that the unfavorabl 
conditions that have caused th 
trouble must be reversed. * But it i 
looking in the wrong direction lor th 
influence that shall replace eingl 
deck with doubled decked cars, when 
it expresses the belief that competing 
railroad lines will furnish the remedy. 
Biess your soul, friend, we have so 
many competing railroads in the west 
that a man can hardly walk over our 
territory in the night without stumb­
ling over a railroad, but he can walk 
around a month without finding a 
double decked car running into our 
sheep districts. Competition is a bar­
ren ideality, and if that is the only 
ground for hope in Texas, hope will 
be long deferred.

Texas, like the rest of us, must look 
4o the strong arm of government for 
protéction and must mass her influ­
ence to secure protection. What is to 
prevent Texas from getting what she 
wants so far as her legislature or her 
delegation in congress are concerned? 
She gives son^ething like 190,000 ma­
jority for one of the political parties 
A 100,000 majority of people who are 
interested in the reforms that áre here 
mentioned, and yet complaining of 
wrongs! What is the matter? We 
can tell Texas what is the matter. We 
can tell this 100,090 what the trouble 
with it is. Texas and its 100,090 ma­
jority are doing^what the most of ns 
do on election day. Voting for fun to 
feed our partisan prejudice, voting re- 
gaidless of our real interests, in utter 
forgetfulness of double deck cars or 
anything else except to elect the can­
didate of the party ; and as long as the 
majority do that we shall have single 
deck cars.

dealers begin to smile again. These 
aieMgns of the times far better and 
more modern than the threadbare 
things of wliMi the rustics take nottee.

LÂKD MATTERS.

E dito r Texas Live Stock Journal:
As you have neglected this neck of 

the woods lately, I write a few lices 
to state that there are sheep raisers in 
this vicinity who are in no ways dis 
couraged with the oatlook or present 
status of their basiness For men of 
moderate capital, sheep are held to be 
the investment here, and 3,000 sheep 
changed hands last week and more 
were wanted.

The grass commissioner (like a good 
spirit) came and went, and excepting 
some crank, no one felt abused, but on 
the other hand are well pleased to see 
the interest taken in the children’s be­
half. If Eastern Texas could in con- 
cience assist us to restore the tariff of 
1867 on wool, we coold afford to pay 
tor the children’s grass. '.On the other 
hand, if the intention is to discrimin­
ate against us until there is a ’hare 
subsistence remaining, and not enough 
to pay running expenses, in this case 
we see no way for the state to (xillect 
the rent unless sheep are taken in pay­
ment. In the event that the state 
ĝ oes so far as to take the sheep for the 
grass they eat all we ask is a job of 
herding.

The present system seims intended 
to force men to o<^capation8 against 
their inclinations. Farming is a bus­
iness that needs the assistance of a 
little outside grass to help it on the 
frontier, or it is likely to be abandoned 
again and again until conditions are 
faverable to pr^uction and sale of the 
product, and advance farming settle, 
mentsoften cause more grass to be de­
stroyed than made.

The state is careful to withhold the 
privilege of purchasing enough grass 
to run a good band of sheep, and keep­
ing track of what is going on u^es up 
too much of one man’s time. Sheep 
are selling at ¥1.00 to ¥1.50 per head, 
and when sale is made it is due to a 
miscalculation on the part of the fel­
ler.

Bake well and H/s Black Ram.
[A. B. Allen in  Country G entlem an. |

Every little while* I see it repeated, 
both in English and American agri­
cultural papers, that the above cele-̂  
brated breeder used' a very superior 
formed black ram, as the gpreat im­
prover of his Leicester sheep. Years 
ago I saw this denied by a writer in 
an English paper, and the proofs be 
brought to sustain him in this denial, 
seemed .to me unanswerable, and I 
have never met with any attempt ou 
the part of other English ynters to 
do it ; they simply content themselves 
to continue to report the foolish im­
probable story. If it had been true, 
more or less of the offspring of this 
ram would have annually cropped out 
black for many subsequent genera­
tions ; but no one that I ever heard of, 
who had purchased Leicester sheep of 
Mr. Bakewell, and continued to breed 
them, got a lamb in his flock with 
even a single black lock of wool in its 
fleece, and much less the whole of it 
thus colored.

To show the absurdity of such a 
story, I  And the following extract 
which I  make from the Loudon Live 
Mtock Journal of August 21, page 171, 
which it credits to a Cumberland 
paper : “Mr. Hawthorn of Coaiston, 
bought 40 white ewes of Mr. Q. Top­
ping, and pat to them a white tup 
bought of Mr. Eccles, near Hawkea- 
head. The produce was 50 lamb^ 
everyone of which was black It 
turns out that the sire was the son of a 
noted black ram.”

Now let all who are so foolish as to 
suppose that if Bakewell bad used a 
black ram ih his flock its progeny 
would not continue to crop out black 
now and then, even down to our pres­
ent day, hold his peace. Every little 
while we see a black lamb dropped 
from a Merino ewe, here in our own 
country ; nut no flock-master to my 
knowledge has used a black ram in 
his flock here since the importation of 
this breed of sheep, which began is 1801, 
by Mr. Delessert of Paris, for his farm 
near Kingston, New York, and Mr. 
Beth Adams of Massachusetts. Now 
we have 84 years of pure white breed­
ing in the United States, and yet we 
(tontinue to get black lambs. The 
probability is that this comes from the 
use of a black ram perhaps centuries 
ago in Spain, and to this we may 
attribute the still occasional produce 
of a black lamb in our Spanish Merino 
sheep.________

PROCEEDINGS AT AUGUST SESSION.
The Land Board, under the regnla- 

tions, should have met on the 4th day 
of August; but, on account of absence 
from the capi&l of some members 
there was no quorum durin^the week, 
and the board transacted no businesi 
until the 10th day of August. A quo­
rum might have been formed during 
the flrst week by seating the chief 
clerk of one of the executive officers ; 
but, as there appeared no argent cases 
for action, and no attendance from a 
distance on the part of owners and 
agents, who might be inconvenienced 
by delay, it was deemed advisable to 
postpone action until the chief officers 
of the beard should he present.
. It is nnderstood that the governor 
áets with the board, generally, only in 
cases of a tie in the vote of the four 
members in regular attendance. This, 
hewever, is the present practice, and a 
practice that is not inflexible.

No changes were made in the b^ard 
as set forth in Resolution No. 17, 
which has been extensively promul­
gated.

Purchasing and leading lands are 
allowed, under the rules before adopt­
ed, a summary of which will be given 
in an article in this department und^r 
a special head. ^ ^

Applications for leases were ap­
proved for about 500,000 acres 
of surveyed school lands. This yields a 
revenue of ¥-30,000 00 per annum. The 
land board Axes no limit in the amount 
of land that any person, Arm or corpo­
ration may lease. The right to restrict 
the amount, however, is reserved by 
the board when the application to lease 
is presented to that body for approval. 
A party acquires no rights by applica­
tion to the surveyor to lease, when the 
award is made to him by that officer. 
The approval of the land board is nec- 
sary to complete the contract.

An application was presented to the 
land board for leasing about 350,000 
acres in Greer county. This applica­
tion had been originally filed with' the 
proper surveyor (Wheeler county), and 
the land was awarded at six cents per 
acre. This body of land belongs to the 
public domain, not having been sur­
veyed, but ha“ been set aside by the 
laws of Texas, with the balance of, 
Greer county, for the benefit of the 
school fund, and in payment of the 
public debt of the state—the proceeds, 
when sold, to be divided equally to the 
school and public debt funds. Thié 
land.is well watered, and is perhaps 
the finest body of pastoral lands in the 
state. The land board awarded the 
land to the applicants, although it is 
watered. It was held by the board 
that, as it is public unsurveyed lands, 
it does not fall under the gene- al rule 
laid down in Resolution No. 17, which 
refuses to lease or sell any watered 
sections. From this ruling it is now 
understood that any of the public do­
main in Greer county will be leased ; 
and, that the fact that it is watered 
will not prevent consideration and ap­
proval of the application. It is pre­
sumed that the public domain in any 
part of the Panhandle will be subject 
to the same rules. The leases of this, 
character of land are made subject to 
cancelation by any legislative action, 
and there can be no guaranty given 
that the possession will not be disturb­
ed by the authorities of the United 
States government. It is thought that 
leases of the vacant lands in Greer 
county will be a goud investment to 
the lessees on account of the demand 
that will exist for watered range for 
stock, arising out of the troubles in the 
Indian Territory, and the fencing of 
the 3,000,000 of acres o f. state capital 
lands, and other causes.
R EG U LA T IO N S FO R P U R C H A S IN G  AND 

L E A S IN G  LA N D S.
Parties desiring to purchase or lease 

school, university and asylum lands 
will be furnished with printed in­
structions and blanks on application 
to the secretary of state land board.

An abstract only e>f the regulations 
will be given :

1. No watered lands will be sold or 
leased, excepting unsurveyed watered

E
ublic domain will be leased, if the 
oard is guided by precedents made at 
its last meeting.
2, Any person who is 21 5Sèars bf 

age can purchase one section (6^ acres) 
of dry agricuitural land ; or three sec­
tions of diy pastare lands—the three 
sections must be contiguous.

3. When a party applies for one sec­
tion only, as a homestead, it will be 
awarded to him, without competition, 
at $2 per acre. In case two or more 
apply for the same section, the land 
will, in general, be awarded to the 
party flrst filing his application with 
the surveyor. If one of the applicants 
be an occupant with improvements, it 
would modify the ruling, and vbs 
wonld have the preference.

4. The application to purchase 
lands mast be accompanied by a affi­
davit that the party will in good faith 
settle on the land within six months, 
and improve the same as a Homestead. 
The affidavit contains other stringent 
provisions to prevent evasions, or at­
tempts of parties to purchase for the 
benefit of others.

5. One-thirt'eth of the purcbese 
money must be paid with the applica­
tion to the lar>d board. The, interest 
on the unpaid purchase moiíey is 5 
per cent per annuoi. The twenty-nine 
thirtieths of the unpaid principid mast 
he paid at the expiration of the 30 
years, or at the option of the purchaser 
in installments annually. Three years 
from date of purchase, the pnrehaser 
can pay the whole amonnt of the pur­
chase money if he deeires to secure 
patent. He may then sel  ̂the land.

6. Fallare to settle on the land in 
six months after the parchase will 
work a forfeiture without j odicial pro-

7. Proof of settlement and improve­
ment most be made to the land office 
before patent will issue.

8. Lands are leased to the highest 
bidder at not lees than six cents per 
acre. Where one party makes impli­
cation, any other person may co rn ee  
for the s%me land by bidding withont 
having filed application to kase.

There is no Umit to the amount of 
land that will be leased to one party— 
the land board, however, m i^ exer 
else such prudence as will prevent a 
monopoly.

A pplications to parchase and lease 
IsnM  are to be m ane to the surveyor of 
the land district in  w hich the land is 
situated.

The surveyors will receive bids each 
month, and the same will be registered 
and competed fot about the dose of 
each month. The state land board 
meets on the first TossdajL in each 
month to bear applications mat have 
been forwarded from the eeirenl sur­
veyors, and reject or award Co the ap-

■¿J. .

plleante to lease or pniiduMe. Fraud 
and misr^resentations as to the quali­
ty of the land applied for will vitiate 
the award by the land board; and, 
upon proper showing of fraud to that 
body, leasee and sales will be annulled.

The last day for filing appUcations 
in each month is always on Friday, 
the eleventh day preceding the first 
Tuesday in the next succeeding 
month.

R E N T A L S .
Parties applying to lease lands are 

allowed 30 daye from the date of 
the award made the land board, in 
which to make the first payment of 
the annual rental. In default of pay­
ment of the Arst year’s annual rental, 
within the 30 days, the land may be 
applied for by another party, and will 
be subject to competition—the first 
lease being considered annulled.

There has been a large default by 
lessees of the school lands, in the mat­
ter of settlement of their annual rental 
that is required to be paid in advance.

The Imd board has not yet taken 
steps to enforce the payment of the 
rentals that are due. Under the con­
tract, its seems the land board may 
chooee between two remedies: (1) 
Bringing suits on the lease for the 
rentals due, on judgment levy execu­
tion on properly of the lessee; (2.) 
Canceling the lease, and placing the 
land on tUe market again for sale ur 
lease.

The board intends to take prompt 
action in these (»ees. Thedelinquetiis 
will receive the grace of notice ; and, 
ia (»se they d k not respond promptly, 
proceedings will be commenced. 
CONFLICTING APPLICATIONS TO PU R ­

CHASE.
Cases arise before the land board in 

which thete may be two or more appli­
cants to purchase the same section of 
land, intending to held it as actual 
settlers. Where the claims of two or 
more apilicauts are equal as to equi­
ties, the land board will award to the 
applicants who first files his applica­
tion to purchase with the county sur­
veyor. This rule is correct, bscause it 
admits the rights of the party to the 
land under the general rule that it is 
vacant, and that no one has acquirtd 
any character of claim, or has any eqit- 
abie right as adverse to each applicant. 
Giving preference to the first applica­
tion, made under the regulations of th^ 
land board, is a hraciice in harmony 
with what has been the uniform rule 
of the land office, iir ac(3ordance with 
law, in selecting public domain, either 
by location of land certificates or by 
preemptions, or by any other of the 
various means by which parties have 
acquired lands.

But, the land board is not bound to 
award lands to the applicant who first 
files his papers with the surveyor. As 
stated, where the applicants appear 
with the same equities, before the land 
board, there must be an award to some 
one ; and, as the prices offered for the 
land are by law uniform, the question 
of priority of applications is the onlv 
means left for making the award 

Where applicants present other 
equities, indepeudent of the priority of 
the application to purchase, they will 
be considered by ihe board, and the 
award will be made so asw  do sub­
stantial justice to the applicants. 
There has at ail times been a dispsi- 
tion in our legislation to protect and 
give preference to actual settlers on 
public domain and on the school, 
asylum and university lands. Follow­
ing this j ust doctrine, when an actual 
settler, in actual possession, makes ap­
plication to purchase school, asylum or 
university lands, his claim will have 
preference over that of a party not in 
possession, even though the occupant’s 
application was filed snbsequent to 
that of the non-(x:cupant.

Other cases may arise in which the 
land board might not deem it equit­
able to award to the first applicant. 
There may be two actual settlers on 
the same land; or, one ot the appli­
cants may own surrounding surveys, 
and it might embarrasand injure him 
materially were he deprived of the sec­
tion for which he applied.

AU such cases should be fairly pre­
sented to the land board, and facts 
proven by reliable witnesses for the 
information of t at body. No appli- 
(»at has a vested right until the land 
board makes it award; and when the 
claims of ail parties at interest are tal­
ly presented the board, exercising its 
legal powers, will do substantial 
justice.________________ •

A Campmign Sêcrwt Riven Awmy.
In  the campaign of1884 the two can- 

didatee for governor in a **piVotal” 
Western state arranged for a series of 
joint discussions. Both men were 
popnlar, both of fine appearance and 
were eo well matched in mental force 
and SB orators that the contest between 
them promised to be a magnifi<}ent 
one. For several weeks the scales bal­
anced evenly.

Bot one day the brilliant Republi­
can candidate (¡ame no ailing. He 
seemed oveitxnne and spoke laboredly. 
The next day he wae even lees efileo- 
tive. Later he was compelled to ask 
his opponent for a postponement of 
certain appointments, which ' was 
granted. Before the cam ^ g n  ended 
he had abandoned the field altogether.

Meantime the Democratic candidate 
continued his canvass, seeming to 
grow stronger, cheerier and more effec­
tive with each succeeding week. He 
waeele<}ted. One eveniogin De(¡em- 
ber while entertaining several gentle­
men he said:

*T will tell you a campaign secret— 
which gave me the election. With the 
opening of my (»mpaign I  began oar­
ing for my liver, I  knew thaia disor­
dered or torpid liver meant dnllnees 
and possible sickness.

In his (»se the ques­
tion will probably arise, which is the 
greatest authority, the law-inaking 
branch of the government or a mem­
ber of its executive department, and 
the question may also be raised wheth­
er any officer of the government has 
authority to order the commitment of 
trespass on the possessions of private 
individuals. Secretary Lamar issued 
his order for the opening of the t'ail 
through the leased ranges with 
his eyes entirely opened to the situa­
tions. He had been dnly and officially 
notified that the cattle in question 
where diseased and he was requested 
to have them inspected by a govern­
ment veterinary surgeon before the 
promulgation of his order. Secretary 
Lamar will be a prominent figure in 
these suits.—[This is from the Dodge

Tha Grub Tax.
A stockman’s meeting at Gunsight, 

Stephens county, resulted in a 
grand kick on the part of the 
smaller stockmen against rounding-up 
cattle and letting the larger outfite cut 
them out, besides making a grand 
speculation out of a grub wagon. The 
conclusion arrived at was that the 
smaller stockmen^ would let their own 
cattle run, and let the larger outfits 
run to suit themselves. Having missed 
the first meeting the J o u r n a l  is not 
posted as to the merits of the case, but 
submits the following resolutions of the 
late meeting as published in the Breck- 
enrldge Texian.

W h e r e a s , I t  has ever been the cus­
tom In round-ups in Northwest Texas 
that cattle companies and men own: 
ing cattle by the thousand organize 
round-ups and furnish a wagon and 
provisions for the entire outfit, and

W h e r e a s , These* large cattle own­
ers are merely represented in said out­
fits, having about one man to the 1900 
or 2000 head owned by them, which is 
wholly inadequate to make any kind 
of a drive without the assistance of the 
small stockmen. Therefore we, the’ 
small stockmen, in meeting assembled, 

Hesolved, 1. That we view with re­
gret the recent innovations on the old 
eatablishe<[ custom of round-ups.

Hesolved, 2. That as we make al­
most the entire drive, these same large 
cattle owners after, furnishing the pre­
visions are still on the debtor side of 
the round-up account.

Hesolved, 3. That the 2J cents p?r 
head is arbitrary, exorbitant and un­
just. That we refuse to pay it, and 
pledge ourselves to resist it, and that 
ai soon as practicable we will be a mill­
stone round this odious grub tax edict 
and cast it into the depths of hadeet

Your committee further beg to Re­
port that they deem it at present in­
expedient to organize for fall work, 
but recommend this meeting to assem­
ble at Breckenridge the first Monday 
in February, 1886, and take final ac­
tion, and that we request all small 
stockmen to meet us then and there.

The Feeding Prospect 
Is not so good as it might be for lack 
of money on the part of men who 
would feed cattle. Banks are carrying 
the cotton trade as usual, and this will 
tie up the sdant capital of the section 
until December. Feeders are fearfnl 
of low markets next spring, some hav­
ing lost by last winters operations. 
Three and four year old steers are of­
fered at Sets per pound. While those 
who are disposed to purchase are off­
ering; 21 @ cents, for three-year- 
olds. On such a basis the fe^ that 
have changed hands have been sold, 
and sellers are reluctant to give up 
their cattle on any such basis. The 
feeding demand is scattering just now 
but is likely to take some definite 
shape before another month passes 
over, bat unless St. Louis and Chicago 
can show a better feeling and stronger 
prices, sellers will be more anxious to 
sell and buyers will be less anxious to 
buy.

He has 60,000 fine bred sheep and sold 
his this year’s clip at 18 cents per 
pound, the largest price obtained by 
any flock owner the-present season 
west of the Missouri.
