It is Very lucky for our cattle grow­
ers that the season has been propitious, 
as from the present low prices of beef 
cattle in Chicago and other markete 
they would not realize from thdr la- 
vestments nearly what they expected 
at the opening of the season. The 
early fall frosts hold oft luckily, and 
from all quarters comes the report ttuit 
grass is curing admirably, a n d 'ite  
chances are that the range will be in 
excellent condition for winter feeding.

Under ordinary dreumstances this 
meeting would have been unneoeesa- 
ry as each association appointed dele­
gates at the spring meetings, and a few 
hours conversatton would besoffident 
for practical men to define their 
course and appoint certain men to do 
4he work that might be necessary. It 
will not be denied however, that there 
are extraordinary dreumstances call­
ing for profound thought, a definite 
policy, with the whole strength of the 
owners of nine millions of cattle to 
back it, and the meeting ought to so 
result that the voice of Texas at the 
convention may be the * echo of the 
Texas purpose in all matters to be act. 
ed upon at Bt. Louis.

But’the resolulions of the executive 
committee of the Northwest Texas 
Cattle Raisers ass<wiation went into 
uiother matter, and recommended 
that the representative meeting also 
agree upon a quarantine line through 
the state. This subject is one requiring 
decisive action. It should be handled 
by every representative man in thq 
cattle businees and by every drover. 
When Kansas enacted a quarantine 
law the state made it appear that all 
Texas cattle south of parallel 34 of 
North latitude were unfit to enter that 
state. The state of Colorado put the 
line at 36, and New Mexico and Arizo­
na were satisfied to make no invidious 
distinctions between any Texas 
cattle, and decided to keep 
them all out. The Panhandle 
by resolution barred everything south 
of the Texas and Pacific railroad, and 
east of Wilbarger down to Shackel­
ford, and while this was not a law, 
with one or two exceptions it had the 
same effect. Now each state and ter­
ritory by legislative enactment, and 
the Panhandle by resolution, thought 
fit to treat the state differently, and 
now the Northwest Texas association 
proposes to ask the whole state to 
gather up the lines and place them 
dowii again, as one line, wherever it 
can be ascertained it rightly belongs. 
This association as the only one not 
generally barred, and the one not wild­
ly fearful of any disease of Texas cattle, 
does not evade or dodge the issue that 
Texas must do something to guiae the 
associations, and the legislatqres of 
other states and territories, î n the 
legislature last year, and it Is belieived 
without instruction of any association, 
a legal measure having something bf 
this sort in view was killed, but it is 
believed that many stockmen wbo^ 
would not have approved any such 
measure in times past will now ap. 
prove it, and assist in defining the line 
in order to prevent the promiscuous 
condemnation of Texas stock on ac­
count of a mystery no man has yet 
been able to solve to the satisfaction of 
any one else. What is hoped for, is 
that a safe linefihall be drawn, so that 
the other states can consistently 
change the laws and admit all cattle 
by any route that are not requiring 
quarantine, and that a trail shall be 
established for the others that must be 
quarantined to prove their good health, 
a trail that all other cattle can avoid. 
Bo far as Texas jurisdiction extends 
there will be no difflculty about this 
trail. In the Indian territory there 
will be no opposition, and nose wor­
thy of mention in the neutral strip. 
None is expected on the Western bor­
der of Kansas, and it is possible there 
will be none beyond, and it may be 
that a quarantine at a suitable place 
may be established snnewhere north 
of Texas where the cattle going on the 
trail can rest, recuperate and qualify 
for entrance into Kansas, Colorado and 
the territories. We may not be wise 
in taking too much for granted about 
this trail, but we certainly may calcu­
late that as it was in the past so it will 
be in the future that Texas differences 
will not be adjusted .in Kansas, Colora­
do or anywhere else to the advantage 
of any section of our own state. We 
can take it for granted that if the line 
must be drawn on the map of Texas 
one line is better than three, and the 
one line can be better adjusted by 
the hands of Texans than by those on 
the outside who are interested in tak­
ing ad'vantage of every circumstance 
operating against this state for purpo­
ses c f their own in the way of business.

Another subject—the land question 
—purely a domestic matter, can be 
overhauled at this meeting if deemed 
expedient. At this moment there are 
influences at work greatly damaging 
the stock interests, and it is supposed 
to be done under (he laws of the state. 
An effort is being noade to show 
that many stockmen are making 
illegal use of the public domain where 
they are acting strictly within the law. 
The state is attempting to force stcck- 
men to accept leasee that are of no val­
ue, and oy means (hat savor strongly 
of old country systems, place all parts 
of Texas where there are public lands 
in a most nnfiivorable situation for the 
beet interests of the state. S ’oekmen 
ought to act for themselves in these 
premises before further harm is done. 
There are good reasons to justify a 
called meeting.

CHMRLES éeODHIBHT

Discusses the Situation W ith  Our 
Dallas Man.

On Wednesday morning the Dallas 
representative of the Btock Jo u r n a l  
espied in the rotunda of the Grand 
Windsor hotel Bfr. Charles Gkxidnight 
of the Panhandle, whom he approach­
ed and interviewed on the situation

Touching the 15th of May conven­
tion at Dallas, Mr. Gtoodnight said: 
"In  my judgment the 15th of May 
convention at Dallas—that is to say, 
the convention'which established and 
oudined the trail, accomplished more 
than any convention held in the state 
for years, in this, that it resulted in a 
way for the cattle to iret* out of the 
state.' It is my conviction that the 
various cattle associations of the state 
should convene once more and settle 
upon a line of policy that will reenlt 
in benefit to the state. I most cer­
tainly think they should con veno 
prior to the Bt. Louis convention. I f 
they do not convene before they go to 
Bt. Louis and agree upon a line of 
policy, they will go there and wrangle 
as before, and worse. I might state 

further that I believe when they next 
convene in the state there will be two 
trails laid out which can be adopted. 
I fear that if we are not represented 
in St. Louis as we should be, our in­
terests will suffer very much—it is of 
the greatest importance that we 
should be united in Bt. Long-should 
stand as a unit for Texas.”

Referring to President Cleveland’s 
order of expulsion directed to the 
Cheyenne and Arapahoe lessees, Mr. 
Goodnight said: ' Ot ooiprse, it has 
pr wen a great loss to the cattlemen, 
and it does not do the Indian any 
good, for the reason that, in my judg­
ment, there will be as many cattle in 
the territory now as there were before, 
and nothing will be paid on them. 
Again, the cattlemen who were in the 
territory were monied and business 
men,and werd compelled to bring about 
a state of qliiet and order, whereas, 
before they went in there It was 
filled with lawless men. There is no 
benefit that I can sea that will result 
to the Indian from the expulaii m .”

The conversation reverting once 
more to the propriety of ho Idjng a 
convention Mr. Goodnight reniM'ked: 
" I  think that the members &f the 
different associations should meet end 
agree upon a line of policy, which I 
think they are in better position to ,do 
now than they have ever been since 
they have been organized. There is 
really less jealousy existing now, in 
my judgment, than there ever was 
before.”

Referring to the prospects for the 
cattle trade of Texas in the coming 
future, Mr. Goodnight said': " I  think 
cattle will get higher, but not at once; 
that is for two reasons: confidence 
must be restored, and all men who are 
going to be ‘broke’ must be broke firsi. 
Just as soon as'that is the case cattle 
will rise in value. In my judgment 
there is going to be a shortage o f beef 
-two years from to-day. ,

in the country than could be properly 
ranged. This la true. But the next 
qneation is, how can they be properly 
distributed. There are ranges in cer­
tain localities for several hundred 
thciusand cattle, where the interests of 
these already there prompts them to 
send forth in one way or another the 
idea that their ranges are badly over­
stocked. Three or four years ago when 
wildcat prices were current for range 
property it seemed to be the policy of 
holders to attract as much attention as 
possible to their localities, with -the 
hope of entrapping foreign capital 
which was then so freely circulating 
here. But now since the boom has 
burst and the business has settled to a 
solid business basis, those who said 
"come, come”  ate now saying “ Stay, 
stay away, we have no room for 
more.”  ,

But all this has irot much reference 
to the present state ot the cattle mar­
ket. In a general way there seems to 
be a brighter prospect for the remaind­
er of the beef season, but that is all 
that can be said. Prices might be con­
siderably stronger without being very 
dazzling. Still, there is ✓ ¿very reason 
to believe that if shipments are a'ny- 
where near confined to cattle that are 
fit to come to a beef market, It may 
safely be said that prices will be fairly 
remunerative.

It seems that there has seldom been 
a time when there was such a general 
feeling of uneasiness in the cattle trade. 
Especially is this true of the trade in 
the far west and northwest. A  few of 
the fattest and best bred 1,200 to 1,300 
lb cattle from isolated quarters where 
ruage has been very good have sold at 
about $5 00 per cwt. from the very 
opening of the season up to the pre­
sent time. But on the second and 
third rate qualties there has been so 
much demoralization that owners have 
in many cases been seriously bewild­
ered as the beat course to pursue. With 
train loads of 1,100 to 1,200 lb western 
cattle selling at $3 50 to 3 75 and In 
some cases lower it is not much 
wonder that many western men were 
discouraged and decided to keep over 
or arrange for corn feeding their cat­
tle.

As stated above, the really fir8^claaB 
range cattle though lower, o f oouree, 
than last year, have continued to sell 
at about steady prices; prices not low 
in comparison with'Jthe general range 
o f values.

The trouble is that about nine but of 
every ten ranges have been overstock­
ed, or the cattle on them have been 
overworked by different owners “ gin­
ning”  the whole lot too often to allow 
them to accumulute any fat. What 
will be done in the fhture to overcome 
this difficulty which is decidedly on 
the increase is a hard question so solve. 
There sorely ought to ba some uni­
formity of action among owners so as 
not to defeat the chief ends of their 
business.

Ooe strawberry roan heifer, 3 years 
old, brand burnt out on right hip, 
marked crop left, and underslope right 
ear.

One brown 2 year old heifer, brand 
burnt on left side and hip, marked 
undeslope each ear.

One red 1 year old heifer,supposed to 
have been branded L ou right hip 
burnt out, marked swallowfork and 
underbit left, and crop right ear.

One red and white pieded 2 year old 
steer, brand burnt out on side, bobtail, 
marked underslope each ear.

One red and white spotted 2 year old 
heifer,brand burnt out on left side, has 
an original brand on the jaw a small 
O, marked crop left, and ginglebob in 
right ear.

them. The sheep is regaining its 
place and will be nearly as highly 
prizad as ever it was.

Outside of the reports quoted from 
Eastern authorities, and beyond the 
statistics so far published showing the 
price and quantity of wool in store, re­
ceived and sold, and the decrease in 
numbers of sheep, we know 
of ourselves that sheep in Tex 
as and other parts of the 
West have simply "gone up”  in con­
siderable numbers, and that when the 
demand for wool continues many 
moons as it has for a month past, this 
country will be sold out and it will be 
necessary to look abroad for more.

The Texas clip has been variously 
estimated. A few years since, before 
the sheep crazs, good authorities placed 
our fall year’s clip at 28,000,000 pounds. 
It then rose to 30, 32, 36 and has been 
quoted at above 40 millions pounds. 
We believe that 28,000,000, or possibly 
a million or two less will cover the ac­
tual clip of Texv» in 1SS5, and there is 
every reason to believe that a corres­
ponding decrease c%n be found "all 
along the line.”  It is the same as if 
every fourth sheep had been killed, 
and if the change had not come to 
pass it would have continued down­
ward until the numbers could be 
i;eached to make the shortage greater, 
when the supply would become mate-, 
rially less than called for by a weak 
demand. We are not certain that the 
decrease method is stopped yet. If it 
is donecajefuily by culling the flocks, 
this state can spare a half a million 
more of scrubs without loss c f any­
thing but taxes.

This is what we are driving at, cull 
the flecks, pick out your light shear­
ers, the undersiz2d, the unprofitable 
sheep, shape up the fl ck, and you can 
keep a good thrifty ewe to get you a 
good lamb by a good buck, don’ t breed 
the common bare bellied, long legged 
ewe while you can get rid of her. Try 
to nurse your scrubs along until you 
can get something for them then turn 
them loose. If it can not be done for 
cash, trade for something that don’ t eat 
grass; sheep of the commonest kind 
have a trading value. The sheep jvith 
the light fleece may be in condition 
for the local butcher. Pass them in, 
relieve the flocks of the burden. A 
sheep that won’ t shear more than 3 
pounds will not pay more than expen­
ses, better let her feed go to a sheep 
that will shear a pound more and pay 
15 cents over the years expenses 
Economizs your grass, your feed, 
your shelter and your labor; and shape 
yourselfto make something oflT every 
sheep you have, and to have no sheep 
that you cannot afford to keep. Pre­
pare yourselves for good times so as to 
take advantage when they come just 
as we ought to have shaped for bad 
times two years since.

There is a* whisper in the air of a 
general improvement all around, not 
leaving out the sheepman. The peo­
ple who have trudged along in their 
old clothes are buying new suits, the 
retailer is calling on the jobber, he up­
on the mill, the mill man strikes for 
the wool man, and the wool man is 
now scooting over Texas for the priv­
ilege of paying for the fall clip, the 
price he was fearful to pay for better 
clips in the spring. Go on wool grow­
ing; keep the sheep growing and thri­
ving, and look for the prosperity that 
must necessarily follow hard times.

The Wool Trade.
Once again t^e woc>l markets hold 

up. New York, Philadelphia and 
Boston are all doing heavy business 
and prices have advanced at Boston. 
The Texas, Southern and Territory 
wools have sold ac better prices than 
for many a d:iy. The' advertiser pdb 
lie essales as follows :

Territory wool—The sales include
46.000 lbs. Territory 15 to 25c; 25,000 
lbs fine medium do, 22^c; 28,000 lbs 
territory, 25o; 17,000 lbs do, fo 24c;
50.000 lbs Montana fine medium, 25c;
30.000 trerritory on p t ; 50,000 lbs 
Wyoming and Kansas on p t ; 25,000 
lbs territory on p t ; 20,000 lbs Colora­
do on p t. Total 291,000..

Texas end Bouthern wool—The sales 
include 20,000 lbs Texas, 24 to 24^c;
7.000 lbs 2 Virginia 26c; 5.000 lbs Tex­
as, 24c; 30,000 lbs medium do on p t ;
26.000 lbs fine* do, 24 to 25o. Total,
87.000

The dArertiser says further : "The 
market has been less active than last 
week by 1,534,300 lbs, but nevertheless 
a large business has been done. The 
decrease in the sales is not all sur­
prising; indeed, the wonder is it has 
not come before. For 11 weeks now 
the sales have averaged each week 
over 4.700.000 lbs, making the unpre­
cedented total of 52,535,250 lbs. A  
year ago the total sales for the entire

large mills which have sent to Ger­
many for their supply of woolen yams 
for the balance of the year. The hois- 
ery men are complaining of the prices 
of pulled wools, and they and other 
manufacturers bought 4.000 bales of 
East India wools at the London sale 
of Tuesday last. We also hear of heavy 
purchases of New Zealand wools in 
the London market, bought on ac­
count of manufacturers. These wools 
would compete with Ohio wools and 
would cost about 74c clean here. In 
short, the high prices of wool are lead­
ing to larger importations of foreign 
wools, just as the slight ^vance in 
goods and the quick demand have led 
to free sales of foreign goods. We 
hear in this connection of one Provi­
dence mill which advanced their 
worsted 5 cents per yard having put 
them back again, as the market would 
not stand the advance. There is dan- 
ger of getting wool where manufac­
turers cannot afford to pay the prices.”  

It is very well to be conservative and 
cry "stop.”  but if after three years des­
olation and loss, the price not barely 
paying for growing a clip is beyond 
the ability of mills to pay, then indeed, 
is the wool growing business in bad 
shape, but Texas flock owners will 
part with their flocks for a song and 
crowd the mutton markets as the East 
is doing, if the spring year’s clip don’ t 
hold up to a Texas basis of 20 cents. 
The present quotations sustain these 
prices for year’s growth clips 
and buyers who worked Texas in the 
spring are now realizing a bonanza, 
by the rise. Here fall clips are now 
selling for close up to the prices of last 
spring clips and there is a certain feel­
ing of strength that is comforting.

The Commercial Bulle in says;
‘ The market is slightly stronger but 
somewhat less active, the sales for the 
week amounting to 4,553,850 pounds; a 
large volume of business in an ordi­
nary condition of the market but small 
in comparison with the extraordinary 
totals of the past few weeks. The de­
cline in the volume of business is not 
due to a lack of demand but largely to 
the fact that dealers have ceased offer­
ing large lines of wool, having sold 
freely for future delivery, and also to 
the fact that, as noticed below, there 
is an actual scarcity of favored lines of 
domestic leading to importations from 
England.

The market for woolen goods has< 
continued to justify the advance in the 
raw material. There is now a scarcity 
of certain makes of heavy woolen 
hosiery and an advance in price of 7 
per cent has been made and obtained 
during the week on shaker socks and 
heavy underwear. The Washington 
mills are again to be put in operation. 
The worsted mills sold their entire pro­
duction some weeks ago. The cassi- 
mere mills are much more prosperous 
and several -of them have declined 
taking further orders. The Pacific 
mills have sold already "at value”  
nearly their entire production of cash­
meres for next summer’s wear. These 
straws indicate that the stagnation in 
manufacturing is over and that manu­
facturers are puichasing wool, not in 
anticipation of a demand for goods, 
but to manufacture goods already sold.

Mr. Tisdall, of Blacker St Tisdall, 
Mt. Blanco, Crosby county, says that 
cattle, hemes and sheep are doing well. 
They drive muttons to Kansas next 
spring.

Very little wool is coming into Fort 
Worth. A few bags have sold at 15 
cents. It is rumored that buyeTs go 
out, meet the wool as it comes in and 
snap it up.

Col. D. E Bentley is giving his flock 
his undivided personal attention and 
his sheep are said to be in fine condi­
tion. He has not been to town in a 
month.—[Colorado dipper.

Mutton Sheep in Double D ecks— 
Shipping in Broken D oses— 

Oregon Mutton.

A part of a shipment of 2,200 fat 
Montana sheep, shipped in double 
decks, sold this date at $3 60. The 
sheep averaged 92 lbs, and there were 
only 352 in the lot; some 1,700 being 
held back to be put on the market in 
doses to suit the demand. It costs a 
little more to keep sheep on the road 
in this way. but the whole lot dumped 
on the market in one day by one man 
in addition to the regular supply 
would probably have sold 50 to 60c 
per 100 lbs less. It will not take much 
arithmetic to show which way is most 
profitable to the shipper.

Dario g the past week sheep advanc­
ed 25 to 50j in priicee, and the general 
market improved in tone for all decent 
mutton sheep.

Eastern shippers have been doing a 
fair amount of business lately, but re­
ports from the seaboaid points show 
that men in the East as well as those 
in the West are marketing many 
sheep that are not "up to grade;”  
hence the Eastern markets have no 
use for cur common stock when they 
are supplied from surrounding points.

The receipts of sheep during the 
past week were lighter than usual, 
which fact, doubtless, accounts for the 
imrrovement.

Current receipts are not so heavy as 
last year, but there are many good 
sheep in the far Northwest tl^t are 
now moving marketward. Many of 
these sheep are comparatively light, 
running from 90 to 100 lbs, but as a 
rule, the Oregon and Montana sheep 
are in very fair mutton condition.

It does look m  if times were improv­
ing. There is one thing that ought to 
be a source of gratification and assur- 
anoe, and that is that values of all 
kinds are on a basis so low tliat a pan-

The entire 
flock sheared last May over eight 
pounds per head of a class of wool that 
brings the highest price in the 
market.” —[Exchange.

P. T. Blake, a former sheepman of 
this county, but now of Howard, ar­
rived Thursday morning. J. M. Wal­
ker, who is a prominent business man 
of Big Springs and an extensive flock 
master at the head of North Concho 
accompanied him. Mr. W. leased 12 
sections of school land on the day of 
his arrival. His ranch now consists 
of 24 sections and is supplied with 
water from several weels.—[Sin An­
gelo Standard.

There have been two shipments of 
Merino rams West since our last re 
port. Chas. C.^everance went Thurs­
day of last week to Abilene, Texas, 
with a carload owned by Chas. A. 
Chapman, and on Monday Frank Sev­
erance started with a carload for Big 
Springs, Texas. Others are getting 
cars ready. The outlook is for such a 
trade in this sort of live stock as has 
not been seen for several years.— 
[Middlebury CYermont) Register.

Wool is coming in quite freely now. 
Dr. Moore’s wool arrived this week. 
The P. 8. McLarty wool came in this 
week. The J. W. McCall clio of wool 
came in Friday night. T. E. James, 
with his clip of wool, came in Satur­
day. N. N. Fitchet brought his fall 
clip of wool in Friday. 8. N- Roberts 
arrived in town Saturday morning 
with his clip of wool. J. Lauphheim- 
er, wool buyer of St. Louis, came up 
after the fall clip Friday. One of our 
wool buyers shipped te^ thousand 
pounds this week to Philadelphia. 
The Cole Brothers, of Mobeetie, who 
sold their wool here in the spring took 
it to Harrold this fall, and telegraphed 
cur buyer here as prices did not suit 
them in Harrold.—[Wichita Herald.

Our fine unwashed wools seem to be 
called for from a different direction 
from what they uaually have been. 
But a little of it bas formerly been 
shipped to New York. During the 
last few weeks, however, 140,000 
pounds have been sent there from this 
county. An agent from a large wool 
house purchased of Messrs. Wright St 
Twitchell 25,000 pounds which they 
had in store, and, with the assistance 
of Mr. Twitchell. he bought of our 
farmers over 60,000 pounds. He also 
purcha%>ed two other large lots in the 
county, one of.30,000 pounds and the 
other of 20,0W. Fine wool is new 
worth three cents a pound more than 
it was sold for in the early part of the 
season.-[Middlebury (Vermont) Reg­
ister.

The wool market continues slow and 
unchanged. The demand is quite 
large while the supplyis insignificantly 
small, and sellers are pushing up pri­
ces slowly but surely. Outside of this 
there is nothing new to note. I  made 
a round of the wool dealers’ offices 
seeking for something new but could 
find nothing. Dealers have many 
sample fleeces ready for exhibition and 
premiunos at our comlnsf fair, and from 
what I learn, competition ìr this re­
spect will be qiute lively. Much more 
so than last year. Thus we are moving 
right on and improving too. Talk 
about the fair puts me in mind of thè 
great exposition now going on. The 
city is full of strangers while the influx 
bas only begun. Gilmore’s band is 
here. Next week the fair, the veiled 
prophets pageant,the trades procession, 
the grand street illuminations, horse 
racing, etc., old St. Louis is a mighty 
lively town just now. We have 
"awoke”  from our lethargic sleep and 
are making it interesting for our com­
petitor the village by the lake. Here 
I am digressing and will stop short be­
fore I conkume too much of the valua­
ble space in the J o u r n a l .

The sheep market has improved 
some and decent to good sheep are sel­
ling more readily and bring better 
prices but they are still low and un­
profitable. Sales made ranged from 
$1 50 to 3 50 per 100 lbs, according to 
quality, with the bulk going at less 
than $3 00 per 100 lbs. Not many Texas 
sheep come in and sales were made at 
range of 31 50 to 2 75 per 100 lbs. The 
prospects ahead are a little brighter 
but it would not do to bet on.

36 to 37c, fair 34 to 35c, low or dingy 
and coarse 28 to 32c. Unwashed— 
choice medium clothing and combing

At a recent meeting of the sheepmen 
it was agreed to fix the price foi shear­
ing a 2̂  cents per head, but as there 
was no permanent organization and 
quite a number of sheepmen not pres­
ent contracts were made at 3 cents per 
head, and shearers receiving 3 cents at 
some places would not shear for lower 
prices at others, thus compelling all of 
our sheepmen to pay the former price.

The fall round-up in Kinney and 
Val Verde counties commences on 
September 25, and our stockmen are 
making preparations for it.
' Messrs. L. D. Bunton, Jas. Stone, 
W. E Porter and Roberts St Lyles 
have driven and shipped about 5000 
head of cattle to Presidio county, and 
will there range them.

Successful Sheep-Husbandry.
The ways and means by which sheep 

hnsbsndry can be made profitable 
mast be learned, says the Breeder’s 
Gszatte, jaat as every other basinees 
must be lexrned, before the man en­
gaging in it can reasonably find it 
profitable.

The knowledge necessary is of a two­
fold character. The snocessful mana­
ger of a fiock of sheep must not alone 
know what to do, and when and how 
to do it; he most know what not to do. 
As the snccesefal pilot must have 
knowledge not alone of the deep and 
smooth waters oi the ronte his vessel is 
to traverse, but as well must know the 
location of the hidden rocks and shoals 
Jo be avoided, so most the shepherd 
know the course in bis business that is 
free from obstrnctions, and which will 
under ordinary conditions, insure suc­
cessful results.

First of all have your mind thorough­
ly made up as to what particular phase 
of the industry you propose to confine 
your efforts. In reaching this conclu­
sion one will need lo take into account 
the amount of capital to be invested, 
the kind and number of sheep he will 
begin with, and the limits to which 
capital and surroundings circumscribe 
him. I f  the owner of land one can 
“ taie chances”  from which the mere 
lease-holder is barred. A  large pro­
portion of the failures among men mak­
ing sheep-husbandry their leading 
business have resulted from indebted­
ness incurred for sheep and lands with 
the expectation that profits would 
soon wipe out both principal and in- 
terest. Àt any other time than when 
a “ boom”  is on, more money will be 
made from a small, well-selected flock 
that has been paid for than from a 
1 irger one from which the first returns 
belong to the, creditor.

When once the mind is made up as 
to the kind aad number of sheep- 
stick. Don’ t let the report that some 
other man, at aome other place, is 
working wonders with some other 
kind of sheep, divert you from ftie 
road you have marked out. Work to 
show the world, what you (}an do with 
your sheep and with your surround­
ings.

When you buy a sheep for breeding 
purposes be sure that it is better than 
the best in your own flock in blood 
and physical development; and when 
you have bought it see that it is cared 
for like any other valuable piece of 
property. Good live stock, like good 
clothes, can not be exposed to all kinds 
of hardship withoi(t showing the et- 
fects of such harsh treatment.

Take off the wool as soon as the 
weather seems settled and warm 
enough to admit of it in safety to the 
sheep, and put the fleeces in such order 
that the buyer will readily giv^ you 
the top price for wools of similar grade.

Breed so as to have every lamb an 
improvement upon the average stand­
ard of the flock, and sell as soon as thfy 
cau be made ready all that come be­
low such standard. When the time 
comes for selling animals of any age 
do the selecting yourself—always 
keeping the beat. They are worth 
more to you than anyone else, so long 
as you are not overstocked.

Do not be tempted into keeping 
nuore sheep than you have firét-clasa 
arrangements for keeping—food and 
other necessary accommodations.

Do not keep difi':)ren  ̂breeds t f  sheep 
together. The conditions best suited 
to some are not the best for others, 
and when mixed the reenlt will ba 
that all will come short of their high­
est possible results. ;

Do not make “ spread eagle”  calcula­
tions, and then quarrel with the sheep 
be(»use your dreams are not realized.

Do not depend on tariffs, or any­
thing outside of your own individual 
judgment and energy to increase your 
income from your own flock.

Do not abandon sheep-husbandry 
because prices are temporarily unsatis­
factory, or bo in any hurry to expand 
your business when a “ boom”  sets in. 
Wool and mutton, like anything else, 
will vary in price, and the changes in 
price will come faster than any man 
can change his business without sacri­
fice.

Do no!; take many risks by experi­
menting in crossing different types of 
sheep. Successes are the exception 
and are secured only through long and 
persistent effort. Among the existing 
types are to be found better animals 
than any one is likely to get by cross­
ing, po matter how successful his ef­
forts in that line may prove.,

The Great Darlington Dairy.

At Darlington Station,. Middletown 
Township, Delaware county, on the 
West Chester & Philadelphia railroad, 
19 miles from Philadelphia, are located 
tbe celebrated Darlington butter dai­
ries. The Darlingtons, as is well- 
known have become famous in eastern 
states for the quality of their product; 
so much so that they can oommana 
and obtain at all sea&jna fully doable 
the regular market price of other bat­
ter. Within tbe past year tbe Dari- 
ingtoDs oonstrucied a large dairy upon 
^ e  most approved plans, and put in 
the latest and best applianoes for but­
ter making, the whole costing alone 
tbe prioeof a rich 100 acre farm.

The present proprietors of the Dar- 
lingUm farm and dairies are Joseph 
and Jared Darlington, the style of the 
firm being J. A  J. Darlington. The 
business was'established by the grand- 
fether of the Darlingtons about 1800, 
and for more than half a century the 
name of Darlington has been a 
synonym for all that la good aud pure 
In the batter world. Jesso and Jared 
Darlington came into possession of the 
business on the death of their father in 
1863. Tbe old homestead of 200 acres 
was all the land at that time they had 
devoted to dairy purposes. Now they 
have four farms, making in the aggre­
gate about 660 acres. The soil of these 
tracts is o f the very best, and nearly all

of fkrm work and planting and ' har- 
vestiog of crops goes on regularly at all 
times.

T H E  M IL K  c o w s
The entire dairy of cows number 

about 260, and are divided among the 
four farms according to tbe size and 
accommodations of each. They are all 
native grade cows, carefully selected, 
most of them by the proprietors them­
selves. The Darlingtons feed very 
heavy the year ronnd, and when their 
cows go dry they are nsually ready for 
the butcher’s knife. Even among so 
large a herd a poor dairy cow is soon 
detected here, and. If there is any 
doubt at all of her being profitable, she 
is taken from the general herd, turned 
in with the feeders, and in a few 
weeks, or probably a few days, sold to 
the batcher for bwf. The average life 
of a dairy cow at the Darlington farm 
is not over five years, and the large 
majoricy of the cows are changed with­
in three years. They have, however, 
some old veterans, who have grown 
wrinkled to the end of tbe horn in the 
service of butter making, and are still 
almost worth their weight in Darling­
ton batter. Being well fed, most of 
the cows milk up to within a short 
time of calving.

TH E  FEEDIN Q
Besides wading to their knees in 

grass the cows are fed regi^arly at this 
time of year, and all through the sum­
mer, twice a day. The feed given 
them is dry wheat bran, about one- 
third of a bushel to each cow, daily. 
I f  the pasture gets short, this feed is 
increased.

In the winter cows are fed three 
times a day. They are housed at the 
stables on the different farms about 
the 1st of November, and, being 
watered in the barnyard, are permitted 
to roam at will in tne meadows again 
until about the mid(ile of Mtiy. Each 
cow is fed during the season about 
equal weights of cornmeal and bran, 
about ten pounds of each per dayj 
mixed with cut clover hay and damp­
ened with cold water. Tne cows are 
given no dry bay, or any other kind of 
feed. They milk well upon this mix­
ture of clover hay, cornmeal aud bran, 
and after a year’s service in the dairy 
herd upon such provender the thinnest 
of the herd becomes as fat, sleek and 
smooth as a two-year-old. Over 3,000 
bushels of corn and hundreds of tons 
of hay are raised annuaUy on theDarl- 
ton farm, bat even this large amount 
goes but a short way toward feeding 
the dairy stock. The greater part of 
the feed is bought in Pniladelphia, the 
hay being shipped in large bales.

THE MILKING.
The cows are milked twice a day by 

a force of milkers at each farm. Tne 
stables are kept clean and well venti­
lated. As the milk is taken from the 
cow it is sti'aiued into forty-quart cans, 
and then loaded upon wagons and sent 
direct to the dairy, before the milks is 
cool, to be run through the separator.

The new dairy of the Darlingtons is 
located at the Logtown Farm, on the 
state road, abuut hall a mile from Dar­
lington Station. It was erected last 
year—building, the machinery and all 
appurtenances—at a cost of over $10, 
000. It is supplied with three of the 
DsLaval separators, and was built es­
pecially adapted for their use. The 
building is 45 by 50 feet in size. Tne 
spring, where tne cream is kept and 
tne butter worked, is all below tbe 
ground. There are two stories above 
ground, however, and here the sepa­
rator and churning room, washroom, 
boiler-room, engine-room, workshop, 
ice-house, etc , are located. The sepa­
rators and churns are run by steam, 
generated by a ten-horse power engine. 
The boiler room is entirely separated 
from the other departments, in order 
tkat the heat may not effect the even 
temperature of the room. The water 
supplying the dairy comes from a cool, 
never-failing spring near by, and flows 
into the building through one and a 
half inch pipes, and can be shut off or 
turned on by spigots. From another 
spring, across the road, on the hillside, 
comes water which supplies the steam 
boiler and that used for washing pur­
poses. The hot water, a great deal of 
which is used about the premises, is 
heated in the upper part of the build­
ing by tbe exhaust steam. >

The separators are by t far the most 
interesting parr of the process of butter 
making at the D irlington dairies. The 
old way of separating the cream from 
the milk for butter-making purposes 
was to allow the milk to stand In shal­
low or deep pans about 48 hours, until 
the cream rose to the surface, and then 
to skim it off. To the Darlingtons the 
dairymen of this country are mainly 
indebted for the prompt introduction 
of the DeLaval saparator. It is a 
Danish invention, and tbe Darling- 
tons were tbe first dairymen in this 
country to recognize it. Half the labor 
is saved and 12 per cent, more butter 
is obtained than by the setting proce-s. 
At the Darlington dairies it required 
10 quarts of pure milk to make a pound 
of butter by the slow settling and the 
skimming process. With the separa­
tor they get a pound of batter from 
nine quarts, which, in a large dairy 
like tnis, means a gain of nearly 100 
pounds per week.

While the mils is yet warm tbe first 
wagon-load drives up to the dairy from 
the homestead farm of the Darlingtons, 
each morning, shortly after 6 o’clock. 
The milk is emptied into tbe large 
tank which feeds the separators, and, 
after arranging and fixing a lot of 
pipes and tubing the machinery is set 
in motion. By a small half-inch pipe 
the milk flows into the separators at an 
even rate from the tank. The separa­
tor is worked by (Centrifugal force, and 
a large steel bowl revolves inside a 
metal frame, with the milk and cream 
floating around it, at tbe rat^_pf_8,000 
revolutions per minute. The cream 
rises to the top of the bowl, and trick­
les out of a little opening at the top, 
and from these flows by a small pipe 
to a vessel set to receive it. The refuse 
milk goes out by a pipe into a iari 
tank, and when the latter is full 
pumped by steam through pipes laid 
underground to the hog-pen, about 
200 yards away on the hillside. Tbe 
tank that feeds the separator is capa­
ble of holding 550 quarts, and, as each 
separator passes about 250 quarts an 
hour, the milk from the four herds 
can all be separated in at least an hour 
and a half; unless in case of an acci­
dent the separators do not stop at all 
daring the process of separating.

From a night’s or morning’s milk­
ing at the Dalington dariee from four 
to five large oreampots of rich sweet 
cream Are obtAined. This is then set 
away in the deep, (X>ol water of the 
cream-room, where it stands for at 
leabt a day before being ohiimed 
Churning days here are Mondays and 
Thursdays. Early on these mornings 
the cream is etrained and gotten ready 
for the churn. Tbe two large churns 
are run by steam, the power of the 
engine Ix ^ g  sufficient to drive both 
them and the eeparators at the same 
time. The chums are the revolving 
k ind ; that is, the dashers are fastened 
to the chum, and the whole revolves. 
Tbe chums will make about 125
founds of butter each at a ohuming.

batter is dropped in. A  little ices than 
half aia nuoice of annetta is used to 
(Color a hundred pounds. In winter 
time this is increased a little! It re­
quires about an hour for ea<ch ebura- 
ing, and almost the time the batter is 
forming a bucketful of (cold water is 
put in each (cburn, to aid the gather­
ing pnxeess and harden the batter. 
The gearing of the chums is so regu­
lated that they can be run at any 
speed. As the butter b^ins to form 
they are ran slowly until the milk and 
butter are entirely separated. When 
the churning is done the butter has 
accumulated in large yellow lumps, 
and the buttermilk is at once drawn 
off into tbe tonk, to be pumped away 
to the swine, an(l the butter is taken 
out.

P R IN T  ROOM.
The print room is below the level 

of the ground, and the floors and 
w(X)dwork and everything about the 
places shine like silver. Spring water 
flows in one side of tbe apartment and 
goes out at another, carrying with ic a 
(Cool draught, and a clear pool 
over a foot deep and about 
four feet wide fl cws along two sides of 
the room. This is the (coolest pla(ce 
about the dairy, and the temperature 
here even on the warmest day never 
gets above 60.° Shortly after the first 
churning is com plete on butter- 
making days, the pnxeess of working, 
salting, weighing and printing tbe 
butter (Commen(ce8 here. The Darl­
ington Brothers themselves, with an 
assistant or two, usually attend to this 
part of the work. Tbe butter is work­
ed entirely by band, for with all the 
appli(can(ce8 that have been offered in 
the way of butter-workers, none have 
proved satisfactory at these dairies. 
One man works all the buttermilk 
from the Urge golden lumps, and puts 
tbe required amount of salt to the right 
number of pounds. It then goes to the 
weigher, on another table, who 
weighs it out in pound and half pound 
lumps, and from there to tbe man who 
prints it. The print on the Darlington 
butter is a cornuccopia, and though the 
brothers have no patent on it, they 
claim it is their trade-mark and that 
they have exclusive right to its use. 
It was first used by the grandfather of 
the Darlingtons. A  neighbor named 
Pratt adopted the cornucopia as a print 
on his butter about a year ago, but the 
Darlingtons began litigation against 
him at once, and the proceedings are 
still pending.

After the butter receives the print it 
is set in large galvanized cooling tubs, 
each tub capable of holding three lay­
ers of pounds. The^e tubs are then set 
in a place made to fit them at the side 
ofthewall of the tub-room and are 
completely covered with broken ice, a 
small i(ce-house being right at hand 
filled with the (cobling commodity.

TH E  P A C K IiiO  AN D  SH IPPIN G .
On the afternoon of churning-day 

the butter is removed from the ice, a 
Imen rag plaiced around each pound 
and half pound, and they are carefully 
packed in tubs ready to be shipped. 
The wooden tubs used are of all sizes 
and are made especially for the (con­
venient Icing and packing of butter. 
They are all finished with galvanized 
iiniug and are made water tight. The 
Darlingtons require between two and 
three hundred tubs to ship the butter 
to customers. When the butter 
reaches Philadelphia, every Tuesday 
and Friday morning, every tub 
opened and “ iced up”  again, and fro 
here the different packages of vari 
ous sizes are shipped by Adams Ex­
press company to private families in 
Boston, New York, Washington and 
other large cities. At this season, 
however, most of their family custom 
is out of town, and tbe great bulk of 
their trade is with the large hotels at 
NeVport, Long Branch, Saratoga, Bar 
Harbor and other fashionable watering 
plaices.

In winter the butter is shipped in 
large tubs direct to the local express 
companies in Philadelphia, New York, 
and Boston, who are given a list of the 
customers and the number of pounds 
each requires, and the orders are thus 
delivered accordingly. To most custo­
mers a bill is rendered monthly, 
though some pay quarterly.

Vanderbit has used no other butter 
on his table for years, and when he 
went to Europe a short time since he 
took a supply with him to last while 
on the voyage. Oae r(x>m in the Dai- 
lington dairy building contaics noth­
ing but new cans, used in packing but­
ter for persons who are going abroad, 
and who want a supply while on the 
trip. For several administrations the 
White House has had the DsrlingCou 
brand of butter on the table, and in the 
winter season the number of regular 
family patrons in Washington is larger 
than any city but New York.

Although the Darlington dairies are 
making from 1100 to 1300 pouhds of 
batter per week, this is really an off­
season with them. In winter, instead 
of having 260 cows as now, their herd 
usually numbers from 300 to 340..

The DarliB«'’ons themeelvee will say 
that their Luw.< r does not stand alone 
in its superiority, though in reputation 
it probably does. Their reputation was 
gained when the batter was made in 
the old-fashioned way. They have 
adopted many new ideas and plans in 
butter making. There is no stable or 
milkyard within half a mile of the 
Darlington dairies; the pig-pen and its 
inmates, useful about every dairy to 
dispose of the surpluB milk, is not only 
out of smelling distan(ce, but almost 
out of sight. Another point in cleanli­
ness is tnat those who milk the cows 
are not permitted to work in the dairy, 
especially about the bqtter.

The old Darlington homestead,situa­
ted on a bluff overlooking the railroad 
and the little station, was a grant of 
land given to Joseph Sharpless, a son 
of John Siarplesa, who came over be­
fore Penn. The grandfather of tbe 
present Darlingtons married a daugh­
ter of Joseph Sbarpless, and fell heir 
to the place after a time. Thus it has 
come down, generation after genera­
tion, in tbe same family since the 
original grant by William Penn, fh e  
house now standing here was built in 
1856, although sincce remodeled. -The 
one torn down at that date was sup­
posed to have been built by Jeaeph 
Sharpless, from the fact that no naUs 
at all were used in its constraction. 
The timbers were fastened together 
by w(xx)en pine, the well known meth­
od adopted by our forefathers in primi­
tive architecture.

NEED OF MONEY IN TEXAS.

fef-̂ vr

From  a  Dallas Staod Point.

Yes, Texms does need money and 
New York has heaps of it. The State 
o f Texas (six times as h n ^  as the 
whole Empire State of the E«st) with 
its mafniflcent farms and immense 
pasture domains and its beau- 
ttful thriring towns, wants money to. 
develop Its resources. The interest 
rate in Texas average about per 
cent a month. In New York money 
is quoted at 2̂  per cent a year. Are 
we in a way to get the capital we need ? 
W hy do we not get money in larger 
measure than at present? $yhat reason 
able expectation is there of the want 
being met?

A  few facts and suggestions may be 
considered in answering these ques­
tions:

1. The money is coming; it comes 
with every substantial immigrant; it 
comes in exchange for our splendid 
crops; it Is coming gradually put of 
the stores of the capitalist.

2. It is better to be patient and 
careful rather than be impatient and 
over-venturesome. We want to en­
courage healthy and legitimate invest­
ments ; but the reckless incurring of 
debt, with its consequent collapses, is 
what harms the state even more at 
times than enterprise can benefit it. 
W e have had many painful illustra­
tions of this, especially in stranded 
cattle concerns and bursted banks 
within the past 18 months. Let every 
man *'budld over against bis own 
house'’ and let the foundation and the 
superstructure be substantial and sure. 
Fortunes, it is true, have been made 
in Texas by what seemed like specu­
lative ventures. Bat the best fortunes 
áre those which have resulted from a 
combinatiou of economy, enterprise 
and healthy, natural growth. Some­
times the facility for obtaining money 
to speculate with is a dangerous one.

3. And, above all, let Texas máke 
for herself a high reputation for com­
mercial integrity,^for honor and fair 
dealing. Here, as elsewhere, in the 
existing situation are hopeful indica­
tions. Of course, society ' is 
not so perfectly organized 
throughout our state as in 
the older states. Our people have 
come from all parts of the Union and 
almost from all lands; and the pro­
gress within the past dozen years from 
«frontier life to conditions of orderly 
and law-abiding communites is simply 
wonderful. But we must not rest sat­
isfied. In order to attract money to 
Texas it must be certainly established 
that our laws will protect capital, and 
that the moral sense of on r people is of 
a high standard. We mast be not 
only just to our neighbors but equally 
just and honest toward the fellow citi- 
sen of another state who comes to in­
vest in our midst. Situated as Texas 
is, it is doubly imporútnt both from 
•the point of view of honor and policy 
that the seal of disapproval should be 
put on all transactions made up of 
“ crooked lin^s.” »

4. We have a cattle breeding state; 
thlb Is still the leading business of 
Texas. Our stock associations are not 
enough alive and not sufficiently 
united in providing a market for our 
young stock; pol^^csln snch matters

’ should be dropped. If a Democratic 
, president (probably right in almost 
 ̂ everything) ruthlessly cuts off a grand 
outlet for Texas stock, why shonld 
Texas loin m the senaeless band-<ñap- 
plng of ill-informed and uninjured 

, E  istern newspapers? We are going to 
have trouble with the unreasonable 
quarantine laws sarrounding ns. The 
Indian Territory is clos^^g up a large 
share of its pasture business and where 
shall our surplus young stock be 
marketed? It is a great subject requir­
ing great wisdom to uy^nge it, and it 
has to do in a pressing way with this 
qneatlon of money supply. How can 
Texas get money for her stock with­
out buyers? And where is a sufficient 
buying demand to come from under 
present circumstance?

We are not peeeimists. We believe 
it wlU all work out somehow and the 
state will get needed means and go 
ahead. But to this end phe requires 

^all the ability, wisdom and honor of 
her best citisens co-operating to attain 
ihe auooeas ahe deserves.

Corrcspo&denee Texas Live Stock 
Joaraal.

‘ W ith grip sack well filled with sam­
ple copiesof the L iv e  St o c k  Jo u e n a l , 
note books, etc., the usual equipments 
of the traveling newspaper man, I  took 
the evening passenger train going 
west on the Texas A Pacific 
on our first trip to the\(iar *^ert. A  
pleasant night’s ride over the beanti- 
fol prairies and romantic hills of Palo 
Pinto, Eastland and Coleman coun­
ties, brought 08 about daylight to the 
high and charming prairie lands form­
ing the eastern portion of Taylor 
county. From this point to the beau- 
tiinl little city of Abilene the country 
presents new and interesting teatnree, 
until the eye rests upon the towering 
spires, and gullded domes of the 
churches, and public building of that 
city, which stands in the midst of a 
plain so lovely and enchanting as to 
beggar description. The country and 
soil in the immediate vicinity of Abi­
lene gives one a good idea of the entire 
country, the soil being of a rich loam 
ot redish color and easy of cultivation, 
and productive in a very high degree, 
producing corn, wheat, oats and many 
varieties of fruits, in a degree high ly 
satisfactory to all who have yet en­
gaged in agricultural pursuits. From 
data kindly furnished me by Captain 
Wise, a prominent gentleman of Abi­
lene, I had intended to give your read­
ers a few facts and figurers showing 
the yield per acre, but the same has 
been mislaid. But from these facts it 
is safe to say that Taylor county will 
ere long under laws inducing settle­
ment become an important agriculural 
county. This county a few years ago 
was eminently a stockman’s county, 
.and it is yet to great extent a stock 
county. To the stock interest and the 
stockman is the city of Abilene in­
debted for its wealth and prosperity of 
to day, who while they have invested 
their money in building brick and 
stone houses in the City of Abilene,and 
in founding banks and large mercan­
tile houses, have done much to encour­
age immigration to their county. And 
right in this connection I feel justified 
in saying, that the stockmen of North­
west Texas have been grossly misrep­
resented in many papers of the state, 
by statements, that they as a rule np- 
poeed immigration to* Western Texas. 
Those statements are false. As a rule 
they favor and desire the material de­
velopment of the country.

The City of Abilene is about 162 
miles west of Fort Worth, and now 
has a population of about 5,000 
people. It is the county seat of Tay­
lor couty, and the people have already 
had erected a handsome and costly 
court hpuse and jail. The city is built 
upon both sides of the Texas A Pactfic 
railroad, and covers an area of nearly 
one mile square. The business of this 
important western town embraces al­
most every department of trade found 
in the larger cities of the state, and 
notwithstanding the city has about 
150 business houses, all lines of trade 
seems to be prospering. Several prom­
inent stockmen make Abilene their 
headquarters, amongst whom your 
correspondent had the pleasure ,of 
meeting Messrs. Reeves A Porter, the 
managers of the Rayner Cattle com­
pany ; C. W. Merchant and Mr. 
Dougherty, who are both largely in­
terested in banking. I  also met Mr. 
Drew Middleton who is well-known 
on the frontier. These gentlemen are 
all intelligent and fully alive to the 
best interest of Weetern Texas. I  had 
the pleasure of meeting Mr. Otto Stef­
fens, now the Cashier of the First Na­
tional bank at Abilene. But a few 
brief years ago this gentleman was a 
clerk in a dry goods store in the city 
of Waco, who has by the dint of en­
ergy and good judgment risen to a po­
sition of wealth and influence, beijg 
largely interested in the bank of which 
he is cashier. C. W. Merchant, a cat­
tle king is president, which makes it 
one of the most solid and reliable 
banks in the west. See their card in 
the Stock  J o u r n a l . Among the 
land and live stock men of this city I 
had the pleasure of meeting Col. J. T. 
Berry, who is among the pioneers of 
the city, and one who is as well and 
favorably known as any man in West 
Texas.

COLORADO CITY.

A  Recent View .—The Stock In­
terests and Land Law s.—The 

Colorado Clipper.

The train being one hour and thirty 
minutes late on my trip from Abilene 
to this city much of the beautiful coun­
try lying between those two cities 
could be seep only by the aid of a bril­
liant moonlight for which West Texas 
is so noted. We did not arrive at the 
depot until 10 o’clock, hence our first 
view of this beautiful and noted Wes­
tern town was obtained by gas-light 
or lamp-light, for the city with all its 
progress!venees is yet too young to 
manufacture its own gas for lighting 
purposes. I  went from the depot to 
the St. James Hotel in the center of 
the business portion ot the city, and 
just where it is shown to best advan­
tage, the buildings being fine strnc- 
tures of three stories. As it is frequent­
ly the case that we form exaggerated 
opinions about towns and cities 
through the medium of newspaper re­
ports, I of coarse was prepared to meet 
with some disappointment as to the 
growth and pretensions of this city, 
but imagine my- surjirise when I  was 
able to get a birds-eye view of the city 
by daylight, and was ready to exclaim 
as did the Queen of the East, on be­
holding the wisdom and glory of King 
Solomon, “ Behold the half has not 
been told.”  Colorado is less than four 
years old, is the county seat of Mit­
chell county, and is situated on the Tex­
as and Pacific railway in the valley of 
the Colorado river. The city is bean- 
tifnlly located In the valley of the riv­
er, the business portion extending 
from the depot to the foot-hills which 
extend along the river for many miles 
to the north of the city. The town, 
unhke moet railway towns, is well laid 
out in finê  wide streets extending in 
straight lines with tbe four points of 
the compass. The bnildings are most­
ly large handsome stmetures from two 
to three stories high, and built of a su­
perior quality of brick manufactured 
in tbe vicini’y  of the city, and they 
have been planned and erected in a 
style which would do credit to any 
city in the state. The pnblfc build­
ings in the city are finer than in most 
of the populous counties in the state; 
their coart house which has now been 
ooenpied many months cost tbe county 
$57,000 and tbe jail cost $16.000. The 
churches and school-houses would do 
credit to any connty in Texas. Here 
I find Easiness houses embracing ev­
ery line of trade, and conducted in tbe 
main by men of energy and brain. 
Colorado, more than anr other-city in 
the atate, is indebted to the stockmen 
for all that the city is to-day. Situated 
in tbe midst of the great grazing belt 
of the state the city has an aggregate 
capita] in live atock of perhaps $10.000.- 
000 of wealth, nearly ail the leading 
linee of busineaa being controlled large­
ly by cattlenoen, which is tbe case 
with her banks. The First National 
bank of Golmado City is one ot the eel- 
id inMitnffons of the West, repiseent- 
fng a capital of more than $2,000,000 
This bank is oamed by cattlemen; Mr- 
Winfield Scott, the noted cattle king, 
is presideat, and Mr. Smoot, the eaaii-  ̂
ier. I  had the pleaame of meeting 
the latter gentleman w^om I  found to 
be one of the live men of the city. I  
take greet plseenre in reeommoiding 
ttila benk to the people of the Wert a«

eity I  take {great pleaaare in amking 
aaention of I f  esara. Fo wlkee A Looney, 
whoomitrol lalr|  ̂and small bodies of 
land, not <mly ihMitohrtleoanty, but 
throoghoot the West. The firm ia al­
so prominent as lawyers. Persona 
seeking inveetments in this interest­
ing portion of Texas woold do well to 
write this firm whom I  nan recom­
mend ae traatworthy. Their card will 
be found in this iasne of the paper. I 
also take pleaeore in referring the

Is represented by Harness, Dnnn A 
Co., who do tbe moet extensive bnsi- 
ness in this line of any firm West ot 
Fort Worth. Stockmen will find them 
worthy of confidence. I had the pleas­
ure of meeting the law firm of Jen­
nings A Martin, who.stand at the head 
of their profession in this city. Col. 
Jennings, who made a fine reputation 
at Waco, where for many years he en­
gaged in the practice, has only recent­
ly moved to this city, making a wise 
selection of a partner in the person of 
Capt. J. D. Martin, who as a lawyer 
has few equals in Western Texas. See 
their card in this paper. Colorado City 
is largely indebted for its rapid growth 
and^lid  bnsiness to Dr. A. H  H 
Tolar, the founder and present editor 
of the Colorado Clipper. Dr. Tolar 
become a 'citizen of this city when its 
people lived in tents, and the first 
newspaper published, viz the Courant, 
he issued in a teat. He founded the 
Clipper July 1st, 1882, and in 1883 it 
become a chartered company with a 
capital of $20,000. The Clipper ia now 
a snlendid paper having a circulation 
of 3000. No one has labored harder for 
the best interest of Western Texas 
than Dr. Tolar, and the Clipper under 
bis able pen has struck many hard 
blows for the interests of his section. 
The Clipper is a true friend to the 
stock interest. I  have had the pleas­
ure of meeting many prominent stock- 
men, and they all with one vpice con­
demn the present land laws and the 
policy of the* state land board. The 
effect of this law, and the manner in 
which it is being executed, is bccom 
ing more apparent in this fceautifu 
Section cf the state every day, and it 
Is time that the people of the state 
should be awakened to the true situa­
tion of this matter when the people are 
made to understand that one of the 
moet beautiful and interesting portions 
of the state will soon become blasted 
and ruined as a result of bad govern 
ment, they will from Red River to the 
Rio Grande vote against a continuance 
of such laws, and the enactments of 
the land board. Space will not per 
mit me at this time to elaborate upon 
this subject. Suffice to say at this 
time that in the opinion of most cattle­
men, the same will not only rain the 
cattle business, but will virtually ex 
elude people from making settlement 
in the Northwest. Colorado City has 
shipped about 55,000 beeves up to date 
this season. Space will not permit me 
to say more for this delightful country 
and city which will at no distant day 
become a great town. C.
