The de­
mand from the different classes of 
buyers was by no means large, and 
sellers had to do a greet deal of urging 
in  order to effect transfers. Every 
body that had anything to do with  
cattle the past fortnight or so lost mon- 

, and heavily to o Y e s te r d a y  offer­
ings were small and chiefly of half 
breeds and Indians. Market slow and 
prices unchanged. To-day receipts 
moderate and market steady.

The month of October showed some 
remarkable figures, not only In the 
cattle market, but in the hog tnMia 
There were 188,000 more hogs reoeivad 
than last year, and the run was ttie 
largest on record for October. Cattle 
during the month £h*rived to the ex­
tent of 181,329 htad, and the gr eat 
bulk of the receipts consisted of Tex­
ans and far Western cattle. I t  was a 
red letter month for low prioee. Lea­
ses to shippers w er^ever greater ««d 
the whole trade y re demoralised.

D. C. Wggner, who has just return­
ed from s ^ tp  through Iowa, Wisooii- 
sin and minnesota, says ll|è never mw  
men so anxious to sell their stooic. 
The late low prices so frightened them 
that many will cut looee all they 
ship as soon as possible. They a n  
waiting for the range cattle run to 
subside.

Men who bought stocks of cattle ob 
the boom have been squirming badly, 
and are the ones iu fact who liave 
done about all the “able-bodied” kick- 

.ing.
Prices have lately been very low, 

but they have been very much lower 
in the past. These bad downward 
movements in prices are only the dL 
rect, natural results of booms such as 
burst upon Texas in the spring of *88. 
Such movements make “oodlee” of 
money for the fellows who sell out on 
the very top of the boom, but than  
who boy have to suffer'and the gener­
al trade is injured more than benefU- 
ted by these booms. The reason is 
clear enough. The booms le st p e rh i^  
a year or two. and the never failiiis 
depression which follows always laafei 
twice as long and the Joss more than 
doubles the gain.

People are now feeling blue over the 
cattle outlook, but if the signs of tha 
times are of any value, the trade is on 
a more solid basis than it has been in 
five years, and while there is not like­
ly to be a repetition of the '83 boom— 
I sincerely hope for the pemnindni 
good of the trade there will not—the 
profits on legitimate beef raising, I  
feel oofident, will increase the oominK 
year. ,

of the Illinois Central railway and 
party have returned from their TexM 
and Mexican trip.

Mr. Ferris, the Chicago representa­
tive of the Miseeuri Papifio, says the 
sheepmen of the West will have to 
kick a good many years before they 
succeed in getting the roads to pnt on 
doable deck.

The heavy draft horse has in ess is 
not exactly being ever done, bat theve 
is sluuq> competition between breeden, 
who' v e  now very nnmeroos, aad 
draft horse breeding is not nowtka 
bonanza it was a few yean ago.

In Bozne portions of the nuige ooun* 
try a mistaken notion baa prevailed in 
regard to getting eheap Southern cat­
tle. I t  was argued by some that it the 
price of young cattle in the South was 
depressed, the margin to the drover, 
or purchaser from the North, who 
went South to buy, would be increased 
by the amount of depre«ion in. the 
Sonth. Results have proven this a fal­
lacy. The blockading of the drives 
the past season and the quarantine 
against Trxas cattle from below the 
34th parallel, caused a shrinkage of 
over five dollars a bead on all classes 
of Texas cattle, but in sympathy with 
that decline values have gone off 
equally as much all along the line from 
Texas to Montana. And this will al­
ways be the rale. There is a sympa­
thetic connection between values of 
any article of traffic, that is as certain 
and true as the maraetic needle. 
Commerce is Argus eyed, and at once 
diecovers the meau^ for restoring any 
temporarily disturbed equilibrium In 
trade or values. The cattle industry 
of the whole country is interested in 
maintaining prices at all points. Tem­
porary gains might be realized by re-' 
mote sections where the supply was in­
adequate to the demand by, for the time 
being, disturbed values. BUt the reac­
tion always comes, and when it does 
come, it work? permanent hardships. 
The true policy of Montana, Wyoming, 
Colorado, New Mexico and Texas, ana 
other cattle countries, is combine 
with each other and through compro­
mise and comprehensive intelligence 
work 'out a system of co-operation 
based on honor and justice.

RANGE
A very large per cent of the cattle on 

the northern ranges have been graded 
up from the Texas cow. In 1881 there 
was a large drive from Oregon and 
Washington Territory, and since that 
time a good many yonng cattle and 
some cows have been shipped in from 
Iowa, Minnesota, Missouri and a few 
other states. These “pilgiim” cattle 
from the East have not shown as 
ready an adaptation to range life as 
the Western and Texas imports, and 
the tendency is rather to discourage 
the traffic in them. Raised on the 
pitch fork so to speak, they know 
nothing ol self dependence, and when 
the winter storm strikes them they 
naturally look for man’s help, and fall 
to “rustle” for themselves. On the 
contrary the Western and Southern 
cattle for generations have had to 
make their own provision for winter, 
and they are always found hunting for 
something to eat. But the Southern 
cattle are small, and as inpreased 
weight means increased profits,)North­
ern ranchmen have for yearn been 
buying high grade bulls from the East 
and grading up tbeir herds. The na­
tive cattle to-day on all the Northern 
ranges are as good, or perhaps a little 
better than half breeds. Shorthorns 
and Herefords are as a rule the im- 
) roved breeds used, and our three and 
four-year-cld steers weigh from eleven 
hundred to thirteen hundred pounds 
in tbe Chicago markets.

This makes a very profitable animal 
when the markets are not broken by 
too large receipts, and the question is 
being generally discussed among 
ranchmen as to whether tbe her<^ are 
not sufficiently graded up to be* safe 
and profitable. A few herd owners 
claim that a thoroughbred animal will 
sustain as much hardship, and do as 
much rustling for food as the scrub or 
grade. But the general opinion is that 
tbe “rustling” qualities belong to the 
scrub, and that grading up means a 
larger carcass at the expense of tte  
ability to endure the necessary hard­
ships of our Northern winters. The 
practical point to determine is how 
high can we grade without losing the 
self snstatning qualities. Large, weh 
shaped and weighty cattle are desira­
ble, but If the mortality is increased 
beyond the gain in Biz’ll the improve­
ment is a mistake. Sufficient experi­
ment has not yet been made to defi­
nitely determine this point. Present 
information leads to the opinion that 
in time there will be e8tablish»‘d a 
fixed type of range cattle; someTiiin  ̂
better than a half breed Short’r.om or 
Hereford, but developed by a bl**i>ding 
of half-breeds. The Swiss catiJe have 
been produced in this way, and they 
are a very good “all purpose animat. “ 
No particular strain of blood can be 
traced to them, yet they are uniform 
in characteristics. With a range ani­
mal built np after a good model apd 
uniform in size, containing all the im­
proved blood consistent with a renten- 
tion of the “rustling” qualities, would 
tend to create a more uniform market. 
At present tbe periodical breaks in the 
beef market are caused by the sending 
in cf unripe animals, or those that are 
ill-shaped, in undue proportion.

Uniformity in size and appearance 
will do much to maintain evenness in 
market values. There is room for 
marked improvements in many ways 
touching range management, bat per­
haps the most important is the one 
above named for seenring tbe beet ani­
mal, and then ascertaining how to 
hold on to the proper type.

RANGE CATTLE INDUBTBY.
The cattle industry of the great 

West represents in its annaal resnlts 
nearly 2,000,000 beef steers added to 
the food supply of the world. It is 
true that quite a large per cent of tUese 
(fifteen to twenty-five) are sent lo tbe 
corn bel’s of the old West and ripened, 
but ibe carcasses are grown on the 
plains. This is about one-third of the 
a n n n s l beef supply of the whole United 
States, and it cat off would create a 
beef famine in the land. Under these 
circumstances how important it is that 
the West be encouraged in the direc­
tion of continual production. With 
this great beef reserve to draw from 
tbe working classes of the East are to­
day scarcely able to bay adequate sup- 
pliea. Without this resource prices 
would advance to such an extrat that 
only ttie rich could eat beef at alL 
The range cattle industry of the West 
is in a fairly prosperous oonditic», but 
it has p a s ^  through a season of try­
ing ordeids. Tbe quarantine against 
the South and the blockade of healthy 
cattle in the Indian Territory caused 
both losses and “bad blood.” The re­
moval of cattle frem the Cheyenne 
and AiapaJioe Indian reservations 
wiped out a coDsiderkble sum of money 
in the forcing of unripe catds on the 
beef market, and in the expense inci­
dent to removaL The president’s or­
der for taking down of ail fenceson the 
pobliedomain, and the graeral traeof 
the Western press against the occupan­
cy of the pablle lands, b j cattle own- 

caused a feeling of distrazt tos{Ning 
npin ttie  minds of tboce who were

sell out and retire from tbe business. 
All of tbpse thing«, combined with an 
unnsualiy stringent money market, 
brought about a generi lowering of 
pfines (hrengbout the West, and a 
shrinkage of taxable vaine«. But to­
day a healthy reaction has set in, and 
a feeling of hope for tbe future is every­
where manifest I t  ia believed that 
sufficient interest is being taken by tbe 
people of the East to induce them to 
more folly investigate the situation in 
tbe West which means tbeir conver­
sion.

When they realize the fact that tbe 
arid regions of tbs plains are alone sui­
ted to grazing purposes, and that from 
forty to fifty acres are required to sup­
port one cow or horse; when they un­
derstand that at leMt one-third of the 
beef supplies come from these same 
arid plains, and Uiat its withdrawal 
from the markets of the world means 
greatly advanced prices to them; when 
they ascertain ina word that their best 
interest are to be subserved by ' ‘stand­
ing in” with tbe West, then will they 
withdraw all the apparent opposition 
lately manifested, and with inight and 
main assist by every proper means to 
secure the necessary national legisla­
tion to give permanent tenure and pr< - 
tection to tbe cattle industry.

I t  is also believed that congress in 
its next session will come fully and 
squarely to tbe relief of the industry, 
and give all that is reasonably asked 
for. With such a condition brought 
abrut confidence, and prices will be 
fully restored and tbe great money 
centres will turn loose their surplus 
capital for investments as opportunity 
occurs. With absolute protection 
against disease, sneb as the proper i«ws 
will give, if their enforcement is placed 
in the bauds of both scientific and 
practical men, the future prosperity of 
tbe industry is assured. Harmony 
and united action on the part of .the 
entire range interest will certainly se­
cure the accomplishment of these very 
desirable condiiions.

r H E  DAIRY.^  ______
Prize Dairy Farm s—England.

While our dairymen here in tbe 
West have made much advancement 
in recent years, it won Id seem from the 
following acco’uat of the prize dairy 
farms in E -iglnnd, which we take from 
the Natioual Live-Stock Journal, that 
’here is yet mnehto be learned by our 
dairymen If we may judge by the 
moneyed returns in England:

“The prlzs dairy farms for this year, 
in England, are Mr. John Lea’s Stap- 
leford Hall farm for those over 100 
acres in extent, and Mr. E. O. Hoth- 
ersall’a Lightfeot farm for those under 
100 acres in extent

**The former contains 303 acres, and 
pays a rental and taxes amounting to 
^,500 per annum. The farm is devo­
ted to the prodqction of butter, cheese 
and milk, some 5.000 gallons of the lat­
ter being sold each winter. About 
$2,OCO worth of pigs are sold yearly off 
the farm. The milking stock c insists 
of ninety cows. The cheese brings 
high prices. Of batter the manofac* 
ture is light—about half a pound per 
cow each week; it is made partly Horn 
the whey.

“The smaller farm cboaista of 81 
acres, paying 31,400 a year in rent and 
taxes, and each year’s purchased £xxl 
coating over 33,000, beaidee $300 a year 
paid tor fertilizers. Forty-six cows 
are kept, and fifteen or sixteen are 
bonght and sold annually. The farm 
being in the'neighborhood of the town 
of Preston, most of the milk is sold to 
city consumers. The batter is most 
generally made from such whole milk 
as is not sold, and brings from 26 cents 
a pound in samix.Ar to 43 cents in win­
ter. The revenu*' from batter and 
milk to $150 to $175 a week,
beside s what is made by other market­
ing.

of its uncertainties. Th?re are so 
many conditions to bo taken iuto the 
cilcu'ation that it seems hardly worth 
while CO begin m-aklng figuries this far 
ahead. Bat certain conditions now 
exist that ,*will justify us ia saying 
that young Southern steers must come 
down in price if they are to find a 
market in the North. Taking present 
prices of beef steers in the Chicago 
market as a basis of calculations it is 
evident that there is no money in buy­
ing Southern Texas two-year-olds at 
$20. Four-year-old Texans, double 
wintered, have not as a rule brought 
much if any over $30 average net this 
fall in the Chicago market. Taking 
into consideration the per cent of mor­
tality for two years and the cost of 
running for the same length of time, 
the margin ia too small to be tempting 
to investors who have experience on 
the range. There are dozens of old 
cattlemen in the North with millions 
o ' dollars to invest in Texas two-year- 
olds whenever they can be had at a 
price offering a fair margin for profit, 
time, risk and markets considered. 
^Yith beef prices as at present our 
Southern friends must supply us with 
two-year-olds at $15 to $16 and year­
lings at $llbr$12, for Southern Tex- 
aas and Northern Texans at propor­
tionate rates. These figures are as 
high as our people can pay wiih any 
hope of profit and they are not likely 
to buy many cattle at a price they 
know cuts off all prospect of margins.

In the breeding regions of the South 
there is a handsome profit to the 
b.”8e«Ier in selling at these pricts, less 
the cost of delivery here. There is no 
disputing the fact that the North 
country will take large numbers of 
Southern steers at such prices as will 
promise a reasonable interest on the 
investment.

If  the Sjuth desires to conninae 
8 ending us young steers it most be 
content to put them on the market at 
a price a shade below what we can 
produce them for at home. With 
prices properly adjusted there is still 
room for a'large and profitable inter­
change of business between the North 
and South.

Should market conditions change in 
the spring for tbe better there may be 
batter prices obtained for young steers, 
and we hope such a change may oc­
cur; but without this advance priées 
most be about as above iudicated.

The Refrigerator.
The works of the Texas Continental 

Meat company were sold on Tuesday 
last, at the court house, by Mr. F. R. 
Pridham, the receiver. The property 
was purchased by a Mr. Skinkle of 
Chicago, for |32,000, the gentleman 
having in his family a lien on the 
works amounting to $25,000 which is 
probably the main reason for the pur­
chase. This sale will, in all proba­
bility, end the litigation and trouble of 
the company so far as any effect on the 
plant is concerned.

The purchaser was nnderstood to 
contemplate running two ice machines 
breaking'up the works, and selling the 
material and land to the best advant­
age, his purpose going no further than 
to realize the money he paid and ob­
tain the amount of the lien at the 
earliest possible moment. The works 
cost originally something over $100,000 
and it appears possible to sell the 
material for an amount over and above 
the price paid at the forced sale.

Mr. Skinkle offered Mr. Ike Dahl- 
man of thisi city the whole plant for 
the $32,000 and first'gave him one day 
to accept the offer, and afterwards ex­
tended the time to permit him to make 
formal arrangements, as . Mr. Dahl- 
man was assured he could do. '

The subscription  ̂to purchase the 
works was headed by Dihlm:in Bros, 
for $7,000 and by Joseph H. Brown, J. 
P. Smith, E. B. Daggett, Traders 
National bank, Thomas Roche,,Roche 
Bros., B. C. Evans company, E. B. 
Haiiold, L. H. Stein, who signed for 
$LO00 each, and by W. A. Hoffman, 
E?w. A W. S. Ikard who put in $500 
each to assist the enterprise along. A 
sufficient amount for the purpose how­
ever, had not been subsorlbed at the 
time of our going to press.

Last spring for several months Mr. 
Dahlman ran the refrigerator with 
his own means, under the disadvant­
age of a short lyase, and only quit it 
because he conld see no future in the 
works run with a small number of 
cattle. He has now secured a contract 
for an immense amount of meat to be 
to be delivered on the Galveston 
wharf. He estimates that it will re­
quire a large amount of capital to pur­
chase, kill and deliver 200 beeves per 
day, but will nndertake' to do it with 
his own means, provided he can get 
the city to assist him in furnishing 
the security required for the fulfill 
ment of his oontraoL The English 
parties pat np $100,000 in bank, against 
the title deeds of the Fort Worth 
works, so that if Mr. DJthlman fails, 
the English Refrigerator company can 
.put in a force and oontinue the bpera- 
tions. This aooonnts for the necessity 
of assisting Mr. Dahlman.

The English company telegraphed 
October Slst that their yessels will be 
ready to load at Galveston in 60 days. 
They also dispatch to the effect that 
their seonrity is ready. We are far­
ther assured that the pnrohase by Mr. 
Dahlman will be consummated, and 
that the works will be put in oper­
ation. 1

^  The advice given by Punch to those

a b o u t to  g e t m arried  w as “ d o n ’t .”  I t
'is not out of the way for the J ournal 
to give the same advice to the 
sheepmen of Texas w ith reference to 
selling their wool clips to the buyers at 
the ranch, instead of sending them to 
seme established market.

The buyers gathered In San Apto- 
nio this fall have in many instances 
Indicated their intention of hereafter 

’ going to the ranches and there buy­
ing the clip. They have assigned 
various reasons for such intention, it 
being naturaUy supposed however 
that where the buyer can fled little 
•ompetition they may expect to get 
lower prices than in an open market 

^  with many buyers. Tiie wool buyers 
create the market. Anything that 
tends to scatter them from some cen­
tral point Is sure to destroy that point 
as a ’market. Bo far as individual 
flockmasters are willing to sell their 
clip on the ranch so far they aid In de­
stroying such a market as Sin A uto- 
nio has been. A little thought ought 
to convince woolgrowers that it is best 
mat there exist inducements for buy­
ers to meet in competition over the 
clips and such oompatition can only be 
brought about by gathering the wool 
at certain points, good markets. The 
J ournal can see no benefit in selling 
wool on the ranch to anyone but the 
buyer. Hence it again nrges upon the 
the wool grower “not to.”

" San Antonio Markets.
In  every direction in Ban Antonio 

live stock and kindred matters have 
for the past week been exceedi^Iy 
quiet. No trades in cattle are suffi­
ciently matured to report, aud there is 
only one now pending. During the 
week a Mr. Delaney, partner of E. E. 
Thnrber of New York, interested in a 
larg^ ranch near Fort Stanton, New 
Mexico, was here seeking 10,000 
heifers, ones and twos but finding it 
impossible to secure so large a number 
for present delivery went on to Victo­
ria to see what number he could get 
there. In  general there is but little if 
any enquiry for range cattle, but con 
tracts could now readily be made in 
Bsar Antonio for spring delivery of 
young stock at prices being little if 
any in advance of last spring’s prices 
—say |8  to $9 for ones.

Horse stock has been fairly active 
this week at fair prices. Quotations 
for Bpanisb mares are from ;
good cowpoldes at |20 to $25, accord­
ing to oondit4)B. Good mules are in 
demand, readily bringing $30 and up­
wards. Supply light. The outlook 
for the spring borse business is quite 
promising at this time.

Sheep are not in much demand not­
withstanding the excellent prices ob­
tained for the South Texas fail clip of 

^  wool. Ewes aud wethers shearing 
five pounds annually can be bought at 
|1 60, and in some instances at less. 
No sales reported.

The San Antonio wool market has 
been beyond the expectations of all 
eoncemed, this fall and has
stiffened flockmasters considera­
bly in their desire to continue in the 
businees; bat a repetition of good 
prices in the spring will be necessary 
to encourage many of the Texas sheep 
raisers to. hold on to their flocks.

.. Their Claims.
The Kansas City Times recently re­

ported the gathering of 12 pretty well 
know gentlemen who met in Kansas 
Ckty for the purpose of perfecting 
their plans and line of action against 
Texas cattle drovers for alleged dam­
ages to cattle tyhioh were ranging in 
the Cherokee strip into which, it is 
claimed, the Texas through herds last 
spring introduced Texas fever. I t  is 
asserted as a fact that the strippers 
were damaged $1,000,000 worth.

At this distance from time and place 
it is not Justifiable to say that this 
claim is manufactnred. The gentle- 
who were at the reported meeting are 
I k ig ^  known to Texans and respiot- 
e4. a|; men, but there does exist in 
South Texas a strong belief that if 
there was any damage done by the 
driven herds, such damage has been 
most grossly exaggerated—either wil­
fully or ignorantly—and farther, if it 
be true that the cattle' which passed 
np the trail last spring caused a dis­
ease among other cattle, and conse­
quent loss to the owners of the strip 
cattle, there is quite an off’set in be­
half of Messrs. Blocker, Gtoo. W. West 
and others whose herds were so un­
lawfully detained by misrepresenta- 
ttons. Such was the opinion of a 
Kansas City prominent «toqkman 
(who believes most thoroughly in so- 
ealled Texas fever) as to cause him to 
sa j to the J ournal representative 
some months since that he would give 
1600 toward helping in bringing dam- 

i i^ ts  against those Kansas cattle 
who so boldly stopped the 

drovers last spring. .The gentle- 
. quoted had every reason to be- 
kjo hs said, that the cattle so

stopped were not Ca;;>ebTe of introduc­
ing or communicating saoh disease a« 
was alleged.

I t  is an unfortunate state of aff^ir.s 
and the criminal proceedings pending 
and the threatened civil soils all tend 
to widen the breach between those 
‘Whose interests are, or have heretofore 
been, so iclosely allied. As the Jour­
n a l  has before expressed the hope, so 
now it is again voiced that not the least 
of the work accomplisbed at the forth­
coming St. Louis meeting will be in 
some appreciable measure the healing 
up of the differences between those 
most directly interested in this sub­
ject.

the meantime the same differ- 
eiiijM may have the desired • effect of 
causing Texans, especially Byuth Tex­
ans, to realize the fact that the sooner 
they can prepare to mature and mar­
ket their cattle at home the better for 
all conceiiied.

I t Grows.
The subject of range cattle being im­

proved, of feed being raised and better 
methods being pursued, are very fre­
quently discussed by the stockmen 
who from time to time gather in our 
San Antonio office. Those of the cat­
tlemen who are in the fore, who are 
thinkers and intelligently carry out 
what experience and observation dic­
tate as making for the welfare of their 
stock, are agreed that the time is fast 
approaching when the cattle business 
will change entirely in its  character, 
from what it has been in the past.

Whatever term may be used to con­
vey the idea,—“stock farming”—or 
whatever else, the live Texans no long­
er place faith in the probable “drive,” 
but are rapidly becoming stock farm- 
era and with good reason to feel that 
their progressiveness will be fully re­
warded. Perhaps never before in the
Slstory of Texas cattle was there a 

me, as now exists, wherein the out­
look for the next year’s business seem­
ed more unpromising, if it is to be con­
ducted on old time method. I t  is well 
known that throughout its career, the 
Jo urnal  has steadily sought to lo4>k 
upon the more hopeful side of the Tex­
as cattle industry, and has always en­
deavored toHonestly present good rea­
sons for the belief in the great impor­
tance of the cattle business of this 
state, to the extent indeed that this 
paper is regarded by cattle buyers as a 
“bull” on the market. But the time 
has come when, from various reasons 
the outlook does not so readily Justify 
the hopefulness of the past. Antago­
nistic legislation, both national and 
state ; disease scares, which when part­
ly justified are seizid upon and grossly 
exaggerated and misused for private 
ends ; an absence of money on the part 
of the northwest to so freely buy in 
the near future, Texas young stock ; a 
a low beef market over the country ; 
-these things are all driving our 
stockmen to cast about them for im­
proved ways of conducting their busi­
ness, and it is not rash to assert that 
those, cattlemen who will be found in 
the front ranks in the business, in fu­
ture-years arc those who now are giv­
ing the subject of feed careful thought 
and experiment ; who are putting up 
windmills on heretofore drylands and 
who do not propose to hold them- 
selv«s and their interests at the mercy 
or dictation of the “ Maturerà” of the 
northwest, but will themselves pre­
pare their cattle for the markets, aud 
ship their beef all over the world, via; 
Aransas and Sabine P<*ase8, on the 
Texas coast.

REPORT OF DIRECTOR K ULP.
To J. 8. K eator, 8. W. Wheelock, and  J , L.

Day m ade. Directors of 1 he W estern L aud
an d  Live 8 tcck  Compan> :
Gentlemen : —I desire to give you a 

concise statement of the condition I 
found our property in, during my re­
cent visit to the same.

I  went by railroad to Colorado City, 
Texas ; from there I  went by private 
conveyance to the ranch-ope hundred 
and five miles—making the trip in two 
days.

The property is located in Lubbock 
county, Texas, nearly in the center of 
the county, lying a few miles east and 
south ef it; while what is known as 
the “Horse” ranch lies north of the 
center of the countv.

The main ranch is about 11 miles 
wide and 17 miles long—all under 
fence. The fence I  found to be of the 
very best kind, made of the best gal­
vanized barbed feuce wire; is four- 
stranded, placed upon red cedar posts 
set about 60 feet apart, with 10 cypress 
strips or stays between posts, aud 
about every half mile the feuce is 
buoyed, thus making a very strong 
fence. The laws of Texas on fences 
and gates has been strictly complied 
with. I was well pleased with the 
general appearance of tue feuce, ami 
being in a climate where there is uo 
upheaval by frosts, I  am confident it 
will last for ages.

The west line of this main body of 
land is situated about 9 miles from the 
bead waters of what is kno«vn us the 
Yellow House creek; the north fork of 
it comiug into the main 'creek on our 
land. This creek is fresh spriog water, 
and averages about six feet wide aud 
uot less than four feet deep, is full of 
flsb, and has never been known to 
be dry or h .ve any less water in it 
than it has now. This creek enters 
our pasture about five miles from our 
southwest line, aud meanders through 
the valley of the Yellow House cau- 
yon for about 19 miles aud comes out 
on the east line about the middle of 
the pasture.

Tue valley is from one to three miles 
wide, with high, cliffy walls dp each 
side; and the numerous draws out up­
on the plains, through which cattle 
go to the plains pastures. In many of 
these draws are wonderful springs, 
from which rivulets of clear, soft, Iresh 
water run. These springs are quite 
numerous. The question of never- 
failiog and abundant fresh water sup­
ply is settled beyond a doubt, as is also 
that of complete protection in this 
ever-summer valley,capable of shelter­
ing 50,000 bead of catde. The soil In ■ 
this valley is a black sandy loam with 
a clay subsoil, making it all ae rich as 
a garden spot. It is covered with the 
best grasses in the world, specimens 
of which I submit with this report, as 
well as a specimen sweet potato grown 
on the same ground.

The main body of this vast ranch 
consists of the pastures on the plains, 
which are as good as the world ever 
produced; much better than any I  saw 
elsewhere in Texas, and I  was told by 
old cattlemen who are familiar with 
all the ranges of pastujrage that there 
is “no better in the world” than ours. 
There are six kinds of grasses growing 
OB this ranch, viz : curly mesquite, 
tall mesquite, tall or great gramma, 
short gramma, sage or bjinch grass, 
and what is calied in that country, 
Texas blue grass. All these grasses 
grow in profuelun on this va-it tract. 
There is fix>d enough for 30,000 cattle

Aa to the cattle ou our range, I was 
muoh surprised at their condition and 
grade. I  had made up my nünd to 
find long-horned and smail-bodied an­
imals, such as are often described, but 
on the contrary, I found high grade 
Shorthorn or Durham cattle, compar­
ing above the average cattle found in 
our own state of Iowa, and all in ex­
cellent condition, healthy and sleek. 
I found 7,700 head ol cattle and about 
60 saddle horses on the ranch. The 
balance of the 10,000 cattle contracted 
for will be delivered by the early days 
of HiTovember; in fact are being driven 
to the ranch at this writing. The 
kind of cattle yet to be delivered are 
even better grade than those on the 
ranch.

All cattle have been coanted into 
the pasture and .branded with onr 
brand. No cattle have been bought at 
“range count.” The number of steer 
cattle in'the lot will enable us to sell 
enough to make at least ten per cent 
dividend next year.

The Wool Trade.
The trade in wool presenU no es 

pedal features. Boston contfnnes to 
sell and to receive more wool than 
dnriDg the jear 1884. The market is 
reported quiet. Texas fall wools are 
selling at 20 to 22 cents for good clips.

At New York the sales of Texas 
wools amounted to 5.000 lbs low fall 
Texas at 14c; 20,000 lb‘4 fine fall Texas 
at 20e: 20.000 lbs flue do at 203; 100,000 
lbs fall Texas at 16 to 22?; ICO,000 lbs 
do do at 17 to 21; 45,000 lbs do do on 
private terms.

Western markets are carrying no 
amount of wool, and prices aM round 
are held up by holders.

The wool trade is in a fairly satisfac­
tory condition for a sheep raiser in 
Texas to bank on fdrly remunerative 
prices for his spring clip; but he must 
take care of his sheep during winjur, 
and produce a healthy, clean, nicely 
shorn fleece, and then stand firm for 
good figures. There is no boom in 
sight in sheep husbandry. No craze 
that will bring on speculators to pay 
more than stock is worth; but within 
limitaof a stable basis the sheep in­
dustry here is returning to a level that 
will not be lower than that of any 
other industry in the state.

Twin Springs, about 20 miles northlof 
town, and is establishing a sheep ranch 
out tnere. He reports his sheep in 
fli-e ondltlon.—[Reeves County Mir­
ror.

Mr. J. M. Matthews was in our office 
on last Thursday. He informs us that 
he threshed 25,295 bushels of grain this 
year, 11,630 bushels of wheat and 13,- 
665 bushels of oats.

They had 
a Ootewold croes in them which made 
them do as well as they did. Some 
other sheep from OoBcho county, sold 
at same time, netted only 50 cents 
head.—[San Angelo Eaterprise.

Frank Maddox of Austi n, the long­
est land man in the state, and a stock- 
man, came in from his Menard ranch 
on Wednesday and, ae is his custom, 
called on the News and informed us 
that hie sheep were UA and that his

Our receipts of wool are quite re­
spectable, running from 25,000 to 110,- 
000 lbs per day. This is doing well 
considering the season is about over. 
The receipts of 1885 will double those 
of 1884 How la this for high? Our 
commission merchants started out at 
the beginning of the year to *̂ boom” 
this city as a wool market and they 
have succeed meet admirably. 
Enough of euccees for one year and 
the good work has not fairly b^nn. 
Wait for next year’s retnms. The 
balk of the receipts now coming in of 
fall cHpe and the quality not very 
good. Plenty of buyers are around, 
bat they must go slow in their opera­
tions from the fact the wool markets 
of the world are not in the best of con- 
diton. In the East a determined effort 
is being made to down prices bat so 
far it has not succeeded. Prices at this 
point did not fluctuate much, 
and the market may be called Slow 
and prices unchanged. However, a 
large amount of wool changes hands 
daily. Ck>mmon and inferior wools 
are dull. Good staple about steady.

Only those parties who had sheep 
on the market the past week can real­
ize how dull the market has been and 
how demoralized prices are; values 
are still demoralized. All the eastern 
markets were again flooded with sheep 
and prices Ini'k ork are nearly as low 
r.s at this point. Sheep are quoted 
there at 75 to 3 25 per 100 lbs in ex­
tremes. This is nearly our range. 
While there ia a difference of 1,500 
miles' between St. Louis and New 
York. Ohio, Pennsylvania, Mary­
land and Illinois are crowding the 
markets with sheep with no apparent 
let up. Gan it be possible that all the 
wool growers in the middle states are 
going out of the business? It looks 
that way. If I were a wool grower I 
would stick as the chances for better 
luck in the future are quite favorable 
to say the least. This bit of advice is 
tendered to the Texas flockmasters.

It is useless to|give sales as the prices 
a re  so insignificant, the range being 
from $1 30 to 3 25 per 100 lbs, with the 
bulk of orders going at $2 00 to 2 50 
per 100 lbs. Texas sheep sold at from 
$1 60 to 2 40 per lOQ lbs. ^

The following are the quotations for 
wool :

Kansas, choice meaium at 21 to 22c, 
fair to good do 19 to 20c, low 12 to 14c, 
light bright fine 18 to 20c, heavy or 
earthy 14 to 16c ?43lacK and slightly 
cotted or burry 2 lo 5c per lb less ;

ern to 14, to 15c for Western; Texas 
choice 12 months’ growth at 22 to 23c 
for medium and 224 to 23c for fine, 
choice 6 to 8 months’ 19 to 21c for me­
dium and 18 ft> 20c for fine ; Western 
short and sandy at 14 to 16c, and car­
pet stock at 12 to 14c.

The 
Stock Growers’ association will care­
fully and energetically look afeer all 
violations of the quarantine law, and 
funds are already being raised for that 
purpose.

If we make any inference 
at all from these figures, it would eer- 
tidnly be in favor, and not against, 
having calves dropped in Jane, so far 
as the growth is concerned. These 
calves have had similar amounts and 

, kinds of feed and shelter from birth, 
and in conclusion I  most say I  am un­
able to see from t h ^  appearance, or 
from these weights, anything that 
would lead me to infer a i^nst skim 
milk «fives, where ottier feed was given 
as it was in the case of theee heifers.

As Professor Henry, of Wisconsin, 
has said in Bulletin No. < : “pismlss 
all prejudice that a skim milk Nsalf 
must be a stunted, unsightly thing.”

I  think where so many farmers fail, 
in this vicinity at least. Is in not giv­
ing other food with the milk^ I  am of 
the opinion that nearly every calf 
raised on skim milk and grass alone 
can not be made to weigh more than 
400 at a year old ; perhaps not that.

Moving Cattle W est.—The Ken- 
 ̂ tucky Purchase.

A b i l e n e , T e x a s , Oct. 4,1885. 
Editor Texas Live Stock Journal.

From our city live stock shipments 
have been active since our last report, 
109 cars having gone out the past two 
weeks or so. Messrs. Oldham A Rob. 
erts shipped 40 cars to New Mexico, 
to Lawsboro^gh; we understand Du­
rant Bros, also shipped West 15 cars. 
Moat of the remainder of the ship­
ments were beeves'to Chicago, Gregory,
C. 'ooley A Co. of that place getting the 
largest part. jList week the cattle 
sold to the Kentucky Cattle company, 
of Bianco Cfanon, Crosby county^ 
about 6000 head went forward. They 
were sold in lota of 400 to 2500 head by
D. L. Middleton, John Merchant, 
Lark Hearn and others; very good 
ones and twos, and passing inspection 
here before going on to delivery in the 
company’s pasture in Crosby county. 
I have given particulars so fully in 
preceding letterf of the growth of Abi­
lene, new buildings erected, and farm­
ers opening of cur rich cheap lands 
that I will not me^ition in this letter 
many new evidences of growth.

The total increase of the seven 
weighed June 4th and 24 th was 703 
lbs. The average daily increase per 
head was, therefore, 5 lbs. This is 
rather remarkable, and might at that 
time have been used to prejudice the 
buyer in favor of black and white cat- 
lie, when the truth ia, as the next 
months’ weights show, that the in­
crease must have been due to an ex­
cess of water In the^ system, notwith­
standing the care used in making the 
weights of June 4ih and 24th. The 
month of July has not been at all fa­
vorable to the rapid growth of any 
stock. The flies have been very troub 
lesome, and the pasture has not been 
very g<^.

The following will show how these 
yearlings were reared from “cslf- 
hood

No. 1 sucked cow to April 21. ’84; 
fed new milk from that time to June 
13, ’84, to October 10 on centrifugal 
skim m ilk; afterward on ground feed.

No. 2 fed in March, ’84, 91 lbs new 
milk and 307 skim. From April 1 to 
October 10 hkim milk and other feed; 
never allowed to sack the c > w but two 
or three times. I t  will be inferred 
that it cost considerably more money 
to raise No. 1 than it did No. 2, and 
yet I  am unable to see that No. 1 has 
any decided advantage over No. 2

No. 3, new milk from March 16 to 
April 30, ’84; commenced to add half- 
skin^, and continued until about Jane 
23, when it was given full-skim milk. 
October 10, ’84, quit feeding any milk. 
Promises to be a very large cow.

No. 4, April 5 to 12, 84, sucked cows. 
From that time until the 20th fed 93 
lbs new milk and 43 lbs skim; from 
12feh to 30th, 166 new and 129 skim. 
From about that time to October 19, 
’84. skim milk and other feed. This 
heifer, one month younger than No. 2, 
and raised on a less expensive feed, 
weighs 70 lbs more.

No. 5 sucked cow four days; April 
21 to 30,157 lbs new milk; May 1 to ll, 
half-skim, ai.d then on skim milk to 
October 10; weighs but 10 lbs less than 
No 1, and 103 lbs leas than No. 3

No. 8, Jane4Slba new milk; July, 
25 days, 372 lbs new and 96 skun; af- 
terwiurd skim milk and other feed.

On my return firom a recent trip to 

San Antonio I  made a stop ofi three 
days in the city of Waoo, the metropo­
lis of Central Texas. The history of 
this important city is too well known to 
the readers of the Stock Journal to 
need any special muition in this let­
ter, yet I  feel that a failnre to do to 
would be a direliction of duty on my 
part. Seventeen 'years ago^I^landed in 
Waco then a small town kA 2000 peo­
ple, since which time the place has had 
a steady and solid growth, until it can 
now boast of a population of 20,000 
Bonls, while the number of her church­
es and fine schools has caused her 
name to become famous in other states. 
When I first visited Waco in 1868 the 
country around the town was eminent­
ly a cattle country, and many of her 
solid men, who have aided so much in 
the material growth'of the city were 
stockmen. The country^ now which 
surronnds the city has become an ag­
ricultural one, yet the matter of stock 
farming in that section is rapidly be­
coming an important branch of indns- 
try, and McLennan county is even 
now noted for the number of her stock 
farmers and the number of her fine 
blooded stock. The soil of this section 
produces millet and Johnson grass in 
gre^t abundancoj, and the stock farmer 
can winter his stock at a comparative­
ly small cost: Wace is the headquar­
ters of the Central Texas Live Stock 
association, of which Mr. Seeley is the 
president. I  had the pleasure of meet­
ing Mr. S., who Is largely interested in 
stock, ^nd whom I  found to 
be fully alive to the stock interest of 
the state, %nd possesses much valuable 
information upon the subject of stock 
growing. Mr. Seeley is also part own­
er and cashier of the Waco State Bank, 
which is one of the solid instit utions 
of Waco. The stockmen in this sec­
tion do their business through Ibis 
bank, and find it not only a safe place 
of deposit, but an agreeable place to do 
business. The readers of the Journal 
will find the card of this bank in this 
issue of the paper. I also had the 
pleasure of meeting. Mr. Will Poage.of 
the firm of McGregor A Poage« 
dealers in live stock, Waco, Texas. 
Ho man in McLennan county is bet. 
ter posted in stock matters than Mr. 
Poage, who ha^ engaged in the cattle 
business from boyhood. The firm of 
which Mr. P. is a member is a reliable 
one, and persons who desire to pur­
chase or sel^live stock would do well 
to corrFspond with it. See.their; card 
in the Live Stock Journal.

While in Waco I paid a visit to 
Hill’s Business college, and was as 
much pleased as I  was surprised to 
find a school, which has within the 
past few years gtown up from a mod* 
est beginning, until it now ranks with 
the best, institutions of the South. 
The rapid growth of this institution is 
largely due to the energy and ability 
of Mr. Hill its present manager. 
Stockmen will find this school an ex­
cellent place to give their sons and 
daughters a good business education. 
The readers of the Journal will find 
Mr. Hill’s card in this issue of the 
paper.

Among the many prominent men of 
Waco whom I had the pleasure of 
meeting Gen. Sul. Boss, an honest 
patriot, and one whom I hope will be­
come the next governor of Texas. 
General Boss is engaged to some ex­
tent in stock farming, and is a true 
friend to the stock interest of the state.

I also met Mr. Cox from Aquilla, 
Hill county, a large stock raiser, and 
Caldwell Bros, who are also largely 
interested in stock.

I  also met Mr. Riggins, fthe mana­
ger of the Burnham Lan^ and Live 
Stock company, who/ is not 
only a pleasant gentleman but one 
who is fully alive to the best interest 
of his section. Those eentlemen are all 
friends of the Live Stock Journal 
and constant readers of the paper.

I regret being called home on ac­
count of sickness in my family, before 
I  had seen all of the wealthy business 
men of this important city. I  trust 
however, that many of them will take 
advantage of the November special 
edition of the Stock Journal, and 
thereby have,epecial mention made of 
them. , , C.

Sale of Stock Y ards—A rrested for 
Land Stealing—Dick Head 

as President—Personal.

E dito r Texas Live Stock Journal:
Saturday the Clough stock yards of 

this city were purchased by a syndi­
cate representing the Kansas City 
Stock Yard association. The Clough 
stock yards are situated at North 
Elyria and between the Union Pacific 
and Burlington railway tracks. The 
price paia is $60,000, and the grounds 
consist of 40 acres under fence with the 
necessary subdivisions. The sale also 
includes the Hoffer slaughterhouse, 
this portion of the pnrehse making an 
additional sum of $5,500. The effect of 
this sale will be to largely increase the 
business of the Denver cattle market, 
and will probable result in the con­
solidation of the business all in one 
point. Heretofore purchasers of cattle 
in this city have been obliged not only 
to visit this point, but some half dozen 
or more other points where small 
yards and corrals are located and a 
great amount of running about was 
necessary before a purchase could be 
made, with any degree of satisfaction 
to the purchaser that he had looked 
thoroughly through the Ynarket. In 
connection with this sale we have in­
formation ihat the packing house firm 
of Flannigan & Co. of Cbicagd, still 
adhere to their proposition made some 
time ago to establish a branch here, 
and the firm will probably close with 
this concern and establish a packing 
house. The Kansas City parties take 
possession December 1st, and have 
made a first payment of $15,000.

H. K. Pinkney,, charged with aid­
ing the Arkansas Land and Cattle 
company} an English organization, to 
defraud the government out of the 
larger joirt of 640,000 acres of public 
domain in Bent county, was arrested 
in St. Louis last week and brought ts 
Denver yesterday. Pinkney was for­
merly a clerk in the Pueblo land office, 
and he and R. C. Bloomfield, mana­
ger of the cattle company, were charg­
ed with fraudulently conspiring to ac­
quire the land. Bloomfield was con­
victed, and is serving out his sentence 
in Araphoe county jail, but Pinkney 
forfeited his bond and fled.

Colonel "Dick” Head of Trinidad is 
mentioned for the Presidency of the 
National Cattle aad Horse Growers’ 
association. Colonel Head is a Texas 
production, and as the New Mexico 
Stock Growers’ say : “He is one of the 
best exponents of the true principles 
of progress and honorable conduct 
anywhere to be found connected with 
stock raising. His influence npon the 
live stock business of the west is sec­
ond to none.” Colonel Head is the 
manager of the Prairie Cattle com­
pany, and a^ far as we can learn is 
a ln ^ tth e  nnanimons choice of the 
rCn^ men of Colorado, New Mexico, 
Wyoming, Utah and Arizona. We 
ftel confident he will fill the i>08ition 
of president with honor to himself and 
with satisfaction to the men of the 
plains. - ,

In Colorado, New Mexico, Arizona, 
Utah and Wyoming, there is a strong 
sentiment among the cattlemen in 
favor of holding the meeting of the 
National Cattle and Horse Growers’ 
association for 1886 in Dehver. An 
effort will be made to adjourn the 
meeüng next month at the close of 
session, to meet in Denver.

<>ntertaip all visitors from abroad in a 
princely manner, should the cattle­
men when at St. Loois accept the in­
vitation and adjourn to meet here one 
year hence.

W h ic h  In te re s t*  T tx a s . S to c k m e n .

The Stock J oübnal man niet at 
the Live Stock Exchange, Mr.* M. 
Chapman of Demins, N'ew Mexico, 
who le here to purchase a couple of 
thousand head of breeding stock Yor 
his range which is located within a 
few miles of Deming. While the 
gentleman remained in the city che 
Dallas representative had several good 
opportunities to in t^ le w  him on 
New Mexico matterà cf interest to 
Texas stockman, of which be availed 
himself with the result as shown be­
low. I t  msy be stated, by way of a 
key note as to what weight to be giveh 
to Mr. Chapman^» judgment in these 
matters, that he !s one of the most in­
telligent stockmen that ever came 
among us. A gn^aduate of Cornell 
University, he has a thoroughly dis­
ciplined naind ; and few would think 
that the quiet gentleman who has 
lately been seen on our streets, wear­
ing the regulation cowboy hat (that 
never failing criterion of one’s voca- 
tion)^^M ^ n s ^ h  that hat as fine a 
brain an<|! as targe a store-house of 
knowledge as any professor in the 
land.

BREEDING CATTLE.
**Yes,” responded Mr. Chapman, In 

answer to a query of the reporter, 
"New Mexico wants she cattle. I am 
of the opinion that this fall and 
winter there will be 30,000 head of 
breeding cattle go into New Mexico. 
New Mexico buyers, in my judgment, 
want strictly breeding stock; snd I 
think will pay more attention to quan­
tity. They prefer to do the ‘‘breeding 
up" themselves. They want the most 
cattle they can get for the money, pay­
ing attention at the eame time to 
stock that can be shipped with safety 
and live after they have reacheei the 
territory, the ranebors trusting to 
breed up af;er the stock is on the 
ranges."

‘‘What ether markets has 
Mexico?" Qaeried the reporter.

New

lations affect the introdnotion of cattle 
from points in Old Mexico, such i 
Chihuahua, Sonora and Durango?"

"Not near as much as it does Texas. 
There has never been known any dis­
ease among Chihuahua cattle. When 
a man states thM his herds are on the 
borders of New Mexico from Chihua­
hua, he usually gets a certificate of 
health without any difficulty."

TEXAS FEVER.
"Yes," responded Mr. Chapman in 

answers to a qneetion, " I  do know of 
herds in New Mexico that have sick 
enedand died from what is called 
Texas or Spanish fever. I  can cite 
yon instances where men hav^lost 
cattle on their raugee by having Texaf 
l^erda driven across their range 
Lyons & Campbell on the Gila river, 
lost some this summer; also Lane 
Fisher on the Gila lost some, and 
many others. I have no doubt but 
what these losses resulted fitnu Texas 
or Spanish fever." ;

Na t io n a l  t r Iu l .
‘‘Have you New Mexico cattle grow­

ers, either in your conventi jn or eL<*e- 
where, ever discussed the idea of a 
national trail?"

"Yes, there is now an effort being 
made to establish a trail running north 
through New Mexico to reach Wy­
oming Territory, Colorado and Mon 
tana. There would have been a trail 
established ere this bat for the insuf­
ficient supply of water in' New Mex­
ico. Then, again, whenever you get 
on any running stream that you 
could traverse north, then you find 
cuitivatioa by irrigation which, of 
coarse, impedes the drives. But, they 
are talking now of buying water 
rights and springs located in different 
sections in Central New Mexico, thus 
establishing a route for driving our 
young beef north, to be fattened on 
northern ranges. We have also made 
an effort this summer and fall to in­
duce the railway companies to have 
proper feeding establishments erected 
at intervals on the road and give us 
rates that would enable us to ship to 
the northern territories as chedp as 
we could drive, but it has not assumed 
a proper shape as yet.

There are a number 
of herds now on the, road out of 
Chihuahua being driven into New 
Mexico.

FREIGHT RATES.
In answer to a question as to trans­

portation charges ou stock shipped 
from Central and Northern Texas to 
New Mexico and El Paso, Mr. Chap­
man replied : ' ‘Fre ight rates are quite 
reasonable. The average rate from 
points between Fort Worth and Wills 
Pcint is $65,00 per car to El Paso; this 
rate, however, sometimea operates to 
prevent a puichase.”

THE GRASS AND t h e  GRANGER.

In speaking of New Mexico grasses, 
Mr. Chapman said : “Southern New 
Mexico is a plain at an elevation of 
somi 4,500 feet above sea level, dotted 
here and there with isolated mountain 
peaks, and crowded with .white and 
black gadSima grass which is very nu- 
trlcioua—one of the best graces 
fattening stock that grows. As to the 
granger he can never make himself 
ftU in the territory; as the country is 
not ae.usonable enough to raise crops 
and there »re no streams that furnish 
sufficient water for irrigation. Practi­
cally, there is but little opportunity 
for the granger to crowd the stockman. 
On the other hand the greatest diffi­
culty the stockman has to contend 
with is the scarcity of water. I would 
never advise any man to 
there with even a hundred 
stock, without first securing 
right. The stockmen have 
All the lands where water can be had 
and will not allow other cattlemen to 
use their water."

"̂ Mr. Chapman," asked the reporter, 

"what, in your judgment is the out­
look fol cattle, I mean particularly ub 
to price ip the .Northern markets, in 
the coming year or two ?,’ j

"Well, I think good beef is low now 
as it will be any tine in the next two 
years, aud I think it will go higher. I 
think g'X>d cornfed beef will be much 
higher two years from to day. than it 
is now\ O' co q r^ if a European war 
springs up, every k lid  of beef will rise 
in value.

DEEP WATER.

T h e  P a d re  I s la n d  I ro n  P ie r .

A u s t i n , T e x a s . Ju ly  30 1886. Editor« of th e  caU er jr aooo.
About a year ago I  visited your <dty 

^ U i a view to interest Captain M. 
Kenedy iu a pier and breakwater pro­
ject on Padre island, which was in 
substance the building of an Iron pier 
and breakwater on the north end of 
Padre island where thirty feet of water 
is found in less than 250 y i^ g  from 
the shmre; this to be put in communi­
cation with the Texas railway system 
by a line of railroad crossing the Lagu­
na Madre at Floor blnflh near your 
city, with abundant rock iu the Lagu­
na Madre for breakwater. It seemed 
to me the harbor queetion would thus 
be solved, built by private capital and 
thus avoid the certainty of govern­
ment action. Doubting Capt. Eads’ 
plan of jetties even if the government 
had furnished the money for him to 
experiment with, I believe that with 
Captain Kenedy’s co-operation the 
money could have been obtained in 
London and New York to do the work 
proposed at Padre island.

I t is not my object in this paper to 
show the traffic incident to the pier 
other than the wheat from California 
and the shipment of beef on foot and 
refrigerated. Ships adapted to the 
cattle and meat trade to be profitable 
would have to be of the largest class, 
which cannot at present enter the 
ports of Aransas or Galveston and this 
traffic cannot be done by lighters.

The projectors and builders of the 
Southern Pacific railroad doubtless had 
in view the transportation of wheat 
from the fields of California direct to 
the ships at some port on the Gulf of 
Mexico where the loaded cars of wheat 
could go direct to ship’s side and be 
discharged.

1 submitted this project to Chas. 
MacDonald, of New York, who con­
structed the iron pier at Brighton 
beach, Coney Island. His estimate for 
the pier and bre.ak water was less than 
two millions of dollars.

The building of the pier at the point 
indicated on Padre and a railway 
from tnence via Flour bluffs to Corpus 
to the S. A. A A. P. railroad across 
the reef; or up the Nueces river and 
connect with the Missouri Pacific sys­
tem, and the Southern Pacific at Uval­
de would put the pier via your city in 
communication with the Continental 
railroad systems. Cotton would go 
from Austin to this deep water port 
instead of being lightered at Galves­
ton.

In this Coî pna Cbriati would be the 
port In fact as the .pier would simply 
be the place of loading and unloading 
the ships.

The virtual closing of cattle trails by 
the people north will force cattlemen 
of Southwest Texas to find a route bj’ 
which cattle and beef can be got to 
market by sea and rail.

The completion of the pier and 
breakwater would in my judgment 
add 20 per cent, to all grazing land 
west of the C o lo ra d o  river. Yours tru-

There is some dif 
ficulty In making, a purchase so lace in 
the season. Captain Doak, C. M. 
Mann others are busy shipping out 
to the Republic of Mexico. They 
speak in very flattering terms of their 
country, climate, water, timber, grass 
aud soil.

Sheep industry is at a siRudslill. 
Some Inquiry for good ewes or good 
wethers. Common sheep not sought 
after.

The wire trade is not so brisk as 
formerly. Many large tracts are 
fenced. When the actual settler comes 
in then there will be an increased de­
mand. He will want it in small lots, 
yet the difference in fencing forty sec­
tions by parcels of a section each ' and 
fencing the same together makes a 
vfonderful increase in the amount of 
wire consumed. Wire is now very 
low, being sold in this market at four 
cents per pound and five for galvan­
ized. The factories have made several 
efforts to put up the price but without 
avail. Some weak brother would soon 
cut the price and down it comes.
