In Holstein-Prlesians the herd prize 
was won by the herd owned by 
Smiths, Powell & Lamb, of Syracuse, 
New York, oonsiting of bull Nether- 
land Prince (716) and oows Nethor- 
land Baroness (2685), Neth^rland 
Duchess (2<98), Netherland Belle 
(1876) and Netherland Countess (2634).

It is a noticeable fact that the prize 
winning herd was compoeed wholly 
of members of the celebrated Nether­
land family and all cloeely related. 
This family has been wonderfülly suc- 
ceesfol as prize winners from the time 
of their first incorporation into the 
Lakeside herd.

The second prize for mature cows 
was won by Netherland Duchess (2498). 
She was also one of the first prize 
herd.

The first prize on three year old 
heifers was won by the imported 
heifer Executrix (4401) which won 
the first prize as a two year old at tihe 
New York state fair in 1884.

Simplicity (6995), of same herd, won 
second prize in the three year old 
class.

Spinaway (6953) won first piize in 
two year old class and in yearlings 
Mottled Beauty 3d (6055) won first 
prize and Netherland Peeress 2d (60̂ 9) 
the second.

In bull calves the first priz) was 
won by Aaggie Sophie’s Imperial, a 
very promising young bull in which 
is combined the blood of the famous 
Netherland and Aaggie families.

The first prize on heifer calves was 
won by Aegis 2d’s Princess and the 
second EappJjne 2d, sister of Aaggie 
Constance, which gave as a two year 
old 16761 lbs. 11 ozs. In a year.

The following are the conditions of 

a match, which, according to the 
Stock Growers’ Journal, Miles City, 
Montana Territory, concluded a recent 
round-up at the Capital X ranch, to 
determine the merits of the different 
cutting horses: “Each contestant was 
to cut out ten steers from the ronnd-up, 
and a man was put into the herd to 
show the contestants the particu^r 
eteer to cut, and in all cases the s t^ r 
should be at least 20 feet from the 
edge of the round-up. The prizes 
were to be awarded to the men who 
should cut the- required number of 
steers in the smoothest and easiest 
manner with the least amount of run­
ning. The time in which it was done 
not being the deciding point, but 
simply one of the points to be consid­
ered in deciding the match.” The 
fasteet time was 4 minutes 30 seconds, 
and the slowest 10 minutes. The time 
made by i-he cowboy to whom the first 
prize was awarded, was 5 minntes 10 
seconds; he of the fastest time receiv­
ing the seoond prize. A roping match 
was held at the same plaoe a few days 
earlier to decide who could throw and 
tie a steer lu the shortest time after the 
snlmal wsM cut oot of the rouud-up. 
The beet time was 2 minntes JLO sec­
onds ; the next best 2 minutes 40 sec­
onds, but in this case the cowboy had 
to rope the anjmal ivrice; his first 
rope breaking he had to untie aseoond

On low, moist grounds, just above 
the line of overflow, the finest pota­
toes are cultivated. From 12 acres 
this season 240 bushels were dug. A 
considerable part of the same ground 
was planted to corn between rows, 
which yielded very well, but was 
turned to hogs after the potatoes were 
dug. Oa higher, drier, more sandy 
soil the sweet potato is a success and 
sometimes of extraordinary size. Corn 
has yielded as high as 75 bushels per 
acr6| and the yield is generally high. 
Bye; oats and barley all do veiy well, 
the last named yielding from 40 to 60 
bushels per acre. The only trouble 
with wheat is it makes too much 
straw, perhaps at the sacrifice of the 
grain.

GRASSES AND FORAGE PLANTS
This is pre-eminently a ¿rass grow­

ing region. On this farm'60 acres are 
in alfalfa, from which at least four 
crops are annually cut for hay, afford­
ing about six tons per acre per seasoii. 
About 40 acres are grown to Johnson 
grass or evergreen millet, part of 
which is mixed with alfalfa. Amongst 
all the bad reports that we have heard 
of Johnson grass, Mr. M. says some 
good words for it. He says it is very 
fine for pasture if turned on when 
only a few inch<»8 high. The blades 
then are smooth and tender and fur­
nish a highly nutritious food which 
cattle are very fond of. For hay it is 
cut in June, just when it begins to 
head. Stock eat lit freely with good 
results. He things that the pejudice 
now existing against Johnson grass 
may be mainly if not v holly due to 
the fact that if the grass is allowed to 
grow too long before pasturing or cut­
ting, the long stalks are formed fqr 
heading and seeding, becoming hard 
and woody, and the blades coarse and 
stifi, ahd tbns unfit for pasturage or 
bay. Bepeated experimeht has de­
cided in its favor when treated as in­
d icted  above. Milch cows thrive on 
it. For very low ground, subject to 
frequent and heavy overflows it is per- 
bape the best of our cultivated grassee 
With him it has stood under water a 
foot deep for six weeks without mate­
rial detriment to future growth.

We would here remark that we 
have'great confidence in Mr. Moore’s 
experience and discernment, and be­
lieve his reason for much of the pre­
judice existing against Johnson grass 
is entitled to highest crédit; but as a 
precautionary suggestion we would 
say that we have heard many expres­
sions of dissatisfaction on account of J 
experiments with this grass, one im-^

Six 
fa will finish up the business.

The Texas Ltvb Stock Journal has 
no particular objection to the pro* 
oeedings as outlined, except that the 
move will throw us into a quandary. 
We don’t know where Texas will be­
long Just at this moment,,and don’t 
want,our legs dangling oo both sides 
of a wire fence. Thè poeitition is un- 
comfortable, and not likely to entitle 
thè rider to the respect of his friends 
or his enemies. The J ournal is not 
used to any such positions and will 
h^ve to find a solid standing some­
where as will the Texas delegation at 
the convention.

If Texas runa altogether with the 
range men, then in a few yean Texas 
will have to sneak out of the range 
asso'dation and seek entrance with the 
stock breeders. Our stock interest is in 
a transient condition. The free grass- 
en  are gradually but surely going out 
to seek fìresh (free) fields and pastures 
new, and the range In t^ ^ t goes with 
them. The land ownen, and land 
leesoes are gradually but surely im­
proving their stock and becoming im* 
bned with the agricultural idea that it 
is cheaper to feed stock than to starve 
them, and cheaper to raise the feed 
than to buy it, and very mneh better 
to mature the stock than to raise a 
cheap young steer at a small profit for 
some other nc^n to work on to better 
advantage. Consequently there is a 
strong leaning towards the agricnlt- 
orsl interest here, and it will not be 
out of the line of strict truth to say 
that the average Texas ranchman cul- 
tivaves a larger acreage, as a farmer, 
than the bona fide farmer cultivates in 
Missouri or other farming states, and 
what is more to the point, they are 
simply working so that the future 
business will have a greater leaning 
towards the "neater” aide than ever 
before.

The change from a National Cattle 
and Horse Growers’ association to a 
Bange association will throw out only 
a portion of the Texas cattle interests 
and the inembership retained in the 
association will decrease as improve­
ments develop on Texas ranges. Then 
thè association representing the stock 
farming interests will obtain recruits 
at thè expense of the other.

We are inclined to think that the 
associations should be divided after this 
fashion, if a division must be made. 
One to represent the stockmen who 
use their own grass on their legally 
acquired territory, and who expect to 
remain permanently in the business, 
the other association to represent the 
men who own cattle, but no land, and 
who will accept their chances 
obtaining and holding a range 
by the sufferance of the tide of immi­
gration. ,i For the present Texas will 
take a strong interest in both, but in 
the egd the solid bottom will prevail.

February, March, April 
Md May depend on cornfed and 
wintered cattle; sometimes the supplj^ 
is light and insuffloient for all pa 
poass, at such times prices rale high< 
aaé Justify corn feediog.

ip, and not let it be said that n^
[ market can be permanent i 
I for want of cattle.

The climate assists ns as a breeding 
ground, and the increasing acreage of 
our great farming belt will assure the 
maturing and fattening the stock. This 
adjui^ment needs a little time, a grad­
ual improvemeut In the class of stock 
raised, the recognition of the firm as a 
branch of ranch economy, the im- 
fuovement in grssees, the free nse of 
mowing machines on the nativer grass­
es that are loxoriant in summer and 
rot in winter, the better distribution of 
water by means of wells and well b<nr- 
ing appAratus, the division of pastures 
and otn^r changes that are r^ id ly  
coming about. Then increase in popn- 
latlon, the curtailment of free ranges, 
the natural growth of transportation 
facilitiee will all favorably affect the 
stock raising business until Texas es­
tates will afford incomes still more 
lurgely in proportion to the original 
investments than ever before. We 
contend then that wnile the Texas 
cattle drive proves that on the prices 
obtained for yearlings the Texas cattle 
raiser makes a profit, the taking of 
the cattle from Texas takes also a 
source of profit, and by matnring to 
marketable shape in the late summer 
and fall, tend to depress prices of Tex 
as cattle on the beef markets as the re­
turn for the profit on the early sale, 
and we contend that if this stock is 
matured here it would be far better for 
Texas stockmen.

The Effect o f th e  D rive.
f The benefit of the annual Texas 
drive to tbe_ territories is not so ap 
parent to Texans, while the continual 
run on the Chicago markets is break­
ing it all to pieces. The report that 
21,000 cattle are on the market in two 
days, would naturally give rise to the 
question: Where did they come
from ? And the answer must be that 
these are the native'cattle ofjthenorth 
western territories, the cattle from the 
farming sections but principally the 
yearlings and two year olds sent from 
the breeding grounds of Texas in 1882 
and 1883 which arrive at maturity 
after two yesurs grazing in the north­
west. We tarn to see where the profit 
is to Texas, and we remember the best 
prices the average cattle raiser of 
Southern Texas received for the year­
ling bears very small comparison to 
the price of bullocks. These cattle go 
on the market and bring various 
prices showing a profit to the drover, 
and thematurer, m&ki g the supply 
of beef greater than if the stock was 
matured on grass in Texas and by 
natural grass fattening in the north 
supply the beef markets three months 
in the year, and so heavily stocking 
the «market as to smash valnes all 
round. If any one speculates as to 
what depresses the beef market now 
the solution.is found in the fact that 
it is the big Texas drive of 1833, now 
matured for the butcher. We contend 
that Texas must prepare to out off 
this drive, by maturing the stock at 
home. Feeding the young steers one 
winter, and fattening them aa two 
years olds will do the trick. Then 
$45 will come to Texas in place of the 
$10 bill, and the profit will belong 
here, not only on the breeding 
but on the maturing. The 
writer has doubted the poesibllity of 
making a good weighty marketable 
steer in two years, but practical dem­
onstration has cleared the doubts away. 
Having seen common Texas steers 
weighing 1,000 pounds at two years 
old that did not cost over a $10 bill to 
feed, the conclusion is reached that 
Texas has as much to gidn bymatnriiig 
the stock as by breeding and pzo- 
dneing them, and that the stock in­
terests of Texas will be very much 
improvejl as to profit for every sue- 
o ^ fu l farming year we have.

oiation:

The executive committee of the Col­

orado Cattle Grower’s association at a 
recent meeting at Denver nuanlmons- 
ly commended the memorial to the 
range cattle and horse growers of the 
arid r^ o n s , issued by the New Mexi­
co Cattid^t(|HorBe Growers associa­
tion, calling all range men to unite 
in organising an International Cattle 
and Horse Grower’s association. I t  is 
proposed to perfect this organisation at 
St. Lonis at the time of the meeting of 
our great convention to be held there 
on the 23d of this month. This action 
will ensure a much larger attendance 
of rangemen at the St. Louis meeting 
than wonld  ̂ otherwise have occurred 
for the reason that there has been gen­
erally an apathy on the part of range 
men in relation to organizations com­
bining range interests with the farm­
ing interests of the East, i t  is believed 
that the organization of a distinctive 
range association will result in the 
nniting of all the representatives of the 
breeding and dairy interests into an 
organization combining these inter­
ests'as at present represented in our 
great National Cattle and Horse 
Growers association and the Chicago 
association. What the country wants 
is practicable benefioial results, and 
these can best be seenred through the 
two associations, one nniting the range 
interests and one uniting the inter, 
ests of the small farmers and breeders 
of the country. The masses of the pea 
pie are not interested in the antagonis' 
tics which have largely grown out of 
the efforts of ambitious persons to 
further their interest by obtaining 
prominent positions in our association 
The good of the country must be con 
sidered in preference to the advance­
ment of ambitious and self-seeking 
men. If the represeetatives of the 
Chicago association had come to St. 
Louis last year untrammeled, and will 
log to submit to a square deal, there 
would to day only have been an organi 
zation representing the live stock in 
terests of the country, but as the con­
trolling spirits of the Chicago associa­
tion have shown by their conduct that 
they would rather rule in Hell than 
serve in Heaven, it was impossible for 
the great national convention, made 
up of over 1200 delegates, to amalga­
mate with J.he Chicago association, 
with less than 200 delegates, on the 
basis af “8 to 7” in favor of the minori, 
ty Chicago convention. I t  was aptly 
said in our great convention in St 
Louis last year by the Hon. Norman 
J. Colman, that the proposition as 
above stated was whether “ the tail 
should wag the dog, or the dog wag 
the tail.^’ If the oontrolling spirits of 
the Chicago association have no axe to 
grind over, any political ambitions to 
serve, but are simply animated with a 
sincere and conscientious desire to se. 
cure practical results of good to the 
country, let them come to St. Louis 
and there harmoniza existing dlfferen 
ces, and combine in effecting an asso­
ciation of br^iedera and farmers which 
can co-operate through committee with 
the International Cattle and Horse 
Growers association to secure from 
congress the needed legislation to 
stamp out contagious diseases now ex­
isting in the East, and prevent its in 
troductiou in the West.

A few days since Mr. Jamec^B. Ar­
thur, a large cattle grower in the north 
part of the state, purchased 500 head of 
graded Hereford heifers from the Swan 
Land and Cattle company. They are 
a very fine lot of animals, and will be 
kept in one of his pastures the coming 
winter.

Nearly all the cattlemen who range 
in the mountains are bringing their 
cattle down into the valleys. The 
winter ranges in valleys are not as good 
as last year, and many of the herds 
will have to be fed on hay daring the 
winter. ^

There was about three hundred thor 
onghbred rams sold at Bailey’s corral 
this week. Orer one-half of these 
were sold to parties in New Mexico. 
There were also 140 Merino rams 
sold by Mason Wright. The call 
for Merinos has been mneh larger in 
the Colorado ¡market this year than 
any year heretofore, though the prices 
are not as good.

From all parts of the range country, 
since it has been broached, cornee one 
nniversai exclamation in favor of Col. 
R. G. Head, of Trinidad', for the presi­
dency of the National Cattle and 
Horse. Grower’s association at the 
meeting at St. Louis on the 23rd of 
this month. Mr. Head Is very popn- 
lar from the Gulf oountry to the Brit­
ish possessions. All admit his emi­
nent fitnees for the position.

The supply of cattle at the Union 
Stock Yards has been in some excess 
of the demand. Prices have remained 
steady at from |2  85 to 3 00. Daring 
the week a oouple of hnndred of feed­
ers have been sold at |2  85, and another 
lot at |3  00. About six hundred head 
of cattle have passed throngh the 
yards flrom Western Colorado on their 
way to Chicago. They were unloaded 
and fed here.

Profit in Raising Cattle.
Fanhandle.

There is a diversity of opinion as to 
the per cent of gain in growing cattle 
on the public domain.

Our readers will remember about a 

year ago there was considerable ex­
citement throughout the state over the 
reported outbreak of Texas fever at 
Manhattan, Kansas, in a herd of cattle 
belungiug to Major N. A. Adams. It 
seems that the Major had purchased a 
herd of 220 Colorado cattle, intending 
to feed them on his ranch in Potto- 
watomle county during the following 
winter. The purchase was made at 
the Kansas City stock yards, and the 
cattle shipped by the IJaion Paclfia 
railroad to Manhattan. Whils the 
cattle were in transit the disease broke 
out among them, although at that 
time it was «'upposed that they were 
simply f)«vr heated by being closely 
confined in Uie oars. Oa their arrival 
at Manhattan they were seized by the 
sheriff, placed in quarantine and kept 
for several davs, daring which time 
more than half the cattle died. The 
case received prompt attention by the 
Btate Veterinary Burgeon, and attract­
ed great interest among farmers and 
cattle-raisers all over the state. After 
the cattle had been quarantined for a 
week or more the disease broke out, 
and those that were left alive were re 
moved to Major Adam’s ran<^. Qaite 
a number of catile of Manh..ttan died, 
it is supposed, from,the fever, commu­
nicated either by MiOorAdams cattle 
or by straying on to the quarantine 
ground. After the cattle had been re­
moved a suit was brought by Dr. Pat- 
tee, of Manhattan, to recover damages 
for the loss of about a dozen head of 
cattle, which he alleged had received 
the disease from Major Adam’s cattle 
Two defenses were interposed by M i- 
jor Adams. First, that he bought the 
cattle in good faith and without any 
knowledge whatever that they were 
diseased. Second, that Dr. PaUee wiis 
guilty of negligence in allowing his 
cattle to roam at large and to stray in­
to the quarantine grounds, where they 
might take the disease.

A large nnmber of witnesses were 
examined as to the natnr^ origin and 
means of communicating Texas fever. 
The experts all expressed the opinion 
that Texas fever ooeld only be commu­
nicated by cattle from Boatbern Kan­
sas, and diat cattle that were sick with 
the fever themselves could not comma- 
nioate it  to others. The whole of laat 
week was consumed in the triiJ oi the 
case, and the wh<de anbject of Texas 
fever in oatUe received a thoroogh and 
exhaustive examination.. JudM Ghith- 
rie instructed thejory that u  Msjor 
Adams puiehaaed (he cattle in good 
faith, Mlieviog them to t>e heiathy 
cattle, and having no reason to bMleve 
otherwise, that he was notrespmiaible 
for the damages that m i^ t  aocme 
while taking the disease from his cat­
tle.

The Wool Trade.
We are between two seasons and as 

a consequence very little is doing in 
wool. Receipts the greater mar­
kets are decreasiqg as are the sales. 
Prices are higher nmn at any time 
during the past few months, as an ex- 
ceptionably good clip was sold in 
Boston for 25 cents, a price very little 
spring wool brought, and the prevail­
ing figures in Boston for Texas fall 
clip ranges from 20 to 23 centsu

There is considerable talk about de­
clining values, but there is room for a 
decline without destroying the pros-r 
pect for the Texas spring clip of 1886 
to realize good prices.

The present season has shown how 
much wool had been stored away last 
year, but does not show the shortage 
in the wool supply in the United 
States which certainly exists, in the 
comparison of the clips for 1884 and 
1885 It takes a little time for this 
shortage to become evident, and plain* 
ly visible, but we believe it will soon 
show and assist in maintaining values.

Foreign wools cannot 'match Texas 
wools at present figures unless the 
treasury department is neglectful, or 
wilfhliy connives to admit clothing 
wools the low duty of carpet stock, 
and we think there is sufficient intelli­
gence lately exhibited in the depart­
ment to prevent any charge of the 
kind, although mudh of this sort of 
work has been of cocomon occurrence 
in the past.

Our friend and associate on the 
Wool Grower, Mr. D. E. Bentley, 
writes from the range that the sheep 
business is resuming its place and 
gaining strength every day. Bays 
that flockmasters are encouraged and 
more hopeful than for two years. 
True, there is hardly a greenhorn in 
the business, those who are on the 
range are experienced men, confident 
iu their knowlfdge and satisfied with 
tne market prospect. The sheep busi­
ness will give a good account of itself I 
next spring.

The expenses of running sheep is 
oftimes overestimated. In order that 
justice be done the much-abused anb 
male, we wish to state, and we have it 
from the very best authority, that 
15,000 head of sheep are run in this 
country at an average cost of $500 per 
month. This would be $6,000 per year, 
and allowing $4,000—which is a very 
liberal allowance—for lambing, shear­
ing and dipping, we have $10,000 as 
the net outlay. These sheep will av­
erage 5 pounds, and it the wool sells 
at 20 cents in the ̂  spring they will re­
turn the owner $15,000; leaving $5,000 
Bud the increase to pay interest on the 
capital invested in range.—[San An­
gelo standard.

"There was once an old ram who 
bad to be kept at the other end there,’’ 
said the old shepherd at Prospect park.

""George Sligh finished shearing his 
flock of 5,850 graded Merino sheep last 
week. The clip amounted to 10,022 
pounds, which is nearly two pounds 
per head. This is the second clip this 
year, which makes the total clip a lit­
tle over four pounds of wool to the 
sheep. The spring clip was sold to 
Brown A Manzanares, of Las Vegas, 
for 12 oents per pound. The first ship­
ment of the fall clip was made to the 
same house, and it is certain that a 
considerable advance over tlft spring 
clip will be obtained for it. This 
proves very conclusively that the 
sheep raising industry is a very profit­
able one. If wool can be sold at an 
average of 12̂  oents per pound, and If 
the herd is graded up to shear fonri» 
eight pounds of wool, the yearly reve­
nue from each sheep will be from 50 
cents to $1 00. The expense of herd­
ing and oaring for sheep on a liberal 
basis, should not exceed 25 oents per 
bead. If the amount of wool and the 
price above mentioned can be obtain­
ed, it gives, at the lowest estimate, 25 
cents per head clear profit in wool, in 
addition to the increase, which cannot 
be estimated at less than $1 00 in value 
for each ewe per year.

, "Although I am’ not a resident of 
Texas, yet as a stockman I  cannot get 
along without the J o u r n a l . Your 
words of encouragement, with the ad­
vice given to the sheepmen will do as 
well here as there. I  feel certain that 
the daylight is breaking in oUr busi­
ness, and to those who hold on will 
surely be rewarded. I  am saying what 
has often been said by you. With 
sheep not to shear less than six 
ponndf, and not to weigh leas than 
lOOpoonda; with interest and devo­
tion to the buaineas, with proper man­
agement, sheep can be made to pay 
handsomely.”

Now I  am not going into a glowing 
preface and swear it on thick on our 
woolmen and dealers. No, nothing of 
the kind. I  will confine myself strictly 
to facts. However, our commission 
men deserve mention at least for their 
enterprise and their sagacity. They 
started ont a year ago to make this the 
leading wool market of the country, 
and in order to succeed, must strike 
out—work for it—which they are dô  
ing. The season is about over, yet 
notwithstanding this, all is activity at 
the Bt. Louis Cotton and Wool ex­
change. The office» are "whooping” 
up things, so to speak, and are laying 
their plans for the coming season. 
Next April the Missouri Wool Grow* 
ers association will meet in this city at 
the Cotton and Wool exchange. The 
woolmen intend to make this meeting 
an important aifsir by getting up a 
big sheep shearing contest, open for 
the whole country, Canada included. 
Large premiums will be offered and 
other valuable considerations will be 
held out to induce a large gathering. 
The shearing will be done at the cot­
ton warehouses a mile or so below the 
exchange. These warehouses, of which 
there are five, cover some two hun. 
dred acres of ground, and are larger 
than those of New Orleans. In April 
the cotton will be about all marketed, 
so there will be ample room. A meet­
ing of the wool dealera and others will 
be held at the exchange next Wednes 
day to make arrangements, the size of 
the premiums and other details.

The sheep market the past week was 
slow and uninteresting. Offerings 
were moderate and not of the beat quali­
ty. Prices paid in extremes ranged 
from $1 50 to 3 00 per 100 lbs. for com­
mon to fancy native muttons. Texas 
sheep scarce and sold for $1 65 to 2 50 
per 100 lbs.

There is but little change to note in 
the wool market for the week now 
ended. Supply moderate and demand 
moderate. Buyers ere very cautious. 
Prices weak and irregular. We 
quote:

Kansas—choice medium at 21 to 22, 
fair to good do 19 to 20c, low 12 to 14c, 
light bright fine 18 to 20o, heavy or 
earthy 14 to 16; Black and slightly cot- 
ted or burry 2 to 5c per pound less; 
hard burry quotable at 10c for South­
ern to 14 to 15 for Western; Texas— 
choice 12-months’ growth at 21 to 22c, 
choicd 6 and 8 months’ 18 to *20; fall 
clip 15 to 17c, Western short and san­
dy at 14 to 16c, and carpet stock 12 to 
143. R a t t l e r .

Burned 2,111 pounds of meal, and gaiq;* 
ed 420 pounds—average 140 pounds 
each. Lot 2 consumed 2,040 pounds 
and gained 600 pounds—average 200 
pounds each. This gives 11 pounds 
gain for one bushel of meal of lot No. 
1, and 16.47 pounds gain far a bushel 
of meal, by lot 2.

We could give a great many mofe 
careful experiments in proof of the 
economy of cooking, but this must 
suffire. We think the fact is well es- 
tabl&ed as most fiujtB of farm econo­
my, that with large herds and flocks 
it will pay to steam food. A great 
deal of the coarse fodder g;rowB on 
farm is rendered palatable by steam­
ing with meal and fodder, injured by 
the weather, is made sweet and nutri­
tious,

Feeding Sheep and Swine.
[A m erican R ural Home.1 

Mr. E. W. Stewart relates the fol­
lowing experiments with sheep: "We 
mixed 100 pounds corn meal, 100 
pounds wheat middlings, and 50 
pounds of linseed oil meal (old style) 
One hundred pounds of this mixed 
with 200 pounds of cut hay, the hay 
being first moistened ; and then 600 
pounds of this mixture were placed in 
a steam box and cooked with live 
steam for an hour and a half. The 
sheep, of about 100 pounds weight, 
consumed three pounds per head per 
day in two feeds, morning and even­
ing, with a half pound of dry hay at 
noon. Upon this ration the gain was 
three pounds per head per week. The 
Bkme ration, uncooked, produced a 
gain of 2 to 2̂  (>oandB per head per 
week.”

"Having fed sheep on steamed foed 
for several winters, and always with 
satisfaction, we came to regard this 
way of feeding as the most profitable 
with a large'stock and the proper fa­
cilities.”

A. C. Wales, of Massillon, Ohio, 
gives his experience in feeding stock 
on a large scale upon cooked food : "In 
1874 he divided a flock of 309 sheep in­
to two flocks of 150 each. The one lot 
was placed under a shed and fed liber­
ally on clover hay and sheaf oats; the 
other lot was placed in another shed 
and fed on cut fodder, com and wheat 
bran Seventy-five pounds of bran 
were mixed with one day’s feed of fod­
der com and all wet down with boil­
ing water.” The result was so satis­
factory as to induce him to purchase 
an engine and boiler and put up tanks 
and conveniences on a scale adequate 
to the wants of the flock”

When feeding three tons of dry feed 
a day he estimated that ̂  it took one 
man four hours to steam i t ; the cost 
of fuel, for cutting, mixing, steaming, 
pumping water, etc., is about five 
oents a ton of dry feed. -A man and a 
boy oared for 1,500 sheep. The fod­
der was eaten op very clean. The 
effect was shown in the wool, which 
was of a length, clearness, style and 
partionlariy strength of staple rarely 
found on sheep wintered on dry feed.

We have a great many cases of the 
gain in feeding cooked food to hogs. 
George Geddes thought his hogs fat­
te n ^  twice as fast <m cooked as on un­
cooked meal. Mr. Stewart, October 
1st, divided six pigs of the same litter 
inte two lets of three ea<ffi, weighing 
225 pounds each lot—jdaoing them In

Trouble Over Double-Deck Sheep 
Shipments.

[Drover’s Jo am al.]
Although all the Western pools and 

combinations have now abolished 
double-deck cars for the transportation 
of sheep, yet the indications are that 
the new arrangement will not last long, 
and that they will soon have to be 
used again. The principal reason why 
the new rule does not work well is the 
refusal of the Northern Pacific 
to join in the arrangement. I t  claims 
that it cannot afford to ship sheep from 
Montana and other far Western Terri, 
tories in single-deck cars. As the roads 
in the Northwestern Traffic associa­
tion refuse [to take sheep in double- 
deck cars from the Northern Pacific at 
St. Paul, tha*̂  company gives all its 
business to the Minnesota and North­
western, which is not a member of the 
pool, and which has a good line to 
Chicago in connection with the Illi­
nois Central, and is able to handle all 
the Northern Pacific’s sheep traffic. 
Of course the roads in the Northwes­
tern Traffic association do not like this 
diversion of business, and they are in 
a quandary as to what to do A meet­
ing of the association will be held 
next week to consider the matter; ahd 
the probabilities are that they will go 
back to the old system, in which case 
the other Western pools and combina­
tions will be compelled to do likewise 
The prese.jt rate on single-deck cars is 
$30. The old rate was $40/ but when 
the double-deck system was abolished 
the rate was reduced $10. Yet with 
this reduction the rate is considered 
much too high by sheep shippers in 
the West, '̂ ĥey demand a rate of 
about $50 on double-deck cars, which 
they claim is about all the business can
bear.

The railroad’s interest lies in the di­
rection of the development and perma­
nency of our industries, thinks the 
Western Rural. Prosperous farmers 
and stockraisers will make perman­
ently prosperous railroads. And yet 
it would seem to be the settled policy 
ef the railroad corporations to cripple 
every industry that it can re^h. 
From appearances it would seem that 
the well-defined object of this great 
power is to pauperize our farmers and 
to drive bosiness men into bankrupt­
cy. Take the sheep bnsiness as an 
illustration. The roads must know 
that sheep breeders have been having 
a severe struggle. They must know it 
has been no easy matter to prevent a 
wholesale abandonment of sheep hus­
bandry. They must know, too, that 
with the decrease in the nnmber of 
sheep mast come a decrease in their 
freight business; and knowing these 
things, as they must know them, what 
would reasonably be expected of them 
under the circumstances. From a bos- 
inesB point of view there is only one 
course that could possibly be predict­
ed. I t  would be expected that the 
roads would say to our flookmasters: 
"You are having a pretty hard time of 
it, and under the most favorable cir­
cumstances, you will not be able to 
make mneh of a profit. But it is to 
our interest to have you stick to the^ 
business and pull through into better 
times. That you may be enoourtged to 
do this, we will help you all we can. 
We will ftivor you in transportation.

shipper, we could take all your sheep 
in one car, but if we did, we have an­
other car that we would have no use 
for, and, hence, as we have the power 
to do it, we will compel you to hire 
two cars to do the work of one. With 
the trifling encouragement of double 
deck cars, it is possible that some men 
who otherwise might go out of the 
sheep basiness m ^ht remain in. But 
tbe roads are not inclined to consult 
even their own interests tc this limited 
extent.

We have said that the roads must 
know certain facts which we have 
stated. Perhaps we are mistaken. It 
is barely possible that the men who 
have taken sn̂ ĥ action as is here com­
plained of do not know anything, ex­
cept to plunder the people. Tbe noll- 
cy of railroad management is to filch 
every dollar from the pablic that tbe 
public can be made to part with by 
hook or crook; and the agents of the 
corporations make it their sole study 
bow to make tbe most money for their 
employers at the present moment. 
The man who can make the most is 
considered the beet agent. Hence 
these fellows know nothing and think 
nothing but the way to increaM pres­
ent receipts. I t  is possible that «there 
is not a "eneral freight agent in the 
United B'Ates who knows anything 
about the unfortunate cqndi’ion of onr 
sheep industry, and consequ<*ntly 
knows nothing about the necessity of 
encoDraging it. Hence the mcessity 
of sufficimt legislation to guarantee 
the people their rights agaicst the cu­
pidity and stupidity of railroad man­
agement. As often said by us such 
legislation would ultimately be to the 
interest of the reads themselves.

He 
states that the cattle on the range are 
rolling fat fmd in fine fix, and large 
shipments of fine cattle, to the markets 
of St. Louis and Chicago going on all 
the time; Murphyville being a ship, 
ping point of considerable importance.

GBEENViLLK, TEXAS, Nov. 11,-1885 

To the  Stook Journal, Dallas T exas:
As per my promise while in Dallas, 

I now avail myself of this opportu­
nity to aeqaiut you of my recent trip 
with she cattle into New Mexico. We 
left Wills Poiat|about the 29th of Oc­
tober, with 1000 head of she yearlings, 
making some 30 cars, destined for 
Sierra county, New Mexico. We had 
no aocideut on the trip, and arrived at 
Engle, New Mexico, without the loss 
of a single hoof. The herd was des­
tined for Mr. Ellis Miller’s range. We 
took the trail at Engle and drove 120 
miles to the range. While in New 
Mexico I learned that a great many of 
the ranchers there contemplate com­
ing to Texas in the near future, in 
fact some of them will be here very 
shortly, to make large purchases of 
•he cattle. I I made the acquaintance 
while awa^of a g(X>d many of them, 
and firmly believe that between now 

- and next June. New Mexico will buy 
from Texas not less than 30,000 to’40,- 
000 head of she cattle. I must say 
that I never had in charge a more sue 
cessfui shipment of cattle, and the 
railways, not ouly on the Texas A'Pa- 
cifio but also oa the Achlson, Topeka 
A Santa Fe, did everything In their 
power to make the trip a success. Yen 
can say to Messrs. Irvine.A Johns of 
the live stock exchange, that if future 
shipments to New Mexico prove as 
suooeesfnl as this one, territory buy­
ers will have no cause for complaint.

Editor Texas Live S ock Journal. «
wish to offer a euggestions to 

Texas cattle growers on the ‘‘old 
thread-bare cattle question.” In sev­
eral recent numbers of your valued 
Jo u r n a l  I have noticed the purchasb 
of large numbers of Tex^ steers from 
the ranges for feeding purposes in the 
great corn belt of Texas. This is as It 
should be, and we, hope, and expect to 
see the day when Texas will bs in the 
front ranks of the corn feeding states. 
Why sell a 900 pound steer at 2^c? 
When by feeding him $10 worth of 
corn and making him weigh 1,100 
pounds and will sell at 3^c, a gain of 
$9 00 per head on the original weight, 
allowing the gain in weight to pay for 
feeding; frhich it will do if the cattle 
are properly handleil. JThree ^ear old 
past steers are the most profitable to 
feed, as they put on fat faster than 
young cattle that have to grow as well 
as fatten. Another point in favor of 
corn feeding iu Texas, is, they are 
ready for market at just the time cf 
year that fat 1,000 to 1,200 pound cattle 
are always in demand, and nine years 
out of te^ .the demand exceeds the 
supply of that kind of caUIe, at that 
particular time of the y ear,it being soon 
after the wesUrn range cattle stop 
moving, and before the bulk of lowl, 
Missouri, KAnsas and Nebraska cattle 
are ready for market. Still another 
point is the tect, that a prime 1,000 to 
1,100 pound Texas steer, if fat, always 
commands a preminm over a native 
steer of thé same weight and condi­
tion in the Chicago market. Now 
enumerate« few of the facts in favor of 
earn feeding TkxAS c a t tle  Cheap 
cattle, cheap feed, the finest climate in 
the United States to feed <n, ready for 
market at jm l the time they are wanted 
and commanding a premium over 
their native brothers of like weight and 
fatness, and freight rcUes as reason^ 
able as from any western, or nart - 
western points.

In the face of the above array of facts 
why will Texas cattle growers’ persist 
iu sending half-flat cattle in such nnuL. 
bers to northern markets ? TJsat it is 
impossible for cattle t i «  ers to handle 
them only at prices th iit^re mnions 
to the growers, and little of no profi 
to the buyers^ My advice to a Texas 
man, having feeding steers, is to find 
a man who has plenty of oorn,i nod i

he can do no better, put the cattle 
where the corn is, or vice-versa and 
feed them on joint account whereby the 
cattleman and corn man will realize 
fair prices for their cattle and corn.

A word on the pleuro-pneumonia^ 
quarantine farce, as I have insisted 
from the first in declaring it in the 
main a farce without a moral, and I 
still believe if every pleuro-pneumonia 
officer that has been appointed was 
discharged and banished to the Dry 
Tortugas the Texas or splenic fever 
scare would scon pass away.

Mr. Frank M. Madox’s views as ex­
pressed to a reporter of the Austin 
Stat^man and pnblished in yours of 
the 31st lost, on the quarantine, or 
dead line, coincides with my idea ex­
actly. If they must continue the farce 
a while longer, place the line fnlly as 
far south and east as he mentions from 
Eagle Pass to Ban Antonio, and In- 
ternanional to Texarkana, as I  am eat- 
isfied from close observation darinx 
the past ten years that the cattle that 
impart the fever are almoet exclusively 
coast cattle, and I  fully believe the 
origin of every case that has appeared 
within that time could be traced to 
th« coast cattle.

A few of the northwestern and west­
ern cattlemen, together with a few 
commission men on the Union Stock 
yards were among the insiigators of 
the Texas fever and pleuro-pneumonia 
scare, and we believe for selfish pur­
poses, bnt' they have learned by sad 
experience that they "bit off their noee 
to spite ther face,” and I think will be 
very careful In the future'about insti­
tuting lu'^asures that will prevent 
Texas cattle from going north. Texas 
is the only place that they can get a 
sure and cheap supply of yonqg cattle 
to place on their northern ranges. 
Texas can raise two calves to their 
one, hence there is more money for 
them to purchase Texas ones and twos 
to pat on their ranges, than to try to 
raise calves from cows, where not 
over 60 per cent, will breed, and 
scarcely 50 per cent, of the calves will 
survive the first winter.

Hoping these few suggestions may 
be a benefit to some sonthwestem cat­
tle grower, I remain

The late break has been a 
bad one on specnlators, but the man 
who. dtd not buy Into the bnriness on 
the the very crest of the booming tidal 
wave, has no deep or well-grounded 
complaints to make. Even they can­
not sell their cattle within |10 per head 
of what they could some months since, 
bat these men do not want to sell now. 
They know (halt-very lane has a turn­
ing point, and above all, the experi­
enced cattle-raisers are not the ones 
who sell out in times of dep*ession 
The time to buy is wben there are 
plenty oiseliers, and vice versa.

Ours is not one of the counties that 
fell off in taxable values this year 
Our tax roll shows a creditable increase 
to È peak'for the prosperity of our citi­
zens. This in spite of the fact that 
cattlemen succeeded in getting their 
stock on the rolls at |6.50 per head ; as 
against $15.00 for the two preceding 
years. When it comes to the question 
of taxes the average stockman is hard 
to head. He generally leaves more un­
counted than the average farmer is 
worth. Take him all in all, though 
he is a genial, wide awake, whole- 
souled fellow and quite a factor in 
Texas affairs. To one who has been 
in Northwest Texas for the past six 
years there is a great change noticed 
in the ideas and methods as far as they 
have been able to effect it, of the stock 
men. A few years ago it w£is consid­
ered by most pf the stockmen a use­
less waste of labor and money.to feed 
any kind of stock in the winter. But 
few of them thought there was any 
money in pasturing and paying at­
tention to breeding. Now the great 
majority of them admit and urge the 
affirmative of these propositions and, 
many of them have prepared and are 
preparing to do both, and ere long 
what has always been a careless,
“ lucky go easy ” business will be 
transformed into a methodical one 
based on scientific principles. Much 
of this change is due to the infusion of 
new ideas, to us, from the North and 
East ; some to the natural development 
of the county and growth of the busi­
nees, and more to the diffusion of 
knowledge acqtèngst stockmen by 
journals devoted to the subject ; not 
least among tvliich has been the T e x ­
a s  L i v e  S t o c k  J o u r n a l . A s a rule 
the stockman is not inclined to liter­
ature and the J o u r n a l  merits his 
gratitude for its energy amd persever­
ance in forcing itself into his notice 
and convincing him that it is useful to 
him.

Another very noticeable change is, 
that where they were once bitterly 
opposed to the; coming of the 'farmer 
now they welcome him. This change 
is mostly due ro the change in their 
ideas and plans in regard to winter 
feeding. Many of them who do not 
care to engage in fa c in g  themselves 
want feed raised near them so that 
freights and hauling will not cost 
more than the feed is worth.

There is a much better feeling 
among cattle and sheep men now than 
there was this time last year. There 
is not much selling nor desire to sell ; 
there seems to be a general belief or 
confidence that values will increase.

One of our largest cattle men, £ . P. 
Davis, is moving part of bis cattle west; 
he has established a ranch intime Pan­
handle and one in the eastern border 
of New Mexico where he recently 
bought about twenty-thousand acres 
of grazing land. His partial removal 
will make room for two or three 
smaller ranches. Quite a number of 
farmers have settled in our county this 
fati, most of them have “ squatted” 
on Polk County school land in the 
north east part of the county. Our 
oldest land firm, Poole A Andrews, say 
they have had more inquiry for agri­
cultural lands this year than eyer be­
fore since the organization of the 
county

Our town is very quiet and peace­
able since local option went Into effect. 
All the lawyers that have been con­
sulted on the subject aay our election, 
etc., was O. K. and will stand the teat 
of the courts so it ia to be h o ]^  our 
saloon men will not get themselvaa 
into trouble by “ buckifig ” against it.

The health of the country is good. 
Our free school is in a fionrishing con­
dition with about eighty pupils in at 
tendance under a corps of three good 
teachers ; it will continue ten month», 
from, the 7th of last Sept, free to alL 
We have an interesting Union Sunday 
school, well organized and supplied 
with books, papers etc.

Preaching each month by the Bap- 
tist, Methodists and Preabyteriana, all 
of whom have regularly organised 
ehurohes.

Sion and haveotdoed4he l a y ^  out of 
five first-class public roads. This is a 
move In a right direetion and some­
thing ril new counties should do at 
once. The cost now in damages to 
land owners will be insignificant com*, 
pared to the cost a few years hence 
when land is enclosed and have be­
come more valuable.

In the writer’s opinion the building 
of fine court houses can be delayed 
much better than the opening up ot 
roads.

The question of transportation for 
beef and beef cattle is of great impor 
tance; how to get them to market. 
The obstructions to the drive are very 
serious and time will add difficulties. 
More railways and water ways seem 
to be the demand of the hour. Btdl 
roads on the shortest possible lines to 
Denver, Kansas City, St. Louis and 
Chicago; the ocmpletion of the St. 
Louis and Texas to Barnet and con­
nections with the roads leading south 
with San Antonio win tend to cheapen 
Railroad freights on cattle. Messrs. 
Huntington and Ck>uld, by a combinad 
tion, can cut off or gdd at w ill, to the 
profits of the cattle producer by a sim 
pie schedule of freight rates. Increased 
and competing railroads and proper 
shipping facilities on the Gulf where 
ships, drawing 20 to 25 feet can load 
without lightering. The importance, 
of a Gulf port is too obvious. The con­
centration of 25,000 or 30,000 people at 
any given point or a distance of 150 or 
200 miles by rail is of little consequence 
to the producers of Texas, whose ob­
ject is to get to the markets of the 
world on the shortest possible lines 
and cheapen freights on products to 
market. Padre Island, in consequence 
of deep water coming nearer to its 
shores renders it by nature the impor­
tant point, from the fact that in front of 
Galveston is near two miles to thirty 
feet of water; at Pass Cavallo one 
and a half miles; at Arkansas Pass less 
than a mile; at Corpus Ghristi Pass a 
much shorter distance ; on Padre Is­
land it comes within 250 yards of t  le 
shore. With immense deposits of m a- 
rinerock and on the Laguna Madre i a- 
tureseems to have designated the place 
asa shipping point for one of the most 
productive parts of the North Arne :i- 
can Continent. Iron Piers are lo 
longer experiments as; demonstrated 
at Long Branch and Long Island. Th ey 
have withstood the severe gales of the 
North Atlantic for many years wiljh- 
out the protection of a breakwater. 
The breakwater in Delaware Bay is 
made by damping loose rocks, making 
a sea wall which successfully lesists 
the action of the waves. The pier’s lo­
cation will give an outlet for cattle to 
New Orleans and Havanah and the 
argest class of refrigerator ships can 

enter ; and, it is the natural outlet for 
south Texas and Northern Mexico, 
where fine grazing lands, adapted to 
raising cattle on the open range, are 
being rapidly bought up by English 
capitalists and will soon be utilized 
by them.

Deepening the sand bars on the Tex­
as coast by dredging or jettys, con­
necting the shoal water bays of Texas 
with the deep waters of the Gulf, is too 
much of an experiment to attract pri­
vate capital or the government. I hope 
to attract the attention of men who 
are shaping the destinies of this great 
commonwealth to the demands of the 
hour, viz: moreN railways and water 
ways by wliich our enormous products 
will find cheaper routes to the markets 
of the world.

speccors feeling since that time uncer^ 
tain in regard to the position they oc­
cupied. In one or more instances re­
ported the owners ef herds which the 
inspectors had met at the line, very 
impolitely told the officers to “ go to 
heQ, ” and based their refusal* to sub­
mit their herds to inspection on the 
action of M. Duncan in inspecting and 
passing herds which had been refused 
admittance. This matter should be im­
mediately looked into by the territo­
rial association executive committee, 
and vigorous measures taken to visit 
the full penalty of the law on offend­
ers.—[New Mexico Stock Grower.

But butchers do "pay for tbe 
white faces and the that is in
them” a^hen, in Mdition to good 
breeding the animals have had good 
feeding. This week eight head of 
1,900 lb Hereford steers sold to a Chi­
cago butcher at $8.00 per uwt. This, 
when "common” 1,600 to 1,600 lb fat 
beeves are sellirg at 65 00 to $6 50 
shows that blood does cat some figure.

Future of Our Stook Interests.
A  stockm an w hose interests are par­

tia lly  on th e  range, and partially  in  
th e  farm ing section , w rites th e  J o u r ­

11,488 horsea and still it is to all intents 
and purposes iNsotically undevel­
oped. An idea o( what this magnifi­
cent and ¡HTodactive region is capable 
of becoming when its resources shall 
have been taxed to the utmost by a 

population is beyond the 
reach of the most fertile Imagination. 
With a surface generally composed of 
of soil admirably adapted for agricnlt- 
im , equally as rich and productive as 
the black-waxy lands of Central Texas 
and much more easily worked, with a 
variety of native grasses all oft emest 
excellent mid nntricioos quality, with 
an abundant supply of pure sparkling 
streanuand springs, constituting it 
the beet watered county of similar size 
^  the state, and furnishing unlimited 
water power for mills and factories, 
and with the finest and most healthful 
climate to be found within the bor­
ders of the United States; we have 
here all the elements neoessary for the 
support of a dense, rich and thriving 
population. It is onl^ neoeasary here 
to name the principal water courses to 
substantiate our claim to one of the 
beet watered districts in the State of 
Texas. The Colorado river with its 
tributaries on the west; the north and 
Middle Conchos runing through the 
center of the county with the South 
Concho Spring, Dove and Lipan, all 
with their tributaries and numerous 
springs on tbe south form a network 
of water courses that cannot be excel­
led in any county.

Between tbe head of the Conchos 
and the Pecos river lies the county 
known on the map as the Llano Esta- 
cado or Staked Plains, and which is 
frequently referred to as being a barren 
and .unproductive region.

In  the section of coontry spoken ̂  
that is within a radios of 50 miles of 
San Angelo, dry land is worth firom

$5.00. The school land can at present 
only bebooghtby actual setUsrs at 
$2.00 an acre, one-third cssh, balanoe in 
29 years, s t 5 per cent .interest. By 
going further west and southwest land 
can still be bought st 75 oente to $1.00 
sn sere. Stock csttle are wenih about 
$15.00. List spring one and two year 
old heifere and steers s(dd at $12.00 
and $16.00. Sheep are at present in­
creasing in value so fast and flock- 
masters are in each good spirits on ao- 
count of the advance in wool, the fine 
condition of tbs range, and the re­
markably fine weather we have had 
so fir, that it is hard to give quota­
tions, but good sheep are worth from 
$2 00 to $2 50 all round.

A word in regard to the town of Ban 
Ang êlo, the center of the county which 
this article baa feebly attempted to 
describe. No town in Texas possesses 
better watered and geographical ad- 
.vantages. Burronndea by a magnifi­
cent country, it has in its high and 
healthy location, its proiu’essive and 
public spirited citizens, advantages 
which I will push it well forward in the 
front rank of Texas cities. No town 
in Texas Las developed so rapidly 
within the last three years without 
railway facilities. Three years ago it 
was a mere collection of adobe hots, 
now it has blocks of brick and stone 
buildings that would be a credit to 
any city, three banks all doing a 
thriving business, a first-class ice fac­
tory and a fine system of water works 
give an idea of the progress of the past 
three years. Whether a railway is 
built directly to the town within thé 
next two years or not will make but 
little difference in its prosperity and 
progress. Although the strong probabil­
ity is th9t we will have a railroad with­
in a year, we are certain of having it 
close enough to bring prospectors and 
investors within a days ride, and close 
enough to give them an opportunity 
to come and see for themselves. That 
It is well worth the while of anyone 
seeking a location in Texas to take a 
look at the fertile prairies and beauti­
ful streams of Tom Green county goes 
without saying, and they once come 
they generally come to stay.
