[London Financial News.]
A oorraspondent, who haa^had oon- 

aidttable experience in cattle ranches, 
aondu 08 the following:*—This form of 
investment, when carried on under 
proper conditions, will for many years 
to oome prove a lucrative one. Men 
who have their money embarked in 
the raising oattle have the aosored 
confidence that they are dealing with 
an article which is not likely to go ont 
of fashion, and, as far as American 
ranches are concerned, it may safely 
be said that there are in proportion 
fewer calves born every year than there 
are new months to feed.

Hitherto the oattle i;^oh business 
has been one of the three mainstays of 
that half of America lying west of the 
MissourL The three openings for 
capital in the West are in ^ n e s , in 
agricnlture and in cattle; aejd among 
these three there is not thé slighest 
doubt that the majority ol investors 
have done beet in the cattle business. 
I t is true that in tbe mining bosiness 
millions have been gained, gigantic 
fortunes having Jieen the reenlt of the 
produce of the Comstock Mines alonr ; 
bat OB the other hand, those who have 
not only made money in mines, but 
kept it, are comparatively few, though 
those few have in their possession fabu­
lons sums of money. There is a cer­
tain amount of tbe gambling element 
in mining which has led to the result 
of enriching the few at the expense of 
the many, but in cattle ranching ths 
very opposite holds good.

Dealing, liowever, with cattle ranch­
ing alone, it may be interesting to 
point oat some of the conditions which 
are essential to its lucrative develop­
ment. Tbe recent proclamation of the 
President of the United States, order­
ing over 500,000 head of cattle off the 
Indian Territory, has startled the cat­
tle ranchmen of the West, and sent a 
cold shiver through those who are herd­
ing their cattle on land which does not 
belong to them. .The first essential, 
then, of a sound cattle enterprise is 
that the ranch man or the ranch com­
pany should be the actual owner of a 
good slice of freehold land. At the 
present time the government of the 
United States is willicgto giye every 
facility to buyers, and the cattlemen 
throughout the West will miss a gold­
en opportunity if they do not imme­
diately address their close attention to 
procuring as much freehold land as 
they can possibly get.

The second great essential is the 
possession of a regular supply of water, 
because with a shortness of this valua­
ble commodity in any one year, tbe 
whole of a large herd is jeopardized. 
Not only thonld land and water be 
made perfectly safe, but land should 
be held in such abundance thdt there 
is an ample margin of grazing ground 
to provide for the gradual incriiase of 
the herd. It is stated that there are 
ranchmen in Texas whese ranches 
are so limited in area that if their 
herd is increased by 4,000 to 5,000 
calves, they have actually to sell 4,000 
to 5,000 three-year olds otherwise they 
would not have enough feed and water 
on hand for the newcomers. Now 
this operation, though it may leave a 
margin of profit, is one which can be 
very greatly improved upon by those 
who are able every year to add the 
heifers to their herd, and to sell only 
their steers; e. g.  ̂ supposing 5,000 
calves are born which are added to the 
herd in the form of 2.500 heifers, and 
2,500 steers, the sound policy is to sell 
only 2,500 three-year olds, these being 
all steers, so that gradually a very 
large number of cows are added to the 
breeding herd, and the maltiplication 
is then carried on at a very rapid rate. 
Let, then, Eoglish investors in ranch 
companies convince themselves that 
they are holders of a sufficient extent 
of land to deal with two, three, or even 
five times the extent of their present 
herd, otherwise in the coarse of a year 
or two they will find themselves in the 
cooped-np position we have indicated, 
and théir profits, which may still be 
large, even under the adverse condi­
tions, will be mneh less than they 
ought to bs if their land waa ef a mnoh 
greater exiént. A large herd means 
each a small amount of increase in 
working expenses that it is the one 
thing which every ranch company 
onght to aim at.

The third and last essential for fa­
vorable and Incrative ranching i$ that 
of winter feed. The great feature 
which makes the North American 
ranch business so profitable is that the 
oattle—marked with the brand of their 
owner when yi ung—̂ lange wild npon 
the plains and neighboring bills, and 
practically require no attention what­
ever. They are not put into corrals, as 
in South America, and tbe <^ves are 
com in the open. Once in oix rntmths 
there are round-ups in various districts 
and then the brandings take place and 
the herds are divided up, and the cow­
boy belonging, say, to the "L  in a dia­
mond” brand starts home with a herd 
of 50 or 60. Perhaps this ban<^ (ff cat­
tle has wandered as as 100 miles 
from lyxne, but. of coarse, the balk of 
the cattle keep near their own range. 
Whichever way they turn, however, 
the vegitatitm Is about the Marne, and 
when the Inxariant boaeh grawss and 
prairie grasses are at their prime tbe 
cattle also are in their best and fittest 
condition; so that the ranrtimen of the 
West are iffi in the m arh^ as eeUen 
with their natarally Cattâied cattle in 
the same month, with the resalt that 
prioea during tksaatamn range at their
very lowest. When an nnexpecled

hssvy fan in price is liable to oconr. 
The only option of the ordinary ranch­
man ia to iMdd his oattle for another 
year, and again to stand the chance of 
the prices in the fall, because daring 
the winter catUe lose their prime con­
dition, and do not pat iton again antil 
the fidlowing summer.
Now, ss long ss this state of things oc- 

cors to the great ranchxxien of the plain, 
it Is'evident .that they are to a cer­
tain extent at the mercy of the buyers,' 
hence the absolate neoeeeity of a large 
supply of winter food. Some districts 
are anfortanately not able to prodnoe 
crope of hay, the short bunch grass be­
ing more saitabie to the soil. Bat in 
Nevada'and California for instance, al­
falfa can be grown most loxoiiantly. 
In  order to grow this alfalfa plentifal 
watering is required at a time when 
water is very scarce. Therefore, a 
large alfalfa crop can only be relied ap- 
on by those who put a large amonnt of 
capital into irrigation. In some parts 
of the West; shrewd ranchmen are 
damming valleys, which, covered with 
snow in the winter time, are turned 
into lakes in the summer. No expen­
diture upon the raneh seems to be 
more satisfactory than money spent in 
this wsy, becanse those having a few 
thousand acres under alfalfa are able 
to defy the market, and sell pretty well 
w'hen they please. I t is a very fre­
quent experience that cattle bought by 
middlemen at |45 per head in October 
for the California markets, are run 
down to Reno, and there fed on alfalfa 
till January, and then sold at |65 and 
$70 per head. The ranchman, with 
abundant crops at their back, on their 
irrigated lands, are pot forced, like the 
balk of their neighbors, to take the 
lowest price rnling whenv everybody 
else is selling;'but can sell just when 
they please. j

Atone time this year large Nevada 
cattle in 8an Francisco reached $100 
per head, and probably the bulk of 
these were purchased by middlemen 
at $45 4nd $50 per head a few months 
before. Not only does winter-feed ena­
ble the ranchman to chose bis own 
market, but by its possession wea^ 
cows can be aided over the winter if 
they are calving, and a stronger race 
of calves thereby preserved for the 
ranch. Good food always tells, and 
given at critical periods adds immense 
value to a herd. There are many points 
in connection with American ranch­
ing to which attention might be drawn 
at a later date, but the object of the 
above observation is to urge:—(1) 
That ranching on the best scale must 
be conducted by those who have an 
ample extent of freehold land; (2) 
Plenty of water; (3) Facilities for good 
irrigation in order to provide for win­
ter feed. ^

The soil varies 
in different locations from sandy, 
clay bottom, to dark loam and black 
waxy, the rain fall averages 36 inches 
per annum. There are numerous good 
rock bottom streams, and an abund­
ance of springs. . There are prairie 
lands, timbered lands, high lands, low 
lands; the country is diversified.

M SUCCESSFUL MERCHAHT.

Th^ Growth of a  Small Business to 
‘ Immense Proportions.

The liOadixiH Wholesale Qrooery 
Houses of Texas.

In the year Eighteen-hundred-and- 
seventy-two, 'Fort Worth had the 
same vim and enterprise as now. The 
town was small and did not appear to 
have any immediate prospect of 
coming a mercantile canter as thè rail­
road was still 40 miles distant. The 

^country surroanding Fort Worth was 
recognized as capable of a high state of 
cultivation, and the ^tock interests of 
the country were by no mriins insig­
nificant ; still to the Fort Worth of 
tc-day the town of 1872 was bat a good 
foundation of the city it has sinoe be­
come. In  this year arrived Joseph H. 
Brown, now the leading grocery mer­
chant of the state, who commenced 
boainees with a few hundred dollars of 
capital. He gained a  good reputation 
frofn the start, and it was soon rec«^- 
ni;ped that he had within him all the 
elements of businesssneoess. He com­
menced doing retail basineas but be. 
fore the advent of the railroad in 1876 
he was In the wholesale trade and was 
doing good bnsineaa' with thé oountrjf 
merchants in all the western towns. 
As the railroad pushed onward to El 
Paso and connections were .made with 
the Southern Pacific road, it Was natu­
ral that there should have come in a 
stong competition from interior cities 
and the great centers. Few men sitn- 
ated as be Was could have done any­
thing but local business with the 
smaller storas, leaving the great trade 
for great centers. With Mr. Brewn 
the active competition was bat incen­
tive to aetiem. Evwy change in West­
ern Texas towards the development ol 
the ooontrj was taken advantage Of

sweet ĝ oods from first hands.
The building up of this immense 

trade has not been unattended with 
difficulties. ]Ar. Brown has known 
what it is to need capital, and many 
times in the ebaduot of his business to 
work double tides. -His success is npt 
due to careful mauipulation of large 
means, but to unswerving, deliberate, 
difficult and close management and 
accumulation of means only adequate 
for the great enterprise when backed 
by slerling worth and acknowledged 
integrity. Last winter on the 19th of 
February as spring trade was opening 
up and a stock amounting to two 
hundred thousand dollars was under 
the roof of a three story building just 
completed it was consumed by fire, 
with all contents. Although every 
precaution was taken against emer­
gencies of this kind in the way of in­
surance Mr. Brown sustained a loss 
of fifty thousand dollars, besides the 
interferance to his regular business. 
He immediately moved to temporary 
quarters on Mai^ street and finding a 
two story building 100 by 100 feet, two 
small for his ever increasing business 
has purchased one whole block near 
the depot and on Main and Front 
streets, and has commenced the erec­
tion of a mammoth store bouse by ex­
cavating a cellar and basement to oc­
cupy 27,000square feet. The bnilding 
will be two-storiea high and fhrnished 
with all modern Improvements, and 
have connection by switches with the 
whole railroad system centering here. 
This structure will be finished and oc­
cupied withib six months.

In  speaking ot the enterprise of Mr. 
Joseph H. Brown and the connection 
of his house with the city of Fort 
Worth, there are several points worthy 
of notice. He came and established a 
wholesale Louse in Fort Worth at a 
time when there were no railroad 
Cacilities. That busineis holding the 
place before the railroad brought com­
petition, continued to maintain the 
first place against all comers. The 
business grew in every direction as 
railroad facilities were added in spite 
of competition from greater centers, 
until no other businees of similar 
character, has reached the same ex­
tent.

The writer was one who looked on 
at the bninlng of the great establish­
ment on Throckmorton and First 
streets last ^winter, and saw the im­
mense piles of goods consumed by the 
flames. No one supposed for an in- 
etant that the great fire would have 
the slightest effect on the permanent 
conduct of the bueinees in this dty, 
but few were prepared for the an­
nouncement issued at once. **To the 
Trade" that all orders would oontin- 
ne to be filled without delay. Mr. 
Brown had faith in the stability of 
Fort Worth and has never listened to 
ofl'eis or indneement to locate else­
where. He bnllt his fortunes in Fort 
Worth, and in the npbilding of the 
dty  has done even more than his pari. 
To him and others of the same spirit, is 
due that Fort W<Mrth is the railroad 
center of Northern Texas.

OHE ACRt FOR A SHEEPl

T haU se of Two Texas Sections.

The time has airlTed when the idea 
shoald no longer prevail that cattle 
and sheep can be profitable run on the 
basis of ten aeree for ea<3b head of cat­
tle and three acres for each head of 
sheep. By this no reference is made to 
o<^pying so much ground provided it 
belongs to a non-resident, or to the 
state, that is, vacant^land the flock 
owner don't have to pay for. What 
we mean is that no man owning laiic 
and paying taxes on it can afford to 
get so little oiit of ten acres as the sup­
port of one head of cattle, or so little 
sa t ofthrée acres as the support one 
sheep. He can do better.

The ten acre basis of calculation was 
meant for prairie-dog land, bunch 
grass land, (bunch here and there), 
sandy bottom grass land (easily 
tramped out), and not for the mixed 
pastore lands growing a variety of 
grasses as in the great body of this 
state. The three acre to a sheep basis 
was meant for open lands as above 
stated, that in addition to the sheep 
woald bear thè weight of the roving 
cattle and horses, what few or many 
might be on the range. ^

The fact is that allowing the sheep 
to have full benefit of th’e grass, and 
the grass to be fairly average of Texas 
lands, each acre will support one sheep 
for ten months in the year. This is a 
perfectly safe calculation. The writer 
knows one man running about 250 
sheep year in and year out on 160 acres 
of ordinary grass pasture; another with 
1200 sheep on 800 acres; another with 
lóOO.sheep using no more than 1000 
acres of open rauge. All flocks are do­
ing well and twenty cents per head is 
above the limit of cost for the little 
feed raised and used for winter feed. 
Where the sheep are on open range 
they are watched bat not herded in 
the strict sense of the term. There are 
many instances where fenced pastures 
carry one sheep to the acre, besides 
carrying one head of average stock 
cattle to the ten acres. But in order to 
hold all stock safely against the vlclsl- 
tudes of the climate, five per cent, of 
the acreage should be cultivated and 
put In corn, sorghum and in millet, or 
in small grain Instead of corn. On 
such a basis one acre will support a 
sheep, and every ten acres will support 
one cow besides. |

The state is selling land at $2 00 per 
acre on 30 years time at 5 per cent, in­
terest, so that one section cm be had 

a llttie outlay, while another section 
can easily be obtained for $3 00 per acre 
cash, with water on it, giving a man 
1200 acres which could be enclosed with 
six miles of fence, (wire fence’ ought 
not to cjst over (200 per mile) and if 
one section is properiy subdivided in­
to 4 quarter-section tracts the total 
amount of fencing would be eight miles, 
and this Und should support 1280 
sheep, 120 he^d of cattle an.-! 4 horses. 
)Q siich stock can any reasonable 
nan expect to live, maintain a family 
ind improve his home, stand good in 
bwn and have a prospect of improv- 
ng his condition? We say yes. 
lifithln the scope of this 1,280 acres of 

average Texas land there is pot only 
room, ample room, but very much 
more than nine men out of ten will 
turn into account.

From the stock sheep in increase 
there should be sold one-third ; say the 
sheep ooet 12,00, the stock sold say 400 
head, shoald surely bring |1.50 per 
head, or (600. The wool, four popnds 
at 2D cents, think we'll get it in thqr 
spring) say 80 cents per head shoald 
bring (1024, and supposing the cat­
tle ooet (15,00 per head, one-third in­
crease in young stock should be ofiset 
by sale of one-third in old stock at say 
40 head at (18,00, or (720, making total 
as follows :

is below the aoLnal figures realised on 
many ranches in. Texas daring the 
hardest times we have had for year? 
and which have been made still hard­
er from'the fact th^^many have sim­
ply had the sheep, aiection cf ground, 
and had to rustle for w e  balance.

Within the fence lines of such a 
ranch there are a thousand ways to 
develop a property. The orchard and 
garden, the poultry yard, the milk 
cows are all a growing source of profit 
and a means to save expensee, and the 
ambition of the farmer need not stop 
at producing the feed for bis own 
stock. There is an opportunity here for 
the stock farmers not offered by every 
new country. He can buy a body of 
land that is rising in value, and while 
it grows he can derive an Income so 
far in excess of'his years work else­
where that it is not to be deepised.

Mr. J. M. Perea, ranching in How 
ard county, shipped 30 carloads of 
sheep to the city of Mexico.

Col. Thoe. P. Roundtree returned 
from bis ranch on the head of the Per-

week. The Col. says his sheep are in 
splendid condition \o  take the winter, 
which good report, however, comes 
from the flockmasters of Weetern 
Texas generally this season. Sheep 
are in better condition this fall than 
they have been for some years before. 
—[Blanoo County, Star Vindicator.

We learn that Mr. C. B. Bozman, of 
Ohio, has purchased the sheep, the 
ranch and ranch outfit of Mr. J. J. 
Sutherland; the consideration being 
(7,500. This band of sheep consists of 
2, 400 head, and is one of the best in 
Howard county. The ranch consists 
of a secvlon of land, three milee south­
east of town, and on which Mr. Suth­
erland recently struck a flowing well 
of pure water at eight or ten feet in 
depth Mr. Bozman has been proepect- 
ing in this section for some weeks, 
and we think has made a good invest­
ment.—[ 31g Springs Pantagraph.

W ritten Ibr tlie Special Edition of the Texas 
J^ve Stock Journal.

I  have to regret that some one more 
experienced had not received yonr re­
quest for a practical talk on sheep 
husbandry. I  eannot boast of myex- 
i;erienoe nor of my succès. I  cannot 
produce fkets or figures to corroborate 
any glowing statement of what sheep 
will do, because my days havs been 
long and full of trouble since my first 
investment in sheep. I  made numer­
ous errors, and I  may say that all have 
not yet rectified themselves. I  started 
wrong, continned w ro^, not knowing 
the full extent of m ^  wrong doing 
until so much of all I  owned was 
wasted in a lot of small, scabby, starv­
ing, sniveling, almost worthless sheep, 
that I  only continned to own their 
mortgaged carcasses becaose my equity 
my almost invisible .equity, was all 
I owned except the ground that with 
the sheep formed my whole estate. I 
started into the sheep business at a 
time, Mr. Editor, when a fonr and a 
half pound sheep sold for (3.00. This 
was in 1882, the year of booms, every­
one was flying high, sniffing prosper­
ity in the wind. I  paid (3.00 around 
for 1,200 ecrubs. I  bought in summer 
and sheared in the fall, received net 88 
cents from every sheep. I  paid (400 
out of (456 for 20 bucks, making my 
flock a value total of (4,000. To-day, 
after three years with better sheep and 
more of them, I can’t say that my 
assessment would reach 75 psr cent of 
the total; still 1 have a large framed 
sheep, a better wooled sheep, a health­
ier sheep, a flock that will herd under 
a blanket, if necessary, a located sheep 
and a growing sheep instead of a 
mixed lot of seven grades, with a 
wandering propensity attachment re­
quiring three men, a horse, a dog and 
a boy to keep them together. I  have 
had three miserable years of experi- 
ance, that I  value at (1,000. 1 have 
lived through it all, my time can be 
considered as thrown in. 1 started 
into the sheep business because I knew 
it was paying at the time ; of the mat­
ters afiecting the business I  never 
gave a thought. I  first read of the 
tsrlfi in Its relation to the sheep hus 
bandiy in the Texas Wool Grower. I 
knew nothing of tlie highway robbery 
in single deck mutton transportation 
business. I did not know that a sheep 
belonging to me had no rights on an­
other man’s open land while his cow; 
horse or hog had rights on my land ; I 
did not know that sheep could not 
live through winter without sufficient 
food ; I did not provide any at the 
start, and paid through the nose for 
what I did get afterwards ; I  did not 
know that sheep do better when gently 
restrained from traveling too far, than 
when allowed to follow some inquisi­
tive leader over hill and dale to the 
devil, until I  learned it; I did not know 
that a late lamb living was better than 
two early dead ones until I tr ie d it  
calling February early and April late; 
I did not know^cab could be in the 
flock all summer in order to break out 
in winter until I  tried it ; I  was not 
aware how long it took to care the 
scab until after three years dipping, 
and I  did not find that I  could herd 
my own sheep better than anyone else 
until after I became so poor 1 could not 
afford to hire any help to do it. All 
these things did I obtain an inkling of 
after my investment as I did many 
others as my responsibility was devel­
oped by circumstances. I  continued 
in the sheep business because no one 
would buy me out ; I was too poor to 
give the sheep away ; was owner of 
land I could not sell ; necessity forced 
me to work out say .salvation and to­
day I remain in tbe business, 
because Ï am convinced that one half 
of my troubles were caused by my own 
inexperience, ignorance and n^leot, 
while the other troubles were not so 
great as to^dèprive me of a living profit 
in the business. The fluctuatfons 
have tended downward since I  first 
entered the ranks of wool growers,still 
after a long siege of depressed values, 
largely reduced by such weak-kneed 
men a» myself who conld not stand 
so unfortunate an introduction to the 
craft, I believe as we all do, now. tnat 
sheep will hold their ground and being 
reconciled to a partial adjostment of 
values on a lower plane (in which the 
Sheep interest is not alone) we (I 
speak for others in this) are prepared 
to continue on as things are now, and 
will not submit to any indnstry taking 
a higher rank than ours.

On the 1,200 acres I  own, J can easily 
run 1 500 sheep. The range beyond 
that I coveted can go. I  herd my 
main flock, but have a little pasturage 
I am nursing. About lambing time I 
expect to cash about 400 wethers. 
Last spring in wool and sale of shorn 
sheep I managed to net (2 40 for a few 
head; I have a chance of600 Iambs firom 
a handsome lot of ewes of my own rais­
ing, and hope for (100 per head from 
wool. Frbm the lot 1 ought to handle 
close on (2,000. Sixty dollars per 
month will pay all my ranch expensee; 
so there ought to be a margin. My 
summer will be spent in calling and 
shaping the herd ; with ordinary good 
range, good protection and plenty of 
feed and a good ‘ shepherd (myself) 
there ought to be 300 or 400 more 
to be disposed of before next fall, and 
still leave me ail I  can carry on the 
pasturage ; my land cost (2 00 per aere, 
improvementa (600 and a little fencing 
at odd times, cost a trifle moré. What 
I  loflÂ in value of sheep I  hate oertUnly 
gained in land, and to-day I  stand at 
1 began having simply experience and 
faith to show for it.
. To b an n e rs  I wou’d say, do net go

too deep. I t  is not the largest tract of 
' land that paya the greater income ; it 

not the number but the quall^ that 
pays in sheep ; do your own work, if 
you are able, if not sm it done; live 
with your sheep and study them, 

a rule tosell aU you can over and 
above your number to winter ; if you 
can’t sell alive, aell them deisd, a fat 
quarter is always worth 60 cents and a 
pelt will pay for killing; make the bus­
iness the work of your life, and work 
within your own caah limits, tnen one 
year with anothor yon will make a 
pitffit which hio legitimate bosinees 
can surpass in any oonntry and no 
country is so favorable as in Texas.

Our principal trouble—it is the only 
one troubling me now—is the ignor­
ance in railroad cirolee liiat causes a 
discrimination against the moat favor­
able industry to the development of a 
country, and it can only be attributed 
to ignoruice, as the favorable condi­
tion of t^e sheep husbandy in 1882, be­
fore double decks were barred, did 
more to populate the country than all 
the parties or excursions ever planned 
by the railroad land departments, and 
the widespread knowledge of the de­
pression existing here has kept people 
away who would have 'come and in­
creased traffic of the railroads. I t  is 
lo be hoped that our sheep raising 
friends in the North will not snbmit 
so peacefully as Texas did, when the 
railroads made it impossible to ship 
the sheep to market. I  will join 
other sheepmen in any legitimate 
meve^ that will make our railroad 
monopoly sick of treating the sheep 
interest with contempt. A> B. X.

or^ulous surprise. Probably in no 
other department of bar mercantile 
trade bas the growth been equal to the 
retail dry goods trade' of Fort Worth, 
if we except the wholesale grocery busi- 
iness; that industry stands at the head 
of the list, the long pole that knocked 
the proverbial p)ersimmoD, as it were, 
in fact “ the chitft”

We have several immense retail dry 
goods houses, a large number of smaller 
ones of no mean proportion by the 
way and in fact comparing fovorably 
with tbe largest in point of sales; then 
we have a score or more of a small 
pattern but nevertheless useful andneC’ 
eesary in their seveal localities.

Malone, Waller 4  
Co. meet Uie lowest prices qnoted by 
the retail houses of the E«8tem cities.

The J o u r n a l  man while saunter­
ing around the dty, on the lookout for 
news items happened to be on the cor­
ner of First and HonsUm streets yes­
terday and his attention was attracted 
to this establishment, the Mississippi 
and Tenneoeee Score. The spadouB 
room was foil of customers, al) eagerly 
buying and carrying off dry goods, 
clothing, boots, shoes, hats, caps and 
noticNis.

furnishing goods and clothing ever 
shown to the rab ik  oTTarrant county, 
and we ore seuing as asaal ttrictiy for

I commenced my ])Oultry operations 

December 1st, 1879, when I put 20 
hens into the hen house, and opened 
my poultry account. The average 
number kept for the year ending De 
cember 1, lp80, was 15. My feed was 
oats entirely, which I kept by them 
all of the time I received from the 
15 hens, 1,502 eggs, or an av­
erage of 106 4 5; average price per doz- 

ren, 15§ cents; total amount received, 
(21.52. The cost of feeding was (9 50, 
leaving a profit of (12.02.

Feeling satisfied with my first year’s 
operations I  increased the numl^r to 
32, and for the second year received 
4,584 eggs; an average of 140 per head, 
while the price received was 20 
cents per dozen. Total receipts, (74 18. 
The cost of feeding this year was (29,- 
50, leaving a profit of (44.68. My feed 
this year was mixed grain, and with it 
a realized profit of (1.394 per head.

In 1882 I Kept 60 hens, realizing 
from them 6,666 eggs, an average of 
111 1-60. The price that year aver­
aged 211 6 cents ^ r  dpzen, making 
my gross receipts (119 33. The manner 
of feeding was uanch the same as in 
1881, save that fish waste and scraps 
were used in the winter. The ex-

{)ense8 for for the year were (59,
eaving a profit of (60 33 
For the first three months of 1883 I 

kept 120 hens and received 5,212 eggs, 
from which I realized (138.99. The 
cost of feeding was (53 99, leaving a 
profit of (85. During this time I  tried 
to force my hens, feeing four quarts 
com meal, two quarts middlings, two 
qnsurts scalded fish or scraps, every 
morning, and wheat screenings and 
com for whole grain.—[ Excha-tge.

This Year's Com Crop.
W ash ing to n , Novi 10.—The No­

vember crop report ot the Department 
of Agriculture says: “The present 
corn crop is the first full average in 
rates in yield since 1880 which was the 
last of a series of six full crops of 26 to 
28 bushels per acre. The present crop, 
grown on an area of 53,000,000 to 54,• 
000,000 • acres, is slightly above
an average for a period of ten years or 
261 bushels per acre. The highest 
rate of yield is 564 bushels in Nebraska 
and Ohio. The three corn growing 
states which produce four-tenths of 
the entire crop—Illinois, Iowa and 
Missouri—each average several bushels 
per acre less than in the census year. 
Ulinoie, averages 31 ; Iowa, 82 ; Mis­
souri, 30. U tah averages 36 ; Massa- 
ohusetts, Connecticut and Colorado, 
35; New Hampshire and {thode 
leUmd, 34 * Mlohigan, 33 ; Wieoonsin, 
32 ; Kansas, 31. The Southern states 
make an average yiel4- The quality 
of corn is very good in the Ê kst and 
South, medium in the central parts of 
the Westi and somewhat depreciated 
on thè northern border from Michigan 
to Dakota.

The first exhibition was that of pare 
blooded race stallions—all ages, The 
first premium was awarded to Alonzo 
Cooper’s Brigham Young, two yean 
old, sorrel.

Pure-blooded draft stallions ' were 
then exhibited: Koa Barry’s Yvetot, 
Noman, dark gray, three years old, 
took the first, and Clodio, Eos Barry’s 
six-year-old, ^black, took the second 
premium.

Graded race stallions were next en­
tered: Alonzo Cooper’s foa^-yea^old, 
black, Roacoe Conkling, took the first 
premium, and the trim and beautifol 
sorrel. Dash, of J  A Caiter, took the 
second preniinm. Perhaps the pret­
tiest contest of the first day was over 
the next: Graded stallions,'all pur­
pose horses. There were several horsee 
among the exhibit, and they were all 
good horsee. The first preminm was 
justly awarded to J. H. Stanford’« 
Archie, afterwards the recipient of two 
first piemiams; the eeooua was given 
William Mingus’ Jenos, dark bay, six 
years old.

Graded draft stallions were admit­
ted into the ring. First preminm was 
given A G McBfahon’s bay, Shorter, 
eight yeare old, and the second went 
to Eos Barry’s splendid four year old, 
gray, Earl. Alonso Cooper^ sorrel 
oolt, Cleveland, took the first prem­
ium as a raoer.

Prmninms were awarded to the ooxo- 
mon blood stallions as follows:

First, to Abe Armstrong’s sorrri 
Margan; seoond, to B P  Pittenan’e bay 
Slade, among the grown hMse^; and 
the first CQ L Jenkina* chestnut Rover, 
and the seoond to John Robbinsi bay 
Bob, of the two year elds; and the first 
to D A White’s yearling; the first to 
G H  Humble’s bay e d t and the eeo- 
ood to CRe Briekeon’s oolt, among ,the 
oolts.

Alonzo Cooper s pied four year old 
Durham bull John, awarded the 
first premium, S. J JidJil took both 
the first and se>3oiid premiums on 
Durham yearling bulls.

Alonzo Cooper took the premiums 
on graded bubs S. J. Biddail got the 
blue and Alouzo Cooper the red ribbon 
cows. Cooper took two other premi­
ums on heifers and calves.

' trills over 10 per cent per annum. The 
J. B. Watkins Land Mortgage Co, 
have this summer and fall loaned out 
thousands o' dollars at this rate.

G E O R O A PH IC A L  D ESC R IPTIO N  BY PRO 
FESSOB CUMMINS.

A bii» f geographical description of 
Dallas couniy will not be without in­
terest to your numerous readers. I 
will write not so much for the scien­
tific, who may read the article, as for 
the persucs who may be interested ip 
the t cone mical i csou rces of the county. 
There are three geological ages repre­
sented in Dallas county. The Rep

pherc falls to piece«. I t  makes good 
boildieg material for inside worl^ or 
when protected fran atmospheric in- 
finences. I t  is soft and easily worked, 
but is seldom used in making walls, 
except as concrete work. This rock 
occurs in large quantities in almost 
every part of the cretacioos formation 
in the county, bat is little used for 
bnilding pnrpoees except in the city of 
Dallas. The court bouse at Dallas is 
built of a more compact lime stone, 
/all of shells of the cretaoeoos period, 
that rock stands the weather ww, and 
makes the beet of bailding stone, bat 
it occurs in limited qaantities, and it 
is easier now to get the carbonileroas 
sand stone from Palo Pinto than to 
transport this stone eight miles from 
theqnarry on wagons. There are oth­
er stones In the coanty but t h ^  are of 
little economical value, owing to the 
fact that they so easily cramble on ex­
posure to the atmosphere.

The timber of the coanty is confined 
to the tertiary and quartemary forma­
tions, and the creek bottoms and a few 
thickets in the cretaceous. The tim­
ber is principally poet oak. blackjack, 
hickory, red oak, elm, hackberry, cot­
tonwood, asb and bois d’arc. Thqre is 
plenty of timber in the coanty to sup­
ply the demand. The bois d’arc is 
largely used in the manufacture of 
wagons and buggies. Large quanti­
ties of it are used for fence poets, it 
having the qualities which prevent it 
from rotting, either in or oat of the 
ground. Recently two of the princi­
ple streets ^ v e  been paved with this 
wood, one of them for more than one 
mile.

The county is well watered by the 
Trinity river and its numerous tribu­
taries, a n d ^  many fine bold running 
streams. Wells can be obtained al­
most anywhere at from ten to fifty 
feet. ' Artisian water has been obtain­
ed at several places in the tertiary 
formation, between the West, and 
Elm Forks of the Trinity river, less 
than two hundred feet. At five hun­
dred feet flowing water was obtained 
in a small quantity in the city of Dal­
las, and there is no doubt but an 
abundant supply of good flowing wa­
ter can be’tibtained in the city of Dal­
las at less than one thousand feet.

Good bricks are made firom the clays 
and from the sediment of the Trinity 
bottom, and a good hydraulic cement 
is made from some of the limestones of 
the cretaceous formation.

Thus I  have given a brief.outline of 
the geological structure and economi­
cal resources of the county which 
might be considerably elaborated, but 
this article is already too long for a 
newspaper article.
