The Arabian Horse.

[Solon Simeoce in Tarf, Field and Farmsj °

There are in Arabia some five or six
different families of this the most
beautiful as well as the most useful
horse in the world, espeeially so to the
Arabs, in their Jand of stony moun-
taing and sandy deserts. The rocky
mountains asnd sunny valleys tbat tem-
per the dry air of the deserts, are sup-
posed to have an'influence wpon the
quality of bone and muscle, giving
gound feet and legs to stand great speed
and endurance. The Arab breeds his
horse with great care. The first-class
Arabian horse is endowed with beauti-
fal points, and wiith an accomplished
figure and superlative action, surpass-
ing in gr aceful movement the finest
specimens of the equine race. His
broad head and massive brain implies
intelligence. Theeye is full and mild,
yet sparkling with excitement when
aroused to action. The great heredita-
ry excellence of this fleet and wiry
horse is sound feet and legs. The
wonderful claims of ability to stand
the rest and hunger surpass the ac-
credited limit to animal endurance.
This epables him to endure long

journeys acro:s the sandy Qeserts

where water is scarce, sustained by
History
points to the-Arabian horse as the
foundation of the Eanglish thorough-
bred racebhorse which traces to the
Darley Arabian, Byerley Turk, Gedol-
phin Arabian, &c. We aleofind them
at the fountaia head of the world-wide
celebrateq trotting horse of Americs,
and at the heat-of the long-celebrated
Morgan breed of the best and most
useful general-purpose horse this coun-
try has ever known, and as much cele-
brated for speed as any one family of
trotters in the world. And now, when
we visit the most celebrated stock farms
in the Western Stales, and in some
gections of Ontario as well—and they
have “led out! for our inspection, their
beautiful gray Percheron stallions,
with their good hard feet and sinewy
legs, their broad and intelligent hesds,
their fine ears and beautiful flowing
tails and wavy manes—ecan we doubt
for a mcment that they also trace their

origin to this self-same beautiful horse

of the dezert. The great stronghold of
the Arabian stallion is to improve any
race or breed of horses with which he
comes in contact.; . And yet we havea
breed of runners descended frcm him
that can surpass him in speed overour
We also
have a breed of trotters whose quality,
descended from the Arabian, that, with
our American breeding and training,
can farsurpass him in epeed at this
gait. So of pacers. And also the Per-
cheron can outdraw him. And yet I
claim that the best qualities of =zll
these came directly from the Arabian
horse. The first Arabian staliion that
gave the Oriental character to the
English horse wzas the Darley Arabian.
He sired Flying Childers, a celebrated
racehorse, so far'superior to anything
that had ever appeared in Englaad
that he created a great sensation. His
exploits have passed into history and
gained a world-wide renown, amd
crowned his gire as monarch of the
slud by his wonderful speed and endu-
rance. I know of but one attempt to
breed the horse of the Arabian descent
in this country in their purity as Ara-
bians, and that was by A. Keene
Richards, of Kentue¢ky, who visited
the Arabisn dese:ts several times for
the purpose of studying him at home,
and brought out te Kentucky at differ-
ent times several of as good specimens
as it was possible for him to securs in
Arabia. The Arabs arevery lota to
part with their best ones, and especial-
ly 8o of mares. War aod misfortune
interfered with Mr. Richard’s plans to
that exiéent that he could not or did
not accomplish his desired and long
cherished object. When I saw him at
Lexington, Ky., in 1880, and talked
with him on this subject, he was stili
very sanguine in the beliet that the
Arabs could not only be bred from
those bred in Arabia, but that in many
points, with genercus feed and good
eare, they would improve. And he
also believed that the thoroughbred
racehorse of that time could be im-

| proved by judiciously ecrossing with

the Arabs and the trotting-bred trot-
ters of Kentucky as well. His faith
in the Arabian horse asan improver of
other breeds was stronger than that of
any one else with whem I ever con-
versed on this subject; in fact, he knew
more about them than any other man
whom I had ever seen or conversed
with. He had been there! Oneof the
most beautiful horses I ever saw was
one imported to this country in 1872 by
Col. Jenifer, of Maryland, and sold af-
ter his death at auction, I think in
Baltimore. Can you tell us what be-
came of him? I never heard who his
purchaser was or where he went, or
what he has done imn the stud =inve
then. I have seen some very promis-
ing colts sired by him while he staid in
Pennsylvania, but that was during the
life of Col. Jenifer and before the auc-
tion sale ef which I spoke. I once
talked of buying him at $1,000.

The American Percheron Herse
Breeders’ ss:ociation, the oldest'crgan-
ization of its kind, and the first to pub-
lish a stud record of draft horses, heid
its regular meetiog at the Grand Pa-
cifit hotel, Chiecago, November 11.

‘Du Hays, of Paris, was read.
Du Hays, who now occupies *the
rition ef ¢ director of
Thoroughbred stud book of France,
comptimented the association upon its
advancement and urged strongly that
they make it imperative that no ani-
mais be tted registry in the Per-
cheron Stud Book of America not pre-
viously' recorded in the Percheron
Stud Book of France,

A communication was rececived from
the SBociete Hippique Porohemnée of
France, fall of kindly feeling and
good wishes for the success of the
American breeders, closing as follows:
‘*‘Now the SBociete Hippique Percher-
onne of France wishing to testify to its
sister society of America all the good
will we bear toward it, and the recip-
rocal good feeling which should exist
between these two societies, and in
order to encourage and reward the ef-
forts of the importers and breeders ; re-
membering also the help so kindly
given us al our concours of last year,
our society decides to offer the sum of
five thousand francs to be awarded in
prizes at your concours to be held in
1886. Allow me, Mr. President, to
conclude with a hearty cheer for the
success of the two sccieties ?

Mr. J. H. Sanders presented the so-
ciety the books, plates and copyrights
h<retefore published in the interest of
the association.

The committee appointed for that
purpose presented a new constitution
which was adopted, affecting a com-
plete reorgarvization and containing
the following declaration : '

Pereheron horses, recognizing the im-
portapce of a trustworthy record that
shall be agcepted as fiual authority in
all questions of pedigree, and desiring
to gecure the co-operation and sssist-
ance of those who feel a genuine inter-
est in having been organized, to be
incorporated in due and legsl form do
hereby unitein forming an as:ociation
for the preservation of such records,
with a capital stock of five thousand
.dollare, in five hundred shares of ten’
dollars each, payable in such amounts
and at such times as the executive
cominittee may require, and we adopt
for our government the following con-
stitution :”’

The con-titution states thz object of
the association to be the collection,
revision, preservation and publication
of the history and pedigrees of pure
blocded Percheron stallions and mares
under such reguiation as msy be pre-
gcribed by the association.

| There were 300 Americans and 600

te get a new governor who had new
plans, which were regularly succeeded
by a newer governor and still newer
plans. ‘But with all the c¢hange our
people rapidly increased in number;
they were prosperous and fairly

happy.”’
“It was not untii quite early in the

present century that I saw the first
United States man. Of course we had
heard of that race and I had been in a
number of secret meetings when plans
were discussed for the repulsion of the
men from the North if they came apon
us. Already very serious ramors had
reached us to the effect that a certain
Banditti had come into existence be-
tween here and New Orleans; that
they were depredating on the traders
who drew their supplies from New
Orleans ; that the United States army
was marching on to protect the trade
of their merchants of New Orleana and
that our country would certainly be
invaded. How well I can now re-
member that day in San Antonio!
How from door to door the news
spread ; how the men of the city ran
here and there and waited for what-
ever the governor should order to be
done. Eve:y hour we expected to see
away over the hilltops three miles

“Is that the time,”” asked the JOUR-
NAL man, ‘“which Stephen Gould
speaks of in his history? Let me read
it to you:”

“The Spanish army consisted of fif-

teen hundred regulars and one thou-
sand volunteers, and they lay in am-
bush on the Rosalio creek, nine miles
from San Antonio. The American
army consisted of eight hundred
Americans under Cb)lomel Kemper,
one huedred and eighty Mexicans
under Colonel Mazcaaca, and three
hundred and twenty-ﬂve Indians.
The Americaa or Republican army,
anticipating an attack, marched in
order of battle, and the rifleamen dis-
covering the ambush of the enemy,
fired upon fhem, when they immedi-
ately shpowed themselves on the crest of
the hill, about 400 feet above the Re-
publicans, The battle was at once
comnmenced, but on the first fire of the
enemy the Indians, with. the excep-
tion of twenty-five, broke ard 7an,
The Republicans having formed were
ordered to advance to the charge with-
in thirty steps of the enemy before
firing. ' The command was obeyed in
silence and with such order and cool-
ness that the enemy were alarmed and
did not even wait for their charge, but
broke and fled in the direction of San
Antonio. They were pursued and
1,000 of them killed, the Indians even
murdering many after they had sur-
rendered. The Spanish commander,
previous to ieaving San Antonio, had
pledged his sword and his head that
he would either Kkill or eapture the
whole of the Republican srmy, and
when he saw his own troops flying,
rushed.into the American lines, sword
in hand, and while in the act of rais-
ing his sword to strike down Colonel
Kemper, he was shot by William
Owens, a private in Captain Joseph
Taylor’s company. In this way he
fulfilled his pledge.”
+ ‘““Yes, yes!"” said the gun, glcefully;
“] was there and that’s all true.
Those Americans treated our masters
well ; only the officers of the Royalist
nrmy were imprisoned.”’

**This,” continued thc gur, nodding
to Unecle John Wilson, *‘yoa will re-
member occurred in 1812, The A meri-
cans were now in full possession of
San Antonio but it' was known that
the Mexican commander Arredondo
with an army of 4,000 had taken pos-
sission on the Medina, west of the city
twelve miles, I think it was on the
13th of August, 1813 that_the Ameri-
cans decided to go ont under General
Toledo and m=et Arredondas army.

Mexicans with them; the unequal
armies met and no one of the Ameri-
can side withstood the ambuacade laid
for them by Arredondo who two days
later entered San Antonio in triumph.
Then did we have blood! How we
guns revelled in the destruction ! How
we glintéd and glcamed in the sun-
light as we were carried about in the
blood etained streets!”

“Turmoil and strife held sway ev-
erywhere and _especially in Mexico.
Many Americans had acquired homoas
near San Antonio and were prosperous;
but they managed someway o keep
up an endless strife,~—~they were =0
“Progressive’’ as it was called,—"’

““Hold on, old gun,” interrupied the
JOURNAL man ; “There your memory
is failing you, or old prejudices are get-
ting the best of vou. Listen now to
history :

“A Jarge number of Americans had
become residents and property holders
of San Antonio, or were engaged in
agricultural pursuits near the gity,
amorg itbem, arriving ia 1830, the
famous Colonel James Bowie and his
brother, Renzie P. Bowie. Althouzh
the constitution of 1824 guaranteed to
American colonists full snd equal
rights with other citizens, Mexico
being in almost a constant state of rev-
olation, this provision Whs not -en-
foreed, and finally the order wasgiven
for the confizcation of the estates of
Americsns. This was notice to those
sturdy 'patriots, who had struggled go
long and so hard to make themselves
a home in Texas, that they must take
up arms in defeme of their rights, or
be driven from the country, sud they
began at anpece praparation for the long
and hi'ter struggle that did not ead
until the independence of the Repubs
lic of TeXas was established. General
Stephen . Austin, son of Moses Aus-
tim, a nstive 0[ Connecticut, was
placed in command of the colouists,
who now determined that their cnly
safety lay in the capture of San Antos-
torio,the ancieht capital of Texas,and
the headquarters of their enemy, and
on the 20ih of October General Austin
moved his little army towards our
city and camped at the Mission San
Francisco de la E3pada, a rew miles
south of the city. His force numbered
600 men; that of the enemy, 1000.
Austin’s ﬂsg of truce was refused by
Cos, the Mexican General, who was
a brother-in-law to Santa Anna, and
peaceful interchange became imprac-
ticable. Several skirmishes occared
during thethree months the city “was
invested, and so many of the Texan
troops were leaving for their homes
that Colonel Burleson, who had sue-
cec ied General: Austin—the Ilatter
having been appointed a commissioner
to vigit the Uaniicd States in quest of
ald-adetermined to earry the place by
assanlt. “Withthis view,” says Mr,
Gould, “the army was para.de and
after a stirring address irom Colonel
W. H. Jack, a call was made for vol-
unteers, Four hnndred and fifty
men, ipncluding the .New leans
Greys, advanced to the rront, and their

Many now dissented from tbe project,
and threatened to leave unless it was
abandoned. Under the circumstances
General Burleson eountermanded the
order for the assault, and thought of
falling baek on Goliad.

Oathe same evening, three gittizens,
Messrs. Maverick, Holmes and Smith,
who had been held in.duress in the
town, were released by General Cos,
and arrived in camp. Theminuteand
encouraging information they gave
relative to the garrison, their defence
and police, changed thse feelings of the
Texans, and on the next day Ceclonel
Bénjamin R. Milam, ‘‘an intrepid son
of the dark and bioody land,” sug-
gested to General Burleson to take ac-
van of the enthusiams caused by
these representations and storm the
city without delay. General Burleson
cheerfully assented, and Colonel
Milam, standing in front- of General
Baurleson’s quarters, gave a loud’ hur-
rah, and attracring the troops aboat
him, annoanced that Old Bzn Milam
was go'ng into San Antonio, and cal-
led for volunteers to accompany him.
With a shout the soldiers rallied to
him, and four hundred formed in line
and were enrolled, the remainder
agreeing to rem=in as a reserve corps
and give him all the assistance in their
power. Colonel Milam was chosen to
lead the assault, and at two o’clock the
next morning three hundred brave
spirits assembled at the old mill.”

*‘Oh, yes;”’ said the gun, ‘I did hear
those tbings and I well know that the
Americans got in. I was in the skir-

Cathedral on Main Plaza and saw that
gallant Colopel Milam fall as he was
shot while passing into the Vera-
mendi house. I suppose from what I
heard that General Santa Anna was
disgusted at the strength and valor of
those Americans, for it certainly led
him in a short while to move upon
San Antonio and on the 22, February
1836 he appeared with his troops over-
looking the Alamo. I¢% was the next
day active hostilities began. Right
over there at San Fernando Cathedral
did Santa Annsa station himself and
sent to the Texans a summons to sur-
render. He was answered by a can-
non shot from the Alamo. Oh, how
I remember old Santa cAnna’s anger!
He determired to punish those Tex.
ans, and he did, he did !”

It was apparent that the old flint
lock felt proud of his old general’s bar-
barous achievements; but as a trus
Castilian it was not surprising. .

*You must know by heart,” resum-
ed the old gun, “the story of the Ala-
mo. How for nearly ten days our
Mexican forces were so succasafully
withstood by that handful f Texans
locked up in the Alamo. But the
Alamo fell and even among our own
Mexiean ranks I heard great praise
bestowed upon those daring martyrs
of the Alamo. The scenes were hor-
rible ; even as a flint hearted gun I
shuddered for & time at the atrocities
of Santa Anna’s army. I was myself
somewhat scratched up in the fight
and I have existed long enough to
hope now that none of the shot I
forced into the Alamo did harm. Not
again was I ever used, but laid aside
to rust and rest after my long service.
I heard soon after the battle of the
Alamo that a Texas general named
Houston routed Santa Anna and now
after these many vears I awoke to find
that the Americans areindeed in pos-
gession of Texas.”’

It had boen quite an exertion for
the old gun to have told so long astory
and the old fellow egeemed inclined to
stop dreaming of the long past and
learr something of the present.

‘Tell me,”” asked old flint lock, how
many people do now live in San An-
tonio.”

The JOURNAL an told him there
were nearly 39,000 inhabitants in San
Antonio and that there is not in all
Texas such another city or in the en-
tire country one to compare with it in
its unique beauty and historic sur-
roundings.

He was told that on eve ery
side elegant and handsome buildings
of all kinds now adorn San Antcnio;
that her citizens are steadily awakiug
to the truth that they have a city,

Instead of Sheep.

MIDLAND, Tmu.}

Editor Texas Weol Grower:

Quite an important law suit came off
here lately affecting the woo! growing
interest. The parties most directly
interested were the seab inspector and
a wool grower. The inspector inspect-
ed the sheep of Mr. Moody and claim-
ed his fees. He was refased and sued
for the amount and lost the suit on the
grounds that Mr. M. was preparing
to dip, that the inspector had not
minutely examined the sheep, and
had not properly prescribed the range
for said sheep, also that other men
passing through the flock could not see
ecab. The inspecfor claimed that he
went within 10 or 12 feet of the sheep
and was willing to swear they had
scab. He brought other proof tLat
the sheep had scab, but admitted that
Mr. M. had aright to run the sheep on
his own land. In the justice court the
case was decided against the inspector
on the grounds that he was imposing
upon Mr. M. who was preparing te
dip. The case appealed to the courty
court resulted in a jury standing two
in favor of the inspector and four
against him. In this trial more evi-
dence was brought in to prove that the
sheep were scabby and neither Mr.
Moody or his witnesses swore that the
sheep were not scaby. Another jury
was impaneled and the defence was
that 1t made no difference if the sheep
were scabby or not, that the sheep
were not properly inspected, or the
limit of range properly defined. ‘I'he
result was a disagreement, and the
jury was discharged. v

Then arose the question if another
jury could be brought together; wool
growers were objected to on the ground
of partiality to the inspector. Then
at last another jury was brought to-
gether who finally brought in a verdict
in favor of the inspector. As the
amount sued’ for was but $36.00 it
could not be appealed, and the court
refused a new trial. '

About four years ago a suit was in-
stituted in BShackelford county by
Charley Zag inspector, against Joseph
Bennet; the latter drove some sheep
after he was forbidden to do s~ until
properly dipped. The suit was first
won by the inspector and lost on ap-
peal. If you should ask the result, it

came about this way. The association
of wool growers failed and those who
first supported the inspector consider-
ing the scab law a nullity commenced
importing scabby sheep as there was
more money to be made by trading
sheep than in raising sheep while the
scabby sheep were permitted to run
over the county. I happened to talk
with one of Albany’s prominent mer-
chants and the subject of tariff came
up. Hesaid that if he could get rid of
scab he would chance the tariff. I
laughed at him and mentioned the
Zug-Bennet suit.

Public sentiment is against the scab
running loose over the ranges. Here
sheepmen believe that they shall first
clean their own sheep, then kill all
bunches of stragglers that come along.
The law is no good except for lawyers.
The right way beats the legal way.
The more this subject 1s commented
on the better,

DOUBLE DECKS.

The Late Northwestern Experi-
ence.

[Montana Wool Grower.]

Much to our surprise, we found upon
arriving at the end o¢f the Northern
Pacific road there was but one line
willing to take our double-decked cars
to Chicage —that road was the Omaha
& Northwestern. Having made up
our mind before arriving that we
would prefer the®Milwaukee & BSt.
Paul, we went to that road for an ex-
planaticn. We were informed that
the roads, including the above twoand
the Rcek Island—all the lines then
rurning from 8t Paul to Chieago—
were pooled, and one of the regulations
ofthe pcol forbids the carrying . of
double-decks. The fine was $30 per
car for any roads so doing.

It seemed that the Milwaukee rcad
had had one bit of experience. Last
Fourth of July they took—by an over-
sight, they say—a train load of double-
decked sheep from the Transfer to
Chicago, tLe result of which - was that
they not only took the train over their
road for nothing, but were $80 out of
pocket by so doing. That is, suppose
the freight amountea to $960; this
goes into the pool and the Milwaukee
gets its one-third, or $320, for taking
the sheep to Chicago. Bat they were
fined $30 a car for twenty cars, amount-
ing to $600 ; as this goes into the pool
also, they got one-third of it back,
which left their fine $400 to be paid.

transaction, finds the M. & St. P. in
deb: to the pool to the amount of $80.

Northwestern, in order that this line
might get even. He snapped out,
““No, they don’t care anytbing for
you ; they are only doing it because
they are mad at something!” And as
it was very evident that he also was
mad about something, we closed the
interview.

We went on to Chicago and in a
few days saw an account in the papers
of a meeting of the northwestern traffic
association, in which they tackled the
double deck question again. At this
meeting it appeared that they fixed
the thing up so that no company in
the pool should be allowed to run
double decks after October 15. What
the penalty is for so doing we did not
learn—perhaps it is $100 per car, per-
haps imprisonment for life, perhaps
death. As there was something said
about “boyeotting’ in the reports of
this meeting, it may be that oar Mil-
waukee friend had told his people
that the Northwestern was bidding
for patronage and getting in a huge
amount of advertising all the while it
was paying its fines. The association
at this meeting made a wonderful con-
cession to the sheep interest. While
they kept the price at $40 per 2ar from
St. Paul to Chicago for carrying 24,000
pounds of beef, they reduced the price
to $30 per car for carrying 10,000
pounds of muiton. They pretended

to be amsz:d that we were not over-

joyed and perfectly satiafied at receiv-
ing such a favor.

The details of our pilgrimage among
the railroad men, to get them to give
a good reason—one that we could pub-
lish—why they objected to double
decks, would be tedious; so we will
mention only the results. It was said
that there was not business enough to
prompt them to build double decks,
and that they could be used only one
way on the road. To this we an-
swered that no one asked them to
build double decks; we only wanted
the privilege of hauling our own
decks over their roads—that the Cana-
dian Pacific and Northern Pacific cars
should be allowed to run through with
the decks we placed in them at our
own expense, was all we asked. To
this it was sald that they had hund-
reds of stock cars of their own, and
were serious losers by aHowing foreign
cars to ran over their roads. We
frankly said we believed this to be an
excuse only, and if it were true, the
answer to it was this: The northern
roads agree to allow those roads over
which they run their cars, a mileage
in return equal to that granted ; hence
this objection was eatirely removed.
Then there was an objection on the
score of danger, the load being too
high. Now, as a matter of fact, the
center of gravity of a double decked
car of sheep must be below the floor of
the deck, and hence below the bull bar
upon which the deck rests. With a
car load of cattle or horses the center
of gravity is certainly as high as the
bull bar, if not higher ; hence there is
neither the danger, nor the tax upon
the rolling stock, in carrying a double
deck of sheep that there is in carrying
a car load of horses of cattle. And
then there was the matter of driving
a few nails into a car in putting in a
temporary double deck, and the mat-
ter of the sheep upon the lower deck
getting soiled by the dropping from
above, and a lot of other equally goed
(?) reasons which were very carefully
presented. But we listened and list-
ened in vain for anyone to say that the
tariff was from 25 per cent to 50 per
cent greater when single decks were
taken, than it was" when double decks
were run.

Ocotober 15, is past, and  our sheep,
notwithstanding the northwestern
pool, are going imto Chicago uron
double decks. About the time the
cast iron rule forbidding double decks
went into effect with the pool, a new
through line frem 8*. Paul to Chicago
commenced opersating. This is the
Minnesota & Northwestern, known
as the Waterloo route, which goes via
Mona, Waterloo and the Illinois Cen-
tral into Chicago. This road, not being
in the pool, is glad to get all thedouble
decks that come along. The Northern
and Canadian Pacific see very clear-
ly that sheep cannot be brought from
the far west at a profit to anyone with-
out the use of double decks; hence
they are with us in our struggle to
break down this senseless opposition.
U nder these circumstances it would be
well for all shippers, so far as practi-
cable, to leave the naming
of the road over which
their stock shall enter Chicago,
in the hands of the weste;n road over
which they ship. That' is, suppose
you ship by the Northern Pacific,
leave the power in the hanas of the
general freight agent of that road to
give the shi pment from 8t. Paul on to
whom he pleases. If he can gﬁve all
the sheep comining over his road to
any one of the roads he likes going to
Chicago, he will have a powerfal
lever. with which to tip over the double
deck regulation. *

more or less related to the onein
hand, That transportation law which
fixes the tariff upon a basis of the
value of the commodity has a cerizin
degree of justice; that law  which
says ‘‘tax ‘the industry according to
what it can stand,” is often abusive
and unjust—however, it is a law.
Railroad men who look over this
number of the Wool Grower will say,
‘‘What under heaven are Montana
men Kkicking about; according totheir
own showing they net from $2 00 to
$3 00 per head for their sheep, while
Texas and the Pacific coast sheepmen
are glad to net from $1.00 to $2 00 per
head. "o this we have to say that the
therm ometimes drops down
to 50° below zoro in winter
winter in Montana; we have weeks
in winter when the ground is, covered
with snow; we construct expenesive
buildings in which to house our sheep;
put up large quantities of feed to in-
sure from winter loss, and employ
more help at twice the wages ,than
does our Texas or Pacific coast brother.
In short, there is more money in rais-
ing sheep in Texas at $2 00 per head.
Hence, gentlemen, when you figure
what you will “allow’ us to get our
sheep to markst for, always bear in
mind that while. a Montana sheep -is
worth a third more than & Texas
sheep both for wool and o mutton, it
coats from & third to a half more to
raise it.

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Feeding Cattle for Profit,
J. B, Burns, Clinton, Pa.,in National Stock-
man,

In the consideration of the present
subject the first impression is likely to
be that it pertains to the ripening of
| eattle for the butcher’s bleck. But a
little reflection snon brings to light tae
fact that “Feeding Cattle for profit”’
embraces more than this; and in or-
der to ascertain the true profiis in the
case they must be considered from an
earlier date.

In order to have cattle feeding a
financial success, there are many
things to be taken into consideration,
and the feeder’s judgment must be
brought into active service. We must
take into consideration our climate,
our facilities for marketing, the cost or
value of rough and solid feed, and en-
gineer accordingly. And in so doing
we find at once that no rule or system
of feeding can be laid down which will
be practicabie with feeders or' farmeis
of all localities; for a sysfem that
would be practicable and profitable for
8 Wesiern farmer would not be so for
his Eastern friends.
| Andsoitis in sélecting or raising
our feeding cattle. I care not how ex-
cellent a breed of catile may /be, it can-
not fill the requirements of every
place to the fullest extent. There are
| localities were some one type of caitle
| wili be more profitable than another.
In the grandfneadows of the Western
stateg and the rich bottoms of the
f great Eastern rivers, the Shorthorn
. will perhapa supplant every other
. breed for profitable feeding. There
‘ are, /however, more hilly districts
where the pasture is not so luxuriant
where lighter aud more active cattle
may be more prefitable.

But without attempting to discuss
the adaptability of the different breeds
to different localities, I have no hesi-
tation in saying that the most import-
ant element of profit and success in
cattle feeding is to have the right kind
of animal to feed, These are the
machioes, as it were, by ‘which the
‘raw méterials are worked up, and
every person knows ho# much better
it is to bhuve a perfect machine to work
with than a mere make-shift. There
are snimals thiat are able to eat and
digest only enough to sustain life,
while they slowly grow to maturity in
about eix years, and then they are of
very inferior value for beef. On the
other hand, there are those which can
be made when two and a half or three
years of age to reach a greater weight
and more vaiuable product than the
former. The feed consumed during
the short life of the best cattle is not
more than half that eaten by the poer
stock. The saving made, then, by
feeding the best, amounts to 50 per
cent, of hay and feed and three years
of time and labor. Thnis is the plain
and simple reason winy the improved
breeds of cattle are held to be more
valuable than the common stock or so-
called scrubs.

Early maturity is a chief point in
breeding animals for market, and the
chief thing to caleuiate for is to have
stock that will make the most welght
| in the shortest time, and on the least
| food. These animals need mot neces-
sarily be thoroughbreds, for many
grades and crosses have proved more
valuable for feeders than thorough-
breds, and they are more nearly with-
in the reach of every farmer. For my
own part, could I have my choice,
basing L.y conclusion ou past experi-
ence, I would choose a cross between
the Shortoorn and Devon for & profit-
able feeder. This cross gives them a
size and neatness that is hard to excel,
and they are susceptible of being fat-
tened at any age. :

As to raising calves for feeding pur-
poses, I prefer a fall calf, as being more
profitable. The wintering is the ex-
pensive part of cattle feeding ; and as
the calf must be fed on milk for four
or six months, it costs no more to
winter thas summer a calf of this age,
and it can be brought through winter
in goed condition, and when spring
comes we have a steer ready to go on
grass end grow right along; and by
the time he is a year old he is able to
go thr9ugh winter and, comparatively,
take care of himself, and oan be fat-
tened and sold at three years old with,
I might say, two winterings; while a
spring calf must be fed milk through
the summer season, and derive little
or no advauntage from pasture, and he
has to go into winter just at the age
that he most needs warmth and pas-
ture, and we have one continuous
feeding for a year before he can take
care of himself,

Here the question may be raisea
whether it is more profitable 1o raise
stockers or to sell the calves and buy
steers. Upon this question tnere is
some difference of opinion. I think it
deperds on locality and circumstances,
to a cerfain extent. But my
own experience has been in favor
of raising all the calves, and if this
does not supply our wants for feeding,
then bny. My own raising generally
proves more satisfactory when we
wanst to fatten them. We try to have
them quiet and easily handled. A
docile, contented animal is always a
good feeder, as little of its feed is spent
in nervous excitement, or accompany-
ing restless acticn. And knowing
their breeding, I better know what to
expeet of them. And, farler, if a
man can make money raising and sel-
ling stockers o be fattened by another,
at a profit, after they have passed
through perhaps two or three hands,
each having his profit, the figures
would surely be in favor of the man
who would raise his own stockers,

The good
one will make twice the gain while
fattening, and you are always sure of
your cent or more per pound difference
when ready for market.

The farmer who raises his own stock-
ers will have his yearlings to look af-

ter.

And the aim should be to have

them in good condition before cold
weather, remembering that an animal
beginning the winter well is as good
as half through it already. Dauring
my firat experience in keeping cattle
I fed out all our straw first, and by the
time it was consumed, together with a
considerable amount of grain. the cat-
tle were reduced in flesh, and the feed-
ing of hay never seemed to replace it.

8o I abandoned that plan.

Latterly 1

feed hay in the stables from the be-
ginning of winter, turnirg them to
the straw during the day, and it is
wonderful the relish they have for the
straw, after being fed all the hay they
will eat, and agzin their relish for the
hay after being to the siraw. I find
that in this way I can keep them bet-
ter without grain than T ecouid on

straw alone with grain.

I do not ad-

vocate keeping young cattle entirely
without grain, yet hay can be raised
much cheaper than grain, and with
less impoverishment toa farm. So I
prefer to feed an abundance of hay,
and feed grain in proportion to the se-
verity of the winter and the amount
of eold the cattle are exposed to.

This leads us to the consideration ef
stabling.

The great secret in winter-

ing cattle cheaply is having proper
stabling and a proper quality of hay.
It is a well known fact that warm
weather and an abundance of grass

will make cattle grow faster thanany-
thing else; and when they gre deprived |

of these it falls upon us to provide the
best substiiute we can, and the nearer
we approach the real the greater our

profits will be.
must substitute a warm stable.

i‘or warm weather we
Not a

close, damp, illy-ventilated one, but

one that can be closed and made co
fortable against a blizzard, and made
more open on milder days,

If cattle

are not kept too warm in mild weath-

er they will be better prepared t
stand a cold snap. They should nev
be left cut =all day in & storm, whe
accustomed to a warm stable.

substitute we must not allow it to be-
come ripe or bleach the life ouf of it
while euring. It should be cut when
the stem, head and blades have all the

strength and vigor of grass.

feeding.

But to close observers it will be mani
fest that the greatest differénces i
prices is in the slippery, half-fat stock,
while choice stock rules nearly as high
in the fall as in the spring. Cattle
never weigh, to their appearance, as
well during the early partof the sea
son a8 they do in the fall, and afie
having wintered them we like to hav

the

benefit of the pasture season,

However, each has some advantages
and disadvantages. It often suits farm-
ers better to sell part of their cattle
early in the season, and keep part of
them until fall., When intended for
early ma:k.; they should come into
winter quarters in good condition, and
the feeding should begin. It should
be moderate at first, say § gallon of
chopped feed per head, with all the
good hay they will eat, and during the
day they should occupy a yard by
themselves, orin fact should have sta-
bling and yardage as nearly isolated
from other cattle as possible. It is fol-
ly for anyone to attempt to lay down a
rule by which we can be governed
concerning the amount of grain to feed

from time to time.

In all my expe-

rience in feeding I never yet have
tound two seasons in which it would
be practicable to feed thssame amount.
The feeder’s judgment must be depend-

ed on,

and the grain ration in.

creased enough to keep them steadily
growing and improving until pasture
comes. Then don’t be in too greata
hurry to turn out. It is better to lef
the grass have a good start and har-
den some. Then a dry day should be
chosen for turning out. It is a good

plan to bring them in for two or three

evenings and feed fiem hay at night.

They will eat more of it than one

might suppose. Care must now be
taken in order to not over-feed with

grain until they become accustomed to

the grass; then they should be fed very

liberally, amsd ba forced right alongun-

til they are ready for market.

When intended for the fall market it
will be necessary to pursue a different
course. During my early experience
in ecattle feeding I thought it necessary |
to feed all summer tohave them ready
for market.
