HARD LUCK WITH THEIR PAPER.

The Literary Ring of Bird, Idahec,
¥  Yieldto Fate After Many |
Vexations. ’

Idaho, 'Nov, 30.—The
rd, some distance north
of here in the Yaountains, has a news-
paper which is\printed once in a while.
It is called the Bird Eye. It was start-
ed two or three years ago, when the
leading citizens felt the necessity of
having an organ. The type and the
hand press were purchased by the peo-
ple and given oatright to the man, who
was engaged to run the establishment.
For a time things went along swim-
mingly. The editor was a forcible
writer. He “boomed” the town. He
was industrious, and nothing escaped
his motice. “As a local paper the Eye
was unsurpassed. 1t had a circulation
of several hundred, most of the copies
being sent away for the amusement and
enlightenment of possible investors.
The editor appeared to be doing well
—perhaps too well. He got lazy final-
ly, and hired some help. Then he ran
into debt. His backers disapproved of
his course, and finally, when he was
sold out, they bought in the office.

. Four or five other men, one after the
other, were imported here to try their
hand at running the paper, but they all
failed in some respect. One was a
drinking man who frequently missed
an issue of his paper. Another got in-
terested in politics and let the office
run itself. Two stayed a little while
and then left between two days giving
no explanation. Then the paper was
suspended, and nobody appeared to
care much whether it was ever revived
again or not. The office’ was locked
up. ,

Abeut ten days ago a seedy-looking
individual appeared in Bird, and, after
getting his bearings, he inquired con-
cerning the committee having the Eye
office in charge. On being directed to
one of the men he announced that he
was a printer and editor. He was,
moreover, a rustler, ‘‘anervous, active,
energetic, pushing ' journalist.”” . He
wanted to know on what terms he
could hayve the office. He had heard
of the town, and he believed that it
had a great future. He wished to iden-
tify himself with it. If he took the pa-
per he would stay there and grow with
it. He had not.come West exactly on
purpose to get this job, but now that
fortune had thrown him into the vicin-
ity he wanted a chance.

Henry Griffin, the principal stock-
holder, looked the newcomer over,
took in his begrimed and ragged ap-
parel, and asked him his name. It was
given as Danmiel Webster Vance. After
some further conversation Vance and
Griffin called on other members of the
corthmittee,

IHe had an-
nounced that it would be ready. on Sat-
urday morning, but as a matter of. fact
he printed several dozens of copies ear-
ly on Friday morning, leaving the forms.
on the press. On Friday he announced
that he was going down to Boise City
for an hour or two to get something
that was needed on his press, and the
people awaited his return Witih anxiety.
As he had not put in an appeéarance at
10 o’clock en Saturday morhing, the
stockholders called at the office and in-
terviewed the boy who was in charge.
He worked off a few copies of the pa-
per at the request of the committee.
There was nothing remarkable about
the paper except the leading editorial
article. The first and last pages .con=
tained several selections. Tke second
and third pages held the advertise-
ments, two columns of editorial matter,
and a few local items.

The Gate City of Toxas, What our
Correspondent-Thinks of the
Place Hoar Indust:ies, Eie.

Special Correspondence Texas Live Stoex
Journal.

DeNIsoN TExAs, Dec. 9th, 1885.
I have now been in this delightful and
progessive little city, the Gate City of
Texas, two days, and the more I see of
the place, and its warm hearted and
progressive people, the better I
pkased with both—indeed one who
eould not appreciate such a town and
people would be sadly wanting i the
virtue of appreciation or else whplly
‘indifferent as to all which _ true han-
hood admires. »
Denison has done more in the mat-
ter of material development during the
past thirteen y®ars, which is the limit
of her age, than any town in the globe;
indeed the progress of the towy has
been such as to excite the wonder and
admiration of any one who studies her
history, but while such is the case, itis
not difficult for one who visits the city,
to soon find out the secretof her success
in the matter of material development.
Such progressis found in two'prominent
facts, one of which is in the geograph-
ical position of the city and }he second,
is the vim, enterprise and progressive-
ness of her people.
The city of Denison is situated in the
northern part of Grayson county (one
of the wealthiest and most densely pop-
ulated counties in the state) on a beau-
tiful wooded plateau which- stands 400
feet above Red river, and 800 feet above
sea level, and is wholly ftee from mala-
ria. " The advent of the M. K. & T.. R.
R. into Texas gave birth to the city of
Denison, and the town is not only the
terminus of that road, but also of the
Houston and Texas Central R. RY The
city of Denison now has a population
of about 15,000 people with a constant
increase both in population and mate-
rial development. ' The city, unlike
most railroad towns, is built up in solid
brick blocks which for size and  finish
will compare with any city in Texas.
The lenterprising business men of Deni-
son, like our people in Fort Worth, are
deeply interested in the welfare of the
place and are always ready to take,ad-
vantage of every instrumentality which
is calculated to forward the interests of
the town. The population of the city
is cosmopolitan to a great extent as we
find here representatives from -all na-
tions; but as a rule they are men of en-

Where, we ask, is there
aplace on the globe where more success-
ful fruit farming can be conducted ?
The mercantile trade of Denison has
always been goed, and the city can al-
ways boast of several merchant princes.
The machine shops of the M. K & T.1

Editor Texas Live Steck Journal:

“Wallace of Colorado read a paper
on ‘Leasing of the Public Domain.”
This was a plea against the leasin
s?'st'em, the argument being that while
the government would derive arevenue,
the expense of the cattle raising would
be increased and the burden would fall
upon the consumer. If the govern-
ment $hould gointo the landlord busi-
ness like all landlords they would 'en-
deavor to get the highest rental. The
result would be to foster monopoly and
the cheap capital of Europe would
crowd out the small herders who had
developed this country and consumers
would be the sufferers.”

To all of which we are forced to
agree. The above .conditions are just
such as are coming upon us. Neither
is it coming in the distant future. It is
steadily creeping upon us. It is com-
iug, Father John, it is coming. The
man with the Hoe and with small flocks
and herds is not coming. Could the
land board be ‘“‘rounded up” and these
truths bé burnt into them with running
irons, it would be millions into the
state treasury. Homes and happy fam-
ilies would be met, where there now is
only land and firmament to be seen.
Were the land board practical business
men_the condiiion of the stock interest
of the whole state of Texas would be
very different to-day.

The markets are not asking for sheep.

So far, what httle‘winter we have had
has not hurt sheep.

At New Urleans the sheep tradeis
uncertain, still during the winter a few
zood lots of fat mutton find ready sale;
the same can be said of Memphis.

The ranch of Bustin & Sims in Con-
ho county received a visit from fence
cutters and lost four miles of wire. The
firm applied for a rapger force to pro-
tect their property. -

The American Sheep Breeder of Chi-
cago has secured the services of Mr.
D. E. Bentley of Texas as editorial
writer. He will give that paper good
practical points on ranch management.

We hear from the Concho Country
that sheep are looking up. Concho
county was always well represented
in the sheep industry and some of the
most successful sheepmen started there.

A successful wool grower of Southern
Ohio sheared this season an average of
124 pounds of unwashed wool per head
from a flock of 190 sheep. The pro-
duet brought eighteen cents per pound,
netting $2.25 per head. His experi-
ence is that clover hay, well secured, is
better than any other variety for sheep
and lambs and that red top also makes
excellent fodder.—Exchange.

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Profitabie Sheep Keeping.

American Cultivator.

In no part of the -coundry are sheep
now kept for the purpose which in the
early history of the nation made sheep
keeping almost obligatory on the great
majority of farmers. We buy our wool-
len clothing more cheaply than we can
make it, even supposing that household
spinning and weaving had not become
lost arts. It is good evidence, however
of the advantage from keeping sheep
that they have not becen thrown aside
on many high-priced Eastern farms,
despite the strong ¢ompetition of sheep
breeders on the cheaper lands* of the
far West. : ‘. @

It will not pay here, or for that mat-
ter anywhere, to try to keep any but
the very best sheep. The improved
American Merino is probably a Dbetter
sheep for general farm purposes than
any other in the-world. They are so
aistinct a breed that a single cross on
the common native ewe will often dou-
ble the weight of fleece on its progeny.
As this fact is becoming better known
it leads to a demand for the best bucks
at prices which may seem fanciful, but
are fully repaid within a few years by
the improvement made in the herd. A
buck will serve sixty to eighty ewes, if
well clired for and not allowed to run
with the sheep indiscriminately. Each
one of these grade lambs will make a
sheep that will yield two to four pounds
more of wool, and of better quality

There has been a large demand for
these best sheep, from- Texas and the
Western sheep-pasturing territories l
and from Australia, and the highest
prices ever paid for sheep have been
given for some of these exportations,
The idea.of Australian breeders was
that by getting some of the best
best of our flocks they could breed in
and in, thus perpetuating the most de-
sirable 'qualities in thoroughbreds.
But this does not prove practicable.
The climate or some other peculiarity
of those distant regions soon deterio-
rates the breed, and it is therefore nec-
essary to renew with fresh blood by
making repeated importations. It re-
quires care and skill to produce the
best thoroughbreds, and this flock-mas-
ters who numbers their sheep by the
thousand cannot or will not give.
There is 2 limit under the most skil-
ful management to the number of sheep
that can be probably kept in a- single
flock. Those whose sheep are number-
ed by the thousand cannot make a high
average in wool, lambs or yearly in-
crease in value. On our Eastern farms
flocks of less than fifty usually give
more profit than a larger number. It
may seem small business to give due
care to so few animals, but-it is better
to make some profit from each of a
small number than to keep more ata
loss. A sheep is not a long-lived ani-
mal. Flocks need to.be weeded out
every year to remove those whigh, if
kept longer, would go past their prime.
If this weeding out were better attend-
ed to there yvould be fewer complaints
that sheep do not pay.

A very¥few sheep can be kept on
most farms with no appreciable ex-
pense. They will eat bean straw and
discolored beans that would otherwise
be wasted. InSummer they will pick
up & living where cattle would starve.
There is nothing better to prepare
plowed land for wheat than the tramp-
ing of a flock of sheep. In the apple
orchard they will pick up fallen fruit as
greedily as will pigs, and they distrib-
ute their excrement so that it gives the
soil more benefit than that from any
other farm animal. In the pasture lot
they will fertilize the dry and often
sterile knolls, always taking such places
to lie down at night.

Good farmers discovered long ago
that no kind of stock would trample
down and work into good . manure so
large a mass of straw and rough feed
as a flock of sheep. They are inces-
santly moving, and drop both solid and
liquid excrement very frequently. Un-
der a good basement barn a flock of
sheep may be fattened, and in the
meantime make an amonnt of manure
that will pay for a considerable part of
their grain food. In feeding breeding
ewes no grain will be required until af-
ter the lambs are d.rop})e , and it should
then be given sparingly. One of the
advan s of sheep manure is that
most of itis dropped under cover. Un-
less a farmer has dry shelter for his
stock he had better not try 'to keep
sheep. A barn basement is best in
our climate, but a tight shed that will
exclude rain and snow will be warm
enough for fattening sheep. For breed-
ing ewes, if the lambs are to be drop-
ped in cold weather, a basement under
the barn is indispensible.

It requires close personal care to suc-
ceed in growimg early lambs for market.

had been cheaply wintered ; were in
good health but in thin flesh when
turned on grass April 27. A little grain
was given them for a few ddys. Then
hey had only grass until August 20th,
{v\bi:l feeding with new crop corn was
begun. At first stalks wereé fed; then

the unhusked ears; then husked ears.
They were kept in a good pasture; fed

chased,

lowing. For the firstfew days the feed-
ing was light. For last 60 days they
were fed on an average, a little less than
one-third of a bushel per day.

When sold, the average weight
was 1,351 pounds. In 60 days the aver-
age gain was 157 pounds per head.
This is 14 pounds less than « somewhat
better lot of steers made with like treat-
ment in 1884. In same timetwo larger
and somewhat better steers in same
field made average gain of 182 pounds;
two steers somewhat younger, 170
pounds; two high grade Jersey steers,
just past two years old, 162 pounds
each. .

Even at the present low prices—
$4.50 per 100 pounds, after ‘‘shrink-
ing’’ three per cent., this gives a fair

count the value of the pork made of
the undigested corn passing through
the cattle ; the manure left on the farm
the greater convenience and less cost
of disposing of the corn directly from
the field, and the addition of, say one-
half cent per pound to the value of the
steers when feeding was begun.

Four of this lot made average gain of
318 pounds each during the four months
and four days when on grass alone, ex-

\
leept for a few days at first and last.

These four made average gain of 481
pounds during six months from time
turned on grass until sold. They were
above the average of the lot, in quality
and thrift. Quite the best gain made
by any steers was .570 pounds for the
six months. :

The profits from this lot of cattle
were affected by the fact that they
slightly lost in' weight during last win-
ter. They were purposely kept under
Fconditions similar to those under which
very many steers are wintered in the
West—rather more than less favorable.
In pleasant weather they had access to
stalk fields; always free access toa
large stack of good oatstraw ; full feed-
ing of hay; a little corn daily in latter

ing storms—at other times only shelter
of stack and close wind-break of ever-
green trees. Some changes made it im-
possible to give exact loss, but the lot
weighed less -when ifurned on grass
April 27th than on Dec. 1st. No steer
gained more than 50 pounds,- and one
of the best lost 100 pounds.

Three yearling steers of rather supe-
rior quality, one pure bred and two
shigh grade Shorthorns, weighing 1,050,
1,250 and 1,280 pounds, Dec. 1, when
18 to 20 months old, were kept during
winter in good stable, with full feeding
of crushed corn, oats and a very little
oil meal, with hay, made- gains up to
April 86, neagly five months, of 280, 140
and 115 pounds. The smallest gain
was made by the heaviest and fattest
steer; the largest gain by the lightest
and thinnest steer in the fall. These
two steers were kept on full grain feed
during the summer, with good pasture,
and made gains from April 26 to Nov.
2, of 355 and 220 pounds. The pure
bred Shorthorn steer. which weighed
1,050 pounds Dec. 1, weighed 1,685
Nov..2—a gain of 635 pounds in1l
months. The high grade steer, pur-
chased as an unusually good steer,
weighing 1,280 when a little past 18
months, weighed 1,625 pounds Nov. 2,
a gain of 345 pounds in the 11 months.
The third steer was kept on grass alone

with which he was kept. During the
six mionths to Nov. 2d, he made gain of
350 pounds, almost equaling the Wbest
gain made by steer full fed grain' dur-
ing all the season. During September
and October he gained 205 pounds,
against 135 and 115 pounds by the oth-
er two.

A lot of nine good calves, dropped
from Februrary 15th to June 1, were
given good shelter and full feeding dur-
ing the winter—shelled corn and oats,
a little oil meal and hay. They made
an average gain of 163 pounds, varying
from 125 to pounds, for the five
months. Three calves were purchased
during the winter. The lot of 12 were

- put on grass April 26, but four were

given full grain feeding during the
summer, the other eight having only
grass after a few days. The four fed
grain made average gain of 430 pounds,
varying from 400 to 515 pounds. The
eight on pasture alone made ave

gain of 29 pounds, during the six
ov ving from 225 to

Apparently the most
unfavorable time was during the ex-
cessive heat of the latter half of July,
it is noticeable, however, that the young
steers on grass alone made very slight
gains during September and October,
averaging only 48 pounds gain for the
two months, with 70 pounds at largest
gain. The four yearlings on full feed
made average gain, insame two months,
of 146 pounds, varying from 115 to 165
pounds.” '

The twelve calves, now yearlings, re-
ferred to, were purchased or ‘selected
with the design of comparing  steers of
different breeds or crosse It was

The
half Holstein had been reared on skim
milk, and were in. thin flesh when
bought} - The Shorthorns were in good
flesh. One met with an injury which
has affected his growth. - 3 !
The gain of the Herefords during win-
ter cannot be given. Of the others, the
best gains for the five months were 200
pounds, by an Ayrshire; 190 and 185
pounds by Sho%thorns, and 170 pounds
by Holstein. The lightest was 125
pounds by an Ayershire.

For the six summer months the gains
. were as follows, in each case the first-
given figures being the gain of the steer
on full feed: Ayrshires, 405, 280; Here-

320, 305 ; Shorthorns 400, 270, 230.

Bearing in mind that it is not wise to
draw final conclusions from single tri-
als, the facts concerning these cattle
suggest or illustrate among other
things, that:

1. The differences in animals of like
breeding, and under like treatment are
often greater than those between typi-
cal animals of different breeds.

2. Undér the prevalent methods of
wintering steers in the Western' States,
little or no gain is made in weight dur-
ing winter._ - :

3. It is difficult, if not impossible, to
seeure under good conditions, gains in
winter which shall nearly equal those
made in summer. { o

4. The largest gains may be expected
from animals in thin flesh, if in good
health. It is difficult to secure rapid
gain in weight during long continued,
feeding. :

5. Under like conditions, young ani-
mals make largest gain in proportion
-to food eaten.

6. A fair profit can . be made, even at
present low prices, by grazing and then
grain-feeding for two or three months,
cattle which have been judiciously
bought or 'economically reared, to be
sold when from 30 to 36 months old.

7. Economy of production is quite as

cially at times of low prices. It is not
clear that it is profitable to give full
grain feedings to steers designed for
the general markets, during the best of
the grazing season. Itis not prov-
en that it is most profitable for western
farmers to fatten and sell their steers
as yearlings.

Deep Water at Gulveston.

Deep water
on the coast would operate as the great
rival to the Gould and Huntington sys-
tems of railway, and in this connection
its importance can not be overestima-
ted. . Such a competitor would enforce
equitable charges for transportation,
would accompﬁsh more in bringing
this resultabout than either state or
national legislation, and without hard-
ship to either the rail or water routes
The question of freight rates has long
been one of deep concern to the stock-
men, that subjectis becoming a more
potent factor every day. Stock grow-
ers and the handlers of refrigerated
beef not only look .towards Chicago,
St. Louis and Kansas City as well as
the Atlantic seaboard, but have ar eye
on English and contingntal markets.
The contract recently entered into b
the Messrs. Dahlman of Fort Wort
with an English syndicate, to furnish
the latter six hundred tons of refrigera-
ted beef per week, &nd the proba.%ility
that Dallnwill soon have a refrigera-
ting estabMshment of large capacity,
suggest once more this vital  question
of transportation charges.
