The association Avas called to order 
in the hall of the house of representa­
tives this niornin«: by Mr. John Simp­
son, president, lie made a short 'talk 
as follows:

“ It might be well to look back and 
see what the past year has been of good 
and evil to the stock interests; how it 
has affected those interests and what 
caused that effect. It is unnecessary to 
call attention to quarantine. 411 know 
its operations: it is-unnecessary to say 
anything about the trail and its troubles, 
for you ' kuovy all about that matter, 
1 will only call attention to one thin^ 
and that Ts the Avant of friendly and 
united feeling among the stockiuen of 
our state. 1 believe thqit the bicker­
ings and prejudices, and 1 might say 
the want of real good business manage­
ment upon our own i>art, has done us 
more real harm than all the (piaran- 
tines that other states and territories 
have established against us. 1 believe 
that if the stockmen -of Tcx.as would 
unite for the common interests of the 
Avhole state, laying sectional prejudices 
and differences aside, all our treubles 
Avith regard to  trails and quarantine 
Avould be done Avith. Wo had a meet­
ing of the stockmen of tlic state at Dal­
las last spring, and the trouble tlicn
was a.s great as it ever can be again.

'I'liat meeting was Composed almost al- 
togedher of stuck inen from the northern 
part of the state. There were only two 
or three southern stockmen preseut. In 
ealliiig the convention to order 1 called 
attention to the fact that South T'exas 
Was not represented, ami that it was 
part of the state and had as much right 
to representation and consideration as 
"Northern Texas. At this convention 
I ^ e  there are a few men from North 
To^ s here. There are nine out of ten 
froniNSouth Texas, but that * ought not 
to m a^  any difference. This is a .state 
conventron, and you cannot pass atiy 
resolutior^against one section. Your 
action is foV the entire state, and you 
should forg^ all sections, and should 
work for the c^umon good of the entire 
live stock intere^of Texas, as I believe 
was done at • a ll^ .’'* [Applause.]

Secretarj' Lambert reported mem­
bership fees, dues ami assessments col­
lected iiMJ.3.85.

G. W. Littlefield, chairman, present­
ed the executive committee’s report. 
It harrates the work of the committee 
in regard to the pleuro-pneumonia 
scarce last year, the action of the com­
mittee on tyail matters and the embar­
rassment of the committee in rai.sing 
funds to pay expenses in these matters 
and agencies to counteract hostile ef­
forts to legislate against Texas in Xorth- 
western fetates. I'he report describes 
the condition of cattle kû t winter and 
the trade since in range stock. It rec­
ommends that the executive committee 
aext spring keeps the members of the 
issociatioil posted about trails and 
()[uaranttnc, and the chances of getting 
Texas cattle to marked; also that the 
constitution making Aastin the perma­
nent place for the annual conventions 
be changed to “each year they be put 
at a different place.’* The committee 
complimented Texas representatives in 
the National Stockmen’s Covention, 
adverting to the change in the cattle 
indastry by the practice of winter feed­
ing. The committee expresses the con­
viction that the vallejrS of all Texas 
rivers should be devoted to raising 
feed for stock and become the great 
feeding ground for the cattle breeders 
of Uie state. Texas ean compete with 
any country in feeding cattle. The 
committee notes that better feeling ex­
ists between cattlemen and farmers: 
mutual rights and interests are better 
respected as to leasing school lands. The 
committee recc^nixea the doty of users 
of land to pay for that use, and only ask 
the Land Board to act in a more busi­
ness like manner; to place an adequate 
rate upon the lands, but oue wbieb

stockmen ean affortl to give. It rec­
ommends that a committee bo apuoint- 
ed to investigate closely and fiurly to 
reach a conclusion as to the interest of 
the state and the stockmen in leasing 
the land.

A letter from Dr. Salmon of the Na­
tional Bureau of Animal industry, was 
read. He cannot be present at the con­
vention. Ho has sent Col. Cunning­
ham here instructed to get informatioa 
but not to commit the bureau to any­
thing. Dr. Salmon writes that ho has 
been pained to see local papers tm ng 
to show that tho bureau is hostile to 
T'exas interests. He admits that tho 
biweau has been powerless to enforce 
regulations to pro^ct Texas stock inter- 
e.sts, but hopes to see prob'cting regu­
lations enforced.

On inoticjn tlic executive committee 
report was I received and referred to 
standing committee— amW routiuo busi­
ness was transacted.

.Vfternoon' .session .was opened by 
rea ĵing a letter announcing that Bee- 
ville and San Antonio ' would have 
a b.arbecue over railroad conneocioii 
befor3 April 1st and that c:»ttlo traffic 
would commence about that date.

The llou Johu Hancock was invited 
to a seat oil the stand with the presi­
dent.

Then the convention had a little talk 
about the Denver meeting and figuring 
on the basis of representation coiiclu- 
'ded that if Texas sent4!ie full number 
of Delegates the state was entitled to, a 
famine at Denver would be tho coiisc- 
(|ueiice aud as the T'exas IJvc Stock 
association had nothing agiiinst the city 
of Denver as a city or’ against, the city 
iz.eiis of Denver as citizens, they pre­
ferred not sending the full number of  ̂
Texas delegates and would cut the 
number down to one Imndred ami 
eighty head, giving the delegation pow- 

'Cr to cat the luynbor down still further 
if upon arrival at Denver it should ap­
pear that the representation sent would 
dwarf to insignilicaucc the proper rep­
resentation of other states-and territo­
ries. Mr. Henrj' Seoligson, of Galves­
ton, spoke feelingly agSinst anything 
like ostentation on tbe part of tho great, 
and wealthy state of Texas., Ho said 
that as I’e.xas had alwaj-s acted with 
with the utmost consideration of the 
rights of others; the security of tho out­
let for Texas cattle now virtually con­
ceded should be an adilitional reason 
for the Texas delegation to mingle with 
their friends of the North and assist 
them in the formation of an association 
that could voice the sentiments of the 
whole range industry. Mr. Sceligson 
then, in speaking of the Panhandle As­
sociation eulogized Mr. Goodnight and 
his associates for not onl}* establishing 
a trail on the east and north of the 
Panhandle, the Dallas trail—but fora 
second trail on tho west wliich i.s well 
defined after reaching the Goodnight 
range, reaching nortliward to the en<l 
of the state line.s and only needs a little 
more work on the south to bring it to 
the crossing of tlie Texas Pacific road 

iicre no re.strietion.s are necessary. 
'I'lnis said Mr. Seeligson, Texas is a 
uni\—v/alking hand in hand on the 
only\ubj(*ct it ever differeil over and is 
prepaid to face the Denver music wiUi- 

g in full force or with :in ax to 
grind. S. even proposed to cut 
down tlie coniptrollerB report to only 
seven millions of cattle In order to det, 
crease the representation from Texas.

Our reporter asks in.dulgenco for not 
reporting Mr. Secligton in the elegant 
language of his orŝ tioH but hojKJS that 
he has the substance correct:

Mr. Simpson supposed the basis of 
representation wpuhl be on tho esti­
mates of Mr.' Nimrao, which gave the 
whole west 17,bJ)0,<X)0 head of range 
cattle, and gave T'exas y,00tJ,000 of that 
whole number. He supposed tho game 
ratio would hold as to number of horses 
which would give T'exas a clear major­
ity. Mr. .Simpson thought Texas would 
have a clear majority, and from cx- 
*pressioiis he heard in Colorado ho was 
satisfied there ir a friendly feeling for 
Texas and a disposition to do justice to 
all intere.sts.

Mr. Buzardjread from a report show­
ing the correctness of the estimate 
matle by Mr. .Simpson.

Mr. C. A. Rogers thought Texas 
would have a mjority at Denv'er, and 
though in our home conventions Texas 
cattlemen have sometimes divided up, 
when we send them out of the State 
they are united solidly for Texas inter­
ests. Take them from the South, North; 
and West Texas and send them to Den­
ver, and they will stand together as 
one man and fight fur the rights of the 
State if neccssaiy.

A resolution by Col. S. P. Cuning- 
ham, provided for a delegation of aev- 
ty-five at Denver,. was adopted as 
amended by North, fixing lOU as tbe 
number. Uepresentation at the Chi­
cago convention was then discoased. 
A resolution by Mr. seelig-oo waa adopt­
ed, that thirtpeu delegates bh apfioiat- 
ed to Chicago, to pav their own ex­
penses. This, in addition to three del­
egates at large, two to be appointed by 
the (kiveraor and one the cooren- 
tion.

The great difficulty is, most people 
want too much land and too much 
stock and too much eveiything but 
hard work. Tlmy step too far and too 
often, and cannot recover in time to| 
step again. Xjic man who takes time- 
ana keeps busy and takes good care of 
what he has will soon be an independent 
man. Farming on a large se-alo does 
not pay any one. Take on less work 
and do it better; raise what stock your 
crops will feed well. The question is, 
what stock will we raise that will pay 
best? Any kind of stock will nay if 
fed and properly cared for. I ao not

mean scrub stock; that class' lof stock 
never paid,any one. It costs no more 
to raise a 5vell-bred calf or colt or hog 
or any other animal than it does to 
raise a native or scrub. Then, when 
you have it raised, it is M orth double 
what the scrub -would be M'orth and is 
always salable. I find this more par­
ticularly with hogs and sheep. A well- 
bred hog or a wtdl-bred sheep is quiet 
and docile and easily managed and is 
seldom vicious. They require less feed 
because they are always quiet. The}* 
give no trouble about fences and do 
not alw.ays have their noses in the 
ground. 1 would not raise a common 
grade hog if he brought twice the value 
at killing time. Tlie same with sheep, 
and cattle and horses are much the 
same.' A well-bred and wejl-iféd sheep 
that will shear eight or ten j^unds of 
good wool is a pleasure to havje around: 
they do not desire the blade oif hay on 
the top of our stacks or on the further 
corner of the raiige, and they ax*e prof­
itable animals oir any farm.

AA'e an) too fur 
from market; the expense consumes 
the profit; besides they are greater 
eatei'S and require richer food and more 
of it than the Merino grades, and here 
where timlier and fencing materials is 
so high we cannot afford to fence for 
our sheep, and long-wools are hard 
to herd and do not {irosper on our* 'na­
tive grasses like the Merinos. Then, I 
would advi.se a few* sheep of good 
grades,  ̂ few Poland-Ciiinahogs, a few 
good cows well fed, and as m¿iny fowls 
as can be kept, and with a )ve'll kept 
garden a farmer can live quite inde­
pendently without distressing himself 
if lie keeps out of debt and does not 
hire too much or strive to gejt wealthy 
immediately. J’he fanners shem to be 
the most unfortunate class 1 of men; 
they are a prey to every otlier 'class ami 
profession; they contribute to every in­
stitution and are us'/ally swjmlled 
all, aud it seems as if ther 
remedy. They do the most 
the least j):iy, and there seem 
help for them. 1 admit it is 
fault, hut tliink it willal'.vavs 
is a grand good thing to bej 
farmer, and very few can boijst of tlie 
accomplishment. It takes yifars of toil 
and experience to learn the thide proj)- 
erly, and few there are who liave ac­
complished the task.

In looking over the columes of jour 
paper of December 20, I^saw an article 
headed ‘‘Karly Maturity.’" I cannot 
help putting in a reply. It looks to me 
as though it came from the pen of a 
better writer than a practical feeder. 
I have an idea ii he followed that kind 
of feeding for a few years on a large 
scale he would have neither farm nor 
steers to feed.

Did the writer of tliat article ever 
stop and consider what the cost of a 
two-yer-old 1500 pound steer would be?; 
If he had I suppose lie never would 
have written it.

AVe will now consider a two-year-old 
steer from a practical standpoint. In 
the first place he will have tlie u.se of 
his dam for at least 7 or H months, and 
as <)uick as he will bc^in to eat we will 
ration him off, for the first month 1 
quart, the second l i  quarlp, thé third 3 
quarts, ttie fourth 4 quart.s, the fifth 5 
quarts, thç sixth 6 quarts, the next also 
6 quarts. • Keckoniug this up it will 
amount to 27 bu.shels, valued at 40cents 
a bushel it would amount toSlO.HO. An 
ordinary cow will make one pound of 
butter a day for seven montns. There 
being 210 days in 7 months, would 
make 210 pound.s of butter, valued at 
15 cents a pound would amount to 
$:51.50; added to the $10.8<J would 
amount to $42.30, co.st of the first year’s 
raising. The .second year we will al­
low him 8 quarts a (l^y besides the 
pasture and hay he éats, and then I 
doubt very much whether he will 
w’eigh 1500pounds without some extras. 
The value of 01 ^bushels of ^ rn  at 40 
cents a bushel would amount to $30.40, 
the second year’s cost, , This added to 
the first year,s cost would amount to 
$78.70, not including hay and pasture 
the second year.

It oftentimes occurs that in the first 
year’s feeding ojie cow is not sufiicient 
for the calf, whereby the deficiency is 
supplied from a second cow, of which 
the writer does not take.notice.

All such feeding will do for a man 
with pen, ,̂jnk and^paper, but not for a 
man that has to do it with “elbow 
grease.” Also allowing 500 pounds of 
pork from the droppings of a steer, i,t 
looks ridiculous for a person to present 
such an artieh; before an intelligent 
people. I think the porker must liave 
been looked at through a magnifying 
gla.ss and then gue.ssed ut„jf

My plan of raising a tlirec-year-old 
is this : 1 have the calves to come
about December l.st. The calf sucks 
the cow four day.s, then he i.s penned 
up and learned to drink from ap ail. lie  
is fed two weeks pu sweet milk, then 
gradually skimmed milk is added until 
lour NVeeks, then altogether skimmed 
milk. -When he begins to *eat he gets il 
little oats and good clover hay until 
spring. If I hav<̂  a good cow I can 
raise two calve-ŝ  fr^nv the mij[k, instead 
of raising one calf from two cows. 
Now he is ready for pasture without 
his milk. Now 1 manage to have pigs 
w'hich take his place, and -1 wish you 
could see the porker in the fall.

This is not faiuuiug for glory, but 
-for money. This calf by the time he 
'is one year old will weigh between tîüO 
and 7(,»0 pounds, of which\the cost will 
not amount to $5.00. jT h e  second

year, as I raise cousidernblcygrain on 
my farm, 1 always have plenty of good 
straw. When I* thresh, the bottom of 
the stack is begun with wheat straw 
about three feet high. Oat straw is 
then i>ut on, and then finishing the 
top with wheat straw, of which 1 have 
.several stack.s. In tliis way I save the 
oat straw, ami the. cattle eat! nearly all 
of it. My corn i.s also cut up and fod- 
¡der ]>laced in the barn. I have also 
o])cn sheds which are ]>rotected from 
the northern and western winds. 'J'he 
cattle arc fed ofiee a day with corn 
fodder and once with hay in racks and 
mangers, of whieh they consume from 
three-fourths to one ton of hay, besides 
corn fodder, each. The cattle have tin; 
jirivilege'^of running to tliese^stacksand 
under sheds, which are well *bed«led 
with straw from the top of the stacks. 
In this way all fodder and ‘straw is 
worked into manure by spring. This 
is a much more convenient way of 
feeding Stockers than stabling. In 
this way cattle will generally hold their 
own tjirongh the winter. They will 
grow in»iraine but nothing in Ilesh. 
This is the treatment of the second 
winter. In the spring they are turned 
on good pasture, and by the time they 
are two years old will weigh from lOW 
to IHH) pounds. In the spring when 
my cattle are turned out they don't 
staml looking over the fence bellowing 
for corn. They go to work and make 
bei’f. 'fhe next winter and summer 
they receive tile same treatment as the 
year before. • *

By the time they arc three years old 
they will weigh 141M1 pounds without 
very muc*h grain. I have had extra 
good onQS weigh 14-75 pounds. AA’c 
will now compare the two steers. A’ou 
have a two-year-old 1500 pound steer. 
I have a tiiree-year-oid 14W pound 
steer. The two-year-old steer has cost

tin Robinson then passed a resolution 
endorsing the basis of representation 
at Denver. The Association then ad­
journed. ^
• Austin, Tex., Jan. 13.—The Texas 

Live Stock association met at 10 a. m. 
A telegram was read IromèDenver, 
Col., from ÎI. M. T.aylor, Saying tire 
cattle association's in the. range couiim; 
will send a full delegation to the Den­
ver meeting, one delegate to every ôd,- 
000 head of cattle.

James F. Scott, chairman of,the com­
mittee oil protection of stock, reports a 
continued decrease of the depredations 
on cattle, and thal the laws, prôperly 
administered, afforded ample protec­
tion.

Mr. Henry Seeligson, for the Com­
mittee on public lands, submitted the 
following :

Austin, Jan. 13, 1886.—To lion. 
John N. Simpson, President Texas 
Live Stock Association : Sir—Your
committee appointed on public lands, 
after «lue consideration of the subject, 
beg leave to report as follows :

1. The law regulating the sale of the 
school and public lands of the state, 
and the vacillating action of the land 
board, and the strained interpretation 
of the law by the land board have prov­
ed ihemselves inefficient agencies for 
those who have sought in good faith to 
lease the lands or to purchase them as 
actual settlers.

2. We earnestly recommend a settled 
state policy in regard to the disposition 
of our public domain to the end that the 
majesty of law may be held supreni^, 
and that all persons unlawfully holdii^ 
school lands be compelled to abandem 
possession of them or pay a legal rent­
al for the same. To this end we recom­
mend that grass commissioners be sent 
out and lands classified and leased as 
required by law.

' 3. The rapid increase in immigration 
of small farmers to our state ; the con­
struction of large pastures, which had 
resulted in throwing a vast member of 
herdsmen out of employment : the ille­
gal inclosing of hundreds of " tliou.sands 
of acres of our public domain by fof- 
eign and domestic land companies, who 
own large herds of cattle and bat little 
or no land, and who invade peaceful 
neighboriioods and consiime the grass, 
are among the prominent features of 
the hour, and call for redress to pre­
vent lawlessness, which, to' a great ex­
tent, has been cherished anil fostered 
in our state by freie grass, and for 
which some speedy remedy should be 
applied.

4. Our state has of school and public 
lands 30,000,000 of acres, out of which 
¡but about 3,000,000 acres have been 
leased. This shows a loss of something 
like $ 1,000,000 to the tax-payers of our 
state, and is the best argument agabisU 
the past;;tond policy. We are of the 
opinion that for the pre.scnt, at least.

he tlirowii aromui our laud policy io 
prevent their aeipiLsitloii by foreign 
companies.

5. Recognizing that onr state can 
best bo deyolopcd by tlie fostering of a 
gooil.elas.s of farming immigrants, af­
fording as they will protection to .the 
stock and grass oftlie pastnremeni we 
v.'oulil rccommciid that they be dwelt 
with in tlie sale of tlie lainls on tiie 
most liberal term.s.The stock raiser who 
rents or owns his lands filuls no anta­
gonism' when thrown in connection with 
the honest settlers of tlie soil.

6. We recommend that a llinit be 
fixed to the number of cattle a iiarty 
may have leave to graze in his pastures 
when he owns the lands, and to that 
end w ould suggest that they should be 
permitted to pasture one animal for 
every ten acres of land so owned or 
controlled.

7. Tlie controveriie.s of Ijite between 
our ¿fate i officials show jconclusively 
that our laws aye inoperative, so far as 
the public domain is coiicernetUiu .some 
counties and believing that laws 
should be e*vccuted under any and all 
circumstances, we would suggest that 
pun’islimeiit of violations of the laws 
regulating« the sale or lease of .school 
lands sliould be attempte«! at first .so 
hear as po.ssible to the home of tiiose 
interested, but if the laws from any 
cause should be found iuoperatlve there 
and in that court, the same sliould be 
changed to a county where justice can 
be enforced, as true liberty is only such 
wilien regulated by law.

8. The first great interest of our 
state is that of the horiiv-handcd sous’

ing alone, to prevent the herds of the 
open-range stock raisers and free-grass- 
ers from depredating ujion their crops. 
These fajapers pay ov*er one million 
dollars for taxes to educate the ivhite 
and colored children of our state, and 
yet 27,000,090'iicres of our school lands 
are unleased, f which would * give us 
over .$1,000,0001 The controHng or leas­
ing of these lands would in itself abol­
ish free grass iuid go far toward j  a .so­
lution of alh*t|ie vexed que.stir.is that 
have of late proved such an iusur- 
moubtabljB barrier to our state officials.

9. The second gre-at industry of our 
state being that of the stock’raisers, 
they also are entitled to protection from 
the nippers of the fence cutters and 
from the grass burner. The conten­
tion for free gras.s being the great incen­
tive or cause of wrong tloin^ by parties 
who have stock and no lanif, the aboli­
tion of free grass w ould give protec­
tion to that interest w hich is only sec­
ond of Hie many great industries of our 
growing and prosi>erou3 state.

10. ' Believing that the expression of 
the views of our convention is w*hat is 
needed to place the farming and stock 
interests of our state upon a friendly, 
basis that *will give us prosperity, jreace 
and securitVji^we respectfully submit the 
same lor flic consideration of your hon­
orable body. Signed—James F. .Scott,

Col. Darden for 
the use of the state hall and the citizens 
of Austin for their hospitality, the meet- 
adjourned .sine die at 12:30 p. m.

: duct of crosses on the common Texas 
or Mexican sheep.

For many years the sheep of Texas, 
did not run into high grades, conse­
quently the medium wools the Mexican 
inijiroved wefois, and tho'ilexicau wools 
formed the pi’incipal staple, medium 
fine as the higher grade is called, is 
a late production—as is also the strict­
ly fine wools of the pure Merino.

A few years ago, fine wools were .soldw w
scoured at 70 cents and above, as’ 
against 45 cents for medium wools, 
winch, shrinkage considered, did not 
place tine wools in the gr$ase at a less 
price than the medium wools as is the 
case to-day. Then, if anything, line 
wool sold pound for pound above the 
run of medium wools as sold' from the 
ranches.

To-day good medium wools arc 
quoted at 2 cents abovdgobd fine wools 
while in the actual itransactions in 
Texas during the la.st two vears the rel- 
ativc vaWe of fine and medium wools 
has been at le.a.st three cents per pound 
to the disadvantage of the strictly fine 
clips.

The best iiccce.s in quantity and qual­
ity and selling value have been clips 
reaching eight pounds that could not 
be ckissed i» fineness over a medium 
quality. Such clips u.scd to sell in 1882 
at 22 to 27 cents and in 1885 were down 
17@22 and yet ai the same time the 
fleeces of pure bred Merinos—scll- 
lug in 81 with mwlium wools, sold 
in 1885, at the range from 14 to 10 
cents,’ and it is not going bevond the 
facts to say that with few exceptions to 
be found where very choice animals are 
bred the medium fleeces out.sold the 
line fleeces in every way.

It is nothing against the Pierino to 
say so. The medium clothing wool 
would uof exi.st without the Pierino had 
produced it. Hut it i.s something for 
sheep jeaisers to investigate. The best 
lot of d^ht pound fleeces the writer 
ever saw were from a flock of grade 
Merinos on a Soifthdown basis, the 
next a .Shropshire Merino cro.ss; other 
fleeces almost cqtial all had a .streak of 
English mutton blood that gave size to 
the carcass.ah^ length to the wool.

Again, tl̂ e highest price unwashed 
wool on thè market to-day is the Ken­
tucky combing; not a pure breed wool, 
but principally .Southdown, while from 
Au.siralia comes'the cross bred wool, 
from Lincoln, lA.’icester and other mut­
ton breeds upon the Merino, a wool that 
is greater in quantity and sells nearly 
as well, pound for pound, M ith the fin­
er Australian Pierino.

The c'onclusion, if such can be ar- 
rivcii at, is that the Glorino blood must 
larirelv form the basis of the flock but 
that AlerinC) blood v.dulc necessary, can 
be indulged in to too great an extent and 
after reaching a certain point it may bo 
advisable fo breed in another direc­
tion to retain a medium wool and to 
gain something in size of ' the herd, if 
it can be done without sacrifice of other 
qualities. "NVe are not crossing a pure 
bred flock by doing so, wc are sim̂ l̂y 
building a sheep to suit the market 
and .such a sheep as a Merino mutton 
cross would furnish and suit our ranges 
better if .wc would improve onr methods 
in the future as we have in the past two 
year.-. »

H ig h e r  P rices fo r  Sheep.
The issue of the Drovers Journal of 

.Jaiiuarv 9th contains the following:
“The number of sheep I’Cturued for 

taxation in Kansas in 1885 sl;ows a de­
crease of 495,080 head as compared 
with the previous year. Kansas is one 
of the state.s in which sheep-raisers in 
many cases became very much discour­
aged. This is all right. These mat­
ters naturally adju.st themselves.- 
When the weak-kneed brethren drop' 
out, tlien is the time for tlie st:(unch 
ones to hold on all the more lirmly.

I ’lie present condition of the mutton- 
trade is exceedingly encouraging. To 
those W'ho have choice flocks of siioep 
we should say hold on to them; and to 
those who can get choice flocks at tlie 
present low prices, and are prepai*ed 
to handle tliein, we should say, “get 
them.” For a couple of years the as­
pect of the sheep business * has been 
“ blue” Last winter- the w'eather was 
aw'fully severe, and the range sheeii 
that w’ere not killed by thQ cold were 
sent to market and w’orse than slaught­
ered in prices, in many cases not pay­
ing the freight and charges. The sheep 
w*ere generally not fat, and had to be 
sold at very low prices, as thci*e was 
“no end to them.” The receipts of 
sheep at Chicago in 1885 were the lar­
gest on record by 210,000 head, being 
over 1,350,000 head. Compare these 
figures with the receipts of five years 
ago, 335,810, and we have an increase 
of 1,000,000 in receil[it3 in five years. 
This is truly wonderful. Sheep sold 
low during the year, and no wonder 
when the enormous quantity and thin 
quality arc considered; but the demand 
has been steadily increasing. The 
dressed meat men have gone into the 
sheep business in a lively way, and that 
trade is constant!}' expanding. Chica­
go received within 700,000 of as many 
sheep lust year as New York, and it is 
safe to say that our receipts will soon 
be the largest of anv poi;it on the con­
tinent.

The wool interests have been muc|[ 
depressed, but the sheep business is 
now getting ou a footiu«  ̂ to 'thrive in 
.spite of the tariff-tinkering. The out­
look for the shcep-raiser was never so 
encouraging as it is to-day.

St . Lons, Mo., Jan. 4, '8fi. 
Within the past week or ten days 

prices on sheep have appreciated great­
ly, Sheep in pretty good condition of 
90 lbs, that bronght $2 25(3$2 35 per 
1(X) lbs. a couple of weeks'ago, now 
sell at sight at $̂3 40(g$3 75 per 10<) lbs. 
Thi^ 'is a big jump indeed*: Dimin­
ished supplies and increased inquirv 
were the leading characteristics at all 
of tiie sheep centers. Our Eastern 
shippers,- the Dressed Beef company, 
and local speculators, all want sheep, 
and grumble greatly at not finding a 
sufticient number ’to fill them out. 
Holders of sheep are chary about send­
ing fhem to market, and it is an open 
question and hard to settle whether the 
coiihtry has been drained of sheep or 
whether farmers and flookmasters are 
determined to force prices higher-. In 
my opinion it is a little of both. Natu­
rally the rising markets have the ten­
dency to curtail the influx of stock. 
Then there are not a great number of 
fat sheep in the country. It is a well 
known fact that on account of the ex­
treme doluess of the sheep market in 
November and December, but little care 
was bestowed on sneep by their owners. 
Now all at ,once a big demand has 
sprung up, and tliose having sliecp can 
not ship because theiriflocks arc poor.

Brices p:.id the past week ranged in 
extremes from $2 00@$4 Q|L) per 100 
lbs. for common to good heavy sheep 
of 110 lbs. Fancy muttons of 120 to 
130 lbs. would readily command $4 15 
^ $4 40 per 100 lbs. which is Chicago 
quotations.

I have nothing new to note in the 
wool market. The demand continues 
fair for desirable grades, while the 
supply is only moderate. Sellers arc 
more* than ' maintaining sales. We 
quote: “Choice 12 months' growth 
23c, choice 6@8 months’ 18@21c; Wes­
tern short and sandy 12@B)C; carpet' 
stock 12015c. *  Rattler .

Tiiou.sands and thousands of turkeys, 
are required every year to supply the 
Washington market. They are raised 
in the mountain region of Maryland and 
West Yirginia, and driven over the 
roads in the summer, picking up their 
living as they go along, imtii they reach 
the largo tobacco fields, where they 
are kept for two or three months, ani 
driven through the fields early every 
morning to eat the tobacco worms. 
As winter comes on they are cooped 
up in small pens and fetl on corn until 
they get fat enough for market. The 
best of them are picked out ahd iient 
here a few days before Christmas, mn 
nothing will take the place of a turkey 
for a Christmas dinner. A goose, 
duck, capon or chicken twill do on 
Thanksgiving or New Y'e.ar’s or any 
other day in the year,j.but on Christmas 
everybody of every *sl̂ ade of color must 
have* turkey.

A good many wild turkeys are 
brought to the Washington market. 
They used to be quite abundant, but 
comparatively few are found now, and 
they are very sh}̂  of the gunners. If 
there is snow on the ground one can 
sec w'here the}' drag their great toe 
along, but they will keep riglit ahead 
of a hunter*all day. Turkey-hunting 
is very • fatiguing but exciting sport. 
A whistle is n.sea which imitates the 
cry of the male bird, and if another 
malc,bird hears it, he must immediate­
ly to the spot, for they are a proud set, 
tolerating no rivals near their roost. 
Ben Franklin tried hard to have the 
wild turkey, which is a proud, |pngna- 
cious and gallant bird in life, ana which 
is excellent eating w’hen killed, made 
the national emblem, instead of the 
eagle, which lives on carrion, or by 
stealing young birds when alive, and 
which no one will eat when killed. A 
wild cock turkey, with his feathers 
standing ouf'Stralght, is far‘more aris- 
tociTtic in appearance than a peacock, 
and it is to be regretted that the race is 
becoming extinct.
