First Two Hays—Presentation o f  
a Beef—Papers Head.

‘ Associated Tress Report. [
D e n v e r , Col., Jao. 27.—The*First 

nternational Range Cattle and Horse- 
Growers'convention'was called to or 
der in the Grand opera house here this 
morning at 12 o’clock by II. M. Taylor, 
who was chosen temporary secretary. 
Nearly 2'XK) deleg.ates and visiting 
stockmen were present, representing 
Texas, "NVyoraiDg, Ctah, Nevada, Colo­
rado, Idaho, Nebraska, Arizona, Indian 
Territory, Kansas, New Alexieo and 
Mexico. The secretary on calling the 
convention to order read tlie call under 
which till? delegates asseùjbled, st:iting 
that whilç the convention had no de­
sire to cut loose from the national asso­
ciation at St. Ixinis, we realize' that the 
people of the East :ire not familiar with 
the cattle growing iuterest.s of the 
plains» They know little of our system 
of breeding and iuaturing catAi', which 
is wholly différéht from that fallowed 
in the agricultural regions, and there­
fore they cannot with wisde^m p:vrtiei- 
pate in * tlie delibenitions concerning 
our business. Thcjluterosts of the en­
tire range country are so homogeneous 
th?t we are confident an organization 
limited to members engaged in range 
duty w ill prove to have the greatest 
beneficial results.

Mr. Sturgis of Wyoming put forward 
as temporary chairman Gov. Routt, 
who ably presided at the'St. Louis eon- 
veiition. Mr. Routt was ,unanimously 
choseii chairnian, with G. L. Hi’ooks of 
New Mexico secretary. A committee 
on credeiUials Was then appeiiiUîd by 
the chair, composed of one member 
from each delegation ptcs»‘nt.

Gov. Eaton of Colorado welcomed 
the Cattlemen on belialf of the state, 
and ,Ios. Hates followed on behalf of 
the citv, afjLer w’liicli A. H. ^Matthews 
of Kansas ( ’ity brought on tli,o stage a 
mammoth Gallow.ay steer, ‘ -.Jumbo," 
W'eighing 2500 pounds, and presented 
it to the convention. It  w'as intended 
that! the steer should bo slaughtered and 
divicled among the delegates, but upon 
motion of Col. .1. W. Dwycir of Mexico 
the annimal was sent to the Colorado 
agricultural farm. The committee on 
credentials retired, and tlie convention 
took a recess until 2 o'clock.

Cpon reconvening .T. II. Ferguson 
read a paper upon the “ Railroad Rates 
of Transportation,”  advocating the pol­
icy of the association collecting rebates 
securing freight rates and transacting 
all business for the. members relating 
to the transnortation oi live stock.

E. B. Ligui read a paper on brand­
ing. He held that the present method 
of burning cattle depreciated the value 
of a hide 60 to 100 per cent., and re­
commended putting the brand on cheek 
o f neck. Çattlemf n say that in East­
ern markets * UK)0 lightly branded 
cattle will ' not bring $1 more 
than the same number burnt 
ail over, and until there is a difference 
made in the value of .such cattle there 
is little prospect of any action on the 
subject. The committee on credcnti.als 
being still out the convention .idjourn- 
until to-morrow. ' ,

D e n v e r  Colouado, Jan. —The
second day of the range cattle' conven­
tion was called to orefe^at^ 10 o’clock 
this morning. Gov. GiBper, chairman 
of the committee on credentials, .an­
nounced 174 delegates fepresenting the 
different states and territories accred­
ited to scats in the convention.

After the appointing of committees 
of rç.soliitions, permanent organization 
and rules Simpson of Texas offered a 
rc.solution providing that a committee 
of nine be appointed to inquire into the 
pqssibility of a speedy completion of 
the Denison & New Orleans railw.ay to 
the Gulf of Mexico, w hich would give 
the cattle men of the arid region direct 
connection with the shipping points 
and to the markets all over the world.

Dr. Moore, of Wyoming offered the 
following resolutions on free coinage:

Whereas, tlie range cattle industr}- 
shares the present long continued bu­
siness depression ; and

Whereas, we'believe this depression 
largely attributable to the contraction 
of currency consequent on the demon­
etization of silver by the (ierraan em­
pire and the hostile attitude of other 
governments toward bimetalism,there­
fore,
i Resolved, that in our judgment it is 
Hme for the Vnited States to act so in­
dependently in protesting and fostering 
her interests as a greàt producer of 
precious metals that she shall bring 
other nations to her own policy rather 
than longer silently to submit to their 
dictation ; that it is cause for congrat­
ulation that in this crisis our senators 
and repr,escntatives from Kansas, Cal­
ifornia, Texas and Oregon are a unit in 
faveur of the continuance of silver coin­
age and the rigid compliance by every 
department of the government with thé 
laws relating to gold and silver.

Rcsolvfîd, that a-copj- of thèse reso­
lution, be sent to the representatives 
and senators in congress, -as an indica­
tion of our profound interest in this 
great question and our hearty commen­
dation of the advocacy of bimetalism.

Thomas .Sturgis of Wyoming read an 
able pkper showing the beneficial re­
sults derived by rangcnien from fecd- 
|ing cattle for market.

Thé convention then adjourned to 
w’itne.ss an exhibition of the Denver lire 
department.

As .soon as the convention was called 
to order this afternoon a communica­
tion from New Mexico was read, ask­
ing that some measure betaken toward 
the adoption of a plan to pay Eastern 
live-stock commission men a per cent- 
age on the amount of sales instead of 
so niBch per head.

Â letter from Capt. Bent, of St l^ouis, 
was read, in which he regrets fie is net 
able to be present to deliver an address 
upon the ^ d -  region and the perma­
nent range, as he was invited to.

Col. Holt moved that hereafter del­
egates to the In t^ational Range con- 
vention to be appointed on the basis 
of one delegate to every 10,000 head of

stock, instead of 60,000 as rcKjuire^y 
the call of the present convention. The 
motion was amended by Mr. Archibald 

)rado to make tlie basis repre- 
Ron one delegate to every thirty 

members of local, associations. Con­
siderable discussion on the subject by 
Senator Dorsey, Judge O’Brien of New 
Mexico, Col. Holt and Judge Faust af 
Utah ensued. The amendment was 
lost. The motion was then carried. 
The convention tnen aujourning till 
to-morrow. The freedom of the city 
has been tendered the visiting stock- 
men and invitations are extended thorn 
to visit the large manufacturies, smelt­
ers, car shops and liquification works. 
One thousand tickets to places of 
amusement are distributed daily by the 
citizens entertainmoiit committee. To­
morrow night a grand ball and biut- 
quet will be tendered the yisitors at 
mammoth rink.

The territeirial act re­
ferred to makes it unlawful,to drtve in­
to the territory of New Mexico any cat­
tle which are^r within twelae months 
have been affected with or exposed to 
any contagious or infectious disease, or 
h.ive been driven from or through any 
district of country where such disea.se 
is known to exist, unless the partÍM 
driving shall have a certificate from ia- | 
spectors provided for by the act. T lie «; 
inspectors are permitted to charge #t 
per head for all thoroughbred or high 
grade cattle inspected, and twenty 
ty cents per head for all other cattle in­
spected numbering less than 1,000 head 
and ten cents p«;r head when they ex­
ceed that number. The law gives these 
inspectors arbitrary power, which 
serves practical!}- to cxclinie Texas cat­
tle from the Territoiy, either for range 
driving or market purpo.se.s, and in 
many instances M-orks severe hard­
ships besides levying a heavy tax upon 
Texas cattle owners It is belicred 
that the Texas men will secure ateror- 
able report from tJic committee. Cal. 
Lanham will introduce a bill next lloa- 
day to disapprove a similar a** «̂f<* of 
the Territory of Arizona. *

I'p to Avithin 
a few years thesé horses w'cre nothing 
more nor less than wild mustangs and 
bronchos, roaming over the prairies at 
their own sweet'^vill, and seUlom even 
rounded up and branded. KA*en noAv 
there are here and there isolated herds 
of this class of horses to be found.^ But 
within the last Aa c or six years, and 
since thè pasture system has become 
general, more attention Avas paid to 
them and they were ronmlcdtip, brand­
ed and put into pastures. Captain 
Itiehard King Avas about the first to pay 
much attention to tliis branch of the 
ranch busi!ie.ss, and he began import- 
ins: line blooded sttillions and grading 
on the native mares. Ilis venture was 
highly profitable and he founded a 
breed of horses that soon gained a Avide 
.spread reputation. In price they were 
aways above the bronchos of the prai­
ries. His succe.ss led others to follow ■>»
in-tiic same line, until now the impor­
tation of blooded ’ .stallions, especially 
the breed that puts more body on the 
Texas horse.s, is becoming quite general. 
It has been found to naA'. Years ago aA V O
Texas pony could hardly be given away 
in the Northern market, Avhile now the 
demand is continually on the increa.se, 
Avith improving prices.  ̂ /

The busTness is carried oh here^irin- 
eipally by commission men, and stock 
3'ards as sellers, and men from the 
North and. professional house traders 
and shippers as buy ers. The great ma­
jority of horses ai*e brought here direct 
to the market, from the Southern Tex­
as ranches, and neighboring states in 
Mexico and held in pastures till sold 
and shipped, but some are sold b}' the 
Commission men here and ship^ped 
from the nearest railroad .station to the 
ranch, Avhile some jiiorcj driven, 
but the latter is growing less every 
year. During the ¿ear of ISfj.'i," there 
Avere shipped from this city by rail 
:>0,206 head, and from the ranch about 
10,089 hen<l while some 5,0(a  ̂ were 
driven, making an aggregate of -I.l Ooo 
head as the number of liorses sold on 
this market. The mares are sent to the 
farming countrA’ of the Western states, 
and also quite a market has rccentlv 
been found in the Eastern gulf states 
as far liast as Florida, while tJie ’geld­
ings are sought after as cow ponies in 
the cattle range country of the North- 
Avestern States and' Territories. The 
average price rJKhe past j'ear has been 
$?5.00 a head, wliich Avonld aggregate 
the snug little sum of about $l,l;»3,87ô.

The Angora Goat Industry,
As a convention of Angora goat

raisers has been called to meet in -San 
Antonio, February 5, 1S86, it may be of 
some interest to'review the state of 
the Angora goat industry'. Probably 
no industry of Avhich thm-*e h.os been so 
much said is .«o little unaerstood*- One 
great‘and principal reason for this is 
that 6n account of the beautv of these 
animals fe*Av men have as yet gone into 
the business Avith the legitimate inten­
tion of making money''out of the' mo­
hair. It has always been with a vicAv 
of crossing with the common goat and 
.selling the mixed blood for breeding 
purposes. The unsatisfactory' re.sults 
of using such billies for breeding pur­
poses has given them a bad reput;ition, 
which has been eouinumicated to the 
business generally'. In this section the 
business has undergone a change and 
now there are. several ranchmen legiti­
mate! v engaged in raising Angora 
goats for the mohair. The two princi­
pal Angora gout men in Texas, and al­
so in the I ’nited States are .Joseph 1*. 
Devine of Pextu’ ('o., Iti milys north of 
.Sail Antonio, and the Arnold Brothers 
in Nueces canyon, Fvalde county'. They' 
have from 2,.'»(.Hi to :),0(K) head each*, 
and Mr. Devine has the largest Hock of 
thorouglibreds in the Cnited .States, 
having bought out the well known 
Scott llock in Kentucky', sei'eraF of 
which are imported. The goats yield 
from fwo to four pounds of luqhaii  ̂
each, worth from to G”0 cents per̂
pound. /

Mr.'Devine, av)io is a very close ob-
ser\'«r, has adopted a new system this 
season." It has been the custom herc4 
tofore to shear but once a y'ear, which 
Avas sometime in .lanuary' or February'. 
Much of the avooI began to drop off be­
fore it was sheared, so ^Ir. Devine con­
cluded to try the ’six months shearing 
the same as with sheep. He sheared 

.some iOOO head in the early part of 
NoA'eniber leaving the very finest,
some (iOO till he had fully tried the ex­
periment. He found his clip almost as, 
large as if left till the spring, and it has 
now already’̂ grown nearly' four inches 
ill length, tive inches entitling it to be 
rated as combing hair, Avhich will bring 
from 40 to GO cents per pound. He on-’ 
ly skeaied a few of the finest goats, 
one of wliich a !) montlis billy sheared 
3 lbs and G ounces. I'nder this system 
there is less danger of bad weather 
overt iking the new shorn goats and 
causing loses.

Indian Reminiscences.
The Sto«’«  Jouhn.al man recently 

♦net Col. Jolin .S. Ford, Avell known as 
“ Old Kip.”  The Jouhnal man asked:

“ Did you see Hardin ^Steele, ,one of 
y'our obi ranger boys, on Saturday?”

“ Yes, 1 saw him. He Avas a good 
boA' in serA'ice, and did his duty well.”

“ He was.saying something about his 
brother, David Steele, having killed aa 
Indian chief tvhile under your com­
mand. How Avas it?”

“ He Avished to Jearn the name of the 
chief. 1 did not remember it at the 
moment. He Avas called Otto Cucro.”

“ AVhen and Avhere did the fight take 
place?,”  • *■ ■

“ May’ 29, 1800 at the Amargosa Mus­
tang pens, about '20 miles in a nol'therly’ 
direction from the residence of the late 
Capt. Kichard King. W*e had been on 
a scout thirty days, had a tight May 12th 
on the Nueces about twenty-fi\’e miles 
above Cotulla in which Dave .Steele 
Avas Avounded; a twelve hours run after 
another band the next day; a night af­
fair on the 26th just below Fort Merrill, 
and a chase of nearly half a day. In 
consequence of so much heavy work, 
and onTy a day or two rations of corn, 
our horses Av̂ re not in first rate Condi­
tion. W’e charged the Comanches, 
drove them from their camp, and pur­
sued vigorously. Koqfle Mangricio tvai 
our guide, he had been a Avar captain 
among the7 Comanches wlio captpred 
him when a boy. I noticed that the 
Indians made signs every time they 
passed over an elevated point, and 
asked what it meant Roque said the 
signals are for men they ha\'e nearj by.
These may attack your rear guartl * in 
charge of your mules, pistols and pro- 
Tisions. He was immediately dis­
patched to order up and guide the 
guard to the main body. At this junc­
ture commenced a series of maneurres,jj^ Cerrs and Couite us
both sides were playing for time and 
Avishing for their men to arrive. W’e 
continued todrive them slowly. It was 
an open country, hog-wallow prairie, 
no concealment was possible, r!and a 
square fight between about twenty 
rangers and as many Indians. W’e 
galled them by our sharp shooters, 
killed their horses, wounded their war- 
riot’s and had the advantage. Ourrear 
guard came up, attacked them in flank,, 
they were routed and fled precipitately.
But the loss of animals mppled them..
The chief ̂ ave his horseAo the wound­
ed, a young wajt'ior did the same. W’e 
soon saw the horsemen had the heels 
of us. 'The two braves on foot ran 
well, but not quite so fast as we. Dave 
Steele was close behind me. I fired at the 
chief, he staggered but did not fall! I 
ordered Steele to dismouut and held his 
horse. The chief looked back, jumped 
into the air and fell at the crack pi 
Steele’s gun. 'The other .Indians were' 
more than half a mile ahead and whip-

The 
usn.nlcause is unhealthy food-musty sor- 
ghum fodder, mildewu'd oat straw, corn, 
etc., and oftefi the eatinf; of half rotted 
grass, accompanied, by a deiieienej' of 
salt. Make a radical change in the 
conditions under which the calves are 
livingT An entire chanije in food is 
necessary; give sulphur and salt mùved, 
one table spoonful of each daily to 
every calf. > Have it put_iu)on the back 
of the ton^^e, and gentljQorce it to be 
sw’allowed. The placing of it before 
the stock ttt lick will not, answer the 
purpose. As a. preventive# rowel the 
brisket of all well calves. To rowel a 
calf pinch up the skin, m ^ e  a small 
hole through it, pass a strbng coral^r 
horse hair, and tie it in a ring, occa­
sionally wet the ring with spirits of tur­
pentine, which produces a running sore, 
which î  a great,relief to the blood poi­
son, 'Burn or burv all that die.

The resolution on land matters pass­

ed by the Texas Live Stock association 
was a surprise to the state. The reso­
lution, and the nrgumciit before it.s 
passing was conclusive^ enough that 

*the stockmen were williifg and anxious 
to pay the lawful price for all public 
landa used, but would accept no childs 
bargain. The resolution .asking that .a 
limit be placed upon the stock to be 
run in p.asturcs, did not read in the 
public prints correctly, â  the purport 

, wasjto limit the humber of stock one 
man purchasing a section in a pjAsture 
might run on the pasture range.  ̂ The 
intention was to put every man upon 
his own ground, or at all events to 
prevent a bogus settler .by purchase of 
one section to assume a ri*rht to turn 
loose aa unlimited stock of cattle in the 
]>asiuro another has purchased or leas­
ed and fenccil. « •

These resolutions are the outcome of 
the cry against ranchmen using public 
lands without pay, and it w.as natural 
that there should have been a 
prompt dcni.al^of that position by 
the men who 'are willing to pay, and 
silence from those who are not willing.

The whole trouble grows put of the 
unbusiaess like position of tl̂ e state in 
this matter. Even now, it is imposs­
ible to comply with Ihe law. If the 
stockman leases ninoty-nine sections, 
and he is refused one section, he is com­
mitting a misdemeanDr because that one 
aeotioB fooesd is as much a violation of 
law aa if the fence was round a hundred 
nmleaaed sections.

T ^  fact is, humbug begets humbug. 
The state policy growing out of the 

. desire to obtain a revenue from the 
‘ school lands is to lease. That policy, 
ao conflicts with the settlement of the 
eSMutry that a compromise is effected. 
The reahlt is a bogus lease, something 
that the tenant mustpay^for in advance, 
and then if a purchaser is not found the 
lease holds good. There is only sue 
party to this compromise.

It  was bad enough while each man 
• r  company decided for themselves 
whether they-would accept the lease, 
hotforcing inen to lease made matters 
wane.

So long as any person or company 
desiroos of making a solid body oat of 
a lot of .alternate sections became 
lesseesof state lands uad^ the present 
law o ^ y  of their own firm will, they 
had smaci sort of protection from havr 
iag  A e  lease rendered nseless by rapid 
aettlement, in the fact that there re- 
jaaiaed large bodies of pnblic lands

available for settlement without dis­
turbing the lessees. But supposing all 
those who are grazing cattle on state 
land.s are forced to lease them, then 
the settler .must* stand back, or by 
breaking into leased land and render­
ing' it usele.ss to the lessee cause him toO
surrender what little there remains of 
his lease.

The child.s bargain the state offers 
the .«tcckmen will not be accepted or if 
accepted will not last long. An abso­
lute lease, for a ternrbf years of all state 
lands embraced within the ranchman’s 
outside lines at a fair rate, will meet* 
with ready acceptance by nearly every 
ranchman in the .state, but the bogi|^ 
lease on the part of tlie state and the 
invitation for one minuto take and iLse 
what another man has paid ífr , will 
continue to be non effective, cause 
endless chages and complications and 
the ranch men will obtain some benefit 
from the mi.stakes of the legislature 
‘and legislative land board.

.Sensible men are opposed to the 
humbuggeiy that uu.settle.s any k^d of 
business, and in favor of a decided pol- 
iev that is not beyond the eoinprehen- 
•sion of the people who enforce the laws 
or those who hâve to be controlled by 
thyn. • If some lands must be %:ased,

The cattle market lately has beec 
fairly satisfaefcery, The supplies of 
good to choice fat cattle hav*e been only' 
moderate and values have ruled strong 
for the best grades. Lately sales of 
fat C9rnfcd bc*p. es have been made as 
high as $5.75(g$5.9U have beea made 
with one lot of $G.12‘é and the best cat­
tle have been bought by the shijiperc 
of dressed beef.

The fight tfce butchers are wafrin": 
against dressed beeves is a bitter one. 
They are organizing all for ever the 
express purpose of suppressing the 
dressed beef trade. Organization may 
help them but,-as far as suppressing the 
trade they had as well try to reverse 
the course of tlve Mississippi.

'J'he feeders in Virginia and West 
Virginia are l>oeoraiiig somewiiat dis­
couraged at the competition of western 
tlres.seil beef and not a lew of them are 
talking of eoming west. As is generally 
well known the size of stock ears varies 
from 28 to 34 feet in length, though as 
rule, 32 feet is .the maximum lertgth 
in the we-st. However the railroads arc 
»ettin» tired of haulinir stock in a long

charge for 
i slioft one. . They have 

to have.
;all stock weighed immediately upon 
arrival at the stock yards and to charge 
■so much per cwt for all stock j^auleu. 
TJiis is a move in the right direction. 
No one expects that the change will 
cheapen the freight of shipliers, as the 
riuiroads will'look out for that feature 
of it. But a fair rate of freight based 
on actual weight would be better 
for all hands than the present car 
rate, as th^re would then be no 
temptation for shippers to overload as 
they frequently do to their loss. Then 
again if the new system is adopted the 
roads will have less excuse to discrim­
inate against sheep. The sheep men 
would be willing to ship in single decks 
if they could get the same rates as are 
made on cattle and sheep.

At the last; regular meeting of the 
Chicago Live Stock Exchange a com­
mittee was appointed to wait upon the 
railroads operating in the northwest to 
see what could be done about getting 
them to restore the double deck system.

In a general way the outlook for the 
live stock interests is good. The mar­
kets are being flooded ^\ith' unfinished 
stock but whenever there are large- 
numbers of young animals sent to the 
sladghtcr, there are so many less in the 
countr}* to mature.

Men 
want enough r sheep to make it an ob­
ject to get some one else to look after 
them. Men also mortgage themselves 
up to the handle to acquire more land 
than they know the use of, and insist 
that upon so small a tract as G40 acres 
a man cannot obtain' a decent living. 
The,re is too much surface work done— 
too much herding and too little fenc.- 
ing; too much luck and too little 
labor: too much trust and too little 
faith; too many chances and too little 
true knowledge of the actual vaVc of a 
sheep. ,,

These mistakes arc becoming i^cti- 
fied, slowly but surelv. The immense 
amount of open territory, bright iand 
green in’spring :ind suminer,anik-prom- 
ising to furnish green or good feed 
throughout the winter, but failing to do 
so because of bail seasons or beeaxise 
the rangq is overstocked, fs^^ving w\ 
to proprietorship interests, where«aeh 
man must use and improve his own. 
'rtie late depression has given 
sheep industry such a thorough shak- 
ing up—has dropped out nearly all 
who were unable to stand the racket— 
leaving the balance somewhat disfig- 
uyed “ but still in the ring,”  to restore 
their Xĝ rtunes by the improvement in 
prices and improvement, in their own 
methods and conduct of a business 
wliieh promises better than at any 
time for nearly three years.

Wc would say to sheep raiifers to 
bear in muid the figures given above-, 
and whenever thinking of the sheep 
business and its ups and downs, to re­
member the Ohio man, who.’sc 650 sheep 
on 51ô  acres could obtain his living, 
something more, and pay G per centén 
$19,500 during the hartl times. It is a 
good thing to remember.

It now looks as 
if the future is going to be one of pros­
perity to the fio»kinasters^ and wool 
raisers. Common to fancy muttons 
now bring from $3 to 5 peV 100 lbs, 
with the bulk of sales of good native 
muttons going at $4 per 100 lbs, or 
thereabouts. The demand from ship­
pers, the dressed beef company and 

al buyers quite large. Most of the 
time biiyeis could not get all the sheep 
they wanted. Common and thin sheep 
of G5 to 80 lbs brought from $3 to 3.50 
per 100 lbs. Te.xas sheep were scarce; 
and those offered were wintered in 
Kansas and palmed off as Kansas or 
Colorado sheep, and brought from 
$2.75 to 3.90 per 100 lbs, according to 
quality.

2'2c to 23c, low and coarse 17 to 20c, 
light fine 21 to 22c, heayy do IG to 18c; 
Kansas from 14c for low^to 20 and 23c 
for choice, black and slightly cotted or 
burry 2 to 5c per lb less, liard burry 
quotable at lOo for Southern to 14 and 
15c for Western; Texas at 12 to 23c.

Information is given thus early that 
those proposing to compete may pre­
pare in season.

The Angora Goat,
The climate o f Asia Minor is very 

chihgeable and great extremes of heat 
and-cold are experienced. In summer 
the temperature varies from 70 I t IOC» 
degrees Fah., and in winter as much as 
5 to degrees below zero|is sometimes 
registered, but the Angora goat does 
not suffer from these extremes. 
It is during the wet season oi,,spring 
and autumn that the Angora goat suf­
fers, for it cannot stand damp and 
must be well housed during the night.in 
the rainy season. It may be well to 
mention that at the Cape^ of Good 
Hope, where these goats thrive well, 
snow is seldom seen. The comparative 
dryness generally of our climate re­
moves the most 'formidable obstacle to 
their culture which has been found in 
Great Britain and in the continent of 
Europe. Except in those localities 
where excessive moisture prevails, there 
are no climatic obstacles to the culiure 
of Angoras in the L'nitcd States. 
The four districts 'mentioned are all 
situated at^an altitude varying from 
2,500 to 4,500 feet above the level of 
the sea, Geredeh being the highest and 
Angora the lowest.

The country sometimes rises to emi­
nence within the line of periietual snow, 
and again sinks into valleys 1000 or 
1500 feet deep. The soil of the hills is 
dry and chalky; the climate is ar»d and 
the herbage scant. Some roving tribes 
are said to keep their flocks on pasture 
night and day, driving them up the 
mountain side in summer and down in 
the valleys during winter. The flocks 
of some localities show a marked su­
periority, which is attributed by the 
natives to the fact that they are con­
stantly kept on the hills and mountain 
side, where the atmosphere is rare and 
more salubrious than on the lower lev­
els, and where a wider range of exer­
cise is afforded. These and other con­
ditions are said to produce healthier 
animals and a better kind of fleece. 
A knowledge of the climate, soil, and 
vegetable production of Texas, Cali­
fornia, Colorado, and all ĵie territories, 
convinces us that this goat will Uirive 
in these states, and probably .Cfiually 
well in other districts—indeed, whei> 
ever tliore are mountains and hills for 
summer iiasturc and valleys for slielter 
in winter.

Uniform Stfgtem o f Working the

Range.
By John X. .' împson, Pre^iident Texa.« Live 

St«>ck As.-uociation.
The snbject allotted me is like a 

short hor.«e, “ sooa curried.’ ' This 
hali Ls full of men who, being mem­
bers of r*anore associations,djecame scl 

^ . Ifrom the knowledge of the nece«ity j
for uniformity in the management of 
ranĝ e stocks. I can outline no better 
system than we have, nor do I believe 
there is much greater degree of per- 
fectiou to be attained than we now 
have. Local changes will be made in 
round-up dLstricts, taking in greater 
territory or leaving out some ground 
g iv ^  over to the grangers, but these 
are ^changes brought about by local 
conditions, and are mere adjustments 
of the recogized system.
• This system is general from the llio 
Grande fine, way northward into her 

I British majesty's dominions, and is to 
be inaugurated shortly in the llepublie 
of Mexico.

IIow far has this sy'tem progressed? 
This fa j: The cowboy knowing his
duties can work in Texas. Wyoming, 
Montana or New Mexico, without any 
instruction other than the marks and 
brands of his employer. i'he ranch 
manager knowing the extent and char- 
acter of the territory to be worked, canw
distribu^; jus men to the best advan­
tage, and the owner can make exact 
arrangements for delivery of anv chess 
,of stock î t a given time by keeping 
kiome record, or keeping in mind the 
work done in pi’evious ^year .̂' So far 

lis the intliieaee of our present system 
in its workings that stock ^traved out- 

.side of the working territory of a ranch­
man are not lo't. but are «Iriven back 
through parties who can assist the ow ner 
l)v- driving them a few steps nearer 
home, into a section where they cun be 
reache<l bv the regular working force 
of a ranch. The districts joih each 
other, and the representation of one 
d’istrict in with another i" but perfec­
tion of the system.
•The grand principle underlying this 

system economy, and it works far 
different in its advantageSj, -from the 
way it is generally looked ppon. '^The 
system is older than the cattle com­
pany, and was a recognized institution 
before many men be«-ame large indi­
vidual owners of range cattle. The 
system is of great,,, benetit to the larg- 
ek ^outfits, even those employing hun­
dreds of men ; but to the owner of the 
small stoe’ic intermingling with other, 
cattle, the as"Ociation i''^iiid-np system 
is an absolute necessity. Whether in a 
prairie countr}', a timijered or partially 
timbered range, jthe owner of a small 
stock,, alone, would l)e helpless. To 
hire assistanci? at the proper time would 
cat uy) the profits. A neighbor simil­
arly "ituated, joins fiii-cc', oilier^ do 
the same, and tlien is instituted this 
consoliilation for mutual belieiit, which 
is now^rcgulated by those who recog­
nize the great advantage of thp system 
and try to perfect it. 'J’he owner of a 
few cattle, while not present at the 
meetings, will ae<juiesce in the arrange­
ments—will be oil hand, and bv doing 
his share of the work, will avail him­
self of the assistance of many others, 
who, accepting his service, also become 
his willing servants in return. Gentle­
men, without taking upon’ myself to 
prove that we are public benefactors in 
our ranch work, let me say it here, 
that I have never known any man's 
cattle left behind wli^ had done a day’s 
work at a round-np.

The appointments for working the 
ranged is the proper business df dis­
trict associations. Sometime.s a county 
is large enough to form^a district. The 
meetings'should take place some few 

- days apart, so that the work of one dis­
trict can accord with work done in an­
other. The s'jperintendeuts should be 
men of recognized ability, of mature 
age. so that no man reporting to the 
superintendent need fe« I asharaetl to 
work under him. 'i'he superintendent 
should have thti power to dischiii^e a 
man in any employ, for just iiahse. 
while workings.under him: he should 
exact implicit obedience in the line of 
duty, and should act U" if he owned all 
the c;ittle and employed all the men.

Even in this the sy-tem is perfect. 
The districts of ■i.''hicli I have personal 
knowledge are . »̂ntrusted to the man­
agement of the same men, «j-ear after 
year, and changes only take place w hen 
the old^ superintendent !■« called to 
some other range, or to the better 
range beyond. In the management of 
round-ups there is «eldom any asser­
tion of command, and seldom, indeed, 
is there any dIsobeYiience. The work 
is hard, but genial.''H'he cowboy has a 
pride in his calling—is faithful beyond 
wage service, and will not fail in any 
part his duty to the interest of his em­
ployer.- This commend:\l^Ie spirit 
makes the systi^i possible, and the 
system places the working expenses of 
a ranch within a reasonable limit, ren­
dering the production of range beef 
profitable even in dull time". ’ '

Accepting the present sysfem of 
working the ranges a« hardly possible 
of any material improvement, my sug­
gestions mn<t give way to congratula­
tions to this association of range men. 
that no matter where the cattle may 
drift dnriiijg the severe storms of win­
ter, it is b^t incidental to the business 
to get them home in the spring. Oar 
present range system is a success, and 
is most successful where the lairgest 
number partake of its benefits.

hive Stoek Intereets o f Mejrieo,
By H. M. Handy of El Pa.*o. Texas, before the 

International Ranee f'attle and Horse 
Grower»' Assoeimtion.

' There is no data from which a per­
fect report can be made as to the nom- 
ber of cattle in Mexico. The approxi­
mate number in the i'itate of Chihoa- 

>

hua is 500,0<)0, which is very close. So­
nora, 200,000 ; Durango, 300,000.

From Durango south there are but 
veiy few cattle rais«^, except on the 
low co:ist or hot lands, on which there 
are a considerable number of cattle 
raised to full size, but they do not fat­
ten well there and are taken to the in­
terior or farming districts tOibe partial­
ly fattened on"the surplus gíass on the, 
farms, grain 'oeing too expensive for’ 
beef fattening, the cattle are put on the 
local markets of the country in very 
poor cond tion. A  few catüe are ex­
ported from the coast lands to the Cu­
ban and other islands and supply ves­
sels on the Spanish Main. Mutton is 
used extensively in the cities of South­
ern Mexico, which is supplied princi­
pally from the centntl part of the re­
public. A few “ sheep are raised in 
Xorthern Mexico^ and a few imported 
from Xew Mexico :ind Southern Texas.
' There is a large number of native 

horses kept in the central part of the 
republic They arc very small and 
yield but little profit to their owners. 
They are verv hardy and if bred to 
good traveling stock prodiAe a vhry 
hardy and desirable horse for the sad­
dle iind light driving purposes, and :ire 
being exported to the Fnited States for 
breeding, etc. •

( .oats are rimised in large numbers in 
the central p’̂ rt of the country, on the 
brushiest lar̂ ds, the meat of which is 
used extens^ ely in the cities of the 
south, :to<l the hides are of a vervTsu- 
perior quality and are eagerly sought 
by the tanneries of tlie I nited .States, ' 
at from 7Ó cents to eac-h.

'i’hero are about" liXV,iJ*2,000 acres of 
land in Northern' 3Ii‘xico on which ¡ 
there is not (»ne-fourth the stock that i 
thd grasj ^voiild support. Of this a:ea 
there is about'oa*--third which must be 
provided with water by artificial means, 
which cuH be done to a great extent by 
reservoirs ami tanks that can be con- 
"triicted at a sm;ill Cost. In many lo­
cations wutt-r can be secured at a mod­
erate dejitil'and succe-isfiilly hoi-ted by 
wiirdmills. Expin'imcrits in the use of 
artesian wells are being resorted to and 
will, no doubt prove profitable in many 
locations, 'l l̂iere is a large amount of 
well watére'lí land to be had in large 
tracts at from 35ito .50 cents per acre.

Xorthern Mexiqo is a natural nursery 
or breeding ground for all kinds of 
stock. The altitude being from ;),0‘>J 
to s.ixHj feet above the level of the sea, 
no healthier country cun be found. 
'I’here are no northers and it is never 
cold enough so that stoick ever suffers 
severely from the effects of it, and 
losses never occur from it. In many 
localities cattle will not lose fiesh in the 
tvinter, and will even fatten in a few.
( >ne-fourth of an inch of ice or two 
inches of snow is rarely to be 
seen.

The barbarous tribes of Indians of 
the r .  .S. that are located in Xew Mex­
ico and Arizona' are constantly raiding 
on portions of Northern .Mexico, doing 
great damage to property and killing a 
great many people, thus retarding 
greatly the development of the country . 
Mexico hoMs out inducements in lan<ìs 
and live stock that far surpass any 
thing on the continent. American cap­
ital not being accustomed to going 
abroad for investment,, is timid and 
European capital is taking advantage 
of this rare o^ îportunity.,

'File tax on stock and land is merely 
nominal, this with tlie cheapness of the 
l:in<l, richness of the gru.ss and mild- 
ne:-is of the cliinate makes the cost of , 
raising cattle very light, besides ̂ the i 
great advancement that must soon t;ike i 
place in the value of the lands adds * 
greatly to the profit of the business. 
Lands can be secure«! in any «paantities 
desired and the safety and protecti«jn 
of life and pro^^-rty is as good as on 
the frontier of die I'nited States.

Agriculture ¡md manufacturing is in 
a most crude state all over the Repub­
lic. i’he wooden plow and like imple­
ments being generally used. It is car­
ried on to a very limited extent in the 
northern part of the country and the 
settlement is slight and as yet is mostly 
Mexicans.

The silver mines of Mexico are par­

American manufactured machinery 
is more applicable to the lands of Mex­
ico than those of any other countrv and 
the American people’ understami bet­
ter how to devehjp its r«*sources than 
any other people, having had extensive 
experience in developing a countrv of 
similar character. 'Fhere is no duty 
from the United States into Mexico on 
any kind of stock except gelding horse«, 
on which there is an important dntv’ of 

per hea«i, Mexican silver. There 
is also an extremely high import duty 
on all classes of cured meats into Mex*- 
ico.

'Fhere is an imp<jrt «luty of 20 percent 
advalorum in the 1'nited States from 
Mex ico on all kimls of stock except that 
for breeding purposes, which Is free.

'Fhere i." a m:irket for a few well 
matched fine carriage horses an«l mules 
in the different cities of Mexico, at g«x)d 
prices. Fabulous prices have been paid 
for fine teams in the CiU* of Me.xico for 
years past. Thi.s market must be 
han«lled with a great deal of care : it 
will not bear crowding. A few verj' 
fine sad«lie ponies couUl be taken from 
Mexico to the Ea.«teni cities in our re­
turn trips in this business.

The short nutritious gra.sses exist in 
gre:U varieties in which the White 
< Iramma grows in the mountains and. 
is entirely green :U1 winter; Black 
Gramma grows in the mountains and 
is entirely green all winter. It is pre­
mature to speculate on the coast or 
grazing Ian«ls of Southern Mexico.

Northern Mexico, if well stocked and 
improved, could spare annoally 6<X),OÚO 
young steers. Beef develops fairly in 
the higher altitudes or aleng the Sierra 
Matlre, and there is no great necessity 
of her sending her young steers away 
from home for development. Ice must 
be prodace«! by artificial means to core 
meats, is the greatest obstacle. It be­
ing,. conceded by all that it is much 
mdfv safe and profitable for the stock- 
méh in the northwestern part of the 
United .'States to develop beef than to 
raise cattle, and the fact that the agri- 
eultaral interests of the United States 
are fast limiting the grazing districts 
and inerea.’'ing the demand for steers 
for feeding purposes, we may safely re­
ly on the yoang s t e ^  of Mexico being 
sought by the American people as well 
as by the people pi^o are. opening ap 
the grazing lands of British America, 
which can be nothing but a beef-devel­
oping country.

The rapid increase of the population 
of the United States over that of the 
prodiiction of cattle, akme insures os a 
market for our beef. 'The instigators 
of the Denver convention of cattlemen 
acted wiselvin making it intematioaal.

The cattle interests of the continent 
are closely identified and its resources 
.should be handled to the best possible 
advantage, and in doing so we must 
work in accordance with the laws of 
nature, using every location for the 
purpose for which it is adapted and na-.j 
tore's cold and ice for the curing and 
preserving of meats.

E ve^  liber of the beef industry is in- 
ternationad. A beef plant in Colorado 
depending wholly on the eastern cities 
of the L nited States for a market from 
oC*.! hundred manufacturers and 50,000 
labors clamoring for work to manofac- 
ture goods for Mexico, so that they 
may be able to g«2t her sil'*er to pav 
you for your beef.
_ e oannot expect national legislaj 

tion on a measure that is arbitrary to i 
the interests of this army of your own • 
countrymen. In justice to ourselves i 
we must treat these matters with a * 
great deal of consideration, and avoid i 
everything of a narrow nature. 'Fhe , 
subject of international cattle iuterests 
betweeX these three great countries is 
•>ne of vast importance, and one that' 
will puzzle the ablest minds to rightly 
adjust. ’

Mexico will soon ask the United 
States to allow her to t̂ake her ste«-rs 
across the Unit«.-d States to British 
-\merica in bond by rail as far as is 
practwable and by trail the remainder 
of the way, ami can she in justice to i 
herself, say no? I think not. 'Fhe 
United States government is not only 
iniposing on Mexico and the pioneers  ̂
of the Uniteil Stat«?s by leaving her 
barbarous Indians on reservati«)gs scat- 
r«|red ab«>ut over the frontier, ’out >he i« 
iaiposing on multiplied thousands o f ; 
hbr laborers in the F;i«t wh«> need ba«l- 
ly employment to manufactnre macliin- 
eiy and other implements to «lovel«)p 
the mines - n>l other resources of North­
ern Mexico and tim frontier of the 
United States that these eneqiies of 
eiviUzatioa, in«lustry an«l economy :ire ‘ 
terrorizing, through the im'ompeteney ! 
of our present foolish, wortliless and 
extravagant Indian policy.

crop, and naturally, ])ork will be scarce 
and the price will bo high. Beef will 
follow, it is from these contingence^, 
in the main, that wc may d|pe'ct any 
uBu.sual advance in the price of beef. 
Again, you see'. 'I'exas, Mississippi and 
Louisiana are mnv raisiug their own 
pork, which cuts off the heretofore 
heavy shipments from the cast.
