In all the brandies of live stock rais­
ing in Texas, nothing has resulted 
more satisfactoiy than'thh production 
of mules. Tlie mo.st easily sold pro­
duction at any age is the mule, the 
5veanling, yearling, two-year-old, the 
work mule, all sell readily at living 
ligures. In mule raising, the revenue 
is derived safely and ^nre|y, if the 
ranchman or farmer, does actually 
raise the mules, ivliich he can do if he 
attends to business. A  iveanling mule 
is worth from $25 to $35, so is a three- 
year-old beef steer, according to where 
he is raised and his condition.

A  cow is worth $1G@$20. A  Tex­
as common mare, is worth from $1G.00 
to ■$25.00. ^

Witli a good jack, and one hundred 
mares, to raise 75 mule coltsj to be 
sold as yearlings at $35.00 would fur­
nish $2,G25 for profit and expenses. , 

With 100 cows, to produce 90 year­
lings, at $10.00 would bring $906 for 
profit and expenses.

The same acreage and feed required
for both. The investment would not\
differ many hundred dollars. With a 
good thoroughbred bull o f  any breed 
and graded cows, the profits might 
come nearer alike, but if all bred the 
same’ way, thc-calves w’ould have to be 
sold at low figures. The calf, to find 
certain sale mu.st be matured for ithe 
butcher. It takes three years. l)liie 
mule can earn his living at two. ' i 

It is not specially to show tlie disatl- 
vantage of cattle raising ns against 
mule raising that the comparison is 
made, because under certain bircum- 
stauces, near cities for4nsfcance, if the 
cpws were dairy cows the greater prof 
it might favor the cow, but if anyone 
desires to engage in stock business .in 
Texas, and to take advantage of the 
efieap laRds here, he must go out fai 
enough,to place the cattle business out 
of the liiie of daii*y production, and 
then until large numbers are Teached 
this mule production stands first in the 
line of profitable stock raising. ;

communicate the disease to the cattle 
of the plaintiff? The jury-failed to agree 
and so the case resulte<l in a mistrial, 
which will have to bo gone over *agaui 
The JoiiUMAf. is indebted tothc.Oniaha 
Herald for the particulars of this case, 
an«l hopes to keep itsyeaders posted as 
to the final result. The Omaha Herald

Texas is now suffering from, the rescue' 
grass in and about this city is still gre^n, 
while all others are dry, and it is about 
four inches in heíglit. No person has 
ever yet made a bu.siuess of gathering 
and selling seed, the spread of the 
the grass heTe having been spontane­
ous. Rut one man has gathered any 
seed and he had .sex'eral bushels which 
id planting in a ra'ceh iii anoth­
er country. He has been induced to 
offer a very liiuit<*d quantity at .00 cents 
per pound, 25 pounds to the bushé!. 
If carefully planted before the 1st of 
.March it would .seed this sea.sou provi­
ded it id not pastured. To plant, pre- 
jiarc the ground as for oats or any otli^ 
cr small grain, and harrow in lightly or 
Urnsh in. Jf planted where it is in­
tended to have it remain, there is no 
■eed of gathering the seed, as it will 
drop ami remain in ifr>od order till Oe- 
 ̂lober, when it will .spring up of its own 
accord. Rut if intended to i>lai\t for

Feeling Blue,
At the meeting of the Indiana Sheep 

Breeders’'Association President X'clson 
said: “ Let us see whether in reality’ ,
the wool-grow’cr of to-day is in a worse 
condition than his contemporaries in 
$thcr branches of stock-raising. A 
comparison of cattle, hogs and sheep, 
lit the Chic.ago market for four ye:irs, 
the first half of Jauuary of eaclt year, 
shows as follows; 1883, cattle, .*5.50 to 
f6.40; hogs, .JG.30 tcf $6.75; sheep, $1. 
to#5.50: 1884, c.nttle, $6.00 to $7.’Jo; 
hogs, $5.10 to .$5.70; sheep, $3..50 to $5: 
lASo, caftlo, $5.75 to $6.75; hog.«, .$1.20 
to $4.70; sheep, $;».50 to .$4.50; 1886; 
cattle, $4.50 to $5.50:1 
*4.15; sheep, $4.25 to $5.<t0 In this 
show’ing I have named prices for medi­
um to clioice animals. We have an era 

. of low prices, yet it can be shown that 
pnievs realized for w’ool and mutton 
h;ivc not depreciated in ¡greater dftgree 
than any other product of the farm 
beef excepted. In ten years, hogs have 
declined 50 per cent, sheep 2u, wool 33, 
wlmaJL 40, corn 40 butter and cheese 40. 
S’ will be seen that sheep have more 
than held their ow’n. Yet, there is a 
depression in wool growing that is sore­
ly felt. We nsiuvlly attribute the de- 
preci:ition in wool as being due ta the 
revision of the tariff of 1883. 1 am in 
favor of tariff: but it is wrong to make 
the i-eduetiou entirely responsible for, 
decrease iu values. The importation of 
wool to this country for the year end­
ing June Hist, show’s a decrease of sev­
eral million pounds from that of the 
year before: so it seems that our pres­
ent tar'iff is as effective as that of 1807.
I should depreciate the agitation of the 
tariff question just now’ as it would not 
Kkely result in good, but shouUl favor 
instnieling our repro.sentatives to labor 
to prevent further reduction. We im- 
]K>rt annually $15,(X>0,000 in wool and 
woolens, or about eight pcrccMit. of our 
rutire importations, with the exceptions 
oi gold and silver. Can it he that an in'-** 
dusVry such as wool-growing, that ns 
vet so largely fails to meet requirements 
of its people, will be abamloacd? ^The 
vhoep-breeder will fliiU, after a careful 
Study of his business,and intelligent ear® 
of his flocks, that after the year’s sheep 
aivount has been squared, if his, sheep 
h.ad iiqt “ golden hoofs”  they at least 
k^wUsilver ones.”  . . .

Testing Frozen M nttor.
Prairie Farmer. i

.Some Scotch gentlemen have been 
making a table-test of frozen mutton 
from New Zealand. Thirty-two of 
them sal down to a dinner at Queens- 
berr}’ Hotel, Annan, at wh|ch was 
served, iu different styles, both home­
grown and imported meat of the sheep. 
Before the repast began the fallowing 
instructions were read: AV*ith each
plate served will be twoJcinds of mut­
ton, one of which will have a small peg 
sticking in it to distinguish.it from the 
other. Gentlemen will note the differ­
ence, if any, iu the meats, and when 
the dinner is over, will record thc^ 
opinion on the small card with^ whic> 
they are supplied. They will simply 
write on the card the words ‘ peg’ or 
‘ no peg.’ The caids will be collected, 
and the judgement of the cotnpany will 
thus be ascertained. The Chairman 
will afterward open a scaled Ictt?^, 
wherein it will be' stated which kind 
of mutton carried the pegs.”  The two 
kinds of meats were admirably served 
up-in three different ways-roasted, 
boiletl, and fried'; and after the repast 
it was intimated that the mutton which 
bore the pegs was the home-fed, and 
the decision of the company, according 
to the cards, was as follows: “ Peg,’ ’
.12 : “ no peg,’ ’ 6 ; equal 11.

Thg dinner, it m.ay be ob.scrved, was 
in honor of Mr. Mejrille: Smith, who 
had recently returned from New Zea- 
htad. The gentleman was, of cout^, 
c;illed bpon for a speech. Among out­
er things, ho said he believed this wa^ 
the first time that the respective mer­
its of New Zealand frozen mutton and 
home-fed mntton had been put to a 
practical test in Scotland, and he 
gratjfieil that the decision obtain^ 
had been so fair. Three years ago no 
one thonght that anyone could h^ve sat

circulated quite 
freely among the woolmpn and 
wool dealers on information bent, 
got much to convince me that their ap­
parent idleness, at now the dull season, 
was only surface deep, as the nautical 
plirase goes, and the wires are all laid 
for a successful business in tlie spring 
The wool commission salesmen are a 
little cliaiy about going into details 
concerning their plans, but to the re­
porter many were trustful, that tliey 
wouUl not tie given awa}’ “ p ’onyoUr 
honor,’ ’ conscquenfly let *out some of 
their schemes just to show to the Jo ur  
NAL correspondent he could write iu- 
tolligently and truthfully. .1 must con­
fess our wooliacn are cute Cusses and 
the reeci])ts of|wool will tliis year be 
double of those of last year.

AVliilt! upon \his subject I  maj add, 
that two large wool commission com­
panies have been incorporated iu our 
courts with large capital and they will 
work aitogether for the Texas and Col- 
o^do^wool crop.

I could write but this is enough 
to ismiiV that we are working hard.

The sheep market is,active and prices 
are adivancing right along. Native 
sheep tpie past week sold at from $3 00 
@5 00 per hundred lbs., with the bulk 
of sales going at $4 00@4 35 per 100 
lbs. Feeders are now in the market 
ami pay from $3 00@3 25 for decent 
feeding sheep. Our offerings wex\e 
fair but whollv inadequate to meet the 
wants of the different classes of buyers.

Kansas and Colorado ’Sheep brought 
from $3 00@4 00. Texas sheep were 
scarce. One bunch of 236 head of fall 
clipped Texas of 80 lbs. average brought 
$3 OO.per 1001b. This is the first lot of 
the season that the owner did not want 
his name to appear in print. Texas 
llockmastoi’s should get their sheep in 
good condition, and they^ will make 
some money shipping to' ma;rket in 
April.

The wool market is qniet, wit»i ¡Jrices 
steady. AA'ell posted dealers informed 
me that all the wool in the country is 
in and that but-few pounds are in the 
hands of speculators. Only a millipn 
pounds or so held here. Texas wool is 
quoted in extremes at from 12c to 
23c per pound. R a t t l e r .

Xced o f  Double Deck Cars,
Apropos of the effort to secure the 

jiutting on of aouble deck cars on the 
Texas railroads, it was remarked that 
last year a prominent sheepman of 
Menard county, drove a flock of mut­
tons from that county to Joplin, Mo., 
from which ¡joint they were shipped to 
market by rail. I f  this is not sutlicient 
proof of the need of double deck cars 
in order to get the muttons of this sec­
tion to market what is? E^very sheep 
owner, whether large or small, should 
give his assistance to secure the much 
neeiled reform in the transportation of 
muttons.

Gaines of 
A'ictoria may be cited. !Mr. Gaines 
took a flock of sheep to the Santa Rosa 
countiy, some 50 miles west of Pieilras 
Negras. AA'hile absent his entire herds 
were §iezed by the custom ho'isc otfi- 
cials for alleged violation of the cus­
tom laws. On investigation it proved 
thajUsome Americans had smuggled out 
éonie horses, evading tlie export duty 
of $3.50 a head. 'Ininking prob.ably 
that Mr. iiaines might have known 
something or have had something to do 
with it, his sheep were siezed. Mr. 
(iaines laid the matter before United 
States Consul Ed Linn, a fellow towns­
man, who soon outlined the release of 
the property, but the exijqrience so dis­
gusted him as to decile him to leave 
the Land o f Go<l and Liberty aqd re­
turn to the protection of the stars and 
W ipes. ^

In speculation as to the future pribe 

of beef and other meat products, t^e 
increase of population—that is the ip 
crea^ of meat consumption over tlie 
increase o f'm eat production—is citec 
as the great coming chlkDge to . assure 
profitable and permanent stock VaisiOg 
and is well supported by the real growth 
of Texas cities and markets. Galves 
ton, Houston, San Antonio, Austin 
Dallas and Fort AA’’orth, are now in tl^e 
aggregate, .nearly equal to such a 
ûaarket as New Orleans, and consum 
ing over one hundred and twenty thous 
and beeves, besides hogs and sheep 
form no inconsiderable factor in the 
cattle trade. * i

The time was but few years ago when 
local butchers could not often buy a car­
load for the town of I^ort AVorth,whereas 
now, a ^ r  load of beef is but a frao 
tion of the days sgpply. There is notlF 
in this but the plain evidence of our 
senses, in support of statistics showing 
that consupiption is greater than i : 
was. AV’e do not realize the correct­
ness of the ¡statistics, but we recognize 
what we see and feel, and there is n6I >
difiiculty in grasping so plain a fact as 
that a butcher requires fifty beef cattle 
wjiereas, five years ago he required bu ; 
five. AVe are now figuring on the loca 
market, and realize the fact as stated, 
Great Britain has a recognized short 
age in ’meat supply, which no local pro 
duct of beef, hogs or sheep can fill 
The eastern centers are exhibiting the 
shortage by regular shipments from 
tlib^west, and the shortage line moves 
forward almost as rapidly as immigra­
tion breaks into virgin ranges of the 
ranchmen of the west.

The ranchman complains- that he 
must pay for grass, foH water, for fenc­
ing, for bulls, for all manner of im­
provements, all adding] to the amount 
of capital invested, blit all for the pur­
pose of controlling and improving his 
meat production, but is often discour­
aged by the fluctuations in viflues of 
his products as the progress is so slow 
towards the realization of great profits, 
but stockmen can take comfort in the 
knowledge that the temporary changes 
are but incident to a certain improve 
ment in values, whereas, the cobt of 
production of meat is not likely to he 
much greater in ten years tlian now.

C a u liflow er C u ltu re !^
[C. E. Swexey in Country G«ntleaa«n.]

There has, undoubtedly, been more 
money made by the cultivation of the 
cauliflower, acre per acre, than by any 
’other vegetable yet discovered, and to. 
day it is a crop that will pay the culti­
vator several hundred dollars per acre.

The early crop, like that of all - other 
vegetables, is the most profitable, but 
as this will require the use of cold 
frames, hot beds or hot houses, I shall 
not treat of it in this article.  ̂There 

.are only two kinds of cauliflowers that 
are reliable, though in all seqi^ cata­
logues you will find from five to tWe'llty 
different kinds. After several fair 
trials, I  found that Henderson’s Early 
Snowball was the sorest jieader, with 
Erfurt second. As the s^d  is very ex­
pensive—six dollars per ounce—I would 
advise the beginner not to buy m^re 
than an ounce at first; a fifty-cent 
package will do in most cases, and it 
has enough seeds in it raise several 
hundred plants.

Cauliflowers will grow upon almost 
all good soils, but I  find that they 
thrive best upon a light, rich, sandy 
loam. Prepare your seed-bed as carly 
in spring as convenient, and be sure 
that it is fully enricheil by manures. 
Commercial fertilizer, as a general rule, 
is of veiT little use for this purpose, as 
it has a tendency to too rapid growth to 
suit the plantj making it spindling, and 
therefore almo.st useless. Fora li my 
seed beds, I have at least three inches 
of well rotted*mariure forked into the 
soil, and then they are thoroughly 
raked with a fine-tooth iron rake, tak- 
out every stone and pebble and every 
lump of soil. ;

Plant cauliflower seeds from thè mid­
dle of April to the-middle of May, be­
ing careful to sow them and cover light­
ly. When the plants aré four or five 
inches high, which will be a month or 
five wéeks after the planting of the 
seeds, set them out in the row.s three 
feet apart in the row, for the.Showball ; 
for the Erfurt, three feet by three feet 
should be the distance. *

As the cauliflower is a' rank grower, 
it wi|l need identy 'o f ’.good manure 
(the more the’better), not -less than 
twenty-five or thirty tons per acre. 
For my early crop, I  put ob at least 
seventy-five tons per acre of the best 
horse | manure I can get, and it 
pays too. . I f  you W  commercial fer­
tilizer, do not use less than fifteen hun­
dred pounds per acre, and plow it un­
der the same as you would manure. 
Commercial fertilizers, when only har­
rowed ii\, are of not much benefit to 
plants that are set out, for, of necessity, 
their roots are below the fertilizer at the

very start.
Cultivate every ten Jays or so with 

cultivator and hoe, at least twice before 
the i>lants have set for heads ; be care­
ful when hoeing to always loosen the 
soil around the plant.

Watch your.*̂  plants closely and be 
ready’ to blcacli them when they head, 
for therein lies the va^ue of the cauli- 
llower, A pure white head,.as a gen­
eral rule,’ is worth more than two “ off; 
color.”  There are several methods of 
bleaching cauliflowers, but the best, I  
think, is to pin the leaves clpsely over 
the head with a commofi batcher skew­
er ; they are very cheap and will last a 
lifetime if saved when the cauliflower 
is cut. The proper time for pinning 
the leaves over is when the head has 
burst through the covering made by 
the smallest of Jthe-inside leaves. The 
bleacli^ng leaves of the cauliflowers 
are the largest inside leaves ; the out­
side leaves are about useless for this 
purpose and, like the cabbage leaf, are' 
are better for being cut off. This pin-

about an inch above the edge of the 
head, and if cauliflowers are bringing 
a fair price, say eight or ten cents, per 
head—fifteen to fifty cents is the gener­
al price, but like all Vegetables, prices 
vary with the season—wrap them in 
whiteltissue paper, as this will gener­
ally irmreasc their value tw<j> or three 
cents a head. Use sugar barrels for 
shipping, if convenient; if not, $ny 
crate or barrel will do. L.ay the helds 
on their sides, butts out; cover barrel 
with old bagging, or any .stout materi­
al. Fifteen to twenty beads of caulj- 
tlowers will about fill a barrel, so if you 
raise ;ftn acre of them, you want plenty 
of barrcLs to pack them in. Should 
them be aqy uiidcvcloped heads ati the 
approach of frost, pull them out of the 
ground, allowing the soil to cling to 
the roots, and place in a ^ool, light 
cellar; this should be done when the 
plants arc pcrfeetly dry, and in a few 
weeks they, too, will be ready for ship­
ping and will pay a great deal better 
than those sold from the field.

I  foimd all the men with whom I  con­
sulted ready and willing to give right- 
of-way throug!i their pastures, or by 
drawing their fencing in to give w*hat 
IS e quaily good, a passage round.

As you are aware there is sufficient 
water between Colorado City and tho 
head of the Br izos, but from that point 
to North Tide i  distance of 70 or 80 
miles there is Absolutely no water on 
the trail as she wn by Sir. Goodnight’.s 
map and w ill i lot be until the August 
rains shall till ,ho tanks. To obtain 
water cattle m ist be diverted"from the 
trail at one poi nt ten or twelve miles 
‘to head of C atfish creek which iS 
owned by Tisdall and Blacker, two 
small holders whom it would ruin to 
drive immense herds through their pas­
ture, or ou the other hand eighteen 
miles to runring water owned and 
fenced by Morrison and Slaughter. 
The next w atci is I ’oasc river, 24 miles 
ca.st of the trail as mapped, owned, 
leased and fen :ed by the Slatador com­
pany, Commissioner Swiuk’s report to 
the contrary notwithstanding. The 
ne.xt water is .he Quit-ti-que 18 or 20 
miles off the prjposcd trail which is also 
inside of a post ire.
