been correspondingly increased. The
increase in the number of cattle canght
each year is not chargeableto an in-
crease in the number of thieves or dep-
redators throughout the range country,

but {o the improvement in the service. i

Much time is required to onganize a
system of protection of this Kind and
get it to working successfully, and
there is still great room for improve-
mentof the association. In several in-
stances each year there has been a suf-
fictent amount of money realized from
the sale of cattle caught in the markets
(to say nothing about the number re-
turned to their ranges) to pay the as-
sessment charged against the owner
for one year, and leave a balance to
his credit of from £200 to £400.

Owing to hard times and a general
depression of business among cattle-
men the last year, some few, a¥d but
few, members refused to pay the as-
sessment charged to them for the year
1835 ; in most of these cases or at, least
in some of them suflicient cattle were
caught in the markets 4nd sold to sat-
isfy the assessment and leave a balance
to the credit of the members of from
twenty-five:dollars all the way up to
two hundred dollars.

The association has made few chan-
ges in officers. The first president of
the associdtion, Colonel C. I.: Carter,
retired after seven years faithful ser-
vice, and was succeeded by Colonel C.
C. Slaughter,-one of the charter mem-
bers, and oge of the most sneccessful
stockmen of the state. The secretary,
James C. Loving, was elected to office
in February 1877, and has been re-
elected by unaniminous voice at each
succeeding meeting; at the second
annnal meeting he had to assume
the duties of treasurer, and in 1883 was
chosen by the executive committee as
secretary, and chief of the detective
work, and has continued in office to
this day. Mr. Loving aecepted the
position, knowing the responsihility and
unpleasantness of the task. 1To him
.more than any one man is due the bene-
fits of this association in its legitimate.
sphere of action. He has kept the as-
sociation expenses down to the lowest
limit to ensure proper protection from
theft, has ‘kept the work free from,
troublesome litigation, has- employed;
and discharged the working force; and;

given untiring personal attention to the¥

details of each branch of the association}

and taken a weight of responsibility off}

the shoulders of the members.

We understand now that Mr. Loving
desires to be released of this regponsi-
bility, and to retire to the position 'of
simple membership. The ' Stock
JOURNAL is not a member of the asso-
ciation and cannot say if this is to be
permitted. Mr. Loying is entitled to
honorable retirement for continuous
and faithful service, but we are not at
all sanguine however much ' hé may
wish it that he will be -allowed to  as-
sume the coveted * position of high pri-
vate in the rear rank.

About the Pioneer A‘ssociation
and its Officers.

The meeting of the Northwest Texas
Cattle Raisers association to be held at
Weatherford on March 9th, | will be
the ninth annual gathering of that
body. ‘The protective and detective
feature of the association does not go
so far back asnine years. The first ex-
ecutive commitiee and detective force
for the association was organized in,
1883, up to that time nothing of the
kind had ever been in operation.

For the year 1883 the protective and

detective force caught for members of
the association 550 head of cattle, and
the entire expense for same year was
$10,500.00.
For the year 1884, the number of cat-
tle caught was 853 head, and the entire
expense for the year including several
hundred dollars paid as rewards and
attorney’s fees was $15,163.81.

For the year 1885, 1,125 head of cat-
tle were caught belonging -to members
of the association, and the entire ex-

ense for same time was $16,826.63.
hen it has been possible to do so cat-
tle captured have been returned to the
range where they "belonged, all those
captured in thé markets and at ship-
ping points remote from their accus-
tomed ranges have been sold, and the
proeeeds pliaced-to the credit of owners
on the books of the association whiSh
can be seen at the annual meeting of
eachiyear, at which time settlements
will be made with members. This 1s

The first year of the existance of the
executive committee and protective
and detective force was more an experi-
ment than otherwise; at the close g
that year and at the annual meeting
the association the executive committee
made report to the association, recom-
mending the plan as being the best
