About Refrigeration.

It is claimed that the Chicago mar-
ket is running into the hands of a mo-
nopoly consisting of a few men owning
mmmense dressed beef and canning fac-
tories, who can at any time (and espec-
ially at times when the offerings are
large, by a combination amongst them-
selves) pay the producers what they
choose for the meat. It is claimed
that the large dealers, although want-
ing ig the aggregate for daily use more
stock than can be sold at any other
market for all purpdses, are able to act
as one operator and dictate prices
within limits that m®an profit ‘or loss
to the producer. This, argument or
fact is advanced as a reason for de-
stroying all the advantages accruing
from the improved methods in the
dressed meat trade._ ,

It is a fight amongst giants, and in
the fight one of them is said to have
made the threat that the dressed beef
men would build or buy a railroad
from Chicago to the East in order to
obtain their rights, their undeniable
rights, for a fair rate of freight, pro-
portionate to the gervice rendered and
not made higher purposely to share the
profits of a legitimate and beneficial
business enterprise.

There is very little doubt but that
and Hammond, by
straining a point, could contrel a rail-
road to the seaboard if the trio thought

it necessary. They will do almost any-

thing to save their business. They will
fight for their rights and make sure of
the future if they can.

Inthe meantime how about the stock-
men who are interested in the stability
of their market? Will they look the
future in the face, or will they let the
future take care of itsel ? Will they
wait until there is .a ring control-
ling their business and taking their
profits, or will they think now that they
may act when necessary? @

The only cure for a monopoly is com-
petition. Let the three or: four im-
mense outfits-at Chicago find a rival at
home and they will make it a friend
and by taking another into the com-
bination make it stronger; let the rival
appear at St. Louis or Kansas City and
it will be more” difficult; let the rival

u

The refrigerator system is a success |
in Chicago. Texas ships steers to that
market. Most of them go into cans,
some to local butchers, and the best of
them go to the dressed beef operators;
a few go on foot to eastern points. If
the refrigerator process is a success, 2s
it undoubtedly is between Chicago and
the East, ought it not to be so much
greater if conducted nearer the source
of production, twelve hundred miles
south? Does it not seem reasonable
that if the refrigerator system is a suc-
cess anywhere it ought to be so in |
Texas? And why is it not a success?

First of all, the refrigerator ?_\'stem
in Texas never had enough capital be-
hind it to make is a success. The Vie-
toria works succumbed by reason of
one large purchase of high priced beef.
The Fort™ Worth works never had
enough capital to complete the build-
ing. The Columbus works—well, no-
body knows about the Columbus works.
All these works are’ unfortunately not
on wheels so that the whole plant could
be set alongside of a couple of canning
factories, and two or three pig packer-
ies, in one central point, available from
every section of the state by railroad
connection. The weakness of St.
Louis is that there is only one dressed
beef plant there, and it was idle several
years, Two or three more such estab-
lishments with the city demand would
make it a worthy rival of Chicago.
The hope of Kansas City is ‘that they
liave ¢nough to induce others to come
and compete with them, and so'strength-
en the market. Within certain limits
as to distance, these markets are too
strong to admit of rivals in the live
stock trade, u]thoﬁgh in Texas, if re-
frigerators were successful, there
would be a ery for every town to build
one and put it in operation.

If Armour was asked where he
would have the Texas refrigerators lo-
cated, he would naturally” request to
scatter them around promiscuously, so
that there would never be a market of
any strength at any one ;point, where-’
as, if Swift, Armour and Hammond
were - tired of Chicago and came this
way, they would buy ground in the
same locility and say, “bring on your
cattle, there is competition here, and
in addition, if your cattle are not sold,
there is an outlét to St. Louis and Chi-
cago.

The stockinen of Texas need 2 home
market, and need it badly, but they are
not in the refrigerator business any
more than the dressed beef operators

The mighty dressed beef shippers at
Chicago are again confronted in their
business by an advance in shipping
rates between Chicago and the sea-
board. It means war. According to
the figuring of the dressed beef men
this places the rate on dead meat 85
per cent and a fraction higher than up-
on live cattle. On sheep,—the poor un-
fortunate sheep—the rate is higher. Mr.
Armour proposes to lead the warfare,
and claims it as the only alternatwe to
 shutting up shop. v |

Samuel W. Allerton, live stock ship-
per, says that the dressed beef business
is growing into a gigantic ¢ rporation
giving a trio, Armour, Swift and Ham-
mond, a virtual monopoly. of the beef
business, to eventually gain control of
the railroads, the beef raisers ‘and! the
consumers; that they are going onward
towards a point which if once reached
they ean pay what they please and de-
mand any price by reason of having
destroyed all competition..

There has been talk of this kind a
all the recent meetings of cattle associ-
ations, and vague fears flint our great-
est market was- drifting into a close
corporation have been freely express-
ed. Somé say that the producer is al-
ready at the merdy ofa ring of buyers,
while others who cannot now see’ it in
that light will be more inclined to. be-
lieve the live stock shippers side of the
story even knowing that the markets
of the pacific coast have long been un-
der the control of a ring of live stock
butchers.

What we know in Texas is that Chx-
cago is the only market we cannot de-
stroy by weight of numbers. So far
that great market has taken all we
could ever ship,” sometimes at high-
prices sometimesat low figures, but
always averaging above the figures at
intervening markets. Thecannersand
dressed beef opérators are there, and
our cattle must go there until the means
of disposing of our'beef can be found
nearer home.

¢ago would rise up in the Southwest so
that we conld place our meat in refrig-
erator cars nearer home, but in the
meantime we would just as soon have
to contend with a monopoly growing
out of dressed beef shipments, and de-
| pend upon buyers who ‘cannot afford to
let their plant and‘labor remain idle, as
to be dependent on the live cattle traffic
that depreciates walue of stock by bruis

We will have to sympathize with the
great dressed beef monopolists, and
hope that their business will continue
to be so profitable that other establish-
ments will be started to divide the prof-
itsand keep competition alive..
