Foreign Corporations.

From the showing made by the
British Cattle companies, as published
in the Dundee Courier and Argus, 'and
republished in this issue of the TEXas
L1vE STOCK JOURSAL, it does not seem
that American money is travéling
across the water at so rapid a-rate as
to cause alarm. Of eleven companies
mentioned, four paid no dividends, one
paid 4 per cent. per annum, two paid 5
per cent., one paid 6, one paid 7, and
two paid 10 per cent. for the year 1885.
This is not a ereditable showing on its
face, and if judgment be passed with-
out investigation into particulars of
stock andland ownership,capitalization,
previous operations, stock on hand and
other essential features of the business,
one would naturally conclude that the
jritish companies were not realizing
on the average, one-third of the profits
now made on like investments by indi-
viduals and other companies, the re-
duction in value of stock considercd
in all cases. ,

The Prairie ¢company with 125,000
cattle owns and controls about one acre
and-a-half for each head of stock, that
is to- say, the company uses nearly
1,01 'U,U‘ 10 acres of free range, and is en-
abled to.pay 10 per cent. by selling
yearlings at $17.51; twos at ¥
and threes at $24.57. The calf crop
numbers 5,000 in excess of the sales for

23.93,

the year.

The Western Land and Cattle com-
pany paying a thirteen months divi-
ded of 10 per cent. has
over two acres per | head
purchased range, aid free ranges the
balance.. Winter loss will about equal-
ize sales and the calf crop. This com-
pany made a slight addition to the cap-
ital stock out of the sales.

The Matador owns or leases, and has
fenced and subdivided all lands used,
paying for peaceful possession and
permanency, also pays 7 per cent., sel-
ling 2,000 less than calf crop.

The Swan company of Wyoming,
pays G per cent. almost without an
effort, selling only 9,600 beeves, against
20,256 calves, is also paying interest on
nearly five acres to the steer.

The Iexas Land and Cattle company
pays  per cent., and pays also for every
acre required for support of stock, and
could have sold more cattle without
damage to the herd. '

The American Pastoral company,
paying 5 per cent., pays also for the
largest acreage in proportion fo stock.
This is a young company, paying 8 per
cent. in 1884,

The western ranches owning no land,
paying 4 per cént. in 1885, and 7 per
cent. in previous twenty-two months.
The Powder River company, owning
no land, paying 6 per cent. in 1883; 4
per cent. in 1834 and nothing in 1885.
The Arkansas \":1lley paying 10 per
cent. in 1883, and nothing since, and
ewning but one acre per head,
the Cattle Ranche and Land Co. on
leased lands paying nothing, and the
Hansford company with an ever de-
creasing calf erop, and nearly six acres
to each steer: dividends for last three
years at 6, 7 and nothing, make no
showing at all, and for the credit of the
cattle business ought to be wound up.

With one exception the dividends
were lower than the previous year.
This was to be expected. Beef cattle
seld considerably lower. Companies
paying for land, which as compared
with free range is non producing, can-
not be expected to pay large dividends
until everything is in. first-class condi-
tion. The first change from open
range to fenced pasturage is not al-
ways beneficial. Some few ranches
are stocked so as to produce no reve-
nue for two years. The year 1885 was
the worst year on the cattle business
since 1830, bringing all the influences
against profiés in the shape of losses in
winter, short calf crops, poor summer
ranges and low prices, so that excuses
can be made for any showing except
absolute loss.

From the Farmers Review we obtain

the following: At the late meeting of
the Kenosha county (Wis.) sheep
brecders and wool growers association
Leld at Salem, Wis., different members
of the association gave their methods
with sheep in winter as follows:
" Mr. J. M. Brown, Salem, could give
20 estimate of the amount of bay fed
to his sheep. Was wintering 300 stere
sheep, consisting of ewes, lambs and
young wethers. Gave them all the
good hay they, could eat and three
bushels of shelled corn per day. Flock
shears an average of seven pounds
washed wool per head.

John G. Flemming feeds a grain ra-
tion at the rate of a bushel of oats to
200 sheep. Is wintering 275 Store
sheep: shears -an average of seven
pounds washed wool per head.

Griftin Culver is wintering a flock of
300 sheep and they shear an average of
seven pounds washed wool per head.
$v addition to all the good hay they
san eat feeds them two bushels shelled
¢orn per day, or on¢ bushel to 150
sheep. :

W. V. Call is ‘wintering 450 sheep.
Had improved his old flock up to a
shearing average of seven pounds wash-
#d wool per head. Always feed nfore
Bay than the sheep can eat.

R. K. Hartnell feeds his flock of 30
sheep three bushels of oats per day.

At the present prices
a farmer could make a living, but there
was no profit fg it. But if there were
never to be any profit in it he had not
got so low as to ask his neighbors to
contribute to his profits by paying.a
tariff to raise the price of wool.

In discussing the profitableness of
sheep farming W. V. Cull said he had
noticed in our country correspondence
that several of our wool growers had
three|years’ elips of wool on hand, and
asked the question, if there was no
profit in sheep ‘farming how, can the
sheen farmer afford to keep three suc-
cessive crops on hand?

Sheep Shipments.

[t looks ridiculous that the sales of
sheep at the prineipal markets amount
to so few. * Arrivals at Chicago in
March were 61,747 head, against 131,
341 head of cattle and 402,039 ‘hogs:
The’ number of sheep is trilling‘: coms
pared with the possibilities of the sheep
trade.

Here in Texas with all our sheep,
we do not send to market enough to
make the sheep shipments respectable,
and the fault is entirely with the rail-
roads.

With that utter disregard of any cal-
culation based upon other than rail-
road convenience, the munager‘tsl have
refused a traflic that could keep their
cars riuning backward and forward at
a profit. The sheep interest was re-
duced to poverty, and the railroad
losing the traflic one way, also lost
the return load because the money was
net forthcoming to purchase it.

This is the situation to-day. We can
ship at least 1,000,000 sheep each year,
which if returning $2.00 per head will
cause the circulation of $2,000,000 and
we can have the business handicapped
by over charges and ship but 50,000
head to bring less than $100,000. It is
now a vital'question with all who are
interested in the sheep busiuess, wheth-
er this will continue, whether the rail-
roads shall limit our income to \-5’100,-
000, or whether by a slight concession
on the part of the railroads a profitable
traffic may be resumed.

According to the Chicago Drovers
Journal the sheep trade has fair pros-
pects:

“Itit is true that the | native sheep
are pretty well out of the country, it is
no wonder that prices for sheep are
now higher than for any other kind of
stock. It1is the opinion of 2 number
of sheep dealers that for supplies of
mutton in the near future we shali have
to depend on Texas, Nebraska, Wyom-
ing, Montana and other western sheep.
It is no doubt true that hundreds of
sheepraisers have, within the past year
sacrificed their stock, selling off young
and old, and breeding sheep. From
certain sections in Wisconsin where, at
this scason of the year, we usually get
sheep every day, none are now coming.
It is the belief of some sheep dealers
that the depression in the sheep busi-
ness of last year has caused a reaction
from which it will take two| or three
years to recover. A man who is very
well posted, says that the number of
sheep fed in Nebraska this yearis
about 139,000 head, against 170,000 last
year, and he thinks the number next
year in that state will be much less than
this year. The Drovers Journal has
frequently  said that sheepmen who
stuck to the business would be reward-
ed, but the rewhgd seems to be coming
sooner than anybody antidipated.”

The leeturer did not claim
f'm- it much of a saving in expense, and
but litile advantage in the time required
by the process as compared with the best
of other methods; but did assert that it
gives nearly a third more ptroduct, that
thé bleaching is more complete, and t aat
for most ot the dyes it acts as a mordant.
He showed by convincing experiments
that woel actually dissolves:and disap-
pears in a short time when subjected to
a slightly increased strength of the de-
tergents usually employed in wool-
s¢ouring.

The' Sheep Imdustry.

At the meeting of the Central Texas
Live Stock association of Wiico, Mr. C.
C. Conger was called upon to address
the meeting and spoke at length on the
sheep industry of Central Texas. He
reviewed the last three years opera-
tions as follows: ,

In” 1881 sheep were on a boom.
Prices ranged as high as 27 per head
by the thousand, for good ewes, and
thirty cents for unwashed wool—dirt
and all. TIn 1882 the prices had com-
menced falling, but still buyers con-
tinued thick and hunting for sheep and
ranches and in the fall of '82 84 was a
good price and we, with the’ rest,
thought that then was the time to buy.
In the spring of '83 wool had felt the
iron hand of tariff and a grand tumble
ensued, and I was glad to get twenty
cents, when the year before the same
grade of wool brought from .twenty-
five to twently-seven cents. We do not
claim that the tariff was the whole
cause.- But it had its éffect. Austra-
lia had lost about one-half of her whole
number of flocks and with the United
States there is a large reduction in the
flocks. The consequence was that the
wool produced was materially cut short
whnich shows that if losses in the num-
ber of our flocks had not occurred we
would have been® glad to have taken
ten cents for our wool in ’84¢. While
all did not lose by death they felt the
loss on'wool which went as low as
thirteen cents for fair to good. Now
you will perhaps think we do not think
sheep will pay because they have not
made us money. DBut such is not the
case. We do; and we say without fear
of contradiction that if a': man owns his
own range and figures his interest on
his own -investment at ten or even
twelve per cent. it will pay him well,
even with wool at sixteen to twenty
cents and mutton at two to two and-a-
half cents per pound, and we would
say to all sheepmen keep your sheep
and keep them well, for wool has been
to the bottom, and sheep have been to
the bottom and sheep and wool will
bring better prices. Even if not quite
as high as in 1880, it will pay. Good
muttons are now bringing from five to
five three-fourth cents in Chicago now,
and that means three cents here.”

Speaking of herding, he said: ‘Last
year we thought we would try the ex-
periment of giving our herder a horse
instead of a dog, and if you will look at
our flock you will say, as Uncle Frank
Sparks said: ¢Conger, you have your
flock in better shape than any of your
neighbors and we all have the same
range and feed.” I told himit was the
horse instead -of the dog. With the
dog the herder will stand and send his
dog around and.the sheep will all turn
and bunch, and of course quit eating,
just what we don’t want them to do.
When the herder has to ride- around
himself he will only turn them a little
at a time and they will not even raise
their heads and we predict that all who
will trv the horse instead of the dog
will never ‘‘go to the dogs again’ an
poor sheep, and as to the difference in
expense, I had as soon feed a horse as
a dog, and it don’t cost any more.

We m: vy be called
upon, however, to pay a rew ard at any
tim It has been our good fortune
not to have any crookedness wported
until a few days ago, when reliable in-
formation, was furnished that about 200
head of cattle had been stolen and
many killed for their hides. We have
had the hidés in Waco, Marlin, Hub-
hard :md other places examined for
brands belonging to the association,

and through thé earnest and praise-
worthy efforts of Ed Bryan, W. B. Tul-
lis, John W.. Graves and others, Jim
Posey of Limestone county was arrest-
ed, and 30

identified as beloging
this association,
that some of the cattle had been roped
and their throats cut. Others had the
appearance of having been speared
just behind the shoulder. Rewards
may not be asked for in these cases, but
we should be prepared tofpay them  if
they should be. We would therefore
recommend that your executive com-
mittee at once levy an
upoa the ngembers of the association as
provided in the by-laws to create a
fund to meet the costs arising in
cases and let it be gcncnll) known
that we have the money ready to ful-
fill our advertisement to the letter. We
think our county made a mistake in
being relieved from the general animal
and hide inspection law “of the  State.
As matters now stand thére is no in-
spection of hides required in this coun-
ty, as;well as many other counties in
Central Texas. This "lets the bars
down to those who, being run out of
other counties by reason “of the strin-
zent law, flock to carry on their nefari-
ous work of klllmrr animals for their
hides, and much of this class of theft
has been and is, we think, now being
done all over Central Texas. We have
used strenuous efforts to catch up with
some of these rascals and with what
success you know. This however, pla-
ces a burden on the cattle raiser that
should be borne b) the State. All oth-
er property is protected, why not cat-
tle? 1f a hide is worth having it is
worth inspection, and we recommend
the association to petition the Legisia-
ture for relief in this matter. The mat-
ter of ,

PROTECTIVE ANXD DETECHVE WORK
is of supreme importance and demands
the attention of the convention.” Some
definite plans should be agreed on at
this meeting in order to. secure the
hearty co-operation of the members in
this branch of the business of the asso-
clation.
