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DRESSED MEAT.

Tattering Prospects jor Refrigerated Beef
—Something of Interest to the Cattle Own-
ers of Southwest Texas.

[Victoria Advocate.

Since the erection of the refrigerator
at this point there have been powerful
influenges at work to prevent if possi-
ble the growth of the dressed meat traf-
fic in the larger centers of beef con-
sumption. 7The great railway compa-
nies, operating lines from New York
and the: Atlantic coast westward,
promptly came to the assistance of
those interested in the corporations
controlling stock yards for the hand-
ling of live animals, and offered a rate
of transportation which tended to check
the movement of refrigerated meat,
thus practically shutting out from mar-]
ket dressed beef. The effect of this
policy of the railroads has been to force
a combination among those interested
in refrigeration, and a concentration
has resulted which, provided with am
ple L~apita1, will, it is thought, -compel
the trafisportation companies to carry
dressed meat at a rate which must
eventually develop that industry until
the great markets receive the bulk of
their supplies in that shape.

A leaging Baltimore journal, in| refer-
ring to this subject, zives the follpwing
information, which we fTeprodude for
the benefit of our readers:

- The companies will own
the slaughtering and refrigerating es-
tablishments in the west, the cars used
in transportation and the retail shops in,
the east, thus combining in one direct,
responsible management all the details
of the business.

On Tuesday Mr. F. R. Pridham and
Messrs. Brownson & Sibley each re-1
ceived lengthy telegrams from Mr,
Teall, inquiring as to the prospects for
securing dressed meat here. He wished
to know how soon it would be when
cattle in this neighborhood would
be ready for siaughtering, stating that
they desired fat steers and heifers,
without being very particular as to
weight. Answers were promptly made
that mn a few weeks a plentiful supply
of fat ¢attle of the grades desired could
be procured, and that Mr. Sullivan and
his associates now osvning the slaugh-
terhouse were ready to make contracts
for meat, delivered on thé cars here.
A price was not named, but it is
thought that Mr. Teall, as soon as he is
certain that the meat is procurable here,
will probably decide upon a satisfacto-
ry figure. Should these inquiries ter-
mina®®in a contract, the effect would
be of considerable benefit to Victoria
and the entire coast country. By the
latter half of next month there will be
plentyof fat cattle offering for sale, and
the prospect of & market as suggeste d
by Mr: Teall's telegram is certainly
encouraging.

In one instance at least boycotting Nas
tunrned upon the beycotters and rent
them. A little. woman--little women
are always dangerous—named Mrs.
Gray runs a bakery on Hudson street
in New York City, a small affair, giving
work to four or five men, out of which
she has managed to support herself and
her children. She'is a quiet hard-work-
ing little woman, strictly attending to
business, knowing little and caringlittle
for the great labor question of the day,

as her own personal labor question
claims all her attention. The little wo-
man and her little shu}) are now the

centre of assgult by the Knights of La-
bor. Itis about a thousand to one—but
the one isg plucky little woman who
knows her'rights and is going to have
them, too, if there is any virtue in grit.

Mrs. Gray's . four employes are not
members of the Bakers’ Union, but she
pays them union wages. She'was called
upen by representatives of the union
and was ordered to discharge the: she
positively refused, and told them she
would shutup her shop first. Then a
“boycott’” was ordered, and the great la-
bor organization of New York laid siege
to the little woman and her pie-shop.
Circulars were sent to all her customers
warning them not to trade with her,
and twelve great hulks of fellows were
stationed in front of her store to intimi-
date people and prevent them from buy-
ing. Some of the regular custoniers
were indi ced to go elsewhere, and at
first she 1sst money, but she pluckily
held the fort. When it became general-
lvknown that this little woman was
fighting against such odds publie sym-
pathy was aroused in her behalf and the
places of the regular customers were
supplied by a multitude of irregular ones
from atl parts of the city, who went out
their-way to trade with her. The papers
espoused her cause, and soon business
poured in at arate that severely taxed her
resouces. People eame from Harlem,
Fifth avenue, aud Brooklyn to encour-
age her to keep up the fightand not be
bulldozed into discharging her bakers
and buv her cakes and brxegd. Ftissaid
that several old féellows come regularly
and load themselves up with pics which
they give away to  the children  in the
vicinity. Her mail brings her money
contributions which she to fill out
with bread for the charitable insti-
tutions, Crocker, the illionaire presi-
dent of the Southern Pacitie, relieved
his mind by sending her $0 and order-
ing her to send bread to that amount to
the poor. Business has increased so fast
that she has had to double the number
of her employes, and if the boyeitiers
only hold out long enough she will soon
be in a position tb retire from business
with a nice fortune. Th. newspaners
are helping her right gallantly. The
World urges people to patronize her,
and the Post calls upon the District At-
torney to bring every one of the boy-cot-
ters before the grand jury for conspira-
¢y, libel, and blackmail. .Other papers
are daily pringng acknowledgments of
money received for her. In a word, the
publi¢ of New York City is boycotting
the boycotters.

Gould’s Cattle Speculation.

» The entire world knows of Gould's
spezulative spirit, but he has recently
entered into a transaction in these parts
that may interest the stock interests,
and for which purpose we propose to
give facts. Mr. N. M. Letts and Sons
and Watters live in Iowa, where corn
is cheap, and thinking-that probablyan
honest dollar could be turned by se-
curing TexAs steers and feeding them
for nmrket they came down here last
winter and bought about 1,500 head of
steers three-year-olds and upwards.
They were ready to ship them by the
middle of March, and were ordered
three different times by telegraph to
have them ready, and the two first
times before they could be got on board
the cars the order was countermanded
and the stock driven back to pasture.
Last week another order came to ship
the stock and all hands went down,
among whom were the Shiner Brothers
who had sold to the above parties.- On
the 14th one train load of fifteen cars

1ad just been loaded and two more
train loads aw aiting to be loaded
Fifteen minutes after the said train ha
been loaded, a telegram was received
at Pearsall,the point of shipment, to un-
load as qu.u'lminc regulations prohib-
ited the ralroad from bringing the
stock into Iowa. As the shippers had
the bill of lading they refused to have
anything more to do with the stock un-
til it arrives at the contracted destina-
tion, and so leave the eattle in the hands
of Gould’s railroad. The outcome of
this matter may be of interest to stock-
men everyvwhere, and the LIVE STock
JOURNAL promises to keep them fully
posted in regard to it.

One hundred more men were put on
construction on Monday, and grovnd
was broke at the southern terminus at
Corpus Christi,, and work will be
pushed forward on both ends. As soon
as the road from here to Corpus Chris-
ti and Harbor Island is completed,
which will be in the early fall, the
Northwestern extension from San An-
tonio will be began in the direction of
San Angelo, Colorado City, or Abilene
and on to the Panhandle. The pros-
pects for this road are much better than
were those of the Atchison, l’opeka
and Santa Fe at its beginning, as it
runs through a richer u)untrv and a
better cliniate, and has the best harbor
on the Texas Gulf Coast for a terminus.

Again sheep “owners are cautioned
about shipping common and medium
sheep.to market. The market can not
stand liberal receipts of undesirable
grades. A word to the wise, ete.

Last Saturday a Colorado inventor
exhibited in this city a working model
of a double deck car, the double or ex-

tra deck being movable at will. The
attendance or railroad agents and

stockmen was quite large and the affair
worked well. Mr. Newman, of the
Misouri Pacific, referred the inventor
and his invention to  the master me-
chanic of the southwest system.

Merinos Crossed With the Shrop-
shire Down.

T. D. Strong in Ohio Farmer.!

I noticed about nine months ago some
inquiry through the columns of The
IFarmer, asking of the merits of lambs
roduced by using Shropshire rams on
Merino ewes:  Have also received com-
munications irom others on the subjett,
hence the réason I write a few words on
the Shropshire grade, which will be
based on knowledge derived from per-
sonal experience. Have been raising
mutton lambs for the last seven, years.
The first two years used a Cotsywold ram
on native ewes, with very good results,
The lambs attained good weight at ten
months old, and readily sold at good
ficures. But they don’t “plump out”
like a Down grade. Another reason
why I dropped the Cotswold—they were
quite tender when young, not having
vitality enough to insure good, healthy
feeders. The wool was also too long and
open, which caused them to run at nose
when exposed to storms. St

The next two years I used a South
Down, with better results-than the two
preceding yvears. Thelambswhen vean-
ed were more lively and more casily
raised. The lot would be more uniform
and better feeders. The South  Down is
perhaps one ot the best mutton breeds
that walks the earth. For the last thyee
vears I have used a Shropshire Down
crossed with Merino ewes, and I like
the last mamed the best. The Shrop-
shire not only retains the inherent qual-
ities of the South Down as a mutton-
producing sheep, but they are larger
anc shear a heavier tfleece. Their pro-
geny is also larger, and have great vital-
1ty, which is necessary 1t we would raise
a large per cent of early lambs. By
using a Down ram you c¢an breed the
ewes so as to drop their. lambs the first
of March. An early lamb does by far
the best, especially so if mutton is our
desire. Last spring the weather was ex-
tremely cold. My Merinos and Shrop-
shires dropped lambs thick and fast, the
fore part of Marce, and yet [ lost but a
small per cent., all owing to care and
the vitality which the young lambs pos-
sessed. On account of being short for
hay, 1 sold my Shropshire grades last

tall to a drover, who fed them. He just
sold them at 5% cents, to be ship-
ped to Buftfalo; they averaged a

little over % pounds. The dams of the
above lambs were common Merino’s, of
which some were two yearsold, and only
weighed 70 to 75 pounds. T. G. Mead
has also just sold a bunch of thirty-two
Shropshire grades; they weighed 102
pounds, and brought him 6 cents. The
ewes that raised these lambs were com-
mon Merino’s. | Also please bear in mind
that twenty of the thirty-two head of
last mentioned | lambs were yeaned in
May, and were sired by a lamb. Thus
we see it is far hetter for us finaneially
to breed our ewes toa Down ram and
turn off the iambs every year for mut-
ton, than to keep sheep especially for
wool, orlike a good many - foolish far-
mers are doing, getting rid of their sheep
at any price. Better Keep your ewes an-
other year, brother farmers, and tryv the
mutton plan; one hundred good strong
Merino ewes will bring to the owner's
pocket $500 and | perhaps $600 each year,
providing they are cared for properly
and bred to a thoroughbred mutton ram.
Common mutton has ruled low this sea-
son. Shippers do not discriminate as to
quality governing the price of hogs, as
they do in the price of sheep. Go (o any
of your country stock yards on a day
that the farmers are bringing in their
hogs, and you will find the same price
paid to all, and Incky be he who gets
to '; cents more than his neighbor. Not
so with sheep. |A bunch of wethers will
bring 31, cents, that will weigh 75 to =0
pounds, while a bunch that will weigh
112 to 115 pounds is worth 5 cents. I see

by The Ohio Farmeér of April 3, that

common lambs in Duffalo are worth 4.,
while extra ones bring 7'.—a difference
of 3 cents. These tigures ought to con-
vinee all, if we intend to raise early
lambs for mutton,that it pays well to

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THE MINORITY REPORT.

The Following is the Minority
Report on the Tariff Bill. .

“The free list is peculiarly an assaul
upon the agricultural interests' of the
country, seecking out from the 4,000
articles in the tariff their leading° pro-
ducts to be driven out by ruinous com-
petition from abroad.

“The metal, glass, pottery, sugar,
rice and other important interests af-
fected by the original bill were given
due notice of the changes proposed, and
had ample opportunity to make a suc-
cessful defense through their well or-
ganized associations. In this connec-
tion the report says: The wool grow-
ers of the country were led to belieye,
from the bill first before the committee,
that no adversé action would be “had
touchipg their interests. They were
therefore not before the committee in
any oflicial way, and those¢ who were
heard spoke for the restoration of the
duty of 1567 without dreaming that the
inadequaie|protection they ‘now enjoy
was to be swept from them, and their
vast integest left to the mercy of a com-
petition with wool growers in Austra-
lia, New Zecaland, and the Soyth Ameri-
can states, where the principal cost of
production is the herding required by
shepherds, whose labor is cheap, and
whose feeding, either in winter or sum-
mer, does not enter into the cost of
sheep husbandry.

“The first effort, thercfore, in the
direction of free trade.-is aimed at the
unorganized - farmers of the country,
who, moved from the cénters of trade,
by only the farms and plantations, un-
used to meeéting committees of congress
and unddvised that their interests were
to be dealt an unfriendly blow, they are
to be the first’' victims of the British
policy through the agency of the Amer-
1can congress. ik

“In 1860 the sheep in the United
States numbered a little over 22,000,-
000. In<18%5 the nugnber had reached
50,600,000,
200,000 pounds; in 1883 it reached 320,-
000,000. The duty of 1867, which gave
to wool growing its greatest encour-
agement and induced the farmers to
increase their flocks and spend their
means for the finest varieties of sheep
andg for their care and improvement,
and which finally made the American
wools the best in/ the world, adapted to
all the use of nianufactures, has added
nothing-to the cost of wool to the man-
ufacturer or consumer; on the con-
trary, that cost has been greatly cheap-
ened. In 1857 the price was 51 cents,

in 1870 it was 46 cents, in 1875 43 cents.
There has been a steady reduction until*

now it is so low as to be temporarily
unprofititable. The decay of sheep
husbandry in the United States would
be a national ealamity. It would place
our manufacturers at the mercy of the
foreign producers. This is an industry
which can not be built up i a day; it
has required years of care and cost to
development, and
sound policy demands its continuation
and encouragement. The minority en-
deavored to meet the reasonable ¢x-

pectations of this large class of thein

fellow citizens and restore the duty of
1867 on wool, but were prevented by
the votes of the majority, and from the
same cause are unable to maintainev®n
the existing rates. We could not be-
lieve that the majority would take from

the dutiable list which has been kept |

there since 1824, and which even the
free trade law
framed in 1846, had not made free, but
the majority of the committee has done
it, as far as it can, and nothing is left
for this great interest which enriches
every state in the Union, but to appeal
to congress and to the country to repu-
diate the work of the committee.”

meetings of this kind with those in the
trade.

the meeting, soon as he ascertains the
number of his badge. In the badge book
each can give under his number any
specialties, surplus stock, new fruit,
wants of any kind, &e¢., &e., at a very
moderate cost. The system worked ad-
mirably last vear, and resulted in many
exchanges of nursery prodnpets.

Meeting as this association does
this year, at tne seat of gov-
ernment, where so much in agricul-
ture and hertieulture is to be seen, no
one in the least interested in horticultu-
ral pursnits can afford to remain away.
