To note the extravagant expressions of
the press on this subject one would al-
most suppose the whole thing to be a
philanthropic scheme for the ameliora-
tion of the condition of the masses and,
that any attempt to abridge the opera-
tions of thejKingSlaughterers was equiv-
alent to an assault upon the laboring
millions. In this way those interestec
in crowding live stock markets to the
wall have worked up in their own minds
a vast amount of righteous indignation
againstthose who have had the temeri-
ty to throw obstacles in their way.
Those sordid people who have inter-
fered with them have been
for anything.

But let us.see how all thisiwould turn
out if the dressed beef men' had their
own way. Suppose their business to
have crushed the live cattle trade at all
interior and éastern markets— as it has
at times seemed ina fair way to do.
Suppose the cattle-growers of the older
states to have been forced to abandon
this kind of stock altogether. Suppose
the men who control the dressed beef
trade—and you can count them on your
finge:s—to have consummated the work
they are now engaged in, of obtaining

SLADE IN MONTANA.

A Touch of Drouth—The Marquis
Mores and Lady Mores—
Indians and Other Wild

"Animals.

MiLes Crity, M. T., June 13, "S6.

The round ups are nearly over, and
the calf crop 1s known to be much
larger than was anticipated. Cattle
generally look very well, but owing
to dry weather are not so fat as at
this time last year. ' Grass is extreme-
ly short and while no one feels anxiety
for the summer, many are apprehen-
sive of the winter. If we should not,
have sufficient rain early enough to
cause a heavier growth of grass than
we are now promised, feed on Mon<
tana ranges will be short and a hard
winter would ¥ without doubt cause
heavy losses. Yesterday and to-day
however it has been raining slowly and
while enough rain has not yet fallen to
do much good, the prospects are that
the rain will continue, but he is very
reckless indeed who will risk his repu-
tation guessing at Montana weather.
We hope for the best and are cheerful.
Montana grass beeves will start to
market about the middle of July and
keep going until December.

The Miles City Dressed Meat company,
a new enterprise Lere, will commence
operations to-morrow or next day and
expect to kill some two hundred
beeves, and the same number of mut-
tons per day so long as there is any-
thing in the country fat enoughto be
killed, which with ordinary weather
will be till late in December. Our
range beeves are hardly fat enough to

"kill yet, and the first slaughtering will

be from beeves shipped trom Wash-
ington Territory here. We have been
eating range beef here all winter, but
I am trank to confess that it was not of
a superior gquality.

The Marquis de Mores expects to
commence operation at his Medora
slanghtering establishment abont the
Ist of July and carry on his work dur-
the season. In fact he hason foot. a
scheme to fatten beeves and kill all the
year round.

By the way, there has been so niuch
said and written about the Marquis,
and he has been represented in so
many ditferent lights that I don’t mind
eiving you my impressions of the gen-
tleman. In the first place he is gen-
uine French--a bona fide French no-
bleman, proud, rich, entirely fearless
and every inch a gentleman. He is as
fine looking man as can be found in
a years travel, and polite, as French-
men of the.upper class always are.
He has spent bushels of money in'this
country-—enough perhaps to run a dai-
ly paper at high pressure for more
than a year.  He was at first inexpe-
rienced in the west, made bad trades,
and consequently has lost mach money-.
It has not hurt the country however
and he seems to have plefity more where
the rest came from and shows no dis-
position to abandon| his western con-
quests. 1 for one hope that his experi-
ence and perseverence will enable him
to make back all he has lost, and more
too, for he is as liberal.as a prince
and very public spirited. His wife, a
daughter of the rich Von Hoffman of
New York, is greatly admired in this
country. She is a fearless equestri-
enne and a famous huntress. It is by
no means uncommon, in the hunting
season, for her, accompanied by her
maids and guides to go hundreds of
miles into the Rocky mountains and
for weeks remain in camp and field,

-handling a Winchester and forty-five

revolver with deadly effect on antelope,
deer, elk and bear; quite a number of
the last named denizens of the moun-
tains have succumbed to her powers.
She hunts fearlessly, shoots accurately
on foot or horseback and rides all day
and part of the night if necessary, and
eomes home when she getsready. :She
is liberal and kind, often supporting at
her own expense a school for the chil-
dren of the little town in which she
lives. She deserves to be popular.
She is possessor of an attractiveness
superior to mere smoothness of features,
but she 1s not what the admirers of a
doll face would call beautiful.

The worst enemies the stockmen of
Montana have are the Indians and wild
animals. If the noble red man who is
pictured as being so fond of the chase
would only hunt down the wild ani-
mals, or if the wild animals
would only feast abundantly of
the child of the forest, we counld derive

| some satisfaction from the existence of

both kinds of animals spoken of, but
since both the four footed animals and
the Indians prey on.our herds, one finds
it a hard matter to extract any joy or
comfort from living neighbors to them.
Fears are now entertained that our
northern Indians and the British Indi-
ans will get together and arrange a lit-
tle picnic excursion first taking in some
of her majesty’s provinces and then
shaking up our stockmen a little.
Theold Riel rebelion is by no means
forgotten by the half breedsand Indians
across the line, and they do not love
their oppressors any more now than
they did when led by Riel to deeds of
violence. Only fear of the gatling
guns and red coats keeps them quiet,
and if they should see an opportunity
to harvest a few scalps and escape
with their own hair they would not hes-
itate to make a dash for revenge and
booty. Neither have our own Indians
forgotten their—to them glorious—
butclery of the brave but imprudent
Custer and his men, and love yet to
talk of how the soldiers on their big
clumsy horses were as easily killed as
buffalo, Itis said that “Oid Mammy™
a squaw now on the Poplar river reser-
vation. delights to tell how she went
over the battle field and relieved the
wounded from suffering by knocking
their brains out with a club. The

|

{ blood they drank on the Little Big

Horn river has made the Indians ever
since thirst for more, and they would
hail with delight an opportunity to
follow some famous chief on thc war
pathto glory and beef.

But he who thinksan average Indi-
an chief is a fool does not know his nzan,
and there is little danger that they will
make an attack when defeat is sure.
Of course the stockmen would be the
heavy losers by an Indian outbreak.
I do not believe either that they would
wait on the army to suppress ome. |
think a band of well armed cow boys
and stockmen under the leadership of
such a chieftain as Granville Stuart
would proceed to make good Indians of
those who showed themselves in this
country.

Ups and Dowuns in the Wool In-
: dustry.
Pacifiic Rural Press.

The growth and expansion of sheep
husbandry, as set forth in the increas-
ed production of wool, with the latter’s
various ups and downs 1n values,
of peculiar interest to  farmers
manufacturers alike. Take the four
Jeading wool-producing countries and
the increased percentage of growth has
been about the same. This can better
be seen by the following comparison of
the production in pounds in 1850, com-

pared with that of 188;3:

While the production has increased
on an average over 400 per cent. it is
quite safe to say that the population of
the nations using woolen goods has in-
creased very little; where one nation
gained largely in population, as in,_ the
case of the United States, it was at the
expense of other nations. The rapid in-
crease in wool production could possi-
bly have been done without creating
low prices for wools throughout the
world, particularly with all industries
depressed, and low prices ruling for
both raw material and manufactured
articles of commerce and trade.

While the production in this country
shows an increase of "about 400 per
cent, the consumption also shows a re-
markable increase. In 1866 was con-
sumed 230,500,000 pounds, of which 75,-
000,000 pounds was imported. In 1883
we consumed 400,588,215 pounds and
last year 428,556,708 pounds, of which
nearly 100,000,000 pounds were import-
ed. But then the production of wool
has been decreasing the past half de-
cade, while the consumption has been
increasing. No doubt the principal
cause for a lessening production is
found in the great expansion of the
United States railroad system making
land two valuable for pasture, thus
forcing owners of large tlocks of sheep
to either go further back or else part
with a large proportion of their hold-
ings. This is illustrated in our state
and will be still further emphasized as
railroad feeders are constructed to tap
the many fertile sections now removed
from the demand markets for farm pro-
duets. It 1s quite safe to say, judging
from the tenor of passing events in
sheep husbandry, that the days of
large flocks in this state have passed
and that small ones enough only to
prove profitable on a farm will be the
rule before many years pass by.

There are very tew wool-growers of
the present day who are conversant
with the many ups and downs in prices
during the past two decades, forup to-
1869 values ruled comparatively steady
with the highest prices paid for fine
wools in the United States ruling from
1858 to 1865.  Immediately following
the high tariff of 187 wool values in
this country began to recede, and con-
tinued on the down grade for fully
three years. The very low prices ruling
for wools induced many growers to
slaughter their sheep. This led to =«
scarcity of wools in 1871 and an ad-
vance 1n prices. Dut a decided advance
was prevented by manufacturers sup-
plying the bulk of their wants abroad,
and also by heayy wool importations
by dealers and others for speculative
purposes; for the Franco-Prussian war
had been the means of sending values
abroad down to very low figures, as
there was no strong competitive buying
in foreign supply markets. Without
competition in buying, prices are low.
The free orders sent trom this country
to England ‘set the LEuropean mar-
kets to going,” and within a few
months an advance in prices of over 50
per cent was established abroad. This
rapid advance checked importations,
added to which was the destructive fire
in Boston in 1872. Higher prices
abroad and loss by the Boston fire led
to.higher prices for domestic wools,
whic¢h was still further stimulated by
the largely increased consumption by
manufacturers,who'had made¢ additions
to their mills, besides new’ incorpor-
ations erecting a large number of new
factories. .This was in the halcyon

s the markets in this country were
soon overstocked, prices fell and a gen-
erai depression | set in, causing prices
for wools to drop. ~ Added to this was
a change in ladies’ dress goods, which
seriously affected values by a decreased
consumption of  second-class wools,
which declined nearly 50 per cent be-
tween the years 1875 and 1879.  In the
latter year a revival in the market set
in, causing an advance in wool values.
I'he fiscal year, 1879-—50, was a period
of great inflation in the price .of wools
and woolen goods, which suddenly
collapsed in 1%%0; beginning, if my
memory serves me faithfolly, in Apnl
of that year. Since then values have
been settling with at times short-lived
spurts, up to this month, when' a’ re-
action is beginnmng to set in that has
the appearance of being founded on
broad commercial grounds, which, if
proven correct, will bring about higher
prices.

Our Cattle Trade.

The cattle trade of the range region
is made up of Texas cattle. It matters
very little whereabouts upon the range
the cattle are matured, it is Texas
that controls the traffic. Take Texas
stock off the market and
worth a quarter a pound.

It is not at all surprising that the
ranchmen of the other states and
territories are quarantine crazy. When
Texas can market three hundred and
fifteen thousand beef cattle at Chicago
each year and divide up a half million
more beef cattle amongst smaller
markets and then place upcn tha range
markets_another odd million stock
cattle and yearlings, it looks as though
‘the live stock interests of Texas
amounted to something.

. By our economical methods and great
matural edvantages we produce meat
cheaply and produce a great variety.
On Chicage market the other day a

lot of cornfed steers, 1,236 pounds
average, sold for $58.71 per head, and
prices were low. No better beeves are
raised in any country. Another lot_ of

beef is

eattle, off grass,averaging 1,009 pounds |

sold for £36.82. Another lot of 1,041

bat not in so good flesh, sold
for $34.49 per head, and the smallest
eattle on thatday’s market, gveraging
758 pounds, a lot of chunky young
steers, sold for $26.53. That day we
put on the market only fiity car-loads.

On that day the markets of Chicago,
St. Louis, Kansas™ City and New Or-
leans sent back to Texas as beef money
‘only seventy thousand dollaps. It is
no time for shipments either, While
Texas is net receiving much money,
other states and territories are not re-
ceiving a cent. We are growling be-
cause cattle are not in better fix, and
because prices are not- higher and we
still persist in selling off yearlings.

Yearlings range in price from $7 up-
ward according to quality.
dollar yearling is specially adapted to
putting on flesh. Inthe lndiz‘gn Tern-
tory at full three years he makes a
thousand pound beef and sells in the
fall at #3.50 and costs about $5/to place
on the market. In the upper country
of Wyoming, Nebraska and Montana
he puts on flesh until at 1,100, pounds
at 4 cents is the marketable price in
hard times. :

As producers of yearlings and two-
year-olds we are in the lead. The
yearling produced on other so-called
breeding ranges are no better and cost
twice as much. We defy competition
in every branch of the trade, and have
a greater variety in stock thanall other
states and territories combined. Our
young steers have made northern ter-
ritory ranchmen rich. = Take away the
profits made by maturing Texas steers
by northern ranchmen and the remain-
der is nothing. The business |always
did pay and. always will pay. The
northern men paid from $6 to $16 for
the average Texas yearlings. The
fortunes were made on purchases made
in Texas at less than $10 for the aver-
age yearling of the lower country.
Prices at this time are low, so low that
there is room for more fertunesj to be
made.

As stated in previous issuds there are
yearlings for sale in Texas, apd the
prices ure low. d 2N

Our Horses.

Our horse raisers do not obtain one-
half the money for their stock, be-
cause one-half of their work is néglect-
ed. The neglected half of the work is
the proper rearing of the colt. The
first winter it starves on short grass,
ditto the second, the same the [third,
until turn-of spring, when it isibroke
and cornfed to bring it into market.
There are exceptions, but not many.

The Texas colt from a native mare,
and sired by any of the draft stallions,
or thoroughbreds or trotters, has the
breeding of an animal that will pay to
keep growing, and the growth must be
kept up if the full value isto be ob-
tained.

We dare say this: That the colt of
a Norman stallion and Texas mare if
fed from weaning time on grain until
it is two years old—that is except when
grass is very good—the animal will
sell at the age of two years to very
much better advantage than the same
animal striotly grass fed will sell at the
opening of the fourth spring.

It is the development that pays. On
the one hand we run mares, stallions,
and purchase and pay taxes on grass
to produce the animal that brings from
$35 to $45; whereas, the same animal
is just as equally capable of bringing
£80 to 8100, if it is developed by judic-
ious handling and by eareful grain
feeding at the right time.

One hundred dollars is not the limit
of valve of Texus range and farm
horses, but it is now about $60 above
the ayerage pri¢é ot three-year-oli
geldings.

The Dallas Exhibit.

The following letter concerning the
live stock exhibit at the Dallas State
fairs, was mailed extensively to intend-
ing exhibitors on last Wednesday :

CIRCULAR LETTER.

DEAR SIR:—A number of stockmen
who are desirous of making an exhibit
of live stock at Dallas are in a quanda-
ry to know at which fair to exhibittheir
stock. Both fairs claim the distinc-
tion as state fairs and both fairs are
earnest applicants for the stock ex-
hibit.

It has been suggested that a meeting
of live stock exhibitors be held at Dal-
las early in July, and that it be then
and there decided at which fair the
stock shall be exhibited. We believe
this to be the only way to have a repre-
sentative live stock exhibit so that pre-
miums awarded may be considered as
having the value of State awards.

We believe further, that a divided
exhibit will be injurious te the live
stock interests of the state.

Before calling such a meeting we
would respectfullyask: (1) If suchac-
tion will meet your approval? (2)
Whether you will attend the meeting?

More and more the conviction
15 being confirmed that the sale of
yearlings to-the North. is about at an
end, and there are not a few intelligent
and practical ranchmen who do not
hesitate to assert that it will be for the
general good of the country when no
more yearlings leave tRe state of Texas. |
In the meantime there are ranchmen
who have to realize enough to pay cur-
rent expenses before steers can be
matured, and it is those who are send-
ing young calves and- other young
stock to the Northern markets and also
those who wish to reduce the stock on
the range, for such a purpose the good
railroad facilities now enjoyed by
Southwest Texas is a Godsend. The
great majority of stock movements
irom this section is in the way of ship-
ments to Chicago and St. Louis, the
result of which are reported from those
markets in the STOCK JOURNAL every
week, and hereafter will be found in
the daily edition of this paper.

Horse Sale Commissions.

Much and well founded complaint is
made as to the -horse sale commissions
in this city. In early days, when the
trade was confined almost exclusively
to retail stock yard sales, the rule
was established to pay one dollar a
head commissions for all animals sold
in the yard. Wlen the business began
to grow and finally developed into a
large wholesale trade, selling in lots
all the way from one to eight and ten
car loads, it was reduced to fifty cents
per head in car load lots. It will be
observed that it remains at the per
head figure, and not at so much per
cent, as is now the rule in nearly all
commission business. This commission
does not include stock yard room,
pasture, nor any other expense except
the making out the bill of sale and
showing the stock. The idea is that
the commission man is a representa-
tive-of the man from whom he takes
commission, whether buyer or seller,
and should be pecuniarily interested in
the trade, receiving a ratio of the
zains. This fixed commissidn that is
paid here is manifestly wrong in prin-
ciple and practice. The commission
man has no care nor interest except to
sell the stock and get his fifty tents
per head, whether it is for $10 or $50 a
head. Itis not uunsual, in order to
zet in a sale that a commission man
holds out the inducement to the buyer
that he wilk do his best to get the hor-
ses at the lowest possible figure, and
thus it offers a strong temptation to
recgive ¢ommission from both, buyer
and seller. Fifty cents would be 24 per
cent, the regular commission usually
charged for selling a $20 horse,
but would be the exorbitant figure of 5
per cent on a ¥10 horse. No reasonable
seller would refuse to pay 24 per cent
as commission, and thereby make it an
incentive for the commission man to
secure " the highest price, making it
pussible to make more than fifty cents
per head as commission on a large
number of the horses sold here. The
per cent is tne only equitable and fair
way of paying commission. Many

way of doing business as to remain and
sell their own stock, and claim that it
is not so much to save the fifty cents aS
it is to get the highest possible price
ior the same.

Another complaint is of the many ir-
responsible commission men,or cappers
that lay around the hotels to catch
buyers and steer them in. It has got
to be such a nuisance as to drive guests
away from certain hotels to escape
their importunities. The men pay no
license and should be abolished, leav-
ing the business toresponsible men who
have a place of business and pay license
for the same. The horse commission
man who starts the reform of per cent
commissions will be well rewarded for
his enterprise.

The San Antonio Wool Market.

The past week has been very quiet,
a few clips coming in and readily sold
at prices just a shade higher than ruled
last week, but the season is practically
over. Several buyers have returned
after visiting other points and there is
an ill-concealed anxiety to buy strongly
in contrastwith the indifference evinced
at-the opening of‘the season. A proof
of the rising tendency of the market
and of the correctness of the position
taken by the Live STock JoUurNaAL 3ll
along, is that the jargest holders and
sellers of wool in this market just now
are men who bought in the early part
of the season and are selling again at a
profit. It is'estimated that at farthest
there are no more than 200,000 pounds
of wool here in the hands of commis-
sion men selling for growers, and fully
300,000 pounds in the hands of specu-
lators who are selling to men who
should have bought it from the grower,
but were afraid to doso. The very
close cleaning up of the wools is the
remark of every one, and probably in|
a week there will not be enough wool
on this market to merit a report. Such
condition of things will, of course, be
very oomilimentary to this place as a
wool market.

County Roads.

Mention has already been made in
these colums ofthe great lack of county
roads and the inconvenience to the
movement of stock in consequence
thereof. The complaint is almost uni-
versal in all pasture counties, but in
some it is greater than in others. One
of the poorest provided counties i this
respect is Medina county, but others
are also heard from. It can hardly
oceur to the county commissioners of
these counties that the lack of facilitics

ax on the ranch interests of their com-
unity.

quently the more trouble and expense
he is put to the less he can pay for the
stock. Not only should roads be es-
tablished, but if they are in lanes they
should be wide enough to admit of the
passage of herds without the stock
being raked and cut by the barbed
wire, A twenty-foot lane is a disgrace
in a country where land is so cheap as
it is in Southwest Texas. It is to be
hoped that when the attention of the
proper authorities is’ called to this
matter that action will be taken in the
premises and the proper remedy ap-
glied. which would redound to the

enefit not only to the general publie,
but directly to those who have stock
fcr sale inthe county.

The End of the Yearlings-

It is the confirmed opinion of nearly
every thinking man in this section of
the county thatthe day of selling young
stock is about over.  That this is one
of the finest breeding countries on the
globé is generally acknowledged, and
naturally if there was a ready sale for
young stock the ranchmen would never
raise beef stock to maturity. But the
Northwest has been taking advan*-il‘ge
what they supposed our weakness. "The
popular and erroneous idea prevails up
there that the beeves cannot be suc-
cessfully and profitably matured in this
section, and therefore they have by
quarantine laws and rings and corners
generally attempted to control our
stock, and get it at their own price. In
this they have made a great mistake,
and time will elearly demonstrate that
fact. This attempt alone has had the
effect to arouse the thinking men
among us as to our danger, and the
most feasible remedy. Almost univer-
sally spaying has been settled on as the
safety valve against overstocking, and
consequent ruination of- pastures and
glutting of markets. It is already very
largely practiced and next year it will
be the general practice. This has two
commendable teatures, which are, con-

trol of the number of stock and its
improvement by selecting only the best

heifers from which to breed. Now that
railroad facilities are largely increased
it is possible to' put fat grass beeves
into market whenever a demand is
found. Texas grass beeves can be
made to weigh from 900 to 1200 pounds,
and it has been proven that at less
weight they will return a larger net
pront than in any other section of the
United States. Thereis nothing fool-
ish or buncumbe about Texas cowmen ;
they are content to send a 1000 pound
grass beef to market and sell him for
$35, and thereby make a fair net profit,
than to send in a 1500 pound cornfed
and barely come out even on him, if
not actually lose money. The latter’s
report sounds better in the newspaper
reports, but the results don’t always
come out on the right side of the led-
ger. It has been proven and it is being
proven every day that beef can be
profitable raised on the ranges of the
Southwest, and therefore, it will be the
practice in the future.

The San Antonio Horse Market,

The horse market has been very fair
the past week but yet complaints are
heard from every quarter of the inferi-
ority of the stock on hand. This is the
mare season, and they are in strong de-
mand, while little horse stock can be
sold, except unbroke colts from two to
four years old, known here by their
Spanish name as potros. This being &/
technical market term used here, it will
be employed hereafter in these reports
todesignate unbroke young horse stock.
The feature of the week has been the
appearance in the market of a Califor-
nmian for mules for harvest work in that
state. So far the order has only been
partially filled, but will probably be
completed by the end of the week, and
will be reported in next week’s paper.
Prices are about the same as last
week, good round mares bringing from
$£20 to $30: poor to indifferent from

if the congress of the United States
could be induced to meet less often,
say once in twenty years, it is possible
that in the interval business could go
on without let or hindrance.

It is easy
to pass over fall shearing until spring,
but there are various reasons for not
holding over the spring shearing until
fall, consequently Morrison gets in his
work on the wool growers, and gener-
ally manages to get his bill defeated
about the time the wool has passed in-
to the hands of the dealers. That was
the case last year and is the case this
year.

The ease with which
the little troubles can knock a cent off
wool abelt shearing time is so well ex-
emplified each spring that it is becom-
ing monotonous and is playing the
devil with sheep raisers with such per-
sistent uniformity that it will become
neeessary to petition congress to change
time of meeting, or else we may have
to pray the Almighty to change the
seasons.

Tle facts of the case seems to be that
while such large establishments -as
those of Vanderbeck, Harrington, etc.,
which kill every day, give steady em-
ployment and w oeklv wages to their
staff of workmen, the sni: 1llc firms,
which kill only at intervals, have paid
10 cénts for each carcass dregsed, in-
stead of weekly wages. ‘

wages system, the bosses by dint of
cetting long hours and hard work from
their men, manage to reduce the cost

There were several drawbacks to
the sheep market the past four or five
days, which exerted some influence
over buyers, chief of which was the
1butcher's strike. in the East. The
| butchers who slaughter and dress the
sheep were dissatisfied -with their lot

| and quit work. Of course their action

upset things, so to speak, and caused
an accumulation of sheep. Prices be-
came demoralized. Eastern buyers in
the . Western markets took the hint
quickly. Another drawback was the
poor quality of offerings. In this re-
spect Texas took the lead, as farmers
and flockmasters sheared their sheep
then sent them to market without sort-
ing or culling. | The best were only
fair, while the balance were thin and
poor ewes and the like. Prices may be
quoted fully 50 cents per 100 lbs lower
on all grades from those prevalling at
the close of my last letter. With few
slight exceptions, the Texas sheep that
came in the past week were sold as
stockers at stocker prices. The animals
were fair enough in weight, averaging
from 70 to 75 lbs. The Hon. Wm.
Vernon, of Buena Ventura- ranch,
Concho county, sent in 2,500 ‘sheep.
For half of the train load he obtained
$£2.124 and for the other half $1.90 per
100 1bs. He sent them in in double
deckers, he being honored with the
initial shipment, and the total cost of
transportation, feed and - yardage com-
mission is 60 cents per head. Deduct
the cost and but little is left: for the
sheep. The reduction in yardage, com-
mission charges and feed has not taken
place as yet, but will in a few days. If
this had been in force the total cost
would not have been more than 45 or
50 cents per head. However, it is tco
early to make estimates as ycet. -(Good
95 lbs Texas sheep brought #3.574 to
3.50 per 100 1bs. Anything that is not
strictly good wiil only be taken by the
feeder, and he pays very low prices in-
‘deed. A fact which Texus sheep owners
should bear in mind.

From this on double deckers are
looked for every day. In a few days
the Chicago, St. Louis and Kansas City
committees will meet and order the re-
duction in charges. Patience is a vir-
tue, and those must practice it who can
not avoid it.

To show how St. Louis a wool
market is appreciated here are a couple
letters of the many received by the
Western Wool Commission company :

More Refrigerators.

Like the railroad to the Gulf that was
the talk of San Antonio for thirty
years before it was undertaken, but it
would not down and finally took ma-
terial shape and is 'now almost an-
accomplished fact, the refrigerator
scheme of this section of the state is’|
constantly coming up, each time in a
new shape and itis the firm belief of
many that like the Gulf railroad scheme
it is certain to materialize into a live
active reality. The near approaching
completion of the San Antonio & Aran-
sas Pass railroad is now the agitating
cause of the refrigerator scheme. Par-
ties are reported to be again figuring
on it, but its location appears in ‘doubt.
From its central location San Antonio
is the best point, being most accessible
to the ranch country, “but for exporta-
tation, or for the Atlantic seaport cities
it is notso well located. For that trade,
the best location would be on Harbor
Island, where the darcasses would be
put directly into the refrigerator com-
partments of the vessel. The great
draw back to said location, is that on
Harbor Island, all warehouses and
buildings would have to be put on
pxllncrb, as the land is often covered
with water, leaving no dry place hold-
ing pens, which would also have to be
raised and floored. These are only the
points made on the streets, which may
have no value on close nvestigation,
but the conviction is taking a firm hold
here that in the near future a refriger-
ator will be a successful operation in
this section of the state.
