“ To the man with a little ready mon­

ey in his pocket a tine opportunity is 
now offeied for an investment in cattle, 
better than is likely to come again." 
So spoke a man to-day who is laying 
the nucleus tor a competency in a stocK 
farm of no mean proportions. He 
produces his own supplies and is let­
ting his cattle accumulate—a simple 
plan by which any man of energy and 
fair business ability carf- become inde­
pendent in a few years in this country. 
The speaker continued: “ A fellow
who keeps his weather eye open ead' 
pick up little bunches of stock cattle 
just now at from $0 to $10 per head. 
Only three or four years ago they were 
v^orth from $15 to $35. It is hardly 
possible that they Will reach that figure 
again soon, but I look for a steady ad­
vance after the opening of next spring. 
Suppose they go to $15, which is a low 
figure considering the price of beef 
everywhere, tJie man who has bought 
at $7 and $8 will realize a nice little 
sum on his investment. Yes, sir, if I 
had $50,000 I would put every cent of 
it in cattle right now—that is, if I had 
a place to put them. The man who 
buys when the market has touched bot­
tom is bound to win; yet when cattle 
are low everybody is* afraid of them, 
and when they are high everybrdy 
wants to invest. A year froni to-day 
this country will be full of people who 
will be saving to themselves,‘what a 
fool I was for not putting my spare
cash id cattle last year.’ ’ ’

* *

Reports from Greer county indicate 
that notwithstanding the complications 
surrounding land matters there the 
county continues to receive a good im­
migration. The advice given them by 
Commissioner Hall to lease the lands 
they have occupied until the legislature 
shall put them upon the market, will 
probably be followed by most of the 
settlers. It itl learned that they were 
greatly disappointed at the result of 
the commissioner’s reoent visit, as they 
expected it would lead to a sale of the 
lands. '

Fair to go'od heavy 
steers were steady in price and chang­
ed hands without much dilliculty even 
with not very favorable reports from  
the East. A ll classes of buyerA took 
hold, but ot course Eastern shippers 
and the dressed'beef operators were 
the leading operators and« they made 
liberal purchases, they paying 'irom  
$2.50(g3 15 per 100 lbs. for Texas and 
$2.75(^3.35 for Indian steers. Some of 
the Indian steers ranged in weight as 
high as 1125 lbs. Common and thin 
steers, mixed stuff, etc., slow oPdispo^ 
sal at low prices. Sellers and Texas 
shippers know this, yet persist in send­
ing undesirable grades to market. 
Commission salesmen argue that it 
would pav to keep this kind of stuff at 
home and put them indecent condition 
so that by November they would easily 
command $I per 100 lbs. more than at 
present. By the amount of stock now 
coming in, dealers hereabouts imagine 
that Texas it U to be cleared of cattle 
by the time the frost sets in. That the 
run is hefivy is not U> be denied. Good 
fat natiyjb steers are scarce^and will re­
main so' io r  many months to come, as 
but few Stockers are now selling. 
Missouri and Illinois feeders have had

a bitter experience this summer 
and are not very anxious ito feed cattle 
this fall and winter. 'iTheri the drouth 
has curtailed the corn crop iu the West 
and this has also something to do with 
the case., that is certain.

T h e  American Cattle Trust bought 
some 10,000 head of the Texas steers 
that went to Colorado this season .It 
is not presumable that much advance 
was paid over the market value, but it 
is a significant fact in view of the re­
ported colap ing of that concern.

Now that Boston is engaging in re­
frigerating meat, and shipping l^ve 
stock from Omaha and the North­
western territories, what is the matter 
with fitting up steamers and sending 
them our steers by water? This 
scheme has a practical look about it 
that is worthy of the attention and 
itudy of interested parties.\ “

I f  t h e r e  are any considerable num­
ber of cattle en route to New Mexico 
from below what is commonly 
called the “ dead line,”  we do not 
know it, and the Sto ck  Jo u r n a l  
mu.st be credited with being pretty 
well posted on such matters. But If 
they were they' have just as much 
right to free grass as have those who 
have been “ Illegally”  using i^ for 
years. To New Mexican ranch­
men we will say that if you do not, 
want your range encroached upon, 
buy and fence it, as we have done.

HORNS AND HOOFS.

It  is reported from every section of 
’ the range country and from large por­

tions of the farming country that there 
has been a general reduction of stock 

f  going on for the past two years from 
! natural and artificial causes, and that 
j within a twelvemonth prices wil 

have to advance on all kinds. If this 
is so. Southwest Texas is especially 
fortunate, as it now is fully stocked, 
and is ready for prices to go up to 
any figure, with plenty of stock to do 
its full share in satisfying almost any 
demand.

T he freight on horse stock has been 
^advanced $10 on a car for all points 
outside of the state, but between points 
in the state they are to remain at pres- 
entrates. The alleged reason for this 
is the increased value of the stock. If 
horse stock has increased in value to 
any appreciable extent we would like 
to know it in this country. According 
to that style of reasoning a railroad 
will soon make a shipper swear as to 
what he made on the trip and force 
him to divide. The horse shippers 
here say that they are afraid to grum­
ble for fear that another $10 per car 
would be stuck on as a punishment.

W h i l e  the heart of the Southern ag­
ricultural writer has been tuned lo! 
these many years to the standard song 
of diversity in crops,, the live stock 
writer of 1'exas can liow play harmo;. 
nious second fitldle in advocating more 
diversity in live stock on the ranches. 
Those who now have a few horses and 
sheep, besides their cattle, find them 
very handy to raise a little money on 
while waiting for a turn in the cattle 
trade. The secret of success in “this 
industry is to know what proportion of 
each will the pa.stures best support, 
and probably nearly every pasture 
may vary in this point, and it can only 
be deternained by local and close ob- 
■ervation and experiment.

Cause: In the
first place, in 1882 stock went away 
above their value; everybody was 
crazy to go into the cattle business 
(and sbme didn’t know a bull from a 
cow) ; land also went up to the top 
romul of the ladder. Men borrowed 
money ;it a high rate of interest and 
bought land and .jattle without limit. It 
look ten acres of land to one head of 
cattle—say $20 to $;’)0 worth of land 
for $18 to $20 worth of cattle. That 
alone meant financiai depression in the 
near future, even if cattle continued up 
iiUvaliie. 'ITierc. was no money in it, 
but in their previeni condition it is ab­
solute ruin. VVell, this thing ran along 
for a year or two, cattle diprcciating in 
value slowly but surely for a while, 
borrowers holiling on, paying up inter­
est and keeping a fair credit; every­
body hoping against hope that things 
would take a turn for the heiler. Vain 
hope! Ever vanUhing delusion! In- 
steatl of getting better things got rap 
idly worse. TlfeTT began the (le.sire to 
work out of it and got out of debt and 
stop the How of life-blood that was 
slowly but none the less surely ebbing 
their substance away in the shape of 
interest. 'I'hen began the stampede of 
getting rid of their stock,-with the 
same show of judgment which they 
displayetl in ac([uiring it. I’hey gath­
ered bulls, stags, old ehoppeddiorn 
cows, heifers, stei5rs, calves, in fact all 
classes, without regard to age, sex or 
condition, or condii ion of market, am 
shipped them right and left, Hooding 
every market they could reach, am 
they have kept thi.s up ever since, al 
though tlu5y can see it, is murder in the 
first (lt‘grce and is not pulling them out 
of the bog to any appreciable ('Xtent 
But it is putting them out of the busi­
ness, perhaps not as fast as they went 
inV bnt-just as surely. They keep the 
ikipreciatioii in prices going ah>ng at a 
lively rate, all the .same. It is much 
easier for outsiders to see how to get 
out of this than it is for a fellow behind 
the curtain to get out. V̂ 'c, who have 
been there, know how it Ifeels. But 
this thing has gotto stop. Many good 
men will go under, and others will 
reap the benefit of iheir experience 
jî nd of ihe great depreciation of prices, 
and commence at the bottom and go 
up, instead of starting at the top and 
going down, and the time is near by 
when this m?\w order of things will 
commence. Now, 1 don’t claim Ici be 
a [irophet, nor a son oi one, l»ut every­
thing .seenjs to’point that way so forci­
bly tlnit I venture to predict that as 
soon as the gra.ss-fat cattle of this sea­
son arc, marketed :ind out of the way 
the change will come, .•iiid that iii'Xt 
.'-prmg early cattle will be at a g(»od 
sleatly prict* and appreci:iting gradual­
ly, slowly and surely, as time rolls 
aloi.g-—not c.ssentially :i boom, but 
supply and dem.iiid a<ljusting llietn- 
selvcH togellier ami to the new order 
of things. Depend upon ii, there is a 
IcveL a proper adjusting point, ami il 
will be found, juet as surely as waUd', 
finds its bivel. You aHk,“ VVhy tio you 
ihiiik thny •. !

It i.s n.A wv cl production that has caus­
ed this state of affairs; it is overmar­

It 
is simply this: ship fewer stock and 
better ones to market. Send nothinp' 
but the very cream of your herds. 
Scarcity of cattle on the markets stim­
ulates prices; choice cattle on the 
markets stimulates them to a good 
healthy activity and remunerative pri­
ces. See? If you ship only choice 
there will be fewer on the market; 
that’s good. Thou nothing but good 
cattle; that's better. Plain, isn’t it? 
Then why not [do it? Better send only 
one good car of stock to sell quick at 
fair prices than send throe or four cars 
to grow stale ami be .sohl as tailings. 
And then those little $1.60 to $J calves 
that you take away from old cows and 
heifers merely to save the lives of the 
mothers ami depress the market with 
the calves, it would be much better to 
kill them, because they keep the mar­
ket down and knock that much price*̂  
off of good calves because there arc 
so many of them.

Cattle are now at the bottom. Go 
slow; be careful; hold all you’ve got 
and try to get more, is Ihe advice of

The sacrifice of cattle continues. 
Cows,'"calves, yearlings, two-year-olds 
and matured beeves all reach the mai/ 
kets at once. In the Central and 
Western corn states only half a crop 
will bo made, and it is almost certain 
to come to pass that the spring mar­
kets will be very scantily supplied. 
While the continued heavy run of cat­
tle must necessarily keep prices down 
now, the hope for iexas remains that 
there is an absolute certainty of high 
prices for everything that can be corn- 
fed or roughed ov̂ er for the early spring 
markets. It is not a pleasant subject to 
allude continually to the disasters of 
our farming brethren North, but it is 
only business figuring to conclude that 
the injury the Northern drouth is do 
ing us now will be amply compensated 
for later on.

What we of 'Texas have to do is to 
be ready to put good beef on the mar­
ket from February next to July 1, 1888. 
There will be five months which will 
afford Texas’ farmers and feeders a 
grand opportunity. It should not be 
neglected. The feeders are now in a 
position to buy the cattle under the 
shadow, of a great depression, and 
ought to obtain a profit by feeding and 
another profit on the investment.

Stock farming is the medium- be­
tween two extremes. Stock farming 
on the one side, stock grazing on the 
other. The farmer is often discontent­
ed when large crops are bringing but 
small prices, and occasionally he fails 
to produce an abundance when prices 
are high. The grazier or ranchman 
also suffers when drouth or hard win­
ters cause severe losses. He was once 
the creature of circumstances 
with chances in his favor; 
now by reason of material chan­
ges in the conditions surrounding him 
the chances"are reversed. The farmer 
on the one side finds it to his advan­
tage to gather around him a little \  
bunch of.cajitle, and the grazier is UR- 
ihg tlie soil to raise some feed to insure 
the lives of his stock. The result is a 
system of mixed husbandry which has 
proved succe.‘̂ sful in more instances 
than any other combination on the face 
of the earth.' When the farmer whose 
whole stock consi.sts of work horses 
and an odd cow or two is suffering 
from the effects of a partial crop fail­
ure, and when the grazier fears that 
winter’s cold blast has driven his starv­
ed stock  ̂ into a fence corner, or when 
heel-flies drive the cows into bog holes, 
then the stock farmer has a few good 
steers fattening and all his stock is 
grazing on a wheat field or ankle deep 
in ryb.

It is nothing new to the generality of 
farmers that stock farming is best, be- - 
cause the"average stockman is a farm­
er, and the average farmer does raise 
stock: for all this, however, there is a 
tendency to rush into extromesv In 
Texas there was a time when a ranch­
man “ apologized”- for farming, and 
again many farmers were qui9k to re­
mark that they were “ plain farmers”  
and not stock raisers. Some of these 
plain farmers are now excellent stock 
feeders, and tiiey are piling up the Cot­
tonseed, hay and grain for winter stock 
fattening aad during some three or 
four months ...will carry upon their 
farms a string of beeves or muttons 
that took many thousand acres to 
grow.

iflia. It is a wonderful country for any­
thing that grows on vines, including 
melons, pumpkins, and all such things. 
The native grapes of the Panhandle 
are excellent in themselves, and may 
be greatly improved by cultivation, 
but probably their chief value consists 
in this—that the finest European grapes 
may be grafted upon them and grown 
with perfect success. The European 
grapes do not succeed anywhere in the 
United States east of the Rocky moun­
tain ranges, owing to a miserable little 
pest known as the phylloxera, which 
feeds upon their roots and kills the 
vine. These creatures do not attack 
the Anierican vine, or if they do they 
do not hurt it. Therefore, if you graft 
the European grape on the hardy phyl­
loxera-resisting and drouth-resisting 
grapes of the Panhandle you will hit it, 
for the climate there is admirably suit­
ed to nearly all the best European 
grapes. I have put some intelligent 
men in the Panhandle to work on this 
idea, and in a few years you will have 
your markets here in Fort Worth sup­
plied from that country with as fine 
Muscats, Muscatels, Zinfandels and 
Chasselas as yon now get from Cali­
fornia. I  say this with absolute cer­
tainty, because I cultivate grapes my­
self and speak with knowledge. The 
happiest and richest countries in the 
world are those that produce the most 
biscuits and wine. It is the combina­
tion of wheat and wine that has made 
France for centuries the marvel of the 
world for thrift, happiness and high 
civilization of her people. The same 
combination will do the same thing 
for the Panhandle. It has already done 
so in California. Mofeover,“ a wine- 
producing and a wine-drinking people 
are never a drunken people, for the 
reason, I suppose, that if you accustom 
a man to good wine, he becomes too 
much of a gentleman to get drunk.”
