Just why there exists a 
depression in the cotton market does 
not seem to be generally known,and in 
explanation of which the seller, pre­
maturely, perhaps, advances divers and 
sundry theories, and which savor in 
the main of schemes and a practice 
usually ruled as “ sharp.”  The Jour­
nal man, in order to get the best in­
formation on ' the subject, called on 
President Wjpite of the merchants ex­
change : “ The only reason that can
be given, and it is a sufficient one, too, 
is that there was an unusual' rush with 
the cotton to market last month all 
over the country, fully double the 
amount for the same time last year. 
This, you see, created in the minds of 
buyers the idea that there was an im­
mense crop, an unusually large yield. 
That conclusion has been surrendered, 
in the light of information, and natural­
ly, as prices have begun to stiffen a 
little. It is now worth 8c, a quarter of 
a cent higher than last week. People 
began to think that there was an enor­
mous crop.”

The followiDg view ofrthe wool mar­
ket ia sent ua by request from the only 
New York commission house soliciting 
consignments of ^Texas-wool through 
the medium of the Journal :

“ The market is not active, neither 
is it depressed, but simply quiet. Deal­
ers who oVvn their wool are disposed 
now to hold on to it, an(^t is consign­
ed- lots which are being disposed of, 
the stringency of the money market 
forcing some holders to realize.

“ If one were obliged to sell now he 
might have to make concessions. We 
have no intention, however, of forcing 
sales, but will show our stock to best 
advantage, and secure as high prices 
as possible.

“ The most marked feature, howev­
er, is the determination of sqpie houses 
to withdraw certain lines of their 
wools from the market for the present. 
This course is being pursued by the 
stronger houses in the trade. The 
outlook, however, is more hopeful tj>an 
for some time past. The old inanu- 
factuters have received fair orders for 
light weight goods, and the recent 
movement of heavy weights is account­
ed a particularly promising sign.

“ Territory wools are selling well, 
and Montana clips are in special favor, 
owing to their good growth and very 
light condition.

“ These wools, however, are in direct 
competition with Texas stock, and 

.^JKbegover^a mnnufaeturcr is not in need 
of long staple, he will always give the 
latter wool his preference, because it is 
much cheaper. We handle more ter­
ritory wool in the Eastern market than 
any other house, but our supply of 
Texas clips has always been too small 
to supply our trade.
‘ “ Your growers could not do better 
than send us some larger lines of these 
wools, for they sell quickly to the same 
mills who buy our territory stock, and 
as we expressed before-, are even taken 
in preference.
- “ We do not look for any material 
advance, but we do look for a steady 
market at fully present prices, with 
very probably an active demand, that 
will keep supplies well cleaned up.”

In the 
real estate business rules governing 
this matter aie arbitrary, and one 
member of a well-regulated real estate 
exchange cannot assume to control 
properties already regularly placed on 
another's books.. Cattlemen and cattle 
commission men can follow this ex­
ample with profit to themselves.

The Stock Journal correspondent 

had a conversation recently with a 
wealthy and prominent stockman in 
regard to the school lands which is 
worth repeating. Said he in sub-, 
stance: " “ T h^e sciems to be much un­
necessary fear on the part of the poli- 
tidfans and people of Texas that the nat- 
tlemeii will gobble up and monopolize 
the school lands to the uses of their 
business. There is no danger of that. 
They do not want these lands at two 
dollars an acre, and under no sort of 
circumstances would purchase at that 
price. They couldn’t afford it. It 
takes on an average 20 acres of land to 
the head, which would represent for 
pasturage alone an investment of $40 
per head. Three years are required to 
grow a marketable beef, which nets at 
present prices from $15 to $22. Against 
that, in addition to current expenses, 
annual losses and interest on the cattle 
investment, the interest on $40 for 
hree 3"ears, with land at two dollars 

an acre.' Any sane man knows there 
can be no profit on such an investment 
as that. I do not think a man can af- 
brd to pay over fifty cents an acre for 
and to be used fori grazing purposes 

alone. The present land law intimi­
dates both the cow business and the 
settler. It makes the existence of the 
one precarious and unsatisfactory 
without providing sufficient induce­
ments for the other to take his place. 
Two dollars an acre is too much to ask 
of the man who is wanted to come 
lere and "develop the agricultural re­
sources of the country, i t  is too much 
or raw land in a new and practically 

unsettled country, I care not how good
intrinsically it may be.”

*  **
It seems that some of the settlers of 

Greer county are as much dissatisfied 
as the cattlemen with the announce­
ment by the, state officials that the 
school lands in Greer are to be le^ed  ^ , 
and sold, in the same manner aslhe ^  
other public lands of the state. The ,̂ 
settlement of that country has been 
stimulated to some extent by the belief 
that the land would finally be conced­
ed to the governmeiit, under which the 
settlers w'ould hold by preemption. 
Hence, instead of welcoming the pro­
posal to sell them the lands, these set­
tlers look upon it as a new complica­
tion which will tend to further compli­
cate matters and delay the acquisition 
of the disputed territory by the federal 
government. It is a sad commentary 
on the land laws of Texas that they 
are so inferior to those, of the govern­
ment, as to induce the sympathies of 
the settlers of this disputed area to go 
with Uncle Sam.

'Why Carpet Woolw Kre not Crow n.
► rhlladelpfil V Builetln.

In all the talk about the duties on 
wool, while the enormous amount of 
imports of-carpet wools is often stated, 
and this importation seems to be taken 
as a matter of course, no one seems to 
have looked for a valid reason why. 
AVe used to raise a great deal of verv 
good carpet wool in New Mexico, Col­
orado, and other f^r,_Western states. 
Ten or twelve years ago it came to the 
seaboard markets by millions of pounds 
That is all ended now, and those same 
lands are producing millions of pounds 
of fine wool from i blood up to fine 
Merino at such very low prices that 
they bid fair to drive out “ wool sheep”  
raisers of the more Eastern states in a 
very few years. Those cheap lands 
have, lor reasons to be shown tlirecttyi 
ceased to raise carpet wools, and have 
become competitors for the clothing 
wool trade. The raising of carpet 

«wool has become a Ipst industry in this 
country. The flipant reason for this 
is, “ It pays better to raise finer wools.”  
Granted; but why does it pay better? 
The answer can be found in the figures 
published in rhe June number of 
the Bulletin, giving the ad valorem du- 
tiei on wools imported into this  ̂coun­
try. The Summary of these figures 
was as follows:

Average rate of duty on carpet wools, 
26 to 271 per cent.; average rate of du­
ty on clothing and combing wools, 40 
to 41 1*5 per cent.

There you have the cause :by reason of 
insufficient protection on carpet wools 
we have killed the industry and driven 
the capital and labor formerly employ­
ed therein into competition with the 
other branch of the industry of wool 
raising, and with disastrous results 
to that other branch.

The keystone of protection is equality, 
whereby a diver;sity of interests are all 
mutualfy interested in one another’s 
welfare.

We have advised farnaers to refrain 
from selling their young cattle and 
cows. -And we wish to repeat it with 
emphasis. The stock interest is bound 
to revive in a few months. There is 
not one-half of the steers to be fattened 
in Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas, etc., as in 
former years. Last year range cattle 
were rushed into all of the corn belt 
states to be fattened. They were win- 
tereifi and when May came, which is 
the begining of the grass growing sea­
son, the cattle were tolerably fat, but 
the corn crop was exhausted. 'I'hough 
beef was then low, it would not pay to 
send them put tof 
supplemented wi
were rushed , forward to market, de­
pressing prices.- The drouth of this 
summer in Kansas, Iowa and part of 
Nebraska shortened tlw) feed for stock. 
And there being only 40 per cent, of a 
corn crop in Kansas, and 50 per cent, 
of a crop in Iowa, thousands of steers 
have been sold half fat at half price to 
local butchers, until there is ’ a great 
deficiency. In the states of Missouri, 
Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Nebraska and 
Minnesota there will not be over half 
of the number of steers fattened for the 
market.

green on cotton daring the last month 
We use it here in three w'ays. Fir>-t 
Mixed with Hour and sifted on the cot­
ton by hand in the morning or late in 
the evening; a good way, but-expen­
sive. Second: The pure Paris-green 
is put in a small sack made Irorii 8-oz 
osiiaburgs, wliieh a man on Iprsebaek 
carries on either end of a stick restins: 
on the pummel of the saddle, 
rides up and down between the cotton 
rows. The motion of the horse 
ally sliakes enough on the cotton.
<iid not try this way, but those who 
did, say it does very well. It is cer- 

-taiiily the easiest way. In 6-foot rows 
a pound \o a pound and a hull will poi­
son an aire. The horse or mule shoulc 
have his mouth and nose in a sack to 
keep from iiihaJing the poison. The 
third way—in whkdi myself and near 
neighbors poisoned our crops—was in 
a solution of from 1 to 2 lbs. to 40 gal­
lons of water, carried by a rider in a 
common sprinkling-pi t. In this way 
the rider and horse get wet all over, 
but there appear to be harmful ef 
foets alter two days’ riding.

I prefer this way, as, when properly 
done, the worms are killed and the cot­
ton is not injured. Those of us who 
poisoned in this way have saved from 
one-fourth to half a bale to the acre 
which the worms would have eaten. 
Whenever the riders skipped a row the 
cotton is ruined. Forms, blooms, 
young bolls and even twigs, are eaten— 
nothing but the large bolls and open 
cotton being left on the stalk. The 
contrast'v^ such cases is very great. 
Wlienever not poisoned, whole planta­
tions are eaten, and the late large cot- 
ton will nol. mflho. —
acre. As cotton, when worth poison­
ing, laps in the row, we cannot use 
wagons advantageously with force 
pumps. W il l  A. F ie g l k .

[VVe could h.ardly recommend any 
metliod of application by which'horse 
and rider become so wetted with the 
poison solution as stated above. Ar­
senic (the basis of Pi«ris-green) is a 
cumulative poison, and though the ef­
fects of it may not appear at once, 
tliere is danger in the method. The 
plan of dusting on from s;cks seems 
good, and woiild probably be efficient 
in poisoning potatoes.]
