With a 
wild range horse this is very dilRouU, 
a.s you cannot even get near to him un­
der the old system without roping him* 
and frightening him and often inflict­
ing serious injury. Mr. Shedd has 
but to "et his horse into a corral or 
pen and all danger—running, jumping 
or kicking—is past. He is passed 
into a chute.wlisre he is halted iu spite 
of all he can do, and then by some in­
geniously arranged movable partitions 
he is forced into his place in the sweeps 
extending from an elevated circular 
revolving platform. Here he is har- 
ne.ssrd, so Completely that he cannot 
jump, kick, lie down or hold back, and 
mu.st go along when the platform re­
volves, by other broken horses. This 
is his first lesson, in which he is taught 
that he has a master who is kind but 
firm. Around the inner edge of the 
circular building, the center of which is 
the platform, are stalls so arranged 
that you can get to both sides of the 
without any danger to yourself, and 
here he is taught how to eat and other 
stable etiquette. After learning these, 
rii liments he i-i hitched into a cart 
made e.specially for the purpose, where 
he is taught how to behave in the street, 
till he become.s a useful and respectable 
number of horse society, fit to serve 
the most timid of the human familv.

Mr. Shedd has just completed his 
second apparatus iu San Antonio, the 
first being in Kansas City, and of the 
scores of old ranchmen ant^horse han­
dlers generilly who havo~seen it, not 
one has lamri found who has not pro- 
noiuioed it thoroughly practical. It 
does not worry and fret th€ animal, 
thereby often injuring his constitution 
for life, nor does it spoil him, and in 
no way is-the life and limb of the 
breaker endangered. Everything about 
the system is covered by letters patent, 
including the stalls, breaking cart, har­
ness, etc.

This will work a great revolution in 
Southwest Texas, and in all other 
range countries by enabling them to 
turn out well broken horses, which will 
be safe, and thereby add at least 25 per 
cent, to the intrinsic value of the same.

They loan niomiy in large sums to us 
when everything is at fever heat, and 
what wc are dealing in is 20 jiier cent, 
above its actual value; but when that 
same business is in a shape to pay a 
larger per eent on the investinent than 
ever before they say “ we would like to 
aecominotlate, yon, but money is very 
close, and it will be impossible to carry 
you any further, so yon must pay up 
regardless of the saeritiees you are 
compelled to make."

Cut all trashy stuff off 
the murket, and put on nothing but 
good beef, and prices will advance

$2.50 per hundred in ten days. So 
when we curtail our stock to one-half 
and give them proper treatment, send 
ing them to market fat and matured, 
then and not till then will jve receive 
profits equivalent to the investment

le.Farm  and Hoi 
An outbreak of disease which prov­

ed to be strongylus micrurus has car-̂  
ried off a dozen calves and young stock 
belonging to N. L. Varnev of Bristol, 
Addison county, Vt., and on Friday, 
October 7, the rest of the herd of 40 
head were slaughtered at the order of 
the state cattle commission, who quar­
antined the farm. The trouble is caus­
ed by a parasite named strongylus mi­
crurus which gains access to t^e pulmo­
nary tissues and bronchial tubes. Dr 
Cutting gave an excellent report on this 
disease in the Vermont agricultural re­
port for 1885-6. He founathe parasites 
About sedge roots in wet ground, and 
the fact that the disease appears to be 
more frequent in wet s'easpns than in 
dry lends authority to bis opinion that 
the parasite is first taken into the sys­
tem in the feed gathered on wet 
ground. ,,

The disease is singularly contagi­
ous, because these minute worms may 
be expelled by the breath or dischar­
ged Irom the nose and mouth, and get­
ting upon the grass or hay, the stock 
feeding upon the same is at once con- 

iminated. ’ There appears to be no 
known remedy. The disease is akin to- 
strongylus iilaria, the parasite which 
infests the lungs of sheep, and strong- 
yliis elongatus is equally fatal in the 
hog. Other varieties of' this parasite 
have been found in the lungs of the hu­
man family, and strongylus lombriz 
thrives in the fourth stomach of the 
sheep, doing great destruction at some 
seasons in the Southwest. It is pre­
sumed by'^sonie authorities that a par­
asite which causes the gapes in poultry 
is closely allied to strongylus. Numer­
ous instances are on record of wide­
spread ravages of this disease, attesting 
its epidemic and contagious character.

'I'lie only proper treatment is to im­
mediately isolate all affected cattle, 
kill them and destroy the carcasses by 
burning. If they have contaminated 
the pastures, such pastures should 
not be occupied by stock for 
several months aud probably a 
whole season would be best, as the 
time required for the development of 
this parasite is ndt known. All barns 
ana stables that have been contaminat­
ed should be most thoroughly cleansed, 
and carbolic acid used freely as a 
wash on the stanchions about the feed­
ing places and watering troughs to 
kin any of the parasites that may re­
main. If affected stock have had free 
access to a hay stock or mow, the out­
er portion of the same should be re­
moved and burned.

Chicago Wool Jouroal The treas­
ury department has decided that worst­
ed waste resembling garnetted thread 
waste and carbonated waste is subject 
to duty as scoured ^wool, and not as 
W ool waste. Wool on East India wool 
skins, called marwhar, is held to be 
dutiable at the rate of 2èc per lb.

Chicago Wool Journal :—The aver 
age period of the sheep is 149 to 150 
days. The Southdown goes 144 days 
only, as a rule, and the Merino 150 
days, jriiis difference has been widely 
observed. Parturition may take place 
in the ewe from the 145th to the 160th 
day. The male hvlhbs occupy the long­
er period. In my own flock, consist­
ing of natives, with half-bred and thor­
oughbred Cotswolds, in five years’ rec­
ord, the periods were remarkably regu­
lar with those sheep whose time oPser 
vice was accurately noted, and these 
were nearly all of a flock of from fifty 
to seventy. The shortest time on ree 
ord is 148 days, and the longest 156 
days. In 1870, of sixty-hve lambs thir 

) ^-live were dropped on the 150th day.
One ewe brought a pair of very larg^ 

' lambs on the 15Bth day ; but this was a 
case of ditficult parturition, as the ewe 
was very weak and required assistance. 
M. Magne mentions 429̂  cases in-which 

-^the periods were from 144 to 156 days; 
and of these, 329 were from 147 to 151 
days, while only throe went as long as 
156 days. The sheep, therefore, has a 
more regular period of gestation than 
the larger animals.—[Prji. Brown, in 
the. Veterinarian.

Field and Farm :—“ Sheep raisii^  in 
a moderate way,” remarked ^Mr. Car 
Culver of the Little Thompson stoc 
farm, “ pays me better than anything 
else on my farm. They cost me but 
very little to keep, since they glean 
most o f . their living where tbio-feed 
would otherwise go to waste. They 
cost me nothing for a herder, since 
they, have learned to'^ome home-of 
nights and go into their safe quarters, 
away from the reach of wolves and 
dogs, ^ th ink  a good Shropshire ewe 
wiu earn in wool and lambs—you see 
they generally have two a year—from 
seven to ten dollars. That beats a cow 
all to death, and beats my best Perche­
ron mares 100 per cent, on the money 
invested in them. I am aware that a 
big flock of sheep would not be so prof­
itable, but the farmer should only keep 
so many as he can take care of without 
extra trouble or expense.”

Rural Home:—All experienced flock- 
masters concur in the opinion that 
sheep fed With”p8rfect regularity as to 
the time and amount, will be better on 
rather inferior keep, than on the best 
food but without the regularity.

The wool trade East continues very 
much as in Texas. There is actually 
no ch inge in lone, prices or feeling. 
Prices remain the same.

The J o u r n a l  has received a copy of 
the special wool report by the chief of 
the bureau of statistics and regards the 
compilation as.very valuable informa­
tion.

Farmers who want to feed a few 
muttons for market can do no better 
than club together and buy a large 
band of wethers, then divide up 
amongst themselves.

• A great deal of wool is in the ware­
houses at Ballinger, but the reports 
are that no sales have been made. 
Owners are hoping for better prices.

It is certain that full prices 
are paid here, accordiug to published 
Boston reports, but if the reports from 
the lower counties are true, prices 
here are not in keeping with those 
there, and should be at least from I to 
2 cents per pounds higher. The best 
price received here so far was for the 
Kearney & Richardson clip of 113 bags, 
from Dimmitt county, which went lor 
16è cents. It has been held all along 
for 17 cents. The total amount sold 
here this season will not yet reach 200U 
bags, and some 14,000 are yet in stock.

He be­
gan by saying that the cattle industry 
of the country, representing $ 1,200,- 
000,000, was under a clouJ of misfor­
tune at pre.sent, but he wassatislied that 
the population of the country is increas­
ing far more rapidly than the beef Sup­
ply, and that this circumstance would 
rectify the matter. He then proceeded 

4o read a semi-oflicial statement of 
work in his department in fighting 
plcuro-pneumonia. After summariz­
ing the appropriations and authority 
given by congress to the bureau for the 
purpose of exterminating the plague,
.Vlr. Colman said he had prepared a se­
ries of rules and regulations which he 
had sent to the governments of the va­
rious states Bnd territories with a re­
quest that they co-operate in the obser­
vation of them. Thirty-one states and 
territories had responded and promis­
ed their assistance. I ha'd also submit­
ted to the state legislatures an act pro­
viding for state co-operation. This bill 
had become law in lihode Island, Ver­
mont, New York and Illinois. ’̂ ^From 
flan miry 1 to October 15 of the present 
year the inspector of the bureau of an- 
mal industry had examined 1265 herds, 
containing 92,632 head of cattle. Of 
these, 478 herd.s, containing 6956 cat­
tle, Were placed in special quarantine, 
and 1209 were found to be diseased.
This did not include the Chicago quar­
antine. Mr. Colman, in saying the dis­
ease had been extirpated from Cook 
coun.y. 111., remarked thas the quaran­
tine would bo removed about Decem­
ber 1. Continuing, he'said M:\ryland 
and New York have been the worst hot­
beds of disease. For years it has exist- 
cil in Maryland and defied all attempts 
to extirpate it. The cities of New 
York, Brooklyn, Baltimore, and their 
suburbs have been for forty years 
pleaguo spots,and h mce the disease has 
spread to other paits of the country, 
but ill Indiana we^now have things un­
der control. In conclusion the com­
missioner said : “ I have nob alluded to 
the fact that the disease has been 
stamped out in Missouri, where one 
Illinois bull coming into the state at 
Fulton caused a quarantine against the 
whole state, and a loss to the cattle­
men of $ 1,000,000. 1 have not alluded
to the fact that it has been stamped out 
in Kentucky, where the amount of loss 
is $2,000,000. i t  has been estimated

invited retaliation and was unjust to 
the stock breeders who desired to im­
port and cultivate new breeds. U. 
Hines of Michigan took a similar stand 
and urged the convention to think well 
before adopting such a measure. Mr. 
Pearson of Illinois on behalf of the 
committee on resolutions stated em­
phatically that although England had 
not been very lenient in her quarantine 
measures" against the United • States 
there was no spirit of revenge or retal­
iation in the resolution. He said the 
disease was firmly rooted in Europe, 
and that action was necessary as a mat­
ter of safety. Ex-(7overnor Hadley of 
New Mexico, Mr. Collin of Iowa, Mr. 
Gadsden ol Pennsylvania and others 
urged the adoption of the resolution, 
some of the speakers treating with 
contempt the suggestion by the opp")- 
nents of the resolution that other coun­
tries would adopt adverse measures in 

to our cattle. Mr. Gadsden 
thought action by this government 
would spur on the other countries to 
more energetic efforts to rid them­
selves of the disease, which, unless 
these resolutiops passed, would be a 
menace to the cattle interests of this 
country. Ex-Governor Hadley coin­
cided with these views, and declared if 
England wants our cattle she will buy 
them, and if she don’t want them she 
will not. The resolutions, were finally 
adoptetl by a large majority.

At 10:30 the convention adjourned 
sine die. Afterwards a business meet­
ing of the association was held. The 
treasurer’s report showed the associa­
tion is in a flourishing Condition.

This thing of writing “ biggest week 

on record,” “ banner month” “ unpre­
cedented receipts,” etc., gets to bo a 
.veritable “ chestnut.” But here we 
are again. Last letter we chronicled 
the banner w’cek on both cattle and 
sheep, but the past week the record on 
cattle was again broken by a small in­
crease. How long will this thing keep 
up? Not necessarily at Chicago, but 
all over the country. How long will 
the “ visible supply” of cattle continue 
as large as at present? Somebody an­
swer that conundrum and we shall not 
hesitate to predict when prices will be 
higher.

The past has been a bad week on all 
kinds of common cattle. Prices lower 
than ever. But there is 
coming, we hope.

James H. Campbell & Co. had a big 
lot of common Texas cattle which sold 
partly as follows: 135 cows 734 lbs,
at $1.50; 57 cows 710 lbs, at $175; 53 
steers 828 lbs, at $2 ; 107 782 lbs, at $2;
131 calves, 260 lbs, which sold at $2 25, 
equal to $6 50 per head. A day or two 
ago they sold for C. W. Turner of the 
Indian Territory 227 steers averaging 
881 lbs, at $2.90, and 23 av. 106 lbs, at 
$2 90. .

Hunter, Evans & Co. sold for Drumm 
& Snider 57 Indians av. 1194 lbs, at 
$3.35, and 198 head avg. ll38 lbs, at 
$2.90. This is the lowest this brand 
cattle has had to sell this year.

Greer, Mills & Co. sold on Saturday 
for Fred Poy.‘»er, 206 steers 1034 lbs, at 
$2.40; 19 head 1050 lbs at $2.25, and 
23 av. 856 lbs a t$2.25.

K. Straliorn & Co. sold a couple of 
cars of common cows Saturday lor S 
E. ownsend: 25 head 708 lbs, at
$1.60; 25 head 736 lbs. at $1.65.

Saturda3’’s sheep market was a bad 
one and Gregory, Cooley & Co. had 
some pretty tough sheep to sell bn a 
tough market. They sold for Comer 
Bros. 886 head of 65 lb sheep, thin and 
poor, at $2.

W. W. Mcllhany & Co. sold a car of 
786-lb steers at $2.10 on the worst day 
of the season, and for ^Ir. Bierling they 
sold 210 head of 73-lb sheep at $2.15.

Scaling & Tamblyn sold 26 788-lb 
mixed cattle at $2; 86 mixed 743 lbs, 
at $1 95; 55 cows 711 lbs, at $ 1.65 ; for 
W. H. King of Abilene, 313 cows 735 
lbs, at $1.60; 16 bulls 1059 lbs, at $J.60. 
They sold a string of 644 sheep 75 lbs, 
at $2.40. They belonged to C. P. C.

Among the closing cattle sales of the 
week were: 125 .steers 976 lbs, at
$2.25; 20 steers 1044 lbs, at $2.10; 21 
steers 1007 Pj .s, at $2.10; 20 steers 1028

“ Common Texas cattle have not 
sold so low in the history of the trade,” 
was the remark of an old salesman, 
and the same remark applies with 
equal force to low grade native cattle 
and to Wes.ern rangers. The few very 
extra native beeves have been in good 
demand and have soli as high as $5@ 
5.35. At the same time pretty fat corn- 
fed steers averaging 1200 to 1350 lbs 
have sold as low as $3@3.25. These 
cattle are $1 lower than they were be­
fore the range cattle season opened, 

'w hile the extra native cattle that do 
not come in competition with them are 
$1 higher than they were in the early 
summer.

A luodel useful dairy cow may be 
known at a glance by an expert. She 
has a fine, long head, broad between 
the eyes, and a thin wide muzzle; the 
ê ’es are large and of a mild expres­
sion, the neck is thin and long, the 
ears are thin and covered within with 
a deep yellow skin; the forequarters 
are light and thin, and the whole body 
has much the shape of a wedge, in­
creasing in size to the rear; the legs 
are thin with fine bone; the belly is 
large and deep, with capacity for food; 
the back is broad and straight, and the 
ribs are well rounded towards the rear; 
the bones of the rump are wide apart; 
tho tail is long and th in ; the thighs 
are thin and are set widely apart; the 
udderls large and full, especially be­
hind ; the teats are of good size and 
set far apart upon a broad, level udder, 
and the milk-vein, so-called, which is 
the large vein leading from the udder 
and passing into the abdomen, and 
which is an indication of the amount 
of blood circulating through the milk 
glands and contributing to the milk 
secretion, should be full and ¿oituous 
in its short course. A fine hoin, a 
deep yellow skin, and a general ele­
gance of form, without any heaviress 
or beefiness in any part, are also im­
portant indications of good qui l̂Uy in 
a cow for the dair^.

B e r m u d a  G r a n s  i n  f l i c  M outli*
B r e e d e r ’s G aze t te .

The high place held by Bermuda 
grass in the estimation of a large num­
ber of intelligent and observing plant 
ers and stock-raisers in the South is 
well deserved. In the absence of 
chemical tests this fact proves its val­
ue,-but sifch tests are not wanting. No 
higher proof of excellence is possible 
than the experience and observation of 
good farmers, and the concurrence of 
chemical analysis. When animals eat 
a forage plant with evident relish, 
maintain a healthy condition,, and pro­
duce a maximum quantity of fine bee^ 
mutton, or pork by feeding on it, its 
place among valuable grasses is as­
sured. Bermuda ’meets these condi­
tions fully. Nevertheless it is a fact 
that not a few íñen in the South who 
have it on their plantations and farms 
denounce it without stint as a nuisance. 
Not that it is lacking in nutrition, for 
this is not taken into account by such 
persons, but because of its tenacity in 
holding on when it obtains possession 
of the soil. On this account careless 
and indolent farmers may well deplore 
its presence, for it will persistently dis­
pute with his crops the possession of 
his fields; yet those who understand 
its habits manage it without much diffi­
culty. Turning the sod over at the 
right time of year, putting toe land in
f:ood order for planting a crop, fol-» 
owed by thorough cultivation, embody 

the methods of keeping Bermuda under 
control.

Instead of being an objection, how­
ever, the writer found that in the judg­
ment of the foremost planters this char­
acteristic of tenacity is regarded as one 
of the highest recommendations which 
Bermuda possesses. These gentle 
men say on that account especially it 
is an important factor in solving the 
problem pf the reclamation of worn 
soils; that this plant, so roundly 
abused by some of their neighbors, is a 
bonanza in restoririg loi«t fertility to ex­
hausted lands; that in connection with 
others (in some respects similar) it 
opens the way to a better system in the 
cultivation of the soil than li.-is hitherto 
prevailed on a majority of Southern 
plantations. ^

As stated in a former communication 
in these columns, evidences are multi­
plying whiuli plainly show that live 
stock is surely coming b) the f«jre in 
the Gulf states. Within the present de­
cade great progress is manifest in this 
clirectlun; and latterly the dairy indus­
try has made rapid strides in Tennes­
see, Mississippi and Louisiana.

As ah old Shorthorn breed­
er, I hope I shall be acquitted of any 
intention of “going back” on my old 
favorites if I venture to say that the 
Shorthorn bull has not been a complete 
success in the wild and cold regions of 
the great Northwest—that is to say, 
that he is too soft and cannot stand the 
climate. Of the Polled-Angus I may 
say the same, although they are hardi-, 
er than the Shorthorn. Latterly Here- 
fords have been very much in vogue. 
I assisted at the landing of eighty-six 
young bulls, last time in Quebec, whose 
destination was the Bow river district 
and the Eastern slopes of the Rocky 
mountains. How they stood the win­
ters I never heard. I should imagine 
Polled-Angus would live where a Here­
ford would die. The only other breed 
which could suit these cold ranges is 
the West Highland, and it is of them 1 
wish to speak. Of course everyone 
knows that they are later in coming to 
maturity than other breeds; but against 
that you hav^  one great advantage, 
viz , that they are the most regular 
breeders of any tribe of cattle that I 
have ever had anything to do with or 
beard of, and 1 attribute that to the 
fact of their being less pampered than 
any other cattle.

W îth us in the Western Isles of Scot­
land, where the breed originally came 
from, the cattle are out summer and 
winter, and all calve out on the hill. I 
can safely say that in my fold, where I 
have had as many as 150 cows and their 
followers (which means their sucking 
calves, and their calves of the year 
previous, called with us “ stirks” ), my 
average yearly loss has not been 3 per 
cent., which in a large fold of .some 
four or five hundred head of cattle is 
very small. January, February and 
March  ̂are pretty hard months for 
them, as they get no food beyond w’hat 
they pick up on the hills where they 
are’wintered. I haVe often seen them 
scraping away the snow to get at the 
grass; but, notwithstanding their being 
out all winter, they produce in April 
and May as strong and lusty looking 
calves as a man could wish to see, with 
lots of bone and tremendous thick 
coats. That, to ray mind, is the com­
ing breed for the great Northwestern 
ranges. ;

I  remember riding Elk mountain 
ranch'lcoai Medicine Bow, on the Un-

month was April, and on our way up 
to the corral we passed two hundred 
and forty dead bodies of cattle, ail 'l ex- 
ans crossed with Shorthorns. They 
had all perished from the cold, and 
why? The cross was too delicate for 
such a high range. The Texan cattle, 
of which there are thousands and thou« 
sands on all these ranges, are very 
much wanting in hair; in fact, they 
are the ugliest brutes 1 ever saw. But 
give them the cross of a Highland bull, 
and he would tran.smit to his offspring 
the great and advantageous peculiarity 
of his race, w'hich is hair. I do not be­
lieve there is a range in the United 
States or Canada where Highland cat­
tle would not live all winter, and where 
the death rate among other breeds is 
enormous, and this owinjr entirely to 
their wonderful coats of hair, six inch­
es long, which protect the whole of 
their bodies down to the knee. 1 do 
not pretend to say that the first cross 
would do it, but after a time the High­
land blood would I predominate, and 
would give to the product not only hair 
and constitution, but also regularity in 
breeding.

We never put a Highland heifer to 
the bull until she is three years old, 
but what we lose in time we gain in 
constitution and regularity of breeding; 
that, of course, means more calves, 
which, after all, is the aim and object 
of the breeder. I am certain that, as jv. 
rule, we put our Shorthorn heifers to 
the bull too young. In the palmy days 
of sensational prices many a man, to 
obtain the golden eggs, irretrievaWy 
ruined the goose that was to lay them

The Highlanders are not great milk­
ers, like some other breeds, but what 
milk they do give is immensely rich, 
and they rear splend^id calves. Like 
other cattle that are bred wild, they 
will invariably “ let down” twice the 
quantity of milk to their calves that 
they will to the dairymaid.

Another point in their favor is color. 
Thousands of breeding heifers change 
hands every year on the range«, and 
several breeders complained of the 

‘ piebald colors of some of the heifers 
sired by Polled-Angus bulls. They go 
for the color a great deal.

The Highlander, when used for 
crossing, almost invariaoly transmits 
his own color to his offspring, and on 
a range where the Texan cow would be 
loo.«ely bred, and without any preten-

To make muslin water-proof for cov­
ering a load of hay, procure boiling lin- 
saed oil, and after completing the ^ e e t, 
(let the seams and hems be strongly 
sewed), saturate it and let it dry on the 
grass or a line, turning it frequently. 
When fully dry, paint it on the outer 
side with the same oil containing 
enough ochre or lampblack to deaden 
the light <̂ oior of the muslin but not 
suibcient to make a body, as this would 
allow it to 'crack when dry. A sheet of 
this kind, if properly taken care of 
when not used, will last for years. Also 
see that holes are not punched in it. It 
is best not to use the heaviest muslin 
procurable, but the medium, as it does 
not crack so much when dry. ,:ltis bet­
ter to roll than to fold such a sheet. If 
it , needs , patching, “ fell down” the 
p a t^  as on a garment and paint the 
patch, especially the edges, saturate it 
thoroughly. SVater-proof garments, 
lap-coverings, etc., made in this way 
are very cheap and useful. In making 
a coat, be sure the pockets are all on 
the inside, as they will fill with water^ 
like a cup or expose their contenes, 
even^when protected by laps. Few ar­
ticles of clothing are warmer when 
driving against the wind.

sions to gentle birth, the prepotency in 
the breeding would lie with the High­
land bull, whose old blood would assert 
itself, and transmit all the advantages 
of oolor, hair, and constitution to its 
progeny.

1 could quote|from my private herd 
book several cases of cows who, after 
having had their first calf at four years 
old, continued every year to have a liv­
ing calf, and sometimes twins, for 
eleven, twelve, thirteen, and sometimes 
up to fourteen years, and all the calves
born on tlfe hill.*

Another excellent trait in their char­
acter is their extraordinary docility. 
\Vhoever saw a Highland bull with a 
ring through his nose? Wild as they 
are by habit of being always out on the 
hill, yet I never saw the bull yet on the 
hill that would not let you go up and 
handle him. The cows and heifers are 
equally gentle and tame.

And now we come to an all-import­
ant point, and that is their beef. Any 
one who has ever tasted Highland beef 
will acknowledge that it is equal to any 
Aberdeen or Polled beef for richness, 
sweetness, and closeness in the grain, 
and that also should recommend them 
to breeders of native American cattle, 
whose beef is not of the best descrip­
tion, being very coarse in the fiber.

Having thus endeavored to show 
that the Highlanders are possessed of 

j the following qualities—viz., fecundi- 
j ty, fertility, extreme hardiness, rich- 
I ness of milk, docility of carácter, and, 

last and not least, rich and succulent 
; beef producers—1 will close this letter, 

hoping before long to bear that some 
of this beaútiíul breed have crossed the

Ben Masterson believes that Johnson 
grass is great as a forage plant. He 
sowed an acre and a half last spring on 
the sod, and has cut six tons from the 
patch. The land is sub-irrigated, bot­
tom laud, but the ground had little pre­
paration for the seed ; and Mr. Master 
son says he has never seen anything 
growing and spreading like that grass. 
He also says that the cattle and hoVses 
around his place don’t have to be learn­
ed to eat it at all, and contrary to the 
generally accepte<i belief, seem eager 
to graze on it, and that thirty or forty 
acres will be planted next season. A 
small corner of the patch wai left to 
see what it would do, and it gi*ew to be 
eight feet high. The old-time boys are 
all alive to the feed racket, and are go­
ing at the stock business right— and it
is very good.
