Calgary (Alberta) Live Stock Jour­
nal For the next year or two Alberta 
will have a large number of steers to 
put on the market, but for a year or so 
after that the supply will be limited, 
owing to the shortage of this year’s 
calf crop. It has been said that the 
Montreal market is not large enough 
to take all our beef, but why not give 
it a chance before condemning it? it 
has proved sufficient this year and'no 
doubt as our production increases so 
will its capacity when our cattle be­
come better known. The price obtain­
ed this season in Montreal was two 
cents per pound more than Chicago 
prices at the simo date. One thing is 
certain and that is, if the range cattle 
business can stand such Ipsses as we 
had last winter, without a single fail­
ure, there must*be some stamina in it

Silver City (N. M.) Enterprise:— 
According to the veterinary surgeon at 
Fort Bayard, there several horses aL 
fected with glanders running at large 
in this county. Glanders is a dread 
disease and regarded as incurable. It 
is fatal alike to man and beast. There 
are hundreds of well authenticated ca­
ses where people have bfcn poisoned 
to death by allowing the exudation of 
glandered horses’ nostrils to touch a 
bruised or skinned place on a hand. 
In nearly all cities and states there is a 
stringent law requiring owners of 
glandered animals to kill and bury 
them, and making it the duty of health 

. officers to enforce the law and exact a 
penaj^ for disobedience. The disease 
IS contagious among animals and there 
should be some authority to at once 
remove this public danger. Corres­
pondence between the veterinary sur­
geon and the territorial cattle sanitary 
board published on the first page to­
day shows that there is no specified 
authority. However, the board or the 
board of county comipissioners might 
assume authority in such an emergency, 
and hare the animals disposed of on 
the ground that they are a public nui­
sance. Such horses cannot be consid­
ered as having value, and though their

Individually we may kick and squirnr 
about the sheep business and the tariff 
on wool, and many of us will be brok­
en up or broken down when the tariff 

* on wool goes. The loss of the tariff 
will cost the United States fully one- 
third of the sheep in the country, and 
there will be many years passed before 
the numbers are restored.

But a subject has always presented 
itself whenever the sheep question 
arises and is presented to us here as 
the Chicago market is reviewed. That 
market receiy^ 2,382,008 head of cat­
tle in 1887, and only 1,360,862 sheep 
Here the cattle averaged about 1000 
pounds, and sheep averaged about 90 
pounds. The difference is so great 
that compared with the amount of 
beef, sheep consumption is absolutely 
trifling. ^

Mutton is increasing in consumption, 
and it is reported that sheep when fat 
way up to the choicest beef.

We will have to improve our muttons 
if we desire prosperity in thsL^exas 
sheep business. We shall haVe to 
graze our sheep in summer and feed 
tlie^aiittons for market. It has to be 
ddne. Grass muttons bring some 
money, but nothing like the money 
ibat good well fed mirttohs bfing- in 
the winter months. Here are sales of

The sheep in double-decks should 

go to Chicago, St. Louis and Kansas 
City at the same rate as cattle. There 
is a way to get it if sheepmen and 
sheep shippers will agree upon a Hue 
of action. The sheep industry to be 
prosperous will have to depend mostly 
on muttons, and to be successful mut­
tons must go forward at a proper rate. 
Will sheepmen write to the editor of 
the J o u r n a l  about this?

The politicians are figuring upon the 
protective tariff as regards wool, ap­
plying it to the business of the last five 
years. This -is all bosh. There has 
been'just enough protection to injure 
the business and not enough to do 
good. Restore the tariff as it was in 
1882 on wool, and put up the bars high 
enough on goods. ' Then will the 
United States soon raise 100,000,000 
sheep and not a cent of the money 
need go outside of Uncle Sam’s domin­
ions. — -

Journal of Agriculture:—We see 
some account ot a Kentucky farmer 
who invested $5000 in cattle'and $300 
in sheep, and actually made more net 
profit from the sheep than from the 
cattle. This suggests the wisdom of 
the stockmen of the country making a 
few experiments oh this subject. And 
not between sheep and cattle only, but 
sheep and hogs. Probably if sheep 
were treated as well and had as much 
attention paid them as cattle and hogs 
they would always pay betttr. The 
field is a good one for study and ex­
periment.

Journal of Agriculture:—When 1. 
C. Libby was 18 years old he lived on 
his father’s farm near Troy, Me., and 
was sick and lame. One day a sheep 
buyer bo^hi lambs of his father at $3 
apiece. The boy thought if the buyer 
could maae money at that he could do 
better, for he could buy lambs for 
$2.50. So he borrowed $100 of his 
father and limped off on foot, buying 
lambs. In five mouths he cleared $500 
and laid the foundations of the big 
cattle business that has given him the 
title of the “ Maine Cattle King.* His 
four sons are learning the same busi­
ness, but they have a better start than 
their father had. The other day ho 
handed—lus—yovmgest gou, aged—14̂  
$1000 and sent him to buy stock. ^

“ In doing this, however, I think that 
congress ought not to place an article 
upon the free list which is the basis for 
manufactures unless there is a corres­
ponding reduction of the revenue from 
the goods manufactured from such 
article, or ‘raw material,’ as it is call­
ed. The placing of wool, for instance, 
upon the free list without a corres­
ponding reduction of the taxes upon 
woolen good.s would simjily'amount to 
a transfer of whatever advantage the 
wool growers derive, if an3% from the 
tariff on wool, to the manufacturers of 
wooJl m goods, without altering the 
condition of the consumers of such 
oods.”  This is said by Congressman 
Jrain. What he means by correspond­

ing reduction, wool growers would 
like to know. The only correspond­
ing reduction we understand is abolish 
one duty, abolish all.

Boston A d vertiserT h e- general 
tone of the wool market during the 
past week has been one of quietness, 
although owing to the fact that several 
large lines were cleared out the volume 
of business foots ap heavier than last 
week. The sales a year ago were quite 
heavy, being 2,934, 300 pounds ol do­
mestic, and 82,000 pounds of foreign, 
or an increa.se of about 250,000 pounds 
over last week’s business. The gener­
al condition of 'the wool market is 
about the same as a week ago, so far 
as prices Average, but there se^nis to 
be a better feeling in the trade. Thjs 
is not particularly noticeable from any 
better pricei, nor from a larger de«

maud by manniacturers, but from the 
fact that the low prioea at which some 
loU have been offered has attracted 
the attention of dealers to some extent. 
This has been manifested by the large 
operations in Michigan wools, a con­
siderable portion of which has been 
bought in by other houses, as they 
seemed to consider the wool good prop­
erty at 28o for X fleece. Of the large 
business done in these fleeces the mill, 
have taken a liberal amount, however, 
although as a rule manufacturers are 
not disposed as yet to stock up very far 
ahead. The woolen goods business is 
still somewhat unsettled, and no range 
of pHcos has as yet been fixed upon, 
but it would appear that there is no 
probability that the higher grades will 
suffer ranch reduction from a year ago, 
although low grades may go a little 
easier. The fact that the tariff will be 
brought up for consideration by con­
gress has a tendency to make manu­
facturers more conservative, and they 
are less inclined to buy much wool 
ahead on this account.

at this season of the year. Last week, 
however, there was some change in 
this particular. The blizzard which 
swept over the country divided its at­
tention between the Northwest and 
Southwest, and gave ranchmen a keen 
reminder of experiences which they do 
not care to recall. It is too early to 
know in detail the results of the storm, 
but rumor has it that herds here and 
there suffered moderate losses. Cattle 
in Texas seem to have suffered the 
most, although the mortality reported 
is not great.*’ No, it is not great—not 
half as great as the lack of information 
in the East about the live stock condi­
tions in Texas. The hides that could 
be gathered from Texas cattle that 
have fallen victims to the so-called 
^'blizzard** would hardly cover the feet 
of the editor who wrote that article 
on Texas blizzards.

O u r  R a i lru u d  C o n u e c t ia u s .

A tabulated official statements show­
ing Chicago receipts of live stock by 
oars and roads gives 212,288 cars as 
;he total against 208,4B1 cars received
in 1886. The increase amounted" to\
3827 cars. Some roads decreased, but 
roads handling Texas stock all gained. 
The C., B. A Q. increased 288 cars, 
Illinois Central 903 cars, Wabash 1854 
cars, and the Chicago A Alton, the 
shortest line in the bussiness, increas­
ed 8599 oars, ar only 228 cars less than 
the entire increasj  ̂of the whole Chica­
go railroad system.

• T be  Chicago Breeders* Gazette is 
enlarged and improved. It is a mag­
nificent paper and has a long list of ex­
perienced contributors. Ih e  Breed­
ers* Gazette ought to be on every farm 
and in the hands of every* stockman.

The Texas cattle run will ultimately 
last all the year round, and when it 
does values will be better equalized 
during the year and the opportunity of 
the South will come in from January 
to April ; this being the lime when 
prices are fairly high and a time when 
Southern cattle can be fattened at 
almost trifling cost, the finishing pro­
cess being more rapid than in the feed­
ing districts of Northern Texas, where 
oct:asional storms retard it.

Right now Texas oattle from the 
Southern districts, if passably fat, will 
bring more money than ever cattle 
brought after spring grass came, if two 
years in the history of the trade is ex­
cepted. Since a fattening process de­
pending only in small part on corn, is 
obtained, there is absolutely no cause 
why every dollar received by Texas 
should not be brought direct from the 
beef markets. As regards consump­
tion one thing may be said to mÀke 
men feel easy in their business, and it 
is that Chicago received and purchased 
exactly one million more beeves in 
1887 than in the year 1880. Suppose 
consumption inefea'ses in the same 
ratio during ttie ^ill^t seven years. 
The business. iif* Certainly safe if men 
will produ 3e good beef.

A blockade of Texas cattle -now 
passed into history—was a Ttxas mat­
ter at the time, but later, as the cattle 
passed into the hands of other men, 
the Texas interest was left behind 
That blockade cost the purchasers 
about 90 percent, of thji.-cattle, anc 
fixed \he fact that a late delivery of 
range cattle breaks the buyer.

C o E ira c t  ta  R e l l r e r  a t  H o m e .
It is now generally understood that 

the Range Association meeting will be 
leld at Denver on March 15th, and the 
Journal is informed that if Texas has 

through railroad line to Denver by 
that time a very strong Texas‘ delega­
tion will be present.

In vieyr of the fact so thoroughly 
well known to Texas ^rovers that the 
upper country does not furnish’"¿’good 
market for Texas cattle after such are 
driven, the oft repeated assertion that 
**not a hoof shall go on open market’ * 
ought to be put to practice and the pro­
gramme should be well known in the 
Northwn range country in advance of 
any movement.

The indications to-day as regaras 
ranch trading are not so favorable as to 
induce men to take risks of coming in 
contact with sanitary regulations, and 
it is important that range men of the 
Northern country should know that if 
they want cattle they must see to hand­
ling of cattle beyond the Texas lines. 
If this is thoroughly understood some 
arrangement may be made at Denver 
to facilitate the transportation of stock 
so that the cattle purchased may be put 
upon the maturing ranges without be 
ing larded around until they are dog 
poor and dead sure to die during the 
following winter.

A n  A l l - T l i « - ¥ e a r  R u n .

At this time the run of Texas cattle 
to Chicago is very small. The Pan­
handle has BO fat oattle and the Pa­
cific tenitory has let up until grass 
comes again. The feeders in North 
and Central Texas are awaiting the 
time when the cattle are fat and the 
markets are high. Eastern and South­
eastern Texas are supplying New Or­
leans and local Texas markets, and the 
South is only shipping » few cows.

A  R e m a r k a b le  F lo c k  ofJSlieep.
Mr. L. J. Jenkins, Dresden, Germa­

ny, in treating upon the merits of the 
Saxon Merino sheep, writes in the' 
American Agriculturist for Decem.ber: 

“ Perhaps the mostxemiyrkable flock 
of Merino sheep in the world is to be 
found at Leutewitz, near Meissen, Ger­
many. Hero hare, been bred for four 
generations ^m en  the descendants of 
tne famous^importations of Spanish 
Merinos of Saxony in 1765 and 1778. 
Like all other true Merinos, these were 
in the beginning small and hardy ani­
mals, yielding a small quantity of very 
fine wool, but having no great value as 
mutton. Now they averagjB in weight: 
rams 220 to 265 pounds, and ewes 145 
to 175 pounds; and the unwashed wool 
—from rams, 17 to 33 pounds, and 
from ewes, 13 to 15 pounds. In the 
mutton, the fat is well mingled with 
the muscle and not accnmulated in 
inedible masses, and its quality is now 
regarded as approaching the South- 
down. The unsurpassed fineness of 
the Saxon fleece is recognized every­
where.

“ These results have been accomplish­
ed through a firm purpose, persistent­
ly carried forward during a period of 
eighty years. Although soil and cli­
mate have favored the development of 
these sheep,' the chief success in due to 
the intelligence and persistence with 
which th 3 original plan has been fol­
lowed. Neither the present proprie­
tors, nor the generations before them, 
have ever allowed any other interest to 
interfere with the purpose which from 
the beginning they  ̂had set before 
themsefves, v iz .: to breed the perfect 
sheep and to obtain in every animal 
the largest possible quantity of wool 
upon a frame easily fattened.”

Live Stock Journal, Cheyenne, Dak: 

—Parties just now from Crook county, 
report the cattle on the ranges in fine 
fix and as fat as they were two months 
ago, before the winter season came on. 
Nothing short of the severest weather 
on record can now produce serious 
losses this winter.

In c r e a s in g  R a in f a l l  on  tUe P la in s .
Proofs of growing raiufall in the far 

West are thickening. A valuable testi­
mony in this direction comes from Ge
Morrow, United States Afm^, in . 
mand at Fort Sidney. In an ' adu 
delivered in Cheyenne county, on 
western frontier of Nebraska, he gives 
a leaf from his own experience. Twen­
ty years before he led soldiers through 
that identical region, when there was 
no settlement for .500 miles -east of 
Julesburg. Then he had observed that 
men slept in the open air from May to 
November without having their blank­
ets dampened; butjn August, 1887, he 
has seen on the same ground dews as 
heavy as ever at the same season in'* 
Michigan or Arkansas. During the 
first three-fourths of the-present year 
he reports the radufali at his post to 
have been fourteen inches, while the 
annual fall in fertile Malta does not ex­
ceed fourteen, and that about Spanish 
Madrid is only nine. The annual 
amount of rain registered at Camp 
Douglas in its first year, 1861, was 
eleven inches, but in 1874, the last of 
five years during which Gen. Morrow 
held command at that post, the rain­
fall had more than doubled, the rainr 
gauge showing tweuty-seven inches. 
The speaker emphasized these factŝ  ̂
because in portions of the Cheyenne re­
gion the, last two seasons have been ex­
ceptionally dry. He also showed that 
within the last three months 83,000 
acres of Government land had been 
taken up in that country, largely by 
homesteaders. The fair exhibit also 
already showed every variety of farm - 
produce. These facts are the more 
noteworthy because Cheyenne county 
stretches four degrees west of the 
famous meridian of 105 degrees, which 
in Government pyiblications figure as 
a line which agnculture can notcrossr 
They r̂ re still more striking if we note 
how they refute the .doctrine laid 
down by the North American Review 
in 1858. At that date, when there was 
scarcely one Nebraska hamlet west of 
the Missouri, the North American de­
scribed our people as having “ already 
reaohed their western inland frontier,”  
and the westward stream of emigration 
as there *dammed up so that it must fork 
northward or southward.”  The Mis­
souri bluffs, accordingly, were de­
scribed as “ a shore at the termination 
of a vast ocean desert nearly one 
thousand miles in breadth, which it 
was proposed to traverse, if at all, with 
caravans of camels, and which inter­
posed a final barrier to the establish­
ment of large communities ,agrieultual, 
rnercantile, or even pastorial.”  ,Yet 
before the clo'se of 1880 Nebraska num­
bered half a million inhabitants.

The pleuro-pneumonia among the 
cattle is still prevalent in the upper 
part of Westchester county. Drs. R. 
A. McLane and J. M. Brepbell, inspec­
tors of the bureau of animal industry 
at Washington, have condemned over 
two hundred heed this week in the 
towns of Lewlsboro and Somers. All 
the healthy cattle in the infected dis­
tricts are to'be tagged with brass tags 
with numbers on a record kept of each 
number. No shipment or removal of 
any but tagged cattle will be allowed.

When a herd of cattle has one or 
more infected with the disease the 
whole herd is slaughtered as a precau­
tionary measure and the diseased cattle 
are buried on the spot. Tne govern­
ment pays for the cattle thus des royed 
a fair market value, so that the farm­
ers are not much losers by the stamp­
ing out of the disease in this summary 
manner.' >No healthy cuttle slaughter­
ed can be shipped to the market with­
out a certificate from the inspectors 
that they were in healthy condition 
when killed. It is expected that by 
strictly o b se rv in g  these measures the 
disease will be effectually stamped ont  ̂
in Westchester county.

What about Gueraswy cattle? What 
about tht'ir native home? Dt) you rec­
ommend them for the United States? 
Thus writes a correspondent. The 
Guernsey is a good breed, we reply, 
and can be recommended on general 
principles. Whether or not they would 
suit any particular individual would 
depend upon his purpose in keeping 
cattle and upon his tastes. A Guern­
sey farmer, writing of his breed, says 
that no admixture of the Guernsey and 
Jersey breeds is permitted. For 
almost time immemorial the Guerns« y 
cattle have been most jealously gut.rd- 
edk; stringent laws have been passed 
prohibiting the importation of any 
foreign cattle for bieeding purposes, 
and, notw thstaudiug „the various at­
tempts made to repeal them, the Roval 
cour : of the island has alwavs con firm­
ed and strengthened its former pr<»hi- 
bitions. Thus, under no circumstan­
ces whatever can there be any admixt­
ure of foreign blood, and the farmers 
can consequently boast of a breed ot 
cattle eminently pure and distinct, 
b‘'autiful in appearance, and siirpas-e»l 
by no other in its disttniru’shing char- 
a tenstics. As regards its original 
habit, opinions differ very widely; we 
may, however, reasonable infer that tt 
had its origin in some part of the 
French continent It is a mattei of 
history that th« isdands of Jersey and 
Guernsey as far back as the sixth 
century, were united to the mainland 
by a single plank. This breed of cat­
tle has long been famed for its cream 
and butter-producing qualities, and it 
is also eminently adapt» d for the sham­
bles when, from age or other causes, 
these valuable properties fail to be 
profitable. They are exquisitely deli­
cate in form, in color varying’frpm 
light red to lemon and orange f ’»wn, 
occasion aUy blac^ almost â  having a 
considerable admixture of white. In 
individual cases it is black, encircled 
with light colored hair.

The most approved points of a 
Guernsey may be considered to be as 
follows: Head small but long; eye
bright, lively, but placid; horns sjuall 
and well turned - upward, being fine, 
yellow and waxy at the bases; ears 
small and thin, with fine thin hair and 
a deep golden color inside; nostrils 
open; neck long and slender, tapering 
toward the head; shoulders thin; fore­
quarters light; limbs delibate; back 
straight and broad behind; tail fine 
and thin, set on at right angles with 
the back; hide thin and mellow to 
touch'; carcass deep and well down; 
hindquarters full and large; udder ca-

fiacious, broad and square, well in 
ine with belly and stretching well for­

ward, not fleshy, silky with fine down 
ojj'̂  hair; milk vgjns very large and 
prominent; teats large and struttifig 
outward and well apart; the general 
figure compact, wedge-shaoeu; skin 
tinged with a deep orange-yellow 
throughout, esuecially marked inside 
the pastern p *iut. To these essential 
points tn ly be added those as shown 
by the Guenon theory and which when 
properly understood and applied are 
most valuaole as indicative of milk-

Directly upon this point« the law 
maker, with some degree of eiithu.-'i-
asm«Said :. “ Take Dallas county« for 
instance; her population is in the 
neighborhood of 100,000« not far from 
it, and a pair estimate would give her 
20,000 households, figuring five per­
sons to the family. And it is no exag­
geration to svy that there is a hawk or 
owl to every man,„woman and child in 
the county. Fair figuring will show 
that out '̂of the 20,000 families, 15,000 
raise poultry and that from each fami­
ly during^ 12 months these pests pur­
loin from the roosts and yards to the 
extent, upon an average, of $5 worth, 
an aggregate of, say, ^75,000. In ad­
dition to this, you may set it down that 
they will destroy from 30 to 60 birds of 
various kinds during t^e year, say 40 
birds apiece—about 4,000,000. These 
birds work on and destroy myriads ot 
insects^ that devour crops to ^he 
value of millions of dollars annually. 
There are numerous and well authen­
ticated cases where the insect pest has 
been completely routed from districts, 
that otherwise would have been doom­
ed, only for the birds. Millions of 

'dollars of dama^res are annually occa­
sioned by insects which, if subjected to 
the freedom of the birds from the 
hawks, would be saved. In the state 
of Virginia the sum of 25 cents is paid 
for every hawk or owl scalp, and nu­
merous other states have passed simi­
lar measures.”

see why the American farmer should 
not get rid of a crop that'is a drug in 
the world’s market.by converting it in­
to pork. With half the product turned, 
into pork he will get nearly as much 
for the rest. We do not see why the 
calf and the pig should not share in 
the vheat bin.

There may be a sentimental objec- 
tron to it, just as there is to burning 
lO-cent corn instead of 20-cent coal, 
somethingof a desecration, but it is no 
more a desecration of good wheat to 
feed it to a well hre 1 pig than it is to 
feed corn to a scrub. I'he pig has to 
be led on the cream of the farm any­
how.

T h e  Successful SULlae ¡ f e e d e r .
Mr. A. B. Greenfield, a noted swine 

breeder, who is now writing a series of 
articles on the subject for the St o c k  
Jo u r n a l , supplements a shipment ot 
swine to a Texas breeder with the fol­
lowing advice: “ When developing
your tavoriteg, feed them fine ground 
middlings,, bran, oats, etc.; change 
your feed often; it will pay you to at­
tend to your small herd yourself, un 
less you have a very trusty man to do 
it for you. The man who is afraid ot 
getting his clothes soiled, if he touches 
a hog, or feels too high-toned to spend 
some of his time with them, stay with 
them and if riHcessary sleep with them, 
w'll n'ver make a successful swine 
breeder. I  have spent a great many 
nights with my sows during’ farrow­
ing time; in fac , I never let a sow 
farrow without an attendant, and I 
have been well paid for all my trouble 
in saving the lives, of sows and pigs 
who needed assistance. In my next 
article, I will give full directions for 
the care of sows during farrow. I 
learned it in the ‘stilly night,’ frequent­
ly from ten o’clock till the next morn­
ing

"The rabbits are again becoming a 

plague in many portions of Idaho, rie- 
vada and Wyoming. These lUKe bun­
nies bid fair to do as much damage in 

-our country as they have in Australia, 
unless time!}" steps are takbn fpr their 
extermination. In Australia, in many 
plaôes, they have eaten up the whole 
of the country, even the sheep pastures 
being destroyed by them. It seems 
strange that national legislation should 
be reqtiired against such a small ani­
mal as the rabbit, but the English colo­
nists of Australia are glad enough to 
have the government aid them in de­
stroying the little pests. Everything 
green and every blade of grass is eaten 
by them to the earth, and, except the 
grasshopper, it would be impossible to 
conceive of anything more destructif e 
to vegetation than a rabbit. 'I'hey ap­
pear in v ^ t  armies, and, moving across 
a coun/ryTstrip it of all vegetable mat­
ter. Gardens are their special delight, 
and not a vegetable is left where they 
can once take hold.

When out in Idaho, a year or two 
ago, I had some experience with rab­
bits. d'hey appeared in large num­
bers along the Oregon Short Line, and 
at some towns xlestroyed all the gar­
dens. Near Boise they attacked the 
grain fields and even the pastures. 
The methods of destroying them were 
sometimes quite-.-HOvel. One 'gentle­
man* who had a grain field and gar­
den patcli, surrounded th'e field with a 
board on the fence next to the ground. 
Above the board he drew a wire very 
tightly and just close enough to the 
boards to let the rabbits’ heads go 
through. In W ing to get over the 
board, they got mst and hanged them- 
selres. IIis field was pretty well 
strung around every morning with 
dead rabbhs.

Another farmer put a brush fence 
around his field and here and there 
made a hole trough it. On the "bther 
side of the holes ho sank large boxes 
in the ground. Thé bunnies would 
run through the holes, fall into the 
boxes and be unable to get out. An­
other farmer put boxes nnder his 
fences with tilting lids. ’ The outside 
was firm enough, but no sooner would 
the rabbits attempt to run through 
than the treacherous lid would tip up 
and land him in thé box below. Then 
it would tip back into its place again 
and bo ready for another rabbit. In 
the morning the boys, armed with 
pitchforks, would go around the field, 
kill the rabbits and piteb them into a 
wagon. 'J'hey often got a wagon load 
in a morning. The rabbits were fed to 
the hogs.

Another method was the “ surround.”  
A large pit or hole was dug in the 
ground where the 'rabbits were thickest, 
and brush ))iled around the pit for some 
distalce out. Then the men and boys 
made a surround, beating the brush up 
and frightening the rabbits towards the 
pit. As they clos'ed in, the rabbits 
would take refuge in the brush around 
the hole or ])it. When all had closed 
in the brush was fired all around the 
outside, and the little creaturesji to es­
cape tile flames, would jump into the 
pit. Those that did not fall in the pit 
were roasted or killed by the men and 
boi'S who stood close together .around 
the outside, armed with ‘clubs and 
pitchforks. Lux Miller, the great 
cattle raisers, whose ranches were com­
pletel}' overnm with rabbits, o^ered a 
reward of five cents apiece for them
and the boys mane good ‘wages killin 

could kill from lilfy to one hundred,so he
them, A boy  ̂ in a day, with good lueI
made a good sum. Lux & Miller threw 
the de.ad rabbits into a big vat, where 
they were boiled skin and all, itnd then 
fed to "the hogs to fatten them. It is 
said they make good hog feed, and the 
hogs fatten very rapidly upon rabbit 
flesh.
- Pasteur, the great French specialist 

curer of imvtl-dog bite by inocula­

tion, says he can •kill off all the rabbits 
in the United States and Australia by 
inoculation, llis  plan is to inoculate 
live rabbits with chicken cholera and 
then let them go among other rabbits. 
The disease is very contagious and fa­
tal, and he contends they would soon 
give it to each other and all die off. It 
is certainly worth trying, for a greater 
pest than an excess of rabbits cannot 
be imagined.

The yearly increase in pork produc- 
ductions, with the still reasonable 
prices paid for it, goes to prove the 
raising and fattening of hogs to be a 
truly reliable business, suitable to be 
conducted in a large or small manner, 
in fives or tens on the small farm, or 
in hundreds on the ranch. The I'nit- 
«d  States census of , 1S80 pr9ves the 
raising of swine to be the leading in­
dustry of our country,nearly forty-eight 
millions being reported. The most 
noticeable feature was the srrea cr in- 
crease of hogs over other animals, the 
rate being hogs 90 per cent.; horses 
45; oxen 25; cows 39 and sheep only 
24 per cent, increase in the last decade. 
Ahdit is not surprising considering the 
importance and amount of capital in­
vested in the business, that there should 
be a growing interest in the breeding 
and raising of improved swine.

Of all the domestic animals, the pig 
can be made the most profitable, or ak 
least returning the q.uickest profits on 
the smallest amount of money invested; 
but while the above is true, the amount 
of those profits will largely depend up­
on the intelligence and skill with 
which he is handled. A warm, dry, 
clean bed, comfortable shelter, proper 
food and plenty of pure water are nec­
essary *to successful swine raising. 
Where common or grade sows arc qsed 
be sure and secure thoroughbred boars 
to mate with them. While we firmly 
believe it is money saved to get a few 
pure-bred sows and, by retaining the 
females 4 for breeders, soon produce a 
full herd of thoroughbred animals, 
still there are those wlio think for fat­
ting purposes, ''a common or grade 
sow is equally good, and to those we 
would say, use a pure-bred boar; never 
use one-half blood or even seven- 
eighths boar as a sire. You cannot 
afford to allow the animal wdio so 
greatly influences the progeny of so 
many of your sows to be anything but 
a thoroughbred. Any animal, unless 
purebred (all blood) is nothing but a 
scrub,* and scrub crossed ou scrub, 
(under the law that like begets like) 
will produce scrub, while if in his place 
a thoroughbred is used, the sew already 
being part blood and the male all, 
their progeny is vary sure to possess 
thoroughbred characteristic, as the lar­
gest amount of bloo<l will predomiilate, 
manifesting itself in build and general 
type of the offspring. In selecting 
sows, secure those possessing the fol­
lowing good qualities; large around 
heart girth (i. e. chest should be large 
and well rounded) ; loin broad; full 
flank;“back a trifle arched; neck large 
and strong, and in the boar, well arch­
ed, (as it denote® plenty of stamina) 
The general care of the boar, whether 
pigs are intended for pork or for breed­
ing, will be about the same. After 
five months old he should be separated 
ffom the others and put in a lot as far 
as possible from other hogs, (especi­
ally sows) where in the majority of 
cases he will grow up to be an orderly, 
quiet animal; but on the other hand, 
if separated only by a poor fence on the 
•ppositi side of which is running sev­
eral sows, nine chances out of ten he 
will acquire the habit of break! ig fen­
ces and 18 liable to become viciousi '

In our estimation, no place is better 
for a boar than part of an applE or­
chard, (say one-half to one acre) in 
which comfortable shelter should be 
provided. If the trees are young they 

be easily protected by boildiog

high. If it can possibly be avoided, 
never put a ring in hie nose; at least, 
not \vhile he is young and unmatured. 
Nothing so develops a pig as a regu­
lar exercise of rooting up the ground ; 
nearly every muscle in the body is 
called into uct’on. It is alftu very ad­
vantageous to the or.hcard, and whileT 
it may make your lot look bad it is the 
making of both orchard and pig. He 
should be fed with the view of causing 
the most rapid growth and his food 
should be governed by his condition 
and changed according to the changed 
of the season. Hogs, (like the 
highest type of the animal king­
dom) detest a sameness in their food 
and long for a variety, so in order to 
procure tne best results, a frequent 
change is necessary. Oats, corn, bar­
ley, etc., soaked from twelve to twenty 
hours, fed consecutively, is usually fol­
lowed with satisfactory results.

A young boar should not be put to 
service until he is eight months old, 
when he may be allowed to serve one 
sow a week; when one year, old he may 
serve a sow every other day, and at 
eighteen months* he can safely serve 
one sow a day, p;'oviding he has been 
properly cared for and fed up to that 
time.

A sow w'ill generally farrow her 
pigs 113 days from the day she was 
served, but for the sake of convenience, 
it is usually reckoned sixteen weeks 
(112 days). A. H. G r e e n f ie l d .

And yet everybody who takes any 
ni.tcrcst in the matter knows that our 
farmers have been improving their 
condition year by y’car, and that they 
are still improving. To say that they 
are growing poorer eyerv day, is t̂o 
say .that they are unintelligent louts- 
who refuse to take advantage of the 
favorable conditions by which they are 
surrounded.

H o w  to H a v e  Pu re  Lard .
Pure, sweet lard is a thing to be de­

sired by every housewife and yet the 
common article of merchandise that we 
buy at the average grocery stores that 
tills the bijl, even in a plausible degree, 
furnishes the exception, rather than 
the rule. It is diflicult to get it pure, 
that is, in the end to have nothing but 
the pure lard itself. Naturally, a sedi­
ment composed of minute particles of 
the flesh distributes itself through the 
body of the rendering, which always 
imparts more or less of a disagreeable 
flavor to the lard and the offensiveness 
of the same to the smell is measured 
by the offense to propriety and the 
laws of health in the discriminations 
made of the fatty substances used in 
obtaining the lard. A lady at Fulton, 
Mo., now visiting Dallas, established 
a reputation for marketing an article 
that was always exceptionally pure and 
much sought after and buyers were al­
ways ready. The lady, Mr^. M. K. 
Bush, was met by a S t o c k  J o u r n a l  
representative and asked the secret by 
which she was always enabled to pro- ■ 
diice an article pure and sweet and as 
white almost as snow. She said: 
“ There is little or no secret about it, 
further than this; During the slaught­
ering, dressing and trimming of the 
swine, I always attend, giving personal 
supervision in detail, and particularly 
the trimming from the parts wished for 
pork the fatty substances intended for 
sending. With this I am just as par­
ticular as I am with my butter, for in 
nothing would indifference to' cleanli­
ness prove more unsatisfactory. In­
deed, the flavor of the lard is governed 
entirely by the care and pains taken in 
this particular, and the color also, and 
whenever you detect an offensive odor 
either from the bread containing the 
lard, or the lard itself, just as certain 
are you a.ssured that careless and in­
different hands have done their work. 
Pure lard has no unpleasant odor; rath­
er the opposite. My rule is, befbre 
cooling a kettle, while it is yet boiling 
hot, to .put one gallon of lye to every 
thirty of lard, and stir it to the cooling 
point. This will destroy the most 
minute particle of suostauces foreign 
to the oil itself, consume all agencies 
tending to discoloring, or offensive to 
the smell, and leave, nothing but the 
pare, snow-white ai^cle with an en-

Mr. Juvenet having explained his 
method ol cultivation and shown his 
'J'exas jute plod nets thiongh his har 
vesting machine ti» GoVcri or Ross last 
fall, ihc governor, alter due considt ra­
tion ol the subject, expressed himself 
as follows:

*•1 »ur great Texas stale can grow 
anything, provided there is a near 
market lor it. Create a jute market in 
Texas, and jute culture is sure to be­
come a paying crop lor our Texas 
farmers.”

'1 he jute plant consists of a woody 
pulp and liber, of which paper, and 
cordage can be made. Hence to create 
a home market lor the . jule product, â  
paper mill and a cordage lactor\ 
would be necessary. A paper mill is 
badly needed in I exas, and will be 
built soon ; w hereas a si art lor a nativ» 
home jute maiket, according to the ex­
pression ol Cov. Ross, is at once cre­
ated by the erection ol coidiige Itic- 
tories. For such a factory V\ eailierioril 
ha« sicured the first site, and tin 
“ Weatherfi'rd Naliye Jute Rope Manu- 
facliiriiig company”  lias alreatly been 
formed and itharlertd, and invested 
with the ownership of lexas patent 
rights ol the liist jute decorticaior, 
îrliich has worked in the field this fall 

ill Kyle and Hays county, this state.
\\ eathertord intends to become 

headquarters of the jute industry in 
Texas, and the Wealheriord com­
pany will cheeriulty answer any inquiry 
about jute from all Texas farmers de­
siring more inlormation on jute- 
culture and its returns than is outlined 
in the following statement:

Jule is the textile plant most exten­
sively cultivated in India. It grows 
like hemp, and very rapidly, in straight 
level stalks. With pioper cullivaiion 
and good soil and favorable climate 
•and temperaUirc, jute stalks grow 
twelve feet high before seeding, when 
they are ready to cut. 1 he giow th ol 
jute is very rapid after the plant has 
attained a height ol about lour feet, 
being then as much ss a loyt a week.

In the a b o v e  conditHin, the jute 
grown in poor land, with such poor 
preparation of the ground, no subse- 
qin lit cutivation of the growing crop, 
and ihtr liber injured by a fitteea days’ 
stay ill water, is deficient m both length 
and strength,-"and but impertectly- 
« lean S ' d, it is not at all strange that 
India jfite hclU at very low prices iu 
the London and New York markets— 
price that would not pay for its produc­

tion by America It fanm-rs
iJut Texas can far «urpa-»sthe quality 

of India jute, and consequently higher 
priced goods than bagging can be 
manufaciur* d IrfTra the 'Texas jute. 
Texas, for instance, has better soil than 
India. Its .sandV loam and loose black 
kind, wo 11 prepared, is cspecia ly well 
adapted for the culture of j itc. In 
Texas jute is sown in Aoril, in drills 
llirec 1*1 t iipart, leaving room between 
the rows lor the cultivator—two or 
three runs of same—which will keep 
the ground clean and loose to faciliati 
as much as possiide the first two 
months’ growth. With one or two 
days’ rainin May, June oi July, the 
stalks will be twelv«! leet high' lu Au- 
gu.st, when it is time to harvest or de- 
«orticale. The farmer here needs not to 
mini« rse fins stalks in water, nor to 
pull tncin up by the roots. Jute har­
vesting in 'I exas is done by' simply cut 
ling tlie stalks with a cane knite, leav­
ing the roots to rot iu the ground and 
to leriilize tile land. 'The leaves, also, 
which will drop Irom the stalks after 
lying on the grtuind two or three days, 
make an excadlciit feiiilizer. '1 he 
Stalks are then taken to the decortica- 
tor, or jute harvesting machine, and 
passed through it. The machine re- 
iluees tlm stalks to wood pulp and 
gn en bark, 'The wo«ul pulp, until we 
liave a paper mill has as yet no value, 
l«ut the green bark, dried and baled, 
will be bought by the Weatherloid 
c«»inpany lor the manulaclure of fiber 
.«ml I opt to supply ihe great demand 
i«»r the I'fxas coidage Consumption.

Native jute rope is better than the 
actual inaiiila hemp rope. About ten 
pounds of jule see«! is rt qiiired to sow 
all acre, w nidi will y leltl ironi twenty 
t«» twenty-live t«nis of green stalks.

initial and terminal points, the length, 
direction, and character of haui,*th» 
product, and its value, and every othei 
condition, and cireumstance are sub 
stanti..Ily the same.

The tariff rates from Missouri River 
points to ;Chicago on provisions and 
other kinds of freight are the same, or 
substantially the same, as the tarifl 
rates from Chicago to Xew York, ex­
cept in t.he case of dressed beef, sheep, 
and hogs, in wnich case the rate from 
Chicago to New York is more than 
100 per cent, greater than the rate from 
Missouri River points to Chicago.

'The dressed beef men demand a re­
duction in dressed beef rates of 25 
c* rits per 100 pounds.

J. B. Hammond of Douglass Island, 
Alaska, arrived in St. î iOiiis yesterday 
and is a guest at the Southern. i\lr. 
Hammond has just returned from his 

trip to Uncle i^m ’s frozen |>o8- 
' sessions, and gives some interesLing 

and valuable information with relation 
to that country, its prospects and tle- 
yelbpment. Mr. Hammond left Doug­
lass Island Xovemoer 20, and came 
through by way of San Francisco- He 
is a mining engirfeer, and states that 
the mining inteiest in Alaska, and no­
tably on Douglass Island, is in a high­
ly prosperous condition. Gold yields 
the best returns, and there is little ef­
fort made to secure silver and copper, 
of which there are very fair ̂ deposits.

“ The mining -interest now leads 
Alaska industries,*' said Jkir. Ham­
mond. “ Next come the lisheries, and 
then furs. Douglass Island is really: 
the great mining district at present, 
containing the only mines in the terri­
tory worked by machinery. There arc 

- exceedingly large veins of- p.iy ore— 
the largest in the surface mines of the 
world, in fact —and there is great 
promise in them for the future. Tnere 
is a misapprehension in many quarters 
as to "the climate of Alaska. Ad<̂ iig 
the seacoast it is mild, j^ y ra r e ly  
cold, and I have never si^li the ther­
mometer register more than 10 ® be­
low zero, in Ah3>=interior it is verv 
cold.”

“ HoW about the natives?”
^ ‘ VVe have worked from 50 to 150 of 

them in the mines, and have Joiiiid 
them excellent laborers in surface 
raining, while they are no good when 
placed in the bowels of the earth. 
They are sturdy and withstand any 
sort of hardship, as is evidenced by 
their journeys from the coast to the in­
terior with food, many of them will­
ingly carrying 150 pounds apiece. A  
great deal of this sort of work de­
volves upon them, as there are no [>jick 
horses in the territory, and there are 
not three- miles of wagon road in 
Alaska.” '

“ Is the territory lining up rapidly?” 
“ No,. I  presume there are not more 

than 2,500 whites in the territory, and 
30,000 native Indians.”

“ Whab is the present population of 
Sitka?”

“ Much less than is generally pre­
sumed by the muss of,}>oople. It is 
between 600 and SOO.”"

“ How about the fisheries?’’
“ 1 miglft tell you some truths about 

the salmon tisheries which would seem 
incredible.^ There are a great many 
salmon canneries in the territory, and 
they are prosperous because they have 
80 little trouble in securiiig the lish. 
In the small streams they are found in 
vast numbers, some w-eighing between 
forty and fifty pounds, and are cap­
tured without eifort, either with spe.ir, 
hook or bet. Whaling has been more 
Buccesssful the present seasen than 
ever before.”

“ Is the territory improving rapidly?”
' “ Yes, It is destined to become a 
great raining center, and everything is 
in its favor. pWr instance, during 
the present year I have shipped over 
330*000 pounds of mining machinery 
from New York to Alaska, at the rate 
of $1.40 per 100 pounds.

“ How were your shipments made?” 
“ By the Canadian Facific to Victo­

ria, B. C, and from there by Pacific 
coast steamer to Douglas Island ”
