Nvé\v Mexico Quarantine.

Following are the regulations adopt--
ed by the New Mexico cattle commis-
sion to keep Texas cattle Qut of that
territory: ,

From the first day of March to the
first day of November of each year, all
cattle before being imported into New
Mexico, which by any route, either di-
rect or circuitous, could have been driv-
en or transported from any part of the
state of Texas, south and east of a line
commencing at the northwest corner
of the county of Wichita; thence run-
ning due south along the western line
of Wichita and Archer counties to the
northeastern corner of Throckmorton
county ; thence due west to the north-
west corner of said county; thence due
south to the southwest corner of
Throckmorton county; thence due
west to the northwest corner of Shack-
leford county ; thence due south to the
southwest corner of said county ; thence
due west to the northwest corner of
Taylor county ; thence along the north
line of Nolan and Mitchell eounties to
the northwest corner of said Mitehell
county ; thence due south to the south-
west corner of said Mitchell county ;
thence due west along the South line of
the counties of Howard, Martin and
Andrews to a point where the south-
east corner of the territory of New
Mexico and the southwest corner of
Andrews county, in the state of “Texas,
meet ; thence due west along the south
boundary line of the territory of New
Mexico to a point where the monu-
ments marking the boundaries be-
tween the state of Texas, the state of
Chihuahua, in the Republic of Mexico,

and the territory of New Mexico, and

erected by the United States boundary
commission, stand and are in place at
the date of the enactment of this law,
and more particularly the counties of
El Paso, Presidio, Pecos, Tom Green,
Crockett, Mitchell, Shackleford,
Throckmorton, Archer and Wichita,
in the state of Texas, and all the coun-
ties east and south of the counties
herein before mentioned, and situated
in the aforesaid state of Texas, must
be inspected and an investigation made
by our inspector or other authorized
person for the purpose of determining
whether any of such eattle have or
have not come from any place or dis-
trict in the state of Texas south or east
of said line. ; '

In conducting such invest’gation the
inspector will bear in mind that the

'object of inspection as to the cattle

disease known as Texas fever, is not to
determine whether the cattle are in-
fected with that disease, which cannot
be determined by an inspection, but to
determine whether the cattle, or any of

the proscribed territory of Texas, and
for the purpose of determining wheth-
er the cattle destined for importation
into New Mexico are or are not from
any place, district or locality quaran-
ed against. All cattle which by any
route, direct or circuitous, could have
come from any such place, district or
locality, are subject to inspection.

If, upon investigation, it shall be
ascertained that the cattle so inspected
have not come from the aforesaid pro-
scribed territory of Texas, or any part
thereof, the inspector before whom the
investigation is had will give the per-
son in charge of the cattle a permitin
writing or print, or partly in writin
and partly in print, and issued by the
inspector, to pass sach cattle into the
territory to their destination therein, or
to pass the same through the territor)
when their destination shall be beyonrg,
the limits of the territory; otherwise
the inspector will refuse such permit,
unless the cattle are to be transported
entirely through the territory of New
Mexico by rail, under the conditions
and restrictions prescribed by the quar-
antine law ; in such case no inspection
or permit will be required. :

Cattle to be inspected as above re-
quired must he stopped before enter-

sonable distance of either or any of the
following points of entry for the pur-
pose of convenient inspection, and un-
til otherwise provided, and notice pub-
lished, no permits will be granted to
pass cattle into or through the territo-
ry, except at or near such points, viz:

Any part of the line between New
Mexico and the state of Texas in the
vicinity of El Paso in that state, which
iig designated as inspection district

0. 2.

The point at or near which the Pecos
river crosses the line between New
Mexico and the state of Texas; desig-
nated as inspection district No. 3.

The point at or near which the Fort
Sumner and Texas road crosses the
line between New Mexico and the state
of Texas; designated. as inspection
district No. 4.

The point at or near which ghe Cana-
dian river crosses the line between New
Mexico and the state of Texas; desig-
nated as inspeetion district No. 5.

Provided, however, if the owner of
the cattle to be inspected shall so elect
and inform the proper inspector, an
inspection may be made and a permil
in like manner may be granted to pass
cattle into the territory at any other
point designated by the importer, upon
his paying the necessary expenses of
inspection and the investigation, and
by advancing to the inspector before
the commencement of the investigation

Two weeks later
the Missouri wools, and those of Indi-
ana and Southern Illinois will be in
market. The question is, what would
be a fair price for these early shorn
wools? Under present market valua-
tions, they should be bought for four
cents per pound less than last year, but
robable that growers will
be ready sellers at any such reduction.

In Kentucky prices will open at 22@
25 cents, and in Indiana and Missouri
at 20@22 cents for bright medium
wools—burry and unmerchantable sub-
ject to a discount of not far from one-
fourth.  There are no speculative
chances for any. buyer, except he is a
manufacturer, buying for immediate
use, to realizé any profits this season
on the opening prices we have named.
Nevertheless, we think we have named

uite nearly the opening prices in
these states, and the indications are
that a fresh batch of speculative buy-

and thereafter put the entire clips of
these states at speculative prices, which
may result in a repetition to all middle
buyers of the unprofitable experiences
of the past year.

Our own 1dea of values would place
prices at least two cents below those
we have named. So, we advise all our
readers to take no part whatever in
the early campaign. Wait until the
local manufacturers’ wants are suppli-
ed, and until wool can be bought with-
in a range of values that will corres-
Wnd to that in distributing markets.

e have no idea that our advice will
be heeded by the general run of coun-
try buyers, but hope some of our read-
ers, who otherwise might go in with
the crowd, will be induced to hold
back until they can see their way clear,
and use their own judgment instead of
following the lead of wiid speculators,
who, having neither judgment, cavtion,
nor capital, have ‘nothing to lose, and
everything to gain.”

In Texas the usual swarm of Boston
buyers and solicitors for consignments
will be early ;on Jthe ground,§chasten-
ed somewhat by the experiences of last
year, but, nevertheless, ready to pay or
promise more than can be paid or
promised by any buyer or commission
merchant from any other market. Of
course, buyers from the East have an
ecﬁlal chance with buyers from else-
where. The disastrous net results to
Texas consignors to Boston for the past
two years will prove a sufficient anti-
dote to hinder any repetition of the ex-
perience. Only new men will get rop-
ed in, on consignments.

The Texas clip is quite certain to be
10 per cent. better than last year in
condition, and of most exeellent char-
acter. These favorable changes will
vearly offset the decline, per pound, of
the past year.

Any intelligent shipping mar-
gin of profit, between prices paid in the
country and prices in distributing mar-
kets, is quite sure to be sustained; but
should local excitement raise prices
sufficiently to-make such margin disap-
gear, it is quite sure that the country

uyer thereafter will suffer no_loss on
his purchases.

Be careful, gentlemen—more careful
than you were last year—and you will
lose less money in the wool trade.

Arguments for Improved Stock

Cars.

The result in the recent shipment of
beeves in the improved stock cars has
been all that their friends have claim-
ed for them, and proves their necessity
to Texas, or to any other section far
distant from market. The SrTOCK
JOURNAL months ago pointed out their
advantages, and the reason efforts
should be made to have them adopted
by all railroads. Those used recently
were only sent here on trial and to
prove their utility, so that a demand
should be made for them by shippers
that the roilroads could not disregard.
They cannot be had on the same terms
in the future asthose first ones wer?
had, because the owners of the cars
cannot afford to build cars and give
their use free, but they aim to make
them free to the shipper, by making
the railroads pay for their use the same
as they pay each other for the use of
cars, which is three-quarters of a cent
per mile. Thejargument of the railroads
against this apparently fair proposi-
tion is that they already have an equip-
ment of sto¢k cars which would become
idle if they were to accede to the de-
mand of the improved cattle car com-
panies. But this does ;not hold good
in view of the fact that there are al-
ready two patents out for the adoption
of the old style of cars, securing all the
benefits of a stable car at a very trif-
ling expense. Reference is made to
the Newell and Shedd patents.

At present the railroads stand across
the path of progress by their opposi-
tion to the improved stock cars, at
least the railroads of the Southwest
and those composing the Texas Traflic
association, which not only refuse to
pay to improved stock car companies
the three-quarters of a centa mile rent-
al that they pay each other, nor adopt
either the Newell or Shedd appliances
for their own cars, but they also put a
prohibitory tax of 20 per cent. on all
improved stock cars running over their
lines,

What they lose to Texas stockmen
by such action is simply astonding
when properly summed up. We take
for a basis the two shipments of A.
Adler & Co.from Corpus Christi to’
Chicago. The shippers claim that
they saved at least 50 pounds per head
in shrinkage and that the cattle sold
for at least 20 cents a hundred more by
arriving at destination 1n a fresh and
sound condition. This is a saving in
shrinkage on a train-load of 360 head
of fully 18,000 pounds, worth 34 cents
per pound, or $630. The 20 cents
more per 100 pounds for ,which they
gsold will make $1.80 per head on a
900-pound steer, or an aggregate of
$648 on the train-load. This, added
to the saving in shrinkage of $630 will
make a total saving of $1278 on a train-
load of beeves by the use of improved
stock cars. Texas will market 300,000

Northern markets. The loss on these
cattle over and above what it would be
in improved cars will be 15,000,000
pounds, representing 16,666 head of
900-1b. steers worth $525,000 at $3.50
per 100 pounds. Then there is a loss
of 20 cents per 100 pounds by reason of
their bruised condition on arrival at
destination, which is $540,000 more, or
a grand total loss of $1,065,000. This
is what the penury of the Texas Traffic
association is costing the cattle inter-
est of Texas. In this is not counted
the recent advance in rates on sheep
nor the 20 per cent. charged on inx |
proved cars. .
Probably this may be a blessing in
disguise by hastening the establish-
ment of refrigerators and canneries,
and the turning of our herds to the
coast and to the Eastern and foreign
markets by water. But it is none the
less iniquitious even if it proves to be a
blessing, as such is not the motivejof
the corporations, but only to draw all
the blood there is in the business.
Will the cattlemen of Texas sfahd by
quietly and allow themselves to be
robbed, or will they try some means to
save what costs them so much labor
and time to acquire?

of their said trust. The statement be-
fore referred to has, therefore, no foun-
ation whatever in fact.”

Mohair Sales.

The price of wool has tended down-
ward with very slight variation since
1882, until the Ohio wools, selling in
1882 for 42 cents, are now selling for
31@32 cents. Mohair, a staple very
similar to combing wool, has suffered
a similar depression, and the decline
has had the same effect upon the busi-
ness of raising Angora goats that it
has upon the sheep-growing industry.

The especial trouble with mohair is
that it is a fancy article and subject to
the vicissitudes of fashion; and added
to this, the domestic supply will not
compare in uniformity or in quantity
with the imported article. Further-
more, the domestic clip furnishes larg-
er quanties of the inferior grades,
whereas, the industry in Asia Minor
and Cape Colony, being of longer
standing, the product averages better,
and being imported'in better grades,
is more acceptable than our own pro-
ductions. ,

The American clip is largely han-
dled by Messrs. Macnaughtan’s Sons
of 168 and 170 South Fifth avenue,
New York, this firm making it an
equal specialty with their large wool
commission business, and the SToCkK
JOURNAL has reason to believe that
they have exercised every diligence to
place the clips to the best advantage,
having sold some of the large Ameri-
can clips at a good average, between
40 and 50 cents, and small choice lots
at 55 and 60 cents a few years ago.
This firm finds that the mohair grow-
ers are unwilling to accept the present
unsatisfactory condition of the market
as bona-fide, whereas the fact is, mo-
hair is temporarily and almost unac-
countably so low as to be cheaper than
wool.

Messrs. Macnaughtans have carried
goodly quantities of mohair for grow-
ers, advancing as much money as they
dared to do, and have not permitted
their consignments to be sacrificed.
This is about all that could have been
done during the past year, unless

growers would give instructions to sell

upon the market for whatever the chip
would bring. 3

The Angora interest in the United
States is not to die out by reason of
the temporary change in fashion. It
has qualities no other fiber possesses,
and another’ change of fashion may
bring it into greater use than before.
The wool trade is almost as badly de-
moralized, but the downward move-
ment is now considered over. Let us
hope that both mohair and wool will
advance once more, and place us in
sight of the road to prosperity.

EDITORIAL CORRESPON DENOE.

St. Louis, Mo., April 23, 1888,

Since my last letter another day was
passed at the National stock yards, and
this trip I interviewed Sam A. White,
who superintends the horse depart-
ment. He had just sold 17 head of
mares from San Antonio at $32.50
around, and 5 saddle ponies at $36. I
saw the stock and I am of opinion that
there is money to be made by ship-
ments of Texas horse stock to these
yards, provided the stock sent here ar-
rive in good condition.

I also met at the yards M. W. M.
Crisel of Hawesville, Kentueky. Me
had purchased the mares and wanted
more and would like to trade some
good Illinois lands for Texas horse
stock. His card will be found in the
For Sale column, those who answer to
direct to Sam A. White, at the Nition-
al Stock Yards, Illinois.

At the office of James H. Campbell
& Co. I found Mr. Josiah Hale, who is
cattle salesman for the firm. He had
just sold-a lot of Texas grassers for J.
E. Bartlett of Pettus, Texas, 932 lbs.
average for $3.50 per 100 lbs., and re-
marked that these Southern Texas cat-
tle were in better condition than North
Texas steers were last July. Mr. Hale
remarked further that Texas corn-fed
cattle were selling relatively higher
than natives and he mentioned sales
just made in support of his assertion.

Mr. John E. Martin of Mullin, Mills
county, Texas, was at the office of
Messrs. Hanter, Evans & Co., having
brought in some 72-pound sheep which
sold at $4.15. Mr. Martin was very
well satisfied with the sale of the sheep
but was very much dissatisfied at the
condition his sheep arrived in, and the
length of time in transit. He shipped
by way of the Santa Fe to Paris, thence
by the Frisco. He started on Friday
at 4 a. m. and reached St. Louis in time
for the following Thursday’s market.
His princinal kick was at the way his
stock was handled at Paris, Texas, and
he contends that his sheep received
neither feed or water. Mr. Maetin
spoke highly of the management of the
feed yards at Springfield, but suggest-
ed that Mr. Cole, the general frcight
agent of the Frisco,|visit the Paris yards
disguised as a stockman and learn how
the transient stock was attended to.
He was advised to carry his complaint
to Mr. Cole in person and was assured
that all deficiencies would be remedied.
Mr. Martin was the advance guard of a
number of sheep raisers who reside in
the county recently named after the
good friends of sheepmen, Congress-
man R. Q. Mills.

The wool trade of St. Loms con-
tinues uncertain at the following quo-
tations: Medium, 20@21c; medium 6
to 8 months, 16@17c; fine 12 months,
16@16e; fine 6 to 8 months, 12@14c;
low 10@14c. These
figyres were obtained during my stay
here for Texas wools, but it is in the
great variety of Texas wool that the
difficulties artse in rendering quota-
tions :

Messrs. E. C. Kruse & Co. sold some
Eastern Texas wools on Saturday at
21 cents, and some Western heavy
wools at 17 cents. Mr. Kruse was then
offering some good medium wool,

slightly burry, but so far failed to re-

ceive bids over 18 cents.

'Messrs. Funsten & Co. sold Eastern
Texas wool at 21 cents, also a clip
from Dublin at 20 cents.

Mr. A. J. Child, who is also advertis-
ing in the JOURNAL, is an old-time
sheep raiser and has handled consigns,
ments from many of his friends and
customers 1n Texas and Missouri. " Mr.
Child does a regular commission busi-
ness i wool and is thoroughly conver-
sant with the staple. . :

A few years ago I was under the im-
pression that as a wool market St.
Louis ranked very low, and from
the general run of wool dealers in Tex-
as I gathered that in the St. Louis
market there was very httle confi-
dence. Now I am forced to another

conclusion and cannot fail to recog-

nise that the wool growers consign
considerable wool here, and the wool

growers’  consignments are not
near .80 large as the amount
shipped in by the  dealers.

When those men who make a ,business
of buying wool and hides ship their
purchases to St. Louis I am convinc-
ed that it is an equally safe market for
the grower.

Wheeler, James & Co., live stock
commission merchants, are located at
the Union stock yards, St. Louis.
These yards are on the west side of the
river, and a large business is done with
local butchers. A consignment of two
to five cars good handy butcher cattle,
or nice fat sheep, or good veal calves
or hogs, will sell well here, and Wheel-
er, James & Co. can sell them to ad-
vantage. A good many cattle and
sheep are shipped over here from the
National yards. Mr. James sold a lot
of graded yearling stockers to-day at
$3.35 per 100 lbs, being in gross about
$19. Similar stock in Texas sold last
winter at about $11. Messrs. Wheel-
er, James & Co. own a ranch in Atas-
cosa county and sell a good many cat-
tle from Texas.

Messrs. W. B. Westoott& Co. of St.
Louis are commission merchants, and
are doing a large business. They are
in good standing and considered first-
class.. Messrs. Westcott sold a clip of
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free fall clip. Wool growers and woo]
dealers of Texas willbe safe in‘con-
signing to this firm.

‘The Ehret-Warren Manufacturing
Co. of St. Louis are manufacturers of
the Black Diamond.prepared roofing.
Last year their sales were 450,000,000
square feet, or enough to cover 10,500
acres.

A CATTLE TRANSACTION.

Arrangements Made for the Satise
factory Sale of Cattle in New
Orleans.

ViCTORIA, TEXAS, April 23.—Messrs.

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Adulteration of Milk,

There is a statutory standard of milk
in New York and some other states.
New York law provides for the confis-
cation and destruction of milk, if that
fluid contains ‘‘more than eighty-eight
Per cent of water or other fluids, or
ess than twelve per centof milk solids,
which shall contain not less than three
per cent of fat.”” Milk not up to this
standard is pronounced ‘‘adulterated.”
This adulteration is producedin two or
more wzl?'s. First, by removing a por-
tion or all of the cream, which is a direct
fraud upon the consumer’s pocket, by
devriving him of nourishment for
which he has paid, and upon his health
if he is living upon a milk diet of a
given strength. A second mode of
adulteration 1s by the addition of water,

_and with the water of some substance

to restore the color, and remove the
¢gky-blue’’ appearance, as anatto or
rice flour. alk has gone into ‘‘in-
nocuous desuetude.” The water adul-
teration is also a robbery of the con-
sumer, and mag be the means of
causing sickness % the introduction of
diseased germs. The source of water
supply is rarely regarded by those who
mix this fluid with milk, and whateyer
contamination is in the pump or well
is sure to find a new field of harmful
operation among the milk consumers.
The New York law is very rigidl
enforced in New York city, as mil
venders often find to their great detri-
ment. No skim milk is allowed by
law to be sold, and the inspectors make
frequent and unexpected raids upon
incoming milk trains, upon the sup-
glies of venders, and upon the carts of
istributors, and thousands of gallons
of condemned milk are annually turned
into the gutters. Examination of the
customs 1n regard to milk production,
and the marketing of the same, in the
milk region from which New York
draws its chief supplies, will show that
the farmers are not amenable to the
charge of adulterationin either of the
methods above mentioned. The milk
as yielded by the cow is honestly sent
to market, and the adulteration occurs
in the thousands of petty shops from
which the poorer people draw their
petty supplies. :

Sorghum as a Fedder.
Sorghum Grower’s Gulde.
Sorghum or amber cane intended as
a feed can be drilled in; a combined
wheat and corn drill 18 best, as it can
be regulated to the different sized
ain. For a forage 1t is best to cut
efore the seeds approach maturity. It
is then much more succulent, and. is
relished by the stock. For syrup the
seeds should be just getting ripe, not
dead ripe before cutting. The cane
may be cut with an ordinary knife or a
mowing machine, although of course
cutting with the latter or with the
scythes depends upon the size of the
stalk. It is cured by {)utting up in
small shocks or stacks, like corn fodder
and afterwards should be stored in a
dr¥ s»laoe. There is a difference of
opinion as to whether it will pay to
turn the second growth unde: for a
green manure, this depending largely
upon the soil. The amber cane is the
best vanety for forage, as the stalks
are small, and it is early. Excepting
these c&iﬁmm man ot.herdvanqtigs
are . e seed weighs
wm:(.lm t{e bushel, and thresh %ut
like wheat. In the latitude of Central
Indiana, the best time to plant will be
as soon as the ground is warm enough,
generally by the middle of May, but
sooner or later, according to the sea-
son.

Serghum for Fodder.

A correspondent of the Rural World
says: Last year we planted about one-
half an acre of Early Amber sorghum
cane. We began feeding about the
time it began to head, and the second
growth was ready to cut in six or
eight weeks. I do not think cane as
good for milk as for fat, but I put it up
for winter feed and find it a most ex-

" cellent food for wintering stock. Last

fall when putting straw in a barn
the idea occnrre‘g to me of mixing
green corn or cane in the straw. After
Butﬁx}g about four feet of straw in the

arn I cut a load of cane and spread it
about six inches thick over the straw,
keeping 1t a foot or so from the sides;
then a foot or two of straw, then more
cane and so on till the barn was
filled. I also putin a load of green
corn. We put 1n between four and five
tons of grecen fodder, and its weight
pressed the straw so we were able to
put more straw in with it than with-
out it,. When we came to open it the
fodder was in good condition, and the
stock would eat up every bit of it. I

. shall put it in thicker next fall, so as

to have enough to try it for fattening
purposes.

The Nebraska Farmer gives these in-
structions: Sorghum seed should not
be planted until the ground is tho-
roughly warm, even warmer than for
corn. great many faillures are
caused by planting too early, then if a
cold and wet time comes it seldom ever
comes up thick enon%l‘n for a paying
crop. Then the seed is denounced as
being poor. I think that about as good
8 way as any is te sow broadcast on

well prepared ground about an inch
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and grown small and fine it is not as
palatable or nourishing as larger stalks;
Elant on hiﬁrh sandy loam or any other
ind of land. Inordinary seasons the

time for sowing should commence
about the first of %Iay and can be con-
tinued with good results until the fore
part of July. The sorghum isallowed
to stand until nearly ripe—then it is
harvested with a self-raking reaper.
When the top of the fodder is a little
dry turn over, and when sufficientl
dry stack like hay. In that way it
furnishes nourishing and fattening
feed. It is very tedious to harvest with
a mower when cup like hay.
