The late showers in many parts of 
the state have made the people who 
plant feel joyful. It will be difficult to 
determine at this date what the crops 
may or may not be.

Helena (Mont.) Journal:—A sharp 
eye should be kept on old and weak 
cows for a while yet. Very young 
grass and a hot sun are not the most 
strengthening tenies for shaky cattle.

Reno (Nev.) Gazette:—Stockmen 
again complain of a scarcity of cattle 
cars. Feeding beef cattle in the stock- 
yards on hay costing $20 a ton soon 
eats up the profits on an ordinary ship­
ment, but the shippers have to “ grin 
and bear it.”

Silver City (N. M.) Enterprise:— 
The Oak Grove and Sierra Verde Cat­
tle company has commenced suit 
against the A., T. & S. F. ^company for 
$8600, tor the loss of horses, mares and 
colts, which died on, or soon after, a 
trip from Deming to Kansas City last 
summer. Neglect is charged.

Kerrville E ye:—Capt. Schreiner has 
been buying cattle this week, and the 
stockmen have been busy getting their 
herds together.' The price paid was 
$5, $5.50 and $6 for yearlings, $8 and 
$8.50 for twos and $10.50 for threes. 
Capt. Schreiner is filling a contract of 
5000 head for delivery in the neutral 
Strip.

In answer to two dozen or more in­
quiries, all at a time, wo will say, 
never mind about mixing any other 
seed with alfalfa; plant it alone. Put 
thirty pounds of seed to the acre on 
well prepared ground, first plowed 
deep and harrowed well, and the grow­
ing plant when once under way and at 
itself will cover the earth so complete­
ly that a weed need never attempt to 
thrive in the same field.

An exchange says: “ Speaking of
running fat cattle trains, a Houston & 
Texas Central agent says that a train 
of cattle shipped from Houston was 
run at such a high rate of speed over 
that road that the owner of the cattle, 
who was in charge, got off the train, 
declaring that they might go ahead at 
that rate with the cattle, but that it 
was just a trille too fast for him.”  
Name the man!

Vernon Guard:—W. II. Hopkins of 
the Texas Land and Cattle company 
has been in town several days receiv­
ing 8000 head of ones and twos for 
their ranch in Hemphill county. The 
cattle were bought of the Laurel Leaf 
ranch in Southern Texas and shipped 
to Vernon, from whence they will take 
the trail for Hemphill county. Mr. 
llopkins is a splendid young gentle­
man, and represents one of the strong­
est corporations in the country.

Denver Field and Farm:—Colonel 
W . W. Ross, a veteran fruit grower of 
Texas and vice-president of the Na­
tional Horticultural association, was in 
Denver this week. Colonel Ross re­
sided for thirW years at Dallas, and 
now is at Pilot Point. He was in Den­
ver seeking a market for his trees. In 
an interview he spoke enthusiastically 
of the fruit possibillities of this coun­
try. In Texas he has found it possible 
to raise as fine plums, peaches and 
 ̂apricots, as well as small fruits, as can 
* be grown anywhere in the world.

Marfa New Era:—Officers are out 
after horse thieves who are reported as 
driving a bunch of 150 through the 
country, supposed to have been stolen 

' from Normand & Morgan, R. C. Daly

and others. Although the thieves have 
about two weeks the start of the offi­
cers, the latter are liable to overtake 
them. From all accounts the affair 
seems to be a very bold stroke and ’ tis 
sincerely hoped the thieves will be 
overtaken and capturea, and the ani­
mals recovered.

Jerry Malone, a well known and well- 
to-do stock raiser and farmer living 
about eight miles southeast of Henri­
etta, met with a fatal accident last 
week. While driving some steers his 
horse, which was rather unruly, ran 
against one, throwing Mr. Malone for­
ward on his head and his horse fell upon 
him, injuring him so that he died in a 
short time. No marks of any kind 
were found either on his head or body, 
so it is most probable that concussion 
and compression of the brain caused 
his death.

Las Vegas Stock Grower:—Jas. A. 
Alcock has returned from Kansas City, 
where he has made arrangements with 
the house of White & Rial to handle 
for him 6000 head of fat steers, which 
he will begin sending .to market at 
once. The rate from Engle, the ship­
ping point of the Carrizo company, 
18 $119 per car to Kansas City. Mr. 
Alcock, however, having had such 
marked success with his 1887 spring 
shipments of cattle in the improved 
stock car, at which time he sold his 
steers through White & Rial for $3.80 
per hundred, the highest price received 
for range cattle that year, will send 
forward all of his shipments in improv­
ed cars, for which he pays an extra 
mileage of $15.99 per car.

Dallas News:—Col. C. C. Slaughter 
has returned from a trip to the Long S 
and Running Water ranches, and he 
says he never saw tlie West in a more 
promising condition. West Texas, 
and in fact the country all along the 
line of the Texas & Pacific, has receiv­
ed an abundance of rain, and he never 
saw the grass finer or surface water 
more abundant at this time of year, 
and a more prolific crop of weeds mix­
ed with the grass the West never pro­
duced. The Panhandle, though, has 
not fared so well. The man in charge 
of a herd of 2600 head of steers which 
he started North a few days ago, writes 
that the grass in the Panhandle is fully 
ten days behind that on the plains and 
that surface water is very scarce. The 
Running Water ranch, which is locat­
ed in the Panhandle, is very poorly 
provided with either grass or water. 
The steer cattle have been pretty well 
shipped out of the West, and there 
will for that reason be no steer beeves 
to speak of to ship this fall, but if the 
rains keep their present lick, there will 
be a smart sprinkling of dry cows for 
market from that section. Col. 
Slaughter says that while there is not 
so much spaying being done on the 
range as there was last year, still there 
is a good deal of it.

Says Father Clarkson of the Iowa 
State Register, on the hog question 
“ There are lots of hog breeders in the 
West who probably never saw a yoke 
on a hog. The writer can recollect 
that yokes used to be as common as 
pig tracks. In those days, when hogs 
were principally raised in the woods 
and lived on mast (which means 
acorns, beech-nuts, hickory-nuts, etc.,) 
the farmers had to look out for wild 
animals catching them, hence they 
raised such hogs as could not be caught 
by anything which runs. Nor were 
they educated to the use of fences, 
never having been confined by such 
obstructions to their liberty, they did 
not know fences were intended to re­
strain them. Hence the use of the 
^oke to restrain them from trespass­
ing. But as a civilization advanced 
the racer was supplanted by what they 
term the improved breed. As a writer 
says the yoke was rendered useless by 
raising *the Berkshire, a black, lazy,

greasy, helpless hog, a hog without 
rind or bristles to pull out of the pot, 
and without nose enough to hardly do 
its own rooting, not ears enough for a 
dog to hold on to, with no running 
qualities, having no bone, a hog with­
out any ambition, too lazy to squeal 
for dinner, that will fill up with corn 
and then lay down and grunt, all 
grease and no lean meat.' If this 
practice continues who is to perpetu­
ate the art of making yokes for hogs?''

Texas on p. t. Total, 166,000 lbs.

It is claimed for the mutton breeds 
of sheep that with the same method of 
keeping them on the farm as in use in 
England, land worth as much as $100 
per acre might be profitably devoted to 
sheep, and that if farmers would hurdle 
them, instead of giving them the range 
of the farm, p r o ^  could be made.

San Angelo Standard:—L. S McDow­
ell, who ranches near Big Springs, 
Howard county, about 80 miles from 
here, writes that he will immediately 
commence driving 3000 head of sheep 
to San Angelo, where he will have 
them shorn and his wool placed for 
sale on the San Angelo market.

B oston W ool Report*
Fenno Bros. & Childs, wool commis­

sion merchants, of Boston, report as 
follow s: .

Boston, April 28,1888.
*‘Another desperately dull week in 

the wool market, characterized by the 
continued forcing on the part of many 
holders to free tnemselves from their 
wools that they have been ordered to 
sell, and the determined resistance on 
the part of the majority of manufact­
urers to being tempted into buying any­
thing that they can possibly help until 
they can see a little more clearly what 
prospects of free wool are. Un^er the 
circumstances, the market naturally 
continues in buyers' favor. In other 
words, it can still be said that there is 
at present no quotable market. The 
few manufacturers who have taken 
large orders in advance and have with­
drawn their samples, are the exception 
to the rule, and these are having an 
unexpectedly comfortable time of it, 
as they can buy raw material consid­
erably cheaper to-day than they could 
when they took their orders, and can, 
therefore, see a better profit than they 
had expected. All such are industri­
ously and wisely picking up bargains, 
but as they are few in number, their 
buying does not make much stir in the 
market.

.We cannot quote any actual decline 
from last week, as the feeling still 
seems to be that prices are in danger 
of swinging too low, and, therefore, 
although lower prices are doubtless 
made privately than those quoted in 
order to effect special sales, they are 
not reported. This appears to bo es­
pecially true in some of the neighbor­
boring seaboard markets.

Sales for the past week foot up about 
2,366,000 lbs, against about 1,400,000 
lbs for the corresponding 'week of last 
year, and about 2,100,000 lbs. for the 
preceding week of this year.

.Very little has yet been done in Tex 
as wool, as what is left unsold now 
consists mainly of heavy and undesir­
able w ool; and manufacturers, hearing 
very favorable reports of the condition 
and appearance of the new spring clip, 
are indisposed to make any purchases 
until they can examine the new wools. 
The first arrivals of these will doubt­
less sell at reasonably good prices. ^

The railioads are as deaf as 
an adder to all the demands of the 
shipping interests, although without 
the ultimate outlay of a dollar they 
could save us over a million dollars a 
year by adopting one of the improved 
stock cars.

An experienced stock shipper says 
that it is not so much the freight rates 
to Chicago from the Southwest that he 
complains of as the careless man­
ner of handling the stock by the 
railroads. At the rate of 10 miles an 
nour the trip should be madejin five 
days, while the time consumed is of- 
tener over eight days than under six.

W hy is it thaSnow when Texas grass 
beeves are selling up to and with 
Northern fed animals,* in Chicago they 
are quoted in4;he Western associated 
press dispatches as “ Texas fed 
beeves?”  To quote them as they real­
ly are would be a big advertisement 
for this state and one that we arc just­
ly entitled to. Measures should be ta­
ken to prevent us from being thus 
cheated out of our just dues.

T he demand for beef steers on the 
ranch is rapidly increasing and the 
importance to the raKchman of know­
ing the current market value is unques­
tioned.

Special Inducem ents.
Stockmen of Texps having cattle or 

sheep to ship to the markets need not 
hesitate to apply to the railroad Jive 
stock agents for special rates and 
special inducements. The interstate 
commerce bill, commonly supposed to 
be in force against rebates and dis­
criminations in freight matters, was 
quietly evaded last year by some of 
the lines, and by hook or by crook ten 
dollars per car on Texas cattle was 
paid back to shippers and deducted 
from tho regular live stock tariff be­
tween Texas and^hicago.

Since the Texas Traffic association 
in their wisdom have thought fit to in­
crease the live stock tariff about $5 per 
car over and above the rate of last 
year tho supposition is reasonable that 
tho additional $5 will be used by the 
weaker linos as leverage to compensate 
shippers for using long routes while 
short lines are available, the short 
lines having furnished this weapon 
against themselves.

One of the curses of the live stock 
traffic has been this rebate system. 
The man who quietly attends to his 
business and who accepts the printed 
tariff as the rate accepted by all, is at 
A disadvantage as compared with the 
man who looks under every tariff sheet 
to find the special inducement.

The Journal is well inforn^d that 
the special inducement feature last 
year amounted to a clean rebate of a 
ten-dollar bill per car on through Chi­
cago shipments and is able to say to 
Texas stockmen that during the pres­
ent season there will be some slight 
modification in the way the induce­
ments will be offered, but the amount 
will be increased to about $15 per car 
or an equivalent. Texas shippers can

govern themselves according to the 
above suggestion and obtain the bene­
fit of the cut rate.

Tlie PalmeF B ill.
Both Senator Coke and Senator 

Reagan of this state are opposed to the 
Palmer* bill,, and geneially the West- 
erî  members of congress are against it. 
When it was up for discussion in the 
senate, on Monday, Senator Reagan 
said he had numerous letters and re­
monstrances protesting against the bill 
and suggesting that its object was to 
place the control of the cattle of the 
country in the hands of those few men 
in Chicago who were referred to last 
week by the senators from Missouri and 
Kansas (Vest and Plumb). There was 
confidence in the integrity, fairness 
and justness of the comtuissioner of 
agriculture. It was believed he would 
deal ■ fairly with all interests of the 
country and would not be induced to 
sacrifice the interests of cattle growers 
and consumers.

Mr. Vest moved an amendment pro­
viding that an owner of cattlé or any 
person having charge of cattle, shall 
have reasonable notice of the time 
when and where the appraisement will 
be made, and shall be permitted to 
make proof of the value of the cattle, 
and also providing that the board,«its 
agents and servants, shall have no au­
thority to exercise their powers in the 
limits of the state, “ except in stock 
yards, cars or vessels,”  without first 
obtaining the consent and co-opera­
tion of such authority of the s^te.

Mr. Coke made an argument against 
the bill. He said his opposition to it 
was strengthened by the remarks made 
last Thursday as to a Chicago syndicate 
having a lobby in Washington to lobby 
for the bill. The fact was evidence to 
his mind that the commissioner of ag­
riculture was not plaint to the blandish­
ments of the Chicago syndicate. He 
trusted to the commissioner because 
the syndicate did not w'ant him. That 
svndicate was coiled like an anaconda 
around the beef producing and beef 
consuming interest of the country.

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The Boston W ool Iflarket*
Boston Advertlser.l

The total receipts of. wool at this 
port during the past week comprise 
3996 bags domestic and 1543 bales for> 
eign, against 6922 bags domestic and 
4464 bales foreign for the same time 
last year. The total receipts since 
January 1, 1888, comprise 82,480 bags 
domestic and 10,260 bales foreign, 
against 85,700 bags domestic and 37,475 
bales of foreign for the corresponding 
period of 1887.

The sales of wool for the week com­
prise 1,514,100 lbs of domestic fleece 
and pulled, and 456,000 lbs of foreign, 
making the week's transactions foot 
up 1,970,000 lbs. ’against 2,369,100 lbs 
for the previous week,"and 1,783,300 lbs 
for the corresponding week last year.

The wool market continues in a very 
dull position, with sales light on all 
grades. The disposition on the part 
of buyers to hold back is still more 
marked, * and without manufacturers 
see some lot of wool that they have a 
special use for they will not bid any­
where near the market, and to sell 
very low figures have to be accepted. 
If manufacturers require some special 
lot of wool they generally have to pay 
about ruling quotations, but the dispo­
sition to sell is so great that they gen­
erally have the advantage, even in 
these cases. One thing that tends 
toward making the market as steady 
as it IS results from the fact that stocks 
in the hands of dealers have become 
greatly reduced. At present there are 
but few houses here that have any con­
siderable stock of wool on hand, most 
of the piles that were on hand at the 
first of the year being well cleaned out. 
Some dealers who would not follow the 
market, but held back for better fig­
ures, still have their wool to sell, but 
the number of these instances is small.

Notwithstanding the fact that trade 
is dull and the demand is limited, there 
seems to be some business doing in 
wool right along, and the business of 
the "past week compares quite favor­
ably with that of a year ago. Prices 
are much lower now than they were a 
year ago, however, and the fact that 
buyers are picking bargains probably 
accounts for most of the present busi­
ness. Woolen goods are meeting 
with a very poor sale, and from this 
cause manufacturers are loath to buy 
much wool ahead. The mills are gen­
erally busy on old orders, however, 
and where they have not supplied 
themselves ahead on wool they can 
pick about and get much better bar­
gains than was the case a month ago. 
The fear that wool may be made free 
of duty by the present congress pre­
vents them from buying with any free­
dom, even if the prices do appear low, 
and most of the present stagnation is 
laid to this tariff agitation.

The unsatisfactory condition of the 
future outlook is caused almost entirely 
by the uncertainty in the minds of 
dealers tnat has existed since the sub­
ject of free wool has been on the tapis. 
Clothiers have curtailed their orders 
on this account, and as the woolen 
manufacturers would not make up any 
stocks ahead to be slaughtered, if eith­
er wool or woolens were going to be 
admitted into this country free of duty, 
they having confined their operations 
entirely to filling -orders. With the 
output of their mills reduced, less of 
the raw material was required, and the 
laige stocks of wool held by dealers 
here and in other parts of the country 
have had to be slaughtered to get it 
out of the way.

The present outlook for the new clip 
that is coming on is very blue, as no 
one could buy these wools except at 
such low figureti that the owners would 
hardly be expected to accept. From 
reports received it would appear that 
the new clip in California is coming 
forward quite freely, and that there is 
already a considerable accumulation in 
San FranciscO| but as yet no buying

has been attempted. The spring clip 
in Texas is rather backwara, and no 
buying has yet been reported in that 
section. With the present low prices 
ruling here, the outlook is now that 
there will be but little buying done in 
the country for some time yet, as the 
farmers will not be disposed to accept 
the low prices th.at could be bM, and 
will naturally hold off to see if the sit­
uation does not improve later.

This 
amount with the value of their spring 
wool clip will bring them about as 
much as t^ey offered to receive for 
their entire flocks at the time they sold 
their cattle and ranch.

A Fearful Rereavemeiit*

Major Campbell Brown, the most 
prominent breeder of fine stock in 
I'ennessee, has been placed in the^ in­
sane asylum. The following particu­
lars were sent from Nashville:

One of the saddest misfortunes that 
has befallen the state of Tennessee re  ̂
cently is the practical loss of the Hon. 
Campbell Brown of. EwelPs station, 
Maury couuty, to public usefulness. 
He was recently admitted to the insti­
tution of the insane here, but for 
reasons known only to his close 
friends, all information of his deplora­
ble condition has 1)0%n kept a profound 
secret, and no publication whatever has 
been made of it. This deeply unfortu­
nate gentleman was unquestionably the 
most extensive farmer in the state, and 
was the acknowledged head of that 
most honorable profession up to the 
time that this calamity overtook him, 
He owned the finest and largest herds 
of blooded cattle, and raised and dealt 
in horsefiesh valued all the way from 
ten to twenty thousand dollars per

head, consequently was the king of the 
state’s stock-raisers. Mr. Brown’s 
wealth was roughly estimated at fully 
half^a million dollars, and his enter 
prises were without limit. He was a 
man of strictly temperate habit, clever, 
sociable,and a man universally beloved 
by. thousands of his fellow-men, all of 
whom will hear of his terrible affliction 
with the keenest sorrow. He served 
his district with distinguished honors 
in the state assembly twice or more.

H ow to  K ill JohiiMoii Grass*

Wm. Little of Hutchins, Dallas coun­
ty, called on the Stock  Journal  this 
week. ]Vlr. Little is a professional 
grass and hog man. It's his business. 
He loves it, not alone for pleasure's 
sake, but for the money that is in it, 
and he follows it, too, with an earnest­
ness that has a meaning. The Stock  
J ournal knows this and just now the 
grass or fOrage question is at fever 
heat, and its satisfactory solution by a 
multiplicity of writers from as many 
different sections of the country has 
not to date passed to the records as 
gilt-edge. The Stock  J ou rn al , 
while having fixed views on the points 
of discussion, and which it never hesi­
tated to express in season, prefers at 
all times, instead of its own, to give 

-.the views of the operator in the field— 
the findings of the thoroughly practical 
man. Perhaps no man in the South is 
better posted on the merits or good 
and bad qualities of the various grasses 
that present themselves for the consid­
eration of our people than is Mr. Lit­
tle. Said he in response to the Stock
J o u r n a l : “ I have no hesitancy in
saying that it is no great job to kill out 
Johnson grass, if you go about it in the 
right way. But you must be certain to 
do this. Pick the "driest, drouthiest 
time in the year. Plow it up with-a 
good plow. Let it rest for two weeks, 
then cross plow it, and give it another 
two week’s rest. Then harrow it well. 
In the fall plow it again. Along about 
the middle or last of December,- fróez- 
ing time, plow it up and let it freeze. 
This troné, you will have no Johnson 
grass, and, besides, your land will be 
in the finest kind of a fix for a crop of 
corn or anything else. As to the advisa­
bility of one sowing Johnson grass, it 
depends altogether upon what he 
wants to do. There is more feed in 
Johnson grass to the acre than In any 
thing else that grows, sorghum millet 
next.”

The Stock  Journal is acquainted 
with a number of farmers—farmers 
from the Eastern states—who come up 
regularly every year with a fine yield 
of wheat. It has also taken the pains 
to note the methods of these farmers. 
They begin plowing and harvesting 
precisely as above sisted and in the 
hot and dry season of the year. This 
insures, in so far as it is possible, the 
destruction of all vermin, weeds etc., 
and prepares the ground to receive the 
crop. \

From the light before it, the Stock  
J ournal does not take to the idea that 
Johnson grass cannot be gotten rid of, 
if intelligent and proper steps are ap­
plied. It is an old saying, and a 
very true one, that men frequently talk 
to hear themselves talk, and it is not 
improbable at all that many writers on 
these interesting and important sub­
jects are inspired to effort by the same 
motive power.

Ostcoiiaslla.
There is a little talk about the city 

among the owners of fancy cattle con­
cerning the new disease which has just 
made its appearance on a ranch or 
two in Central Missouri. State Veter- 
narian Paquin pronounced it osteon- 
aglia, a disease alike in manv respects 
to bighead in horses. Said Dr. Fal- 
setter to the Stock  Jo u r n a l : “ It is
a disease due mostly to local infiu-

ences, and not strictly of a contagious 
character, but very fatal when deep 
seated. Its first appearances are mark­
ed by a stiffening of the points of the 
animal to the extent almost of imped­
ing travel. The new diseases, or, 1 
may 8ay,irrogularities,among cattle are 
in the main due to the reforms in feed 
and care, rather, we may say, to the 
departure from nature. Since we be­
gan to house up, and bed and ” im- 
prove”  the native, prrimitive animal, 
diseases have multiplied and expand­
ed. It will not do to tamper with na­
ture unless we go forearmed with a 
knowledge of the consequences and a 
remedial saving clause well in stock.”

The Crops*
President McEnnis, as close an 

observer of the grain market and grow­
ing crop as any man in the state, states 
that “ on the line of the Fort Worth & 
Denver and the Missouri .Pacific, be­
tween Dallas and Gainesville, alone, 
there will be a million bushels of wheat 
harvested this season; that upon the 
whole, the state at large, the yield, if 
from now on we have as much good 
luck as bad, will be heavy.

The acreage of oats is larger than 
last year and the outlook is good. The 
traditional admonition, “ more corn 
and less cotton”  is taking root, and 
though the cotton acreage is perhaps 
greater from year to year, 
its ' increase does not com­
pare favorably with the doubling 
up of our population. The tendency to 
more grain and less cotton is very 
marked among the best farmers, but 
the immense amount of very wet and 
unfavorable weather during the past 
winter has led many, as a sort of con­
tingent, rather than choice, to enlarge 
upon their cotton. More millet, too, 
makes its appearance this season for 
the same reason.

The fact can be no longer disguised 

that dressed beef is bing shipped from 
Chicago to California, where it is be- 
in^ sold at a figure that threatens to 
drive out any competition in the shape 
of live stock shipments. In other 
words, the dressed beef concerns of the 
East are sending their meats to Cali­
fornia and selling them there at a fig­
ure which threatens to drive the Ari­
zona and New Mexico shipper of live 
cattle from the market. To the dress­
ed beef men who are endeavoring to 
secure control of the. Pacific, coast 
meat market, it matters little whether 
or not for a time they sus­
tain ~ ■ an actual loss while 
making the shipment of live cat­
tle a losing game, provided that in the 
end they accomplish thpir object, 

'which is simply to kill all opposition 
and competition so thoroughly that 
there is no danger of its ever being re 
vived. Whether or not they will suc­
ceed in doing this will depend in a 
large measure on the stockmen of Ari­
zona and New Mexico, and the efforts 
they make in their own behalf. They 
must prepare to kdfipt themselves to 
the changes that are taking place. 
Loose and slip-shod methods can no 
longer be pursued. While such meth­
ods mi^ht have been permitted during 
flush times, they mean absolute and 
utter ruin now, when every cent must 
be counted and calculated on. It is 
useless for the stockmen, however, to 
look for any concessions from the men 
who control the dressed beef monopoly 
of the land. Whatever the stockman 
will gain will depend on the fight he 
makes to secure it. To depend on out­
side assistance to remedy this evil is to 
allow the evil to continue. To talk of 
the “ Big Four”  or any kindred com­
bination is a wasteful use of good 
wind. Let the fight be either for re­
frigerating plants or for improved cars 
and better time in the transportation 
of cattle. Either one of these if se­
cured will mean hundreds of thousands 
of dollars saved annually to the stock­
men, while at the same time they will 
tend to making the fight between the 
dressed beef men and the range cattle 
grower a more equal one.

If the live stock journals in the West 
would drop their individual crusades— 
the Kansas City Live Stock Indicator 
let go, at least in part, of the dehorn­
ing idea; the New Mexico Stock Grow­
er^© the same with its “ Big Four”  
combination; and the Northwestern 
Live Stock Journal let up On the Cat­
tle Trust scheme—and all join in with 
the rest of the cattle papers of the 
WestMn demanding a change in the 
methods of convevmg to the market, to 
the extent of substituting some im­
proved stock car for the “ cow killers”  
now in use, they will be fighting for 
something tangible, which, when ob­
tained, will save thousands of dollars 
yearly to the stockmen of the entire 
West. We do not wish to be under­
stood as placing no value on the several 
crusades we nave mentioned. We 
simply belive them to be of minor im­
portance to that which advocates the 
substitution of better stock cars than 
those now in use, and with such sub­
stitution a miterial shortening in the 
time now required on most railroads to 
reach a market. Under the present 
system the loss in shrinkage alone 
takes thousands of dollars yearly from 
the pockets of tbe stock growers of the 
West, while the beef shipped in com­
mon cars reaches the consumer in a 
feverish and bruised mass of flesh, 
that has been made unfit for immediate 
use as food by the outrageous and bar­
barous treatment it has been subjected 
to in transit. Can it be wondered at 
that when such beef comes into compe­
tition with refrigerated carcasses 
it goes to the wall? To-day, Kansas 
City and Chicago are regularly en­
gaged in shipping to California refrig­
erated meat, wliich finds a readier 
sale than one-half the beef shipped to 
the same market in the shape of living 
cattle. The time ordinarily consumed 
in shipping a train-load of beef steers 
to the Southern California market 
from the eastern portion of Arizona— 
where the most extensive cattle ranges 
are located—ranges from four to eight 
days, while nearly double that time is 
consumed in making shipments east­
ward. During this time, no matter 
how humane the man in charge of the 
shipment may be, the cattle often are 
forced to go long distances without 
either food or water, while there is 
ever present the possibility of one or 
two in each car load being thrown 
down and trampled underfoot by the 
rest of the car-load. With the adop­
tion of any of the improved cars this 
could all be prevented. Instead of 
b^ing forced to seek a purchaser for a 
band of half desd and crippled cattle, 
the shipper would be able to place on 
the market his - stock in almost the 
same condition as when they left the 
range. With the competition that is 
every year becoming closer and closer 
in the stock business, everything that 
smacks of the extravagant and careless 
must be eliminated, and amongst them 
must go the old style of stock cars. 
The sooner that the stockmen realize 
this, and combine to secure such con­
cessions from the railroads as will 
bring better cars into use, the sooner 
will they be in a position to realize the 
full value of their wares. To secure 
such concessions, however, will require 
more than ordinary effort, as the rail­
roads will fight to the bitter end any 
change that proposes to render value­
less the hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars represented by the old cars.

((uaraiiliiie Against Texas Cattle.
From the Denver papers of the 3d inst. 

it is learned that at a meeting of the 
Veterinary Sanitary board held in Den­
ver City on the 2d it was decided that 
all cattle destined for points in Colorado 
must have been at least ninety days 
north or west of the Hue iollowlng the 
10 »th meridian of longitude from the 
line of Kansas to its junction with the 
south line of Jones county Texas; thence 
west along the* south line of Jones, 
Fisher and Scurry counties; then e 
south along'the west line of Mitchell 
county; thence following the govern­
ment line to the Pecos river and down 
that stream to its mouth. This matter 
is of interest to cattlemen in Texas, as 
the regulation is intended to apply to 
Texas cattle particularly.
