K an sas  C it y , May 25.—Receipts of 
cattle to date since January for 1888 
are 218,293 head, being an increase 
over the same period last year of 33,- 
220 head.

has signed the tax bill, although the 
best estimates that can now be made 
indicate that the reduction of the tax 
rate next year will produce a revenue 
deficit. He preferred to remit taxes 
for this year altogether and use the 
revenue surplus for expenses and keep 
the rate at 25 cents for the next year, 
subject to the action o f the Twenty- 
first legislature, but the large extra ses 
sion appropriations were not anticipat­
ed, so that even with a 10 cent tax this 
year and 20 cents, next year, the out­
come is doubtful. As the legislatuie as­
sumed superior wisdom onihe financial 
question, disregarding the executive’s 
advice and making the heavy appro­
priations, the governor could not afford 
to veto the tax bill and bring back the 
statesmen in a second extra session.

The local price 
for some grades of wool is 15(^18c, for 
which buyers would be willing to give

The announce­
ment says that parties who have here­
tofore not thought a public record of 
Southdown sheep necessary, are now 
being led, by the increasing demand 
for recorded animals, to seek the reg­
istry of their breeding stock.

ound. Reports from Texas show but 
Ittle business done in that section as 

as yet, there being too much differ­
ence between the views of seller and 
buyer. ̂  It is reported that one Texas 
clip that sold last spring in Texas at 
21c was offered at 16c on board the 
oars there. California wools are also 
very quiet, with stocks well cleaned up 
here. One lot of 50,000 lbs. new Cali­
fornia w ool'w as reported sold here, 
but the seller refused to make the price 
public.

U. S. Economist:—The markets 
throughout the broad continent are de­
void of animation,and, to effect sales of 
moment, a lower scale of prices have 
to bo accepted than is known to the 
memory of the oldest inhabitant con­
nected with the wool trade. For the 

ast two years there has been known 
osses of 22 million dollars to the wool 

interest, and what the unknown losses 
are no man can reckon correctly. This 
year there will be a loss of 6 cents a 
pound on 340 millions, equal to close 
on twenty and one-half millions of dol­
lars. If we keep on at this ratio of 
depreciation in the value of all other 
description of merchandise a howl will

fô up from all the inhabitants of this 
and that will shake up the pillars of 

the Washington capitol, and the ques­
tion will not be how to deplete the 
treasury but how to get something into 
it, if the people are to be led on the 
road to a chasm which yawns for their 
destruction.

The Boston Advertiser says the 
wool market continues in about the 
same condition reported a week ago, 
except that the weakness is rather 
more aggravated if anything. The 
market continues weak, and to move 
anything even lower prices have to be 
accepted. The situation is without 
life on any kind of wool, and the long­
er this state of affairs lasts, the weaker 
the market appears. The actual sales 
made during the week are much larger 
than appears in our sale column, as the 
general rule of the trade is to report 
the transactions when the wool is 
weighed up and delivered. One large 
house which had a big amount of wool 
on hand three w ee^  ago has been 
emptying 4ts lofts at the best price ob­
tainable, and it is estimated that their 
sales will foot up between 2,000,000 
and 2,500,000 lbs. since the first of the 
month. • Their stocks are now well re­
duced, and they are now in condition 
to pay attention to the new clip, which 
is almost at hand. Nearly all of the 
other houses are also well cleaned up 
on stocks, only one large house haying 
any amount of territory wools on 
hand. ^ _______

T he experience of this spring has 
taught the lesson that nothing will 
profitably supplant good mesquite grass 
for fattening stock. This not used as 
an argument against feeding, as nine 
years out of ten there is not enough of 
mesquite grass to fully fatten a steer, 
but when there is, sa there is this [sea­
son, stock cannot bo as profitably fat­
tened on any other feed whatever.

You can curse and rail at the ” Big 
Four”  till you split and you will never 
bettor the present condition of the beef 
market till you secure refrigerators in 
our own state and ship our prepared 
meats to the East and Europe via the 
Texas coast. If that can’t bo done, 
you might as well silk-line the Chicago 
yoke with improved stock cars, and 
make its gall as light tis possible.

Fo r  some years it has been the cus­
tom in San Aubonio to allow three 
pounds of tare tor the wool sacks with­
out any remuneration therefor. A few 
days ago the San Antonio wool ex­
change agreed to make a charge of 25 
cents for sacks, when the buyers also

s \

resolved themselves into an ” ex- 
change,”  but not secret like the other, 
and flatly refused to pay a penny for 
the sacks. Thereupon the “ exfchange”  
met again and took it all back.”

B o sto n  wool commission men have 
decided to charge all wools from west 
of the Mississippi river one and one- 
half cents per pound commission. 
Texas wools are low grade and conse­
quently the percentage is higher on 
her product than on that of other 
states ; just as 50 cents per head com­
mission on her cattle in Chicago is 
double the percentage of commission 
paid by the majority of stock sold in 
that market. The St o c k  J o u r n a l  
has always contended against the in­
justice of a fixed commission, claiming 
that the only proper way to charge a 
commission is by percentage.

Im p roved  Stock Carv.
Owing to the great distance of Tex­

as from the leading live stock markets, 
and the excessive shrinkage in the

T h e  J o u r n a l  issued last October 
strongly advanced the Panhandle of 
Texas as furnishing a held for the pro­
duction of hay, either by protecting 
the native grasses against stock graz­
ing upon it and cutting and baling the 
hay for shipment to market, or by cul­
tivating tamo grasses. Johnson grass, 
as being specially adopted to the lo­
cality, was mentioned. It produces 
 ̂largely, sells readily, and as hay is uni­
formly satisfactory. Since hay is in so 
great demand more money is made 
from good meadow lands than from 
the most successful animal crops.

T h e  a ., T .  & S. F. railroad in the 
Texas Panhandle has arranged to run 
cattle from Panhandle City to Chicago, 
via Kansas City, on one feed and in 
three days' time. Tnis distance is ful­
ly as great as from Central Texas to 
Chicago. It occurs to the J o u r n a l  
that other Texas lines should be able 
to make as good time to the Eastern 
markets, and it is only a question in 
the near future when they will be forc­
ed to do this or lose the bulk of the 
trade. We have had samples of quick 
time in transit from Central Texas, 
but the goods never equaled the 
sample.

A  C h ic a g o  commission firm in the 
Northwestern trade is advertising tq 
sell cattle at a charge of 1 per cent, 
commission. The J o u r n a l  has al­
ways believed in the percentage basis 
as the correct foundation for all com­
mission charges; and believing also 
that stockmen are willing to pay a 
fa ir. rate of compensation for the im­
portant service of selling cattle, has 
urged the percentage basis as one cal­
culated to be the best for all parties 
concerned. One per cent, on North­
western cattle amounts to very nearly 
the regular charge of 50 cents on all 
cattle, and it is not that the charge is 
excessive on good cattle that is the ob­
jection to a fixed charge, but that the 
fixed charge was excessive on the low 
priced mixed lots that enriched the 
commission man while the seller was 
impoverished by low markets and Kis 
own necessities. The commission 
basis is the correct one and more likely 
to stand than a fixed charge which is 
not adapted to all classes of stock.

N e w  O r le a n s  C hargeM .
The New Orleans conference resulted 

in the employment of a public weigher 
and an agreement that 5 cents a head 
be charged on cattle for weighing. It 
was further agreed that from and after 
May 1st the charges for commission be 
3 per cent, on calves and yearlings, 5 
per cent. *on all cattle selling at $20 per 
head and less than $20 per head; $1 
(one dollar) per head on cattle selling 
at $20 per head to $33 J (thirty-three 
and one-third dollars) per head, and 
3 per cent, on all cattle selling at over 
thirty-three and one-third dollars per 
head.
It was further agreed to pay no rebates 

or commission to bankers, agents or 
solicitors, but agents and solicitors 
could be sent out on salary.

T l i c  P r i c e  o l S h e e p .
The sheep market is excited by rea­

son of the supply of sheep in the Unit­
ed States being very short. There are 
about forty million sheep where once 
there were fifty million,and the reaction 
is due to the sacrifice of sheep in the 
country upon the change in the wool 
tariff.

Texas sheep have sold recently at so 
high a price as $7.30 per head for 114- 
pound fat ones, while the same report 
announced the sale of a lot of 70-pound 
thin ones at $3.15, $3.10 and $2.75 per 
100 pounds. The good sheep net the 
owner about $6.30 per head, and the 
70-pouud shorn scalawags sold at a 
price that net the owner something be­
tween a dollar and a dollar and a half 
per head.

The speculators^ who run into the 
state of Texas to buy the sheep com­
plain that the excited market has 
made men fColish, also that the J o u r ­
n a l  exposes the market to the sheep 
interest. This is true. A man who 
wants the value-of stock and no more 
requires no speculator and is perfectly 
able to market his stock without the 
privilege of feeding a Sjem^ator with 
a portion of his earnings. Conse­
quently the J o u r n a l  does not carei if 
the speculator is pleased or not. But 
for all this, even the speculator is

obliged to confess that there is no ig­
norance so dense and no man so diffi­
cult to deal with as the nian who knows 
sheep are high upon hearsay evidence 
and who has only a glimmering of an 
idea of what he owns and what it will 
bring.

They run to extremes; they are 
either too high or too low. They sup­
pose that because one sheep brought 
$7.30, all sheep are worth that 
amount, whereas it may be that for 
what they have a dollar and a half is a 
fair price. Instead of growling at the 
Journal it will pay all parties, includ­
ing the speculator, to disseminate in­
formation under the supposition that it 
is easier to do business with a man 
who is well informed than it is with a 
blind, ignorant fool.

making of butter is not con-
ducted.in Texas as it ought to be. Be­
tween scrub cattle and scrub methods, 
much of the butter sold realizes mis­
erable prices, and the utter want of 
uniformity simply gives Texas butter 
a bad name, and the unreliability of 
the general run of Texas butter causes 
the principal hotel keepers and other 
large consumers to receive regular 
supplies of creamery butter from the 
North or East.

It is not asserted here that no good 
butter is made in Texas, because the 
object of this writing is to place before 
our readers examples to be found 
near the principal towns of the state 
to show that excellent butter can, and 
will be, made, and is made [in Texas, 
and further than this, that the demand 
is quite strong for the gilt-edge ar­
ticle whenever it is presented to the 
consumers.

The following was written to the 
Dairy World by J. U. Vance, who is 
ranching near San Anfbnio, and was 
written in response to an inquiry con­
cerning the proper temperature for 
churning in the South :

“ In regard to Mrs. E. A. G.’s and 
Mr. McIntyre’s views on churning 
temperature in the South, I must say 
that I differ very much with them. In 
the first place, as to not being able to 
make cream rise at a low temperature. 
We set our milk in a Cooley creamer.
in 18-quart can ^  submerged, and find 
that the colder the water the more
cream we get and the quicker it rises ; 
in fact, have set the cans out of the 
north side of the milk house in a 
norther, when the temperature was 
about freezing point, and the cream 
would all rise inside of four hours, and 
there would be from six to seven 
inches of cream on the milk. In the 
second place^ as to churning. In sum­
mer we churn at as near 58 degrees as 
we can get the cream, using ice to 
cool it ; in winter we churn at from 62 
to 64 degreess, keeping our cream in a 
warm room in order to get the right 
temperature and to b^ve the cream 
sour. We use a No. 3è rectangular 
churn, run at the rate of fifty revolu­
tions a minute, by horse power, and 
the butter never fails to come in from 
a half to three quarters of an hour, 
when the cream is at the right stage of 
ripeness and temperature (i. e., 58 de­
grees in summer and 62 to 64 degrees 
in winter). We stop churning when 
the butter is in grains, about the size 
of No. 6 shot ; draw off the buttermilk 
and wash the butter in cold salt water, 
using ice in summer, and then in cold 
clear water two or three times, until 
the water comes from the churn clear ; 
salt in the churn one ounce of Kel- 
logg ’s royal dairy salt to the pound, 
and turn the churn until the butter 
forms in large lumps ; set away in the 
milkhouse twelve hours, and then 
work a lever worker and mold in one- 
pound prints with a Nesbitt printer, 
and when finished I do not think there 
is much better butter made anywhere 
in the South, and we have no difi&cul- 
ty in getting 50 cents a pound for all 
wo can make.

•«Our milkhouse is made with dool^le

stone walls, having an eighth-inch 
space between. The ceiling joists are 
2x 12-inch stuff, and covered with floor­
ing, and on that an 18-inch layer of 
concrete; over that a spaee of feet, 
with ventilators in the gables, and 
covered with a shingle roof. The 
milk-house has large ventilators on all 
sides that can be closed at w ill; the 
walls and floor are cemented. In the 
milk-house we have a pump from an 
underground cistern, and a faucet from 
our tank, which is supplied from a 185- 
foot drilled well, by a windmill. In 
summer we open the door and ventila­
tors of the milk-house at night, and 
close them up tight at daylight, and 
the temperature in the house is always 
from 10 to 20 degrees lower than out­
side. The ventilators are covered with 
wire cloth, and the door has an outside 
door made of wire cloth, so as to keep 
out flies and insects.

Mr. Loving had about 
80 a(!res in Johnson grass and the 
yield was so abundant that after feed­
ing his work-horses and old cows he 
luid hay to spare, and livery stable 
owners at the town of Graham relieved 
him of it at $14 and $15 per ton. Mr. 
Loving increases his acreage in John­
son grass every year, and considers it 
valuable to him, and the best paying 
farming he has ever done.

W oii^t P a y  th e  Tax«^
G a in k s v il i .k , T k x ., May 24.—News 

has been received here from Ardmore 
that the non-citi/ens of the Chickasaw 
nation have determined to resist the 
authorities in their collection of the 
live stock tax, which is $1 per head for 
stock outside of a certain number 
which are exempt. It is reported that 
the stock owners have thoroughly or­
ganized, armed and equipped them­
selves for a stubborn resistance, and 
have served notice on Permit Collector 
Richard McLish and his deputies that 
they will not pay the stock law tax, 
ami if any measures are taken by the 
authorities to coerce them they will 
resist to the bitter end. These threats 
have caused the collectors to suspend 
action and appeal to the governor for 
additional help. It is reliably report­
ed that the governor will callout mil­
itia at once and enforce the collection 
of this tax regardless of the conse­
quences. The conservative people 
there entertain fears of serious trouble 
before the matter is finally settled.

C u t t in g :  H a y .
I.Ive Stock Indicator.

One of the most important'items of 
work on the farm is the proper cutting 
and storing of the hay. Just at what 
stage is the best time for cutting grass, 
in order to secure the best quality of 
hay, is with many a debatable ques­
tion. If cut too early, there is an ex­
cess of water that in curing dries out, 
so there is a considerable loss of 
weight, that is, hay or grass cut too 
early requires a larger bulk of hay to 
weigh a given amount than if the hay 
is allowed to ripen. Again, if the hay 
is allowed to stand too long and get 
too ripe it contains too large a per cent, 
of woody fiber that destroys, to a 
greater or less extent, its value as a 
food. It is not only an item to secure 
hay that will contain as large a per 
cent, of nutriment, but at the same 
time it should be in a condition to be 
well relished by the stock.

Where, a large crop is to be taken 
care of, in many cases it will be neces­
sary to commence a little early or else 
run considerable risk of having a part 
entirely too ripe. All things consid­
ered, so far as possible, the nearer the 

rass can be cut when it is in full 
loom or just after, is the best time for 

making hay, and it can be done by 
arranging ahead, gettingeveiything in 
good shape so that the work can bo 
pushed along as rapidly as possible. 
Hay cut at the right stage, well cured 
and properly stored, will meke a feed 
of the very best quality, but there is a 
very considerable diSerence between 
that which is cut at the right stage, 
well cured and properly stored, and 
when cut either too early or too late 
and good care is not taken in the cut­
ting or storing away.

It is only by feeding food of a good 
quality that we can expect to secure 
the best grain at the least expense, 
while at the same time better health 
and thrift will be secured. While it is 
very important to cut at the right 
stage, the curing and storing away is 
fully as important if the best quality is 
secured. Good hay is good feed at all 
seasons of the year, and stock can be 
kept in a good thrifty condition with 
the addition of very litttle extra grain. 
And, under ordinary conditions, hay is 
a cheap food, one of the cheapest that 
can be secured and used on the farm; 
never should be allowed to waste. 
Make all the hay possible, as it can 
nearly always be used to a good advan­
tage. What catinot be used to a good 
advantage at one time will, if properly 
stored, keep a long time. But care 
should be taken to cut at the right 
stage, cure thoroughly, and then store 
so us to keep in a good condition.

There never was a time more favor­
able than the present for procuring 
pure-blooded bulls o f  the sevei al well 
recognized breeds  ̂ of dairy cattle. 
Throughout the Eastern and Middle 
states, half-bloods and higher grades 
are found by practical dairymen to be 
the most profitable stock. The more 
distinctively dairy blood one can get 
into his held, without paying too 
much for it, the better the results.

Experience leads us to a preference 
for Holstein-Fridsians and Ayrshires for 
quantity of milk, and to the Guernsey 
and Jersey for quantity and quality of 
butter. As economical dairy animals,

) high-grades are as good as full-bloods. 
The cheapest ana safest way to get 
such animals is to raise them, by using 
a pure-bred bull of the breed preferrea 
upon well selected cows of known 
merit. These should be “ natives”  or

frades, and if the latter,Sthe improved 
lood showing in the dam should be 

of the same breed as the sire chosen. 
Too much of a mixture of breeds 
usually results in failure. The pur­
chase and use of a grade bull is a de­
cided mistake; although the animal 
himself may be fine, there is no telling 
what his offspring may be, and for 
every good calf there are likely to be 
several poor ones. On the contrary, a 

_ strongly-bred bull of any one of the 
dairy breeds is reasonably sure of 
transmitting his good qualities to all 
his calves, and making most of Jhem 
better than their dams, if the latter 
are natives or grades. There have 
been a good many sales lately of bull 
calves from parents of excellent dairy 
families of registered stock, at $20 to 
$60, and of mature bulls, often record­
ed animals of proved merit as sires, 
from $40 to $100. With $40 or $50 in 
hand, one need not go far in New 
York or New England to liave his 
choice of several desirable pure-bred 
bulls, old enough for service. This is 
unquestionably a good investment for 
anjr one who has eight or ten cows or 
heifers to be bred within a year. The 
increased value of every heifer calf ob­
tained over the get of a common or 
grade bull can safely be put at $5, and 
with perhaps some outside service, a 
well selected young bull may pay for 
himself within a year. This is certain­
ly the time to buy, and bargains are in 
sight all around.

R u n ilu a tlo n .
Ensilage] has, I think, come to stay. 

There is a loss in drying fodder, no 
doubt, although how the loss occurs 
no one as yet has explained. There is 
certainly a loss in curing silage, for the 
curing uses up something, but is this 
loss not much less than that in dry 
curing? Prof. Henry says, “ had the 
same parties (the ensiloers) grown 
an equal crop of corn-fodder and sav­
ed tt without loss by drying,”  etc., etc. 
This is the precise point at issue. 1 
have grown over 40 tons of green or 
corn fodder per acre, and have had 
eight ions when it was cured. At the 
same time 1 was growing mangels at 
the rate of 1200 bushels—nearly 40 
tons per acre—and although these 
roots had less than four tons of dry 
matter in them, I got twice as much 
feeding value in proportion from them 
as from the dry matter. No doubt a 
very large part of the substance of the 
corn fodder becomes indigestible in 
the dry curing, while in the process of 
ensilage the fiber becomes more diges­
tible, although possibly at the expense 
of some loss of carbonaceous matter. 
Prof. Henry's remarks about deep 
plowing, cooking food, and other 
crazes, are hardly consistent, and tend 
rather to the repression of improve­
ments. Have we learned everything? 
I think not. The Rural Experiment 
farm has proved otherwise in regard 
to many things. “ Prove all things, but hold fast to that w h ic h  is good*'

only. I think ensilage is a good thing; 
for when at no more cost than curing 
the fodder dry, one can have from oue 
acre of ground, green food that will 
feed one cow 4U0 days, and yet not 
have a big crop, he has got a good 
thing.

T b e  P ro fit  iii L ive  Stock,
Breeders* Gazette.

At a recent farmers’ club in Michi­
gan, one person raised the question as 
to whether it paid to raise stock, de­
claring he “ had made some very close 
experiments weighing and feeding, 
and could not yet figure out a margin 
of profit for himself.”  It is not likely 
that some would pay if one were to go 
into the market and purchase every­
thing which it consumes, but the con­
ditions under which live stock is 
grown upon the farms are altogether 
different. On every farm there is con­
siderable inferior grain and hay prac­
tically without commercial value, 
which nevertheless makes profitable 
stock food, and which in point of fact 
constitutes a very considerable portion 
of its support, and there are incidental 
proddets, like «straw, stalks and chaff, 
which but for the value that live stock 
is capable of extracting would go to 
utter waste. There is much «coarse 
herbage, consumed by it which the 
farmer can neither eliminate from his 
fields with any reasonable amount of 
labor nor possibly turn into mercantile 
products. There are “ gleanings”  in 
all the fields after the farmer has fin­
ished the most careful harvest and 
gathering of the crops, and there are 
afteimaths and second growths of va­
rious descriptions which could never 
profitsbly be prepared for market, but 
which contribute not a little to the 
growth and support of the live stock. 
it  gathers and turns to profitable use 
without involving any expense on ac­
count o1 labor the grass growing in 
the pastures and' upon all portions of 

*the farm not under actual tillage. In 
short its principal support is derived 
from products otherwise without ma­
terial value, or which have not been 
reduced to a mercantile condition. Be­
sides, its presence enlarges the number 
of field crops which can be giown 
with profit, and opens the way for the 
most intelligent and profitable rota­
tion, for in Its absence all manner of 
root-crops as well as clover and grass 
(except for hay), would be eliminated 
from .the list of p.ofitable crops open 
to the farmer’s selection. Finally, the 
rotation which it permits and the ma­
nure it distributes in the fields or 
leaves around the stabling and feeding 
lots is a means of sustaining whatever 
degree of fertility the farm possesses, 
renders the profitable production of 
general crops possible, and prevents 
the farm from sinking speedily into a 
state of absolute sterility. So, even if 
a farmer cannot always take his pencil 
and figure out just what profit he is 
making from the growth of his live 
stock, or just what advantage has been 
secured each day and hour, the final 
aggregate results show that it has 
made good money for its owner. 
Farmers who have devoted themselves 
mainly to its production have gener­
ally grown riob, and while the farmer 
may not be able to measure hia profit

with the same precision as in many 
other matters, he knows that the sales 
of live stock products constitute a very 
large proportion of the income of the 
farm.

At the same time it must not be^sup- 
pqsed that the character of the stock 
maintained is a matter of indifference.' 
There is considerable merchantable 
product fed out first and last, and un­
less the stock is of an improved char­
acter a loss is likely to be made on 
this, which of course cuts down the 
profits that are realized from other 
sources of growth, and perhaps dissi­
pates them altogether; and it is also 
important' that the pasturage and 
coarse fodder be turned to the largest 
and very best account, which only 
stock of an improved character can 
accomplish. There is abundant occa­
sion for a farmer to figure elaborately 
as to the comparative profits to be 
realized from various descriptions of 
stock. Indeed, it is an encouraging 
sign to- find him indulging in figures of 
this sort, since the difference between 
the improved breeds and inferior 
and common sorts is so great 
that a careful examination of the sub­
ject will be sure to impress any intel­
ligent farmer with the great advantage 
of keeping only the improved sorts. 
But to enter upon calculations as to 
whether the maintenance of any de­
scription of stock is profitable is time 
thrown away, since the experience of 
the world, extending through thou­
sands of years, since the day our an­
cestors were nomads, wandering in the 
desert with no other visible wealth 
than their herds and flocks, has settled 
that point beyond the possibility of any 
intelligent dispute.]

The Stock  J ournal was the very
