The corn-fed mutton is not a product
of Texas to any great extent, but ought
to be. The feeders lost lots of money
by not fattening sheep last winter.

A large proportion of the sheep ar-
riving at Kansas City are purchased
by Smith & Co. on the ranches. It is
a good sign for the sheep interest that
mutton is in so great demand.

The cattlemen are figuring very
strongly upon a good market for feed-
ing steers this fall, but nothing is said
abeut mutton feeders; but mutton
will pay the better of the two.

Ibs of medium spring, 17@224c; 99.-
00C lbs fine spring, 12@18¢; medium
fall, —@—; fine fall, 13@17c.

San Angelo Standard:—Col. J. M.

Co., St. Louis, is still in the city and
has secured consignments amounting
to 75,000 pounds of this spring’s wool
clip.

- San Angelo Standard :—Newt Rap-
pley sold his clip of 35,000 lbs. of 12-
months wool this week toJ. A. &alker,
Mississippi mills, at 14% cents per Ib.
Chas. Hobbs sold 10,000 lbs to the same
buyer at 124, and 16,000 lbs. at 14 cents
per pound.

The prices now obtained for wool in
Texas are very low, and if there was
ever a time when it would pay to hold
the wool that time is now. Cotton at
8c is easier to raise than wool at l4c,
and does not require so great a cash
investment.

The quality of the Wyoming sheep is
good. The foundation of the Wyom-
ing flocks came in from California and
down from Oregon. As an average
they are larger sheep than those of
Colorado. Denver receives some of
its best mutton from about Rollins,.on
the line of the Union Pacific.

Mr. Jno. McDowell of Washington
county, Pa., president of the State
Wool Growers’ association, said to the
American Wool Reporter that there

~vere ;1,020,728 flockmasters in the
United States 1n 1880, and that it is
more difficult for them to come togeth-
er and consult as wool growers than it
is for the manufacturers who are
grouped together at the tap of the bell.
What they need among the wool grow-
ers is an organization which will es-
tablish and hold all interests together,
both the manufacturers and wool
growers.

American Stockman and Farmer:—
The difference in the market value of
mutton now and a year ago is still sub-
stantially in favor of 1888, but is much
less than earlier in season. Prices are
fully up to the average of a number of
years for midsummer, and yet they are
so much lower than in April as to
seem badly out of joint.

A. S. Bebout, Gatesville, Texas,
writes to the American Stockman and
Farmer of Pittsburgh, Pa.:—*l send
you the doings of the wool-growers’
mass meeting held here, by which your
readers will see that thé wool-growers
here are very much dissatistied with
the resalt of the free trade effort, and
not satisfied as some would have them
believe. These¢ two counties agreed to
bulk their wool here, a railroad point,
invite buyers from all over the country.
The wool was bulked, the buyers came
with orders to buy only on the free
trade basis, from 12 to 15 cents. Out
of the 500,000 pounds here there was
not enough sold to llm_y freight on the
salt the growers had ordered, and that
did not go out of the state. 'Fhe most
of it has been consigned to got money
to settle last year’s supply bills.”

ence. There is money still in wool
growing but it only can be got by hard
work and close attention to business
details. A revolution is going on in
the flocks. Muttons are ready cash,
wool ig bare expenses, prize bucks are
negledtéd and the dude wool grower
has ceased to be a giddy butterfly of
fashion and a society pet.

PDemand for Better Horses,

The demand for more careful breed-
ing of horse stock was clearly shown
last week in the offerings of horses to
the government contractors for army
service. The contractor advertised for
cavalry horses 144 to 16 hands high,
900 to 1050 ,1bs, 4 to 9 years old, and
offered to pay $120 for such as were
accepted.

Now the question arises, why don’t the
horse breeders raise a better class of
horses? It costs very little more to
raise a good horse than a poor one.
The native stock of Spanish mares are
excellent breeders and with improved
stallions they can have just what they
want. Texas is one of the best breed-
ing grounds for horses in America and
the expense is less here than in more
Northern latitudes. The fault appears
to lie entirely with the stockmen them-
selves in not selecting their mares and

in not providing suitable sires.

San Antonio Horse Market.

The local horse market has been
comparatively quiet during the past
week and within a day or two there
have been no large buyers here so that
the small receipts were no disadvan-
tage, but now there are a number of
good buyers here and there is an active
demand " for good shipping stock in
horses, - mares and mules.

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THE time may come when rival beef
packers will station men with spy
glasses on top of their buildings to get
first sight of a car-load of fat beef as it
rolls toward market. The ‘“mills of
the!gods grind slowly,”’as we know, and
the fat beef supply will be ground
wondrous fine. The Texassupply will
keep up the longest and be in the ring
v hen the change comes.

SOME crazy people are determined
to cross the buffalo on common cattle
in order to obtain 14 cent beet and a
$2 hide. The buffalo straightly bred
s worth 10¢ per pound as a rarity, and
buffalo robes will soon be worth $10
to $25 each, independent of value as
curiosities. The JOourRNAL would sug-
gest that the experimentalists raise
buffalo and not mongrels.

How They Handle Cattle,
The Chicago Drovers’ Journal of
June 27th contains the following:
“The Chicago & Alton road furnish-
ed 2082 cattle to Chicago Tuesday.
The Wabash was next with 1457; the
Illinois Central, 1319; Rock Island,
959, and the Burlington 776.”

Ou’r Stock of Sheep.
An item is going the rounds credit-
ng a Texas paper with having pro-
7 duéed the statement that Texas shows

a record of 8390 wool growers who
have an average flock of 9440 sheep,
an increase of 118 per cent. in the last
five years. We find the item in the
National Live Stock Journal. The
number above mentioned would be
over 79,000,000, about 60 per cent.
more than can be found in the United
States. Texas has about 6,000,000
sheep in flocks averaging less than
1000 each, and has lost about 30 per
cent in numbers during the past five
years. If it was not that the numbers
have been maintained in the South-
west the decrease would be about 50
per cent. Northern Texas has very
few sheep compared with the numbers
on hand in 1882 and 1883.

The Tendency is Upward.

When the beef market went up with
a rush, as it did a few days ago, the
JOURNAL designated it as a straw to
show how the tide was turning, and
did not assume that big prices for beef
could-be held up in the face of heavy
runs of grass cattle.
Now that the market is down and
demeralized something worse than
usual the JOURNAL is just as hopeful as
it was during the short prevalence of
the temporary boom, and has just as
good faith 1n the future as at any time.
The run of cattle may be heavy and
strong and will be so to the full extent
that grass cattle owning stockmen can
make it. while cheap grass fattens the
cattle, but the inevitable change is
coming fast and the scarcity known to
exist will then be just as evident in
beef circles as the overmarketing is
now.
Gentlemen, don’t despair; cattle are
worth more money to-day than in 1882
and if - cattle will not sell just so well
to-day, 1t is because the sellers are in
difficulties and the buyers are not.
Time will make the changes, and the
beef bonanza will be the talk of the
world. ;

Ll;e Stock in Texas.

The shipments of beef cattle during
the entire year from Texas ranges and
farms to the beef markets have arous-
ed much interest in thelive stock trade
of Texas, and caused some speculation
as to the actual capabilities of this
state in live stock produgtion, but
the half has not been known or appre-
ciated and the immense advantages of
Texas as a stock fattening ground have
been lost to sight by reason of the sys-
tem that for many years placed one-
half of Texas territory as a‘breeding
country only. But now the run of
corn-fed stock from the central corn
belt, and the large shipments from
Southern Texas of cottonseed, cactus
and grass-fed cattle and sheep has at-
tracted so much attention that a few
figures showing the number and class
of live stock in Texas ought to be of
interest.

The extent of Texas is 274,356 square
miles, or 175,587,840 acres, and the
last . assessment rolls show 7,081,976
head of cattle, 4,275,394 head of sheep,
940,927 hogs and 1,229,690 head of
horse stock. This assessment rendi-
tion is based upon the number on hand
in Texas on January 1st of each year,
and is rendered before the spring in-
crease is obtained and after the regular
sale of all surplus stock, so that the
actual number of stock carried within
the state lines amounts to from 20 to
30 per cent. more. Our estimates
based upon actual assessment and re-
ports ot stock ' associations place thé
number of live stock in Taxas now as
follows:

To these can be added 750,000 goats
and 10,000 jacks and jennets. From
this it will be seen that every 13 acres
in Texas, including towns, cities,
ranches and farms, supports one head
of cattle or horses, or 6 head of sheep,
or 3 of swine, a showing hardly to be
made by any other state or country.

The cattle can be classed as follows:
5,000,000 females and 4,000,000 steers.

Of the females 1,500,000 to 2,000,000
head each year are tooyoung to breed;
increase at the rate of 80 per cent., after
counting losses, can be expected from
3,000,000 to 3,500,000 head, there being
some variation different seasons. The
calf crop amounts annually to 2,400,-
000 or 2,800.000 head, and from the
females not breeding there are some-
thing near 600,000 dry cows shipped
to the different markets for beef.

Of the 4,000,000 steer cattle annually
on hand about 500,000 have heretofore
been diiven or shipped annually to

the Northern territories, to New Mexi-

co, Arizona, and the Indian 'Y'erritory,
while the aged cattle, as beef, and in-
cluding the surplus dry cows, have
gone to St. Louis, Chicago, Kansas
City, Memphis, New Orleans and other

markets. The remainder were con-:

sumed at home. Last year Chicago
alone credited Texas with 485,000
head of cattle, the Texans being ab-
sorbed at other markets without spe-
cial mention in statisctial returns. This
year with exception of 26,000 to 30,000
cattle sent up the trail the entire cat-
tle movement is by rail. The avail-
able output consists of fat steers, can-
ning beef, cows, stags, bulls, two-year-
olds, yearlings and calves, and is fully
equal to the calf crop of the year,
2,400,000 head, or at 24 to the car.
100,000 car-loads, nearly 50 per cent.
of that number having moved already
out of the state. This includes all
regular beef market shipments and the
shipments to the Indian Territory and
to the Northwestern ranges.

Of sheep, owing to the high values
for mutton early in the season and the
extra good condition of the stock, the
early movement to market was fully
500,000 head with a reasonable esti-
mate of 800,000 more sneep going
this year, unless the markets rule very

low. The light movement in sheep is--~

partly due to the failure of railroad
managers to adjust rates to permit
Western & Southern sheep to be ship-
ed into the farming sections and ship-
ped out again to market.
easily ship 2,500,000 muttons or 10,000
car-loads each year. The entire wool
clip is between 20,000,000 and 24,000,-
000 pounds each year,the present spring
clip amounting to 15,000,000 pounds
of wool.

The small stock of hogs in Texas is
due partly to low prices for the past
two years, but now hogs are in great
demand and a rapid increase
is expected. The stock can be doubled
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any favorable year; 500 cars is the
. maximum of past annual movements, a
very large proportion of the hogs rais-
ed being consumed in Texas.

The irregularity of the horse trade
prevents us closely watching the out-
put, but the surplus is fully 300,000
head per year, or about 10,000 car-
loads. The Texas supply is greatly
augmented by annual drives from
Mexico and any scarcity in this class
of stock is rapidly filled in from that
country. The demand is very strong
for mares, young colts and fillies, and
nearly every section of the United
States is represented on our markets.

The available supply of Texas stock
of all ages, condition, size, etc., for the
next twelve months can be safely esti-
mated at 100,000 cars cattle, 10,000 cars
sheep, 500 cars hogs, and 10,000 cars
horses, the estimate being based up-
on knowledge of fall grain crops, and

the advantage®f fattening larger num--

bers of cattle, sheep and swine than
usual; sll these can be furnished with-
out reducing the number of breeding
stock actually known to be within the
state, and the annual output for the
next three years will not greatly vary
from these figures.

Every old
worthless, superfluous plug within a
radius of forty miles of Dallas is regu-
larly brought here on these days, and
offered to the highest bidder. The
STOCK JOURNAL gives them little or no
attention, as a rule, for the quotations
have no bearing on the general market
whatever.

The Cotton-Worm Plague.

H. O. Samuell ot Mesquite informs
the STocK JOURNAL that the cotton
worms completely destroyed the first
planting in his section this season, and
in the eastern portion of the county.
He had in 500 acres, wh.ch was com-
pletely taken by this pest, but he has
since replanted, and .he promise is
good. He instances similar trouble
elsewhere and particularly in the
Northwestern states, from the ravages
of the grasshoppers on growing crops
there.

CHICAGO, ILL., July 2, '88.

Receipts last week were 48,000 cat-
tle of which half or 24,000 were Tex-
This was the largest week’s re-
ceipts of Texans ever known, and com-
ing as it did on top of a rush of native
grass cattle, prices went off 75c per
cwt. in short order. The drop was so
much that prices for cattle are put
down to a point that ought to call a
halt in the run. Cattlemen can now
afford to let their cattle get fatter, as
they are not taking much chance of
lower prices later in the season when
pretty good 900 to 1000-l1b steers get
down to $2.50, and fair to good cows
sellat $1.25@1.75. Thatis getting down
to bed rock and it is time to hold back
for more weight. As long as prices
were pretty fair there was no advan-
tage in waiting for cattle to get heavier,
as they would get cheaper as well.
To-day there was an up turn in
prices and the good cattle sold 10c
higher. Some good to choice 1000 to
1060-1b cattle sold at £3.25@3 65, but
the inferior steers sold at $2@2.25,
and cows and bulls as low as §1.15.
Prices are higher in England, and the
prospects here for good cattle are fair-
ly encouraging. The sheep market is
steady at $3@3.56 for poor to good
Texas muttons and dull for scalawags
at $2.26@2.75. _

The cattle trade of the past week
has been watched with great interest.
Taking it as a whole, it is unmistak-
able that ground has been lost. But
there are a few points connected with
the course of the market which give
the situation somewhat of an under-
tone of strength. One is that cattle
dropped at Chicago early in the week,
and that after the first decline there
was but little following change, not-
withstanding the torrid weather. An-
other is that good cattle held a part of
the late advance, and: the greatest de-
cline was on common stock, although
even that class of stock is better than
some weeks ago. Still another is that
this ground was held, although last
week was marked by increased re-
ceipts. Then other markets through-
out the country, which had enjoyed
less of an advance than Chicago, also
show much less of a decline, prices in
some places being nearly fully sus-
tained. The cream of the late boom
has been skimmed off, and whether it
returns soon again is one of those
things of which nobody can be cer-
tain; but it is improbable that cattle
will recede again to the basis of May
prices.

Pearsall News:—Frio is one of the
best stock-raising counties in the state
of Texas, and nowhere can farming
and stock-raising be more profitably
combined. The native cattle are being
crossed with improved bulls so that
each year the horns grow shorter.
The assessmuent rolls of 1887 showed
that Frio had 56,960 head of -cattle,
4358 head of horses and mules, 16,382

head of sheep and 4229 goats. (The
assessment rolls for 1888 have not been
completed at this writing, but will
doubtless show an increase over last
year.) The total valuation of taxable
property amounted to $1,967,484 in
1887. The assessment rolls have not
shown an increase of taxable wealth
owing to the decline in the price of live
stock which has prevailed throughout
the country; and most of Frio count
property consists of live stock. Stoc
thrive on the native grasses and until
recently there never was any winter
feeding, as all kinds of stock would do
well hunting their own living during
‘the winter months. Besides an abun-
dance of grasses there are many plants
that furnish nutritious foods, while the

any kind of stock moré rapidly than
corn. Cattle raisipg is the principal
industry and nowthat stockmen have
taken to the w'nter feeding of prickly
pear and eottonseed weal this bids fair
to become a more important factor in
the” future prosperity of the count{.
Horses and mules can be profitably
raised and readily sold at all seasons
of the year. Sheep and goats can also
be handled and a handsome profit real-
ized, as no winter care is required.

exhibited evidences ' that placed it far
from above suspicion of being similar-
ly -afllicted.

July 3, 1888.*

The ‘‘Glorious 'Fourth’’ is at hand,
and the market is out of joint. ;Holi-
days have a tendency to upsgt the
market, but in vhis case 1t only makes
it worse. In my last letter I stated
that the market was in a bad way and
prices had come down in consequence.
Well, since then there has been no im-
provement, and it* is worse if any-
thing. Prices have gone glimmering,
that is certain. Range cattle are guot-
ed all the way from $1.50 to $3.40 per
100 Ibs; the former for cows, heifers,
yearlings and common steers, and the
last named for choice Texas and In-
dian steers. Cows, heifers, yearlings
and thin steers dull of disposal at $1.50
$2.25 per 100 lbs. The run was very
large, and all did not find sale. Many
were shipped in first hands to Chieago
and the KEast, to be given away at
those points, for buyers further ‘east
are pretty well supplied with range
cattle. One thing is certain: Texas
shippers are losing money just now on
their shipments. The influx is very
large, but how long it will last remains
to be seen. Some stockmen entertain
the opinion that the run will be short;
that is, it will not be excessive, and
prices will recuperate and come up to
their normal values. Corn-fed native
steers of 1250 to 1500 1bs maintain
their own, and bring from $5.50 to
$5.75 per 100 lbs. Good butcher steers
are also wanted. This_is a hopeful
sign for Texas ranchmen who ‘have
good beeves.
