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Drovers’ Journal:—When Montana- 
Texas s^rass cattle average 1170 lbs, 
and sell at $4.80@o in July, the out­
look for ranchmen is certainly good.

Stock Grower:—J. K. Morris of 
Colorado bought this week from the 
Lynch Bros, of Hatch, this territory, 
1500 head of steers, all ages, which he 
will double winter on his range in 
Western Colorado. Prices not made 
known.

Mr. Frank Croley of New Mexico is re­
ceiving a lot of 700 cattle at Strawn now 
that has been bought in that county. 
They will be shipped by the Texas 
& Pacific to Midland and from thence 
driven to his ranch in New Mexico. 
They are one-year-olds, worth $6, and 
two-year-olds worth $9.

Stock Grower:—Max Frost, who has 
been a half owner of the San Mateo 
Cattle company of Santa Fe county, 
has sold his interest in the same to the 
president of the company, the Hon. 
lioman A. Baca. The interest sold 
consisted of 1500 head of stock, ranch 
location, etc. The cattle are reported 
to have been transfered at a considera­
tion of $13 per head.

Stock Grower—The California & 
Arizona Cattle and Land company has 
been organized at Santa Barbara, Cali­
fornia, with a paid-up capital stocK of 
$100,000. The purposes of the compa­
ny are to buy ami sell and lease real 
estate in Arizona and California and 
to carry on a live stock business. The 
directors are : 11. A. Rogers, E. F.
Rogers, W. B. Metcalf and W. L.
Roche.

Drovers’ Journal :---So far the Texas 
fever test has not produced any results. 
The native cows have been eating dry 
feed and drinking from the same 
troughs with the Southern Texas cows 
covered with ticks for ten days and are 
thriving finely. 'J'hey have now been 
placed on grass, however, and it is 
thought by experienced cattlemen that 
this test will be **rough on the natives.”

Drovers’ Journal:—Would the “ Tex­
as Cattle Exchfinge” prevent men from 
rushing into the cattle business if 
money could be more than doubled in 
a coupU^of years? Could it prevent 
drouth<|PP(l blizzards? Could it pre­
vent men from selling if they had no 
feed, no room and no money? If not, 
it could never have prevented the groat 
depression from which the cattle trade 
is now iK^inning to rally.

Drovers’ Journal:—The Texas and 
native cattle that have been kept to-
5ether in the stock yards were yester- 

ay separated, the Texas cattle having 
been put out on grass. An experi­
ment is being made in this case to as­
certain, it possible, whether fever can 
be communicated to our native cattle 
by the ticks that the Texans bring to the 
stock yards at this season of the year. 
Dr. Casewell, the state veterinarian, is 
directing the experiment, and it is the 
intention to make it a thorough one.

The Live Stock Indicator reports the 
Home Land & Cattle company of Mon­
tana has bought all the cattle owned 
by the L S oatlit from Joe Scott, on 
the north side of the Yellowstone. The 
sale has been pending some weeks, 
and is one of the largest that has been 
made this season, covering 5000 head 
of stock, approximating a cash trans­
action of $100,000. The delivery will 
be made on the range, and as the 
Home Land & Cattle company’s range 
adjoins the L S there will be no 
necessity for moving the cattle. The

purchase does not include the horses or 
range property of the L S outfit.

Stock Grower:—The American and 
Brazilian Land & Cattle Co., with head­
quarters at Dodge City; capital stock, 
^5,000,000, has been orgahized. The di­
rectors are R. J. Hardesty, G. Anderson, 
Gross Longendice, H. M. Beverly, C 
W. Willett, R. W. Evans, G. M. Hoov­
er, and Thomas Layhay. The purposes 
are set out to be to raise, purchase and 
sell horses and cattle; purchase, hold 
and sell real estate in Brazil, South 
American ; to receive, accept and hold 
grants to lands and rights to lands in 
Brazil from the Brazilian government; 
also to erect factories for the purpose 
of packing and canning meats and 
other products.

Stock Grower :—The Santa Fe com­
pany is transporting a good many cat­
tle from Texas to Montana and Wyom­
ing, some to feed and others to sell. 
Among the largest shippers are Col. 
D. V. Becker of the Panhandle, who 
has 4500 head yet south of the Arkan­
sas; W. J . White, who has 2200 head, 
and Darrow Bros., having 4500 head. 
Alltogether there are about fifteen 
thousand cattle still south of the Ar­
kansas in the vicinity of Coolidge,which 
are to be shipped north. Keener and 
Morrison of Denver are two of the 
heaviest purchasers of these cattle, 
which will be sent to Kansas to be 
corn-fed during the fall, and later 
placed upon the market at a handsome 
profit.

San Angelo Standard :—Stillson,
Case, Thorp, Rybiirn & Co. sold this 
week to 1).

Mr. Armentrout of Fort Worth says 
that the wool business here amounts to 
less than it does at Galveston and the 
quotations are nearly nominal.

Mr. Kincannon of Jack county, who 
ranches near Carroll creek,was at Fort 
Worth with a lot of muttons, and ship­
ped them out from Polk Bro-s tetock 
yards. Only a few of these muttons 
were fat.

We understand that recent wool 
sales by Adoue & Lobit of Galveston 
amounted to nearly 300,000 pounds, 
and prices of short clips were ll-i to 16̂  
cents, choice 12 mos. selling at 17h to 
18i cents.

San Angelo Enterprise:—A. J. Rog­
ers of Brown & Rogers, live s to ^  
dealers, returned from the lower coun­
try this week, and wile gone bought at 
Me.iardville 500 head of muttons from 
Word & McHue, at $2, delivered at 
Ballinger.

Boston Advertiser:—Texas and

San Angelo Standard:—P. B. Ir­
vine, one of*Tom Green’s main and 
most solid cattlemen on Main Concho, 
was in the market this week and re­
ports cows and grass in good shape, 
life sold 80 head of twos to Tol Rut­
ledge at $11. He thinks there is a 
bright future in store for the cowman.

Denver Field and Farm:—The es­
tablishing of a wool storing house and 
scouring works at Denver will this 
season put $50,000 dollars more money 
into the Northern wool growers’ hands 
than they would otherwise have had. 
They are obtaining two cents a pound 
more for their product than they would 
otherwise have had.

Denver Field and Farm :—Says Mr. 
Ballard, since returning from an ex­
tended trip up through Wyoming: “ I
have looked among the cattle herds 
and the sheep fiocks on this trip, and 1 
have been more fully convinced than 
ever that sheep growing pays better 
thamcattle. I found the ^ eep  owners 
up tnrough the Northwest all comfort­
ably fixed nnancially, while I found it 
quite the reverse with the cattlemen.”

Field and Farm quotes a sheep-grow­
er of Ohio as saying, “ that if the 
breeders of the United States would 
raise a sheep to suit their market in­
stead of trying to raise a market to 
suit their sheep, they would be more 
independent. They could then spend 
the tinle watching their Hocks, which 
they now spend watching the tariff and 
politicians, and would suffer less dis­
appointment and make more money.

Denver Field and Farm :—Said an 
eminent manufacturer of broadcloths 
in Massachusetts to us the other day : 
“ Our finest wools have to be imported. 
They do not grow in America. And it 
there was no trick whereby they could 
escape full duty we should have to stop 
manufacturing the finer goods and let 
England have the field to itself. We 
could not make the finest broadcloths 
strictly on American wool. Neither 
could we make it pay forty cents a

pound duty as the law contemplates, 
in the past few years—by the tricks in 
the importing business—we have paid 
but 10c per pound oi* these fine Aus­
tralian wools. Thus we have been 
able to keep our looms moving.”

Denver Field and Farm:—We hear 
of 50.000 sheep for feeding purposes 
now on the drive from Oregon to Col­
orado. They are reported to be very 
big and fine wethers, have clipped 
from 8 to 12 pounds the present sea­
son. These sheep will probably find 
their way down to the corn-cribs in 
Nebraska. The Nebraska feeders have 
to a great extent quit feeding hogs and 
taken to sheep. There is dess distem­
per with the latter, and therefore more 
profit.

Boston Advertiser:—In some instan­
ces manufacturers have bought in 
round lots of wool .where they think 
that they are getting a safe bargain, 
and have a place to use it to advan­
tage. One round lot of 250,000 pounds 
X Michigan' fleeces is reported sold 
with the range nominally quoted at 
25é@26ic. It is rumored that these 
wools have been sold at 25c but deale t  
claim that the situation is not so bad 
as that yet. The situation in the coun­
try is undoubtedly firmer, and it is re­
ported that fine Ohio and Pennsylvania 
fleeces have been purchased in those 
states at 25@27c, with choice medium 
fleeces at 30c, which is much too high 
for Boston dealers to operate in with 
any expectancy of profit. The outlook 
is still very unpromising, the margin 
between Boston and country figures 
being such that there has got to be a 
change soon on one side or the other, 
or this season’s business here will fall 
very fiat.

Manufacturers’ Record :—“ The main 
cost of raising wool in foreign 
countries, where the sheep graze 
over the public domain, is the 
wages of the herder. In the Argentine 
Republic this (juality of labor receives 
three Spanish dollars per month. In 
Montana, where the sheep also graze 
on the public domain, the wages of the 
herder, which is also the main cost of 
growing wool there, is $40 per month, 
as against $3 in South America. This 
is an increase in the cost of growing 
American wool, otherwise, under simi- 
far conditions, of 1200 per cent. The 
freight on wool from Buenos Ayres to 
New York by sailing vessel is only ic. 
per pound, while the cheapest freight 
from Montana is 2c. p>?r pound to the 
same market. Here is an increase to 
the Montana grower in the""~cost of 
transportation of 700 per cent, over the 
cost to the South American grower. 
With this difference against the Ameri­
can grower on the free range, how 
much more must be the the cost of 
raising wool on farms worth $50 to $75 
per acre.”

Boston Advertiser:—General values 
on wool this week are not materially 
different from last, and most of the 
business doing is on about this basis. 
I'leece wools move quietly as a rule. 
Ohio XX lots are not quotable to sell 
above 28@29c, while X lots are slow at 
27@27ic. No. 1 wools continue in 
small stock, and arc quotable at about 
32@33c for Ohio. Michigan wools are 
fairly steady, with X fleeces at about 
25i@26c as a rule, although some lots 
are quoted he higher. The scoured 
basis for XX Ohio is still about 65@ 
68c, with X at 58^60c and X Michigan 
about 55(®57c. Territory wools are 
still quoted 9̂  about 5U@53c for fine 
scoured, but it takes a very fancy lot 
of Montana to command the latter fig­
ure. First medium lots are still quot­
ed on a scoured basis of 48@50c, with 
second medium at 45(^47c, and third 
medium at 40(^4.3c. California and 
Texas spring wools are quotable at 
about the same as territories for 12- 
months’ fleeces, with 6 to 8 months’ 
growth at about 2@3c less, f ’alifornia 
and Texas fall wools are Lomin tl.

So m e  of the Northwestern ranchmen 
who are now shipping double winter­
ed cattle to the beef markets are mak­
ing small fortunes out of Texas -year­
lings and Iwo-year-olds, bought at low 
prices.

T hat the Northern ranges are only 
fit to mature cattle and are unfit for 
breeding stock is very nicely proven in 
the operations of the last few years. 
The steer owners have made money 
despite their heavy winter losses, but 
the stock cattlemen have made none.

T he Big Five. The Chicago Dro­
vers’ Journal says that “ they say’’ an­
other packing house is to be erected at 
the Union stock yards, Chicago. Ac­
cording to some this means monopoly, 
aQQording to otheFs it will moan com­
petition. The more packing houses in 
Chicago the steadier and stronger will 
be the demand for our cattle.

Rcnponw ib lli iy  o f  Com m lMslon Itlen.
A recent incident in the live stock 

trade of Texas, where a cattle]shipper 
sent live stock to Chicago and failed to 
receive the proceeds of sale, reminds 
the J o u r n a l  to say to the cattlemen 
of Texas that the Union Stock Yards 
Co. of Chicago, 111., does not guaran­
tee the integrity, solidity, or responsi­
bility of the commission firms doing 
business at the yards. The Stock 
Yards Company simply requires a bond 
from the commission man to insure 
payment of freight on all live stock de­
livered at the yards, and there the re­
sponsibility ends. The business be­
tween the shipper and the commission 
man is to be settled between them­
selves.

The commission man often makes 
advances to shippers, and has to be 
his own judge of the security offered. 
A shipper in turn who consigns cattle, 
sheep and hogs to a commission firm 
has to be his own judge of the capa­
bility, reliability and integrity of the 
firm. It is said that a bank can be 
started with an ollice and a safe, but a 
commission firm can start without the 
safe. Reliable firms, however, have 
capital, guarantee the sales and 
promptly pay the money to shippers, 
even if they should be swindled out of 
the money by the purchaser.

There does not seem to be any occa­
sion for Texas stockmen to ship then* 
live stock to unreliable houses. In a 
general way cattlemen have plenty of 
time to make up their minds and there 
are numbers of commission firms do­
ing business in the Texas live stock 
trade whose names are household 
words all over Texas, and are known 
To be strictly responsible. There are 
other firms more recently introduced 
to the trade yet fully as responsible. 
Where the firm is not known stockmen 
should ship nothing until proper inves­
tigations are made.

A F ren ch  Conaiiln V Ie w a .
M. DeSurrell the French consul at

the gras8..cattle supplies would not ad­
mit of the"shortage being fully recog­
nised. Notwithstanding that grass 
cattle are running freely from Tex­
as, and notwithstanding that the North­
western grass cattle have commenced 
to supply Chicago with all the possi­
bility and prospect of heavy runs of 
cattle during the next four or five 
months, there is now a most thorough­
ly fixed opinion pervading cattle in­
terests that the supply of cattle is short, 
that the demand does exceed the avail­
able supply and that heavy marketing 
at any one time will increase the actual 
shortage. This conclusion the Jo u r ­
n a l  arrived at several months ago 
when cattle were being forced on the 
markets in larger numbers than the 
supply of cattle in the country war­
ranted.

'«

What the cattle producing, interests 
wanted was confidence; that confi 
dence is pervading the cattle interests 
now to a greater extent than usual, and 
it is acquired by reason of the visible 
signs showing that there is stability to 
the business even through an occasion­
al decline in prices apparently brings 
the business down to the lowest ebb.

The stockmen can be assured that 
their confidence is not misplaced; the 
cattle business commenced to revive 
one year ago, it is now on a solid basis 
and cattle production in all classes will
pay. __________

' I h c  Cattle  Buainena Safe .
The Jo u r n a l  was right in the esti­

mate of the market prospect and in the 
general conclusion reached as to the 
stability of the cattle trade as publish­
ed in previous issues of the paper. We 
can now expect fairly good prices for 
cattle so long as the cattle are good, 
and we cannot expect good prices for 
poor cattle until the time of cattle scar­
city is upon us, neither can we expect 
high prices while grass cattle are run­
ning freely upon our great markets.

The crit’eal period of the year is 
May and June. If the supply of cat­
tle is short that is the time it shows 
plainly. If choice cattle were short in 
July, August, September and October

The Ohio Farmer very clearly sets 
forth the present condition of the tariff 
bill, together with several important 
ideáis concerning the instability of 
tariff laws in general. Applying the 
same to the sheep interest, as follows:

The house, by a vote of 120 to 102, 
placed wool on the free list last week. 
Mr. Anderson, of Iowa, was the only 
Republican who. voted for free wool, 
while three Democrats—Foran and 
Wilkins of Ohio, and Snowden of Penn­
sylvania—voted against it. Randall of 
Pennsylvania was sick, or bis vote 
would have been cast against it. This 
result nas been expected for some time, 
and therefore caused no surprise. The 
wool schedule was made a test case so 
to speak, in the Mills bill trial, that 
being the least dangerous point of at­
tack and the one most likely to be 
successful, in the range of important 
industries. The mind of the majority 
had been madje up, and no changes or 
concessions were allowed. Mr. Adams

of Illinois endeavored to “ temper the — 
wind to the shorn lamb” by putting off 
the evil day to January 1 next, but 
even this mercy was refused, and the 
date fixed for the law to go into effect 
is the first of October, a little over two 
months. Manufacturers, however . 
have till the first of January to adjust 
their affairs to the changed conditions 
brought about by a small reduction on 
their products. The bill will go to the 
senate now, where the free wool clause 
stands no chance. Indeed, it is now 
conceded that no tariff bill whatever, 
will be passed at this session. The re­
publicans of the senate will prepare a 
bill which will indicate the position of 
that body on this question, and there 
the matter will rest until the people of 
the United States speak at the polls 
next November. Whatever the result 
may be, the people of this country will 
learn one lesson from the controversy, 
that any industry built up and main­
tained by tariff legislation tests upon 
an unstable foupdation. It is at the 
mercy of the politicians, the majority 
of whom, in these later times, are not 
noted for profoupd statesmanship, and 
some not even for common sense. Capi­
tal will be more timid than ever about 
investing! in any undertaking upon the 
pledges of the government to protect it 
against disastrous competition from 
abroad. The next administration may 
hold directly oposite views in regard to 
it, and with one fell stroke .. demolish 
the industry and involve in ruin every 
man.who accepted the pledges of the 
previous administration in good faith. 
This is why it is so unfortunate to 
make the tariff a party issue.

It never should be made such, for the 
effect upon.the industrial and material 
prosperity of the country cannot help 
being deleterious, whatever may be the 
result of the contest. The least menace 
to capital shows the possibility of dan­
ger, and to a certain degree destroys 
thet confidence essential to the greatest 
activity and prosperity. The history 
of ti\riff legislation in this conntry and 
its effects, amply support this view of 
the subject, and should convince every 
thoughtful man that incalculable bene­
ficial results would ensue were it possi­
ble to make a change in Cur organic 
law by which tariff legislation could be 
controlled so as to give the umost per- * 
maneucy and stability to our industries.
As long as it can be made the foot-ball 
of political cranks and mounte-banks, 
and be tossed about from friend to foe 
among men 'who honestly differ in
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.opinion, there is no security for capi 
tal, and it will be shy to invest" or flatly 
refuse to do so.

The farm er plants itself upon the 
broad principles of “ equal considera­
tion to all American industries.’’ It 
believes in no discrimination. Free 
trade for all, or free trade for none that 
needs the fostering arm of the law to 
protect it from foreign competition. 
Congress has no right to piek out one 
industry and say: “ The interest of
the masses requires your destruction.” 
The same rule will apply to every 
American industry in existence. Yet 
during the discussion of the Mills bill 
seventeen articles that it placed upon 
the free list were taken off and the old 
duty restored. That is not Democratic 
doctrine, nor American. Give the 
farmer an equal chance with other in­
dustries. If the duty is taken off of 
what he produces, ler it be taken off of 
what he must buy.

In other 
words, the advance in prices is clear 
gain to cattle raisers and while they 
seem reluctant to appear too well 
pleased, their countenances wear a 
very different expression from what 
they did a year ago.

There is rarely an enterprise that 
benefits a town, city, or county as 
much as an extensive creamery. The 
country within a radius of seven or 
eight miles around is reached by the 
cream-gathering wagons, which pay 
as much if not more for a gauge of 
cream, which represents a pound of 
butter, as the farmer could get for the 
butter after making it« Besides getting 
as much or more for the cream as for 
the butter, the farmers are saved all 
the work of churning and preparing 
the butter for market and get one- 
fourth more butter from |the same 
amount of cream. This one-fourth 
more which the creamery men pay 
cash for is a dead loss by the old pro­
cess. To illustrate, suppose a farmer 
sold ten pounds of butter a week, 
which would amount to 520 pounds 
per year. This- would only be four- 
fifths of the amount he would eet paid 
for had he sold his cream to the cream­
ery, or a loss of 130 pounds in a year. 
Estimating butter at 20 cents per 
poun'd, the amount gained in a year 
by patronizing the creamery would be 
$2G, besides saving all the labor of 
making and marketing the butter. So 
every reader can readily see that a 
creamery is a mutual benefit and a 
blessing to any locality. It is the most 
feasible plan of reaching the large 
butter districts, besides rendering the 
^rade of butter uniform, and thus abol­
ishing the inferior qualities. In many 
of the smaller towns and villages in 
the vicinity of Bloomington are iiien 
who daily collect cream from the 
neighborhood and ship it to Blooming­
ton on afternoon freight trains. These 
men, who have their regular routes 
and regular customers, generally call 
at the same place three times each 
week. They have large collecting 
tanks into which the cream is put. It 
is paid for by the “gauge,” a “ gauge” 
being the amount of that particular 
cream which will make a pound of 
butter. A sample of each lot of cream 
daily collected, is placed in a long 
glass tube, properly labeled with the 
name of the*person furnishing it, and 
each day the contents of these sample 
tubes is made into butter and carefully 
weighed and measured. This consti­
tutes the basis for the price of each 
particular lot of cream. Two cream­
ery wagons are ruuo^g at Cooksville, 
one at Hudson, onjf commencing at 
Kappa this week, afid several others 
will (Commence in a week or two, all of 
which will collect for the Bloomington 
creamery.

r u a d ,  a s  Seen Froiii the C a rs .

F ro m  D e n v e r  to L e a d  v i l  le.
D e n v e r , Colo ., Aug. 1, 1888.

One has visited Colorado and her 
famous mountain scenery in vain with­
out a trip over the “ Scenic Line of the 
World,” the Denver & Rio Grande 
railway. I had the pleasure of a trip 
from here to Leadville and return over 
this route, and can corroborate all that 
is said of the grandeur of the scenery 
along the line, written by someone 
with more descriptive ability than I, 
in an illustrated pamphlet entitled 
“ around the Circle.” The writer tru­
ly says: ‘<Every mile of the journey
has its especial attraction. A thous­
and objects of interest present them­
selves to view in rapid succession. A 
thousand novel impressions photo­
graph themselves upon the mind, a 
thousand landscapes of wonderful and 
bewitching beauty beyond the power 
of pen <:r pencil, of brush or camera 
to depict, can be seen from the win­
dows of the car. Colorado is a land 
of wonders, a land of surprises, a land 
of sharp and wonderful contrasts. 
Take Toltec Gor^e as a central point, 
and with a radius of two hundred 
miles describe a circle. Within the 
confínes of that magic ring will be 
found more grand and wonderful 
scenery accessible by rail than within 
any similar circle swept anywhere on 
the surface of the world. Pilgrimages 
are made across the seas to behold the 
beauties of some one famed object. 
The Via Mala attracts one. Mount 
Blanc another, the Colosseum a third, 
and the tourist, after all his great ex­
penditure of time and money, comes 
away with one impression.

“ It ought to be the fashion for Amer­
icans to see something of their own 
country before they rush across the 
ocean to gaze at the wonders of the 
old world. It is a good omen that 
many Americans appreciate this fact 
and are turning their attention to the 
unsurpassed scenery of their native 
land. The ‘Via Mala’ is dwarfed in­
to insignificance when compared with 
the ‘Royal Gorge;’ the hundreds of 
peaks among the Rockies, reaching an 
altitude of over fourteen thousand feet, 
should compensate one for the solitary 
grandeur of ‘Mount Blanc,’ while the 
ruins of the ‘Cliff Dwellings’ tell of 
a race older than that which built the 
‘Colosseum.’

“ For a hundred and twenty miles 
the railroad extending to the south 
follows the front range of the Rocky 
Mountains, which is in plain view on 
the right to the west. After Denver 
has been left behind the tourist can see 
from the car window the snow-covered 
pinnacles of Long’s, James’, Gray’s 
and Pike’s Peaks standing in the midst 
of a wilderness of lesser mountains. 
Soon a remarkable promontory rising 
from the summit of a conical hill and 
presenting the appearance of an an­
cient round tower attracts the tourist’s 
attention. This is Castle Rock, under 
whose battlements nestles a pictur­
esque village of the same name. Be­
yond Castle Rock the country becomes 
more broken, the ascent being now be­
gun of what is known at the Divide, a 
range of hills extending eastward into 
the plains and rising to an elevation of 
7600 feet. Curious formations of sand­
stone frequently occur, the most not­
able of which is called Casa Blanca, 
and can be seen on the right, between 
Greenland station and Palmer Lake. 
This enormous monolith is a thousand 
feet in length and two hundred feet 
high, and on account of its size, its 
snow-white walls and its castellated 
appearance can hardly fail to attract 
attention. On the summit of the Di­
vide is Palmer Lake, a lovely little 
sheet of water, so equally poised that

its waters flow through outlets north­
ward into the Platte and southward in­
to the Arkansas. Here has been 
established a pleasant summer resort, 
and here also is Glen Park, where as­
semblies are held each summer, model­
ed on those of the well-known Chau­
tauqua. Beyond Palmer Lake, on both 
sides of the track, may be seen won­
derful formations of brilliant red 
sandstone, taking the form of castles, 
fortiflcations and towers. One of the 
most striking of these has been named 
Phœbe’s Arcli, being a great castle-like 
upthrust of glowing red rock, through 
which there is a perfect natural arcn- 
wa\^ The descent of the Divide to 
Colorado Spring? is through an inter­
esting country, the mountains to the 
west and the plains extending to the 
east As Colorado Springs is ap­
proached the great gateway to the 
Garden of the Gods can be seen to the 
right, and Pike’s Peak, rising to an 
altitude of 14,-147 feet, its summit 
white with snow, attracts instant at­
tention. A side trip can here be taken, 
at nominal expense, to Manitou 
Springs, flve miles distant, the famous 
watering place of the West, a pleasure 
resort possessing wonderful efferves­
cent and medicinal springs and sur­
rounded by more objects of scenic 
interest than any resort of a like char­
acter in the* old or new world, includ­
ing ‘Garden of the Gods,’ ‘Glen 
Eyre,’ ‘Red Rock Canon,’ ‘Crystal 
Park,’ ‘Ruxton’s Glen,’ ‘William’s 
Canon,’ ‘Manitou Grand Caverns,’ 
‘Cave of the Winds,’ ‘Ute Pass,’ 
‘Rainbow Falls,’ ‘Bear Creek Can­
on,’ ‘Cheyenne Mountain,’ ‘Pike’s 
Peak.’ and hundreds of others, to 
name which space is lacking.

“ The run from Colorado Springs to 
Pueblo is down the valley of a pretty 
little stream, the Fontaine qui Bouille, 
along whose banks are situated rich 
farms, or, as they are universally term­
ed in the West, ‘ranches,’ on which 
large crops are grown through the me­
dium of irrigation. A hundred miles 
t̂o the westward may be seen the faint 
blue outlines of the Greenhorn range 
of mountains, while to the eastward 
stretch the plains, the view of which is 
limited only by the horizon.”

At Pueblo 1 took the sleeping car for 
Leadville, arriving there eany next 
morning and taking the day train back 
to Denver. Leadville is a city of 20,- 
000 people congregated together from 
all parts of the earth except China, 
and it is said the reason the copper- 
colored gentleman is absent is on ac 
count of an unwritten law which bids 
him “ move on” when he flrst arrives 
in Leadville.

Leadville is a frontier town in the 
fullest extent that the term implies, 
and is run without the blinds down, 
something on the order of Fort Worth 
ten years ago. It is situated at the 
junction of the Blue river and Eagle 
river branches of the Denver & Rio 
Grande railway. It is elevated 10,200 
feet above sea level and is noted for 
this fact, being the highest city in the 
world and also the greatest mining 
camp. From Leadville a flne view can 
be had of Mount Massive, which rises 
to an altitude of 14,368 feet. The air 
of Leadville is delightfully bracing, and 
part of the time a little too cool, re­
minding - one that thicker clothing 
would be pleasant. The Denver & 
Rio Grande railway branches here, one 
line, the Blue River branch, extending 
through Fremont Pass at an elevation 
of 11,329 feet, which is one of the hi/Kfl- 
est railroad pMses in the world. The 
other line extends through the Tennes­
see Pass and is known as the Eagle 
River branch, Glen wood and Aspen 
extension. Eleven miles from-Lead­
ville the road scales the Continental 
Divide at the altitude of 10,433 feet. 
From Leadville back to Salida, where 
the main line is joined, the scenery is 
beautiful but nothing awe inspiring is 
witnessed until the road enters the 
Grand Canon of the Arkansas, which

i s beyond my descriptive ability and I 
again quote from “ Around the Cir-

“ The crowning attraction, the won­
der, the marvel of marvels yet re­
mains to be seen. The (»rand Canon 
of the Arkansas lies before us. There 
are no words in the language which 
can describe this canon. There are no 
pigments on the artist’s palette that 
can paint it; it is indescribable and en­
tirely beyond the reach of mimetic art. 
The Grand Canon is ten miles in length. 
Ten miles of wonders, ten miles of the 
grandest, most awful scenery in the 
world. To the right boils the surges 
the Arkansas river, above which tower 
the red rocks of the canon. To the 
left are cliffs jutting in places above 
the track and rising to tremendous 
and awe inspiring heights. The prog­
ress down the canon is by means of 
many intricate curves, and it seems as 
though the engine would dash it*<elf to 
atoms against the cliffs, but each time 
a slight turn is made and the train 
rounds the promontory in safety. 
Soon the tourist finds himself in the 
heart of the mountain. Peak upon 
peak rises above him until the serrated 
summits seem to touch the sky. Dark­
er and darker grow the shadows, nar­
rower and still more narrow grows the 
gorge, deeper and deeper grows the 
gloom, the river ceases its roaring, the 
noise of the train is hardly perceptible, 
for the engineer has “ slowed up” ami 
the Royal George is at hand. Here 
the canon is not wide enough for road 
and river, and here is one of the most 
remarkable feats of engineering. 
Right across the gorge fifty feet wide 
at the base, and peniaps seventy at 
the summit, which soars above to a 
height of nearly three thousand feet, a 
series of great iron braces has been 
thrown, from which huge iron bars de­
pend, holding up a long iron suspen­
sion bridge that clings to the face of 
the cliff and runs, not across, but par­
allel with the course of the river. The 
eye can scarcely comprehend the stu­
pendous height of the perpendicular 
cliffs whoso summits pierce the heav­
ens half a mile above our heads.

“ After beholding the Royal Gorge; 
the traveler has a superlative compari­
son for all that is wonderful and grand 
in nature. He has seen something 
which he can never-forget, and of the 
many marvels of this marvelous jour­
ney ‘Around the Circle,’ the greatest of 
them all, the crowning glory is the 
Royal Gorge.”
