free raw materials, and before another 
year was over we should witness noth­
ing but turmoil, animosity, derange­
ment of trade, and any tightness in 
the money markets woiihl create a 
crisis which would lead to unholy dis­
turbances. Let us avoid them all.

Montana Wool Grower:—G. W. My 
ers has completed his annual shoep- 
purchasing trip through Fergus, Cho-

teau. Cascade, Meagher and other 
counties, and is now en route to Bil­
lings and Miles City. He has purchas 
ed over ‘20,000 wethers this trip, as 
follows: 2500 head from Frank
Cooper, 1000 of J. 11. Churchill, 2500 
of Clark Bros., 1000 of J. J. Kennedy, 
1000 of Geo. W. Ayers, 700 of 1). 8. 
Hastings, ‘2500 of IJrquhart & Hill, 500 
of Dr. Williard, 1800 of Welter «& (loff, 
and about 12,000 from Yellowstone 
and Custer county growers. The 
prices paid ranged from $2.50 to $3.15 
per head, according to condition and’ 
distance from railroad. All of these 
sheep will be en route to the Chicago 
market within the next two months, 
via the Northern Pacific and Manitoba 
roads.

Boston Commercial Bulletin:—There 
is quite a divergence of views among 
dealers as to the strength of the situa­
tion. Some deaiersTeel that the ad­
vance has too many of the elements of 
a boom, and are inclined to expect a 
reaction, but others are so conndent 
they are refusing to place their wool 
at present prices. T luy claim that the 
clip is short and that prices will be 
forced up from this cause when this 
fact is fully apparent later in the year.

The shortage is claimed to run from 
15 to 20 per cent., but it is yet too early 
to form an accurate opinion of the 
these reports. Cairns of short clip 
are always made, and should bo taken 
with considerable salt until the figures 
are brought forward to prove it. There 
are good, solid and substantial reasons 
for the advance established, and they 
are that prices were ruling too low, 
owing to the tariff scare, and a good 
demand naturally sent them to a high­
er level. The free purchases by man­
ufacturers the last three or four weeks 
show conclusively that they are well 
supplied with orders and were short of 
stock.

Boston Advestiser:—The large busi­
ness that has prevailed during August, 
still continues, the movement inis week 
being fnlly as large as any preceding 
it, as the figures reported do not in­
clude transactions effected previously 
as was the case last week. The effect 
of this free buying is showing some­
what in the prices prevailing, and on 
lleece wools especially, the market is 
about li(®2c above the figures ruling 
at the first of the month. This free 
movement in wools of lute was first 
stimulated by.a fair purchase of wool­
ens, and now the (|uick sale of the raw 
material has brought about a much 
better demand for the. manufactured 
goodis, which tends to ipiicken trade in 
all departments. One thing in favor of 
the market at pre.sent, is the fact that 
lioth wool and woolens opened at the 
bottom scale, so that there is not so 
much fear in the minds of operators, 
of any great loss being fi.rced on tlieiM. 
If it were not for the tariff question 
which is still unsettled, the outlook 
would be very favorable for business, 
but this still hangs over the market 
and tends to curtail any expan.siou that 
operators might feel inclined in.

Austin Statesman :—If free wool will 
open the markets of the world to wool­
en goods of American manufacture 
why has not free cotton opened the 
markets of the world to cotton goods 
of American manufacture? In ,1887 
this country exported $15,(X)0,000 worth 
of cotton goods and imported $30,000,- 
000 worth. The former went out with­
out the burden of a dollar of tax in any 
shape; the latter successfully compet­
ed for our home market in spite of the 
high tariff. Why should wool make a 
better showing when raw material is 
free? We have c.otton in abundance; 
in fact we ship abroad every year 
4,500,000 bales, or nearly two-thirds 
of our immense crop, and receive back 
in manufactured products twice as 
much as we send away. If this is the 
case with cotton, cheap and abundant 
right here at home, how pan it be hop­

ed that we can compete with Europe 
in the markets of the world in woolen

f;oods, manufactured of raw material 
argely imported from Australia? This 

is an economic question and not politi­
cal. No party has the right to suppress 
inquiry as to whether a great industry 
may not be jeopardized by political 
leaders' in pursuit of a false theory, 
without compensating benefit to the 
general prosperity of the country.

lirrctlliifr for Mex.
Dr. Ryburn T. Brown of Indianapo­

lis is reported to havegiven the follow­
ing opinion in addressing a meeting of 
Wool Growers:

“ 1 do not know anything aboutit, 
nor does anybody else. From (he 
days of Aristotle it has been a constant 
question and no one has thrown any 
light on it yet. There have been hun­
dreds of theories set forth, but some 
troublesome fact always steps in to de­
stroy them. In short, nobody knows 
anything about it. It is a physical 
mystery.

T he defining of trusts and their pun­
ishment seems to be the aim of many a 
statesman just now. But if the laws 
are passed will they be better inforced 
than is the interstate commerce law? 
That is a good law if it was regarded.

Sk v e iial  Kentucky breeders of fine 
stock have ro(5ently bought is this sec­
tion, and others are negotiating for 
ranch properties. Several have sent 
for circulars and premium list of the 
San Antonio International Fair, with a 
view of exhibiting some line horses and 
cattle.

It is the opinion of the majority of 
horse dealers in this city, that good 
horses will never again be as cheap as 
they have been. One thing is certain, 
Texas horses are being iinprovcil more 
and more, both by breeding and care, 
and are worth more than they were. 
Mexican horses all covered with hiero­
glyphic brands are cheap and will con­
tinue so for a long time to come.

Only recently 5U0U head of sheep 
were crossed over into Mexico at Ea­
gle Pass, and the Stock Jouunal is 
just now in receipt of a letter from a 
sheepman in the central portion of |thc 
state who asks information of Northern 
Mexico with a view of crossing over 
several thousand more. As a Mexican 
emigration measure, the Mills bill is 
bearing early fruit, and l>iaz should 
invite him to a seat in his cabinet, in 
the event Cleveland neglects to do so.

A KANCHMAN of medical training 
and a close observer, who has had 
practical experionco in the acclimation 
of fine stock in this portion of Texas, 
is a firm believer in the Dr. Billings 
fever spore theory, and believes that 
by inoculation much of the danger 
and loss can be obviated. In proof of 
the argument that the disease is com ­
municated by.breathing the ctlluviiim 
of the offal of native Texas stock, he 
cites a case where he wivs acclimating 
a bunch of Hereford stock adjoining a 
Jot containing native cattle. They 
were observed to smell and even lick 
each other through the fence for 
months, and the Northern stock con­
tinued healthy until after they were 
allowed to enter the lot in which had 
been the native stock, when very short­

ly thereafter they sickened and several 
deaths occurred. These are important 
facts and should be considered by our 
ranchmen, as the season of importing 
stock is again close at hand. Also if 
Texas fever is not communicated by 
contact, but only by infe(;tion, all that 
is necessary to secure immunity is to 
thoroughly clean a pen after it has 
contained native Texas cattle, or le!* a 
suHicient time elapse before exposing 
imported stock to allow nature to thor­
oughly cleanse it. This continues to 
be one of the most important questions 
for the careful and intelligent consid- 
srations of the ranch interests of the 
Southwest, and a thorough discussion 
can do no harm, and may bring valu­
able facts to light. .

Felix Mann is a rustler from Russel- 

^ille. He disturbed the dull inonoto- 
hy of oiir fjuiet little toWn this morn­
ing by driving a herd of i\fO tHotUsahd' 
yearlings thrbiigli onfe of our pirincipal 
Inofoughfates dh Ihelr wa;  ̂td the head 
of the North Concho where they virill 
be delivered to Mr. M. ,Z. Smissen and 
placed in pastures to await their future 
development. He has another herd at 
Fort McKavit of twenty-five hundred 
head which he will take aiong to be 
dnilVetfed td the samti party but he re- 
iain§ a half iriterest in the lattef herd. 
When Air. Marin completes his present 
contracts he will have bought and sold 
over seven thousand head of cattle this 
season already and he is still " in the 
market for fresh bargains. He seems 
to be the Chicago fcr all this section 
of the Country as he handles the bulk 
Of the cattle. He has a pasture of 
seVen thousand acres bordering on the
San Saba river in which he keeps his—r *home stock.

In addition to the pasture Mr. Mann 
Owns a farm in the valley of two hun­
dred and fifty actes which is surround- 
fed with a rdck fencej and sUb-divided 
into fields and small pastures with the 
same and these are all surrounded 
with an irrigating ditch filled with 
water from the Son Saba river out of 
which he can overfiow either field 
whenever it becomes necessary in a 
a very short time. This makes him 
quite independent of the clouds. It’s 
a pity all of Texas cannot be irrigated. 
If it could be it would indeed be a 
great country. Notwithstanding it has 
not rained here to amount to anything 
for over three months, Mr. Mann’s 
fields and pastures look as green and 
fresh as if it were early spring instead 
of the last of a long, hot, dry summer. 
He has cut one Alfalfa field three times 
and it is ready^ for the reaper again 
and he says he could get still another 
crop this season making five in all. 
Ten acres of this rich valley laud with 
its facilities for irrigation within reach 
of Fort Worth or Dallas would be a 
fortune to any man who knows how to 
handle it. Stock on the open range 
are not looking remarkably well for 
the season of the year. Water is scarce 
except in the river and the result is 
the range within grazing distances of 
the river, is pretty well eaten out. 
There are too many immense pastures 
in this country now for men to rely up­
on the -open range for anything like 
large stocks of cattle, horses, or sheep. 
They are forced to choose between two 
alternatives, either to reduce their 
stocks or get up and get out of here. 
The result of this state of things is, 
cattle are changing hands very rapidly 
How and buyers generally set their own 
price. I speak now of the rangemen. 
The pasture men are of course more 
independent. If they have their own 
grass and water secured and are not 
pressed with debts the goose bangs 
^igh with them, but some Q|,them I am

told begin to think the market is avrfnl 
dull and awful slow in getting rifo. 

Most bi tiie ttithsrtctibns here have been 
in stock cattle; Yearlings aie í^uoted 
at $6.50 twos at $10 and threes at $13
Heef cattle are ou the order of angels 
visits, vef^ fei!' in number, and a long 
ways apart. I have t ib i hej r̂d of any 
beef shipments, nor of any beef buyers 
since I have been in this country.

We have had a little rain within the 
last few days but not enough to uo any

50od except to cool the air and lay the 
ust. The prospect is favorabh foi 

more. Sanders St Williamson, lead 
ing merchants of this place, afe get­
ting tip over 20 car-loads of hofses 
which they expert to ship to Tennessee. 
They are enterprising business men 
and generally succeed in what they Un­
dertake. This h a horse as well as a 
cattle country. There are some very 
large stocks of horses in this country 1 
am told. In fact it is emphatically a 
stock country* Ra m b l e r .

T he Montana cattle run is estimaU’d 
at 70,000 head. 'Although iwontana is 
in first-class condition :is to cattle and 
condition of the ran^e, the estimate is 
probably ten to iiftean thousand lieail 
too high.

T he new arrangements at the IJnioii 
Stock yards prevent the local butchers 
of Chicago from purchasing Texas 
cattle; Tne new regulations (in ac­
cordance with the proclamation of the 
governor) do not permit the Texas cat­
tle to be driven out of the Union Stock 
yards alive, except to the packing and 
canning houses connected with the 
yards.

Some very good Texas thousand- 
pound steers have sold in market to 
net the owners not over $25 per head, 
or 2ic per pound If these cattle were 
four years old and the calf was valued 
at $3 at birth, the steer would have 
earned lie  per day, during his life. 
Now the question is : Can a steer pay
for his support on Uc per day and pay 
a profit to the owner?

A lth o u g h  the run of cattle seems 
not to get any smaller and there is no 
apparent decrease in the available sup­
ply, the supply is not so large as it was 
and there is some effort required to 
keep the movement up. Stockmen

need money and the strongest of them 
are unable to keep on their ranges 
more than one crop of steers even if 
financially able to do so. A very slight 
advance permanently maintained 
would place the cattle business in good 
shape.

Attention is invited to the result of 
two shipments of cattle, one going 
from Miles City, Montana, in Street’s 
stable cars, the other going in the 
common stock cars of the Northern 
Pacific railroad. The cattle were ship­
ped for the purpose of making a test, 
and the actual weights were ascertain- 
at Miles City and afterwards at Chica­
go. After a few more similar tests 
have been made and published, show­
ing like results, the benefits of the im­
proved cars will no longer be ‘ques­
tioned.

I f  A stocknian drives his cattle into 
the Indian Territory ho can obtain 34- 
foot cars as standard and Stable cars 
without extra expense, except that 
he pays for difference in length over 
34 feet. In Texas the stockman pays 
15 per cent, extra charge for the use 
of tlie Indian Territory standard car. 
In all cases where Texas stockmen do 
business with Texas railroads the Tex­
as railroads discriminate against them. 
This is simply because Texas stock- 
men are always pegging away for some 
little trifling advantage for themselves 
IS individuals instead of uniting to­

gether and reciniring their associations 
to demand equitable rates, and using 
their'power to get them.

Tliv U kicaao Yurtl ICoKuladouN.
If 1 'exas had taken some ofVieial ac­

tion in regard to silnitary matters in 
connection with her live stock inter­
ests and was in a position to say some­
thing definite about the Texas fever 
and where a dead line should be—if 
any; then possibly. Division 1)—Texas 
would not have to contain the cattle 
of a very large portion of Western 
'Texas which is known to be free from 
any cattle fever whatever. But as it 
is the governor of Illinois has been 
most liberal and exempts all cattle in 
(Jreer, Childress, Hall, Briscoe, Swish­
er, Castro and Parmer counties, and 
all cattle north of these counties. He 
did better for us thau our friends of 
Colorado, Wyoming and Montana ana 
actually treated us better (as a state) 
than we deserved. He did not quar­
antine the cattle ho knew to be free 
from the disease, as New Mexico has 
done, but ho was not prepared to take 
any chances on doubtful territory.

The stock yards authorities at Chi­
cago are trying to place all necessary 
safe guards around the cattle trade, 
and while they want native cattle to go 
and come without danger of contract­
ing disea^j at the same time they are 
just as anxious to secure the widest 
possible latitude for the sale of Texas 
cattle, and will certainly try to get the 
governor to modify his order and proc­
lamation so as to permit the unfortu­
nates consigned to Division D—Texas, 
to be sold to Chicago butchers. If not, 
the Chicago market will suffer some­
what in receipts, as stockmen wiU

Proper regulations based upon actu­
al facts would not hurt Texas perma­
nently, even if the requirements forc­
ed all Texas cattle to be butchered 
within her own state lines.

T exaa C uttle K cK iilationit.
On and after to-day, (Aug. 25th) 

Texas and Indian cattle will be unload­
ed on the south end of the Milwaukee 
and Northwestern shutes at the south­
west part of the yards, and yarded in 
separate pens south of the Forty-third 
street viaduct. Cattle can only be re­
moved from this division in cars, or 
drays, or by the way of viaducts lead­
ing to slaughter-houses. This is rough 
on the city butchers.

This morning Quinlan, the city 
butcher who buys Texas yearlings, 
asked at the general ofiice how he 
could get cattle out, and when told 
that they could not be driven on the 
public highways, said that shut him 
and all other city butchers out.

Watchmen were placed at the Forty- 
third street “ dead line”  to prevent any 
cattle from being driven out.

The governor’s proclamation pre­
vents the driving of 'Texas cattle on 
any highway.

Y A R D  C O M M E N T .
The city butchers who are ruled out 

of the Texas division are very indig­
nant.

Texas “ dead line,”  Forty-third street 
viaduct. Big policeman with a club on 
duty. .

They call the new division of the 
yards, “ Division D—'Texas.”  Why
not call it de 'Texas Division.

Quinlan wanted to know if he could 
not drive bis Texas yearlings out at 
night, but found it would not work.

“ Some way is always provided for 
the big fellows,”  said a man when ask­
ed what he thought about the butchers 
being shut out of the 'Texas division.

There is or should be no breeding 
cattle in the streets of Chicago to be 
contaminated by the'Texas cattle going 
from the yards to the slaughterhouses.

When told that he could not drive 
Texas yearlings out of the yards city 
butcher Quinlan, said: “ That shuts
everybody out but the millionaire 
packers.”

The governor’s proclamation prohib­
iting Texas cattle from being driven 
on any highway shuts the butchers out 
of the Texas trade as they can only 
reach their slaughter houses by driving 
through the streets. ^

“ DIVISION D— TEXAS.”
The following notice has been sent 

to the various d railroads entering Chi­
cago:

Dear Sir;—This company is just in 
receipt of a communication from the 
State Board of Live Stock commission­
ers, stating that the governor has issu­
ed a proclamation, to take effect on 
the 25th instant, scheduling and pro­
hibiting the importion of all crfltle into 
this state from the Indian Territory, 
that portion of the state of Texas lying 
south and east o* its following named 
counties, to-wit: Parmer, Castro,
Swisher, Briscoe, Hall, Childress and 
Greer, and the entire states of Arkan­
sas, Louisiana, Tennessee, North Caro­
lina, Mississippi, Alabama, Georgia 
South  ̂Carolina, Mississippi, Alabama, 
Georgia, South Carolina, and Florida, 
except upon compliance with certain 
regulation prescribed and issued by 
them, the said state board of live stock 
coiiimissiohers. 'J’he communication 
enclosed a copy of'the regulations re- 
feried to, a copy of which, we presume 
has also been furnished you, and by re­
ference to it, we find that one of the 
regulations, under which the shipment 
of cattle from the said scheduled dis­
tricts to ^thesc yards may continue 
without interruption, requires this com ­
pany to unload all such cattle in a por­
tion of its yards set aside exclusively 
for the purpose, and to keep them 
separate from all other cattle. In an­
ticipation of this event, we had already 
arranged to use the south end of the 
unloading, platform heretofore used 
jointly by the Chicago, Milwaukee & 
St. Paul and the Chicago & Northwest­
ern railways, and a portion of the 
yards adjacent thereto, exclusively for 
the unloading and yarding of cattle 
originally billed from any point in the 
said scheduled districts; and arc now 
ready to receive, unload, and re-ship 
such cattle, or send them to the 
slaughter house, strictly in compliance 
with the terms of the governor’s proc­
lamation and the regulations of the 
state board of live stock commission­
ers.

This section of these yards set aside 
for this purpose is designated as “ DL 
vision D, Texas, and we would request 
that you will cause the way bills of all 
cars of cattle destined for that division, 
to be stamped across the face, “ Divis­
ion D, Texas,”  and cause all such cars 
of cattle to be switched together in one 
end of their train, before entering these 
yards.

Although the notice we now give you 
may seem short, we were only inform­
ed by the last mail of the exact date 
when the governor’s proclamation 
w'juld take effect; and we shall feel 
obliged to make the contemplated 
change in unloading and yarding cat­
tle from the scheduled districts on the 
morning of the 25th instant.

T he Missouri Pacific railway has is­

sued a circular taking effect July 20th, 
which makes the 34-foot car the stan­
dard car north of the Texas line, and 
commencing at Colbert, I. T ., so that 
the rate is $10 less per car from Col­
bert, 1. T., than from Denison, Texas. 
The movement is in the right direction 
but does not go far enough. The 34- 
foot standard car should reach (ialves- 
ton, Laredo and El Paso, placing Tex­
as cattlemen on an e(jual plane with 
Indian Territory and Kansas cattlemen 
in the matter of.the cars they use and 
pay for.

A SERIES of letters will shortly ap­
peal in the Stock Journal, from one 
of the editors, who is traveling in the 
West, on the condition of the range 
business and its prospects, in Montana, 
Wyoming, and other range territories. 
The completion of the Fort Worth & 
Denver road gives our cattlemen 
through transi>ortation by rail for their 
herds to the extreme Western matur­
ing grounds, which could, until recent­
ly be reached only by a long and labor- 
rious drive. The trail is of the past. 
The railroad as a factor in the cattle 
business now comes forward tor con­
sideration. “It will be a feature of 
these letters to describe the shipping 
facilities and stock accommodations of 
the live stock shipping roads, especial­
ly the Union Pacific, as it will com­
mand the greater part of the Texas 
carrying trade beyond Denver. We 
believe our readers will be benefited by 
the articles^ on this,subject, and they 
can read them with interest and profit.

Texan P acific  and ITIUMOuri P acific  
T im e.

Two trains of cattle shipped by the 
Jumbo Cattle company went over the 
Texas Pacific railway to Texarkana. 
One train going through in 26 hours 
and 46 minutes, and the second train 
making the run in 26 hours and 60 
minutes. The Iron Mountain railway 
received these cattle and put the first 
train through into the pens of the Na­
tional Slock yards at East St. Louis in 
24 hours, and followed with the second 
train making time of 26 hours and 30 
minutes. This is very rapid cattle 
transit for Texas roads. '

PiicoiiriiEliiK llic P alace C'ar.
The latest live stock tariff sheet is­

sued by Texas railroads includes the 
dimensions of the palace cars, and the 
rate is fixed at $116 for the 36-foot car 
from some Texas points to Chicago. 
Now, there is no railroad in Texas 
owning a car over 34 feet long, so that 
when the Stable car companies furnish 
the cars the Texas railroads are enabled 
to get another $6 out of the shippers. 
'Then, notwithstanding that the roads 
between Kansas City, Iligbee, |llanni- 
bal and St. Louis and Chicago receive 
these cars, as common cars, the addi­
tional charge of 16 per cent, is added 
which makes the full rale to Chicago 
$132.26. On similar runs the highest 
charge in the 34-foot common car is 
$110 to Chicago, so there is a credit of 
$22.26 as paid the railroads on a run 
say from Colorado City to Chi­
cago in a palace oar. Out of this the

railrbads have to pay mileage at the 
rate of 3 of a cent per mile each way 
on the run of the Texas roads only. 
Hy all routes the average is not over 
700 miles each way, or 14(X) miWs in all 
amounting to $10.60 per car, so that 
the Texas roads make a profit t>n the 
palace cars on an average of $11.76 per 
car on all through runs to Chicago. 
In simple fact the Texas railroads 
charge all that the palace cars cost 
them, and then charge the Texas ship­
per mileage for the common stock car 
that they do not run, in addition to the 
freight rate on the cattle to Chicago. 
They do things different in Kansas.

‘ pertains to wool, and manufactures of 
w ool:

But when we propose to touch wool, 
that affords iu the winter the clothing 
of 60,000,(X)0 people, we stride at th« 
conihination that has made this protcc- 

»tive tariff, and they say: “ Vou shall
not touch it; that is free trade.” - 
us see whether it is or not. The first 
tariff law that ever was enacted by this 
government after the constitution was 
adopted—the joint product of Alexan­
der Hamilton, James Madison, Thomas 
Jefferson and George Washington— 
embraced in its title the declaration of 
principle that it was made to encour­
age home industries; and the method 
adopted by them to carry out that poli­
cy was to put wool on th i free list. 
There it remained until 1821, the fath­
ers and founders of this government 
never proposing to disturb it during all 
that time. And in all that grand array 
of talent there was only one, perhaps, 
who could have been accused of lean­
ing towards free trade; and that was 
he who wrote the great declaration, 
and in one line of it indicted the king 
of Great Britain and arraigned him be­
fore the bar of mankind for cutting off 
our trade with all parts of the world. 
[Applause on the Democratic side.]

We are proposing to reduce the 
price of woolen goods by taking the 
tax off wool. It is not raised by skilled 
labor. It scarcely employs any labor 
at all. There has been a great deal of 
sympathy manifested on the other side 
for the sheep. They tell us by heavily 
taxing the wool more wool will grow 
on the back of the sheep. It is the 
back of the man wo are caring for on 
this side of the House, and we propose 
to bring down the price of woolen 
clothing so that the poor people can 
get enough to wear in winter. But we 
are met at the threshold with a propo­
sition from che other side to increase 
^ e  duties on wool and woolen manu- 
i^ u r e s  $10,000,000. This would prac­
tically prohibit the importation of 
either wool or woolen goods.

Embraced in this schedule which 
they demand is one of the most remark­
able propositions that has ever been 
submitted to a legislative body, and 
that IS , that the cheap wool that now 
comes in as carpet wool shall not be 
manufactured into clothing, as it is 
being done to day, because the better 
wool is being kept out of the country 
now by high duties*. How is this law 
if enacted to be carried out? Are we 
to have Pinkerton detectives examin- 
ing peoples’ clothing, and if some gar­
ments are made of carpet wool, instead 
of clothing wool grown on American 
ranches by alien flock-masters, are the 
garments to bo taken off the backs of 
the people and confiscated ? Our peo­
ple are to-day wearing carpet wool in 
their clothing because the duty on the 
clothing wool keeps it out. Out of
114.000. 000 pounds of wooMmported 
in 1887, over 80,000,000 pounds was 
carpet wool. And now the wool manu- 
faciturers and wool-growers’ associa­
tions and their allies are determined 
that we shall not even wear carpet 
wool. On the 14th day of last January 
they met in this city, in a “ dark-lantern 
room,”  and agreed on a schedule that 
raises the duties,^n wool and woolen 
goods so high that neither can be im­
ported. Now, what are our people to 
do for woolen clothing? Mr. Dodge, 
the statisticain of the agricultural de­
partment and a protectionist, says in 
his ofliciarreport' that we only grow
206.000. 000 pounds of w ool., Others 
say more, but we pot it .safely when 
we say oiir product does not exceed
300.000. 000 ponnds. Our annual con- 

^ m p tion  is about 600,000,000 pounds.
pw if we refuse the importation of 

foreign wool to satisfy the wool- 
iwers and refuse the importation of 

[[Woolen goods to satisfy the wool man-

ufacterors, what are wo to do tor cloth­
ing? 1 suppose they expect the people 
to go naked ami vote the Uepublican 
ticket. [Applause.] But we sa’y to 
you we shall have plenty of good wool­
en clothes. Serve the Lord and vote 
the democratic ticket, [llenewed ap­
plause on the Democratic side ]

Mr. Speaker, we have put wool on 
the free list not only to cheapen the 

"^clothing of the people, but also in or­
der that we may give to our own work- 
ni'^ in this country the making of the 
$14,000,000 worth of woolen goods that 
are annually imported. [\pplause.] 
Instead of importing from $45,000,OOu 
to $50,000,000 worth of woolen goods, 
which we are now compelled to do be­
cause you will not let us import the 
wool, we propose to admit free all the 
wool that our pleople require and let 
our own people make these woolen 
goods, and thus increase the demand 
for their work, and increasing the de­
mand tor their work increase their 
wages. ¿Applause.]

Sir, the main object in this bill, the 
great central feature, is that it is a bill 
to better the condition and increase 
the wages of our laboring people. [Ap­
plause.] We are the greatest m.inu- 
facturing people in the world. We are 
the greatest agricultural people in the 
world. e are the most skilled people 
in the world. We are the most intelli­
gent people in the world. We have 
the handsomest men and prettiest 
women in the world. [Laughter and 
applause.] All we want is for our 
government to take its meddling hands 
out of our business. [Applause on the 
Democratic ijide, ami cries of “ That’s 
it !”  “ That’s the point!” ] ^

We say to the government: Call up­
on the people ami tell them how much 
you want to support an honest, eco­
nomical administration. We will give 
you what you want for that purpose; 
we will give it to you cheerfully; but 
we are not going to be standing around 
as paupers, craving the protection of 
of political power, when our own in­
tellects are superior to the intellects of 
any people on the glope. [Applause.] 
We cannot only manufacture all these 
woolen goods, but we can manufacture 
our own cotton, two-thirds of which we 
are now exporting to foriegn countries 
for manufacture and then buying back 
large amounts of it in the shape of cot­
ton goods.♦ ♦ ♦ ♦ ♦ ♦ ♦

Now we come to wools and woolens. 
We found the duty on that schedule 
under the existing law averaging .$58 - 
81, and we have left it at .$d8 50, a re­
duction of .$20 on every .$l(tJ worth. 
Tliis reduction seems large, but it was 
caused by eliminating wool from the 
calculation of putting it on the free list. 
The reduction on dutable woolen 
goods amounts to $12,000,000. But 
the woolen manufacturer is not injur­
ed; he is benelited. The wooled man­
ufacturer by the existing law gets com­
pensation for the taxation on wool and 
35 per cent, protection for the manu­
factured prodm^. By our bill we give 
him free wool and 40 per cent, protec­
tion on his manufactured goods. In­
stead of being injured, he is positively 
benefited to the amount of .$5 in the 
hundred more than he is by the exist 
ing law. I want to read at this point 
what the woolen manufacturers said to 
congress a number of years ago. In 
1880 they addressed a communication 
to the United States Revenue Commis­
sioner to be submitted to congress in 
which they said:

The committee do not hesitate to 
affirm that, independently of consider­
ations ofjgeneral public policy demand­
ing a duty on wool, the woolen manu­
facturers of this country would prefer 
the total abolition of the specific duties, 
provideil they could have all their raw 
material duty free and an actual net 
protection of 25 per cent.* [Applause 
on the Democratic side.]

This is signed by the executive com­
mittee of the National Association of

Woolen Manufacturers and by John L. 
Hayes, their secretary.

After the internal revenue tax was 
placed upon the domestic production 
the manufacturers came and said to 
congress: “ Now we want compensa­
tion for this, too.”  They hatl compen­
sation tor the tax on wool, and now 
they wanted compensation for the tax 
of 10 per cent, imposed by the internal 
revenue laws. The duty was raised to 
35 per cent.; but they are fine diplo­
matists, and a short time after th.at 
they came before congress and got the 
internal revenue tax on woolen goods 
cepealetl. But the 35 per cent, still re­
mains, although they had said tluit 25 
per cent, protection was all they want- 
ad. Now we give them free wool ami 
40 per cent, protection, and still they 
to us: “ Your bill is a free trade meas­
ure.”  [Laughter on the Democratic 
side.]

St . L o u is , Mo., Aug. 29.—The re­

duction of 45 per cent, in live stock 
rates from Kansas and Indian Territo­
ry points has brought into line the 
Missouri Pacific and St. Louis & San 
Francisco roads to meet the rates 
adopted by the Santa Fe and Rock Is­
land. The Missouri Pacific has follow­
ed the ’Frisco rate of $52.50from Hun- 
newell, I. T ., to Chicago, by putting in 
a $50 rate from Kansas points to Chi­
cago, $25 to Kansas City and $32.50 to 
St. Louis. The fight originated be­
tween the Chicago, Kansas and Ne­
braska, the Rpbk Island and Kansas 
and the Sania Fo. The Santa Fe’s 
stopover privilege granted Texas ship­
pers is claimed to have been the origi­
nal cause of the tr4>uble. It is sup­
posed that the Santa Fe carried 30,000 
cars or 150,000 head into the Territory 
and has contracts to carry this im­
mense live tonage to market. It is ex­
pected that all Kansas and Missouii 
rates will now be disrupted.

The following is the order issued by 
General Superintendent Elmer Wash­
burn of the Union stock yards, Chica­
go, establishing the new Texas divi­
sion : “

Order No. 2.—In order to make the 
busine.ss of these yards conform to the 
requirements of the governor’s pro­
clamation “ scheduling certain locali­
ties on account of Texas fever,”  and 
thu^li^oid an almost total suspension 
here of the tratHc in Texas cattle, it 
has been found necessary to make the 
following arrangements, which are 
hereby published for the information 
and guidance of all concerned:

1. All that part of these yards lying 
between the north line of the alley 
under the shipping division viaduct 
and Forty-fifth street, and between the 
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul chute 
tracks is set aside for the exclusive pur­
pose of receiving, yarding, and ship­
ping all cattle arriving here from the 
states and territories scheduled in such 
proclamation. Such cattle will be 
neither at, yarded in, nor shipped from 
any other portion of these yards, and 
employes of this company, whose duty 
it is to receive and yard cattle coming 
here, will determine from whence they 
come by referring to the railroad way­
bill.

2. The portion of these yards set 
aside for this purpose will be known 
as “ Division D, Texas,”  and will have 
only three gates, one at the southwest 
corner and one each at the north and 
south ends of what is known as 
“ Teamway,”  through which all horses 
and wagons having business there 
must enter and pass out; but no cattle 
will be allowed to pass out these gates 
except on trucks or wagons.

3. All cattle in this division destined 
for slaughter houses accessible by via­
duct, will be taken there only by via­
duct; but when destined for slaughter 
houses not accessible by viaduct, they 
will be taken out of this division only 
by cars or wagons.

4. No corn, hay, or bedding, after 
having been supplied to the cattle in 
division, will not be taken therefrom 
under any pretext whatever, by any 
person except an employe of this com­
pany, and then only by and under the 
special direction of the assistant gen­
eral superintendent.
