Regulations Governing the Admis-
sion of Cattle to Colorado, Wy-
oming, Montana and
Dakota.

All cattle comin
36th parallel of north latitude, between
the first day of April and the first day
of November, must show by affidavit.
of two responsible parties, whose. reli-
ability shall be certified to by the county
clerk (or clerk of the district court)
nearest the range whereon the said
cattle have been held.

Ist Name and postoflice address of
the owner, consignor and consighnee.

-2nd. The brand or brands on all of
said cattle. :

3d. The county or counties in which
the said cattle have been held during
the preceding ninety days, and the
total number aemanding entry.

-~ A certified copy of the original affi-

davit must be filed with the sanitary’

official of each state and territory
through which the cattle pass. Each
train load (or herd, if driven,) must
be accompanied by a similar copy of
the aflidavit. Any cattle not branded
as set forth in the original affidavit,
together with alF cattle not complying
with these regulations, will be held in
quarantine, at the risk and expense of
the owner, until they are deemed safe
to mingle with native cattle.

Unless satisfactory proof is present-
ed that cattle have been at least ninet
days north of the 36th parallel of nortK
latitude or west of a line drawn as fol-
lows, to-wit: From a point in the In-
dian Territory where the 36th parallel
crosses the Arkansas river, thence
southwest to the northwest corner of
Wichita county, Texas, thence south
along the wcst line of Wichita and
Archer counties, thence west along the
line of Throckmorton county, thence
south along the west line of Throck-
morton and - Shackelford counties,
thence west along the north line of
Taylor, Runnels, Concho, Menard and
Kimble Counties, thence west along
the north line of Edwards and Val
Verde county to the Rio Grande, they
will be deemed capable of transmit-
ting Texas, splenic or Spanish fever,
and will be held in quarantine at the
risk and expense of the owner ftor at
least ninety days.

All Southern cattle destined for Col-
orado, Wyoming, Montana and Dako-
ta, will be inspected at Denver, Colo-
rade. In order to defray the expense
of said inspection a fee of one and
one-half cents per head will be charg-
ed, payable before or at the time of
inspection.

Blank affidavits will be furnished
upon application to the official veter-
inarians of Colorado, Wyoming, Mon-
tana or Dakota.

The
general belief has been quite the op-
posite, which popular error has been
fostered by the oil mill men who want-
ed to buy the seed of the farmer and
after expressing the oil sell the meal
back to himi at an exhorbitant profit.
To the South generally including the
exclusive stock raiser and feeder this
is an important economic guestion.
Why sell cottonseed and buy the meal
back at a big profit to the mill man for
fattening their stock, when at the price
offered it is much cheaper to feed the
seed at home? The wasteful practice
of domestic economy in the South has
been great a drawback in its material
advancement, and the selling of cotton-
seed at a low price and buying back
the meal at a high figure is one of the
notable instances. It lies altogether
with the planter whether he will force
the mill man to pay a better price for
his seed and sell him back the meal at
a reasonable figure. Let it once be
understood that the crude seed is
cheaper at $8 per ton as a stock feed
than the meal at $15, and the stock
feeders everywhere will feed the seed
instead of the meal and houses will
handle cottonseed for the irade just as
they now handle cor n, hay, and other
stock feeds. The comparative cost as
a feed on the above basis is found to be
2¢ per pound of meat for the crude
seed and 3¢ for the cotton seed meal, a
difference of 33 per cent. in favor of
the farmer, a very considerable item
in the aggregate, and more especially
so, as the meal to a very large extent
is controlled by a gigantic corpora-
tion, while the seed is in the open lo-
cal market influenced more by the
genery);aws of supply and demand.

806,713 foreign hides in 1888 against
540,105 domestic.
1,410,763 foreign against 986,662 do-
mestic. Hides are lower now than
usual, and almost touch the lowest
point known to the trade.

- THE cattle inspection bill by cities
and states is now being acted upon by
the New York legislature. In this as
in other important matters New York
is a pivotal state, yet the matter under
discussion in this instance will not be
acted on in favor of the butchers. The
worst form of the bill is betore them
which would not permit cattle killed at
one end ot the Brooklyn bridge to be
sold at the other. Legislatures may
act on such bills and generally kill
them.

How is This?

The Montana Wool Grower wants to
know how it is that with foreign raw
wool taxed at the custom houses, the
annual exports of the American raw
wool and woolen manufactures have
increased since 1881 some 35 per cent.

Our cotton manufacturers get their
raw material free of duty; it does not
go through the custom house. As
compared with 1881, our annual ex-
ports of manufactured cottons have
decreased nearly 8 per cent.

While our foreign trade in raw and
manufactured wool with a duty on im-
ported raw wool, has increased by
more than one-third since 1881, our
foreign trade in manufactured cottons,
the raw material for whieh pays no
tax, is actually less than seven years
ago.

Not Over-Production.

? runs of cattle at Chicago, St.
Lduis and Kansas City during the last
thirty days do not to all appearance
denote any diminution in the cattle
supply.

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whereas in reality it is very likely to
be simply ‘concentration. The hide
dealers now claim that there is a very
marked falling off in the number of
country hides on the market. Insome
instances the larger dealers are with-
drawing the traveling men who are
generally kept on the road. This ac-
tion being due in part to the very low
prices ruling the hide market, and in
part to the number of available hides
being so small as not to warrant the
expense of placing buyers on the road.
One prominent St. Louis dealer made
this statement in regard to his own
experience with country hides and the
largest hide buyer in the West, sus-
tained it by giying a comparative state-
ment of his country purchases for
several years past,showing the decline
of cattle killing outside of the concen-
trated markets.

A full summary of the hide business
of the United States would be the
safest guide to the number of
cattle slanghtered and a com-
parative hide statemeént for several
years, if rcliable, would in all proba-
bility, sastain the statement that very
many of the excess of cattle killed in
1888, at the large Western markets
can be explained away and offset by
the decrease in cattle Killing else-
where.

This paper is sustained in the faith
that present conditions of the cattle
trade are favorable to higher prices as
all investigations within the scope of
our means denote a decrease and not
an increase in the number ot cattle in
the United States as compared with
the years 1884 and 1885.

There was quite a boom-in the cat-
‘tle market recently. Not long since

an old cattleman said that "if receipts

were held within reasonable bounds
for a month we should have 50c ad-
vance in a week. This certainly
“looks as if there was life in the old
nag yet.”’

Fat beef cattle which have for so
long been selling around $3.25@3.50
are now selling freely at $3.75@4.25.

The bulk of the 14,000 cattle sold to-
day above $4, though there were no
fancy cattle here and $4.60 for tops.

The cattle went ‘chiefly to Eastern
cities and foreign markets on the hoof.

The general demand for cattle seem-
ed to be very good and all classes of
buyers have been taking hold actively.
The exporters are beginning to com-
plain " a little as this advance;comes
out of their pockets squarely as there
is no-advance in prices abroad. How-
ever, they are still making plenty of
money and are free buyers.

The sales of cows and mixed butch-
-ering stock have been at $2@3.25 late-
ly and prices have advanced quite as
much as the good fat beeves. This is
an encouraging  sign for Texas men.
It appears that the crop of old ‘native
cows has been pretty well worked off.

Country men are buying young cat-
tle . more freely tham before the ad-
vance in prices for fat cattle.

‘Somehow young cattle manage to
sell relatively higher than beeves
even if the latter are not making
money.

wanted. These ‘‘top’’ importations
are practically stopped at present, but
the worsted clause in the tariff still
holds good, and importers are taking
full advantage of it while it lasts.
There is considerable doubt in the
minds of wool dealers whether any de-
cision made by the treasury depart-
ment against admitting waste and
worsteds at their former rate of duty
can be made good by law until con-
gress takes the matter in hand and
remedies the present inequalities. At
the time these laws were made they
did well enough, but the new machin-
ery invented since that time has chang-
ed the whole nature of trade. While
it is considered to be doubtful of the
recent ruling on ‘‘tops’’ being sustain-
ed if brought into court, the action of
the tréasury department will do much
to restrain these importations until
congress has a chance to remedy the
evil.  An importer does not care to
take heavy chances of a suit with the
government without he has a very
good chance of success, and it is prob-
able that there will be but little waste
imported from now on.

This will be but
one of the many additional attractions
offered during the time the Spring Pal-
ace is open, and it will be the means of
attracting much attention to the city and
more visitors. It will afford our citizens
a chance to witness what they have not
had nearer than Dallas for four years,
racing between good horses, for the lit-
tle scpub races, mostly private trials for
200 yards, do not deserve to be named as
races.

The conception of the scheme, and the
carrying so far towards comrpletion,. is
creditablle to the club, and it is to be
hoped that its suecess will be in propor-
t on toits enterprise. .

The purses offered will be extremely
liberal, and will aggregate between flve
and ten thousand dollars, which will be
divided in two moneys, as follows: 80
per cent. to the first horse, and 20 per
cent. to the second horse. :

Noentrance fee will be eharged, thus
placing horsemen of moderate meanson
an equal footing with the wealthier ones,
and giving everyone an opportunity to
enter and start.

The programme for each day’s racing
will be arranged to suit the horses on

‘the grounds, and will be published twen-

ty-four hours in advance, except in cases
of handicaps, which will be published
48 hours in advance. ,

This meeting is arranged principally
to meet the wants ot Texas horses and
borsemen, and the programme will pro-
vide for races at all distances, from quar-
ter races to such distances as the horse-
men present desire td run. It will be the
aim of the management to afford all
present an opportunity to run, from
quarter horses up tothe finest thorough-
breds in the United States.

Should anyone present desire to run
match races over the track, they will be
permitted to do so by complying with
the rules published herewith. .

The management will furnish stalls
free to all horses participating in the
meeting.

There will be four races each day.

While we cannot
expect hin: to supplant those highest
types of the mutton breeds, the Hamp-
shires and Shropshires, if we will dis-
card some of hiz rufiles and oil we can
make quite a c¢lever mution of the
Merino; but we must look to him alone
for improvement of the fleeces, for he
alone has wool with the true felting
property, nor need we fear that he will
ever be discarded; he has butted his
way from Maine to Texas, and wherev-
er he goes he is apt tostay. All large
flocks that are kept either for their
meat or their fleece must be mainly of
Merino blood, and if economic wise-
acres, or partisan folly de not succeed in
putting obstacles in the way, we will
produce wool enough to keep every
spindle in the land bhumming, supply
our people with wholesome mutton,
and an abunuance of substantial, com-
fortable, and cheap clothing.

There has been a grand rush by
stockmen of the Pecos valley to get
their beeves off to the 'I'erritory dur-
ing the reduction in freight rates which
will expire on the 11th inst.

The time lost is more valuable than the
fowl. As soon as we find any droopy

. fowl, we at once remove it to separate

quarters and try some mild remedy. If
the bird grows worse, our next remedy
is the hatchet. Kor roup nothing is bet-
ter than kerosene. We give a table-
spoonful once or twice a day, according
to the severity of the case. For canker,
we take ‘“spec,” slice it about like eartu

worms, and sprinkle liberally with
cayenne pepper, and force down the
throat. For droopy conditions we give

a tablespoonful of castor oil. So we run
through the whole list of ailments. We
believe in simple remedies. It .hese
fail, then we close operations.

We believe in prevention. We admit
that it 1s utterly impossible to entirely
prevent sickness, but two thirds of the
ailments are caused by neglect. Drafts
of air, easily prevented in the hen house,
eause roup.
