Ih e  sketch represents a doable silo, 
compartment 16 feet square in- 

ide and 18 feet deep. Filled with ma- 
■ed and partly cured corn or sor- 
lum, each silo will hold about silty 

ms of silage, after settling three feet 
>m the to p ; and about forty pounds 

Hbl 9uch silage is all that a 1000-lb steer 
will eat in a day with grain. There­
fore a double silo of the size given will 
Mold sufficient silage to feed 100 steers 
Silty days. Land that will yield 25 to 
30 bushels of corn to the acre in the 
gnlf states, will, if properly cultivated, 
make from 15 to .20 tons of silage; 
therefore 8 acres of such corn or sor­
ghum will fill the silos. Corn and sor- 

i' ghum silage should be fed with cotton­
seed meal, wheat bran, cowpea hay, 
red clover, or other nitrogenous food 
to give most satisfactory results.

.SILOS.
The plans represent a framework 

made of pieces 2x8 18 feet long, spiked 
together, lapped and bolted at corners 
and intersections of cross walls. The 
sill outside is made of stuff 2x1018 
feet long to stiffen the bottom. The 
Silo may be built on a brick founda­
tion, or it may r§st on the ground; if 
the latter, the sills should be set upon 
blocks, three or four inches above the 
l^round to protect them from decay, 
and the lining plank extended to the 
¡¿round. The ground on which the silo 
is placed should be raised or protected 
by a ditch to keep the bottom dry. The 

i: silage may rest on the dirt fioor, if the 
tfloor is dry, with scarcely any loss. A 
t^plank fioor, or better a layer of brick 
lam en ted , or grout of cement and 
|¿ravel may be used. The sides ot the 
pilo and the fioor must join tightly so 
%hat air cannot enter, and water must 
pbe entirely excluded. Two ix7i inch 
¿iron bolts are put through each con- 
^nection of side with cross wall girts, 
and at each corner, and girts are spik­
ed at intervals of 18 inches from end 
to end to hold girt pieces rigidly to­
gether. _

LINING.
The framework is lined with two 

layers of plank 1x12 18 feei long laid 
terbreak joints, and one thickness of 
tarred building paper tacked on be- 

|. tween the plank, thus making an air­
tight wall. Undressed plank will an­
swer for this purpose if the thick, thin 
itnd wedge-shaped ones are thrown 
put. Surfaced plank will mak^ a bet­
ter job but are not essential. The in- 
net plank lining should be of durable 
lumber or it will soon decay. If thor­
oughly’ seasoned and dry it is well to

{pve the inside a coat of crude petro- 
eum, coal tar, or other preservative to 

make the lumber more lasting.
DOORS.

Fig. 1, a, a, shows the doors. An 
opening two and a half to three feet 

' vnde is left from the botton to top of 
the silo. The plank that would fit into 
this opening are cut into the proper 
lengths to reach from one girt to the 
;next and battened together as shown, 

that they may be removed. The 
inner lining of the doors should extend 
over two inches on the outside lining 
 ̂o f the silo (see Fig. 2, end section of 

loors) to make a lap-joint. When the 
loors are put in place a strip of the 

itarrtd pAper shouid be tacked over the 
joint on the inside of the silo.

CORNERS.
Fig. 1, c, shows the method of get­

ting rid of the corners of the silo. The)g
dghtangle corners are objectionable as 
the siluge does not keep well in the ex- 
renie corners. The College Station 
Uos are built.in this way. The plan 
lows the corner braces in only one 
irner. ^

FRAME WORK.
Fig. 3 shows corner joints of frame- 
irk and Fig. 4 connection of cross 
Lh side walls. It will be noticed 

there is /no mortice and tenon 
in the frame, so that any man

who can handle a saw and square can 
build a silo on this plan. Where long 
straight poles can be obtained the 
girts may be made of poles hewn 
square on one side and ends halved to­
gether. The silo may also be built by 
having' an upright Irame made of

ter and elevate the cut forage over the 
top of the wall in filling. In  feeding 
out the silage we prefer to uncover the 
entire top* of one silo and remove a 
layer each day, having doors as shown 
in Fig. 1, a extending from bottom to 
top of silo removing the doors as the

posts set in the ground three feet deep, 
four feet apart from center to center, 
ends sawed off square on top, and a 
plate made of two 2x8 inch plank 
spiked on flat, lapping at the corners.

When the silo is filled there is liable 
to be a heavy pressure against the

SIZE OF THE SILO.

A layer of silage should be taken ^ff 
from the:entire surface every twenty- 
four hours, as. the silage begins to get 
sour after a few hours exposure to the 
air. So that it is not advisable to have

We prefer to use a carrier on the ĉ nt-

the silo too large. Two medium sized 
silos are .better, than one large one. 
Silos may be from 12 to 20 feet square 
and from 12 to 24 feet deep. For a 
large establishment several silos may 
be built' together. Where not more 
than seventy-five heud of cattle are to

be fed under one roof, the silo should 
be built in the feeding barn to save la­
bor in carrying the feed to the cattle. 
Where 100 or more are to be fed, the 
amount of feed to be removed and the i 
distance it will have to be carried will 
necessitate the use of a truck, wagon 
or car, and after loading the silage it 
may be moved a considerable distance 
with but little loss of time, and shovel­
ed into the feed troughs. Six silos 18 
xl8 feet square and 20 feet deep will 
hold ensilage to feed 400 head of cattle 
seventy days, if from 70 to 80 tons of 
cottonseed meal is fed with the silage.

EXPLANATION OF COTS.
Fig. 1—Framework and lining, \

double silo 10x30 feet and 18 feet deep.  ̂
Framework made of three 2x8 plank 
18 feet long, spiked together and se­
cured by i inch bolts at corners and 
connection of erosswall girls with side 
walls. Bolts should have washers un­
der head and under tap. Lining plank 
is left out at one end to show frame­
work. ^ill is 2x10 inch stuff ;c ,  c, 
shows 2k6 inch pieces spiked on across 
one corner to get rid of right-angled 
corner. . Lining is nailed to the corner 
cross pieces, a, a, shows doors; b, b, 
battens on doors.

CONSTRUCTION.
Figures 3 and 4 show joints at cor- ' 

ners and interse ctionof erosswall with 
outside wall. It will be noticed that 
the middle 2x8 inch piece of cross wall  ̂
girt is brought through to outside of 
side wall girt, and that the upper 
plank of girt - on outside projects 8 
inches to the right, thus making a 
strong lap-joint when the whole is bolt­
ed together, and requiring no "mortis­
ing, ‘

Supporting pieces of 2x6 inch stuff 
of length to reach from one girt to the 
next are to be put in at the corners and 
near the center of each silo wall be­
tween girts, from sills to plates, and 
secured by toe nailing, to support the 
frame when building, and to stiffen the 
framework. These are not shown in 
the drawing.

After frame is up and first lining 
plank is nailed on, cut up tarred paper 
(which comes in rolls one yard wide, 
and one hundred yards long) into 
lengths equal to height of silo. Cover 
plank, allowing paper to lap two or 
three inches ; fasten with tacks sufii- 
i'ient to support paper, then put on in­
side plank lining, breaking joints with 
outer lining and nailing solid in every 
girt. Doors to be made as shown in 
Fig. 2, tarred paper- between plank, 
well nailed to batten with clinch nàils.

After the silo is filled the silage 
should be covered with 3 to 6 \nches of 
old hay or straw, and on the straw 
tarred paper and over this inch plank.
If some weight is put on the plank the . 
silage will keep better on the upper 
surface. , Filling in to the roof with . 

nay, or a foot of sawdust, if sawdust is 
used for bedding the stock, will sup­
ply all the weight required. Frame­
work may be covered outside or not; 
it is not essential to.the keeping of the 
silage.

T h e  T w o  T e x a s  W o o l AttHoclatione.
To the close observer it is becoming 

plainly apparent that there will be at­
tempts made to antagonize the Texas 
Wool association, or what may be bet­
ter known as the Col. W. L. Black as­
sociation, and Texas Wool Growers’ 
association, or what some designate as 
the Captain Shepard association, at 
the annual meeting to be held in Gal­
veston Juno 4th. It is the endeavor to 
create the impression that the Black 
association is under control of the buy­
ers and wool commission merchants, 
who intend to use the wool growers’ 
name for selfish purposes, and that 
the Shepard association is the only 
organization that has the interests of 
the wool grower disinterestedly at 
heart. But u\ is surmised by some 
that this feeling has a local feature, 
and that it is more the influence of the 
rivalry between San Antonio and Gal­
veston than that of any real danger 
menacing the growers that is actuat­
ing this under -current feeling. Let 
that be as it may, all antagonizing in­
fluences are to be deprecated at this 
date. It is fair to presume that it was 
never the intention of Col. Black to 
start a rival association, but only to 
revive the state organiisation that has 
be^n practically dead for several 
years, and which never did have any 
practical features to recommend it, 
outside of passing resolutions for the 
waste bNkets of newspapers and legis­
latures. The statistical feature of the 
new organization has a practical look, 
at least, and only time can prove 
whether the grower can utilize the in­
formation intended to be furnished to 
his pecuniary benefit. This system of 
dissemination of wool statistics will 
place the grower in possession ot the 
sanv supply and de-
mand,'^*i* buyer, and it is dif­
ficult to see how it is intended to only 
benefit the buyer by {giving him valu­
able information over the grower, pre 
suming them to be of equal intelli­
gence and financial strength. l i  is to 
be hoped that this antagonistic feeling 
will disappear on the meeting» of these 
two associations, and that one organi­
zation will be perfected calculated to 
benefit not this nor that wool market, 
but the wool growing industry of the 
state of Texas in general. This should 
be the purpose to actuate the men who 
oome together in Galveston on June 
4th next. Texas is large but not large 
enough to profitably hold two state 
wool associaiiont.

The cattle raisers vŷ fo are using the 
best blooded cattle â?e uow making 
twOryear-old beeves to equal in qual­
ity, weight and selling value the aver­
age four-year-old steer marketed five 
years ago. This is the effect of breed­
ing and feeding—breeding to a pur­
pose and feeding from birth to slaugh­
ter. This change, or progression, 
whatever it may be called, is in great 
part responsible for the present' condi­
tion of affairs in cattle markets, as it 
enables the advanced feeder to almost 
double his beef-producing capacity, 
even if the great production stands in 
the way of his making much money.

At present, during the range of low 
values in cattle, two points are evident 
to all the trade. First, that it is possi­
ble tor blooded cattle to be profitably 
fed and marketed if matured into beef 
at twenty months old or less. Second, 
that aaa rule cold-blooded or common 
cattle cannot be raised and fed to good 
beef weights and pay their way 
throughout.

The effect of breeding combined 
with tome improved methods

in feeding is so apparent now 
that the points of superiority con­
tended for by breeders years ago are 
becoming recognized throughout the 
length and breadth of the land, the 
word being passed that we must raise 
fewer cattle, the few to be of better 
quality.

There is another change going on of 
equal importance, to have just as much 
effect on the future o f cattle raising as 
breeding has done for the industry, 
and consist^ of other advances 
in methods and management of 
feeding cattle to produce greater re­
sults at/ess cost than is known at pres­
ent of ainy “ gain per day”  on record 
It is now said that cattle* fed at sor­
ghum mills will distance any record, 
but the evolution to excessive fattening 
gains is coming from what may almost 
be called a stufiing process, to jae 
brought about by a combination con­
sisting of regulated temperature, ensi­
lage feeding, soiling, the use of cotton 
seed products and the refuse of sugar 
mills. That is to say, cattle feeding is 
to be conducted in the Southern and 
Middle States without corn, and pro­
duce greater quantities of beef at less 
cost than can be produced in the colder 
countries with corn at noi»inal figures.

This statement is no more nor no 
less definite than many of the pro­
grammes outlined in other stock mat­
ters that have come to pas-t. Men áre 
now making very liitle if any money 
selling export steers at Cap­
italists are figming to raise them 
cheaper. I'lie orditiaty.e u i le f*-eders 
aie ofieij fee<l ng agai«i.>'t' cold ^catljei* 
and storms. ( 'sipliaii^is 'a, id ov» riioiue 
that. 1 here is cunsiderabie iiuUitious 
refuse to be found at sorglmiii mills. 
Capitalists will buy that. 1 he fíIo is 
now known to be the cheapest method 
of preserving green food. 'I'he capi­
talists will use ensilage largely. Ad­
vanced agriculturists say that cattle 
should never be allowed to run on a 
pasture. Capitalists will do their feed­
ing in large structures—carry the food 
to the cattle.

The cattle fattery process is being 
improved upon. I'he hand work is 
being superseded by machinery. The 
difficulties of the fartner on a mort­
gaged farm are swept aside by capi­
tal, and all advances in knowledge are 
applied,together with economical man­
agement, to produce cheep beef. The 
rank and file of cattlemen will have to 
keep up with the procession, or the oil 
mill and sorghum mill cattle will be 
fed in large numbers cheaper than any 
other, and show the greatest gain per 
day. _________________

The Bastrop Advertiser says: 

Twenty Jersey cows, belonging to W. 
W. Lipscomb of Luling, produced last 
month over <»U0 pounds of “ butter, 
which sold under contract at San An­
tonio at SJ cents per pound.”  Here is 
butter amounting to $198 from twenty 
Jersey cows in one month, and the 
skim milk and butter milk not men­
tioned.

In a very imperfect manner, although 
sufficiently clear for the purpose, wo 
present our readers with an illustra­
tion of stock pens constructed upon 
the ranch of Messrs. Sterrelt & Sons, 
twelve miles northeast of Abilene. In 
constructing these pens the- purpose 
intended was to save labor of horses 
and men, and at the same time to do 
the spring work without handling the 
herd more than absolutely necessary, 
so as to prevent waste pf time or loss

the other cattle forward to the large 
cutting gate located at the end of the 
chute, where Mr. Sterrett, sitting on 
top of a gate, held the lever by which 
he was enabled to swing the gate from 
one side to another, admitting a grown 
steer to a pen on his right, then clos­
ing it over on the steer to admit a cow 
a,nd calf into the pen on his left.

Pen No. 1 is the pen receiving cattle 
from the pasture. Two mounted men 
work in it, quietly driving the cattle 
into the chute or alley, which is wider

T ro u b le  W ith  th e Silo.
The difficulty with the silo .is that it 

is becoming something like a mill- 
stonp around the slow farmers neck. 
Here we have only a few silos and the 
ensilage put up in Texas is insufficient 
to bother anybody or injure any num­
ber of people.

of flesh -in the cattle incidental to 
range work. '

Mr. Sterrett found out in the early 
days ot his cattle-raising operations 
that to round-up his cattle inside the 
30,000-acre pasture, to cut out grown 
steers or any other class of cttlle, was 
simply equal to handling a general 
round-up with his own forces. He also 
found that to pen the cattle and cut 
those he wanted into another pen, with 
men on foot or in saddle, was not much 
better; consequently he set to work to 
devise some arrangement whereby be 
could expedite the work and do it in a 
general way more satisfactory to him­
self. lie  then applied himself to con­
struct pens something similar to the 
style adopted to separate sheep on 
many of the sheep ranches. In opera­
tion these pens are a pronounced suc­
cess. During the week before last Mr. 
Sterrett desired to ept out 2000 steers 
for shipment into the Indian Territory. 
He also desired to cut his two-year- 
olds from the herd; also a lot.of heif­
ers to be operated on with a spaying- 
knife, and to get cows and calves to­
gether for branding purposes. Mr. 
Sterrett has wintered some 6000 cattle 
in his pastures, and between Monday 
morning and Thursday night he han­
dled and assorted 5000 cattle. He had 
two men on horses to drive the cattle 
into a large^ pen, and to put them 
through the gate at the entrance of the 
chute, or alley. One man at a gate on 
the left cut the heifers into a pen, an­
o t h e r  cut the two-year-olda into a pen 
on th e  r ig h t . A b o y  w it h  a pole f o r o e d

at the opening than further in, where 
it is reduced to two feet. is a gate 
which is opened or closed according 
to how the cattle act. In his work Mr. 
S*errett cut his two-year-olds into pen 
No.[3, and the~heilers he de.sired to 
spay into pen No. 2. The 
gates entering - these pens are 
are spring gates, and the men in charge 
let go as the animal passes in. In pen
No. 4 Mr. SterretV cut the cows and 
calves, and pen No. 5 was used for the 
larger steers. The gate swinging on 
pivot A is nicely adjusted so that it can 
swing over from post 1) to post K, so 
as to leave open pens 4 or 5 as desired. 
Ou the top of pivot \ is a seat,* and the 
man controls the gate with a spring 
lever.

The ordinary ranch work does not 
require more than four pens as a rule, 
but when necessary pens 6 and 7 are 
brought into use. A gate swings on 
pivot B from A to E, closing pen 5 an<l 
opening pen G. On the other side a 
gate on pivot C swings from A to D.
‘ At the end of the chute from I) to E 
there is another gate not shown on the
illustration. It is directly across the 
alley, and is so lixed that it can be 
raised up or let down at pleasure. Iii 
the general work it is open, but if for 
any reason it is desirable to close it, a 
simple touch will slide it down and 
close the gap.

Mr. Sterrett does not claim to have 
done anything beyond simplifying his 
own work, but he has certainly done 
something worthy to be, shown to the 
cattle-raising industry of the pasture 
country, and outlined a plan that can 
come into general use and save several 
important Item s in handling ca tt le .

construction of silos, what iiisy wo not 
'<<^p5ct? Thi.s new wrinkle of pickling 
corn claimed to be an improvement is 
not an unmixed blessing, 'riierc are 
plenty of old practical farmers con- 
ilemning the entire theory, practice, 
process an«l result. This en^ilnge 
business is something new and the 
new farmers are taking kindly to it. 
Tliey figure on it and figure to put 
enough corn fodder in a box ten foot 
by ten foot and sixteen feet high to 
keep ten cows for six months and feed 
them well. The fact of the matter is 
that tlie trouble with silage is that you 
cannot figure against it. Vou cannot 
compete with it. A few dairies using 
ensilage will clean up others that 
don't. A stock feeder using silage has 
the advantage of his neighbor who 
does not. The trouble with the silo is 
that in time it will take the old stand-o
back farmer and convert him against 
his will or close him out of business. 
Break this silo business tb~them gently 
for the process can wait.

The national Stockman and Farmer 

of Pittsburgh, Pa., remarks as follows :
“ It has been noticed that cattle mar­

kets do not respond, in the matter of 
manifesting improvement, as quickly 
as they formerly did to lightened sup­
plies. The runs of desirable beeves 
have for some weeks been falling off in 
the West, but it has been only a few 
days since the,_market has seemed to 
appreciably feel the effect of the change. 
This is explained by the fact that con­
sumption does not follow up the mar­
kets as closely as it once did. Large 
quantities of beeves are slaughtered 
and hung up in cold chambers for 
weeks before they are consumed; and 
this prevents the market from spring­
ing with the promptness often ex­
pected,”

This l£ in the line of observations 
heretofore advanced in the Journal. 
The great advantage held by the pack­
ing houses over Western cattle raisers 
consists of the ability to wait for the 
usual accumulations should cat­
tle receipts run light for a few 
‘days. This is, in fact the power 
of the Big Four, and is furnished by 
the shippers, who cannot tell what the 
runs will be until the receipts are pub­
lished. ^

During the weeks mentioned above 
when receipts were falling off, there is 
a possibility that the stock on hand in 
the cooling rooms diminished, and in 
time the result became apparent. 
Then last week the supplies accumu­
lated under influence of heavy receipts, 
the cooling rooms fllled up again and 
the advance in prices was lost.

The necessities of the packers are 
large, the consumption is very great, 
the regular demands of the trade form 
a safeguard against monopoly, but the 
packing houses are not obligéd to meet 
all the demands for higher figures 
while the cooling rooms are full of un­
sold beef and the markets are full of 
cattle.

The visible supply used to consist of 
the live cattle in the yards and the cat­
tle known to be in transit. To-day, to 
the visible supply must be added the 
quantity of dead fresh meat, on hand 
in the packing centers. ^

Q u a r a n tin e  R effu la tlo u s tiovcriiinir  

tlic itdinissloii o f C attle  to N ew  
M exico.

The quarantine regulations of tlia ter­
ritory of New Mexico go into effect on 
March 15th of each year and continue 
in force until Novemner 15th of the same 
year, whereby ail caitle coming from 
south and east of the below described 
line in Texas and irom the district in 
Mexico as outlined are prohibited ad­
mission, to-wit: South and east of a 
line extending the southern boundary 
line of New riexlco east to Mitchell 
county, Texas, tiicnce north along the 
west side of Mitchell, thence east along 
the southern line of Scurry, Fisher and 
Jones counties, thence north along the 
westernlinesofShacklefordandThrock- 
morton counties, thence east along the 
north boundary line of Throckmorton 
county, and thence north, crossing tiie 
Denver, Texas Fort Worth railway 
near Wichita and on to the 3()th parallel 
inthe Indian Territory; as well as all 
cattle from that portion of Mexico l3nng 
east of the ^Mexican Central railway 
from El Paso, Texas, tothe2()th parallel 
of latitude, are absolut ly prohibited ad­
mission into New Mexico, except cattle 
that are destined to points outside of the
territory and being transported all the 
way through New Mexico by rail with­
out unloading except into designated
quarantine stock j^ards provided by the 
railway companies.

If any person, persons, company or 
corporation shall violate the provisions 
of the foregoing sections, the ])enalty 
imposed is not less than $100 nor more 
than $5000 for each offense,as well as fur­
ther liability in such civil action as maj' 
bo instituted by reason of damages that 
may result from such action.

It is nece.«sary for an>̂  one bringing 
cattle into Now Mexico to first obtain a 
written permit either from the board, 
veterinary surgeon, or its employes, 
who are designated as. inspectors. Fail 
lire to comply with this provision is 
punishable by a fine not less than $500 
nor more than $6000 and, besides, the 
person so violating the law is liable per­
sonally ior all loss and damages sustain­
ed by reason of the introduction oi any 
contagious or infectious disease from 
cattle unlawiully imported into the ter­
ritory'. Any person may require the 
¡lerson in charge of cattle to produce 
for his inspection the permit granted 
by the board. A refusal to produce sai.i 
permit upon demand at any time within 
a year from the time the cattle were driv­
en in shall be Subject to all the penalty' 
named in the foregoing sections. For 
all cattle, the owner or^person in cdiarge 
of W'hich desires to have inspected at 
any place other than the designated 
points of inspection, the application lor 
such inspection must be made at least 
ten days in adv'ance of the time specifi­
ed for such inspection. The applicant 
for such inspection must pay all expen­
ses of inspection and investigation, 
including per diem and travel­
ing expenses of the person or offi­
cer making the same and designated for 
that purpose bv tt«« board.

Cattle brougnt into New Mexico in 
violation of any of the provisions of t<»e 
law of quarantine are not only subject 
to allof the aforesaid penalties, but they 
can be seized and held for the payment 
of said penalties. These liens lake pre­
cedence over aiiy other lien or incum- 
brapee on such" cattle existing at the 
time of their unlaw'ful importation. 
Said liens become tff’ective also as se­
curity for ultimate payunent without 
further legal proceeding, except the 
foreclosure by sale ol the cattle on exe­
cution.

Stock Grower.

The demand for Northern and East­
ern buyers for New Mexico and Arizo­
na steers coutinues unabated. Full 
reports of sales thus tar made in Ari­
zona place the number of steers bought 
at 25,000 head. New Mexico cattle­
men have sold 30,000, and with those 
which will be.^sent to the Indian Terri­
tory, Kansas and Montana pastures, 
the grand aggregate to leave the South­
western ranges this spring and early 
summer will be quite 85,000 head. It 
is estimated that the cattlemen of New 
Mexico and Arizona will receive from 
tneir spring sales not less than $700,- 
000. The average prices paid have 
been $9, $13 and $16 for one, two and 
three-year-olds respectively.

Since the spring rains have so Neat­
ly improved the range prices have ma­
terially strengthened. A sale was 
made at Las Vegas Friday of all the 
steers belonging to the Hyde Park 
Cattle company to Kansas feeders at 
$12, $16 and $20 for ones, twos and 
threes, delivered at Strong City. .The 
season promises to be a golden one for 
the stock interests of the Southwest.

About May 20th the Littlefield Cat­
tle company and Dan Taylor of the 
Pecos river rangé, "will ship north to 
Wendover. Wyoming, to mature in 
Montana, 15,000 steers. These ship­
ments will be followed by W‘ . B. 
Slaughter of the' Ameiican Valley, 
with 10,000 head.

As staled in my last communication, 
alfalfa feeding was a failure in Arizona 
last winter ; there are many different 
causes assigned for the failure and 
strong arguments advanced to prove 
that it will yet be made a success. " In 
my opinion the hay was cut too early 
and often, and that when the farmers 
learn to àllow the hay to mature be­
fore harvesting, and can content them­
selves with four crops a year instead.of 
six that alfalfa feedings will bo a suc­
cess, provided the feeders will confine 
their cattle and prevent them rambling 
and traveling over the entire farm, and 
provide racks tor holding the hay with 
box bottoms or attachments to catch 
the seed and thus prevent losing or 
wasting the best and most nutritious 
part of the feed. ^

I am reliably informed that the Cam­
eron brothers, who own one of the 
largest and finest ranches in Southern 
Arizona, not only lost the 400 steers 
fed by them, but the procoeda of the 
steers lacked three dollars per head 
o4 bringing enough to pay the actual 

■expense of feeding. These steers were,

however, marketed in California,a very 
unreliable and uncertain market. Ii

In reference to alfalfa feeding and 
the recent experiments in the Salt 
river valley, the Pha?nix Gazette says;

“ It is a fact that we do not intend to 
combat, that a majority of the men who 
brought cattle to our valley the winter 
just passed failed, or nearly so, in 

, their efforfs to secure fat cattle for the 
^California market. No one doubts the 
Iqualities of alfalfa for fattening cattle, 
provided it is properly cured and cut 
[In season, and we feel tb^t the cattle- 
"ijmen in a measure were also responsi- 
;ble for the unsatisfactory results ob- 

dned.

[brought their cattle to this valley were

But neither the cattlemen nor the 

lers need havb any fears as to the

Such results, of course, can only 

from experience and practice, 
to this end we would advise our 
lers to lend every possible assist- 

to the cattlemen in their present 
lemma till the proper results are at- 
‘ led. Such a course.will be of bene- 
to all parties concerned, and will 
1st in advancing our valley in a 
iderful degree.*’

the stockmen and farmers of this 

re country, it ii to be hoped that 
tfa feeding mSy yet prove a suoot^ss, 
l1 have no doubt but it will when 
feeders once f^ ly  understand Mbw 

*pare and feed it.

The stockmen of this section, or at 
least those of them who have sold to 
Northern buyers, are now gathering 
preparatory to making delivery early 
next month.

These facts are 
rapidly resulting in building up a good 
trade between the cattlemen of this 
section and those of Montana. The 
former finding that their best and 
surest market is. to sell these young 
steers to the last named parties.
