T b e  City fo r  Statistics*
The cattle production of the United 

States is an unknown quantity. But 
if the quantity was known and a rea­
sonable shortage was to be exhibited 
in the gross account, there is no guar­
antee that the knowledge would lead 
to immediate higher price. There is 
a presumption that way but it amounts 
to a presumption and nothing more. 
We know the visible supply daily at 
the markets and we can know it just 
as soon as the figures are ascertained 
at those markets, but we can only 
guess at the number to arrive day by 
day and week by week. This daily sup­
ply, however, is the element upon 
which daily values are based.' I f  the 
country is full of cattle and the mar­
kets are short, prices go up to a cer­
tain limit, and if the cattle supply is 
excessive prices will go down, even 
though the general supplies in the 
country be considerably less than 
usual.

In these days of combinations and 
corners no man can figure bis way to 
prosperity. The shortage in wheat is 
no guarantee that prices will go up, 
neither is an excessive supply any 
guarantee that prices are going down. 
There are other influences working on 
the markets of the commodities that 
can be stored and kept in hand for the 
simple cost of storage. Beef is not in 
such a category, but the ice storage of 
meat, together with command of im­
mense cash resources, brings the ma­
nipulation of meat values into the 
line of possibility, foi a week or so.

Why we say the statistics of our 
country alone are of no effect is be­
cause a popular error concedes to Chi­
cago the control of beef values in the 
United States. Great as is that market 
in far-reaching influences, and great as 
is its*power even upon the Eastern

We would certainly urge the prepa­
ration of a statistical report made quick­
ly, regularly and reliable; it would 
help us in the future if the service was 
kept up. Such service is due the stock 
raising agriculturist from the govern­
ment. We ought to know the popula­
tion and the supply of live stock so as 
to have chance to husband our resour­
ces. W e could then turn from cattle 
to hogs« to sheep or to horses, and in 
crease either in turn as the times ap­
pear to demand changes, having a ro-

About the first error tho lamb makes 
in life  is to m istake the shepherd or his 
dog for its motlter, and m aiiy aro the 
tnanoenvros that must he gone through 
w itli to make tlie new arrival fo llow  the 
righbparty. Mis next error is lik e ly  to 
be an attenifd to svalk on air when he 
eomes to a T»laee w h^ro he should go 
d o w n h ill, lli.s ten  minutes experient^e 
in life  has led him to t'e lieve that all the 
eartli is a leve l plani, and in broad da,\ - 
ligh t lie Steps o lf the top o f a hill just as 
serenely as a man steps otl'the top land­
ing o f the stairs in total dark«ress, when 
lie is eertam  that the stairs are vet tw en­
ty  feet away. The result is a great sur­
prise to man and lamb in each instance.

The lamb picks himself up, and con­
tinues down the hill; lie soon comes to 
the conclusion that everything is down 
liill in this life, .and not on a dead level. 
Upon getting to the foi>t of tho hill, lie 
still tries to continue down ward, an<l as 
a result runs his nose itilo the ground 
and Idoks surpris<-d ajain. l ie  now 
comos to a jilaee to uo up hill, and goes 
up just asf)ur man starts to uro upstairs 
in total darkness when he thinks the 
stairs are still twenty leet av^ay.

Our lamb is ttow ge itirg  vérv suspl' 
cions. He was pushed over and growl­
ed at for following tfie ihuz when he 
f bought it was his mot Ii'm ; i iio i-heplierd 
kicked and abused him for lollowing 
him; he tumbled down hill •• hen he saw 
nothing nnif'nal in tin* lo'fks ot the 
ground, and up hill again under siniilHr 
circumstances. In thi.s trame of iiiind 
becomes to a shadow cast by a neikh- 
boring hill. This is ihe most appalling 
thing he has yet seen in life. iJe standa 
iu  the bright sunshine; twelve laches

ahead of him all the wmrld is black. How- 
shall be get over that terrible line? I t  
mnst.be worse than going down hill, or 
up hill, or running after a dog that 
growls or a man that kicks. It  surely 
looks mncli more frightful than any o f 
these things. His mother is in the 
slmdow, snd coaxes him to come along; 
hnt he w’lll not risk it—ho stands on the 
edge and bawls nt ilio top of his powers. 
The shepherd with Ids big foot eomes 
the rescue, and eiir poor lamb is lif  erf 
from sunlight to sitadow’ on the end of a 
number nine boot.

Ho trots along after his mother for »  
few yards, and meets a new difllenlty.. 
This time it is from shadow to sunlight. 
It'looks tough ; the situation seanis to- 
present no end of dlfilcnltios. l ie  walks 
across the linew’ ltli fear and trembling,, 
only to find it very simple and easy, and 
concludes tha  ̂ things are not so bad as' 
thev look. He has already begun to- 
find out, that things wliich seem easv In 
life lead often to disaster, and forbidding' 
things often present no real dilllcultiesr

He 
strikes out after H. It is wonderful 
what an hour has »done for him in the 
w’ay of development; he runs faster 
than the shepherd, faster than his moth­
er, and is in imminent danger of get­
ting under tlie horses’ feet or the wheels 
of the.carriage.

Ho 
runs lip alongside o f the lamb, pushes it 
i‘ver wMtIi his nose, jumps upon it and 
liolds it down mion’ ihe ground with his 
no«e nniil tho shepherd comes up. The 
sliepherd takes the Iamb and stands it 
upon its feet, so that it can see its moth­
er, who has cfune up to within a few 
feet. He liobis it until it sees its moth­
er on a move, and tben lets it go. The 
old ewe licks off tliofnec ef a sadder and 
wiser lamb—let him have aiiolhor dose 
of lii|uid nourishment, and together 
they get home.

There is only ono thing ttiat is tlvo 
hundred times as funny and provoking 
by tnrn.s as a lamb, and tliat is five hun­
dred lanihs togoMier when they are 
about a mentii old. Tlie sliephenl sits 
down and watelies tho five Imndred 
lambs all in a l»nneh liy tliems» h • s, 
playing, •*ntinii»g and frolicking—ami 
lie Tanghs. Who'll he has tried and
tried in vain, to get tlie same five hun­
dred across a bridge or Into a eorral, he 
sits down again, lint he does not laugh 
this time. No one can describe the an­
tics of five hundred laoits, ail o f them 
about a month oln. 'J'lieymuist be s.ei» 
to be appreciated.

A y»»ung Inml) has no w’av of telling 
which ewe is Its moTu-r, and the moHier 
only knows wlii(di lainl» is in r own by 
the scent. Heneo, wdiile very young it 
is a bad plan to have to » many together, 
or the ewe may lie confiiMeii itv so many 
lamt)s. or become part allv indilVorent,. 
and the lamb perish fo»* w ant of cere. 
When a few weeks old. however, iliev 
know each other I 'j  i lie si.»'ind of the 
vol* o. In a lia iid  of i wo or i liree thons- 
ami even, a ewo niav call oer lamb, and 
the laiiiti w ill answer from ihe other 
side of the flock. They will go as straight 
to each other, rigiti tlirougii the whole 
band, as tiiev would if they were tlie 
only two animais for a mi'e around.

Very few thin horses are being offered 
for sale.

By th o s e  who should know it is con­
fidently asserted that the first cold 
storage warehouse in Texas will be at 
the mouth of the Brazos, and that 
twelve months will not pass before 
frozen beef carcasses will be loaded on 
board of vessels at that port destined 
to foreign markets.

T he demand of the Texas live stock 
interests for a per cent, charge instead 
of a per capita commission is by no 
means dropped, and matters are at 
work when this act of justice to the 
Texas stockmen will have to be ac­
corded or their trade will be transfer­
red. They are getting tired of paying 
fully three times as much as their 
Northern competitors for the same 
service.

T he St o c k  J o u r n a l  seldom makes 
a mistake, and the assertion that the 
per cent, commission on the sale of 
live stock in the principal markets is 
the next radical reform is now made. 
There is no more use of kicking against 
it, and the sooner everybody falls into 
the lino of the new order of things the 
belter. Texas and other ^other range 
countries are tired of paying several 
hundred per cent, more commission 
than the farmers of Kansas, Iowa, Illi­
nois, etc.

Of a l l  the shortcomings of Texas 
railroads as regards the ranch in­
dustry, nothing so seriously affects us 
as the dilatory manner of handling 
stock. Once loaded every hour is ex­
pensive to the shipper, a i^ if there is 
a reasonably fair excuse for being 
seven days in transit between San An­
tonio and Chicago, distance 1250 miiea.

with a train of stable cars, it should 
be made public, as seven and a half 
hours is a pretty easy gait for even 
Texas railroads. The road that will 
shoiten the time between Texas and 
Chicago with stock trains ought to and 
will get the bulk of the business in that 
line.

Wo make no 
change in (luotatlons, but in order to 
realize outside figures, woo^ must bo 
strictly up to the standa»-d in both quali­
ty and condition. Alanufacturers thus 
far liav'e bought very sparingly, and the 
advance that has taken i>lace through­
out the wool growing districts has been 
largely speculative. A  change in freight 
rates is another unfavorable feature. It  
is not thouglit, howcv'or, that values w ill 
change materially from the present 
ones, though greater discrimination 
will doubtless b j shown between price 
and quality.^’

to  ClRCLC

Dressed B ee f P rices.
Chicago Tribune.

It has been freely charged against 
the dressed beef men that they have 
kept up the prices of their product to 
consumers during the steady decline 
of the last few years in the prices paid 
by them for the live animal. This has 
been denied with equal positiveness, 
but no proof was available to the pub­
lic on either side. It is true the prices 
of dressed beef at the East have been 
published each week for some time in 
one or two Eastern]papers, but it was 
difficult to obtain from this source a 
sufficient number of figures to make 
an intelligent comparison. The de­
sired information has recently been 
furnished by one of the leading firms 
in the business, and the figures give 
the following rang« :

These are the prices per fpound at 
which the carcass was sold at whole­
sale to retailers in Eastern markets. 
The Table exhibits a decline in the 
prices of product of about 40 per 
cent, in the last five years, which is 
fully equal to that suffered by sellers 
of the live animal. It is really more, 
for the reason that freight rates are 
lower than they ŵ ere then, while the 
dressed beef men are making -dess 
profit than five years ago, though the 
offal is worth more to them than in 
the first year for which the prices are 
given. Indeed, the firm furnishing 
them says at present the company is 
sinking about all the freight and com­
mission charges on all dressed beef it* 
is shipping East, together amounting 
to nearly one cent per pound.

The statement shows cdnclusively 
that if the consumer has failed to 
reap the full benefit of the decline in 
the prices of cattle, the fault is not 
with the big firms in this cj^y. It 
must lie with the men who have dis­
posed of it at retail. The probability 
is, however, that the latter have not 
taken a greater share of profit recent­
ly than they did at first, and that the 
charge was made by men who did not 
duly consider the facts they were talk­
ing about. The assertion was made 
by those who had an ax to grind in 
opposing the dressed beef business, 
and they appear not to have been too 
scrupulous in endeavoring to find out 
whether or not the statement was true 
before sending it out broadcast. It is 
due to them, as to all other classes 
concerned, that the truth of the matter 
be published as widely.

D e n v e r , C o l o . ,  May 2 6 .— Yester­
day the istate sanitary board, on ac- 
eount of the shipment of several cars 
of cattle from south of the quarantine 
line having been unladed at the Pu­
eblo Union ‘Stock yards, issued orders 
cleansing the yards for thirty days and 
also quarantining the pasture to which 
the cattle were moved for ninety days.

The president at the yards at once 
secured an injunction restraining the 
sanitary board from discriminating 
against the Pueblo yards, alleging that 
the first discrimination was the re­
moval of a state cattle inspector at 
Pueblo. The second was to order all 
cattle inspected at the state line and 
shipped straight through to Denver, 
and the last was to issue a quarantine 
against the Pueblo yards to hold for a 
period of thirty days.

The governor was seen by a com­
mittee of Pueblo citizens, and he prom­
ised to rectify the matter, expressing 
great indignation at the action of the 
board.

It is claimed here that these discrim­
inations against Pueblo were made in 
the interest of the Denver Union Stock 
yards, in wdich F. P. Earnvst, a mem­
ber of the sanitary board, is a large 
stockholder. The Pueblo yards have 
just been completed at a cost of $25,- 
000, and are capable of holding 12,000 
head of stock comfortably. The action 
of the state sanitary board has caused 
great indignation among the Pueblo 
stockmen and the matter will be prob­
ed to the core.

the next buyer. He either ships to 
Chicago or sells to the farmer near 
home who has the broad acres and the 
money.

This last purchaser is the cattle feed­
er proper. As a rule he buys in the 
fall the best 2i or 3-year*old steers to 
be found among neighboring farmers, 
or at the stock yard̂ s, usually paying 
about 3c per pound or an average of 
$33 per head. He winters them on 
grass and corn and sells within ten 
months at at an advance of $30 to $36 
per head. Even then the feeder is not 
always sure of having made a reason­
able profit on the purchase money, 
the land and the time invested.

Surely if there has been little or no 
profit to the last handler, how could 
there be any to those who bring the 
feeding steers to the age when they are 
to be ready for market? One thing is 
very certain, the cattle feeder does not 
raise his own feeding stock. Ho waits 
and* buys only when the animals are 
right for the last turn.

T h e  Buttiness uf tne Eecder.

Editor Texas Live Stock Journal.
There is admitted to be a loss by 

some one somewhere in the cattle busi­
ness ; but by whom and at what point 
along the line from calf-hood to the 
’day the fat steer goes to the shambles. 
Who can tell?

How it may be in other localities I 
know not but here in Central Illinois it 
seems that so long as the people raise 
babies the cattle grower will buy feed­
ing steers for less money than he could 
raise them. When a new child comes 
into the family a fresh milch cow is 
one of the first prescriptions ordered 
by the village physician.

The children must have milk. In 
the cities this can be had, such as it is, 
from the milk wagons or supply stores, 
but in the towns and villages the fami­
ly cow IS an indispensable. The cost 
of keeping the calf until it can be ta­
ken by the farmer is counted as noth- 
îng, placed rather to (family expense 

"account. When it is offered for sale 
at weaning time the question of cost to 
• date has nothing to do with the price. 
It goes to the buyer at whatever he 
is ready to give. He perhaps is a 
farmer who ceres to buy a few only to 
place with a few of his own raising to 
glean about the barn and feed lots, 
thus saving what might (otherwise be 
lost. Bqtu^less he has a large farm 
and plenty of pasture, he soon finds 
himself over-stocked with a lot of half 
iattened young cattle. Se he in turn 
is ready to sell at figures to be fixed by

Editor Texas l.lve Stock Journal:

About the only thing this town can 
boast of is its age, and while it is prob­
ably like some people not as old as it 
ooks, atthe same time it is^claimed by 

those in a position to know to bo second 
only in age in the United States. The 
San Xavier church, nine miles above 
Tucson, and now in a fair state o f pre­
servation was, it is claimed, built or be­
gun only a few years later than the old 
Mission at Santa Fo, X. AI., which Is, 
without doubt the oldest church build­
ing in the United States.

Tucson now contains about 8000 peo­
ple, (>0 per cent, of which arc Mexicans. 
Among her citizens are many good, 
whole-souled, wide-awake men. The 
winters arc mild, the climate at that 
season being the liuost in the World 
The summers are, however, “ nuoy cali- 
ente.”

The principal liotel of the town is the 
“ Palace.”  The building is owned by my 
friend, Fred Maish, and is leased and 
operated by the gonial George Ray field, 
who seems to inaKO quite a distinction 
between his personal friend and stran­
gers in his charges. It was my good 
fortune to spend Sunday at the “ Palace” 
and while reading the morning paper, 
•noticed an advertisement, compliment­
ing the above hotel and also stating the 
price of meals to beonly2oc. Later on,the 
sam^day I happened to overhear a con­
versation between tlio proprietor ainl 
three strangers, who, before register­
ing desired to know the rates for board 
and lodging by tlio day. The landlord 
in his usual affable style informed them 
that his rates to transients was one dol­
lar and a quarter jier day. As newspa­
per correspondents are not given to pay­
ing more than tlie usual rate, I  thougtit 
it time to make “ a kick” and at once 
asked liow it was tliat I a frequent visi­
tor was charged ¡1!2 per day. while the 
strangers were required to pay but $1.25. 
“ Aiy dear sir,”  replied the delicately 
constructed inn-keeper, “ if a man can’ t 
make mcney off of his friends, how is 
ho to get along ill this world? You are
my friend.”  The argument Was unan­
swerable. Seventy-live cents a day for 
friendshij). Hut after all 'when a follow 
gets to know Ray Held' well it is cheap 
onougli—worth tlio money.

I recently visited the well known 
Ranche do la Osa, located near the linoi 
o f Mexico in this (Pima) county, aboq 
75 miles southwest of this place, 
property is owned by Mr.. W. S. 
ges, formerly o f Chicago and foun 
one of the finest .'ind best arra 
ranches in the territory

The cattle on this ranch are now nice 
and slick and, I am told, keep in fine 
condition throughout the year 
are watered mainly in finely built

linger around, but after getting their 
“ fill”  retire to the range.

I  have seen ranches where it was 
claimed 3000 cattle were watered at on® 
well and wore all fat and contented; 
many of them ranging fu lly ten miles 
from the well, and coming to the water 
only once in two days.

this county and territory to the Carizozo

The “ shipping boom”  irom New Mexi­
co and Arizona to Wendover, W yom ­
ing, continues, but Will, I  think, be over 
by Juno 10th. It was surmised by many 
that, the Santa Fe railway would be* 
uuablo to hiiiidlo so many largo ship­
ments, in s> short time; they have, 
however,been fully cipial to the occa­
sion and have not only furnished the 
cars proinptl}^ but have made splendid 
time and given entire satisfaction to the 
shippers.

During the last week I have seen con­
siderable of Nortliern Sonoro, Mexico, 
and am very favorably impressed with 
it as a stock country. The range is good 
as is evidenced by the fine condition of 
the cattle. Water in some localities is 
scarce, but can be readily supplied by 
wells. The altitude in the section visit­
ed is over 50(X) feet. The winters are 
mild, while the summers are delightful. 
I  understand these lands can be secur­
ed in large solid bodies at  ̂from 40c to 
50c per acre.
