ter is recommended, a wtne-glasaful 
being given on an empty stomach to 
each sheep.

Jarvis’ first shipment o f Spanish 
sheep to America numbered hut twelve.

In 
a letter to the oollector, Acting Secreta­
ry Batcheller says that the question as 
to the class!lloation o f merchandise o f 
this character was decided by the de­
partment on the 2Gth o f October, 1887, 
and il  was then, as it was on the 13tb of 
July, 1887, held tiiat woollen waste, 
which may have been broken up ana 
put Jhrongh the garnetting machine, 
whereby it becomes practically aooured 
wool, that is to say, when o f the first- 
class and costing under SOo i3er pound 
in the unwashed condition, is dutiable 
at a rath o f SOo per pound as assessed byPhim. The collector’s decision in the 
case in question is therefore alllrmed.

Boston Advertiser:—The statistical 
condition o f the market continues 
strong, and if goods could be made te-. 
do as well, there is no doubt butpriceA' 
would go very high. The dull and un­
satisfactory tone to goods, however, 

uts a damper on tho market, as manu- 
actiirers feel that, the more business 

they do with tlie cost margin so much 
against them, the greater losses they 
stand a chance o f incurring. Tho mar­
ket abroad continues llrm, with the ten­
dency Htiil toward a further advance, so 
that it would seem that gooda ahould do 
better, altiiougb not much improvement 
in men’s wear, woollena at least, is 
looked for on. this trade.

' Editor Texas Live stock Journal:

In one o f  m y former communications 
1 told you about water spouts and the 
damages occasionally done by them but 
did not mention the water-spouPs run­
ning mate the '^electric storm,”  which 
has also gained some notoriety in this 
section. The mountains of New M exico 
have recently given some exhibitions in 
electricity that would double discount 
Prof. Edison with all his improved apa- 
ratus and appliances. Am ong many 
miraculous performances that have re­
cently come under niy observation I 
will mention one that occured last Sun­
day, to a party o f young men and boys, 
who were going from El Paso to the 
Ruidoso river, in New M exico, on a fish­
ing and hunting expedition.

circumstances, the remarkable part o f 
the story.

In another instance a Mexican woman 
standing in the door o f  her little adobe 
shanty, had the brass chain around her 
neck melted by lightning while she was 
unhurt.

1 am often asked ” when will the bot­
tom be reached and when can we expect 
an im provem ent in the prices o f cattle? 
I f  I could answer these questions truth­
fu lly  it would afford me much pleasure 
to do so and the answer would add a 
valuable feature to the “ Jou rn al”  and 
cause it to be eagerly sought after by 
the many thousands o f  cattlemen who 
are peeking this information., These aie, 
however, questions that no one can a|)t- 
iw er with any certainty o f  correctness

and all who undertake to answer them 
must do more or less guessing. Guess 
work is as g*"»n I as any when it hits the 
mark, but will not do to make invesi- 
ments on.

There will no doubt for the next few 
years be a very noticeable shortage in 
range beeves, and if the markets were 
controlled by range oattle we m ig h t  
naturally expect a corresponding im­
provement in prices, but when wo con­
sider the fact that the entire range ( qun- 
try o f the United States only supplies 
about two-sevenths of the beef produc­
ed in thecountry, we at once see that it 
will not do to depend on relief from any 
imaginary or even real shortage in 
range beef. The decrease in supply 
must, to be beneficial, extend to the 
farming districts as well as the range 
country. There are those who contend 
that the bad markets are not attribut' 
able to an over-production, but caused 
solely by the combination known as the 
“ Big Four.”  This combination or trust 
doubtless has had much to do with 
keeping prices down, at the same time 
it cannot bo denied, but that there has 
b e ^  too many cattle marketed to ad­
mit o f good prices, otherwise it would 
not have been so easy for the “ Big 
Four”  to control the markets.

I believe there will soon bo an im­
provement in the beef market, in other 
words good thick beef will bring fair 
prices, at the same time I think mixed 
lots o f stock cattle, she stock especially 
must remain low indefinitely, at least 
for several years. There will always be 
a greater difference in the price of beef 
and she cattle than formerly. It costs 
more now than over boioro to raise and 
mature good boeyes, consequently great­
er difference in the value of beeves and 
she stock. Those who have good ran 
ges, plenty o f free grass, in a good ma­
turing country can make plenty o f  mon­
ey buying young steers and growing 
them into beef. Our Montana neighbors 
for instance are making and will contin­
ue to make good profits as long as they 
can hold and control their ranges,butfur­
ther south and in tlie section that is now 
only good as a breeding country, the 
only safe thing for the cattlemen to do 
IS, while hoping for the best, to prepare 
tor the worst. In so doing they should 
study to increase tlieir prolits by mak­
ing improvements in their mellxods of 
business. They should try to raise bet­
ter cattle, at the same time reducing ex­
penses to the lowest amount consistent 
with good management, and by intro­
ducing every possible improvement and 
reform they will be safe, even should 
there be no nnterial advance in prices, 
and should an ad vance come (and we 
will all continue to hope that it will) 
they will then be in posi’ ion to reap a 
double benefit.

The Bronson Cattle company have re­
cently purchased what is known as the 
Gray range 18 miles south of Midland, 
Texas, and will at once ihoVe their Pe- 
cos herd and the one on the Rio Grande, 
to the new range. The last named herd 
will be shipped via the Texas dt Pacific 
from Fort l l a t i C u c k ,  while the former 
will ne moved by trail.

ComliiR to Free W o o l.
The Democratic tariff bill as we all 

know was a protection tariff measure 
for the manufacturers, and a frre trade 
measure for the wool growers. It was 
emphatically fish for oue; flesh for the 
other. One it was ixpedient to pro­
tect, the other could get nothing of the 
sort. The D em ocra t party was piayr 
ing for manufacturing district votes, 
and with very po'^r success. The Re­
publican la the party of protection and 
it advocated protection to American

industries, not for a part of them, not 
for nearly all, but protection as a poli­
cy and a square deni nil round. In the 
the meantime politic« ruu close at the 
last election and hoodlum votes turn­
ed the pivotal states in favor of pro­
tection. Our readers will please re­
member that this is history and not a 
political argument. The Journal is 
not a.political paper, and while it ad­
vocates protection for American indus­
tries, that is about as near politics as 
we ever get/ v

Now comes the Democratic papers 
falsely claiming that the Republican 
party is ruling the tariff off wool (see 
elsewhere) and is paying back the 
manufacturers campaign donations, 
by virtually giving them free wool.

The Journal would advise wool- 
growers to carefully remember that the 
best friend a wool grower has is his 
own right hand. The wool grower 
can be a mutton grower if he wants to 
be so, and if he will study the mutton 
side of the business he will gradually 
become independent ot the particular 
actions by the Treasury department in 
the classifications ot wastes and ulti­
mately find his-way clear to raise wool 
independent of all tariff legislation. 
The wool grower may just as well fig­
ure that to all political parties the*̂  
manufacturing interests are more close­
ly allied than to the wool growers, for 
the reason that the manufacturers are 
compact, accessible and assessable, 
while the wool growers are not. Con­
sequently the manufacturers will be 
favored in legislation and rutings on 
imports and the wool tariff as it now 
is, is only safe while ample compensa­
tion is permitted those who manufact­
ure the fleeces.

The Republican party would not 
dare, at present, to reduce the tariff on 
wool, so there need be no great uneasi­
ness just now and the wool growing 
interest will act wisely in 
these days of prosperity by shaping 
the flocks to produce a larger mutton 
and a light long medium wool.

A Subterfuge to Kepay IWlaiiufac-

It would be useless to attetupt to dis­
guise the meaning of the recent decis­
ion of the United States customs ap­
praisers at their meeting in New York 
last week, classing “ all waste naturally 
made in the process of manufacture of 
woolen and worsted fabrics as the 
waste intended to be covered by the 
tariff act of 1883.“  It is a bold step 
toward free wool, and it means free 
wool as the future policy of the govern­
ment. It is not called by that name, 
but both wool-growers and wool manu­
facturers understand that it means prac­
tically free wool.

By this strained decision that overrules 
the plain text of the tariff laws and also 
overrules the recent decision of Secre­
tary Windom given on the 22nd of 
March last, a large amount of the best 
imported wool is reduced from 60 per 
cent, to 10 per cent, tariff duties. The 
amount of wool likely to be imported 
at the reduced rate by giving it the 
semblance of waste will be just the 
amount o f the best class of wool that 
our manufacturers want, and we are 
now about to reach by a violent over­
ruling of the law, just what the Mills 
tariff bill declared to be a necessary 
policy to quicken our industries and 
supply our home market with Ameri­
can woollens.

The people are not deceived by any 
of these awkward and violent'tari^ 
modiiicatioos in defiance of law. They 
are simply contract obligations made 
under the pressure of political necessi­
ty, and those who paid the price of 
party victory in cash now demand, and 
are obtaining, their rewards. The 
first demand was for a constructive in­
crease of tariff taxes on worsted goods 
in violation of ihe plain letter of the 
law, and it was given because it had 
been paid for in advance an i the party 
obligation had to be met.’ Next, the 
same woollen manufacturers who had 
made common cause with the wool- 
growers for high taxes on both wool 
and woollens demand that their raw 
material shall be made as nearly free 
as possible: and by the boldest trick 
in trade—that of putting up fine wool 
to resemble waste—they have now 
thrown the wool-growers overboard 
and forced anotner violent constructive 
revision of the tariff in their favor by 
classing five wpol »9 waste and getting

it at 10 per cent, instead of GO percent 
duty. )

Referring to this same matter the 
American iVool Reporter says: We
fail to find any authority for the as­
sertion which has been made in some 
of the daily papfirs that the custom 
authorities are',weakening in respect to 
“ waste.”  At the recent meeting of the 
appraisers in New York it was voted 
to recommend that hereafter garnetted 
and carbonated waste (even though 
made from threads and other hard and 
bona fide waste) be dutiable hereafter 
as scoured wool at 30 cents per poun:’ . 
Should the secretary of the treasury 
adopt this recommendation, the prac­
tice of the «lepartment will then classify 
soft waste, broken tops, etc., at GO cts. 
per pound; garnetted and carbonated 
waste at 30 cents per pound; thread 
wastes etc., 10 cents per pound. It 
looks to us as though the wool firms 
who are making all this noise about 
“ waste”  were doing it for the purpose 
of pacifying their consignors by forcing 
a reason for some anticipated weak­
ness in wool.

Having lived in town so many years, 
my eitperience with horses have neces­
sarily been limited. I know what sort 
of stock the different street car com­
panies own, and can tell a goat from a 
mule or a horse with a single glance of 
my eagle eye.
