But com paratively few Texas cattle 
are now com ing in. T h ey have been 
displaced by native and Southwest cat­
tle. B y Southwest I mean cattle from 
the lower part o f Missouri, Arkansas and 
Kentucky.. The run o f cattle from K e n ­
tucky, Arkansas and Tennessee to this 
m arket is large and growing m ore year 
by year. Then, too, the quality is im ­
proving. In times gone by the cattle 
from Arkansas were small things and 
called “ knot heads”  and “ scalaw ags.”  
This has changed— the farmers and 
stock raisers have bred up greatly and 
im proved their stock and now a South­
west steer, although not very heavy, 
w eighing only 1000 to 1100 lbs, still 
makes a good anim al for the butcher’s 
block. N early h a lf o f the receipts now 
com ing in are Southwest cattle. ,

The demand from home buyers, the 
dressed beef com pany and interior ship­
pers, is both large and steady, and in 
the absence o f grass Texas and Indian 
cattle, southwest cattle come in handy.

Cows, heifers and yearlings are abun­
dant and the offerings are fu lly as large 
as for corresponding tim e last year, 
when sp, numerous were the receipts that 
dealers thought that the entire country 
was being drained o f cow stock.

This has naturally raised the discus­
sion atfiiÿftg stockmen and others whether 
there w ill be a short supply o f  cattle in 
April, M ay and June. Some contend 
there w ill be a short crop, w hile others 
contend that the “ woods are full o f 
them .”  This opinion is divided, but it 
can be said in this connection that the 
general impression is that the supply o f 
native cattle this spring and summer 
will be light.

Prices on native and Southwest cow 
stock range from $i.7o@2.6o per 100 lbs; 
Southwest steers, $2.5b@3.35.

N ative steers, $2.75@4; choice to fancy, 
$4-25@5 per 100 lbs.

Texas steers ranged in price from $2.25 
@3, the latter for fed Texas steers o f 1100 
lbs; cows, $i.75@2.2o.

The sheep m arket was fairly active, 
but business was greatly  circumscribed 
for want o f sufficient offerings. Prices 
are sky high, $5.25(^5.75 per 100 lbs for 
choice native muttons. Corn-fed Texans 
would bring nearly as much. Some 
Colorado sheep brought $5 per 100 lbs. 
Texas flockmasters can feel happy over 
the turn o f  affairs.

H ogs are com ing in fair quality but 
they are lighter in w eight than a year 
ago at this time, which indicates that 
farmers and feeders are on the anxious 
seat. I f  they were in no greater rush to 
get their hogs to m arket now than a 
year ago the hogs would have more 
w eight and m ight not be selling $1.50 
lower than then.

An acre o f clover w ill support 
eight hogs, each o f which w’ill gain 100 
pounds in a season, m aking an income 
o f $22 an acre. I save expense for seed, 
seeding and threshing, and at the pres­
ent price o f grain m y hog crop comes out 
far ahead o f m y neighbor’s wdieat or 
barley, even in a favorable sea.son for 
grain. When we consider that for sev­
eral years hogs have brought from five 
to six cents per pound a^d grain has 
proved a failure it is easy to see w’hy 
some farmers have prospered and others 
have fallen behind.

He 
puts a small handful o f salt on each this­
tle close to the ground. The salting is 
repeated as often as may be necessary, 
and the thistle seldom appears the sec­
ond year.

Boston Advertiser;— The sales for the 
week comprise 2,005,000 lt)S of domestic 
fleece and pulled, and 233,000 lt>s o f for­
eign,m aking the w eek’s transactions foot 
up 2,238,000 Itis, against 2,670,000 lt>s for 
the previous week, and 2,600,300 H>s do­
mestic and 1,598,500 lt>s foreign for the 
corresponding week last year.

Boston Report in American Wool Re­
porter:— F all Texas wools have met 
with some inquiry and movement the 
past week, but spring wools are not in 
demand. For fall the scoured cost 
ranges from 45@5oc, according to fine­
ness; these figures, o f course, do not in­
clude the cost of scouring. The nominal 
price for 12 months’ wool, of average 
quality, is 20@22c.

Journal o f Agriculture:— The well- 
known Aeon or Otter breed o f sheep, 
now extinct, arose in the last century 
in Massachusetts by the accidental birth 
o f a ram with crooked legs and a long 
back like a turnspit. These peculiari­
ties made him unable to leap fences, and 
as this was a point o f great importance 
to the early settlers this ram was select­
ed for breeding, and his 'abnorm alities 
of structure w ere faithfully transmitted. 
The breeds o f Muiichamp sheep and 
Niata cattle had a somewdiat similar 
origin.

Boston Advertiser:— The stock of w’ool 
here is liberal but is by no means exces­
sive if  the goods m arket show’s any ac­
tivity. The high prices abroad will pre­
vent purchases o f foreign wool, as the 
cost to import is now’ 3 to 6 cents more 
than the same wool will command on 
this market. The receipts are small and 
the sales show’ a considerable inroad on 
the stocks from week to week, which 
gradually tends to eat up the surplus. 
The next few weeks will practically show 
whether goods "will sell, and this w ill de­
termine to a great extent the future of 
wool. The fact that a large amount of 
wool w ill be needed if  the goods sale 
proves active, will have a tendency to 
stiffen the price o f the raw material, but 
as yet the future is entirely problematical.

Boston Advertiser:— There is a quiet 
tone to the m arket this week, with about 
the usual quantity going into use. Buy 
ers are only moderately supplied as a 
rule, and they make it a point to keep a 
sharp watch over the m arket on the 
lookout for w’eak spots. That some 
holders are getting more anxious to sell 
is very evident; and some large lines 
have been taken during the week, w hich 
keeps the volume o f sales up to the gen­
eral average. The m arket is in a rather 
unsettled condition so far as holders’ 
views are concerned, for while some are 
looking for conditions to improve, oth­
ers are anxious to clean up and are m ak­
ing slight concessions to effect sales. 
The mild weather which has generally 
prevailed so far this winter has had a 
depressing effect on the sale o f w’ool, for 
manufacturers are not disposed to buy 
wool without they find a sale for goods.

Supply of Wool.
The A raerican W’ool Reporter.

. The total increase in the amount of 
wool on hand January i, 1890, over that 
o f January i, 1889, is 14,678,502 pounds, 
but it must not be supposed by those 
outside the wool trade that all dealers 
are carrying heavier stocks than a year 
ago. The fact is there are not over four 
houses with larger stocks, while many 
who a year ago were w ell stocked have 
now exceedingly light supplies.

Texas spring wools are well sold up. 
They were not received in the usual 
amoui.. fbi« season, but were bought 
largely by St. Lou tt W<L Chicago parties

and also many w’ent direct to manufac­
turers, and to New’ York, Hartford and 
Troy.

California wools are in good supply, 
also some large lines o f California and 
Oregon mixed, of San Francisco scour­
ing, which have, moved slowly. There 
is one lot alone of California w’ax>1 in 
Boston o f 500,000 pounds; there are also 
other lots, such as the Miller & Lux of 
some 300,000 pounds, and the Sawyer. 
Oregon, as before noted, is in large sup­
ply, the stock as nearly as can be esti­
mated amounting to 3,572,286 pounds.

Stocks o f scoured w’ools are in excess 
o f those of a year ago by 582,506 poumls. 
During the season these wools have 
found a very good outlet, the cassimerc 
manufacturers purchasing freely.

The visible supply of foreign wools 
bought for America is very far below 
that o f January i, 18S9, when about 
35,000 bales had been purchased in Mel­
bourne and Sydney alone for this coun­
try, against between 6ocxi and 7cxx) bales 
thus far this year. There w as also se­
cured at the December auctions last 
year an additional amount o f betw’cen 
3500 and 4000 bales.

More Sheep Needed on Our Farm s.

Canadian Live Stock Journal.
The value of sheep as scavengers of 

weed life should never he forgotten, and 
this quality of theirs alone, not to men­
tion their many others, should give them 
a place on many Canadian farms now’ 
without them. Not only are they .so 
easily satisfied in theis tastes as to hrow.se 
on weeds of all Kinds, but their powers 
o f mastication and digestion are so much 
more perfect than those o f cattle and 
horses that the vitality jof the seeds is 
destroyed in passing thrbugh them. It 
is an observable feature of pastures on 
which horses or cattle have lieen grazed 
that weeds may be seen springing up 
from their droppings, while in the case 
o f that upon which sheep have been al­
lowed to eat down well, they effectually 
Kill most weed life by close nipping and 
weed seeds by thorough mastication.
Mr. Galen Wilson, in the N. Y. Tribune, 
writing of this, asKs the question if this 
complete mastication thist sheep give 

* their food may not be the reason why

their manure is so valuable and so much 
richer than that o f most o f the other 
animals o f the farm. It certainly would 
appear that owing to this the droppings 
from sheep would lie more easily assimi­
lated by plants. However this m ^  be, 
the fact is that sheep are valuable fight­
ers o f weed life in all forms, and that 
they yield a fertilizer o f high manurial 
vaJue. There are few farms that cannot 
Keep a small flocK with profit i f  only for 
Keeping weeds down as well as for utiliz­
ing pasture fields inaccessible to horses 
or cattle for sheep ranges. Many rough 
.spots could he made to yield profitable 
Returns in this way, for on just such hilly 
and unpromising tracts ,for other stock 
the Downs, Highlands, Cheviots, Cots- 
w’ohls, and others wouhl he under their 
best conditions. Sheep have not yet by 
a long way reached their proper position 
in our agriculture, but as the popular 
sentiment must grow’ in favor o f stocK- 
raising with the suns, so must sheep hus­
bandry become a larger and more fixed 
factor in our farming.

There is no trust or 
syndicate engineering this movement 
except the weather clerk.

•r T h k r k  is money in hogs, but to raise 
hog.s the .soil must be tilled. For grow­
ing hogs nothing beats a plowed-up 
Johnson grass field, and in spring it is 
only necessary to harrow it level and a 
heavier crop will be raised than if  it had 
not been given^over to the hogs.

T h e  Cotulla Ledger, w ith all o f its 
ilK, cannot distinguish between free 
trade and the sectional so-called tariff 
reform. There are good solid arguments 
in favor o f free trade as against a pro­
tective tariff; but such argum ent |is a l­
together lacking in the M ills doctrine o f 
tariff reform, which is strictly sectional 
and in, favor o f New England, as against 
all the South, and especially Southwest 
and W est Texas. The M ills bill did not 
propose to secure cheap clothing to the 
millions; it only proposed to give the 
Yankee manufacturer free wool and 
raise the tariff on manufactured goods, 
so as to enable the YanK ee m anufactur­
ers to maKe a still greater profit, while 
it would ruin the Texas sheepnian, and 
throw a great portion o f the lands o f 
the W est back into the wild state in 
which the wool growers found it ten 
years ago. I f  it is selfishness for a T e x ­
an to oppose such a policy, the S t o c k  

J o u r n a l  is proud to be classed selfish. 
It is w illin g to accord tariff protection 
to any and all industries having foreign 
com petition, but it is not w illing to ruin 
its own constituency to benefit that o f 
another section o f country. “ I f  that be 
treason, make the most o f it .”

T h e  tariff reformers point with tri­
umph to the fact that in New England 
the M ills idea o f tariff reform is gaining 
strong adherence. “Jess so;’ ’ nothing 
more natural, and it proves the YanKee 
not much o f a fool, even if  for his bene­
fit he is to be under obligation to a T ex­
an. Mr. M ills proposes to give him 
free wool and raise the tariff on the 
manufactured article. I f  it w’as the 
other way, he would not love the great 
T exas statesman so much. He knows a 
good thing when he sees it, and always 
did.

A B O U T  SILO S

And Other Matters—An Interesting 
Letter.

P it t s b u r g , Pa ., Jan. 14, 1890.
E ditor T exas L ive Stock Journal:

Y ou have been kind enough to send 
me a copy o f your paper for some time 
past, I siTppose to repay me for an arti 
cle on Holsteins you asKed for, and you 
paid me better than you knew, for in 
one o f the numbers I found the plans o 
Prof. G ulley’s “ hooped”  silo, which at^ 
once struck me as an admirable con­
struction, not only that it is compara­
tively  cheap, but because the slight 
added cost over 2x10 studding gives 
strength  just where most needed. An­
other g rea t advantage is that doors can 
be made from top to bottom, on any 
side, without taking from the strength 
o f silo. I built a silo in this way against 
the side o f an old barn, and the ensilage 
is com ing out splendidly. We laid the 
sills on broken stone, w hich we put in a 
trench two feet wide, and the inside fill­
ed with broken stone and cemented. A 
silo is_ worth building well. Now that 
heavy walls o f masonry are no longer 
needed, we can at least cement the bot­
tom and Keep out burrowing animals 
and moisture. I do not think it econo­
my to build inside a barn; add the silo 
to the barn. E nsilage will enable you to 
use the barn for more stock.

' I am glad Holsteins are being welcom 
ed to Texas. I love Jerseys, and do not 
despise the honest old native, when 
worthy; but I find more profit in H ol­
steins. To be sure I am a railK seller, 
but Holsteins will maKe butter. We are 
feeding for quantity o f milK, and have 
been for over three years; but we tested 
two cows and a heifer urith first, c a lf in 
December, juat for fun.

A  W ashington dispatch says: Senator 
Vest is devoting his mental energies to 
the preparation of two bills hostile to 
Chicago interests, which he intends to 
introduce in the senate within a few 
days. One o f them maKes it a felony 
for any persons or corporations to com­
bine for the purpose o f increasing the 
price o f meat foods when such persons 
or corporations are engaged in interstate 
commerce or in the export trade. The 
other bill prohibits steamship companies 
from granting a monopoly o f room on 
shipboard for the shipment o f cattle.

Condition of the C attle  Trade.

T he cattle ranges supplying the great 
m arkets o f the United States turned off 
and disposed o f about as many 
cattle in 1S89 as during the 
previous year. The visible short­
age o f W yom ing and Montana beef 
was made up by the ranges o f Texas and 
the Indian Territory. The wligle surplus 
o f  cattle m arketed during the year was 
o f  domestic stock from the farming 
states. The Pacific states’ butchers 
drew more closely upon the ranges o f 
Arizona and New M exico than usual and 
obtained considerable supplies from 
iTexas. Texas shipped a good many 

ws to Old M exico instead of, as form­
erly, receiving a large number. The 
business o f the m arkets o f the Eastern 
cities indicates a decided increase in 
supplies k illed  during 1889. These 
states are unable to furnish all the beef 
for the seaboard cities and always pur­
chase live cattle from the West.

A s Chicago increased her shipments o f 
live  cattle  by about three-fourths the 
total increased receipts, the increase 
was largely disposed o f in the Eastern 
states. The foreign shipments also in- 

 ̂ creased. T he Southern states proper 
f. m ade no sign either o f increase or de- 

•crease. An increased output o f about 
800,000 head o f cattle in ail, was con- 
fu m e d  w ithout any change other than

continued low ering o f prices. Such was 
the cattle trade in 1889.

The year 1890 starts out w ith the 
same powers o f consumption but w ith­
out such strong supplies to draw upon. 
It is impossible to reproduce the run o f 
cattle from the Southwest w ithout sim p­
ly  cutting dow'n herds far below the 
capacity o f the ranges. The Northwest­
ern run m ight be reached by drawing 
upon the .supply for the follow ing year.

The whole question o f supplies hangs 
upon t he farming and breeding districts. 
The.se districts do not cover so much 
territory and do not produce so m any 
cattle as are sold and shipped out. The 
number preparing for m arket is an 
un Known quantity. In some districts 
there are more than usual, in others less. 
From mi.scellaneous information, cor­
respondence, etc., the preponderance o f 
evidence indicates that there is no great­
er number being handled than usual 
in Missouri, Kansas or Iowa. S ec­
tions o f Missouri and Kansas are 
.said to be short o f cattle. Some o f the 
feeders have stopped feeding and many 
farmers have sacrificed their cattle dur­
ing the past year, others are now ship­
ping cattle they fear to feed any longer.

Tlie^cattle business throughout is in a 
stage showing a want o f confidence in 
t he future. It is feared the m arket is 
under control. It is feared the supplies 
are still excessive. The cattle trade is 
in precisely the situation the sheep trade 
was in a few years ago when every one 
seemed to have lost confidence. A t the 
time mentioned sheep raising was under­
going the same process as the cattle 
growing interest is now, and the result 
is satisfactory to all who remain in the 
business.

As before .stated in these columns the 
J o u r n a l  is obliged to acknowledge the 
seriousness o f a situation which im pels 
the immense runs o f cattle in January, 
but cannot see in it other light than the 
broad road to higher prices through the 
range and farm em ptying process. W ith 
positive information o f a large decrease 
in cattle in the range country and in­
definite knowledge o f the same charac­
ter concerning the farm ing districts, the 
result seems to be only a question o f 
time. The industry must wait for the 
result, it is true. Last year the interest 
waited without a sign except the depth 
o f the sacrifice, whereas to-day there 
are evidence, showing the great sales 
have left vacant places on farms and 
ranches, and that the cattle o f the coun­
try  commenced decreasing some tim e 
ago.

T h e  Holstein in T e x a s .

T he Holstein breed is w li^  we call
V

“ lon g m ilkers’ ’ being, perhaps, the long­
est m ilkers o f all cattle, and yet i f  all the 
purebred H olstein cattle in the state 
were together and being m ilked there 
are not more than sufficient cows to sup­
ply the m ilk required by the town o f 
Dallas.

In Texas there is a fearful waste o f la­
bor, o f feed, o f tim e and o f money in the 
dairy business. The writer has in mind 
sixty  cows which he once owned and 
w hich made the magnificent average o f 
five pints o f m ilk per day during three 
winter months. These cows were 
bought in M ay and June as three-gallon 
cows. So they were in summer but in 
winter it m eant “ three gallons in three 
d ays.’ ’ Texas is full o f such cattle and 
i f  by chance a real good cow is found, it 
is generally flanked on either side by 
cows which absorb the profits the good 
cow makes.

T he H olstein cattle are now sufficient­
ly  numerous in Tex'as to give a promise 
o f changing alL this and w ill lead to a 
very great change in a short time. The 
list o f transfers o f Holsteins in Texas 
shows how the cattle are moving, but 
does not cover one-third o f the actual 
sales. Besides the list o f purebred cattle 
m any superior grades come in and the 
number is increasing rather than dim in­
ishing. M any o f these are lost, it is 
true, in the process o f acclim ation, but 
the H olstein interest is being recruited 
by the natural increase o f stocks in T ex­
as and respectable importations.

Now the question often arises as to 
w hich cattle are best for the general 
farmer, and some argue for this, and 
some for that breed. W ith this, how­
ever, on this occasion, w’e have nothing 
to do, but we wish to assert that for the 
m ilk-selling dairym an there is no stock 
w ithin reach to compare w ith the H ol­
stein, and that in no'state in the union 
is there any greater need for them than 
in Texas. Our cattle m ay m ilk well di­
rectly after calving, but ordinarily 
shrinK to a low quantity in 
five months. The Holstein w ill hold 
up in quantity o f m ilk  if  properly fed, 
from one calf.to another. The cow' that 
came in in the spring need not be turned 
out in November. The Holstein having 
a c a lf in the fall w’ill give more m ilk on 
M ay grass the follow ing spring than a 
fresh Texas cow. This is the rule and 
there are only a few' exceptions. I f  a 
dairym an having two Texas cows w ill 
divide an equal amount o f the feed they 
receive into four parts, w ill give three

parts to one H olstein cow, the fourth 
part he can save. The Holstein w ill 
give as much m ilk as the two Texas 
cows, and furnish a saving in feed, 
barn room, etc. Such a test .requires 
an honest selection to m ake the com­
parison. It is absolutely true that 
such tests w ill result as given, and H ol­
stein cattle breeders with really choice 
animals w ill sm ile at the small claim s 
made in beh alf o f the breed.

The H olstein cattle in Texas have 
work to do to elim inate the scrub 
dairy cows from the city  dairies. L et 
those interested work to this end and 
all the cattle in the state w ill not fur­
nish Holstein cows for the purpose. 
The dairym en are not h a lf educated as 
to the merits o f  the breed, and only re­
quire a few practical demonstrations un­
der their noses to convince them , that 
the best place for H olsteins in Texas is 
snug up to the'i^nncipal cities to dis­
place more than tw’ice the number o f in­
ferior stock now w earing out the pa­
tience and pockets o f the owners.

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RAISE T H E  PR IC E  OF C A T ­
T L E .

A few Remarks Upon the Proposition 
to Hold Back Female Cattle.

Kditor T exas L ive Stoek Journal.
■/ The suggestion in your issue o f the 

i i t h  inst. by Captain S. A. H atcher o f 
F ort W orth has excited much comment 
in stock raising circles and meets with 
general approval. This I have ascer­
tained by referring to the subject, to all 

■ cattle raisers w ith whom I come in con­
tact. Som e had already given the sub­
je ct consideration after reading it in the 
J o u r n a l  and others w h o' were not in­
formed were inclined to the belief in the 
u tility  o f the plan and were w illing to 
support it so far as their individual stock 
were concerned directly the proposition 
was made known to them.

T h e idea is certainly a good one if  it 
can be carried out. I f  the cows owned 
b y the large ranch companies, individu- 

,^|||)^stockmen o f the range country and 
those o f the large operators in the range 
cattle feeding districts are dield back, 
hardly a doubt can be entertained but 
that the result w ill be higher prices for 
steers and a general “ show down’ ’ o f the 
scarcity o f the article called beef.

I adm ire the discernment exhibited by 
Captain H atcher in setting forth his pro­
gramme. He does not wish to bind the 
owners o f small herds, and is wise in 
this conclusion. Their necessities m ight 
require the sale o f cows and to hold 
cows back would cause small owners 
great inconvenience. No doubt co-op­
eration can be had with owners o f small 
herds, who know ing the intent o f the 
arrangem ent, w ill assist to the extent o f 
their power. The large owners can af- 
fbrd to hold back the cows not one year 
on ly but for several years, paying inter- 

^ s t  upon the value o f the cow, and past­
urage, by selling the calf. The state as­
sociations can easily secure signatures o f 
the large owners for the balance o f the 
program m e, viz: Hold back all cows
and heifers over one year old. (Letting 

' the calves go in. This being m y sug­
gestion as to calves). I f  necessity forces 
a shipm ent the owner to pay a fine of, 
say $1 per head. The money to be paid 
to establish a fund for such purposes as 
m ay be agreed upon.

It was not m y purpose to reiterate the 
proposition made by Captain H atcher 
beyond the necessity in the case to show 
to those who have not last w eek’s 
paper in their possession that a proposi­
tion is made in order to raise the price 
o f  cattle which is in the nature o f a sac- 

o rifice .
'I A lthough not a ranchman, or a cattle 

owner classed as “ large,”  the interest I 
have in the business is sufficient to bring 
home to m yself the necessity for getting 
some money out o f it. This I have not 
done for some time. For such a state of 
affairs I do not hold the so-called “ Big 
F ou r”  responsible any more than I do 
m yself and associates in the cattle busi­
ness. The buyers have combined and 
are still com bining. (Witness Ham­
mond &  Monroe, also Sw ift & North), 
w hilst we are wider apart than ever 
every individual or com pany acting in­
dependently, or which is nearer the 
truth, not actings at all.

The farmer is not obliged to sell his 
com and is able to keep it, raise another 
crop and keep that too; provided he has 
something else to dispose of. His ex­

pense for storage is very light. But un­
til Captain H atcher set me to thinking I 
could not see how to keep cattle off the 
m arkets without overstocking a pasture 
or incurring an additional expense for 
range and feed. He has furnished the 
solution. I.et the steers go as usual 
there not being a sufficient number to 
over stock the market. Hold the cows 
and let them breed, and when the past­
ure lim it is reached sell calves.

The object is to let the demand catch 
up with the production. To do so there 
must be a sacrifice. The sm aller pro­
prietors can follow out the programme 
by selling calves. The great ranchman 
can continue the u se ' o f the spaying 
knife.

Look at it  any way you will it is a 
sacrifice. It is following the exam ple o f 
the great packers. They stop at no sac­
rifice to gain their ends. They select a 
town which appears desirable for their 
trade. They, as wholesalers, offer to 
sell dressed beef to the butchers. The 
butchers k ick  and howl and swear. 
They meet each other and talk it over. 
No Chicago beef for them. They kill 
their own and w ill see Armour and'»the 
others further before they w ill buy an 
ounce o f it. Then they begin to lie 
about it._ Say it is rotten, had the big 
jaw , say anything, say it is “ from T ex­
as,”  and so on. W hat is the result? 
The wholesalers become retailers, low 
prices rule tem porarily, the butchers 
are “ paralized”  and surrender. The 
packers lost money first to m ake money 
in the end. It is poverty that has cans 
ed the overm arketing o f cattle and un­
less some restraint is put upon the cattle 
interest “ over-m arketing” will look like 
“ over-production”  until the cattle fam­
ine results.

The stockmen must protect themselves 
and do it quickly. Captain H atcher has 
shown them the way.

Much has^ been said and written on 

almost every point and part in the maKe- 
up o f cattle, but to our own mind, after 
a good deal o f experience, we think no 
part o f the animal economy (allow' us 
this word) among horned cattle as in­
dicative o f what is to be, stands on 
equality with the horn; especially is this 
the case in young bulls, for not only 
does it give one the character o f the ani­
mal him self but his fem ale as w'eill as 
male progeny. A  w’ell-shaped and well- 
developed horn in a bull after he is a 
year old is som ething that all experi­
enced breeders agree on as being a guide 
to the consummation o f objects dear to 
the heart o f one with a clear and defi­
nite form or standard in his mind’s 
eye ; not only do horned cattle express 
their pow'ers as sires in this way, but ex­
perienced breeders o f  Polled cattle lay 
great stress on the shape o f the head 
or poll in their favorites, and consider it 
as necessary in its w'ay as any breeder o f 
the horned classes. W e are entirely at 
variance wdth the sweet head and horn 
admirers, and not wnthout just and W'hat, 
to our mind, is thoroughly clear evi­
dence o f the lack o f true masculine 
character, and where true masculine 
character is found it w ill in reproduction 
produce true feminine character to a 
far greater extent than can be done by 
the sweet and often ^ dm ired head and 
horn. There is great diversity o f opin 
ion among cattlem en in general regard­
ing this matter, but records left us by 
men th at have devoted their mind and 
almost all their tim e in the improvement 
o f cattle, and nxade it their special study, 
have alw ays chosen the masculine but 
w'ell-shaped horn as a lever in their up­
ward and onward movements.

Not long ago w'e read o f a W estern 
cattlem an that said it co.st him $10,000 
to find this o u t ; he had been a lover of 
the heifer head x)n a bull, but his breed­
ing it seems w'as disappointing, and had 
m ade up his mind clearly as to the 
cause. So long as people will require 
this sort o f thing so long w'ill it be pro 
duced for them, but w'e feel quite confi 
dent that if  a breeder wnshes feminine 
character well developed in his herd 
then let him choose masculine character 
in the animal at its head. W e do not 
wish to be understood as advocating 
coarse unshapely horns, but we must 
have a horn good at the base, strong, 
flat, and balanced pleasingly', i f  possible, 
but W'e would not discard one w ith a shy 
to one side, i f  sprung from the head as
i f  they w'ere a part o f it, and not as it 
were fixed on or attached some time 
after he had h a lf grow n ; we like an 
open texture as indicative o f freedom of 

~ grow th. On this account we decidedly 
condemn the altogether too prevalent 
habit o f herdsmen scraping and rasping 
and polishing the horns o f our c a tt le ; 
we do not object to a light and gentle 
sm oothing o f the surface, but many ani­
mals are almost disfigured by this, in 
fact we see it at almost every exhibition, 
some o f them cut entirely through the 
outer coat or pith, and the end worked 
off almost lo the quick, they then apply 
oil and rags to smooth the surface by 
friction, until, in some cases, it w'ould 
be out o f our power to make a choice 
and take the horn as a barometer of the 
future of.the animal, w’hich we claim it 
is. The sooner our herdsmen keep in 
moderation with this thing, we think the 
sooner they w ill fall in line with true, 
useful, and honest principles. W e 
would like to hear what Mr. Warfield 
would say on this subject, certainly it 

'demands his pen. The haUt is worse in

the states than with us, and we hope 
judges at our shows w ill ju stly  condemn 
It when they can ; personally we reprove 
it w'henever w'e see it, and could not se­
lect a male when the horn was much 
tampered w'ith. Hoping some other 
one w'ill voice this matter.

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An Experim ent w ith P igs.
N ational Stockm an and Farm er.

In the Stockm an o f December 12, 
page 5, I find an article entitled “ Pounds 
o f  Grain to Pounds o f Pork,”  in which 
the writer gives the opinion o f several 
practical men with whom he had con­
versed on the subject, as well as actual 
experiments, made principally at agri­
cultural colleges and experim ent sta­
tions. . A careful perusal o f the article 
referred to confirms the belief that ex­
perim ents rather than the opinions of 
shrewdest observers are what we want. 
And w hile I value the experim ents re­
ported by the institutions above referred 
to very highly, I think more o f them 
should be made upon the farm. The 
outlay o f time necessary to conduct an 
experim ent o f this kind need not be 
great, and the increased interest in and 
knowledge o f the m atter will be ample 
compensation for that.

Last winter we undertook to m ake an 
experim ent o f this kind with a lot of 
eight shoats. They were a cross— .seven- 
eighths Poland-China and one-eighth 
Berkshire, and were fairly good thrifty 
pigs. They were first weighed Decem­
ber 26, and .subsequently each W ednes­
day evening after having eaten their 
feed until they were sold, June 10, the 
lajst w eight being the selling weight five 
m iles from home. They were fed three 
pounds o f corn to one o f bran and m id­
dlings, the bran and m iddlings being fed 
in equal parts mixed with water. This 
is the feed they got until the grass start­
ed, when they had the run o f a small 
orchard lot. Below is the w eight o f feed 
fed each week, the w'cight o f pork at 
each tim e o f w eighing and an estimate 
o f the number o f pounds o f feed nece.s" 
sary to m ake one o f pork during each 
w eek o f the experiment:

In this experim ent 4.07 pounds o f feed
were necessary to 'm ak e one pound of
gain, or 13̂ 1̂  pounds o f pork w ere made
for every 56 pounds of feed. The byan
and m iddlings cost a little  more per
pound than corn was w’orth, so that 56
pounds o f the m ixed ration_ would be
worth slightly more than a bushel o f corn.

• It w ill be noticed that the amount fed 
som e w'eeks was less than the amount fed 
the week previous. This w’as caused in 
som e instances by increasing the ration 
too rapidly, and the necessity o f reduc­
in g it to or below’ that o f the previous 
week. Som etim es during a warm spell 
the feed would not be eaten up clean, 
when one feed would be withheld, which 
would reduce the amount for that week.

It w ill be noticed also that during the 
w eek ending January 23, 10.6 pounds o f 
f  eed was necessaty to m ake one pound of

gain. This I am unable to account for to 
m y own satisfaction, as there was noth­
ing in the appearance o f the pigs to indi­
cate that they were not doing as well as. 
usual until they were placed on the 
scales, and even then we could not be­
lieve it until w'e w’eighed them the sec­
ond time. The only rea.son I am able to 
assign (and it does not seem .sufficient) 
is the fact that they were allowed to run 
out that day, and the day being warm 
they refused one feed. This being the 
day upon which they were weighed 
would doubtless at least cau.se part o f it. 
The pig.s were usually kept in a w’arni 
stable, and on pleasant days^were allow ­
ed to run in the barn-yard, and occa­
sionally in the field.

A  Story About a Pig.

Wm. Km m ingham  informs us that on 
October 22, he missed from his pasture 
 ̂ P ’ g. weighing about 160 pounds.’ How 

many days before this the pig was gone, 
he could not say; it m ight have been a. 
week or less. A search for4±li« pig was 
made, but without success and it was 
given up for lost. Last week his boys 
while in a pasture, near a crevice in a 
stone in a hill-side, heard a grunt, and 
by m oving a post o f the fence and ready­
ing in, the bristles o f a hog w ere felt. 
It was found that the pig had worked in 
head first and being unable to turn 
around, had spent in the neighborhood 
o f two months in these close quarters.
The pig was drawn out tail first, and ap­
peared to be in a healthy condition, but 
weighing only about th irty pounds. He 
commenced eating weeds as soon as re­
leased. As far as know n, the pig had 
nothing to eat, except a little  soft soap­
stone that they seem to be fond of, dur­
ing all this time o f imprisonment. 
Large sores on his sides, made in his at­
tempts to release him.self, had healed 
over, and he had evidently settled down 
for a life stay.

H iram 's Steer-B ack Adventure.

An Kastern paper relates that H iram  
Cass, a farm hand in the em ploy o f a 
Penn.sylvania farmer, had a thrilling ex­
perience with a steer. P'armer W hitney 
had been pasturing a drove o f large 
steers on the mountain about three- 
quarters o f a mile from the house. The 
lot is separated from the main part of 
the farm by a strip o f woodland, and 
there is a forest on the south and west 
.side o f the field. There are four good 
.springs in the pasture, and all the at­
tention that has been paid to the steers 
since they were turned out was to feed 
salt to them once a .week. Owing to 
.some neglect, no salt had been given to 
the cattle for more than a fortnight, and 
Farmer W hitney told Cass to take a 
pailful o f the salt up there and feed it to 
the steers.

The moment the cattle saw Cass epter 
the field they galloped tow ard him at the 
top o f their speed, and, before he had 
time to place the salt on the ground in 
little heaps, so that they could all get a 
lick, the greedy, long-horned animals 
com pletely surroundetl him. They were 
so hungry for salt, that a dozen o f them

tried to stick their noses into the pail at 
once, and Cass had to k ick  them in the 
jaw s and yell at them to keep them from 
goring him and tram pling on him. 
W hile he was doing all he could to make 
a. passage between the uneasy brutes, the 
largest steer in the herd rushed up from 
behind w ith his head down, and, in his 
eager search for salt on the ground, he 
knocked Cass’s feet from under him. 
Cass lost his balance and tipped over
backw’ard, sitting squarely down on the 
steer’s head between his long horns, and 
dropping the pail as he did so. Up 
went the frightened steer’s head, and 
Cass, fearing that he would be thrown, 
grabbed a horn in each hand.

T he steer then started to run like 
wild-fire, and Cass clung to the horns for 
dear life. The other brutes became 
frightened at the strange spectacle, and, 
with heads and taiJs up, they ran bel- 
low’ing after the affrighted fugitive, 
that also bellowed at almost every leap. 
Cass’s legs prevented the runaway steer 
from seeing ahead very well, and three 
times in his terrific circuit around the 
field the steer came within a few inches 
o f running his head against trees. The 
hired man is a strong fellow’, and gen­
erally courageous, but he said that he 
had never before in his life been so 
thoroughly terrified; and he knew that, 
w hile he w’as in danger o f having his 
brains dashed out at any moment against 
a tree, he would be tram pled to death 
by the m oving herd behind him if  he 
threw him self from the steer’s head. 
On he hung with all his might, praying 
hat the steer soon would stop, and 

round and round the field the whole drove 
dashed like a herd o f frightened bison.

A t the end o f what Cass said seemed to 
be an hour, but what he supposed was 
in reality not more than ten minutes, 
the steer panted as though his wind was 
giving out, slacKened his speed a little, 
and dashed straight toward a strong 
brush fence next to the woodland. He 
leaped part way over it, became entang­
led in the ma.ss Of limbs and saplings, 
and fell upon his right side, w here he lay 
struggling and KicKing long enough for 
Cass to spring into the thicKet at a safe 
distance from the sharp horns o f the 
scared and h alf exhausted beast. The 
other cattle did not follow the fugitive 
steer, stopping in their mad dash just as 
he fell in the brush. Cass said that he 
was as w eaK as a cat for several minutes, 
and that his nerves were unstrung from 
fear and the energy he had expended in 
clinging to the steer’s horns. It w’as the 
most perilous po.sition that he was ever 
in; but he w as not perm anently injured, 
and in the course o f h a lf an hour the 
steer was none the w’orse for his long 
run.

Julien, w hile Rarus is by a son of Abdal­
lah, sire o f Hambletonian. The re­
m aining one, Guy, is by a son o f Clark 
Chief. four fastest stallions are
A xfell, Stam boul, Palo Alto, and M axey 
Cobb. Palo A lto and M axey Cobb are 
by sons o f Hambletonian, A xtell is by 
one o f his grandsons, and Stamboul is 
by Sultan and out o f a mare by R ysd yk ’s 
Ham bletonian.

F ast Horses for Farm ers.

N e w  O rle a n s  H c a y u iie . i

In purchasing or hiring a plow 
horse stake off a mile o f road. Mount 
the horse and see how many minutes it 
w ill take him to walk a mile. A horse 
that will walk three miles an hour is 
worth at least three times as much as a 
horse that walks but two miles. The 
three-m ile horse not only does as much 
work in two days as the two-mile horse 
does in three, but he enaliles the man 
behind the plow to do 50 per cent, 
more work in a day than he can behind 
a two-mile horse. And the man and 
horse consume with the slow team 50 per 
cent, more rations in doing the same 
work that the fast-walker does. In 
twelve months the man would do no 
more carting and plowing with the 
slow horse than he would do in eight 
months with the fast walker.

Suppose a fanner to hire a man and a 
tw'o-mile horse to do an amount of 
plowing and carting that it takes three 
months to perform, ami pays I3 a month 
for the horse, I3 for his feed, and jiiS for 
the man, who boards him.self; 2̂3 a
month, three months, $72.

I f  he hires the same man at fiH  a 
month and pays I3 for feed and $4 for a 
fast walker, he can do in tw'o months 
what the slow' team w’ould do in three. 
Two months, fast team and feed and 
plow-man, at $25 a month, $50. Di­
rect loss by slow horse, $22, Besides 
work done by the slow horse is not so 
well or sea.sonably done— the .seed may 
be put in the ground too late, the gra.ss 
may get ahead o f the plow’, and the 
indirect loss by the slow team may be 
serious; besides the $22 loss as stated 
above.

Another Stockman Discusses the Limi­
tation of Production.

S a n  D ie g o , T e x ., Jan 14.
E ditor T exas Live Stock Journal.

It is singular how differently practical 
stockmen look at questions that affect 
the stock raising interests.

In your issue o f Jan. i i ,  Captain 
H atcher concludes that the proper way 
to ease the m arket is to lim it the output 
o f cattle, by retaining the cows on the 
ranch and lim iting the shipment o f beef. 
This seems to me to be utterly im practi­
cable. Most stockman are in doubt; 
they must meet their interest payments, 
must support their fam ilies, and even if  
no objection o f that kind can be raised, 
the direct tendency o f holding back cows 
on the ranches would be to increase the 
production o f cattle to such an extent 
as to overstock the ranges so that the 
first drouthy season would be very apt 
to m in the stock raisers.

M y view o f the best way to stop out­
put or shipmant o f cattle, is to system- 
ize the cattle business.

As it is now, every cattlem an is a 
breeder and maturer o f beef. H is cows 
fill up his pasture so fast that he seldom 
has grass enough to m ake good beef; 
consequently he is always shipping trash 
to break the back o f the market.

I think all large pasturenien should 
quit breeding entirely, stocKing up their 
pastures by purchase of young beef, 
thereby becoming strictly maturers of 
beef.

The small ranches should be strictly 
breeders, selling their young steers to 
the maturers of beef and using the spay­
ing Knife on old cows and off colored 
and bad-shaped heifers.

The large stocK raisers should castrate 
their bulls and spay their cows; Keeping 
a few fine cows for milK and other pur- 
poses.

There is very little  doubt that a change 
like the one suggested, aided by the 
large shipment o f calves, would in the 
course o f two or three years, put the cat­
tle business again on a sound basis.
