N um bering C ountry  Houses.
The people of Contra Costa county. Cal., 

have adopted what we believe to be an en­
tirely new feature in rural life, that seems 
to deserve attention elsewhere. The San 
Francisco Alta describes it thus :

Distances are measured from the county 
scat. Each road is named, and this name 
att.aches to it from end to ejpid. Each mile 
on every country ro.-id is divided into ten 
blocks, with a front.-ige of 525 feet, or 176 
yards, or eight chains. Two numbers are 
.assigned to e.ach block, the even numbers 
on the right; the odd on the left. .\ house 
having an entrance from a block takes the 
number ol^its block. If other houses are 
added, each bears the number of the block 
also, Imt it is followed by a letter of the 
alphalict in their order. For instance, in 
block 16, the first house is Hi, the second is 
16a, the third 16b and so on. The num- 

m of the blocks serve to give the distance

ranging, but those in the other blocks 
would remain undisturbed.

In 1885 there were 41,000,000 sheep in 
the United States, 72,000,000 in Australia, 
and 100,000,000 in the Argentine Republic. 
We have two-thirds of sheep to every in­
habitant; in the Argentine Republic there 
are twenty-five sheep, and in Uruguay forty 
sheep to every man, woman and child. We 
have 40,000,000 of horned cattle, a popula­
tion of 60,000,000; the Argentine Republic 
and Uruguay have 38,000,000 of cattle to a 
population of 4,000,000. In Uruguay with 
a population of 600,000 souls, there are
8.000. 000 of cattle, 20,000,000 of sheep,
2.000. 000 of horses, or 60 head of stock for 
each man, woman and child. Fifteen mil­
lion dollars have been invested in wire 
fences in Uruguay alone, and' more than 
twice as much in the Argentine Republic.
In either of these countries a cow can be 
bought for $5, a steer fattened for the mar­
ket for $10 or $12, a pair of oxen for $26, 
a sheep for 50 or 60 cents, an ordinary 
working horse for $8 or $10 and a roadster 
for $26, a mule for $16, and a mare for 
whatever her hide will bring, Mares are 
never broken to saddle or harness, but al­
lowed to run wild in the pastures from the 
time they are foaled kntil they cease to be 
of value of breeding, when they are driven 
to the sale-dros or slaughter houses and 
killed for their hides. A man who would 
use a mare under the saddle or before 
wagon would be considered of unsound 
mind. There is a superstition against it.

S an  A n t o n io , T e x ., July 12.
Editor Texas Live Stock Journal.

That encampment was a God-send to the 
cattlemen of .Southwest Texas. During the 
entire season buyers had been such rare 
visitors here that some dealers had actually 
gone out of business. This was not only 
true of

T H E  HORSE MARKET
but also of the other markets, even those 
dealers who remained in the business were 
trading other ways and particularly in real 
entate. This is not sensational but the solid 
truth. Dealers have openly asserted that 
the San Antonio horse market was going to 
pieces and they were making their money 
>n other ways. But the encampment railed 
the turn and since the day the encampment 
was opened it has been a steady flow of buy­
ers and that they have bought pretty well is 
shown by the increase in the shipments of 
horse stock by rail of 807 head over the 
shipments of the previous week, and 122 
head over the totals for the corresponding 
week last year, but the total shipments since 
January 1 show a decrease of 8043 head 
from the totals of the corresponding time 
last year, thus verifying the truth of the 
statement that there has been a marked 
falling off in the northern demand for the 
Texas scrubs. This is also shown by the 
additional fact that although this is the reg­
ular season for northern shipments and the 
southern demand is not usually felt until 
late in the fall, after the northern shipping 
season closes, yet the shipments last week 
were to the following outside points: 
Shreveport, La.; Meridian and Jackson, 
Miss.; Attalla, Ala.; Tallahassee and Jack­
sonville, Fla.; Chattanooga and Memphis, 
Tenn.; East St. Louis, Ills.; Omaha, Neb.; 
and Buffalo, N. Y,. Stockmen who are 
progressive men and who wish to keep up 
with the jiopular demand so that they can 
realize the best prices for their stock are 
respectfully referred to the above facts and 
the statement of dealers and commission 
men here, as well .as northern buyers, that 
the only market left for Texas scrubs and 
wild stock is among the negroes and small 
planters of the southern states who buy 
them only because they are cheap. The 
best advice that can be given now is to 
break the stock to harness as well as to the 
saddle on the ranches and breed up for size on 
native mares. An old commission man here
said the other day: have just completed
a shipment of carefully selected horses and 
mares, every one of them well broken to  ̂
saddle and harness. That is the kind of 
stock there is money in, but wild stock is no 
good anymore

The 
worms appear even where a tick is crushed 
on an animal. The prick of a’ thorn also 
gives them a chance to take hold. This is 
very unusual in a dry season.

V'ou drive a bunch of wild 
'I'exas stock into a northern town and have 
them kick the stuffing out of eight or ten 
sheds and cripple four or five leading citizens 
and TOU need not expect to sell any more 
such brutes in that village.

them. The total stock here in first hands is 
estimateil at 2600 bags.

Thk number of calves marketed during 
the past sixty days are probably double the 
shipments for ^̂ »ame period any previous 
year.

I I a l f -f a t  cattle on bad markets would 
bankrupt jay Could. Either is bad enough, 
but the two together are ruinous. Don’t 
ship until your cattle are ready to go.

Now that land has greatly enhanced in 
value and the cost of grazing and raising a 
steer is proportionately increased, is a 
strong argument in favor of improving the 
grade of the cattle. With the exception of 
the cost of the bull, the expense of raising a 
half-breed steer is no more than that of a 
scrub, while the market value of the half- 
breed when matured is from 50 to 100 per 
cent, more than that of the scrub.

by this board, but that cattle destined for 
Colorado points shall l>e inspected and a 
fee of cents j>er head be collected as 
heretofore. Also be it

Resolved, that for the purpose of carry­
ing out the above'resolution, this board 
hereby designates l.a Junta, Pueblo and 
Denver as tV  only points in the State 
where cattle enroute through the State with­

out inspection can be unloaded for feed 
and water. And it shall be in violation pf 
the rules of this board for any railroad or 
shipper to unload cattle at any other point, 
also that any railroad or shipper bringing 
cattle destined for Colorado points into the 
state without first having obtained a bill of 
health from this board or its inspectors will 
be subject to penalties as prescribed for any 
violation of the regulations of this board.

A Bufiklo H ybrid .
For many years efforts have been made 

to cross the Buffalo with the native cattle

stock, generally, it seems without success. 
Afar back, when the buffalo roamed the 
Kentucky woods, an enterprising breeder 
tried it, but with such indifferent success 
that he abandoned the nndertaking. Some 
times the buffalo bull was put to a domestic 
cow, and again the domestic bull was put to 
a buffalo cow, but in neither case does the 
work of crossing appear to have been a com­
plete success.

Mr. Chas. Goodnight seems to have ac­
complished what others have failed at, as 
our correspondent, who writes elsewhere in 
the Stock J ournal, and who is a thor­
oughly trustworthy authority, claims that 
the crossing of the buffalo and the native 
jpattle stock on the Goodnight ranch is a 
demonstrated success. There are numbers 
of these hybrids on the ranch, which are 
vigorous, hardy, and far surpass the cattle 
as “ rustlers” and in the ability to take care 
of themselves in hard times.

A proposition is now pending before con­
gress to give one “ Buffalo Jones” of Kansas, 
the use of some two or three million acres 
of land in No Man’s Land, to be used by 
him as a breeding ground for raising a stock 
of buffalo crosses. While “ Buffalo” is wait­
ing to get his gift from congress, a citizen of 
Texas goes ahead on his own lands and does 
the work that the Kansas gentleman asks 
national assistance for doing.

Whaba’marvel it would be to see the im­
measurable Texas plains stocked again with 
herds, the descendants of the lordly buffaloes 
that once trod them in wild freedom!

The wool market of Galveston to-day is 
easy, and unchanged in price as compared 
to its condition this day last week, and 
while there is no perceptible improvement in 
the demand, yet it is true that there is a 
rather better demand and inquiry from the 
maufacturing families of both the East and 
South.

SHEEP AND WOOL.

A breeder in Coshocton county, O., 
writes that 1500 Texas sheep have recently 
been shipped to farmers in his neighbor­
hood, andTtll who desire them are not yet 
supplied.

The enormous wool industry in Australia 
has been largely stimulated by mortgage 
and finance companies, as well as by the 
banks, says the American Cultivator. An 
individual or a firm desiring to raise sheep 
and grow wool in any of the Australian 
countries can usually secure capital, or at 
least large advances on his flock, by 
agreeing that the clip shall be handled, for­
warded and sold by either the banks or 
the mortgage companies. Thus of the total 
imports of Australian wool into Great 
Britain in 1889, <ii nearly 1,240,000 bales, 
about twelve per cent, was consigned for 
sale through the banks, and about thirty- 
one per cent, through the mortgage and 
finance companies. The business is done 
on a much larger scale, or rather in a more 
concentrated manner, than in this country. 
Single firms own larger numbers of sheep 
than any corresponding firms or individuals 
in the United States.

Even after the animal 
was captured he refused to relea.se his cap­
tive, and rough means had to be resorted to 

order to rescue the man. The affairin
created'quite a panic for a while.

It is related in a foreign exchage that the 
King of the Belgians has been considerably 
disappointed with ten pure Arabian steeds 
lately presented to hiip by the Sultan of 
Morocco. They were reported to have 
been the pick of the country, and were 
selected personally by the .Sultan, but they 
neverthele.ss turned out to be very ordinary 
animals. However, the matter is explained 
by the fact that the officials who had charge 
of their shipment. Oriental like, sold the 
original and substituted inferior ones.

The Ixmdon Omnibus company found that 
three thousand horses fed on sixteen
pounds of ground oats, seven ¿uul one-half 
pounds of . cut hay and one-half
pound of cut straw did as much good work 
and kept in as good condition as another 
three thousand fed on nineteen pounds of 
whole oats and thirteen pounds of uncut 
hay; thus saving by grinding the grain and 
cutting the feed six pounds of feed per day 
or a saving in the feeding of six thousand 
horses amounting to three hundred dollars 
per day.

The Melbourne Leader (Vicloria) says 
hat a valuable draft horse belonging to 

Mr. De. Lima of Carlesbrook, died recently 
after ailing for a short time. As the horse 
did not appear to be suffering from any 
specific complaint, Mr. WagstafT opened 
the carcass and found about cwt. of sand 
firmly imbeded in the bowels and bladder, 
this being, no doubt, the cause of death. 
The only reason that can be assinged for 
the presence of the sand in the animal’s 
body is that it had been in the habit of 
drinking from the creek at a part where it 
is shallow and very sandy.

The statement is on the rounds that the 
experience in the hor.se-car-stables of Paris 
and New York is to the effect that gray 
horses live the longest and give the greatest 
amount of service, although in these partic­
ulars the roans are said to be a close second.
Bays are declared to be about an average as
to longevity and endurance, while cream 
colored horses are discounted as lacking 
staying ability especially in the hot weather. 
Black hoofed horses are pronounced tougher 
and stronger than those with lighter colored 
feet. According to this showing a good 
horse can be a bad color despite the com­
mon saying to the contrary. We are not
just prepared to believe that there is any 
great difference in the wearing qualities of
I ’orses of different colors in Uiis climate, 
although this is not the first time these
points have been brought forward.

Records are about to be established, the 
'Rural New Yorker tells us, for the registra­
tion of fast walking horses, similar to the 
records that have proved so valuable to 
breeders of trotting stock. Mr. John W. 
Aiken of Scipio, New York, wisely com­
ments as follows: **Anything that creates
an interest in a record for fast walking 
horses must do good. I believe fast walk­
ing is a matter of both breeding and train­
ing. Colts can be trained to walk fast by 
being led alongside a fast-walking horse or 
behind a fast walking team. As soon as old 
enough for the harness, each should be 
driven with a fast-walking mat^ until the 
habit is firmly established. A very large

percentage of draft animals, however, need 
no particular training in this direction. 
Me<lium-sized Percherons are, as a rule, re­
markably fast walkers. Fast walking is of 
peculiar value to most purchasers of draft 
tock.”

Blooded Horses B attle.
A fight to the death between two blood­

ed stallions was the thrilling spectacle wit­
nessed on Captain B. F. Trester’s farm at 
Aurora, Ind., on June 8th. Two three- 
year-old stallions, both spirited and valu­
able animals, with all the beauty and vigor 
imparted by thoroughbred ancestry, had 
been turned into adjoining pastures to 
feed. A heavy wooden fence divides the
fields, and although as colts, the pair had 
playfully bit and kicked at each other 
across it, the fence was supposed to be 
strong enough to keep them separate and 
prevent trouble. This summer had brought 
the colts almost to the full vigor of equine 
vitality, however, and the circumstances 
developed in them to its full degree the 
ferocity and 4burage which exists in every 
perfectly made horse. The animals began 
their fight over the separating fence, and 
kicked and pawed at each other until the 
fence was demolished. Then they came to- 
ether in a struggle which for fierceness 

and length exceeded anything which the 
spectators had ever witnessed. The two 
big brutes stood on their hind legs and 
striking each other with their fore feet, and 
tearing each others’ necks and shoulders 
with their teeth. Their neighing and 
screams of rage, and the sound of their 
kicks and snorts were heard fully half a 
mile away, and a half a dozen or more per­
sons were attracted to the scene of the con­
flict, but so vicious were the enraged ani­
mals that for nearly an hour no one dared 
to go near them. At last the smaller of 
the two, a bright bay, caught his antago­
nist by the throat with his teeth and drag­
ged him to the ground. The larger horse 
kicked and rolled, and gasped spasmodi­
cally in an effort to avoid being choked to 
death, but the small horse clung desperate­
ly to its antagonist.

The Glory o f th e  Range In d u s try  De­
p a rtin g .

Rocky Mountain Husbandman.
‘‘Gradually but surely the range industry 

sees the.^ays of its glory depart. About 
1884 it reached the zenith and hovered 
there about a year or two, when the decline 
sef in. The first cause of this was the 
weakening of the market, but this was the 
sole cause for a short time only, for the feed 
supply soon became a serious question. The 
hard winter paralyzed the industry, so to 
speak, and our range stock owners were 
long-faced for years, and just as they were 
getting their herds back to their original 
number the dry weather set in; and now the 
future is again filled with doubts an.d fore­
bodings. The settlement of Montana after 
the dawn of the golden era was commenc­
ed principally along the Heaverhead, Ruby, 
Jefferson, Madison, Gallatin, Missouri, and 
Deer Lodge valleys. These valleys had 
come to be pretty well stocked l>cfore the 
close of the seventies, and the movement 
of herds to the Yellowstone, Musselshell, 
Judith, Sun river, Tetol, Marias, and other 
unsettled ranges was commenced. These 
new valleys were then the same stockman’s 
paradise in those days that their ei r̂lier 

were u» tivtim. &it

cade has passed and we have entered the 
nineties, and we find to-day that the fenc­
ing of the water-courses, willow patches 
and the bottom land on our streams and 
their tributaries far up into the mountains,
is driving the range-grower still further on­
to’ the frontier. They are now moving to 
the Milk river reservation country, and 
when this is full they will recoil upon the 
Crow and Hlackfect reservations. Rut there 
is no doubt but that the days of successful 
range growing are well-nigh spent. The 
land owner is the man who is to eventfully 
hold the country. We pointed QUt this to 
the readers of this paper more than a dozen 
years ago, and marty he^ed our warning 
and have forfeited their positions with 
large land possessions. The day is not 
distant when the.se will he the only cattle- 
growers of note in the state, as the 'country 
will be a network of fencing. The long 
line of barbeilwire fences stretching out 
over our valleys tell in unmistakable terms 
that the range industry must go, must give 
way to the new order of things. The pro­
duction of stock will increase under the 
new regime if the winter problem is solved, 
but if not numbers must be sacrificed to 
(]uality. Already many growers are mak­
ing arrangements to curtail the increase of 
their herds by spaying their heifers; and as 
the country grows older gradually the best 
breeds will take the place of our present 
stock, for when it comes to winter feeding 
—an era that has already dawned upon fully 
one-half of the slate—the scrub must go. 
When nature furnished the feed in an 
unlimited supply without the labor of man, 
angthing was . good enough to own; but 
with the new order of affairs our people 
will not be slow to leacn that it will pay 
best to grow the best. In the more open 
country sheep will largely predominate on 
our large ranches, as they flourish nicel 
on short-cropped ranges where cattle wi 
die. But when it comes to the country be­
ing fenced from mountain base to river 
strand and to mountain base again^ daiix 
herds and small bands of high-grade cattle 
will be the rule, since it will scarcely pay 
in this state to grow sheep in small flocks 
as is practiced in older states. We have 
been accustomed to the range system so 
long that we regret to see it depart, but it 
is the inevitable decree of civilization that 
it must go, and that too in a few short 
years. But cattle growing in the manner 
of which we have spoken—that is, on states 
principles—and dairying will remain as long 
as the succession of sun and storm renders 
our state habitable, and will be fully as re­
munerative as the same industry in any 
portion of the continent.”
