The t ruth is that every marked pecul­
iarity of a ram is pretty distinctly in­
herited by some of his jirogeny, wdiich 
seems to justify the suggestion, viz: 
that now' is a good time to get rid of 
any ill-shapen ram that has already 
been used one year too long. No tlock- 
master can afford to use any but the 
purest blooded and best develo|>ed rams 
if he projioses to breed up Ids flock. 
If all he cares foi’ is a big lot of lambs 
without regard to the quality of" them, 
any scrub will answer.

into a tub with sufficient water to cover 
it; let soak for 12 hours; then take out 
and hifng so the woe I may dry. When  
well drained stretch car.'fully on aboard 
to dry generally;'btretch several times
while drying; before quito dry, sin-inkle 
on the flesh side, one ounce em:h pul- 
veri7.ed alum and saltpelrp, rubbing it 
w'ell; try if wool is firm on skin; if not, 
let it remain a day or two; then rub it 
again with alum: fold the flesh side to­
gether and hang in the shade «for two 
or three days; turning each day until 
quite drv; scrajxj flesh side with dull 
knife and rub well with pumice or rot­
ten stone."

H ow  to I’ lit Out Potato Slips.
The question is fre»iuently asked by 

young farmers whether they should ' 
Avait for a season in putting out potato 
slips.' On this point the fcillowlng is 
taken fr»im a letter 'liy a su(,?»:essful 
potato grower: ‘ T t is all right to have 
a g»i»id season, but vvlirni Nature d»iesrrt 
furnish »me, 1. nuike »me myself. I 
make a hole with a round stick, put the 
slip in tlm luile and fill on top with tiry 
dirt. TTir»3rer n»it to have any wet soil^ 
on t,op »11* it will bake. I water two or 
three evenings if no rain falls in the 
mejintime. If the ground bakes, I 
break the crust. If there is a g»xid 
natural st?ason, I »*an otTer no special 
sug‘gesti»ins. I push tjie slip down in 
the daiiqi earth with a blunt stick and 
press the earth about the root. 1 »3ul- 
tivjite as I do for »*orn, ex»?ept that I 
ilraw the earth t»i the mots as the vine 
gr»i\vs. If the gmuml g-ets foul 1 lay 
the vinos with the-rows and ^ e t rid of 
the grass and weeds and put the vines 
back ami let the p»itat»ies make or n»3t 
as the st*as»m justifi»*s. As for varieties 
any pmlitic yam will do well in Western

The Kansas legislature has recently 
passed what is. known as the Roe bill, 

Uvhich was, it is claimed, engineered
through by the friendx and emjiloyes 
oT the Aineriiuin L ivestock  Commis­
sion company to break down the Kan­
sas City L ive  Stock Exchange. The 
constitutionality of the bill will bo' 
closely conti^ed by tho exchange, and 
failing in this, the last named organiza­
tion will ])erliaps move their offices 
across the line and into ihe state of 
Missouri, which would only nci'cssitate 
a move of less than one block from their 
present quarters.

T h e  Roe bill makes it unlawful for 
any two or more persons or corpora­
tions in Kansas, engaged in the busi­
ness of buying or selling live stock for 
others on commission, to enter into any 
combination which has for its object 
the control of tho charges for commis­
sions for selling live stock. I t . also 
makes it unlawful for them to enter 
into an agreement with others which 
shall have for its object tho prevention 
of free competition in the business of 
selling live stock upon commission for 
others, or which lias for its puiqiose or 
tends to the fixing or maintaining any 
sum as a minimum commission for tho 
services of selling live stock for others.

The act also makes it unlawful for 
any ixn-son or persons, or corixa-ation 
or corporations doing business in Kan­
sas to be or become a member of any 
society, associatioA or corporation 
vvhose by-laws provide for and fix 
ininiimum commissions for the selling 
of live Stock for m6ml)ers, or whose by­
laws prohibit its members from ])uV- 
chasing live stock from persons who 
are not members of such society, asso­
ciation or corporation; and all such 
by-laws of any society, association or 
corporation doing business in Kansas 
are hereby declared illegal and void, 
and any person. .attempting di­
rectly or indirectly to enforce oi* 
make the same operativve or effectual 
shall be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor; and any coiqioration which 
shall attempt to have any such by-laws 
enforced, o r ' shall obey such by-laws 
and refiise to buy from others on ac­
count of such by-laws shall, in addition 
to the penalties hereinafter provided 
thereforj forfeit its charter. - .....

The i)cnalty for violation of the law 
is a fine #>f not less than $500 nor more 
than $1000, or imprisonment for hot less 
than thirty days nor more than six 
months or both.

Irish Potatoes In 'rreiielies.
The .loi^UNAL has a good friend who 

has grown Irish |x>tatoes successfully 
in several counties in Texas. He be­
lieves firmly in thO moon theory and 
says that he always plants in the dark 
of the moon. Here is his plan: He
])lants in furrows three feet apart, and, 
if possible, he tills the furrow half full 
with straw or chaff, or any trash. On
the straw he puts soil to level iip the 
furrow. He thinks the seed, if*small, 
ma.v be planted whole to good advant­
age, but if large he cuts in pieces, with 
one or two eyes to a piece, leaving as 
much heart to each j)iece as ]>pssil)le. 
He doesn't think it makes any difter- 
(mcc whether 1 he seed are small or 
h^'ge, so far as r<*sulls are'concerned, 
l ío  plants five tos ix ’inches deep, fifteen 
to eighteen iiiclu:*s in the fui*rows, and

the g-round l<M)so and hilled up to the

There 
is not much more ex])ense in producing 
a g(X)d three-year-old colt than in grow­
ing a good steer, but there is an ap­
preciable dilTerence in the value of the 
l)roduct.

In the whole list of farm protTi'cls 
tlie one item which has best resisted 
the pTUTJttlitig deju'cssion in prices is 
the nbrst*; that is, gtHul hor.ses, iind es­
pecially gtH>d draft horses. Scrid)sand 

' mongrels are selling, low, as t luit class 
of stock is always first to sulTi>r from 
the etfect of any.depression, but tlie tle- 
mand for good tlraft horses exceeds the 

. siipjily*, and good prices rule— buyers 
paying from lu $22“) per head.

N ever'ra ise colts from a viciiais an­

cestry. Horses, like men,-inlierit vice 
more surely than virtue. Avoid bad 
colors.

Never otter a horse 
for sale when he is poor. Your nearest 
neighbor, who knows your horse to be 
a good and useful animal, will go ami

A I'orrespondent of the Kansas fa r ­
mer, under the above lieading, makes 
the following timely suggestions;

A  man cannot make a siu'eess in any 
calling without a liking for it, and 
horse-raising is no exception to this
rule. Perseverence must bo one of the 
traits of tluT'inaji who raises horses for 
protit. A  great many farmers start <ml 
to raise horses with tlying coloi's, but 
when tliey  ̂ discovtu' that thtvre are 
drawbacks to the busiue.ss that tliey 
kliew not of, Ihev redreat Thiinediately. 
It »akes a long time to get to the proiit 
end of the business, Inil is not tliis true 
of every other calling? There need be 
nxrwaiting. t)nirTinT“ go righrTiTTemT 
with other bramdies of fanning, and in 
a few he can have $oU0 to ftUHl
worth’ of horses to sell every yoai'. One 
of the essential features in making 
horse-raising pay is to raise what the 
market lUmumds. It will not do to be 
guided entin^ly by our likes ami dislikes 
ill tIlls matter. W o must raise horses 
that otlior people like. There are thi-i'e 
classes of horses that are in demand. 
One is the heavy draft horse, low-down 
and hkx'ky, weighing from 1800 to 2000 
tHHUuls. Thp heavier the horse, the 
i)etier the price. .V i io U hm* is the coach 
or carraiage horse, high-headed and 
stylish, and weighing from 1200 to loOO 
pounds. The third and last class, in 
|)oint of profit to the farmer, is the 
trotting horse. Ho may ho small and 
generally is. May not 1h* very pretty 
as viewed by the general ])uhlie, hut 
one quality he must have. He must Ih' 
able to “ got there.'' If ho cannot 
appiMach a two-minute gait, he is not 
mueh of a horse for jirotit.. The breed­
ing of trotting horses is iv very uncer­

tain business, and if the young horse, 
after long and expensive training, fails
to develop s])ced, he has to he sold at a 
loss. In my humble 0])inion, the hretal- 
ing of trotting horses by the average 
farmer is a delusion and a snare. They 
require too much training and tlie re­
sults are too uncertain. One of the 
prime causes of failure ip raising 
horses for profit is trying to got the 
draft horse, the coach horse and the 
trotter all in one animal. To try to 
produce a general-purpose horse oi- a 
general-purpose cow will side-1 raclc the 
brooder every time. Always breed for 
some speriaLpuri>osc. You will miss it 
often enough, and these misfits will 
abundantly supply the very poor de­
mand for general-])iirpose animals. 
There- - will undoubtedly always ho a 
market for good individuals of tlie 
three classes of h o n ^  ahovernanied.I

The business is not at all liK^dy to he 
overdttne. Most farm,ers will not rai'^e 
iirst-elass horses. A ll farm work should 
he done with brood mares. If four 
geldings are required to do the work of 
a farm, keep instead eight good mares. 
Breed them all, and work each one at 

, some part of the year. Moderate farm 
work and a grain ration is favorably to 
the ju'oduction of lino colts. Two or 
IKudiajis throe mares out of eight will 
fail to have colls. They can do the 
heaviest work. A well-nniturcd strong 
mare should foal at three years of age 
'and skip the fourth year, i f  from any 
cause a young mare is weakly or jioorly 
develoixid, she should not foal until her 
fifth year. A  giH>d deal of loss 

I results from not looking after mares at 
foaling time. The iKiruxl of gqslation 
in mares, according to “ Miles,’ ’ varied 
in 582 mares from nine months and 
seventeen days to thirteen months and 

coimUng thirty dâ vs to

the month. I like to InuT colts foalea 
about th(i first of May. Have had had 
luck with colts that were foaled before
grass came.

The.se conditions have resulted in the 
establishment of boards of trade, cham- 
liers of commerce, commercial clubs 
and other kindred organizations, all 
having the same primary objects, viz., 
the better regulation of commerce, 
bringing together buyers and sellers in 
greater numbers under conditions most 
favorable to all, ever keeping upjier- 
niost the central idea of mutual inter­
ests. The courts of justice and equity 
have given these organizations sanction 
by according and throwing- around 
them rights and privileges the .same as 
individuals. The history of the live 
stock trade is no cxception to this uni­
versal condition.

Keej) a 
j)orfect book account of everything and 
at the end o f  the yeai' or season rtjquire 
them to donate their earnings to the 
school; and this, togetluu’ with cro[)s 
sold, to pay the teachei', buy lumber for 
necessai'y buildings to be built by the 
pu])ils under »•omptitent instruction.

Have weighed several cro))s, the light­
est weighing, afU'r the luiy was cured, 
2130 jK)unds per acre. Have weighed 
other crops w’hich amounted to 2400 
pounds i)or acre. W ith us it grows all 
winter sutticient for giHid grazing-, and 
as soon as warm weatlier comes it gels 
ready to cut very quick. I will cut it 
in twenty days. I think it tlie l)csLof 
hay, and it  is gimd grazing for all 
kinds of stock, and especially for hogs.

It Is a .Myth, Never  to be Evolved.
Editor Texa-s Live Stock Journal.

“ One reason why efforts at (cross­
breeding are so often unsatisfaetoi'y is 
that the stockman has no clear coiuiep- 
tion as to the style of cross-breed ani­
mal be wants, and besides, he plunges 
into the business of developing a new' 
breed w’ithout know'ing anything about 
the rules that must govern an(Liuu.st be 
considered in such matters. It is not 
every flockmaster w'ho can organize and 
develo]) the “ all puriiose" sheep so much 
dreamed of but still so far from being- a 
rciality.”

The above short and pithy editorial 
from the JOURNAL of March?, contains 
a w'oi'ld of sound sheep sense, as well as. 
truth. It is a fact now' and will con­
tinue to remain so for a long and indefi­
nite jKiriod of time w'hen this “ all pur-
jM>se'\(?) sheep “ so much di'immed o f" 
will ho eviilved—yes, evolved, and froin 
what? (.ertainly from no two oi- three 
breeds of shoe]) now known or by any 
system of cross-bi*eeding ever tried oV 
“ dreamed of."  This may sound strange 
to some o f  your experimenters and 
writers on this subject. Why, llien. 
does this wi'iter make this assertion so, 
positively? The answer is simj) 
though to some it may not he a cc (^ (‘d 
as conclusive. Years of close stud}- of 
the characteristics of the muUbri and 
fine w'ool bi'eeds of sheep tiydghi this 
lesson. They ai'c com})U‘tely and thor­
oughly di.stiiict sjiecies,/SO to speak. 
That is, the fine wooX breeds nevei* 
have been ranked mjK^can they be made 
to yield tlrst-clas.s^iarketable mutton. 
T'hon again-thtuf^ire small or light of 
tnt rcass. So tbfft when yorr attem pt to 
increase th c^ze  of the carcass and im- 
jirove tlui^utton pioducing qualities, 
it is done in e.very instance at the ex-

Im proved  Stock Carn.
The great improvement made in the 

modes and comfort of ti'avel for the 
general public during the past few 
years have been w'onderful, but hardly 
exceed the m*«ny ’ im])rovements made 
in the way of adding ease iuul comfort 
to live stock w'hile in transit.

^svyere removed by the ])resident. The 
J^ndians, by conforming to law in taking- 
lands in severalty, have a title to the 
surplus and n(jw' intend U) make money 
out of the cattlemen. T lie Indian bu­
reau will sujierintend and in fact do the 
leasing. The cattlemen w'ho were 
bounced will be allow ed a fair reduction 
for their fences and improvement if 
they are successful bidders. The bids 
W'ill be rather informal because the 
season is late; Notice of the bids will 
be given at the agencies. The money 
will not be paid to the Indians direct, 
but W'ill be paid over to the agents and 
from them transferred to the Indian 
hui'eau, where an accounting will be 
had and the money paid to the Indians 
(quarterly.
