The producer to be successful must cater 
to the consumer. The beef consumers de­
mand well-bred and well-fed cattle. The 
producer who can’t fill the requiremenU 
had better drop out of the procession.

If you have good pure-bred bulls feed 
and take the best of care of them through 
the winter. If you are still hanging on to 
the old scrubs, send them to the bologna 
sausage factory and invest the proceeds in 
well-bred males and then take good care of 
them.

Drovers’ Journal: The Texas cattle run 
for this year undoubtedly struck lively in 
July, when the receipts were 102,000 head, 
being decidedly the largest of the year. 
June was the next largest, August next, 
and September showed quite a falling oil. 
The run of Texas cattle came^big end first 
this year, while lust year the order was re­
versed.

If yon are buying cattle to feed this win-1 
ter, be sure and select well-bred and well- 
grown animals. There is a chance for profit 1 
with such, but none at all with stunted, I 
raw-boned creatures of no particular breed. | 
Some men seem to think the only thing 1 
needed is a frame upon which to hang flesh, 
but they find in the end that it costs a goo<l 
deal to make it into marketable beef.

We are glad to see that some of our fairs 
are this year offering as large premiums upon 
bulls as upon stallions, thus recognizing that 
the business of cattle breeding is quite as 
important to the farmer as is horse breeding. 
Now, if the money paid as racé premiuni.s 
was divided among a good many other agri­
cultural products, our fairs would become of 
more real value to the farmer.

reeding Cattle.
N. J. Bheptaard.

Farmers who are feeding cattle under­
stand that every advantage must be Uken 
if e small profit is realized and especially so 
with the common grades. They must be 
fed so as to receive the best gain at the low­
est cost and in this it will not answer to 
overlook the smallest details. One impor­
tant condition in feeding is that animals 
should be kept perfectly quiet, that is, free 
from any unnecessary noise or excitement 
that will tend to worry or fret, and the more 

; fully they are made comfortable the better 
' will be the gain in proportion to the food 
I supplied. With cattle being fed for market 
i there is no need of their taking any greal 
I amount of exercise. Generally if they are 
let run out for a short time every day they 

I will take ail of the exercise they need with 
I out any special effort being taken.
I Regularity in feeding is an item. When­
ever an animal is on full feed any delay in 
feeding at the regular hour frets the animal 
and causes it to lose flesh. So far as is pos­
sible the hours for feeding should be ar­
ranged so that they are least liable to be in­
terfered with and then plan so that the feed 
can be given regularly. The difference be­
tween good and poor care will in many 
cases under present conditions determine 
the (]uestion of profit or loss in feeding the 
cattle. Another item that is a question of 
thç cost of the cattle, is the quantity of feed. 
If they aie given too much, more or less 
will be wasted and that will add to the cosi 
without a corresponding gain, while failing

finding a ready home market at fair prices. | enough wastes the feed for the rea-
Texas feeders fully realize the importance of, when nd gain is secured there is a
feeding good, well-bred steers and are will­
ing to pay all they are worth, while they, or 
at least most of them, willTiot buy inferior 
cattle at any price. Yet there are those 
who persist in holding on to, and breeding 
from their brindle bulls. This class of 
stockmen will not be in it in the future.

by all means grade up and improye your 
cattle, but don’t try to do it with grade 
bulls, the ocets will be too slow and the 
results too unsatisfactory. Buy pure bred 
pedig' ed bulls to begin with. Your calves 
will tiie A be full half-bred, and will show 
the good points of their sire more fully than 
will those that are gotten by a grade. Grades 
are ''ften as finely developed and as beauti­
ful as the pure breeds but their offsiiring 
never are.

Mr. Waggoner or anyone else who has 
plenty of good grass'could just as easily and 
without additional expense, (except the cost 
of the bulls) raise steers that would sell at 
three years of age for $3-1, as to raise those 
that will not mature until they are fo .

loss of the feed. It is neces.sary, therefore, 
to feed all that the cattle will eat up clean 
and no more.

In feeding for growth roughness can be 
largely used but in fattening the ration must 
consist of a much larger portion of grains, 
and the grain should be a fattening one. In 
feeding for growth the cost can be lessened 
by using more roughness. But whether 
feeding for growth or to fatten care should 
be taken to give a sufficient amount to main­
tain a steady gain.

One of the chief objects is to keep the 
cattle in good condition and with a good ap­
petite so that they will gain steadily and re­
turn a profit for their food, and it requires 
regular feeding and the giving of a good va­
riety to do this most fully and it is only by 
doing this that a fair profit can be realized.

Difference in Prices Uetweeu Good 
and Coiiiinon Cattle.

National Htockman. and Farmer.
It has been a long time since choice cattle 

sold at as great an advance over the common 
kinds as they do now. In eastern markets a 
difference of close to $2 per cwt. prevails, 
while in Chicago and other western markets 
the difference is even greater. The over­
stocking of the markets with unfinished cat­
tle is the prime cause for this difference. 
The demand for prime cattle everywhere i-; 
greater than the supply. Prices for tl u 
best grades have steadily advanced at C hi­
cago for the past month and those for other 
grades have generally declined. The indi­
cations are that this state of affairs will con- 
tinut for some time to come. It will without 
a doubt if shippers do not quit running in 
so many common cattle. Feed will have to 
get higher than it is now if it does not pay 
well to use it freely in finishing up beeves 
for market. This vast difference in prices 
should he a good lesson for the feeders. If 
the lesson will only be well learned it will 
have its advantages in the future. The peo-* 
pie are eating a poorer grade ol lieef this 
year than they have eaten in the past decade 
perhaps, and the producers are getting less 
money than usual for it. It is not a hard 
matter to place the blame for this condition. 
In the feed lots is the place to rectify the 
error, and it is to be hoped that a change 
will soon be wrought there.

Breed For a Type. r __
Kentucky KUx-k Farm.

S|>oradic breeding has resulted in no ira 
provement in the animal kingdom. • d’er- 
sistent, intelligent experiments have devel­
oped the highest grades of our domestic 
animals. The history of improved breeds is 
the happy illustration of the axiom— breed 
for a purpose.

In the realm of the trotting world every 
adventurer expects to achieve success. In 
nearly all other great industries failures are 
the rule, for whereone merchant amasses a 
fortune, at least two of his competitors are 
forced into assignments. But in the sim­
ple matter of breeding trotters every novice 
expects to succeed.

It is not for glory alone that many breed, 
ers have embarked in the light harness 
horse industry, says a writer in Wallace’s 
Monthly, but the anticipated reward o 
wealth which fabulous prices for trotting 
stock promised. To buy a few brood mares 
and a stallion and raise colts worth anywhere 
from $500 to $10,000 apiece was better busi­
ness, prospectively, than mining for 
diamonds in South Africa. With gilded 
prospects in sight, prices lor breeding ani­
mals were inflated, and in the wild scramble 
for everything troting bred, values became 
abnormal among breeders.

In this respect the trotting horse industry 
is not dissimiler to booms in Shorthorn, 
J ersey, Norman, Clydesdale and other im* 
proved breeds of domestic animals— there 
was a period of inflation followed by an era 
of liquidation. The oyer-conhdence of 
achieving success has lured many into the 
business who had no practical knowledge of 
the enterprise. They bought stock indiscrim­
inately, to find when too late it was not ot 
the fashionable kind. Like speculators on 
the board of trade, the investment did not 
turn out satisfactorily.

Among successful breeders the outlook 
was never more promising for the stand.-ird- 
bred horse. The vast sums of money being 
competed for in all parts of the country at 
trotting meetings attest the popularity of 
the standard trotter, the stability and value 
of the light-harness performer. If some 
breeders have failed to realize their expecta­
tions, others have achieved signal succc.ss.

In breeding the standard horse such ani­
mals should be produced that, if not race 
horses, are at least handsome roadsters. 
But speed that can win at the trotting meet­
ings is the highest priceil article. It is 
quality on which the trotting standard is 
Irased, and its production is the aim of 
breeders. To breed for a type is to breed 
the standard horse with size for a gentle­
man’s driver, and speed for a campaigner. 
But speed is the diamond that flashes, and 
cannot be produced with the uniformity of 
size and beauty of conformation. Speed is 
the luxury of horse breeding, while elegance 
of form and propper size are necessary for 
high-typed roadsters. If  the racing speed 
could be produced with the uniformity of 
size, the over-production would break down 
prices. But luxuries have never lieen as 
plentiful as necessaries, and speed, being a 
quality different from form, will continue to 
be the exception in breeding the standard 
horse.

In the same family all are not endowed 
with the same intellectual ability; one is a 
mathematician, another a musical genius, 
another an orator. The animal kingdom 
has not become so well understood that a 
breeder can produce .speed with un­
broken uniformity, in fact, in the human 
race the higher qualities of rulers of men 
are the exceptions, while the masses are 
hewers of wood and drawers of water. So in 
the equine kingdom, the speed that wins; 
the desideratum for which the standard 
horse is produced, is the exception and not 
the rule, although speed with size and ele­
gant style can be produced as uniformly as 
speed in undesized trotters. N imber the 
colts of the greatest sires, ana it will be 
found that only a meagre percentage of their 
get have beaten 2:30.

Unquestionably, the breeding problem will 
regulate itself in the matter of spec ’ produc­
tion and the value of different troti. g fami­
lies. As certain standard strains show a 
greater speed tendency than others, they 
must necessarily become more fashionable 
and popular with breeders. One fact that 
is frequently overlooked is the recent origin 
of the standard horse. His production on 
scientific principles reaches back but little 
more than a decade, while the thorougbred 
horse has been two hundred years in de­
veloping. Breeders are in the formative era 
of producing the standard trotter, yet 2:04 
has been accomplished by intelligent breed­
ing and development.

In breeding the trotter one has to keep in 
sight the disposition of the produce that do 
not inherit racing speed. If they are un­
dersized and of ugly conformation, they will 
be a drug on thé market. On the contrary, 
if they are handsome, good-sized roadsters,

The habit of eating mutton seems to be 
one which must be acquired, not because 
people have really a prejudice against the 
taste of good mutton, but because they do 
not know what "it is. Let them once get 
acquainted with the flavor of thoroughly 
good, well-bred and well-fed mutton, and 
they rank among its users at once.

Colman’s Rural World: We are gradually 
getting nearer to the ideal in mutton, and 
it may not be out of place to promise that 
in the near future the Proportion of the 
mutton consumed will equal that of beef. 
The business of sheep raising acquired a 
wonderful impetus in the past year, but the 
supply as yet hardly equals the demand. 
The popularity of mutton will, of course, 
be governed by the quality of the article 
placed on the market for consumption, and 
growers should look to it that they ship 
good healthy sheep, well-fattened and ma­
tured, and likely in every way to reflect 
credit on the industry now coming out of 
the infant stage.

One of the lessons to be learned from 
Australian sheep breeding is that the in­
troduction of foreign Merino blood, after 
the Merino was once established in the 
country, disturbed the acclimation of the 
breed. Thus, whatever good may be 
gained, under similar conditions, it appears 
that we must for some time discount the 
loss of regular results, and we must be prê

The best way when a sow is taken from 
pigs is to give no milk producing foods, but 
anything of a hot dry nature, such as barley 
meal or a few old, dry beans. It is gener. 
ally the caBC"that the tow will take the boar 
from a day or two to a week after the pigs 
are weaned. Some sows are a good deal of 
trouble to get to come in season. A run 
with other sows or with the boar, and fed as 
stated is the only thing to do. Some sows 
are very shy breeders, and although they 
would take the boar if they had a run with 
him, yet by themselves show no signs.

sow. She should have nourishing food, but 
not fattening, though a small proportion of 
corn meal will do no harm while the pigs 
are getting most of their nourishment from 
the dam. The sow will not fatten on it. 
All the fattening properties of the corn will 
go into milk. If the sow be fed right she 
should produce three litters per year. The 
pigs should be weaned not later than six 
weeks old. They will eat heartily at this 
time, and the dam carrying a second litter 
needs to give all her available strength to 
give them vigorous bodies and a habit of 
thriftiness. Only a sow two years or older 
should be bred three times a year. For 
yearling sows two litters a year are enough.

have quarters to themselves; it is poor econ­
omy to allow them to roost in the granaries, 
cribs, stables or sheds. In addition to the 
damage they will do there is also a failure 
to get as much benefit as is possible if they 
have a place to themselves.

In winter they need more care; they must 
l>e fed and made comfortable. I f  eggs can 
be .secured during the winter a much better 
profit can be realized than in summer and 
for this reason even on the farm it is best to 
give some special attention, providing 
comfortable house and feeding and water­
ing well. In nearly all cases more than one 
kind of poultry should be kept. Chickens 
and turkeys can nearly always be kept, and 
generally ducks can be kept in addition, 
while in others even geese and guineas may 
be added. This is the list we keep and they 
all pay— in fact of all, if there is much dif­
ference in proportion to the number, chick­
ens with us are the least profitable. Ducks 
and geese pay best. There is less risk of 
loss with ducks, geese and guineas than with 
turkeys or chickens, and the feafhers from 
the ducks and geese help to make a good 
profit. .

It would be, dlificalt to flud in sll 
Tegss a place posaessiog more peculiar 
advantages for the breeding of blooded 
stock than "Maddoxia Park Farm.”  
owned by Col. R. E. Maddox, aid  situ­
ated two miles east o f the city o f Fort 
W'orth.. The farm consists o f some ‘JOO 
scree of very fertile land, which lies in 
snch a way aa to be admirably adapted 
to diversified farming and stock breed­
ing.

The pastures are well ebaded. while 
the Trinity river and 6 yc.imore creek

the building in two balvee; on each 
aide of the passage is a large open eourt 
100 feet iquare, surrounded on all sides 
by a shed, under which horses can be 
exercised in rainy weather, surrounding 
these two courts, are box stalls, each 
provided with two doors, one opening 
from (he central passage way, while the 
other, a fire eecape door, opens in thq 
outer court, thus furnishing safe egress 
from the box in case of acoofiageration.

The south half of the building has 
been set aside for the running stock, 
while on the north side are stalled the 
trotting horses. The building is pro­
vided with a drag and vc-tjrioary de­
partment, saddle and harness rooms, 
sleeping departments and bath oooms 
for the men, etc. There are also numer­
ous water troughs and hydrants through­
out the entire huilf'ir g.

furnish a superbundance of pure water 
the year round. In addition to this 
water supply, the owner has had suiik 
at ditferent points, three artesian wells, 
believing absolotely pure water to be 
essential to the best ret nits in stock.

Col. Maddox’s idea o f farming, is tiiat 
the farm should be made self-sustain­
ing, and that the farmer should subMist 
upon the fruit o f hia labor, and not be 
imposed upon by the shoddy grocer, 
conscienceless butcher, and the fnmp- 
handle dairyman, and in accordance 
with this belief, it can bo said of him, 
that he produces everthing tliat goes

The upper floor is used as a feed re­
pository. Here enc^ugh feed has been 
stored away to run 300 horses for a 
year. In addition to a vast quantity of 
long feed, Col. Maddox has 3ooo bushels 
of oats, 100 busiiels of barley and 5000 
bushels of com. A large water tank 
with a capacity of $25 barrels sapplies 
the barn with an abundance of pure 
artesian water.

North of the barn are two stallion 
stalls for trotting studs, while likewise 
on the Boutli are tao more stalls sur­
rounded by improved stallion paddocks, 
where the running stallions are kept.

Alhambra, h« by Lexington, first dams 
imported Princeas, he by Meteoric 
Glance. A few years ago thia horse 
was one o f the fastsat in the country, 
but alwaya bard to ride. He ran a 
mile in 1 ;44 in his two-year-old form.

The writer was shown a field in the 
lowland from which despite the drontb 
three crops of alfalfa clover had been 
reaped this year, which still furnished 
ample grating for a score o f mares and 
colts which 1  was informed had been fed 
no grain during the summer. Col- Mad­
dox is a great believer in tame grasses, 
having but litt e faith in the native 
Texas grass as a producer of fine stock. 
While showing the writer a field of 
thred-year-old Bermuda grass tiie colo­
nel waxed eloquent over its merits. 
“ You can tell etockmen,”  said he “ that 
Bermuda grass is the finest in the 
world for horses. W hy! one acre of 
this grass will furnish more (rrazing 
than three acres of blue grass in Ken­
tucky. One acre will furnish all the 
grazing a mare and colt will want. Be­
sides it stands our warm climate, and 
as you see the drouth has but little 
efiect on it. In fact, Texas is the home 
of the Bermuda grass*’ ’ After taking 
in the tame grasses the highlands were 
visited and the native Texas mesquite 
grass was seen, which presented a poor 
showing when compared with the alfalfa 
and Beimuda. Col. Maddox has also 
experimented successfully with the 
Engish blue grass, and is now engaged 
in clearing up shady river bottoms, it 
being his purpose to put the land /in 
blue grass.

Mr. Charles Goodnight has about 
agreed to let Col. Maddox take his herd 
of 200 wild animals, as be desires to 
have them near some city where thev 
can be seen. If he succeeds in' getting 
them be will prepare a large park, call 
it the “ Goodnight park’ ’ and have it 
open to visitors. If this is done it 
would be one of the greatest attractions 
to Fort Worth.

Col. R. E. Maddox was born in Bien­
ville parish. La. He came to Texas in 
March, 1870, settling in Denton county 
where for three years he bought cattle. 
The panic o f 1873 caught him with a 
large bunch of cattle in hand, thus 
causing him to loose all he bad made in 
tlie three years. He then came to Fort 
Worth and as soon as he could muster 
the means bought a piece of land on 
the South side and went to farming, 
from which small beginning he has 
risen to his present prominence. In 
187C be was elected assessor and tax 
collector ot Fort Worth in which capac­
ity he served nine years. Col. Maddox 
was for four years colonel of the First 
Texas M,Ilitia. He has speculated 
largely in' real estate, to-day doubt­
less pays more taxes on personal prop­
erty than any man in the county. Col. 
Maddoxia bought the Maddoxia Park 
farm in February 1889 and to-day has 
$40,000 worth of live stock on this place 
alone.

Editor Texas Live Stock and Farm Journal.
Hoving been a constant reader of your 

valuable paper for several years, I have 
been noting with pleasure the iuterest 
you have been taking in the subject of 
“ silos,”  as I know by that that you 
have at heart the welfare of our western j 
and northaostern county, end in fact j 
all Texas. I am no new convert to the 
silo theory, as twenty years ago I saw 
it used in Virginia by parties fatteuing 
beef to compete with the dressed beef 
shipped into Baltimore and Washington 
from Chicago, and the silo was the only 
thing that saved those feeding by cheap 
ening their method.

The silo stands to the domestic ani­
mals as the canneries to the human 
family, it preserves their feed for win­
ter use in its natural succulent manner, 
and in that form it is enjoyed by them, 
just as the human family -does all 
canned vegetables and fruits. The 
whole principle then is that the silo is 
an air tight building in which feeds of 
different kinds are put when mature and 
preserved in that condition for future 
use.

The corn should be cut when in the 
glazed state; sorghum when the seeds 
are ripe; barley, rye, wheat, millet and 
oates when grain is in the dough state, 
aa at that time they contain the most 
nutriment in the shape of starch and 
angar.

The day it is out in the field the feed 
can be stored in tlie silo, so yoa run no 
risk arising from wet and damp weather 
to cure it, or you can let it remain a day 
or ap for the purpose of letting it wilt, in 
that way lose part ot its nioUtnre, and 
thus decrease the weight in handling, 
nad for no other purpose, as it is pre­
served just as well freshly cut aa wilted.

When you start to fill your silo you 
can keep steadily on unt 1 yon complete 
the job, or yon can stop every day or so 
as no harm is done by tbeintermptiona, 
and when you have stored all the crop 
then matured, you can wait until an­
other crop maturea, (Utting it in eo top 
of the first.

The only thing to guard against is to 
sec that the last put in ia packer! by 
tramping especially at the edges sad

corners, and for that purpose, daring the 
whole time of filling, the fmost reliable 
man should be kept in the silo to spread 
and tramp the ensilage. He should be 
particularly charged especially about 
the sides and {corners. The object of 
this tramping is to expel as much air as 
possible in this manner, as after a day 
or S3 you will find that the ensilage has 
commenced to heat and this beat will 
be greatest at the center of the mass 
and least at the sides of the building 
where it is in contact with the cold wall. 
The effect of this heat is to kill the fungi 
and e 'pel the air, and thus'prevent 
mould and preserve the feed, and as the 
beat at the sides and corners is not suf­
ficient for the parpóse, the expulsion is 
assisted by the tramping.

Do not be uneasy about the heating as 
that is what preserves the ensilage. It 
cooks it and makes it that much more 
digestible for the estile, as it relieves 
their fat stomach of tlie fermentation 
necessary for digestion. This heat may 
rise to as much as 150 degrees without 
any injury as it will cool down itself 
wben'ail the air has been expelled or 
deoxidized.

After this heating there is a settling 
of the mass |and when curing is com­
plete, the mass will have settled about 
70 per cent in volume, but no loss of 
substance. This is the critical time, as 
this shrinking causes the mass to leave 
the.sides of tbe^uilding and thereby 
let in fresh air, which will again cause 
the mass to heat. This must be avoided 
by every day during this settling, have 
a man tramp well around the sides. In 
early days the air was expelled by press­
ure, tons of rock were laid on boards put 
on top of the Silage as a cover. Now all 
that labor and expense is dispensed 
with by building the silos high, and 
thus using the weight of the silage it­
self to do the pressing.

I Two years ago I built a silo, octogsn 
I in shape, 30 feet in diameter and 30 
feet high, estimated to hold 400 tons.
I intended to fill with sorghum, but just 
as it was ripe the whole crop was utterly 
destroyed by hail, still I thought I 
would try the second crop, although it 
was the first of September; still it start­
ed up in a few days, but being so late it 
did not mature; still I cut it and put it 
in the silo and finished about the 15th 
of November. Fart of it was nipped by 
the frost; still my stock eat it raven­
ously, both horses and cows, and the 
latter greatly improved in both quantity 
and quality of milk, bringing one cow 
in particular from one quart per day to 
three gallons. I also fed steers about 
ninety-five days that I gave $17 for and 
sold them for $40.

A silo, if built of sufficient capacity 
can be made to cost about $1 per ton of 
capacity. The silage can be raised and 
bandied for $ 1  per ton, housing and in­
cluding all expense o f cutting, etc. 
Forty pounds is a good ration per day 
for a grown animal. It should be fed in 
two rations of twenty pounds each and 
one quart of bran or cotton seed meal.

N om that the large pastures are pass­
ing away, Texas, especially the western 
part, if she wants to compete with the 
beef market, must prepare to feed at 
iiome, and in no way can that be done 
as cheaply as combining the products of 
the silo with those of the cotton seed 
oil mill. Sorghum with us is almost a 
certain sure crop, and it makes the best 
ensilage. All the eastern and north­
western states have adopted the silo and 
Texas will have to come to it or remain 
hewers of wood and drawers of water.

The state experimental school at 
Bryan has experimented with it now for 
four years, and pronounced it a success. 
By actual experiment they found with 
silage, bran and cotton teed meal, they 
could put on an average Texas steer 300 
pounds of flrsh in lOO days. I was at 
that college in May when tluir pastures 
were luxuriant with the best of grasses, 
yet I saw their milch cows come in at 
evening appearing as if they could not 
eat another mouthful, yet go to their 
stalls and eat a full ration ot silage.

Farm management ft a natter of far more 
concern than the crop in hand. All who do 
not take a wider view than that will shortly 
regret it When planning for the year’s 
crop, consider what its* effect will be on the 
land, kteping its fertility constantly in 
view.

The average crop, of many of our staples, 
does not profit the grower. There are two 
remedies: One to increase the production 

4>ec acre and so decrease the cost sand the 
other, to vary our crops and so relieve the 

. over production Of the staples and give prices 
a chance to atiffen np.

Ia these times of low and uncertain prices 
it is important that every producer shall 
know-exactly how much it coats to place an 
article on the market. This knowledge can 
be obtained only through accounts. The 
close margins on sfhich the farming of the 
future must be done, 'will make complete 
bookkeeping almost as essential for the 
larmer for the banker or the merchant.

Farm and Kanch hits the nail on the head 
when it saya: " I t  is better, and far cheaper»
in the end to begin in time a system of 
farming that will preserve tt)e fertility of 
the soil, than to learn some time when yon 
caii’ t help it, that heavy manuring is neces­
sary td produce a profitable crop on the 
worn down field. He who farms for this 
year, without an eye for the future, is short 
sighted, indeed.*'

There is fome disposition to laugh at 
men who go into agriculture late in life. 
T ^  is all wrong, os it is a tribute to the atj 
tractions ef the occupation. It may be that 
they do not go to work in a practical man- 
ner,but most of them have some good ideas. 
Often they have money enough to indulge in 
"fancyj^fanning^ and then by bringing in 
improved stock, etc., they are. most un­
doubtedly, ft genuine addition to the com­
munity.

Just at this state of our agriculture there is 
a difference of opinion among wise men 
about the policy of using the hand hoe 
among cultivated field crops. Opinions, ac­
cording to the Mirror aadFarmer, are freely 
quoted on both sides, but the conditions 
which jusUfy different practices in different 
localities are lost sight of. Methods which 
are suitable in western fanning, where 
there is land enough and no fertilizer is ap­
plied, would not apply in New England, yet 
we are treated with doses of advice prepared 
for . that section, and told that adopting 
them wofild be improvement. '

Farmers have you ever thought of what 
good the birds are to the farm ? We fear 
not. By the way, we see many boys destroy­
ing the birds and their nests from no other 
motive than mischief ? The birds are one 
of the farmer’s best friends, and every 
fanner should protect them os far as his 
power goes. Twenty-nine out of every thirty 
species of birds do a great deal more good 
for the farmer than harm. I f  the boys who 
think it fun to kill birds and knock down 
their nests were required to destroy the 
amount of worms, moths, bugs, etc., that 
these birds would do, it wouldn’t be so 
funny. Farmers are all crying, "W e have 
more insect pests to fight to-day to raise our 
crops than ever before.” Protect the birds 
and you will have a remedy for these pests to 
a great extent.

Secretary Morton reminds the croakers 
that only about three per cent, of all the 
merchants escaped failures, whereas hardly 
three per cent, of the farmers fail. The 
statistics really show that agriculture is safer 
than banking, manufacturing, or railroad­
ing, taking all things into account. There 
is no farmer of good sense and good health 
anywhere in the west, Mr. Morton declares, 
who cannot make a good living for himself 
and family, and that is as well as a majority 
of them are doing in any other pursuit. 
The man who owns a farm and sticks to it 
is certain to profit by it in the future. 
There is practically no more land to be 
addecl'to the area of cultivation. The sup­
ply of agricultural products has reached its 
limit in the United .States, and must now 
remain stationary, while the demand will 
go on increasing every year. This imnlies a 
gradual improvement in prices, and a steady 
appreciation of the value of farming lands.

T. B. Terry, the noted agriculturial 
writer, gives the following remedy for hard 
times: “ Would we havethe farmer economize 
by living cheaper than now ? Most certainly

to grow

not. He should, and can, live better than
he now does. How then meet the case ? 
By doing as the manufacturer does, 
diminish the cost of production. Manu­
facturers make everything count; farmers 
must ao the same. The Creator ordained 
that the sweat of the brow was the only 
method to obtain dominion. The brow 
must, however, sweat inwardly as well as 
outwardly. The brain must also be 
made to sweat. We admire the powerful 
locomotives that draw long trains of freight, 
but without the directing hand of the en­
gineer these engines would be .useless. It 
is useless for the farmer to work hard unless 
he studies how to apply the work. Thought 
is the engine that directs the hands in their 
work. An intelligent, industrious work­
man rarely finds fault with the times. It is 
the lazy and indolent that want legislation 
and outside help. To speak plainly, it is 
the farmer and not the calling that makes 
farming unprofitable.”

STOCK FARMING.
Don’t foil to read the communication of

ensilage. A familiarity with these subjects 
may be worth millions to you in future.

Breed the best horses— they will always 
sell. Breed the best cattle and hogs and 
poultry— they will always command the 
highest market price, and will sell when in­
ferior stoc kwill not. The best of everything 
is always in demand, and the supply is 
always short. Aim high. Aim for the 
best. It is not so mucha a question of 
personal pride to have the best to sell, as it 
a matteter of pecuniary profit

It is impossible to lay down any infallible 
rule as to the age at which young stock should 
be bred, size and good thrifty condition 
being more important tlian age. So that 
the animals owned by a good, progressive 
farmer will often be fit to breed at an earlier 
age than those of a neighbor who does not 
give them the same care, bnt in all 
cases it is best to await the period of reason­
ably mature development before breeding if 
the best results ate to be secured. Breeding 
at too young an age is such a drain upon 
the vitality that in many cases the animal 
never fully recovers from the effect. Gen­
erally the dam suffers from too early breeding 
more than the sire.

We have scrubs in live'stock, in poultry, 
in men and women. .Scrub means literally 
small and mean. Scrub used in a genera- 
sense denotes something inferior, and in­
feriority is’ but the natural child of degen­
eracy A scrub animal is one that is but a 
low type and the perfect | beast 
physically lacking virtues that add values 
to live stock for the varied purposes for 
which 'they 'are prized by mankind. A s 
‘s’erub” is commonly used’ by writers, the 
native or common stock of the country is 
meant— such as have no enhanced value by 
reason] of, being graded up by the infusion 
of blood of what we term the “ pure breeds.” 
The best class of stock on earth if placed on 
scant pastures and neglected, will in lime 
degenerate into veritable scrubs, into rank 
inferiority as compared with the best types 
of the same races.

Eight pecks of 
sced-per acre have ^ e n  the largest yields 
of grain, the average yield for nine years 
being over thirty  ̂and one-third bushels p>er 
acre. The besf results at the station have 
come Iropi-viowings made not later than 
Septei^er ao. In comparing forms of nitro- 
gen  ̂a, fertilizers for wheat, sulphate of 

[lonia give better results than nitrate of 
a or dried blood. Greater profiit have 
ulted from the use of stable manure than 

high grade commercial fertilizers, 
fertilizers. Fresh horse manure has gener­
ally returned its cost in the first crop, and 
the improved condition of the soil for future 
crops adds something more to the credit of 
the msnure. Wheat may be safely harvested 
at any time, from the dough stage to a dted 
ripe condition, without appreciably affecting 
the weight or the yield o( grain. Mowing 
wheat' in the springs to prevent too great 
m^Vness of growth, did not prove profita­
ble.

In feeding stock for profit good manage­
ment is an importand item, as one feeder 
will, with proper care, be readily able to 
realize a fair profit, when another, working 
under the same conditions, will fail. In 
feeding Jo fatten, it is an item to keep the 
animals quiet, free from excitement or noise; 
they must be fed regularly in order to prf. 
vent fretting. Any class of animals will 
soon learq the time of feeding, and if it is 
not supplied at that time the animal will 
always fret to a more or less extent, causing 
a loss. The more comfortable our animals 
can be made the better gains and the less 
cost. Another item in the management is 
to feed liberally and yet not over-feed. 
With growing .nnimals the returns must be 
such as will insure keeping each animal in 
a good, thrifty condition, but with a fatten 
ing animal all that an be eaten up clean at- 
each meal should be given. Once on full 
feed, fattening animals should always be 
crowded— this implies the supplying of all 
it will eat at every meal, and also feeding a 
good variety in order to maintain a good 
appetite. One item in feeding is to secure 
as good a growth as possible at the lowest 
cost, .and the managemènt given is an im­
portant feature. With cattle feeding at 
present prices, the very best management is 
necessary if fair profit is realized. One item 
should distinctly be remembered, ^and that 
is to always feed so as to secure a gain, as 
the food supplied will be so much added to 
the cost without a corresponding profit or 
gain, and the more fully this is done the 
better. Generally with all fattening stock 
it will be best to crowd reasonably early, 
while with growing animals it is always 
good economy to have them in a good, 
thrifty condition when winter sets in.

Economy in feeding is one source of a 
farmer’s profit. To feed hay, com and oats 
to colts, calves and work horses is extrava­
gant and wasteful. The way to economize 
and save several dollars per head each year 
until they are marketable is to cut all pro- 
vender into inch lengths (straw and fodder), 
put in separate bins under shelter where 
most convenient for use. Cutting softens 
any provender and rids it of sand and dust 
Now take seventy-five bushels of corn, oats, 
rye and buckwheat to mill and get it ground 
fine as for bread. Grinding costs three 
cents per bushel. Add to this one-fourth 
its weight in wheat bran. If you haven’t 
all of these ^grains use such os you haves 
The way to mix for use is, make a box 
la feet long, feet neep, a}4 feet
wide, water-tight. Put in the 
box three layers of straw, add to 
each layer four pounds of meal and two and 
a half gallons of water, take a four-Uned 
ford and mix thoroughly from one end to 
the other and back. Now serve out to ten 
or twelve head three times a day and they 
will be well fed, and we’ve used only one- 
half bushel of corn and straw and fodder oj 
less market value. '\Vetting softens and 
causes the meal to adhere. We can keep 
twice as much stock on this economical plan 
as can be done the extravagant way, at one- 
hslf less expense. There is no food fit for 
use until it is ground or cut, moistened or 
mixed. An animal fed the waste way 
not os healthy; it is constipated, hidebound 
with indigestion. On the economical plan 
the stomach is healthy, the bowels laxative 
witk perfect health.

There are about 40,000 acres of grapes in 
the state of New- York, which yield an aver­
age money product of aliout $122 an acre. 
This is an indication that some kinds of 
farming do pay. There are other things 
than grapes which can do just as w ell, with 
projier management.

In planting an orchard do not hope to in­
clude all the good kinds you have ever heard 
of. Make such a selection oi the best as 
will give you a succession of fruit, and be 
satisfied if you do not include more than a 
dozen sorts.

I’ears are in season and aie among the 
most delicious fruit for preserving and pick­
ling. They are so inexpensive that they are 
apt to be forgotten, and the flavor is so deli-1 
cate that it is easily spoiled by overcooking. 
Yet the French cook and the confection- 
maker esteem the pear as second only to the 
quince and peach. A puree of pears is very 
often used as a foundation for those candied 
and iced deserts in which the French excel. 
The pear, like the apple, possesses the 
quality of taking on the fla-.'or of another 
fruit or root, so that pears are often cooked 
with ginger, when they are fully o> delicious 
as preserved ginger itself, and even more 
delicate. The acid of the lemon is often 
added to the flavor of the pear, and is a de­
cided addition to canned pears. A finely 
flavored - sweet pear like the seckel and 
some of the dwarf pears is delicious for 
canning; for preserving with ginger the 
Bartlett pear is admirable; and for pickling, 
almost any good variety of pear will serve 
the purpose.— Farmers’ Voice,

Where to Pleut UrappR.

It is a very common question: “ How 
shall I prepare the ground for grapes?" The 
old-time vineries where grapes were under 
glass, were elaborately prepared, and from 
this fact it has got to be a common notion 
that our out-door vines to-day need some 
such preparation. The gfRpe, in 
fact, may be called a cosmopolitan plant, for 
it is at home in any soil and any place. 
This is rank heresy, I know, yet who that 
has sCen the grape in its wild state and in 
general cultivation can come to any other 
conclusion? In cultivation, grajies grow in 
any conceivable situation except in swamps.
I know of a plantation close to a stream of 
running water, the soil of which is never 
dry. There is a drainage to the creek and 
it is deep soil, hut it is always damp. The 
vines will do well on hillsides where noth-1 
ing else will, and this is why some persons 
think that the situation is preferred by 
them. In horticultural periodicals it is not 
uncommon to find recommended the digging 
of the soil and the filling in with bones, 
oyster .shells, etc. Now, the grape no more 
needs this fuss than other fruit. The same 
may be done in the case of pears or other 
fruit trees. It is doing what is well done 
for any tree, the providing of food for it. 
All trees need rich feeding grounds, and the 
grape asks as much, but no more than any 
other fruit. The one about to. set out 
grapes need make no great preparation for 
it. Let the idea that bones, offal, fish and 
rank barnyard manures are neces.sary be dis­
missed from his mind. If the ground be 
tairly good the vines will thrive and fruit 
will follow.

I may as well give Prof. Roberts’ man­

ner of applying caustic polash in de­
horning. Here it is: The best ime to 
apply the preventives is early in the 
life of the animal, just as soon as the 
little home can be distinguished by the 
touch. The caustic potash comes in the 
form of round sticks about tbe size of a 
lead pencil and may be had at any drug 
store, and should be kept from expos­
ure to the air as it rapidly absorbs moist­
ure. The manner of applying is as fol­
lows: Clip the hair closi'ly, and moisten 
the little bora with water to which soap 
or a few drops of ammonia have been 
added. Do not moisten the skin exceot 
on the horn where the potash is to be 
applied. Dip one end o f the caustic 
potash in water until it is slightly soft­
ened, then rub on the moistened surface 
of tbe little horn. Repeat the operation 
from five to eight times until the sur­
face of the horn becomes slightly sensi- 
t^ve. A slight Fcab forms over the sur­
face of the budding horn and this drops 
off in the course of a month or six weeks 
leaving a perfectly smooth poll.

The experiments ia free mail delivery 
in rural d stricts have thus fjr  reeulttd 
so favorably that there will be tome 
extension o f the system another yerr.

To show how severe tbe drouth has 
been in England this summer, we may 
mention that in London, a place which 
beats the reputation o f being moder­
ately moist, there was no rain for 160 
days. The probability is that some 
American products will be needed there.

About 1 2 ,000,000 people in Mexico live 
on corn almoet entirely; it it their chief 
sostenanoe. made into preparations 
known sa ‘ ‘«onllla”  and “ lamale.”  The 
corn crop of the republic is about 75,000,-̂  
000 bushels in fair crou years, a little 
more than the crop of Tennessee- In 
1892 the Mexican crop failed, the tariff 
on com was’rednced 76 per cent, to save 
the people from >^Uivation, and not lees 
than 12 ,000,000 )>ashels was imported 
from tbe United States.

Jac-: McCarthy, w a- a'ixi'>as 10 get bus - 
ness from a fi*m that adv rti.-ed in his 
field, and u r..te, s liciting an order for 
bis paper. The reply came, ‘ ‘Where 
does your paper go 1”  With promptness 
“ Jaok”  answered: “ To North aud South 
America, Euifipe, Asia and Africa, and 
it is all I can do to keep it from going
to h------ ”  He got the contract.

'The outlook for Arizona cattlemen i® 
bright, better th.-in for years. The 
Tombstone Epitaph says: “ Advices
from all parts of the county concerning 
the cattle outlook are of the most prom­
ising character. Everywhere grass is 
abundant and catt'e ars rolling fat. 
The beef sold by our local market men 
cannot be equaled anywhere for juci- 
ness, flavor and tenderness. The pres­
ent season will in a great measure reim­
burse cattle owners for losses sustained 
during several years of drouth.”

Referring to the condition of the wool 
inarket, the American Wool Grower and 
Cotton Reporter says: “ If monetary 
affairs were not a disturbinge'ement in 
the situation it might be confidently 
predicted that wool values would 
quick harden and a marked advance 
occur. This is evident from the course 
of the market the past few weeks, dur­
ing which time the demand has been of 
such proportions as to greatly reduce 
choicest selections and put the market 
in a strong position as to s'oeks. Not 
only this* but the fact that the lack of 
demand forced prices down to astonish­
ingly low levels, thus making them at­
tractive to buyers, stimulated a demand 
which of itself must inevitably tend to 
stiffen prices, if continued long enough. 
Tome wools have actually advanced a 
little; Ohio fleece, for instance, and a 
stil ifurther advanc |vri 1 surely occur just 
as soon as the monetary question is 
settled. The tendency of the market 
goes to disprove the claim that the 
trouble has arisen from a fear of a 
change in tariff.

Tbe t'orii Crop.
The lepor B received, says the Farm­

ers’ Review, from twelve states show 
that the corn crop suffered severely by 
the drouth, but that in most localities 
it has reached a state of maturity that 
has placed it beyond the danger from 
frost.
