FATTENING SOUTHERN CATTLE.

Why is it necessary for the South to
ship calves to the West to he fattened
for beef? Why should Georgia and Al-
abama stock be trangported west of the
Misgissippi river to return a few
months later as meat that will com-
mand a premium over home-killed cat-
tle? These questions are asked because
the advent of Western buyers to
points as far East as Cartersville, Ga.,
has occasioned Jocal comment without
aparently suggesting the natural query,
why should not Southern cattle be fat-
tered on Southern soil and butchered
there? Many advances have been made
in this direction with ‘the utilization of
cotton seed and other produets for feed,
but -there are many undeveloped re-
gources still for the Southern stock-
grower, and the soomer he takes ad-
vantage of them the better it will be
for himself and his neighbors.

A beginnling has already been made
in this direotion. On one day in Feb-
reary a solid trainload of beef cattle,
made up of fifteen cars, left Meridian,
Misgs., for Ohicago. The cattle were fat-
tened by a firm near Mernidian that has
more than 2000 head of stock feeding
in pens. Cattle are purchased and
brought to Meridian from all over East
Mississippl and West Alabama. They
are there fed, and when they 'ave been
pt in the very best ocondition are
shipped to Northern markets for con-
sumption in the great cities.

The néxt step should be the erection
of abalttoirs in the South, the nucleus
of which indeed aiready exists.—The
Sogthern States,

SEA ISLAND COTTON.

The production of Sea Isgland cotton
in Texas this season was the largest
ever known, says the Houston Post,
but the coming year promises to show
a 'big falling off in the acreage. Plant-
ers are rather disgusted -with the ré-
turns on the crop this year, and many
of them have concluded to stick to the
ordinary cotton, which can be culti-
vated, picked and ginned at less ex-
pense, and is always sure of a market.
. There is no doubt that South Texas
lands are well adapted to the raising of
the long staple cotton, and many farm-
ers in the coast country made money
on their Sea Island crops in past years.
Th'is season, however, it has been diffi-
cult to find a market for this class of
cctton, and prices have been much low-
er than wsual. An accumulation at
Galveston of 1000 bales was sold last
Monday at an average of 9%c per
pound. It was shipped to Havre, and
will doubtless be used by continental
spinners in the place of Egyptians.

The average price paid for Sea Is-
land cotton in Houston last year was
15¢ per pound. This year it has rangea

SHOULDER GALL.

Sometimes galls are the result of ig-

corance, nct indifference, writes G, W,
MorBson in Field and Farcrn. 1 re-
ently saw a horse with a very sore

shoulder. I asked the driver why he
drove a horse with such a sore shoul-
der. He said he had to use the horse,
and had done all he could io get the
shoulder well, callingwny attention to
the grease he had put on the sore and
to a pad which he had placed right on
the sore.. When I agked why the pad
was placed where it aggravated the
evil, I was told that it was soft and
ought to make the pressure on the sore
gspot easler. It had not occcurred to the
driver that the pad so placed rcally in-
creased the pressure on the spot. In
ten minutes there was a pad just above
the sore and another just below it, and
nonc over it, and my friend had some
insiructions about curing galls, which
I will repeat: The pad ghould not be a
very thick one—usually half an inch in
thickness when the animal is pnlling is
better than more-~—but a broad pad, and
it ghould never be stuffed with cotton
or wool, which forms into hard lumps
in a short time, but with fine ‘biue stem
hay, which does not form into lumps,
and¢ which does not lose its elasticity.
A hay pad springs the collar forward as
soon as the draft is removed, resting
and cooling the shoulder. The best
pad is made of an old trouser's leg
wrapped around the collar and held in
place by the hames, Of -eonregs—there
should be very little hay under the
hames and between the collar and the
neck of the horse. Do not put grease
of any kind on a gall. It sofions the
hide, inoreasing the probability of its
being broken and worn off; and if the
flesh-is-exposed grease keeps it tender
and more sensitive, while not aiding
s0 much as some other things in heal-
ings. Omne of the best preventives of
galls, after properly fitted ecollars, is
strong salt water used as a bath on the
shoulders each evening. Its use should
be begun four weeks before the animal
is put to hard work. The preventive
of galls is a well-fitting harness. A
harness should never be bought when
the animal is not at hand to be fitted.
Thiz is true of all parts of the harness,
and particularly of the collar. There

THE FARROWING SOWS.

The sow that is bred in autumn needs
especial care during the winter months
if good pigs are expected, says a writer
in Colman’s Rural World,
pigs arc lost through the impropor care
of the gows, and with hogs selling at
present prices, the farmer canmot run
the risk of lgsing any of the young
pigs through neglect. The unnatural
habit of the sow trying to destroy her
young comes largely from improper |
diet, and unsanitary surroundings. If |
the mother {s feverish and abnormally |
excited it is impossible to say what she |
will do, even toward her young off-
spring. Infanticide is not uncommon
among human beings that are sur-
rounded by filth and unsanitary condi-
tions, and we cannot wonder that some
of our poor brutes have the game de- |
sire when we congider the life they
have to lead. The ration of the far-
rowing sows should be generously va-
ried, and only gufficient corn be given
to generate enough heat to resist the
cold. In the summer time they need
scarcely any corn, but the conditions
are different in winter. The animal
should not be fattened, for this causes
fever at the farrowing time, and makes
the mother frenzied. A reasonable
amount of food i apt to make the an-
imals fat unless given a fair amount
of exercise in the opea air. If the
sowg will not t:.r‘ this of their own
free will they should be driven about
gently, This exercise will keep her
muscles hard and - in splendid order,
and it is the muscular system that
must resist the plan of farrowing chief-
1y. As the farrowing time approaches
separate the sows from the other hogs,
g0 that they will not be worried or un-
duly chased around. Give them clean
straw for bedding, and clean out their

|

ditions as pleasant as possible, No
corn should be given now, Feed large-
ly on loose slops, so that costiveness
will not result. This is one of the dan-
gers of ‘the farrowing time, and causes
fever and other trouble. On the con-
trary, she should not be allowed to |
grow so loose as to cause weaknena.i
The judgment of the owner must be
exercised in such a case, Give the ani- |
ymal all the water she needs, for lhe\'
will-become more or lesg feverish as |
the time approaches. -When the pigs |
have been born the mother needs the |
most care. Give her all the water she |
wants, and keep standlng in the peni
a few handfuls of bran and middlings
sticred in_water. . She. should not be
forced to eat. Let her eat when she
feels llke it. The pigs for the first few
days will require very little to eat,
By the time the pigs begin to eat
much she should be fed more liberaily,
and in a week or two she should be
living on full rations. She should have
all the milk producing food she wants
to eat then. See that the swill is clean
and eweet, and not sour, The latter
will cause scours and other bowel trou-
ble. If the sow appears feverish and
shows a desire to injure her young
ones, her back should be cooled with a
cloth ‘saturated with ecoal oil. Even

APRIL, 1897, WEATHER.
The weather of thls month will have
a decided effect on the prices of corn
and oats, particularly the latter, as it
will be very unfavorable to these crops.
A drouth in April is often disastrous to
the oat crop and such a drouth is com-
ing.
A drouth in April does not hurt corn
80 much as it does oats, but it creates
a scare and therefore is almost certain
to raise the prices of corn.
It is not the policy of these bulletins
to forecast the weather more than a
'month ahead, and if dealers could know
when to -sell they could make money
by buying oats and corn largely the
first of April. The mistakes are often
made by holding too long. The weather
conditions of April certainly suggest
that dealers should buy largely of these
two cereals, but how long to hold them
is another question,
In New England states, New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia and Quebec high
temperatures will prevail, not all the
time high, but the general average for
the month will go above the normal
{and rainfall much below normal,
| In the country of the northern lakes
fand Montreal temperature and rain-
[fall will average below normal.

The Atlantic states from Norfolk and
Richmond southward will have aver-
{age temperature and rainfall; no
drouth there,

In the Ohio valley temperature and
rainfall will be below normal. Drouth
{will not be very severe, but enough so
{to éause uneasiness for the future.

In all the southern states tempera-
ture and rainfall will be about normal
{and no general drouth.

In the upper Mississippi and lower

Missouri valleys temperature will aver-
l.’lgc above and reinfall will be below
normal. These sections constitute the
principal corn and oat districts of the
United States and in them the April
drouth will be most severe.

As the principal part of the oat crop
will be in the ground by April 1st this
|drouth will materially -injure, or at
{lcast appear to injure, the 1897 crop.
The price of oats is now extremely
{low and whoever buys the first of April
(and sells the last of April will make
money. By this T'do not mean to say
that the weather will change after the

{last of April 80 as to again bring down

the price of oats. This forecast is con-

[fined strictly to the month of April and

future bulletins will tell you all about
May weather,

In the highlands of the western
Rocky mountain countries temperature
will. average below, and rainfall
| will be above normal. This will be en-
couraging to agriculture in those sec-
'!i(\nﬂ. but may flooda in May and June
in the Missouri river.

. My statements in this bulletin will
not discourage farmers from sowing
[oats. If, as ig quite probable, a greatly
[1teduced acreage of oats is sown it will
\lw on account of the present very low

wrices and not because of weather fore-

}rusts, for the crop will be in the
{ground before this bulletin is publigh-
iml. except in the northern part of the
oat belt,

I am now working on the storm
waves., These storm waves have the
h'gh as their center and where the lows.
and highs join, constitute the storm
waves. The lows form all around the
highs. If we can get the speed of the
highs The speed of the storm wave is
thereby found. '

The average pm'in. of highs that
croes the continent is 5.8 days. This

does not include #11 highs, only those
that are perpetnal or that move en-
tirely aecross the continent. Other
highs are accidents or eddies of short
duration,

This 5.8 days period of the highs has
never before been published by me and
80 far as T know it is not known to
any other meteorologist. I have used
it for twenty years in making forecasts
and it is one of the cecrets of my suc-
CESS,

But there is a deeper and a more
valuable onc and that is the speed of
the highs. There seems to be no reg-
ularity in their speed and therefore
their periods of 5.8 days are not regn-
lar. Sometimes they move at double,
sometimes at half speed, and this va-
riableness is disastrous to short range
forecasts and therefore the greatest dif-
ficulty with which the national weather
bureau has to deal. s
~The variablensss in the #péed” of the
highs certainly has a cause, deeply
hidden, and that cause I will find as I
have found other very important pe-
rlods in meteorclogy.

In all this werk the long and re-
liable records of temperature, rainfall
end barometer, made by the Smithso-
nlan Institute and the national weather
bureat, are indispensible. Whoever
finds the secrets of nature, the causes
of weather changes, must do so by
careful studies of, and all theories must
be tried by, these official records.

No appropriation has been made to en-
able the commissioner to have the
lands so divided and nothing has been
done to relieve owners of these lands of
the difficu'ties rezulting frem the decis-
fons referred to.

ALAMO.

A JOE MULHATTON COME TO
LIGHT.

Mrs. E. 8. Buchanan and Friends:
[ call to-day to explain my ‘ong ab-
ience.

Cheese Sahdwiches.—Oook ih a dous
ble boiler haif a pound of grated ¢heese
with half a cup <f cream or milk, a
tiny pinch of mustard, and a little salt;
thicken with a teaspconful of flour;

fore removing from the fire add a well
beaten egg. Have ready some thinly-
toasted tread, or some crackers, and
spread while hot. The crackers must
be of a kind that will split. These
sandwiches must, ¢f course, be eaten
while hot; they make a very dainty
relish for luncheon or tea.

Haghed Ham on Toast—Chop a quan-
tity of coM boiled ham rather fine and
season it with pepper and salt; for each
pint of meat add a level tablespoonful
of flour; stir well, and add a smalll tea-
cupful of soup stock or water; put the
mix'ture into a small stoew-pan and af-
ter covering it gimmer for twenty
minutes, meanwhile toast some thin
siices of bread, spread the mixture upon
the bread, and serve at once upon a hot
dish. In case water is used instead of
soup stock, add a tablespoonful of but-
ter just before spreading the ham upon
the toast. Any kind ¢f cold meat may
be prepared in the same manner,

Peach Cream.—One can of peaches:
beat the whites of three eggs with a
half cupful of powdered sugar until it
is stiff encugh to cut with a knife, take
the yolks and mix with a half cupful ot
granufated sugar and a pint of sweet
milk; put the peaches into (the mix-
ture, place in a pudding dish and bake
until almost firm; then put in “the
whites, mixing all thoroughly again,
and bake a light brown. Eat ice cold.

Chocolate Cream.—Melt one ounce of
chocolate, sweeten it theroughly, and
add to it one pint of whipped cream. It
slwould then be frozen in an ice cream
freezer. Serve in cups of glass or china,

Snow Cream.—Beat the whites ot
four eggs to a stiff froth, stir in two
tablespoonfu’s of powdered sugar, a ta-
blespoonful of sweet wine, a teaspoon-
ful of rose water. Beat all together;
then add a pint of thick cream, A very
insecicus dish,

Orange Oake.—Beat the volks of five
eggs and the whites of two with two
cups of white sugar; add half a cup of
coid water and the juice and grated
rind- of one orange, siir in gradually
two and a half cups of finely sifted
flcur and one heaping teaspoonful of
baking powder. Bake in three layers.
Place between each layer and on top
an icing made from the beaten whites
of three eggs, a pound of pulvérized su-
gar, the grated rind and juice of one
orango, and lastly half a teaspoonful of
vincgar, MARY E. THOMAS.

THE IRRIGATION AMENDMENT.

Fort Worth, Tex., March 29, 1897.
Texas Stock and Farm Journal:

The resolution to submit to the peo-
ple of Texas a constitutional amend-
ment in the interest of iriigation has
been passed 'by the legisglature and the
proposed amendment will be submit-
ted to the vote ¢f the people on the
first Tuesday of next August. Its adop<
tion will impcse no burden on any but
tirnge who are to recelve its dircst ben-
efilg, and they will be a unft in its sup-
port. The indirect benlefits’ will reach
all_the pecple of the state. Hencoe it
seems a certainty that the amendment
will be adopted.

It is intended that those parts of the
state in which irrigation is neaded ghail
be divided into irrigation districts; that
each of such districts shall vote
soparately on issue of bonds not €x-
ceeding a $56 valuation por acre of land
proposed to be irrigated as estimated
by engineers after careful survey, and
the tax imposed to protect such bonds
shall rest solely on such irrigabls lands,
No one whom irrigation will not reach
will pay any part of the tax, even
tlwugh large enhancement of value wi'l
accrue to owners of non-irrigable lands
of the district and ¢ven beyond its
beundaries. This low valuation per
acre will be ample protection to all
bords issued under the new provision
of the law. At a far higher valuvation
of lands irrigation bonds have long
been considered the best of western se-
curities offered at the centres of capi-
tal, and all needful money will he read-
ily obtained for develcpment cf such
undertakings in Texas after adoption
of the amendment. Indeed some im-
nortant entorprises of this character in
Texas, although relying on the amend-
ment, will not await the vote in Au-
gust, but are already well on in their
preliminary work. Notable among these
i3 the irrization echeme formulated for
Wichita Valley. With Murray Harris
23 chief, than whom no more compe-
tent or conservative engineer can be
found, a full corps of engineers is now
in the field preparing for construction
of storage dam, ditches and laterals,
and making a careful topographical
eurvey in order to accurately aecertain
the irrigable acreage.
|- Jt-is far more probable that the Im-
portance of this Tmprovement of our

frrigation code will be under-estimated

than that # wil be over-estimated.
There are milMlions of acres of lands in
Texas west of the 100th meridian pos-
seesing all the elements of fertility ‘but
entirely deprived of anything but a
pasturage value because of instificient
rainfall to supply their oconstiuents to
agricultural products. Over this vast
areq are streams with enocugh flow to
irrigate without storage, as the Coun-
cho, the San Saba, San Antonio, Nucces
and others—many indecd, but few in
number in proportion to the large ter-
ritory considered. Tho general sysiem
for Western Texas musat depend om the
construction of storage dams, propor-
tioned both to the water shed supply-
ing,the reservoir and to the area ca-
pab.ie of receiving benefit from it. The
pessibilities of such a storage system
are practically unlimited. Ong shrinks
from an attempt to estimato them,

It is probable that the earlicst enter-
prises after that of the Wichita Valley
will be along the Brazos and Colorado
and some of thelr more lmportant trid-
utaries near the 100th meridian. The
beneficial effects of these will lead to
storage construction on larger and
smaller scales wherever tillable land
has a dralnage surface above it to
vield water supply, the areas of irri-
gation gradually extonding and grow-
ing until the aggregated enhancements
of value reach to a sum too large to he
rnow reckoned. Thrcse increas:d values
with increased population and vast im-
crease of production will spread their
benefits far and wide. It is well known
that in Arizona and Califcrnia a family
can live comfortably on 40 acres of ir-
rigated land, and this upon land less
richly supplied with the elemerts cf
fertility than most of the lands of
Western Texas, where irrigation is ¢ n-
templated. This will give an idea of
the possible density of popuiation, the
ircreased--demands upon the markets
of other parts of the state and the pros-

territory,

It is safe to assert that with the in-
crease of storage regervoirs, with their
many surfaces of evapccation, gradual
ly there will result important and ben-
eficial climatic changes. Thrse wil
benefit that portion of the west that
must aflways be held as grazing lamd.
Cerlainly nothing =0 important as this
amendment to the matorial weifare of
Western Texas has ever besn proposzed.

consumption, smailpox, leprosy, syph-
ilis, black leg in cattle and numerous
other infectious and contagious mala-
dies of man and beast.

“The queslition of preventimg and cur-
ing Texas fever has interested me as a
gcientist and laboratory worker for
mony years, Anyone who is competent
can gain every “poipt of infermation
that my laboratory forc¢z has on ‘the
subject.
